Brief Sketch of the Deceased.

Lord Albert Percy Uscil was the third son
of the-Marquis of Exetér-and a cousin to the
Marquis of Salisbary. Hé came to Canada
about 1861 . He was about 46 years of -age,
unwarried and had no relatives in Canada.

His Lordship was wall known in' Toronto,
and in fact throughout Canada and the United
States. Relinquishing the aristocratic circles
of the Old Country and wha$ he regarded as
‘‘the pomps and vanities of the world ” he de-
voted his fortune and talents to the work of
evangelization. ' Religiously he belonged to
what are known as the * Plymouth
Brethren,” but he-preferred to be simply
known as a * Christian.” Many times has he
vimted . Toronto, and during last fall. he
preached several times iis the Alexander-street
meeting-room, alson that at the corner of
Queen and Dundas-streets and in Temper-
ance Hall. He was'deeply read 1n the Scrip-
tures and was an earnedt expounder of the
Word and a successful preacher of the Gospel.
He totally eschewed politics ‘and the worldly
amusements of the professing churches. His
favorite’ topic of discourse was the “Second
Coming of Clrist,”iu fact he was recognized as
an able student of propheoy AU nossentatious in
his character, plain to shabbiness in his attire,
lowlyin manner, he had a big heart for the
service of God and souls. ' He will be missed
in many circles 1 this city, and with deep re-
gres his friends on both sides of the Aslausic
will learn of his death.

Lord Cecil’s first visit to Canada was early
in the sixties;'when he eame here ns lieu-
tenant with a rifly regiment which was sta-
tioned at Hamilton in 1864. Shortly after
that he took a deep religious turn.
