PROPOSED DISTRESS
NEARLY $4,000,000,

Lord Salisbury Promises to Support It
Should It Come Up in Parliament, But
Will Not Propose Such Legislation—
Verdict Against the British Govern-
ment in the Baird Case.

Loxpox, Aug. 5.—In view of the present
critical political situation Lord Salisbury
has declined to legislate in favor of =
distress loan of £750,000 for Newfound-
land, but he promises to support the
meastire if it is introduced in Parliament.

The celebrated case of Baird v Walker
has been settled at last by a victory for’
Newfoundland, It arose out of the closing
in 1890 of lobster factories on the Kremch
shore, owned by James Baird, by BSir
Baldwin < Walker, captain of H.M.S.
Emerald, acting by instructions under the
modus .vivendi arrangement. Baird con-
tended that the factories were in operation
betore the modus vivendi ‘was concluded,
and took an action ‘against the captain in
the Newfoundland Supreme Court, dlaim-
ing $2500 damages. he court unavimous-
ly upheld his claim, and _the British Gov-
ernment, which upheld Walker, appealed
to the Imperial Privy Council. It deliver-
ed ju ¢ in London to-day affirming the
former decision, and Baird now makes the
British Government disgorge the sum claini-
ed, besides costs, which are enormous.

Steamer Australia on Fire,

The Drain of Nitrogen.

{ The fertility of soil may be said to be
| practically determined by the amount it
| contains, in @ condition available for.the
| erops’ needs, of certain substances, of which
nitrogen is the most important from several
points of view. In countries [like our own,
where an exhaustive system of husbandry
has Yong been practised, it has been found
necessary to maintain a heavy yield of crops,
to restore, in the form of artificial manures,
these fertilized ingredients. In the t
the chief artificial manures which have &n
used for this purpose have been guano,
bones, mineral phosphates, and nitrate of
soda. Of these, guano has been nearly en-
tirely used up, and unless new deposits are
discovéred—which seems extremely unlike-
ly—it willere long cease to be procurable.
The snp'pel‘{»oi bones has also been largely
diminished, although there is always a ¢er-
tain amount being annually rendered avail-
able for this purpose. It is many years
ago since Baron Liebig wrote :

““England is robbing all other countries
of the condition of their fertility. Already,
"in her eagerness for bones, she has turned

up the battlefields of Leipsié, of Waterloo,
and of the Crimea ; already from the cata-
combs of Sicily she has carried away the
skeletons of many successive generations.
Annually she removes from the shores
of other countries to her own
the manurial uivalent of three
millions and half of men, whom
she takes from us from the means of sup-
porting, and squanders down her sewers to
the sea. Like a vampire, she hangs upon
the neck of Europe—nay, of the entire
world! and sucks the heart ‘blood from
pations without a thought of . justice to-
ward, without a shadow of lasting ad-
vantage; to - herself.”—Blackwoods Maga-

The New York Central has, by its charter,
jet the rate of railway travel in the great
state of New York at two cents a mile, and
the other roads have to charge similar rates
or get no business. But all the rosds in New
York are cutting passenger rates away be-
low the standard figure of two conts, and as
s result The Buffalo Express (in the above
extract) tells them that a permanently low
rate may be called for. : S

And why not? Reduced rates at the very
worst mean only more passengers to carry
for the same money. For the people will
spond as much mopey on travel
as ever they did, and the likelihood i8, nay
the certainty is, that if ‘you enecourage the
traveling habit you will increase the re-
ceipts of the roads. ’

‘Somie pecple tell us: Ob, look at the popu-
lation of New York—as great asall Canada,
and therefore they can carry people for less |
Dut our answer is; Look at thbe track mile-
age of New York and see how keen the com-
petition is and how mauy roads are seeking
the passenger business,

The demand for two cents a mile passénger
travel is coming with a rush in Canada, and
the roads will not be able to resist it. Their
owu interests will compel them to concede it.
The farmers have got hold of the idea, and
they will very soon educate their members
in Parliament up to it. The M.P. whosits
aod votes in Parliament against two cents a
mile for railway travel is the worst friend
the railways of this country possess.

Britain's New Parliament

The million or million and a half possessors
of the franchise in Britain have exercised
their privilege, Their prescribed task is
executed, and they may now rest and be
thankful that the hurly-burly of electioneer-~
ing is over for one while.

No testimony is more untrustworthy than
that which pertains to numbers or propor-
tion. In all questions of mere arithmetic the
relation of the lesser to the greater is slways,
of course,obvious; but in the thousand things
of life it is almost impossible for the majority
of people to understand that one is only the
hundredth part of a‘hundred. They havein
these cuses one fact befors them, and this is
all they ean measure; the innumerable other
facts that grade away from it, to which it
bears relation and propertion, seem to be
wholly'uncomprehended. What we mean is
well iliustrated by the evidence produced be-
fore the Prohibition Commission now in
session in Nova Scotia. One witness testified
that Halifax was the Gibraltar of rum—that
everybody drank to excess and it would be
impossible to regulate the liquor traffic.in
that city, 8o improbable an accusation
scarcely needs refutation; and yet there
were other witnesses who made equally
wild apd preposterous statements,

The publie wilt anxiously await what in-
structions his advisers will give the Gov-
ernor-General in case an appeal is made to
him in counecil from this act of the Manitoba
legislation respecting education 1n that
province.

