Good Seed Corn

A four-page circular prepared by
the Dominion Seed Commissioner
and issued for free circulation by the
Department of Agriculture at Ottawa
sets down as an axiom: “The most
expensive seed corn is that which
will produce a poorer crop than could
have been obtained from better seed.”
A moment’s thought will convince
any one that che statement is in-
controvertible. In furtherance of
the poliey that has for its object the
promotion of the availability and the
use of good seed, the circular which
can' be bad free of postage on appli-
cation to the Publications Branch,
Department of Agriculture, Ottawa,
explains the steps that have been
taken in this direction and gives in
full- the text of the Seed Control
Agreement, by which growers agree
with the Minister of Agriculture to
sell seed corn in the ear, under the
“control” system only, to May 31st
next, thereby making it subject to
special regulations and guaranteeing
the quality to purchasers. The ad-
vantages to be derived from the
system are briefly told in detail, but
the main point is that following the
instructions and suggestions means
not only an improved crop in quality
but also a large increase in quantity.
Some of the advantages are that the
danger of the crop not coming up
because of poor germination, neces-
sitating replanting, is lessened: that
strong vitality ‘ which gives a perfect
stand of vigorous plants will be en-
couraged; that more rapid and uni-
form growth with early maturity will
ensue and that less seed will be
required. It isnot difficult to believe
that, as the circular says, “Many
farmers would save money and have
a better crop if they paid twice as
much per bushel as they ordinarily
do to secure the best obtainable seed
corn and planted half the quantity.”
'n conclusion farmers are-advised
that as the amount of good seed corn
is more limited this year than usual
those who wish to purchase under
the agreement would do well to place
their orders early. A list of growers
selling with the varieties and price,
when stated, will be forwarded in
answer to applica that can be
mailed free, to the Seed Commission-
er, Department of Agriculture,
Ottawa.

Adaptability of Sudan Grass.

Owing to the popularity of Sudan
grass many inquiries are being made
regarding its adaptability to different
sections. Sudan grass belongs to the
sorghum group, consequently its soil
and climatic demands are similar to
those of the other members of the
sorghum group, such as cane, Kafir,
milo, feterita, etec.

As Sudan grass is a plant of trop-
ical origin, it requires abundant sun-
shine and warm weather and is very
sensitive to cool nights. At high alti-
tudes, where the nights are generally
cool it will not do well even when the
days are warm and sunshiny.

It is a safe rule to follow that Su-
dan grass will do well in all localities
where feterita can be successfully
grown, as the demands of the two
crops are very similar.

The Wagon Shop That Became the Largest

ville Wagon Company.

If, on some day when business was not rushing, the general manager, Gordon M. McGregor,
:liShkOd to take a little stroll, he could walk around his shop in about 2 minutes by the factory

Nobody would have believed at that time that this shop would, in a few years, develop into
the largest plant of its kind in the Empire having a floor acreage of over 435,000 square feet and
making 3 times as many cars as any other automobile factory in the British Empire. But so it
has come to pass. 4 .

Through the efforts of Mr. McGregor and his Canadian associates, this wagon shop has been
turned into the great Ford plant at Ford City, Ont.
