with moist earth, into which he put four
beétles with a dead linnet. No alarm was
shown by the captives. Apparently in-
tent on the one sole object of their exists
ence, they began immediately to inspect
the bird ; and then commenced the digging
of a hollow undcrneath it, romoving the
earth, and shovelling it away on each side.
This was accomplished by leaning strong-
ly upon-their-collars, bending down their
heads, and working with 'singleness of
purpose. Mter laboring for hearly two
hours, one of the beetles was driven away
and not allowed to work dgain. This Mr.
Gleditch concluded was a female, as it was
smaller than the others, who continaed
their labor, until one by one they ceased,
leaving ouly one beetle at his work.  Five
hours more hard work were given by the
remaining bectle, who at last sank ex-
haasted oun the earth and. rested from his
task, and finally, suddenly rousing himself,
stiffened his gollar, and by an extraordinacy
effort of strength, lifted up the bird ané
arranged it within the spacions grave. In
three days the grave was finished, and the
bird safely deposited within its narrow
limits. During a space of fifty days, these
busy workers interred the bodies of four
frogs, three small birds, {wo grasshoppers
and one mole. This singular occupation,
which continues from the middle of April
until the end of October, proceeds from an
instinctive desire for the preservation of
their offspring. Eggs deposited by the
parent in the substances which they inter,
when hatched, produce larye, which; feed-
ing on the carron whicli sarrounds ‘them,
grow to an inch in length. - These in their
turn change into yellow ‘chrysalids, and
lastly into beetles; and the latter;” when
emerged from the carth, Uegin todig graves
and inter dead animals for: the benefit .of
another generation.

GREAT TROVTING RACES!

The pledge to abstain from the use
of intoxicants has been the means of
much good. Inebriates have been re-

claimed, and thousands upon thousands |

have escaped the perils of “moderate
drinking ;"' but intemperance is still
rampant everywhere. ‘The “River of
Death” still flows on witk  its volumas
and force comparatively little diminish-
ed or lessened by all that has been
dope by workers in the cause of teeto:
talism; and, unless it is dried up at its
source; it will flow on forever. .. Prohi-
bition is the only preventive—the only
power, that can overcome the evil in
question.: Of this the friends of tem-
perance have long been comvinced ; and
they have been looking forward to the
day when vigorous, comprehensive le-
gislation, by its overpowering inter-
posttion, shall accomplish the end for
which holy men have long prayed, and
philanthropists have toiled.

If all who have taken the pledge,and
thereby virtually sworn allegiance to
the principles of teetotalism, had been
faithfal to their vows, we believe that
the hoped-for day of Prohibition, would
soon dawn, and the desired object be
attained. The serpent’s head would
be crushed, though its quivering tail
for a time might show signs of dying
vitality. The professed friends of tem-
rerance, in many inetances, have been
more inimical to its progress, than has
been the open, unyielding hostility of
its opponents. The, treachery. of friends
_is more to be dreaded than the undis-
guised antagonism of enemies. Men
may assail the importation, sale and
use of intoxicants with great vehe-
mence and apparent zeal on the plat-
form of temperance organizations, and
goon after, let some other considera-
tion or interest belie their ytterances,
and show the hollowness of their as-
sumed zeal.

Party politics is a touch-stone whieh,
in numerqus instances, tests the sound-
ness of temperance principles. Al the
gatherings of teetotalers men may praté
grandiloquently in favor of Prohibi-

ion, and urge the necessity of legisla.
tion in the interests of the ecause, to
which they are solemnly pledged, and
soon after, at an electoral contest, for-
get all.they have said elsewheré.

Not long ago, in the midst of a large
teetotal organization, we noticed the
man who' was loudest in advecating
Prohibition, and most unsparing in ' his
denounciations of those who imported
and retailed intoxicating drinks, This
man, thought we, is “sound to the
core."” Wheever else may prove faith-
jess to their vows, he surely will remain
steadfast.© He is- a pillar not' to be
moved Yy outside influences.

