SHEEP

Lamb and mutton are dear all the
world over. Scotch mutton is now
selling on the Smithfield market at
22 to 22% cents per pound, and Eng-
lish at 21 to 22 %ents per pound. Both
Australian and New Zealand frozen
lamb on the same market are sell-
ing at 17% . cents. Yearling lambs
in Canada have recached the record
price of $14.00 per cwt., while in
the United States they have been fetch-
ing as high as $11.80. By way of
comparison, these prices considere-
ably exceed the advance in values for
other live stock but no appreciable
reduction need be expected except
through a rapid and general expan-
sion in production.

The wool situation needs little com-
ment. While it is probably true that
the mills in Canada havesat the pres-
ent moment, sufficient stocks of Cana-
dian grown wool to meet their require-
ments for the current months, such
is only temporary condition and is
not similarly the fact as regards their
requirements for wools not grown in
Canada. The position of the world
wool market is very firm indeed. 'To
quote from the report of the wool
sales held in London on the 11th of
April “Competition was thoroughly
strong and well distributed. The‘de-
mand for cross breds has been lively.”

FUTURE OF THE LIVE STOCK IN-
DUSTRY

Hopefulness and confidence in the
future were the noticeable features at
all the live stock meetings held dur-
ing the winter, and they were general
throughout the country. United with
the optimism expressed was the urgent
call to the farmer to breed better, or
as well as possible, and to breed true
to type. Not alone the Dominion De-
partment of Agriculture, but also the
various provincial departments, are
engaged in active efforts to place pure-
bred animals at the disposal of farm-
ers generally. Thus there is little ex-
cuse for .breeding to scrubs and sev-
enteenth degree mongrels. Above all
is the item of health. The wise farm-
er will take care that the cattle he
uses are not only true in pedigree
but are good in conformation, sound
in health and free from possibility of
hereditary. disease. In breeding, a-
bove all things, there is truth in. the
saying that a dollar well spent is a
pound well earned.

At all times it behooves farmers to
note that things are well with their
live stock, but there never was a per-
jod when Canadians were more earn-
estly summoned to do their utmost
in this respect. Never was there a
period when so much depended upon
their efforts. In a comparatively short
time, reckoned by years, probably be-
fore the cattle begotten this year
come to early maturity, there is go-
ing to be a universal demand for live

FARMYARD MANURE A CHEAP

SOURCE OF POTASH

Since the war has been on, many |

farmers, fruit growers and market
gardeners, whé have been in
habit of using large quantities of pot-
assic fertilizers have been wondering

| what they would do this spring since

the supply from Germany has been cut
off. Some months ago now a corres-
pondent from Nova Scotia wrote to
us and wanted to know how he and
other potato-growers were going to
overcome the difficulty. We told him
that where potassic fertilizers had
been used for several yvears previously
the soil would probably be able to pro-
duce a profitable crop for one year
without any special dressing of pot-
assic fertilizers.

Of the ordinary crops grown on the
farm, potatoes and mangels stand in
most need of a liberal supply of pot-
ash. These crops are also gross feed-
ers and do well where abundance of
farmyard manure is used. The ma-
nure if well rotted should be applied
to the soil, however, a considerable
time before the crops are put in.

STANDARD BRED FOWLS ‘

The history .of all: egg-laying con-,
tests are a continued tribute to some!
one or more of the several varieties
of our Standard bred poultry. The
greater part of all the laying contests
have been won byfowlsthat were made
in America. It is true that the poultry
men of Australia and of England were
first to develop the continuous heavy
laying habit in our own breeds; not
becausé they are essentially better
poultrymen than we are, but because
they realized first/ the necessity of
having - more eggs from each hen as
an economic necessity. Having less
room, less grain, and a greater need
for the additional food that might be
produced in this way, they simiply ap-
plied to poultry culture the intensive
method used per necessity throughout
Europe for all forms of agriculture.

