The slogan, “Up Tuam."” evidently
refers to Sunday night's incident
when Tuam was sacked, the sacking
being charged against the police as a
veprisal for the murder of two con-
stables by the mob.

0. E. Fleming, Windsor, Ont., presi-
dent of the Canadian Deep Waterways
Association. Mayor Thomas Charch, of
Toronto, and others, declared the
water route would cement more firmly
the friendship between the Dominion
and the United States.

Charles Kvans KFowler, New York,
representing the American Soclety of
Civil Kngineers, told the congress to-
night that construction of a Great
Lakes-St. Lawrence waterway was
certain tu be undertaken seriously, He
declared that upward of tifty million
people on the North American conti-
neht, who heretofore had regarded
ocean commerce as of Jittle personal
concern, would find their lives linked
with the sea, ;

“With completion of the proposed
waterway, Toronto, Buffalo, Cleveland,
Toledo, Detroit, Windsor. Chicago,
Milwaukee, Duluth and other lake
cities will become ocean ports, and the
vast areas of thelr\hinterlands will be
territory from which to draw directly
for ocean commerce.”’ Mr, Fowler said.

Handle Traffic Cheaply.

The speaker emphasizéd the need of
studying shipping find port conditions
on the part of all those affected, and
reviewed at length development of
world ports during recent years, more
especially during-and since the war,

Speaking of international and lake
ports, he'said: “Creat Lakes cities are
well situated to handle an immense
volume of ocean commerce in perhaps
the most economical manner of any

2 e

region in the world, The chief reason
for this is the fact that shipping men
have been thoroly schooled in the
handling of immense tonnage of car-
goes, as well as large amounts of coal,
wheat and lumber,

“The Great Lakes cities of Buffalo,
Cleveland, Chicago, Detroit, Toledo,
Milwaukee and Duluth have planned
extensive ship terminals, and much of
lthe constryction has been completed.
| These cities and a great number of
others are in a position to have exten-
slve ocean terminals completed and
ready for operation at the opening of
the ship canal for ocean business.”

Others who spoke in favor of the
waterways project were Governor
Witliam L. Harding of Iowa; Harry
H. Merrick, Chicago, president of the
Mississippi Valley Association; A, P.
Nelson,  congressman from Wisconsin;
Governor Sleeper, Michigan, and C. C.
West, shipbuilder of Manitowoc.

Must Look Ahesd.

Mr. Fowler said the Montreal Har-
| bor Commission had stated plainly the
reasons for need of port development
and that such developments should be
carried out by any city desiring to
become a factor in handling water
commerce,

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BRITAIN DISTURBED
OVER POLISH ISSUE

Fear Allies May Be Com-
pelled to Enter Another
European War.

London, July 28.—The British pub-
lic is disturbed by the possibility con-
fronting it that the allies may be com-
pelled to enter another Huropean war
to save Poland. This position was
made plain by Premier Liloyd George's
speech in the house of commons-on
Wednesday, and all the newspapers

are speculating upon it.

Heretofore the impression has been
that Britain’s part, if Poland were
fpced with invasion by the Bolsheviki,
as it now appears to be-faced, would
be limited to furnishing munitions.
Mr. Lloyd George's  statement, that
Great Britain is bound to give every
assistance in her power to save Po-
land, and that he may be compelled
to “place the whole position before
parliament,” however, is interpreted to
mean much more than that.

Almost all the newspapers support
the premier, altho there is such re-
crjmination over the policies which
have brought the destinies of Poland
to this pass. The general argument s
that an independent Poland ‘s neces-
sary for the safety of Burope under
present conditions, and ‘that the allies
cannot afford the risk of letting the
Bolshevik frontiers join those of Ger-y
many. & '

Virtually the only opposition to the
premier—altho it 1s {mportant oppo-
sition—comeg from the Labor partys
That party eriticizes the premier for
advocating strong measures to stop
the war when the Bolsheviki are win-
ning, arguing that he should have used
his power to prevent Poland waging
war agnringt the Bolsheviki.’

New Crisis Unpopular.

This new crisis is unpopular, even
if, as appears, It is inescaparle,
judging from tae tone of the news-
papers, mainly because it may involve
the expenditure of more lives, ' and
because the country had come, ac-
cording to general belief, about to the

' - 'Not Much For the Farmer.

We do not always agree with The
aemers' Sun, waich seems to hate
Hydro as much as it does “protec-
tiom,” but it scores a point when it
pays that only a small percentage of
the big prices we pay for farm pro-
ducts goes to the farmer, The illustra-
|tions of this truth are taken fram in-
vestigations made by Harvard Univer-
sity, but they are not the less valu-
‘able on that account,

Few peoplé realize how little the
price of waeat has to do with the
price of bread, For ¢ 1-2 bushels of
wheat that go to make up a barrel
of flour, the farmer, we gse told, got
$8.37, while the miller got $12.70 for
the flour, and the baker $42.10 for
the bread, Milk was retailed in Bos-
ton for 10 cents & quart, but of this
'the farmer got only 4 cents. A barrel
ot ‘apples,\for which the farmer got
$2.26, was sold to that easy mark, the
ultimate consumer, for $7.25.

