Perpetuation of Union Not in Line With Public Opinion,
He Says at Chatham—Far mers Do Not Want Class Leg-
islation, and Before Long People’s Party Must Develop.

- Chatham, Ont., Dec. 3.—In a speech
delivered before the Maple City Club
At a monster banquet, held in the
armories here tonight, Hon. E. C.
Drury, premier of Ontario, made the
plain admission that the farmers and
the members of the Independent
Labor Pary cannot continue as a
U.F.O.-Labor government in this pro-
vince.

The conferees also resolved to make
a formal protest against the issuance
by the Greek government of 200.000,-
000 drachmas in cusrency despite the
opposition of the allies.

The allicd supreme council today
publicly announced. it would withdraw
financial support.from Greece ‘should
former King Constantine be returned
in the plebiscite of Sunday.  The
council considered undertaking terri-
torial repnisals should ho be en-
throned.

The council a.lso decided “the allied
premiers should meet a fortnight
hence to discuss conditions as they
exist after the Greeks register their
choice in the plebiscite,

Briefly summarized, the position of
the allies is that they want to warn
the Greekg  vigorously that their gov-
ernment must conform, to a great
extent, to the wishes of the allies and
that if the -admonitions in yester-
day’s note and today’s statement rela-
tive to the withdrawal of financial
support are ineffective, the allies are
prepared to‘ take even sterner meas-
ures, which were discussed today.

“We, the jury, find that Nathaniel
Brown came to his death in an acci-
‘dent to the Grand Trunk train on
Nov. 25, while employed as a porter
on the  Pullman car Makura. The
cause of ‘the” accident, we believe, to
be a’ broken defective -rail, the defect
being practically impossible to detect,
and no ‘blame c¢an be attached to any
person or persons.”

Robert Dean, inspecting and testg
ing engineer for the Canadian Inspec-
tion and Testing Company. which
tests all kinds of steel, said that there
had evidently been a pipe or an un-
even cooling in the steel which weak-
ened it. This defect was practically
impossible . to detest, and occurrped in
the steel before it reached the rolis.

He said it was plain that farm-
ing conditions had been better in the
last 20 years than in the previous de-
cade and more particularly in the last
six years, This improved situation,
he said, was due to the fact that the
United States had made their tariff
more favorable for Canadians.

Subsequently this building was
removed to the present gite at the cor-
ner of St. Vincent and St. Joseph
streets, and used as a Sunday school
until the parish hall was erected.

Fifly vears ago the site of the pres-
ent church and rectory formed part
of a large market garden and orchard
with wide fields stretching off to the
westward. . Now the church is rapidly
being confronted with all the problems
of a downtown parish. The congrega-
tion is, however, growing in a most
satvisfactory manner at the present
time,

Some New Approaches to the
Tariff Question.

Some declarations before the tariff
commission sitting in Toronto this
week, show that in the minds of many
people the issue is not a barerhanded
contest between protectu’orn and free
trade. Many people want the policy
of proteetion to remain the fiscal poli-
cy of Canada, ‘but they want that
policy to benefit all the people, and
of “the manufacturérs alone. They
concede that the manufacturers for
the time at least, should be the wards
of the natlon, but they maintain ae
a gorollary of this that there shomld
be some national guardianship. The
tariff, they say, should be for the
manufacturers a shield, ot a sword.

W. F. Maclean, M, P, has been a
staunch upholder of the National
Policy from the day of its adoption.
He belleves th:}e should ‘be protec-
tion for Canadian industries. At the
same time, he contends- that if we
give the home market to Canadian
manufacturers, their attitude:. to-
ward that market should be one of
fairness, not one of oppression. They
should not Sell their product for a
higher price ingide  of Canada’ than
they ask for it outside of Canada.
They should not refuse to sell to Can=<
adian customers merely ‘because it may
be more convenient to sell in larger
quantilies to customers in the United
States. In other words, Mr. Maclean
advanced the doctrine that industries
which enjoyed the protection of the
tariff shoulg be liable to government
‘control. The government should have
power to regulate their prices, their
capitalization, and their treatment ‘of
the Canadian 'consumer. N

This is :1.~rad~icul doctrine which
may not be relished by the paper
makers and possibly other manufac-
turers, but some of the ladies who
appeared before the tariff commis-
slon had still another approach to the
tariff question. They complain, justly
or unjustly, of the quality of goods
put on the Canadian market by cer-i
tailn Canadian’ manufacturers, They
gave some rather startling examples
which it-would not be fair to quote
until their charges can be more fully
investigated.

In reading
of the banquet given at the King Edward
JHotel to Mr. Yang Shu Wen, Chinese
consul to Canada, one cannot help but
néte the emphasis he puts in his speech
advocating the intermarriage of his own
race with the, white race, saying that
this would “'make for the harmony of
nations, and be a greater weapon than
Mr., Woodrow Wilson's, Certainly this
might be so from his point of view;
he represents the yellow race in Canada
and knows full well th8 benefits that
accrue for his own people to marry our
white race. But mnvd right-thinking man
or woman could countenance a white
marriage into the yellow race, where it
would certainly mean the uplift of the
one it equally s&pells the downfall and

people. ;

Why the yellow race have been allowed
to overrun Canada, locate. where they
please and do as they please, will always
be a mystery to many of us, One can
only come to the conclusion that some-
thing—and a very big something—in
times past has been entirely wrong with
the administration of immigration, and
that the present administration has done
nothing to remedy conditions along that
line, altho they are a dangerous menace
wherever they settle, The least that
could have been done for the develop-
ment and building up of this big and
glorious country would have been to keep
it a white country.

