1S WORST

(New York World editorial)
Gov. Hughes in his message recoms-
mends the abolition of race-track gam-|
bling. He asks the legislature to make |
bookmaking at race-tracks a prison of-|
fence, like pool selling. His authority
for this recommendation is section of
article 1 of the Constitution of the State
of New York, which requires that *‘the
legislature shall pass appropriate laws
to prevent” any form of gambling
within this state.

This section of the constitution should
be enforced everywhere with equal jus-
tice. |

Nowhere is its emforcement imors2
needed than in the New York Stock
Exchange, the Consolidated Stock Ex-
change, the Cotton Exchange, and on
the Broad-street curb. Race-track
gambling at its worst is an evil of pet-
ty consequence in comparison with
Wall-street gambling. Race-track gam-
bling injures only those who bet on
horses. Wall-street = gambling may
menace the legitimate business of the
entire nation.

What other public service could Gov.
Hughes render comparable with the
elimination, segregation or even re-
striction of this great evil?

panks as Gambling Tools. {
in no other country than the United
States are incorporated banks part of
the machinery of stock gambling. In
no other country are ‘the methods of|
stock gamblers such as to require the|
constant tise -for that sole purpose of!
hundreds of millions of dollars of other’
people’s money. In no other country is
the national treasury called. upon to
turn ovar the public revenues for the
use of members of a stock exchange.
In London, Paris, Berlin, Frankfort and
Amsterdam gamblers) in - stock must
use their' own money and their own
credit as if they were playing at Monte
Carlo instead of on a stock exchange.

This difference in stock, glambling ac-
counts for the great fluctuations in the
rates of interest if¥ New York as com-
pared with ‘the stability of Européan
financial centres. In New York call
money may ke 3 per cent. one day and
50 per cent. the next day, something
unknown in Europe.

The banlking laws and the banking
system of the United States concen-
trate the fluid capital of the country in
“Wall-street. By bidding up the rate
of interest higher than legitimate busi-
ness can pay, stock gamblers are able
to draw from productive industry fits
means for supplying pay rolls, for car-!
rying on manufacturing, for distribut-
ing goods and for moving the crops.

To-day, for instance, The World's
Wall-street ~article bears the head
“Flood of Cash Buoys Stock List,”’ The
money came from every part of the
country—from many places where the
business need of it is sore.

In Great Britain an increase of one
per cent. in the discount rate of the|
Bank of England is regarded as a se-
rious fluctuation. For the Bank of
France to alter its rate one-half of one
per cent. is a matter of international|
finance. For the Bank of Germany 1o
charge a third of last week's highest|
rate in Wall-street s done only after|
serious consulation with. the govern-
ment, with great capitalists and with
business interests.

The World's Biggest Gambling House.

Nowhere on earth does another such
gambling institution exist .as finds
shelter in the New York Stock Ix-
change—an unincorporated, irresponsi-
ble institution. According to the Sta-
tistics carefully compiled by James
Creelman in Pearson's Magazine, there
were sold in 1906 on the stock exchange
286,418,601 shares of stock of the par
value of  $25,000,000,000, besides 660,000
thousand-dollar bonds; on the Consol-
jdated Exchange 126,000,760 shares of
stock, besides 21,669,178 shares of min-
ing stock and 193,884,000 bushels of
wheat. This does not include curb
tales,

These gambling transactions amount
to over $30,000,000,000—four times the
value of the/products of all the farms
of the United States, half the value of
all the land and buildings, one-third the
census valuation -of all the wealth ot
every kind in this country..

Last vear there were sold on the
Stock Exchange - 43,399,710 shares of
Reading, fifteen times the total amount
n}' Reading stock in existence. Of the
Union Pacific, Harriman's road, there
were sold 36,751,600 shares, twent)
tlmﬁs as much as existed. )

Ninety-nine and one-half per cent. of
these transactions,” according to¥Thos.
W. Lawson, are nothing except bets
that the price goes up or down.

