theological course : therefore it is humbly overtured to the Venerable the
General Assembly of the Presbyterian Church in Canada to change the terms
of the theological colleges of the western section of the Church where neces-
sary, 0 as to open in the beginning of November and close at the end of
April.

The report was received and the recommendation adopted. It
was agreed to send a copy of the overture to the authorities of the

several Theological Colleges.
