London, Feb. 26—A Reuteur despatch
from Capetown says it is reported there
that Lieut. Col. S. G. Maritg, rebellious
Boer leader, has been arrested and sent
to Windhoek, Cape Colony, as a pris-
oner.

His rilitary movemenis were supported
by the Germans of German Southwest
Africa. His reported execution was said
to have been due to an attempt to sur-
render his forces to the British.

But no Money Obtained—The

To find his premises broken into, the
office ransacked and articles strewn al}
over the floor was the experience of S,
Arscott, manager of the St. John Hide
Company, Dorchester street extension,
when he went to open up this morning.

Belated Story of German Aviators”
Act — Changed Course of the
War :

Berlin, Feb. 10—(Correspondence)—
An aeroplane scouting flight which made
history has just come to light, almost
six months after it took place. The re-
port of the two aviators making e
flight turned Gen, Von Kluck’s column
toward the south from its dash on Paris
in August and changed the whole line
of battle in the west. A striking feature
of the flight, moreover, was that its
course did not follow orders, but was
determined upon the initiative of the
fliers. The story of the flight, taken
from a German magazine devoted to
aeronautics, follows:—

“It happened on the occasion of our
dash on Paris. The inhabitants of the
City of Light received a daily visit from
German aviators. The latter were ac-
customed to drop a couple of bombs
every day, but their visit here was not
the object of their programme. The
chief thing was to keep watch of the
movements' of thé ‘Paris reseérve -army.
‘This ‘army had marched;'up .with. ‘its

front toward ‘the ‘éast and one day’ an

aeroplane went up to observe it agdin.

“The aviators were struck with the
uncertain movements of the opponents
of a German corps, who appeared to be
having a trifling conflict with trogps
farther north. Upon their own respoh-
sibility the aviators changed their course
and flew off to the north.

Changed Course of War,

“They flew and flew, for what they
saw was well worth closer observation.
Then they speeded back to headquarters
and announced that a hostile army was
marching upon Von Kluck’s flank. No-
body would believe it at first. Cavalry
patrols had brought no news to indicate
such a movement. But nevertheless it
was true.

“The report resulted in the known
new disposition of the German position
in the west, and in the conferring of the
iron cross of the first class upon the
pilot and the officer-observer.”

The two men réferred to are both first
lieutenants. They but recently carried
out an important flight over Warsaw.

HAD TO LEAVE THER
WIVES IN BAGDAD

Forty Europeans Deported by Turks
—Missionaries Look After Their

Families \

London, Feb. 26—Forty Europeans, all
men, who were escorted from Bagdad to
Mersina, a seaport of Asia Minor by the
American Consul, have arrived at Alex-
andria. Their wivés were not allowed to
accompany them, but remained at Bag-
dad under the protection of missionaries.

The members of the party left Bag-
dad on December 18. Part of the jour-
ney was made on foot. The U. S: Consul
advanced the money with waich to pur-
chase food along the way. A military
guard was provided by the Turks for the
first part of the trip, but the soldiers
dropped off one by one until none was
left. The inhabitants along the way
treated the travelers well, except in the
small villages, which generally were hos-

! tile.

IMPORTATIONS IN 1934

34,500,000 Pounds
United States

Total of in the

‘Washington, Feb. 26—Importations of
raw silk in the fiscal year 1914, totalling
84,500,000 pounds, broke all previous re-
cords, according to the department of

commerce, This was an increase of 2,-
500,000 pounds over the imports in 1913
and 21,500,000 pounds more than in 1900.
Japan supplied almost three-fourths of
the amount imported.

Silk manufactures imported during
1914 were valued at $35,500,000. In ad-
dition more than $4,000,000 worth of ar-
tificial silks were imported.

In the thirty-five years since 1880, silk
manufacturers of the United States have
consumed approximately 450,000,000
pounds-of raw material; and the value
of their output has increased from $41,-
000,000 to upwards of $2,000,000.

A NOTABLE CHANGE

Great Britain no longer objects to
Russia gaining access to the sea by way
of the Dardanelles. That which Russia
has so long sought is now to be accom-
plished.  British sentiment regarding
this question has been completely
éhanged in recent years. The real Euro-
pean menace is Germany not Russla,
and there is no sound reason - for the
assumption that the latter power should
be curbed in her legitimate ambition to
secure an outlet for her trade and for
her fleet from the Black Sea. All that
has ben done in past years to maintain
the integrity of Turkey has not pre-
vented the Turks from joining forces
with Britain’s enemies, and the result is
inevitable. Whoever hereafter controls
Constantinople, Russia’ will have free
access to the Mediterranean. The “Sick
“Man of Europe” will no longer be a
ward of the nations, Turkish and Ger-
man militarism will go down together.

The gain to Russia will be enormous,
but she will have deserved it, and the
mew spirit that is risiné in that country
as well as in other countries of Europe
may be accepted as a guarantee that ad-
vantage will not be taken of the larger
opportunity te pursue a policy of na-
tignal aggression.

IS HE PRO-GERMAN?

