The question 
now really arises, and grows urgent, how long tne 
British Government is going to tolerate such ac­
tion, because the coal strike has been the merest 
camouflage for those Moscow grants which have 
for some years been the sinews of revolutionary 
activity here. And this action by the Russian Soviet 
is a flagrant breach of their positive assurance when 
we consented to receive their trade delegation.

The experiences of many nations 
have shown that smallpox can be pre­
vented by vaccination. Almost every­
one knows that the vaccination itself 
is a simple matter, involving a mere 
scratching of the skin and the inocu­
lation of material whose purity and 
safety have been attested to by the 
government.

Successful vaccination generallypro- 
tects for from five to seven years, and 
the second vaccination usually protects 
against smallpox for life.

There is not the slightest evidence 
to indicate that vaccination can do 
harm. The only deaths that occur are

LONDON, Nov. 16—On and after 
December 1 the German Republic will

Eventually 
the “resolution bale” became a family 
pet, so to speak, and its sentimental 
value was such that in recent years 
when cotton soared to its 45c a pound 
peak, no offers were entertained.

Experts 
have graded the lint as “No. 2” and > 
reported that the fibre pulls one and j 
one-sixteenth inches.
