The Women’s Institutes of 
New Brunswick, who are con­
cluding the sessions of their 14th 
annual convention here today, 
unanimously adopted a resolu- 
ion seeking the extension of the 
franchise to women qualified to 
vote in school elections for muni­
cipal elections as well.

The resolution set forth that 
whereas women now enjoyed the 
franchise in Dominion, provin­
cial and school elections, and 
that their interest in local affairs 
was equally as great, and the 
need of improvement as great, 
that the Women’s Institutes sleek 
the extension of the franchise to 
those women qualified to vote 
on school matters to enable them 
to vote in municipal elections.

A resolution supporting any and all 
measures taken by the government for 
the improvement of tjie condition of 
feeble-minded children was adopted, 
while the convention by resolution ex­
pressed its approval of recent legisla­
tion affecting the distribution of the 
estates of intestates, the maintenance of 
deserted wives and children, and Ille­
gitimate children.

LAPOINTE COMMENDED.
Satisfaction was also expressed in 

the recent statement of Hon. Ernest 
Lapointe relating to the better care of 
young people in the penitentiaries.

Increase of the provincial grant of 
30 cents a day for 100 days a year to 
$1 a day per patient was recommended 
in a resolution touching the care of the 
tuberculosis poor. More hospital ac­
commodation also was recommended, 
together with the provision for treat­
ment of victims of the disease by 
cities, towns and municipalities.

The convention went on record as 
appreciating the pledges given by the 
Provincial Government for a fair en­
forcement of the prohibition act.

FEWER VENDORS URGED
The resolution adopted by the con­

vention urged the reduction of the 
number of vendors and beer licenses 
and that second offences be charged 
where previous convictions had been 
entered together with the cancelling of 
licenses.

AN ECONOMIC LAW? »

(Three Rivers Nouvelliste.)
The west may well struggle against 

a protective tariff, when it is for the 
protection of eastern industries against 
American competition, but it cannot 
resist the all-powerful economic law 
which sooner or later calls for re­
course to a higher tariff. Hard Cana­
dian wheat is rightly described as a 
natural resource of tlie Canadian west. 
It has no competitor in the world and 
those who produce it do not care a 
straw about protection. But it is a

This product is 
rudely challenged by American coal. 
Therefore we find tlie west claiming 
without cessation these many weeks 
a grant of from three to four dollars 
a ton on their coal.

CAST-IRON HOUSES.

The city of Derby furnishes a good 
Illustration of the difficulties confront­
ing many English cities in tlie matter 
of meeting the. demand for better 
housing accommodation. It was found 
that there was not enougli skilled labor 
to erect houses as fast as they were 
needed. While brick houses were pre­
ferred, an experiment was made with 
concrete and steel, but did not satisfy 
the Provision of Houses Committee of 
Derby Corporation; and after 
ful examination of cast-iron houses 
constructed by a Sheffield manufactur­
ing company, it placed an order for 250 
of them.

The price was £852 per pair, exclu­
sive of foundations and drains; and. 
each cottage contains a living room, 
kitchen, three bedrooms and bathroom, 
With heating appliances. The iron is 
covered with cement on the outside, 
iand lined with asbestos board. Thus 
no iron is visible, and the houses are 
dry, and practically indestructible; and 
it is claimed a house could be taken 
down, if necessary, and re-erected on 
another site. So well satisfied was the 
committee with thc first houses erected 
that a contract was placed for another 
$50, or 600 in all; while at the same 
time local builders were erecting brick 
cottages as rapidly as available labor 
«would permit, and at a cost somewhat 
higher than that of the cast-iron struc-
