-Washington, July 24.—Apprehension 

over the growing number of smallpox 
cases throughout the country was ex­
pressed today by Surgeon-General 
Gumming of the public health service, 
whg said the presence of the disease in 
85 states threatened serious conse­
quences unless state health officers ex­
ercise the greatest vigilance in vaccina­
tion and revaccination.

There was, of course, the hard- 
earned triumph in the final point score 
of the United States which entered 
the most powerful and evenly balanced 
team of athletes that has ever sailed 
from these shores. Then there was the, 
high standard of competition reflected 
in the many records that fell. World | 
and Olympic marks were lowered al­
most every day of the competition.

But overshadowing all else was the 
astounding battle for athletic supre­
macy made by Finland. With a popu­
lation of about 8,500,000, not much 

than half of the city of New 
York, this mite of a nation fought 
forty-three other nations into the 
ground and bowed to only one contin­
gent, the numerically superior and ex­
tremely powerful team of the United 
States, where track and field competi-, 
tion was a highly developed sport long 
before it gaine dnational recognition in \ 
Finland.

Two Finlanders, Paavo Nurmi and 
Willie Ritola, dimmed the lustre of all, 
others by their individual brilliancy. 
Nor can anyone in fairness detract 
from Finland’s glory by pointing to 
the fact that one Of these runners, 
Ritola, began his athletic career in this 
country. While this may be*true, Ritola 
nevertheless must be considered a 
strictly Finnish product, both by birth 
and development, for it was really un­
der the tutelage of his own country­
men in this country that he gained 
his experience. As for Nurmi, he prob­
ably amazed the Finns themselves. 
Never has such an all-round exhibition 
of speed and endurance been seen in 
the history of modern athletics.

Then, too, many other nations 
shared in the glory. England, by win­
ning startling trilimps on the track, re­
gained much of her former high rank 
in Olympic competition. Even more 
remarkable were some of the record 
and near-record performances by ntf- 
letes of nations hitherto only remo*; 
connected with international track and ’ 
field sport.

breakfast cup of coffee costs from 3 to 
5 cents more a pound because of the 
present military rebellion in Sao Paulo, 
Brazil, according to local coffee 
dealers, says the Cleveland Press.

At present leading coffee dealers 
estimate a 30-day supply here, after 
which, according to A. Van Rooy, 
vice-president of the C. W. Brand 
Coffee Co., the coffee shortage will 
equal the granulated sugar situation 
during the war.

“It will not be a question of price,” 
he said, “but a question of procuring 
Coffee fit to use."

He declared that about 25 per cent, 
of the coffee recently received in New 
York had been damaged by rain, thus 
aggravating the shortage.

Theodore Schulze, secretary of the 
Kaffee Hag Corporation, says the 
shortage will not be so keenly felt be­
cause of the natural let-up in orders 
in the summer time.

Rebels control huge stocks in the 
interior of Sao Paulo state estimated 
at 5,000,000 bags. These cannot be 
moved until the federal forces win or 
an armistice is reached.

The United States consumes about 
900,000 bags a month. Coffee men 
estimate the present supply In Am­
erica at not more than 300,000 bags.

It is essential to get reliable figures 
on the cost of transportation. The j 
next step should be to encourage the | 
development of the coke-producing In­
dustry. Even if householders could be 
Induced to burn Nova Scotia coal, 
that is, the raw fuel as it comes from 
the mine, it would be wasteful, and 
the atmosphere would be polluted with 
soot and smoke.

There are great industrial possibili­
ties in the coke-producing process. The 
by-products, including tar, sulphate ol 

nia, gas and benzol, are all cap­
able of being converted into valuable 
commodities.

Some of Germany’s great industries 
were based on the conversion of raw 
coal into coke. After the by-products 
have been extracted, the heating value 
of the fuel is improved rather than 
reduced. Everything possible should 
be done to encourage the coke-pro­
ducing industry in Canada.
