10KILLED. TOHURT
AS TRAIN CRASHES

INTOMOTOR TRUCK

Ohio Fatality Occurs as
Party Returns After a
Day’s Outing

26 ON TRUCK

Driver Had Stopped and
Scanned Railway Tracks
Before Proceeding. -

(By Canadian Press.)

Oak Harbor, Ohio, Jily 24—Ten
persons were killed and 10 others in-
jured last night when a New Xork
Central passenger train crashed into
an auto truck at a grade crossing out-
side this city. There were 26 persons
in the truck, they had been on a day’s
outing at Sand Beach on Lake Lirie
and were returning to their homes
when the accident happened.

The dead are: Mrs. Bern Cook, 40;

Mrs. Mabel Wold, 38; Forest Cronin-
ger, 14; Viola Croninger, 10; Olga
Pratt, 17; Milan Schaaf, 12; Holden
Huffman, 14; Elda Olds, 14; and Ger-
aldine Schimf, 14, all of Attica, Ohio,
and George Spangler, 35, of Willard,
Ohio, driver of the truck.

Dyiver Had Stopped.

e witnesses of the accident de-
clared that the driver of the car had
stopped the machine at the railroad
crossing, gone ahead to scan the tracks
and had apparently failed to see the
approaching train. He is said to have
got back into the, truck and driven on
to the tracks directly ahead of the
train, which was bound for Toledo
from Cleveland.

The force of the collision carried the
wreckage of the truck 300 feet down
the railroad tracks, hurling bodies in
every direction and scattering splin-
tered wood and shattered metal for
many feet.

The fact that some of the 26 occu-
pants of the truck jumped at the mo-
ment of the collision and that others
were hurled free of the wreckage by
the rushing train probably accounts for
the fact that no more lives were lost.

The quality is below the average on ac-
rount of weeds which seem more prev-
alent than commonly. On meadows, in-
tervals and marshes the hay is thin and
is a lighter crop than last year’s. The
revailing showery weather of the last
ortnight has made hay-making a slow
process; but it has changed many an
unpromising-looking fleld of oats into a
well-colored headed-out crop. Straw
will be a short crop and_the grain yield
vorrespondingly short. In general the
condition of the cereal crops and hay as
compared with last year is ninety per
E

ent.

Pastures have freshened considerably
and cows have maintained almost an
uninterrupted uniform milk-flow.

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CALLS SMALLPOX
SITUATION SERIOUS

U. S. Surgeon-General
Warns Country Against
Epidemic in 35 States.

-Washington, July 24— Apprehension
over the growing number of smallpox
cases throughout the country was ex-
pressed today by Surgeon-General
Cumming of the public health service,
whgq said the presence of the disease in
85 states threatened serious conse-
quences unless state health officers ex-
ercise the greatest vigilance in vaccina-
tion and revaccination.

Dr. Cumming is particularly alarmed
that the disease has spread so widely
in the spring and summer months. If it
is not checked, he fears a more serious
situation next winter, during the season
when usually it is most prevalent.

Warnings have been sent to all state
health officers, to have the American
Railway Association and tp the
American , Automobile Asssociation
urging that the greatest care be exer-
cised to prevent a spread of the disease

all over the country,” Dr. Cummings
said today, “unless people are vaccin
aigd”

ligures op smallpox cases for the
week ended June 21, compiled by the;
health service, shows 85 states report-
ing 895 cases, as compared with 371
cases for the corresponding week a
year ago.:For the same week 100 cities
reported 845 cascs, as against 83 for the
corresponding week in 1923.

The disease apparently is most pre-
valent in the midwest, with Cincinnati
reporting 25 cases, Toledo 22, Indian-
apolis 45 and Detroit 56 for the week
ending June 14. Baltimore reported 10
cases for the week and Hopewell,
Ewing and Trenton, N. J,, showed 18
cases, seven of which were in Trenton.

Although the health service has not
received recent figures from Pittsburgh.
Dr. Cumming said the epidemic in
that city was serious.

The rapid spread of the disease is
believed by Dr. Cumming to be trace-
able to lack of care in mild cases, which
frequently develop into a more viru-
lent form and to indifference to warn-
ings by health officials.

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A MEMORABLE MEETING

That was a very remarkable and
memorable occasion when the -members
of the American Bar Association were
‘formally welcomed in historic West-
minster Hall on Monday by the Bench
and Bar of England, with whom was
associated the Canadian Bar Associa-
tion. The feeling that must have
been universal was expressed by Mr.
Charles E.. Hughes, American Secre-
‘tary of State and President of the Am-
‘erican Bar Assoeciation, when he said:
“Qur ardor quickens and our hearts
deeply siir as we sit together at the
fireside in the old homestead.” It was
in truth a family gathering, and we
are told that 3,500 lawyers and their
families rose at Mr. Hughes’ words to
applaud his tribute to their English
hosts.