It will likely be urged against the minori-
ties in Manitoba that it would not be becom-
ing for the Queen’s representative at Ottawa
ta ny in the face of the Judicial Committee,
or for the Dominion Parliament to force a
lJaw on an unwilling province. But the
province is a creation of the Domipion and
the Dominion is responsible for this very
right of appesl; and moreover, the province
came into existence subject to such retedial
legislation regarding schools as may, it need
be, be forced upon the province and acqui-
escing in it and 10 the right of appeal. 'The
question isan extremely grave oue, and all
good subjects should lend their voices, not
to encourage strife or religious discord, but
to belp to allay it. It is not to be settled by
the: fear of any sengeless reprisals as may be
talked of in Quebec or the fear of any .mﬂ
utterances in Ontario. It is a disagreeab
case, but one of a class that was foreseen and
provided for. It 1s not a casus omissus. If
there has becn a wrong done in Mamtoba
thero is a remedy for it at’ Ottawa; and we
bave no fear but that the Dominion Govern-
ment will do whatis just and right in the

A LABOR-SAVING DEVICE

The New Street Indicator That The.Street
Railway Comp is Experl ti ;
With. :

An excursion of aninteresting character
was made yesterday on a Yonge-street car.
The oceasion was the testing of an ingenious
device officially known as the O’Grady-
Cellins Station and Street Indicator, and Mr.
James Gunn, secretary of the Street Rail-
way Company, was in the party to critically
sxamine the machine -and’ its workings
The invention isa simple and yet mostin-
genious piece of . mechanism, It is fastened
up at one end of the car and isa handsome
nickel-plated box. At the top is inscribed
“Next Street,” and below this is a vacant
space on which appears the name of the
street next to be reached. As the car passes
that street a bell rings, the one name dis-
appears and that of the nextiin turn appears,
There is no need for the conductor to shouy
names of streets and remind passeugers—the
name is there in very  plain print and the
warning’ bell prevents forgetfuluess, The
invention was tested during a 8ouble trip
and worked very satisfactobily, and this
though it is but a model, executed with wne-
cessarily imperfect tools and appliances.
All who witnessed its working were pleased,
and the conductor beamed his satisfaction.
Mr. Gunn examined it critically, looked over
it, sat in front with the driver and expressed
himself as exceedingly pleased  with its
principle'apd working. -

One especially good feature is the adjustd-
bility of the indicator. In this’ case it was
worked by a Jever; the driver has to brake
up when approaching a stregt, and in the
moment of letting go the ‘brake on leaving it
bas time to gress the - lever and work
the machine, But there are no less than
three other- motive powérs available; autor
matic, pneumatic and electric. There are
very ingenious devices in connection with all
these plans, and the indicator worksedually
weil with all. Again, one, ‘two or three in-
dicators can be placed on the one car, and
It can be worked from eitber ~platform. It
ean, of courseibe used on trains to denote
the coming station, and if the bell provean
snnoyance it can be discopnected, Anyone
who has tried to interpret. the brakesman’s
howl ashe opens and slams the car door
tan imagine the conyenience of this silent
sud sure intormant. To sum up its attrac-

sasily, and above all is cheap. ¢

Improved Approaches and Rapid Transit
Required at High Park wWill Convert
It Into & Recreation Resort for the
Masses—Corréspondence on the Fro-
posal of Beautifying Toronto.

Editor World: The unprecedented dura-
tion of the recent heated term has brought
foreibly before the public the absolute. ne-
cessity of a sufficiently commodious pleasure
and recreative resort for the masses, where
fresh air and health-giving amusement may
be had at a minimpm of cost and easy of
access from the mhore densely populated
wards. 8

The Queen’s Park, now little more than an
ordinary square, is entirely inadequate for
the requirements of our industrigl people,
hemmed in as it is by the University, Parlia-
ment buildings and ogher omehm‘xlh
bricks and mortar taking the place of wood~
ed grove, the artificial usurping the natur-

al beauty of the place, greatly curtafling its

usefulness as a public vk,  Our at-
tention is, therefore, directed to High
Park, with its 340 acres of up-
land and moor, fir-clad heights and
shadowy glades, its cooling streams and
myriads of wild flowers just as nature
created it, save here and there a winding
path and the necessary carriage drives
skirting the hills and leading through the

ravines to the elevated portions, the pavilions
and picnic grounds in view of the Humber.}

centre of the park, and the one thau offers
the most efficient service with transfer
privileges from all ‘residential centres is un-
doubtedly the Queen-street route.