Alast—alas 11 what are heartless pro-
fessions, the man, to whom we have re-
ferred, and whose zeal was apparently
so ardent, is “shipwrecked in faith.”
His temperance principles have been
swamped in party polities. Dauring
the last four or five weeks, in a sister
County, be has expended a vast amount
of stump-oratory in behalf of candi-
dates fer parliamentary honors, two of
whom are prominent in the liguor traf-

fic. One of them is a large importer
of spirituous liquors of all sorts, and
the other retails them on a smaller
scale. No man of sound temperance
principles, possessed of eommon sense,
could hope that liguor desiers in legis-
lative halls would advoeate Prohibi-
tion.. To some pledged teetotalers,
however, party principles and polieties
trar d and overshadow all other
considerations, and stifle the claims of
all vows, however solemmly taken, and
loudly “ proclaimed on the house-
tops."” :

While there are men in the temper-

world’s commercegeem to be obstruct-
ed, and manufacturing interests are
paralyzed in their operations. At such
a crisis, men naturally look each other
in the face, and inquire—“ what has
produced such a dismaying condition
of things?’ The answer to such a
question cannot withreadiness be satis.
factorily given. A variety of causes
have no doubt tended to disarrange bu-
siness, and prevent the various indue-
tries of the world from the realization
of that prosperity which rewarded toil
and enterprize in other years. What
are the causes of this depression, and
what are to be applied, are agitating
the minds of men almost everywhere.
Of course there are enigmas in business
affairs, which we will not attempt to
solve. We may say, however, that the
earth, in response to judiciously appli-
ed labor, has not failed to yield her in-
crease—the fisheries, for the most part,
are as productive as ever—and there
has been no providential calamity fallen
upon the world to mar human efforts
on the arena of business activities. In
these respects the condition of the
world is unchanged. Whence, then, is
the cloud that overshadows the pros
perity that wds formerly enjoyed? It
is certainly not attributable to any
physical cause, or to wide-spread disas-
ters.

Human necessities are the same as
ever, and there is no lack of food in
the world to. satisfy the cravings of
hunger—no lack of apparel to, clothe
the naked. But the means of adminis-
tering to these prime wants of all hu-
man beings are not properly distribut-
ed; and the reasons are because trade
is deranged, and many of the ordinary
industries are crippled on account of
over-production, especially in manu-
facturing enterprizes. Overmuch pro-
duction, like “overmuch righteous-
ness,”’ fails to be productive. Supply
more than demand is a source of
loss. The same principle is seen,
with all its deadening effects, in
every depariment of business. There
are too many wholesale merchants and
too many small fraders; and the con-
sequences are, bankruptcies, frauds
and losses which seriously affect the
interests of others. The failure of one
large mercantile house, may cause the
overthrow of twenty olhers, and de-
prive hundreds of the laboring classes
of their accustomed employment. Mak-
ing haste to be rich. by overdoing mat-
‘ters, by improvident speculations, and
by mércantile frauds on a large scale,
has tended largely to the present busi-
ness depression. The investment of
capital in unprofitable undertakings,
has contributed to the same end. Manu-
factories_have been forced beyond a
healthy speed in theiroperations, eith-
er'to realize sudden riches, or to check-
mate some competitor. Business men
have not been eontent with\ moderate
and safe prosperity ; but; )_IE, Colonel
Sellers, they craved #niillions upon
niillione,”” and ruinous failure has been
the inevitable result. A few years ago,
there was a perfeckmania for attempt:
ing to grow rich at‘a bound. ' A few
may hive succeeded- in their specula-
tions at the time referred to; but thou
sands failed, and tens of thonsyé“lts
suffered, and they are suffering to-
day. 7

Of course, we in this Provinge are
feeling the effects of business disasters
elsewhere ; but our people generally—
such of them as are npt 1oo proud or
too lazy to work—ean find employment,
and secure the comforts of life.

RAMBLING NOTES BY A TRAVEL-
LING CORRESPONDENT.