We of this country will naturally
feel a hit sensitive at being beaten at
the game with our own breeds of
fowls. While this is foolish, yet it
is true, but neithér more foolish or
true than that we turn from our own
best breeds of the world, to sing the
praise of some foreign stranger, in the
hope of gaining additional dollars by |
exploiting something new. If we hope |
to establish poultry culture on a solid
foundation we must begin by teaching
by exampls that we have

the farmer
the best for all kinds, needs and pur-
poses. Just as long as we have no set
purpose of our own—so long as we
admit that others have better egg
producers and better market poultry
than we have, we need not hope to
gain their confidence. .

DOTTES SHOULD BE RAISED
BY MORE POULTRYMEN

I believe we are anxious to see how

quickly we can get our pullets to lay-|

ing and thus to paying and I believe
there are very few (if any)
that, with equal care, will mature as
early as the Columbian Wyandottes.
At this time, March 10th, I have
chicks hatched Jan 27th, 1916, that
average 1 1b. 9 oz. each. For years I
have had my pullets laying 50 per
cent. when they were five months of
age, and quite a number when they
were 4 months of age weighing 6 to
6% lbs. As broilers they are without
an equal, having small bones. They
are naturally very plump and heavy-

breasted so much desired by purchas-|

ers of broilers, besides their skin is a
nice, rich, golden color as are their
legs and making them much sought

| after by the best trade.

They mature fast, lay a nice colour-
ed and a large sized egg. They are a
nice, rich shade of brown, not as dark
as the light Brama, but a good “Bos-
ton” brown. The young pullet’'s eggs

broken up when they become broody
but if allowed to set they are the best

COOLING EGGS WHILE HATCHING

A very common mistake in artificial
incubation is made with regard to the
daily cooling of eggs. It is seldom
that operators allow sufficient time
for this, which can only be accounted

| for by the fact that it is usually be-

lieved to be harmful. It must be re-
membered that an egg takes a long
time to lose its heat, and theret’(’n‘c
if only allowed to cool for a few min-
utes it has very little effect. gain,
the length of time given must depend
on the temperature of the room, for

the eggs lose their heat more rapidly|

in a cold room than in a warm one.
Taking the average temperature of 60
degrees, the eggs should be cooled

for twenty minutes in the morning and |

fifteen in the evening. The difference
in length is suggested, for usually a
longer time elapses between the night
and morning cooling than between the
morning and evening. If the
temperature in the room is
degrees, then fifteen minutes in the
morning and twelve minutes in the
evening is sufficient; if the room is
only 40 degrees then twelve minutes
and ten minutes is ample. If on the
contrary, the room is 70 degrees,
twenty-five minutes should be allowed
in the morning and twenty minutes
at night, while if it be 80 degrees, then
thirty-five minutes and thirty minutes
respectively should be allowed.” ~

“Released on probation” means that
the child is released under the care
and supervision of the probation offi-
cer. “Released conditionally’” means
that a sentence has been imposed
with some conditions, and if they are
mnot met, the sentence will be carried
gut. “Discharged,” or ‘“dismissed,”
means that the child was technically
guilty, but that either the offence was
very slight, or it was judged by the
Court that a warning was sufficient.
If commitment to an institution is
made it is always for an indefinite
period, and the child is released when
his conduct or the condition in the
home warrants it.

There is no publicity given to the
proceedings of the Court. ‘The news-
papers are prohibited from publishing
the names of children brought before
the court. A woman probation ofli-
cer assists in the case of a delinquent
girl, also her mother or some woman
friend. These women and the Judge
are generally the only persons pres-
ent.

The Superintendent says, “when the
Court has done its full part and the
Probation Officer his, there is yet some-
thing lacking tQ obtain the perfect
results sought. What that something is
and how to secure it are questions
which lead to wide discussions.

A BLADE OF GRASS |

{By Rev. H. Harper, M. A.) !

At the first glance a blade of grass|
does not seem of much impm'tunce.z
We tread hundreds of them underfoot |
at every step as we walk along the:}
roadside on a summer day, and (‘lipf
the stems of thousands every time{
we run the mower across the lawn.
Yet the grass family occupies a very
important place in nature and con-
tributes more to our comfort than
we think.