But exactly how depriving the far-
mer of light, power and transportation
{s golng to help him, The Sun does
not explain, Neither can we see how
reducing the tariff will reduce the
spread between what the farmer gets
and what the city man pays in the
same country and distriot.

The High Cost of Government.

Sir John Keane contributes to The
National Revue a caustic attack upon
the British civil service, The perma-
mwent official, perhaps because he is
permanent, runs to type. He magnifies
the importance of his own department,
quarrels with other departments,
clamors for more help, and increases
the cost of administration. In the de-
partments, we are told, there is “over-
staffing, overlapping, and consequent
{nefficiency.”

No doubt the criticism is somewhat
severe, Civil service reform must have
done away with the Tite barnacles and
the circumlocution office of former
days. But it has long been observed
that no system is either as good or as
bad {n practice as in theory it appears

to be. Many a first-class man got
into the public service thru political

pull, and many a fourth-class man got
a similar appointment later on, by
passing an examination. The merit
system must be better than the patron-
age system, because civil service re-
form steadily on, yet fails to make
for econpomy. The old-fashioned offi-
cial, who considered his work done
when he drew his pay, may have been
& better investment than his more en-
ergetic successor, who wants to inflate
nis department and magnify its im-
portance.

is no small factor in the cost of liv-
ing preblem. In Canada, with the fed-

In every depArtment, deadwood ac-
cumulates. In a business concern, thé
inefficlent employe usually gets the
sack, but in a government department
he is allowed to remain, and an addi-
tional clerk is taken on to do his work.
Many a faithful, hard-working civil
sérvant at Ottawa is doing the work
of four men, That is, he does his own
work and carries on his back three
othér men. Again the jurisdictions of
the various departments so overlap
that duplication seems inevitabie.
Most wars, for example, are construct-
ed and looked after by  the public
works department, but some few are
under the merlnc department, and still
others under the departmeént of rail-
ways and canals, Each of these de-
partments has an engineering staff,
and, so we take it, have other depart-
ments, liké interior, militia and naval
affairs, These staffs are not co-
ordinated, have no common head, and

And the same thing is true of scien-
tific experts distributed among a num-
ber of departments,

The mult®licity of cabinet ministers
adds to'the confusion by boxing up,
the civil servants into so many com~
partments. But beyond this, the min-
{sters as a rule have little to do with
the cost of administration, They come
and go, but the permanent jofficials
remain. The minister puts his esti-
mates thru the house, with the as-
sistance of his departmental officlals,
who sit by him and suggest the an-
swers to any questions that may come
from members of thg opposition. The
colloquies, in whispers between the
minister and his deputy, furnish more
4 musement than information to the
house. In one case the minister, w
had been stumped by rather a iard
question, after vainly tr
the answer, whispere
saved his face,

B:
My deputy has given me a most
satisfactory explanation, but I am
unfortunately unable to repeat it
to the house,

In some way, parliament, or a com-
mittee of parliament, should be able
to question the deputy heads and other
permanent officials, and get some
first-hand information, Above all, some
incentive should be given permanent
officials to practise economy. Sir John
Keane suggests that the department
should be rationed, a lump sum being
given to responsible officials, out of
which they must pay all the salaries
and cost of administration, The man
who cannot make a showing by effect«
ing economies should be dispensed
with, and the man who has saved the
country’s money should be promoted.
Techpically, the minister is respon-
sible for his department, but the min-
isters come and go so fast that it is
not easy to tag them. We have had
seven secretaries of state at Ottawa fh
nine years, and it would be hard to
hold any one of them responsible for
the four hundred superfluous employes
recently discharged under Mr. Sifton’s
administration. Some of them have
gone to the bench and others to the
elvil service. It is to the permanent
official that we must look for ecopomy,
but Sir John Keane would tell us there
is no hope in that quarter; unless we
give the permanent official some in-
centivggto practise econoniy.

McCutcheon, but Chairman
Duncan informed them that he had
signed, under protest, and that he be-
lleved at the time it was his duty to
obey thé wighes of the majority, tho
other trustees stated their approval of
the Marshall site. A few days ago the
sitq, unanimously approved by the
school board and the inspector was
rejected by a meeting of ratepayers
also. The site is known as the “Den-
nis" site and comprises 14 acres, the
price being $20,000. The site in ques-
tion_ last night consists of one and
two-thirds acres, the notice reading,
“To approve of a site and empower
the board to make application to the
York township coumcil to issue deben~
tuges for $82,000, $22,000 to purchase
the site and $60,000 to erect a six-
roomed school thereon.”