1 do not express this feeling thru any
gentiment, but because ‘I know the
Chinaman as very few peopDle, especially
women in the east, have had the oppor-
tunity to know him. Having lived on the
coast for several years, and upon return-
ing to Toronto Wwas greatly troubled to
see the progress that hinamen ha
been allowed to make in the east. When
on the Pacific coast I traveled extensively
and as a graduate nurse following my
profession I got to know the -Chinaman
as the woman of the east does not get to
know him, and I am pleased . to see your
paper print these articles.

It is of mo use for Mr. Yang Shu Wen
to score The World for printing these
articles, as I can testify to. the truth of
every word so far written, and can say
that the half has not been told. Why
should these Chinamen be. given each an
individual teacher at Sunday school and
why should they be taught English free
of charge, anyway. If we went into
China and wished to learn Chinese, we
should not be provided with any teacher
at all, unless we paid for it. And if any
Chinaman coming to Canada wants to
learn English, let him attend a proper
schoel for this purpose and pay for it.
And if he is to be taught English in the
church and Sunday schools, fet them be
taught in a class, with a proper male
teacher, not individually by young girls.
I am a mother myself, and I eannot con-
ceive of any mother allowing her young
daughter to privately teach a Chinaman,
Surely when a minister says that he
always has plenty of young ladies in his
congregation willing to teach Chinamen
because they always give them such
handsome presents at Christmas, how
can any mother allow her daughter to
accept a present from a Chinaman? Why
do not these mothers wake up, I jooked
to see a storm of protest, from these
articles, but so far not one word from
them. Perhaps they are feeling guilty
of neglecting to safeguard ther daugh-
ters more. True, they may think that
peing in the atmosphere of the church
and Sunday school, their daughters are
quite safe, but if they know of some of
the cases that came under my notice on

“If ‘the city council had to aci as
school trustees, it would be more gen-
erous,”” said Inspector Walter Bryce,
speaking on the lack of accommodation
in the Toronto public schools. ‘All other
departments in the municipal govern-
‘ment are only planning for time and
are of little importance in comparison
to the educational department, which is
planning both for time and for eternity.”

“In Toronto,” said the speaker, "5600
pupils are not properly housed, the port-
able buildings are bad, but the basé-
ments are worse and are ill-lighted and
are filled with the germs which blow in

from the street level, and sickness often’

develops among the pupils. The part
time is also uusatisfactory, the mothers
being compelled to rise at a very early
hour in order to prepare the children
for schonl, and the pupil only recelives
half an education.

“It would be no disgrace if the ex-
penses of the school board exceeded the
city courcils,” declared the speaker.
“We are pleading for funds for the
Queen Mary Sanatorium when at the
same time we are helping to supply
patients for that institution in our base-
ment rooms.”

Inspector Bryve advised the parents to
find out how the prospective controllers
and aldermen stand on the School ques-
tion before deciding to vote at the next
election.

Colonel W. C. Michell, principal, in
a forceful address pointed out the
urgent necessity for greater school ac-
commodation, instancing present condi-
ticns ot Riverdale Collegiate, where all
rooms are overcrowded and the teaching
staff cannot give proper attention or
interest to the students on that account.

An interesting and instructive program
wasg contributed by the students. An in-
spection of manual training end house-
hold science .departments and physical
and chemical experiments were features
of the evening’h proceedings, under the
guidance of Colonel Willlam C. Micheli,
B.A., principal.

“That our owa tariff on imports has
imposed a very heavy burden upon
consumers generally, and more parficu-
larly on farmers, can be very easily
shown. The tariff bears with excep-
ticnal weight on farmers, because, gen-
erally speaking,”the selling price offtheir
products cannot be enhanced by pro-
tection, while a protective tariff does
add enormously to the cost of almost
every manufactured article they have
to buy. 4
Cost of Collecting.

“One hundred and fifty-eight millica
dollars was collected in customs taxation
in Canada in the year ending March 31,
1919. That sum went into the Do-
minion treasury. But the cost to the
Canadian consumer was'a good deal more
than * $158,000.000. The {importer paid
the duties -levied in the first instance.
Then he added his profit, not only on
the $526,000,000, worth  of dutiable 1%—
ports brought in, but lon. the $158,000,000
of duties pald thereon as well. Next
the retailer added, his profit, not only
on the total sum ‘igpresented by the first
cost- of the imports, but on the duties-of
same and the importer's profit on first
cost and duties combined.

In 'this way the ultimate consumer was
forced to pay, in the two profits on the
duties, probably $79,000,00C, in addition to
the $158,000,000 the Dominion govern-
ment received in customs revenue. In
order that the Dominion - government
might receive $158,000,000 the Canadisn
censuimer of dutiable goods was forced
to pay $287,000,000, or not much short of
half the first cost of the dutiable goods
imported.

Doubling the Profit.

*Nor was this all,” Mr: Burnaby said.
“Every article manufactured by a Cana-
dian corporation and competing with an
imported article, was increased in cost
by a sum approximating the duty on the
competing imported article. The aggre-
gate value of domestic manufacture in
1916 'was, aococording to the Canadian
Year Book, $1,400,000,000. After full gl-
lowances for manufncturing lines which
are not materially affected by the tariff,
such as the building trade, the output of
butter apd cheese factories and so on, itis
fair to pur the aggregate output of pro-
tected industries at $1,350,000,000 at least.
A reasonable calculation will show, when
allowance is made for profit on mers
chandising, that at Yeast $490,000,000 of
this sum represents the ex price that
purchasers of the output of tected
industries wers to pay By raa-
son of the tariff.