This system drains the reserve
money of the United States to Wall-
street. -A commercial bank, charging
merchants and manufacturers 6 per
cent. interest, cannot afford to pay
interest on déposits In competition
with the Wall-street banks, winich can
frequently get 20 to 50 per cent..on
the stock exchange for the use of
their deposits. Thus these reserve
moneys gravitate to the' banks which
can afford to pay high interest on
them This process of drawing tne |
surplus savings of the country to
WVali-street was facilitated by the
three great insurance companies—the
Equitable, Mutual and New - York Life
—which collected annually $209,000,000, |
from their poHecyholders. This money |
they eilther invested in Wall-sireet se-
curities or deposited in Wali-street
banks, making their disbursements by
New York drafts and keeping the cash
here.

B BOOM LAUNGHED FOR
PUSTAL SHINES BANKS

Officers - See in Scheme Direct
Remedy for Hoarding of
Currency.

When the United States National
" Board of Trade metes in Washington
in a few weeks, the Trades Leagu€
will launch a boom for the establish-
ment of postal savings banks in all the
large cities of the country. Resolu-
tions will be adopted urging congress
to lose no time im giving the postofiice
department the necessary authoriza-
tion to have the ‘banks started.
Officers of the league see in the
scheme a direct remedy for the hoard-
ing of currency that has always been
a practice among tforeigners who usu-
aily distrust banking institutions, and
which has been growing largely among
the working classes since the recent
exposure of wall-street’s inancial

manipulations.
“As a general rule,” said N. B. Kelly,

secretary of the Trades League, yes-
terday, ‘‘you will find that foreigners
have a dread of banks because they
read every little while of some Sus-
pension or failure. They hoard their
money in secret places in their homes,
end thus prevent it getting into cir-
culation. ¥

“It has been the same way with a
large number of working men and
families of average means since the
recent financial upheaval. This hoard-
ing is undoubtedly hurting business
generally, and if there is some way
in which it could be stopped the step
should be taken immediately.

According to Secretary Kelly, the
pom‘)r banks would solve the problem
He pointed to the fact that persons
who fear the stability of banks gener-
ally could easily be induced to deposit
with the 'national government on the
€trength of its great credit. The funds
o deposited, he said, could be turned
over at the end of each business day
to the government depositories, and
thus be put into immedoate active cir-
culation. :

The plan is to have the banks locat-
ed in the postoffices of the large cities
and in sections where there are large
numbers of artisans and laborers at
work, so as to encourage thrift. A re-
solution to this effect will be intro-
duced at the national board meeting
. by the league, and the representatives
of trade bodies in all sections of the
country have announced their intention
of supporting the scheme.

BAD HOSE FIRE MENACE.

Underwriters Find Nearly Half of It
Burst Iin Less Than a Year.

New York Tribune: As a resuit of
careful investigation extending over
a long period, undertaken at the in-
stance of the New York Board of Fire
~Underwriters, the attention of Com-
missioner Lantry of the fire depart-
ment has been called to the dangerous
condition of mos:t of the hose of the
department. The facts presented to the
commissioner by the board show that
an astounding. amount of hose has
burst, and that in the event of a great
fire, such as those that devastated San
Francisco and Baltimore, the safety
of the city woula be seriously men-
aced.

The work of the investigation was
carried on by the engineers of the Na-
tional Board of Fre Underwriters,which
made a report to the committee on fire
prevention of that body. This report

was transmitted to Commissioner Lan-,

try by Henry W. Eaton, chairman of
the committee on water supply and fire
department of the New York board.

"The information gathered by the ex-
perts who conducted the investigation
has been carefully prepared in tabu-~
lar form, and all sorts of detalls as to
the quantity, quality, brand and age of
the Bursting hose are included in these
tables. Cases of weakening with spe-
cific engilne companies are cited in
some instances, and it is shown in the
report that in some cases between 35
and 49 per cent. of the hose of certain
companies has burst at fires in a pe-|
rind of less than a year. It is also |
developed that hose has burst in many |
cases at a pressure considerably less |
than that which it is warranted to|
stand under the specifications. |

Numerous specific recommendations
as to the method of placing the hose |
supply of the department on a safe |
basis are made to the local committee |
by the national board as a result of
the investigation, and the local board |
is expected to urge the adoption of |
thess recommendations at an. early |
date. They include the adoption ofl
new specifications, the immediate pur-
chase, of a considerable quantity of |
new hose and the most careful testing |
of hose hought. Provision is also made |
for an extension of the period covered
by manufacturers’ -guarantees.