Canadians are humiliated to find Dr.
J. G. Schurman of Cornell University,
wao is a native of Prince Edward Island,
charging England with having “adopted
the indefensible and inhuman policy of
starving the women and children of an
enemy country,” and calling upon the
government of the United States “to as-
sert with renewed emphasis and to de-
fend with unwavering firmness the in-
alienable rigat to neutral trade in food-
stuffs with the non-combatants of every
belligerent country so long as its ports
remain unblockaded.”

Dr. Schurman further says that be-
rause the United States did not object
to the order of the British government
»f November 4, establishing a war zone
»n the ground that the Germans planted
mines in tne North Sea, “it will now be
¥ifficult to complain of the decree issued
by the German government establishing
% war zone about the British Islands.”

Dr. Schurman also refuses to believe
jat the German government proposes to

torpedo and sink, with their cargo, crew
and passengers, neutral ships engaged in
inmocent trade with Great Britain. It is
true Ge declares that if the Germans did
so sink a vessel under the American flag
it would be an act of war, and that at
all hazards American citizens must be
protected and the rights'of the flag
maintained; but he does not believe Ger-
many has any intention of committing
such an act of war. The whole tenor of
Dr. Schurman's address, delivered recent-
ly before the Chamber of Commerce at
Binghampton, N. Y., shows that he is
thinking of United States trade rather
than the right or wrong of the present
war) His condemnation is chiefly di-
rected against Britain. It is a rather
singular fact tanat Germany’s utter dis-
regard for international law, her viola-
tion of Belgium, her sowing of mines in
the North Sea, .her bhombardment of un-
defended towns, and her obvious ambi-
tion to attain world leadership at any
cost, has not disturbed the conscience of |
‘Dr. Schurman, or convinced him that in|
this war Britain and Qaer allies are fight-
ing for humanity. It is safe to say that
Dr. Schurman’s views will not tend to
endear him to the people of his native

province.

¢ The by-law, proposed by Commission-
er McLellan, compelling local bakers to
make their loaves not less than one and
a half pounds, was adopted by, the com-
mon coundjl yesterday afternoon.

Discussing the motion Commissioner
Mclellan said that in New York  the
pound loaf sells for five cents and in Tox
ronto the pound and a half loaf for Six
cents, and the three pound ' loaf for
twelve cents. “He did not put much faith
in the representations that the consumers'
would rather have a, wrapper on' the
.bread than aifyll sized loaf.

The ' commissioner | then submitted
figures Showing the cost of production
of bread. He ;declared that the men
who_ sold the bakers their flour had as-
sured him 'that the contract for flour at
$6.75 still held good and that not a
baker in town was paying more or would
do so until next October at least. 7

“In any case, the price of flour to the
baker is not the rate of $9.25 quoted by
{ the delegation, as this is the retail price,

and the bakers would at least get the
| jobbers® rate of $8.65.”

' . 'To show what the bakers were “clean=
{ing up,” he presefited figures to show|
. the profit on loaves at three weights. For|
the' sduare loaf at two pounds one barrel
of flour furnished 1384 loaves. At eight|
cents this meant $10.40 on each barrel of
flour. The. cost of baking he figured'
$1 a barrel, with ten cents for salt and
yeast, and a charge of one-half cent a
‘loaf -or 65 cents for delivering. = This
meant a total cost on the barrel ‘of $8.40
or asmargin of profit of $2. ' S

In ‘making loaves of one and one-half{
pound with the home-made process, the

malt and lard, but the' barrel produced

12 cents more, Making one and one-

“During the year there were 109 chil-
dren before theejuvenile court in this
city, the total number to date being 482.
It ‘frequently happens that the parent
of 'a /delinquent or negleeted child earns
good' wages. and - is financially quite
capable of supporting the child while in
an institution. The court, in such cases
makes the necessary order against the
parent, but unfortunately the amount is
seldom collected. This is more particu-
larly true of cases in the city of Hali-
fax, The' necessary aid should be furn-
ished the juvenile court (by legislation
if that be required) so that in every
case the court’s orders against parents
for the support,of such children can be
enforced and the amounts collected and
applied to the support of the children.
If this were done a saving of public
funds to the extent of several hundred
dollars could be effected annually.”

let them stand on or near a stove or
radiator until absolutely dry.

A moment before smoking wash the
cigar in water on the outside and dam-
pen wel] the wrapper. This may be done
at the table by holding the cigar by the
tip in a glass of drinking water, taking
care not to wet the filler. Then wipe
tae tip end, before cutting it off, on the
napkin. Water revives the leaf and re-
stores its natural flavor.

What you have previously dried out
in the oven is"not water moistyre. It is
the bay rum and other spirits which are
frequently sprinkled over the cigars af-
ter boxing to keep them looking fresh.
Both the wholesaler and the retailer of-
ten sprinkle them again before saowing
them to customers. It is these spirits
that impart such a strong odor to clothes
in which cigars are carried. Drying and
washing afterwards will make for a bet-
ter smoke, to say nothing of better health
in cases where very cheap spirits \have
been used on the cigars.

Science, iowever, warns you to bake
and wash cigars for still other reasons.
The gum tragacanth, or paste, which is
used to fasten the leaf at the tip, breeds
several more or less poisonous fungi.
Such molds are sometimes noticeable in
the form of white powder along the out-