Sir Patrick Hastings, Attorney Gen-
eral of Great Britain, in his opening
remarks, said that while both Ameri-
can and English lawyers could look
back at their ancestors who had made
history within those walls, the present
gathering would do more for posterity
than was today imagined. Mr. R. W.
Diblin, President of the Law Society,
recalled the fact that for seven or eight
“tenturies Westminster Hall was the
home of the English Law Courts, where
the fundanental principles of freedom
were taught. Lord Haldane, the Lord
Chancellor, said: “This hall of William
Rufus belongs as much to the United
States as to this country.”

Mr. Hughes, in his reply, said that
of all international contacts none could
be happier than this meeting, where all
were actuated by the policy of under-
standing and good-will. The two peo-
ples, he said, were intent on co-oper-
attion in the interest of peace, and the
Americans had come to tighten the
bonds of triendship. They were grati-

“fied, he said, to Teceive the greetings
“of their Canadian brethren, with whom
they had “an invincible accord.”

:Throughout his address Mr. Hughes
spoke in this vein and said in conclus-
ion: “This meeting of those who enjoy
& common tradition and cherish a com-
mon purpose cannot fail to heighten
our sense of responsibility.”

The visit of so many lawyers from
different parts of the United States to
London at this time, when the Inter-
Allied Conference is in session, cannot
but have a good effect in the United
States. because these alert visitors will
get a clearer comprehension of the
whole European sitnation, and of the
importance of jofnt action between
their country and Great Britain in the
interests of Furopean reconstruction
and world peace. They will learn thaj
in the country where freedom had its
birth the desire of the people is today
as strong as ever in the past to pro-
mote liberty and advance the cause of
civilization. What Mr, Huughes has
described as “the old homestead” will
mean more to them because of whas
they see and learn on this memorable
visit.

BELGIUM'S RECOVERY.

The financial recovery of Belgium
since the war is a fine trbiute to the
capacity of M. Theunis, who is Prem-
jer and Minister of Finance.. After
the war, anticipaling that Germany
would pay, the Belgian Government
entered upon a very extensive policy
of reconstruction. This was necessary
hot only because of the destruction of
property during the war, but because
the country was ransacked of every-
thjng that could be of use to Germ-
any. Not only did Belgium float loans
for reconstruction purposes, but others
were floated to pay interest on previous
loans, on the assymption that payment
from Germany would come in time to
meet these obligations. Germany, how-
ever, did not pay, and Belgium found
hersclf confronted with financial obliga-
tions of the most serious character,
and without apparent means to meet
them,

It became necessary for the Gov-
ernment not only to pause in the work
of reconstruction but to reduce gen-
eral expenditures and impose heavier
taxation. Premier Theunis bas had
to deal with more than twenty tax
bills in the course of his three and a
half years in office, but he has brought
about a condition which seems te
promise that the revenues will suffice
this year, and certainly will suffice
next year, to meet all charges on loans,
including reconstruction loans. Indeed
it 1s belleved the day is in sight when
Belgium will be able to begin to re-
duce her debt.

It hae been decided mot to under-
take further expenditure on recon-
struction until it is justified by actual
reparation peyments by Germany.
Already half the charges on reconstruc-
tion debt are taken care of by the or-
dinary revenues, and it is planned to
take care of the whole of them in this
way next vear. A certain amount of
payment in cash and kind from Germ-
any will aid in mecting this situation,
and it is expected income and expendi-
ture this year will be falrly balanced
One of Belgium’s troubles is the huge
mass of German marks and mark bonds
which she had to take over, and which
etill lie idle and worthless, Premie:

Lthat sensational reports of failure of

I'heunis bas said that it was very for-
tunate Beigium did not realize in 1919
liow enormous was the load she had
shouldered. Believing that Germany
would repay, she proceeded to spend
freely, and not until it was realized
that Germany could not be depended
upon did she adopt a policy of retrench-
ment and proceed fo tax herself to
take care of obligations incurred. Her
whole fiscal system has been recast,
and new taxes, including those-on in-
come and business turnover, have
brought her to the stage where she is
now able to assume the charges on all
the loans issued to finance her recov-
ery. Her war debt is to be paid by
Germany, and the London Statist ob-]
serves that even i# Germany does no®
pay the Allies can hardly replace the
burden upon Belgium. She has, there-
fore, to consider only her other debts;
and, while some loans may have to be
renewed, it is anticipated she will be
able to maintain herself out of her
own resources. The Statist expressvs
the view that “if she refuses to borrow
further for purposes of reconstruction,
succeeds in renewing her short term
indebtedness, refrains from heavy cap-
ital outlay on railways, social reform
schemes or other extravagances, and
enjoys normal trade conditions, this
would seem well within her power.”

Two Finlanders, Paavo Nurmi and
Willie Ritola, dimmed the lustre of all
others by their individual brilliancy. |
Nor can anyone in fairness detraptﬁ
from Finland’s glory by pointing to!
the fact that one of these runners,
Ritola, began his athletic career in this
country. While this may beftrue, Ritola
nevertheless must be considered a
strictly Finnish product, both by birth
and development, for it was really un-
der the tutelage of his own country-
men in this country that he gained
his experience. As for Nurmi, he prob-
ably amazed the Finns themselves.
Never has such an all-round exhibition
of speed and endurance been seen in
the history of modern athleties.