Bapex-BapEx, GERMAXY,
July 23, 1878.
Faruer HARDSCRABBLE,~ ~
I left Wiesbaden whence I despatched
you my last letter, on the morning of the
twenty-first for the town of Hiedelbfirgh,
distant about one hundred and fifty miles,
and stayed awhile on the way to visit the
old city ef Frankfort on the river Main,a
branch of the Rhine.
The city of Frankfort is intcresting in
many respects ; the main portions of it
-are made up of fine stone cdifices, includ-
ing some fine public buildings. I visited
that portion of it occnpicd by the Jews
from the early periods of its history, and
many of the buildings testified to their an-
tiquity by their quaint structure and weath-
er-worn appearance. It was in this town
that the celebrated family of Rothschild by
the grandfather of the present generation
of the family, laid the foundation of the
more than princely fortunes of his family.
1 was shown 'the family house where the
sons, five in number, were all bors ;  the
last of whom, James, died in the city of
Paris & year or iwo ago, and by whose last
will and testament a son was bequeathed
the almost fabulous sum of twenty millions
as his portion of the hereditary gains. In
the same house the mokther died at theripe
age of pinety-thréé yeéars ; and such &
house' for simplicity and meaoness of show,
you can scarcely imagine as a city --resi-
dence for a family of almost illimitable
riches. The Banking House of the Frank-
fort branch of the concern was also shown
me, and I assure you that scveral of oir’
banking houses in Halifax are palaces in
comparison with it in an architectural
style.

visitors equal to any hotel I have quarter-
ed at on the continent,

From Heidelberg I moved on by train
to this town of Baden-Baden, distant only
about fifty miles. This town of aboat ten
thousand inhabitants is located in a valley

betwéen ‘mgountains, the hills of the Black

‘Forest being on the right as we approach

the town. The pretty but small strcam of
pure ‘water toming down through the val-
ley from the mountain lends a charm to
the place.  Its waters are confined within
artificially walled banks as they approach
and pass along through the town on their
way to thé Rhine,—and it bears the name
of giver, . This placc is beautiful for situa-
tion, and is famed for hot springs, and
the castle which is the occasional residence
of the Grand Duke of Baden, It has two
famous modern temples dedicated to the
muses, known as the new and old conser-
vatories of music, both buildings being
about three hundred feet long, fronted by
broad coloonades with ceiling elegantly
frescoed, and ornamented also with statu-
ary. Both buildings front on an extensive
and shaded promenade sloping toward the
river,.and nightly in this warm climato
swarms literally with promenaders and the
votaries of music. I visited the place on
the eyening of the day I spent here, and
the whole extension and area being bril-
liantly lighted with Chinese lantcrns hung
up in, the park trees, and gas jets in the
colonnades and windows of the fronts of
both conservatories, and elcgantly dressed
ladies.and gentlemen literally swarming
through the whole slope looking down in
fron:t of the hall and reaching to the main
street fronting the town, together with the
enchahting music being dispensed by per-
fect masters of the art, formed altogether
one of the mpst enchanting scenes I bave
ever witnessed.

The palace of thé Grand Duke — some-
times called the castle—is on an elevation

nd completely overlooks it, and also a
ide space of the valley of the Rhine to-
wards the right. The structure is not very
grand,in its exterior, but the huge park
troes within the grounds are the most
grand for their height and massive trunks
I hayg, ever seen, not excepting those at
Heidglberg. . I found the diameter of the
trunks, of two or th¥ee to be six feet by
measgrement.  You will remember to
have always hcard this town spoken of
and tyuly so, as the most noted gambling
place on the continent. My enquiries as
to its previous history and up to within a
few ycars, attests the fact ; but within a

that respiration difficult. Budden-
ly a tornado struck the town. with indes-
criable force lasting but a few moments,
yet it utterly swept away @ structure
in the place. The inbabitan _warned
by the darkness and stillness, had taken
refuge in cellars, and in consequence, fatal
casualties were few. A waggon maker
named Pierce, with his wife and infant,