Here we find a great variety of
specimens. Sometimes these differ but
slightly from one another; again they
are so widely separated in size, form
and structure that only the botanist
would recognize them-as belonging to
the same group. The native grass of

the meadow, so thick, fine and velvetyI

#m appearance, is in marked contrast to
the timothy hay and other varieties
which are dealt in commercially and
sown by the farmer to make fodder

The blue grass of Kentucky is a dis-
tinct variety, known all over the
American continent, because of its
sugerior qualities as a food; and the
short buffalo grass of the prairie, on
which the immense herds that once
roamed the western plains fed and
thrived, is said to be one of the most
nutritious foods for stock known in|
any part of ‘the world. The bamboo |
fishing rod which bends and sways|
with the weight of a black bass or|
speckled trout at its tip, is nothingl
more than a blade of grass, though one
of the largest kinds known.

Grass as a food is one of the
staples, and we get results from it in
a great many different ways. The
yellow rolls of butter sold on the
market by the farmer, the rich cream
we use on our luscious strawberries,
the milk left at our door each morn-
ing, come from the herd of cattle
that feed on the grass in the meadow.
The long stalks of corn filling the
silos of the farmer, and the timothy

oz his stock.

- S

hay which he cuts in early summer)

and stocks for winter ‘use, belong to
the grass family,

Rabbits and hares are glad to eat
the tender grass in early spring. It
proves a most enjoyable change of
diet from the bitter cedar twigs on
which they have lived during the
winter months. The shy red deer
come out of their winter quarters very
thin in flesh, but soon grow fat and
sleek by living on the tender grass in
the beaver meadows, which begins to
grow as soon as the snow disappears.

Nearly all the grains belong here—
wheat, barley, oats, rye and other var-
ieties; so that the loafof bread brought
to our door by tke baker, the oatmeal
to make our porridge in the morning]
for breakfast,andthebarley in our soup
are all from a blade of grass. As far as
beauty is concerned, the most costly
carpet on a palace floor is poor and
commonplace compared to the beauti-
ful green grass covering’ the brown
earth of the meadow, lawn and hill-
side.

LEAVES FROM A  CHAFLAIN'S
DIARY

(By Captain G. 0. Fallis, 1st C. M. R.
Brigade.)

During the five weeks that our bri-
gade acted as ‘“corps troops,” our bil-
let was only a few hundred yards from
an aerodrome. 1 shall not soon for-
get my first visit to it with my good
friend Capt. Balfour. Lieut. Mec-
Pherson, of the Royal Flying Corps,
showed us the different types of ships
used in our air service here, and ex-
plained many interesting matters to
us. We watched almost a whole squa-
dron go up and return within an hour
and fifteen minutes—an hour’s flying
is a long flight in this cold weather.
The airmen are dressed as for the
North Pole. I tried hard to get a
flight, but only an order from a gen-
eral will permit it; however, Capt.
Balfour and myself had the privilege
of taking our seats in a battle-plane
just ready for flight. 1 have never
seen anything mechanical so grace-
ful as the ascent and descent of &
Maurand. They float up off the
ground and come down again as grace-
fully as swans. They are equipped
with 90 h. p. engines, and carry threo
machine guns; the pilot fires two of
these and the observer the remaining
one, as well as taking his ph.otographs
and observations.

One beautiful sunny day Capt. Bal-
four, Capt. Wilken and myself secured
permission to go some twelve miles
away south to a ruined French city
about as large as London, Ont., and
about two miles away south of the
lines. It has been shelled almost to
utter ruins and presents a very sorry
sight. This city, if I might name it,
is one of the famous cities fo the war. |
The approaches to it were beautifully
arbored, but many a tree has been

cut in two by a2 big shell, only the
stump, scarred and blackened, remain-i
ing. The French still cling to their|

During this period the King review-
ed us. I saw him for the first time, |
and was impressed with his quiet, |
noble face.

He gave me
a special salute, as I was a chap-
lain, and I felt honored at his no-
blesse. The next day his horse rear-
ed and fell backward, and our good
King was severely. bruised. The in-
spection was within three miles of the
front lines and quite in range of the
guns.