Letter from Inspect.or.

The letter from Inspector Campbell
to the trustees read as follows:

“f understand you are submitting
for the_ ratification of the ratepayers
a site fhat was up before, known as
the 'Marshall' site. gt

“Now, according to Section II. of
the public school act, you are not
proceeding in the regular way to de-
cide  this qifestion, and you'are not
folldwing the act 2

“Apart from t‘he {rregularity, if it
{8 o matter of approval of the site, 14
feel that I should withhold the same,
for while the school law permits a
site as small as one acre for a rural
school, it was never intended that it
gshould apply to & community like
yours, especially when larger sites are
avallable.”

“If this site is the . selection of the
board, and the ratepayers ratify it,
it will thérefore be necessary for you
td ohtain approval of the department
of education, for, as I sald,/I will not
glve approval.”

Summer School Course Is Pro-
: viding Splendid
Opportunity.

s et

fiome fourteen hundred . teachers
from different paris of the province
are just now engaged on the work of
the summer courses which have been
established by yhe Ontario department
of education. In addition, nurses are
taking a special course which adds
much to the interest of their cur-
rloulum. Generally an impetus has
theen given to the summer-school
movement because of after-war re-
construction needs, and Aalso as a re-
sult of advantages offered this season
by the provincial government as rep-
resented by the department of educa-
tion. The exceptional interest shown
by the teachers—who for the time
being are students—and of those in
charge, Wwill ,proba?ly be shared in
a measure by the !public, for whom
The Toronto World purposes publish-
ing a short series of articles -on. the
various centres where the work is in
progress, :

Several of the courses are being con-
ducted in buildings of the university.
One of these is the French course
which has its’ quarters in the main
building (otherwise known as Univer-
sity ‘College), and with this it will be
convenient to begin, This week there
are between fifty-five and sixty stu-
dents in this section, and the num-
ber will be increased in a few days
by some Who at present are examin-
ing the papers resulting from various
examinations in the secondary
schools, The work is in the hands
of five instructors, headed' by Profes-
sor J. Home Cameron, who has charge
of the French department of Univer-
sity College. Five lectures ‘are given
daily, four in the morning and one
in the afternoon. This does not mean
that all the instructors give five lec~
tures each, but that the students re-
ceive this amount of instruction; and
as the latter are divided into three
sections, with sub-sections where such
are thought advisable, it is quite evi-
dent that the lecturers are kept busy,
and that the students have a strenuous
day's work.

That this work is enjoyed is quite
evident to anyone who dropsa in and
observes the interest of the class, An-
other thing that cannot fail to be
noted is the enthusiastic attention
given to thelr work by the instruc-
\tors, .and the thoroness of their meth-
‘ods, When it is remembered that the
course lasts only flve weeks, and yet
benefits teachers sufficiently to in-
erease thelr efficiency very tangibly
for the coming year, the thoroness and
enthusiasm will be recognized. Some-
thing, too, that adds point’by way of
comparison with teachers, in many in-
stitutions is that the Instructors em-
ployed are -either natives of France
or have spent a good deal of time
in that country in intensive study of
its language. Still another feature
is the large place given to phonetics,
a sclence on‘ Which all language teach-
ing is &0 intimately dependent that
one is not surprised to see it given
full recognition by the teachers at the
university.

Early Day Classes.

The opening lecture for the day is
generally given by Professor Cam-
eron. Here, even at this early point
in the course, exceptional work has
(peen done, By means of models, the
working of the vocal organs has beén
demonstrated, and at present the stu-
dents have got to the point where the
bearing of phonetics on the study of
'English has Been fairly grasped, and
the examination of thelr. relation to
the French tongue is now well under
way. Mr, Cameron f{Saches in the
large, liberal way that makes his hour
both pleasant and profitable. ‘While
the work he presents is prepared to
a nicety, he is mever arbitrary, and
suggestions offered by the class are
given full consideration, ITedtures on
methods of teaching are given by Mr.
W, (. Ferguson, who has formed part
of the staff of this French course from
the beginning, Here again smooth-
ness and experience in demonstration
are a feature, Mr. ¥erguson giving
out his gleanings of years with the
simple directness that makes for re-
sults, ’

The three remaining instructors are
French. Of the trio Monsleur Saint-
Pime de Champ 0lds a unique place.
Connectéd with the university for 23
years, he is ktfiown to studenis in
many parts of Canada, while Iis vis-
its to his native land keep up his con-
nectlon with the other side o! ‘he
Atlantle, Scarcely a word of Inglisa
i heard in the hour of M. de Champ's
lsctures, even the most backward
students imbibing the Irench a'mos-
phere, and attempting the language of
la belle ¥rance, In his instruction,

which s really not a lecture in the
ordinary sense, M. de Champ makes |
use of many original devices, and /'s|
full of initiative in helping his stud-|
ents to understand the language, Fac-!
ial expression, dramatic Imitations,
reading, conversation, singing |and |
primary steps in whistling all &are|
brought into use in expressing differ~|
ences between English and - French
that work effeotively for .-the maste:y
of tae forelgn language.