One of the greatest causes of the
extraordinary advance of the present
era over all preceding statees of civi-
lization lies in the application of nat-
urgl forces in the place of human or
animal labor in the manufacture and
transportation of commerciai products.

All processes of manufacture, the
production of light and heat, the driv-
ing of machinery and the running of
means for transportation require
power.

Force.

which tends to pro-
duce motion. When a gun is fired
certain forces are developed which
tend to produce motion in the bullet.
The force of gravity tends to draw
all things to the earth. When we are
lifted to the top of a building in an
elevator, the force of gravity tending
to draw us down is overcome by the
force transmitted thru the ropes of
the elevator tending to draw us up.
If the rope breaks, the force of grav-
ity being then unopposed, quickly gen-
erates rapid motion earthwards.

Pressure, weight, magnetic attrac-
tion and repulsion are all manifesta-
tions by which we recognize force, and
the unit by which we measure the ex-
tent of a force is the,pound. A 1-
pound weight requires a force of 10
pounds to lift it, or a bar of iron ‘may
require a pull of 50 pounds to pull it
away from a magnet. ¢

Work. 2

‘Work is the product of force, and
the distance thru which it acts.

A fecree cannot produce power unless
it moves something. A clock weight
does no work when. the .clock is not
running, altho it pulls just as hard
on the chain. If the clock:' weight
weighs 5 pounds, and it has a range

of movement of 4 feet, then the work
done by the Wweight in falling is 5
times 4 equals 20 foot pounds.

A force may act forever without
costing anything, but as soon as it
begins to produce work then some-
thing begins to be used up. When the
clock was wound up the muscle of
the man who wound it put into the
weight 20-foot pounds of work or en-
ergy, and as long as the clock was
not started and the weight remained
at the top, its energy remained latent
at full value.

As soon as the clock is started and |

the force of gravity is allowed to move
the weight the, energy begins to be
given up and_when #ie weight has
reached the bottom of its 4-foot drop
all its store of energy has gone. It
may be noted here that the force of
gravity is not a source of energy, but
only a storage battery, which returns
the energy put into it. Attempts to
construct perpetual-motion machines
run y the force of gravity must, there-
fore, result in failure; gravity never
supplies any energy gratis; it merely
retutns what -has been given-it with-
out-interest and without discount.

To raise a weight of 1007 pounds 5
feot would require 5 multiplied by
1000 equals 5000-foot pounds of work,
It is evident that with 'a single
pulley the force would have to
be equal to the weight and the
of ‘the foree equal to the
lift.

Power.

The power of a machine is the meas-
ure of the work which it is able to
do in a given time. It s expressed
as foot pounds per minute, or foot
pounds per second. t

If one motor could do 1000 foot
pounds of work in ome second and
another motor ' required two seconds
to do the same amount of work it is
quite evident that the first-mentioned
has twice the power of the

It requires ‘a <centain amount
work to raise one million gallons of
water from the lake to the reservoir.
A very small engine could pump this
amount if it were given time enough,
but if a million gallons must be rais-
ed every half-hour then engines of
great power must be used.

There is no time factor in work or
energy, but in power time is consider-
ed, as well as force and distance. Pow-
er is expressed as force multiplied by
distance, divided by time, thus:

Force multiplied by distance, divid-
ed by time equals power.

Horse Power.

When the steam engine first came
into use it was applied to deing work
that had been previously done by
horses. It had been found that a good
horse could do work at the rate of
92,000 foot pounds per minute, Watt,
to make sure of good measure, design-
ed his engines so that they would do
50 per cent. more, or 33,000 foot pounds
per minute for each rated horse-pow-
er. This has been the standard horse-
power ever since.