Then, too, many other nations|
shared in the glory. England, by win- |
ning startling triimps on the track, re- |
gained much of her former high rank
in Olympic competition. Even more
remarkable were some of the record
and near-record performances by atr-|
letes of nations hitherto only remct:

Evidence in the case of Miss Annie

Fielding, of Penistone, England, school
Hamilton

was a passenger on the Hesperian
which left Liverpool, Sept. 3, 1915, and
was torpedoed by a German submarine
on the evening of Sept. 4, was conclud-
ed here yesterday afternoon before
Hon. Dr. William Pugsley, Canadian
commissioner for hearing reparations’
claims.

to while she was a patient at Saranac
Lake, 1918-1921, suffering from acute
tuberculosis, which she contends was
the direct result of the Hesperian dis-
aster.

Evidence was given by Miss Field-
ing’s brother, Irving Fielding, of Bos-
ton, and by Colonel Percy A. Guthrie,
formerly of Fredericton, but now prac-
tising law in Boston, and who was a
passenger on the same ship as the
claimant. Both dealt with the claim-
ant’s brave action while the ship was
going down and the hardships endured
by Miss Fielding in the sea and on the
rescue ship. Both submitted testimony
in the form of letters from doctors and
specialists who treated Miss Fielding,
and these all attributed her present
state of invalidism to the shock  she
suffered during and following the disas-
ter.

Dr. Pugsley announced last evening
that he had eight or ten other cases
to ‘be heard in this province. He will
hear them in this city and in Moncton,
but the dates are not yet fixed.

Colonel Guthrie submitted letters

|

from Miss Fielding stating that she
valued her personal effects lost on ‘the
ship at £160 and that she estimated
that the salary lost to her, by means
of her being réndered incapable of fur-
ther teaching, would amount to $40,000.
Letters. received by the colonel from
several doctors and specialists stated
that their patient would be an invalid
for the rest of her life.

The colonel expressed the wish that
his client, Miss Fielding, be compen-
sated financially for the loss of all fu-
ture enjoyments natural and tsual for
a young lady who had her life yet to
live and who took a delight in being
usefully active during that life.

Bell prior to the formation of the
Citizens’ Committee.

The $72,000 in question was an
amount for the sale of which Thomas,
Armstrong & Bell accepted responsi-
bility over and above the stock which
they had already sold. In other words,
the financidl concern has taken upon
themselves the task of disposing of this
amount of stock, irrespective of sales
already made.

Constance, With Fine War
Record, Reaches Harbor
on the Dot.

H. M. S. Constance, light cruiser
of the North Atlantic squadron of
the British navy, arrived in port this
afternoon just at the time it was an-
nounced she would 'be ‘here. She
docked at McLleod’s wharf after an
uneventful run from Halifax. The
Constance has been here several times.
Captain H. Campbelly O.B.E., D.S.0.,
is her commander. He was navigator
on the battle cruiser Renown that
brought the Prince of Wales on his
first visit to Canada after the war.
The Constance will remain in port
until the middle of next week and will
be open for public inspection Saturday
and Sunday at hours to be announced.
Tomorrow noon, her officers will be
guest of the city at luncheon at the
Union Club. The cruiser was wel-
comed by city officials. Flags are fly-
ing throughout the city in her honor.

Was at Jutfmd.

The Constance, which is one of the
fastest light cruisers in the British
Navy, was commissioned on January
26, 1916, and received her baptism
of fre in the famous naval battle of
Jutland. Later onm, the cruiser took
pact a' Scapa Flow and was presen:
when the German fleet surrendered.
Her cimensions are: Length, 446 feel;
breadth, 41 1-2 feet. She is 3,750 tons,
registered, and can develop 30 knots
an hour Her armament consists of
six inch guns, three pounders, hign
angle guns, maxims and submarine
torpedo tubes. On her last visit here,
in Setpember, 1920, her crew was noted
for their animal pets, which included
parrots, cats, kittens, tortoises, canaries
and monkeys.

Three weeks after the armistice was
signed, the Constance was rammed by
a big German freighter as she was
entering the Kiel canal. It was said
the helmsman on the liner caused this
deliberately and was knocked down
by his navigating officer, who prevent-
ed serious damage by his prowapt ac-
tion. Following this, the Constance
was engaged for several months off
the East coast of India in putting
down minor rebellions. It was the
Constance that held up the S. S. War
Soldier off Bermuda and took the
mutinous crew back to Santa Lucia m
1920. The Constance also escorted the
Prince of Wales from New York tu
Halifax on his return journey to Eng-
land from Canada. The cruiser that
vear represented the British Navy at
the Pilgrim Father tercentenary cele-
bration at Provincetown, Mass. She
has been attached to the North At
lantic squadron for the last few years.