seriously injured, many others were hurt
but not fatally. Johnston’s store was
demolished and goods distributed over the
country for hundreds of yards. Calhoun’s
store and school building wrecked, Me-
cones house torn to piece, the heavy logs
of which it was built being carried like
straw through the air. The cause of the
tornado seemingly was the meeting of two
storms, one from the northwest and onc
from the southeast. Lamonte's store at
Pentwater was demolished, crushing Mrs.
Griffing, causing instantdeath. At Green-
ville the Baptist Church was blown down,
killing a workman named Michael Tighe.
New York, Sept. 22.—Advices from
Hayti, by letter, report terrible destruction
by a tornado and & partial tidal wave on
the 3rd, 4th and 5th of September. At
Jacqueto seversl warehous¢s were sweptto
sea with their contents, Several buildings

wharves were swept away and five vessels
wrecked, inclading the Dominion frigate
« Ogoma.” At Aux Bayes four hundred
and thirty-four houses were destroyed by
the tornadoin less than three hours. At
St. Louis and Cavaillon the tornado tore
houses to pieces, and thg sea rushed into
the market-place, sweeping away men,
women and children, and leaving only
four houses standing. The loss of life is
unknown, as no one is left to help the
wounded or bury the dead. Five ladies
have been found at Aquin, only forty
houses remain, the rest baving been swept
away. At Jevanus twenty houses were
swept out to sea and dashed to picces.’ At
stroyed. Dis-
tress in the country is fearful as the crops
and roads are entirely destroyed.

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RAMBLING NOTES BY A TRAVEL-
LING CORRESPONDENT.

Ciry oF Frorrxce, Aug. 1Q, 1868.
faemer HARDSCRABBLE,

Being about to depart from this city,
earoute for the Lmperial eity of Rome, !
1 must give you u very brief sketch of
my visit to Venice, and this city, and
the wonders I saw in both of them.
This won lerful and interesting city of
Venice is nearly as old as the Cheistian
era,—its first foundation being lain
about the close of the fourth century,
by a body of refugees from Padua and
other cities, who had fled from the
tyranny of the Greek eonqueror “Atilla.
These refugzees plauted themselves on
a small, low island in the eentre of a
shallow bay or lagoon, protected from |
the waves of the Adriatic Sea by a'long
and low sand bank, jutting out' from
the mainland, and stretching almost
across its entrance. Venice is aptly
designated # a city in the sea.” 1t is
also a city s on the sea.” [Itis reached
from the main land either by water
passage, or across a bridge which also
carries the railway train leadingto the
city. This bridge is a grand work,
vesting on two hundred and twenty-
1wo arches, and from the one end to
the other is two miles. On stepping
from our train, wethad simply to cross
through the station and, step into &
gondola, thence through the grand ea-
nal, and along  a . torturous course
through minsr ones,; till-we reached
the entrance door of our hotel, into
which we simply stepped from our
water-borne vehicle. The canal called
“grand” has a considerable breadth
along portions of its course, and wiads
through the city from the lagoon on
the one side to the lagoon on the ops
posite, thus dividing the city in twoi
parts. Beside the “ grand canal,” there
are one hundred and fifty-six o{lmnller
size. Those canals form the streets and
highways of the city, and these are
spanned by three hundred bridges for
convenience of the citigens requiring
to pass over to their ‘:::i‘ghbors resi-
dences for business or\ gossip., The
most notable of these bridges is called
the & Rialto,” after the little™igland of
the same name, on which the oxigipal
refugees from the tyranny of Atilla,the
conqueror of their former homes, plant-
ed their standard. This bridge is syf-
#ciently broad for a row of small shops
on each side of the .passage Way.
sides the former little island Rialto,
upon which the anciept founders of
the ety got a resting place , there
were a considerable number of little
miniature islets, all so small and low;
the necessity of placing the structures
to be-grected .from _time. to. time, on
piles was inexorable; hence it is truly
said, that the whole eity rests on. piles,
driven into the sand which forms these
jslets, und into the soil beneath.the wa-
ters of the lageon; whith surrounded,
them. The piles i:»eing driven, earth
was brought from the main land to fill
wp the inperstices, and thus a. perma-
nent foundation was. raised above the
water, on which to raise the structures
required from time to time by the in
ereasing population. - At length’after
immense labor and skill, those hardy
settlers became a power, and sent forth
their armies “ conquering and to con-
quer,” in their turn.  She was,
during the fourteenth aud fifteenth
centuries, a powerful republig, its chief
rulers being chosen by the suffrages of
the people, and dignified with the title
of“Doge.”” The palace of the “Doges,”
of those ancient days, remains in'all its
grandeur, and interior magnificence to
the present, and fronts the principal
opehn area of the eity called # St. Mark's/
Square,—St. Mark being the. patron
Saint of the city, and whose ashes are
sgid to repose beneath the great church
called by his name, the body of the’
saint having been brought from Alex.
dria, in Egypt, in the year eight bun-
dred and twenty-eight, during the
reign of .the Doge Giustinjani,. The
great Square of theeity, too, iscalled af-
“er its patient-Saing,% Piazza San Marco™
and the Venetians %oast that it is one of
the finest squares in the world. Its area
is certainly not very large, but it must
be conceded that its surroundings, are
very grand.
harbor are two very high red gramite
columns, one of which is surmounted
by a statue of St. Theodore, the former
patron saint, and the other by a winged
Lion, the Venetian Republic’s emblem,
symbolizing the! winged beast of the
apocalypse. On one side of this squargy]