Then another event . of this quiet
working-party period 1 must write a-
bout. On a certain day Major Beattie
senior chaplain of the 2nd Division, of
which we are a part, held a confer-
ence of all the chaplains of the divis-
ion. Major Beattie is a great man in
body, mind and heart. He has gone
through the biggest fights in the cam-
paign of 1915, and deserves signal|
honour, at least so say all the chap-
lains. Who shall forget that gather-
ing at ? We were Roman
Catholic, High Church and Low
Church, Presbyterian, Methodist and
Baptist. The meeting was held in a
Roman Catholic convent, and was to
discuss how best we might promote
the work of God in France. As I

I think it a
triumph for the cause of unity and
co-operation that one little cir-
cular letter there was drawn up an
appeal which was signed by all the
chaplains of the 2nd Division, quite
forgetting any differences there might
be. It showed that fundamentally,
we had a large ground of unity. We
all looked forward to an ingathering
to our Churches at an early date.
Eventually we had printed 25,000 cop-
ies of our appeal, and these were dis-
tributed among officers and men alike.
But when we were conversing about
the kingdom of Christ the very win-
dows rattled and the very building
shook as the guns roared all around
us. The memorable gathering closed
with as deeply spiritual a prayer as
I have ever heard, and as Major Ow-
en, of Christ Church, Vancouver, ut-
tered his prayer all our hearts were
strangely moved.

And so the days of the autumn went
by. We had concerts in billets, ar-
ranged field days of sport, visited
field ambulances and casualty clear-
ing stations, distributed magazines and
wrote words of comfort to friends in
anxiety or sorrow, and attended to a
hundred other things that fall to the
lot of chaplain. I secured 30,000
sheets of writing material and envel-
opes for the men every two weeks,
which were distributed in their billets. |
I also got a gramaphone from Eng- |
land, which was loaned a week at a

clothes. The whole of Belgium and|

| was one mud-hole. The trenches were !

unspeakably and undescribably un-
comfortable. In mile upon mile of
trench the water and mud were sixi
to three feet deep.

During this period I was under
shell fire for the first time. I was in
an advanced dressing station, where
the wounded were being looked after,
talking to a medical officer, when, |
suddenly and without wraning, as we|
sat in the little brick house, there
was an awful explosion in the back- |
vard. A eloud of debris flew up,i
crashing through the windows: the
house rocked, and then like a flash
were all outside. Again came|
that distant screech, then closer, and:
closer, louder and louder, and even-!
tually a terriffic roar and a bang; |
that one struck 5ust over the fence,
and as we lay on the ground pieces of |
high explosive cut into the mud allj
around us. We just rose to move a-|
long, when again that distant yet ev-;
er-increasing screech was heard. A-|
gain we went down flat on the ground, |
and this time an imperial officer, not‘;
a foot from me, had the ring finger|
of his left hand clipped. Then pan-§
demonium reigned. In this little vil-
lage, so near the front, Belgians still
clung to what remained of their little
homes; they were frightened nearly
to death, and ran in every direction
that led to the country. The shelling
continued about half an hour, and
four or five civilians were killed, and
a few soldiers. I am not ashamed to
confess that I was almost unnerved.
It was my baptism by fire, and was
indeed a very warm ({nitiation. At
such a time one is absolutely helpless.
An increasing screeching noise is
heard approaching and one has no
way of telling just where a shell is
going to burst. A feeling of abso-
lute helplessness comes over .one, and |
there is nothing to do but to get down
flat on the ground and wait in awful |
suspense. When the shell bursts’
there is a feeling of greéatest relief,
which soon is lost in the torturing
anxiety as to where the next one will
come and where it will go. However,
one never finds shell-fire quite so
awe-inspiring and terrifying after, and
subsequent experience has proved this
in my own case. But no man living
ever grows accustomed to that un-
earthly screech of a high explosive.
It is as ominous as the warning of
a rattle snake, and much more nerve-

Miner found 1,790 weed seeds.

The quality especially, is valuable as
a weed destroyer.

As
they were fed close to the pond, quite
frequently some of the food was push-
ed into the water to the great satis-
faction of the fishes, which soon learn-
ed to come to the shore whenever the
rattle of the pan was heard.

In the fall of the year, the ducks,
true to their wild nature, began to
show indications of their desire to
get away to a warmer climate, and
Mr. Miner being desirous. of “finding
out whether they would return in the
spring, fastened a piece of aluminum