standing and the munhﬁ. The thitd
of the trio is Monsieur Maurice Cla-
vel, who is probably a gift to Canada
from the war, It was only shortly be-
fore the armistice ‘taat this young
IPrenchman found himself cld onough
for service. Now he is part of 1he
staff who are teaching Ontario teach-
ers, and ‘ais earnest work is making
for the general success,

These then are the memkbers of the
staff {n this particular Freach course,
and all of them are giving very uees
ful service*to the teachers, wao, dur+
ing the coming year, will continue the
good work among the thousands to
come under their training. The go/-
ernment, 100, is to be recognized for
the share it 2as had in making this
year's classes so outstanding, Encour-
agement has been given by the pay-
ment of the teachers' rallway fares
and their daily expenses to the amount
of two dollars. This summer course
for teachers of Frenca was first
launched in 1916, It was continued the
following year, but doubtless in con-
sequence of the war, fell off -altogeth-
er in 1918 and 1919, The plan this
year eaopteqpof helping the students
to defray expenses, as well as the
fact taat after-war conditions are
helpful to leisure for study,
combined to produce the remarkable
attendance of the presemt term, Trib-
ute to the wvalue of ‘the classes Iis
given in the appreciative comment
heard on many sides and in the fact
that there are in attendance some who
have taken similar courses in France
and Germany, and some who attend-
ed the Toronto courses in previous
vears, To organize and provide for
the housing and {astructing of other
teachers, and of the 1,300 others, as
been no light plece of work, but it has
been effectively carried out by a very
competent staff, with Mr. R, A, Cros-
kery and others under the direction of
Dr. Colquhoun, deputy miaister, and
the Hon, R. H. Grant, minister of
education, botia of whom are intense-
ly interested in the work. Mention
ghould also be made of Principal H. J.
Crawford, of the university schools,
who has had much to do with the en-
rolment and distribution of tae large
number now in attendance.

Shamrock snuggled down and prepared,
She might have snatched a victory at the
last moment,”

the two boats took starboard tacks, it
was seen that Resolute had worked
out more than a quarter of a mile in
the lead.

Defender Well to Weather,

A mile from the start, both swung
round again to port and carried off
this tack down the coast, until Sham-
rock nearly ran into a fishpo off
Seabright.

Shamrock could not fetch the buoy,
and was compelled to make two short
hitches before rounding.

Resolute had her baby /jib topsail
on the bowsprit half a minute before
turning and her big reaching jib on
the stay and brdken out a minute
after rounding the mark, Shamrock
sailed nearly a mile on the second leg
before breaking out her reaching jib,

The yachts sailed the second leg in
very nearly’ record “time, averaging
just under 12 knots an hour. As was
expected, Shamrock outreached Reso-
lute, but her total gain of 44 seconds
under exactly the same condition8 of
wind and s¢a, was disappointing to
her backers,

The two yachts jibed round the sec-
ond mark with a rush, and with the
breeze over the port quarter headed
for the finish, Resolute being nearly a
minute in the lead and having the
race seemingly well in hand.

Doused Club Topsail.

.Thq yachts had sailed about half
way to the lightship when a squall
loomed up ahead, black and threaten-
ing. In spite of his Seabright pilot
familiar with Jersey squalls and
knowing that their bark is usually
worse than their bite, Captain Burton
decided to take no chances with his
top hamper and not only doused his
reaching jib topsail, but hauled down
his big club topsail. Resolute waited
until the squall was half a mile away
and then shortened sall by taking in
her jib topsail only.

‘The squall did nothing except kill
the southwester, and jumble up the
sea. For half an hour the two yachts
wooed the fickle winds as they did on
Tuesday, trying one jib topsail after
another, Shamrock sailed all this
time without a club topsail and finally
set a working topsail, which filled
much less than half the upper tri-
angle.

Affer dumping several . buckets of
rain on the fleet, the squall passed off
to sea, and the southwester resumed
business, but not at the old pace,
Shamrock picked it up first and over-
hauled Resolute. It looked at one
time s if she would go by, but soon
Resolute's sails began to fill and after
that there was never a question as’to
the result. In the last mile Resolute
tacked to leeward under ballooner,
while Shamrbek crossed the finish, line
with spinnaker to etarboard.

The yachts will sail their final race
tomorrow over a windward and lee-
ward course, which is said to favor
the defender.

Brooklyn.