A weight of 33,000 pounds raised one
foot high or 330 pounds 100 ft. high, or
3300 lbs 10 ft. high in one minute re-
quires one horse-power.

If we have an elevator and load
weighing 6600 pounds raised 60 feet
in 2 minutes we know that the num-
ber of foot pounds of work done per
minute is 6600 multiplied by 60 and di-
vided by 2 equals 198,000 foot pounds
per min. And we find the horse-power
by dividing the total number of foot
pounds per minute by the number of
foot pourds per minute in the horse-
power, 33,000, 1. e. 198,000 by 33,000,
which gives 6 h. p.

While six horse power  is the net
amount of power required to lift the
lcad and elevator, it must not be as-
sumed that a six horse power motor
weculd run the elevator under actual
conditions. The friction of ropes, pul-
leys and gearing would probably
{amount to two or three horse power, SO |
{that a 10 horss power mctor mieht |

MINERAL PRODUCTION:

Less Gold and More Silver, Mint Di-
rector Estimates.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4-—The production
of gold in the United States fell off $4,753,-
401 in 1907, as agalnst "1906. whereas the
amount of -silver produced was Increased

by ‘over one million fine ounces. Alaska’'s
gold production fell off a little more than
$3,000,000, according to the preliminary re-
port of the director of the mint, issued
to-day. Colorado is shown to. have led
all the states in 1907 in the production of
gold, as it did in 1906, the amount, how-
ever, being reduced from nearly $23,000,000
ih 1906 to nearly $21,000,000 in 1907.  Mon-
tana heads the list in the production. of
silver, with 12/118,000 fine ounces, with
Colorado and Utah only a few thousand
ounces behind.

all the money that their value would
warrant on cotton, wheat, corn and
other tangible goods in shipment. The
Bank of England months ago not only
refused to discount American finance
bills itself, but notified its customers
that they must not do so. The Bank
of Germany was forced several years
ago’ to adopt the same policy.

In these countries the discounting
of finance bills is left to private . Sank-
ers, who use their own resources with- |
out involving general banking facilities,
which are restricted to the use of com-
merce, manufacture and other busi-
ness. A
Commercial or Finance.

Instead of the New York national
‘banks following this wise policy of the
great European banks by looking after
their commercial customers rather
than seeking for the higher rates of
interest which. stock gamblers pay,
they have adopted the contrary policy.
In ten years, from 1896 to 1906, the
New  York bank loans on stock ex-
change collateral increased from $162,-
361,654 to $442,210,766. The gain in com-
mercial loans was only two-fifths as
much, $151,795,029 to $259,840,272.

During the panic weeks bank loans
on collateral were actually increased.
Banks had the alternative of carrying
the stock gambling customers or of
stich a stock exchange crash as would
imperil their own solvency. Therefore
some of the banks stopped commercial
discounts and cut down the credit of
solvent merchants  in order to use
all their own resources to protect their
brokers’ collateral. It will be recalled
that interest rates ran up, to -200 per
cent. one afternoon, and that only the
$25,000,000 which Mr. Morgan secured
from the United States treasury and
dumped at once into the stock exchange
prevented the immediate fallure of gam-
blers who had bet that stocks would

g0 up.

In the first three weeks of the panic
the New York Clearing House banks in-
creased their total loans over $100,000,-
000, yet at the same time they actually
reduced their commercial loans.

The Machinery of Gambling.

‘Thé system of stock-gambling in
Wail-street is different from that in any
European country. Here every day the
broker goes thru the farce of legitimate
purchase and sale. After one broker
has bought and another sold, each
makes a memorandum and the trans-
action is sent out thru the ticker every-
where. Then each broker tabulates his
transactions and sends to the stock €x-
change clearing-house a copy, with a
cheque for the difference between his
price and the closing price. The clear-
ing-house sends out notices to the brok-
ers, telling them who-is to deliver what
shares of stock and to whom. !