It was from theseveral bal
conies of the two last mentioned grand
structures that King Hurabert and_his
beautiful Queen, then on a royal visit
to Venice, appeared to bow his grataful
acknowledgments to his loyalk subjects
for the loud and hearty huzzas, with
which® the: populace of the eity was
greeting him, and in’ which the “4An-/
napolis Farmer’” had cordially joined.
The visitor, on - xgaching another side
of the square, and turning to the night,
passes along the front of another grand
edifice, ealled the. old “Procuratic,”’
till he reaches the steueture ealled 110
Clock Tower. "This imposing structure

The vagaries of needles which bave
beeh introduced in the body, and have es-
caped immudinte removal, bave inall ages
attracted the attention of the collectors of
the marvellous in medicine,  Hildanus re=
luted an iustance of 8 wothan who swal-|
lowed several “ pins and passcd them six
yuars afterwards ; ‘bat ‘@ more remarkable
instance of prolonged detention was ll@uly
recorded by Dr. Stephenson, of Detroit——
that of a lady, aged 75, who ust year pass-
ed, by the orethra, after some monghs
symptoms of vesical irritation a pin which
she had swallowed “while picking hcr’
tecth with it in the year 1835—42 years
previously.

jecting. The ncedles inyariably came out
head foremost. No bleeding was occasion-
ed, and not the least trace of inflamma-
tion followed.. The -doctor -in attendance
extracted 318. - They - -were -sometimes
held firmly, and seemed to be contiined - in
a sort of indurated- canal. - It was eon-
jectured that they had been - swallowed
with snividal intention ; but, on the other
hand, the way in which the needles es-
caped in series, and - their direction with
the Lhead gutward, suggested that they had
been intrpduced through, the skin. . That
little weight is to be attached to the place
at which the needles cscape as proof of
their introduction is evident from a case
recorded by Villars of a gitl who swal-
lowed a large number of pins .and need-
les, and two years aftcrwards, daring aper-
iod of nine moutls, 200 passed out of the
Liand, arm, axilla, side of thorax, abdomen,
and “thigh, all on the left side. The pins,
curiously, escaped more readily and with
less pain than  the needies. Many years
ago a case was recorded by Dr. Ofto,
of Copenhagen, and mentioned at the
time in the Lancet, in which 395 ncedlcs
passed through the skin of -an hysterical
zirl, who had probably swallowed them
during an hysterical paroxysm, but these
all- emerged in the regions below  the
level of the diaphragin;and were collected
in groups, which gave rise toinflamma-
tory swellings of-seme size. One ot these
contained 100 necdles. Quite recently
Dr. Bigger described before the Socicty  of
Surgery. of Dublin a case in which more
than 300 needies were removed from the
body of a woman who died in-conscquence
of their presence. It is very remark-
able in how few of the cascs the needles are
the cause of death, and how slight_an in-
terfercnee with function their presenceand
movelaent cause,  From time to time their
detection by .a_magnetic needle is - pro-