The next morning every broker who
{s to receive stocks sends to his bank
and gets certified cheques for the sums
he is to pay. Part of the money he has
already arranged for thru the system
of time and call loans on stock exchange
collateral. For the rest his bank allows
him to overdraw his balance, commonly

over-certifying therefor. Then before,

2.16 p.m. every broker who is to deliver
stocks sends around the certificates and
receives these certified cheques. After
2.15 p.m., and before the banks Close,
every” broker in_ turn deposits the certi-
fied' cheques and the stocks which he
has received in his bank to make good
the overdraft the bank certified for him
in the morning.
How It is Done Abroad.

Without the banks’ assistance this
whole system would be destroyed and
the stock-gamblers in New York would

have to gamble as do the stock-gambl- |

ers in -London, Paris and Frankfort,
where this form of actual delivery in
sj-eculative transactions is not gone
thru with. Instead, there are fortnight-

ly settlements, where the losers pay and

the winners collect their winnings. Such
a thing as a London stock-broker hav-
ing the Bank of England or a Paris
biroker the Bank of France certify his
cheque in advance and thus furnish the
funds for him to gamble with is un-
heard of.. The European stock-brokers
gamble as do the London race-track
bcokmakers, who have their regular set-
tlement days at Tattersalls.

On the London Stock Exchange set-
tlements are made twice a month. On
the Paris Bourse settlements are made
once or twice a month. On the Frank-

fort Bourse th®re are semi-monthly set-|

tlements. On the Berlin Bourse there
are settlements at times fixed by the
gcvernment regulation. If the parties
desire to continue the gamble a charge
4« made for an extension, but either

party can quit the game and cash in1

as 'a stock-gambler- he can refuse to‘
pay his losses. Transactions. in fu- |
tures on agricultural products are |
prohibited. In Paris, bourse agents ’
are not allowed to operate on their {
own account, There s @ tax on every i
order to buy or sell and on every com-
pleted transaction. 'The French sys-
tem is analogous to the taxing,
censing and regulation of ordin
gambling houses by the French gO
ernment.

The forms which the New York |
Stock Exchange go thru to evade the
New York gambling law are in:vogue
nowhere else. ' {

Government Regulations |

The French and German govern- |
ments treat stock gambling somewhat |
as racetrack gambling is now treat!
in New York State, where it is per-
mitted in racetrack enclosures and |
forbidden elsewhere. But these con-
tinental governments g0 further., They¥
even decide in what stocks and fbonds
they will allow gambling.

During the Japanese-Russian war
the French government instructed the
Parisian brokers that no one might
sell or offer for sale Russian bonds
without giving their serial number.
This® prevented short selling. In Ger-
many similar measures have been
taken.

On both the Paris and London €x-
changes the brokers who do the buy-
ing and selling on the floor are dxs.-

The great fall in the mar-
ket prices of South African gold and
diamond mine stocks at the time of
the Boer war did not shut off dis-
counts and banking facilities to Eng-
lish manufacturers, forwarders and
merchants. !

What other countries have done in
segregating and restricting stock
gambling the United States also must
do, remembering always that Waill-
street also performs a legitimate func- |
tion in providing capital for great en- |
terprises and in affording a market |
for the actual sale of securities.

Over-Certification. |

The over-certification of cheques is
already a crime under the national
banking law. Section 176 specifically
prohibits the certification of any
cheque ‘‘unless the person or com-
pany drawing the cheque has on de-
posit at the time such cheque is cer-
tified .the amount of money equal to |
the amount certified in such cheque.” |

This of course prohibits certifying a
cheque before 2.15 p.m. on the strength
of deposits after 2.15 p.m. Its viola—!
tion, however, is difficult to prove, |
and its evasion is easy by a broker |
putting in dummy notes at the time ot :
certification. l

Stock .Transfer Tax. |

One way to diminish stock gvamlil‘-iang {
is to increase the tax upon it. st |
year one-quarter of the revenue of |
this state was derived from the $2 tax
on every transfer of 100 shares of
stock. The enormous amount of these |
stock gambling transactions is shown
by the fact that, in spite of gross eva- |
sions of payment, over $6,000,000 was |
gollected, equivalent to 3,000,000 sailes |
of 100-share lots.
