BRUSSELS BELIEVES
BIG BATTLE IS ON

_ Brussels, Aug. 18—(Via London 4.35)
-~»~Thaugh.there is-a general idea that
a big battle has begun, the only official
news late last night gave no indication
where fighting was occuring. It still
seems here, that the enemy is inclined
to avoid aggression on a large scale at
Louvain, to the northeast of Brussels.

Yesterday for the first time' German
prisoners were seen here, young officers
with spiked helmets, covered with
brown Holland cloth to render them less
conspicuous.

BELGIAN VIGTORY CLAIMED IN A

I had an unpleasant ex-
perience of this kindyesterday, which
led to my being detained as a prisoner
for eight hours with Dr. Charles Sar
olea, himself a Belgian, reeently Belgian
counsul at Edinburgh.

nounced by the keeper of a cafe. This
wiseacre told the polic that he did not
like our foreign appearance, and was
sure that we were spies. Bach of us was
furnished with a Belgian military pass
with photographs attached, but these
did not apparently carry any weight
either with the police or the military
authorities. They suggested that we
might have stolen the pasges from the

value, and a French police pass bearing
my photograph made no impression,

Things looked very black and we were
resigning ourselves to an indefinite
period of detention when succor arrived
in the shape of some Brusselgs newspaper
men who were able to vouch for our
identity. Sarolea found a university pro-
fessor to whom he was personally
known, so we were eventually released.

Before the Fire,

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 13—The destruc-
tion of the Intercolonial élevator at St.
John is greatly regretted here. Though
the elevator was not always operated to
the full capacity, it was regarded as a
useful factor in the Intercolonial’s equip-
ment. Tt had been planned to keep it
full this winter for export demand.

The question of rebuilding will be re-
ported upon by General Manager Gutel-
lus to Hon. Mr. Cochrane.

It is not known here whether the ele-
vator can be replacedl in time for busi-
ness this winter.

Dense clouds of smoke were lifting
from the remains of the fire which de-
stroyed the I. C. R. elevator and dam-
aged the train shed, this morning, and
while two powerful streams were kept
on the burning debris, the flames still
continued to shoot through the ruins un-
till well after noon. Every pane of glass
on the northern side of the roof of the
outer depot was pried out of place this
morning, most either broken or badly
cracked by the heat and flying pieces of
tin and wood. The glass was swept in-
to several large-sized piles by .a crew of
workmen in the train shed, and carted
away.

While the opinion prevailed in the
minds of many citizens that the blaze
was of incendiary origin, some even sug-
gested«it to be the work of over-zealous
Germans or Austrians, there were many
who regarded it as having resulted from
spontaneous combustion. A resident of
the immediate vicinity said that just be-
fore the alarm of fire was sounded, he
heard two explosions, and then, glancing
out, saw the glare of flames in the upper

The work of seasoning the members
of the Canadian contingent who will go
to foreign fields in the aid of England
will begin tomorrow morning. The in-
fantry will muster in the armory at 9
o’clock, and instructions will be begun
in tactical manoeuvres, infantry in at-

},tack, defence, etc. The authority for

the furnishing of instructions is expect-
ed today, the understanding being that
they will be furnished from amongst
the permanent force, H. Co. R. C. R.
now doing guard duty at the armory,
Customs House and other public build-
ings. Pay will be begun from this date
for all overseas volunteers.

No word has as yet been received
from the militia authorities at Ottawa
as to the selection of the men for for-
eign service from the lists forwarded
from the St. John units. Because of this
it is not possible to announce the names
of the officers selected to command the
3rd Regt. C. A. except Major Magee.
Seven have volunteered, but only three
or four can be taken. For foreign service
three officers of the 62nd have been re-
commended. Captain H. E. C. Sturdee,
Lieut. C. J. Morgan, and Lieut. E. H.
Welsh. These appointments will have to
be ratified at Ottawa.

The required number of men has’'not
yet been enrolled by the 8rd Regt. C.
A. Only eighty have so far been en-
listed of 125 required. The eighty names
have been forwarded to Ottawa but the
service rolls will be kept open until the
list has been completed. In addition to

REYV. OR. SPRAGUE TALKS
OF THE WAR SITUATION

(Sackville Post.)
Last evening a number of Sackville
women met at Government House. As
many as could be summoned by tele-

phone or otherwise were notified. The
feature of the evening was an address
by Dr. Sprague, which was much ap-
preciated.

Dr. Sprague very cleary reviewed the
events leading up to the present war,
which the speaker declared, may prove
to be the most awful, the most disastrous
in the world’s history.

Sprague said he had no doubt the Kaiser
conscientiously felt that by Divine right
it was his duty to rule over the greatest
country in the world, and at the present
crdsis he has ordered his people to as-
semble in the churches and pray for
God’s blessing.

Reference was made to the late King
Fdward’s splendid statesmanship, in
bringing about the Triple Entente.

A Fortune That Was Started

{ The Position of the Austrian
Ambassador in Washington

Captain the Hon. Algernon Strutt, of
the 2nd Life Guards, has just succeeded
to his father’s seat in the British House
of Lords, as Lord Belper, because his
eldest brother, the Hon. William Strutt,
died in 1898, in a hotel at 'St. Louis, Mo.
He was found dead in his bath.

The foundations of the extensive fam-
ily fortunes were laid by Jedediah Strutt,
second son of a small yeoman farmer,
who had two farms at the little village
of ‘Alfreton, in Derbyshire. Apprenticed
for seven years to a wheelwright, hei ,at
an early age evinced a taste for mechan-
ical invention, and after constructing
miniature mills on the stream running
through his father’s fields, he turned his
attention to the improvement of the rude
agricultural implements of his day. Mar-
rying the daughter of a Derby hosier,
he began to effect improvements in
stocking making, and eventually invent-
ed a machine for making ribbed stock-
ings.

To him ‘came one day the Bolton bar-
ber Arkwright, bringing with him the
spinning-jenny, which he had invented.
He was in despair, owing to the manner
in which the threads twisted, and asked
Strutt if he could advise him how to
remedy the defect. Strutt replied that
he would undertake to furmish the rem-
edy, but only on condition of receiving
half of the profits of the new invention.
After a long discussion, Arkwright con-
sentéd to do this, and an agreement was
drawn up. As soon as it had been
signed, Strutt took his hand out of his
pocket, rubbed it over the cylinders of
the machine, and coolly said. “That is all
it wants!” .

Stratt had simply chalked his hand,
and had created a rough surface, where
Arkwright had too smooth a one. His
share of, the profits of Arkwright’s in-
vention proved the commencement of a
fortune which landed his grandson in
the upper house of parliament at West-
minster, as L.ord Belper.

The Lords Belper take their title, not
from any ancient family estate, but from
the town in which the great cotton and
calico mills known as the Derwent
Mills, belonging to the family, are situ-
ated, The late Lord Belper turned the
mills into a limited liability company, of
which the stock is almost entirely held
by members of the house of Strutt. The
mills are among the most famous in
Great Britain, and the new Lord Bel-
per, ever since he left Cambridge, has
been director of the company owning
them.

The late Lord Belper was married to
Lady Margaret Coke, one of the num-
erous daughters of the second Lord
Leicester, while the new I.ord Belpers
wife is a daughter of Loord Aberdare, the
Hon. Eva Bruce. Her only brother,
Henry Bruce, gave great offence a few
vears ago to his family, by marrying

| against their wishes, Camilla Clifford, a
Gaiety Theatre

actress. His father,
Lord Aberdare, promptly cut off his al-

 lowance, whereupon the young fellow

embarked in the automobile business, in
which he has been doing very well.

An Austrian Ambassador.,

Constantine Dumba, ambassador of
Austria-Hungary at Washington, has
managed to make for himself so very
many warm friends by his geniality, his
charm of manner, his keen sense of
humor, and fund of anecdote, since he
took up his residence on this side of the
Atlantic a year ago, that a good deal of
sympathy is felt for him in his present
predicament; for although the Dual Em-
pire is-at peace with the United States,
all communications between the two
countries by wire and by mail has' been
interrupted. The German cable lines
have been cut, and no telegrams are ac-
cepted over the French and English
cables from America to Austria, owing
to telegraphic communication of England
and France with Germany and Austria
being arrested by the war. The steam-
ship lines between Austria and America
have also suspended their service; so too
have the German lines, while the fact
that the transmission of letters from
Austria and from Germany to France
and England has been stopped, prevents
the English and French liners, which still

But it must thoroughly be “understood
that it is not a breach of neutrality for
any Austrian consular official or Aus-
trian patriotic society, to furnish money
to reservists of Emperor Francis Jos-
seph’s army and navy for traveling ex-
penses to enable them to reach their
homes. The French government last
week, as in the war of 1870, made
special arrangements for the conveyanee -
by rail to Germany of all those German
residents in France who were reservists
of the Kaiser's army, and who were
therefore destined to return to France as
part and parcel of the German army of
invasion. If a belligerent can thus
speed back to their native land the re-
servists of an enemy, there is no reason
for a neutral power to stand in the
way of any Austrians, Germans, French
or English, wishing to return home, to
fulfil their patriotic duty in their re-
spective armies and nayies.

To add to the anxieties of Ambassa-
dor Dumba, hc is without news of his
wife, who left some weeks ago for Aus-
tria, where she had safely arrived. ac-
cording to latest advices. But being of
Russian birth, her position, even as the
wife of a high Austrian official cannot
fail to be one of much delicacy in the
dominions of Emperor Francis Joseph, :
now that the latter has declared war
upon Russia. Moreover, the railroadsin
the Dual Empire, as in Germany and
France, are being monopolized for the
conveyance of troops and supplies, to
the exclusion of all passenger traffic,
and it is not even known if the ambasa-
dress has. managed to reach Vienna from
the thermal resort in Bohemia where she
was staying.

Some Day Very Rich

day for England, on board the St. Paul
to join his regiment, the First Life
Guards, in which he still holds a lieu-
tenancy on the reserve list, is Lord
Somers, who makes his home in Can-
ada, where he has considerable farming
interests in Ontario.

Whether we ever learn the exact grigin
of the fire which destroyed the Inter-
colonial Railway grain elevator, the fact
of its .destruction drives with
peculiar emphasis the words of Sir'Rider
Haggard that the British Empire is at
grips with fate, and that in' Canada as
In the mother country the people must
keep watch and ward. The elevator
which wgs destroyed should have been a
medium through which great quantities
of grain so urgently needed for food
purposes would have gone forward dur-
ing the fall and winter to Great Britain.
it does not require any unusual degree
»f intelligence to realize that the destruc-
tion of a grain elevator at a Canadian
sea port is a blow at the food supply of
England. There is as yet no evidence
that the Intercolonmial elevator was de-
stroyed by an enemy, but whatever the
prigin of the fire the blow is a very sev-
ere one, and should arousé the citjzens to
a deeper sense of their respbnsibility in
guarding the terminals and everything
that relates to the transportation system
at the port of St. John. During the
winter months St. John and Halifax will
be the ports of shipment for enormous
quantities of food supplies for the mo-
ther country. The Bmpire is face to face
with a great crisis, and perhaps Sir
Rider Haggard is right in assuming that
hitherto the citizens of St. John had not
full; realized how important a part this
city must play as a great national port
in solving the food problem of the mo-
ther land.

There i3 no
cause whatever for alarm, but the situ-
ation warrants the most careful precau-
tions, in order that nothing may occur
to prevént St. John from doing its part
in solving the food prohlein of the mo-
ther land while her fleets are keeping
the sea routes safe, and her armies are
fighting the battles of the Empire on the

farther side of the English Channel.

Germany will be, and when her own
supplies were exhausted the resistance
collapsed. Had it not been for the cap-
ture of immense stores of food and
warlike material from the north the end
would have come sooner.

But the north, in spite of a succession
of disastrous defeats the first two years
was able to import what she could not
produce herself, and was able to com-
mand an almost unlimited supply of men
through European immigration. Whole[
regiments of the northern armies were/
composed of European immigrants
chiefly German.

Canada alone furnished over 40,000
first class men to the northern armies.

And as she furnished that number in
an outside quarrel, she can furnish over
100,000 in a British fight to the death.
The colonies can furaish tens of thous-
ands of men who will be equal to the
conscript material of Furope.

It is not generally remembered that
when Russia was marching on Constan-
tinople in 1877 the advance was stayed
not merely by the British fleet but by
the  surprising fact that Britain had
landed 10,000 Indian troops on Cyprus
Island entirely uaknown to Russia or
the rest of the world.

A SERIOUS CHARGE

In a row in Hilyard street yesterday
afternoon near the C. P. R. tracks, Wm.
London, of Strait Shore, was badly hurt
by being struck on the head, presumab-
1y with a rock said to have been thrown
by John Walsh, aged 40 years. London
was painfully cut about the face, about
ten stitches being necessary to close the
gashes. Policemen Briggs, Garnett and
‘Detective Killen were soon on the scene
and soon rouaded up Walsh, whom they
'took in custody on a charge of aggra-
vated assault.

Walsh, who is a tall man, and very
slight, is about forty years of age. In
October, 1896, he assaulted John Mee-
han in Douglas avenue, by striking him
with a stone. Meehan died as a result
of it on Oct, 10 in the General Public
Hospital. Walsh was tried and sen-
temced to eleven years at Dorchester
penitentiary. He went there on Dec. 2,
1896.

On July 8, 1908, when he had served
‘almost seven years of his sentence, he
was allowed out on parole. On Dec. 8
of the same year he was arrested by the
police here for assaulting Julia Walsh
and William Quinton. He was sen-
teneced by the police magistrate to six
months in jail. At the expiration of

this term he was sent back to the peni-
tentiary on the advice of Chief Clark,
to complete his term of eleven years, -

Organize For Work of Practi-
cal Nature

Hospital Ship Fund — Care of
Families — Comforts For Sol-
diers—Red Cross and Soldiers’
Wives' League Among Activi-
ties Planned

Preliminary measures were taken yes-
terday by the women of St. Joha for
the carrying on a campaign of relief and
aid for the provincial soldiers who have
volunteered for the defence of the em-
pire. At a largely attended meeting in
the Imperial theatre the plans were out-
lined and several stirring speeches made.
Mayor Frink opened the meeting after
the National Anthem had been played
and explained why it was called. Mrs.
T. H. Bullock, in her address, said that
the last meeting she had attended was
one relating to universal peace and the
matter under consideration now seemed
to be almost the direct opposite. She
said there were other ways in which
the women of Canada might serve the
Empire than being on the scene of the
conflict.

Lady Tilley then moved the following
resolution which was seconded by Mrs.
Lawrence:

Whereas, this meeting of the wro-
men of St. John recognizing the
grave responsibility of the wo nen
of Canada during the present war
situation;

And whereas, in order to provide
for the dispensing intelligently and
Jjudiciously of necessary needs and
comforts for the sick and wounded
Canadian soldiers and for the neces-
sity of those fighting for the main-
tenance of the empire, a patriotic
fund shall be required for such pur-
pose.

Therefore resolved, that a commit-
tee to be known as the St. John and
New Brunswick patriotic committee
be appointed to raise such necessary
fund for the purposes above men-
tioned and to concentrate the pa-
triotic effort in aid of our soldiers.

And further resolved, that such
action be taken in conjunction with
the military authorities and that the
following ladies constitute the said
committee with power to add to
their number:

BRITISH NAVAL COMMANDER

FRENCH FRONTIERS. ARE
STRONGLY FORTIED

Formidable Camps — A Grea
Change in the Fortifications Since

1870

. Lo ING

For many years the French have been
fortifying their lines between - Verdun
afmd Toul and between Epinal and Bel-
ort. .

Verdun, Toul, Epinal and Belfort are
not now the forts they were prior to
1870, but. formidable entrenched camps
with outworks extending for miles in
the form of lunettes toward the Ger-
man frontier. |
| The routes through the northern gap
lead in the first instance into the some-
what rugged and rough country of Ar-
gonne. Here the approaches from the
German side are narrow, quite too nar-
row for the deployment of even a single
corps. The gap between Toul and Ep-
inal, on the other hand, serves as a gate-
way into the upper basins of the Meuse,
the Marne and the -Seine, a broad, un-
dulating country eminently fitted for

masses of men.

The Gap Between Toul and Epinal

ing this gap, it is here, as planned long
ago by General De Giviere, that the de-
ciding battle should be fought, for here
great lines of railway converge from
both Germany and France.

But, having provided aa inviting
for the Germans, General De Giviere
did not leave it unprotected. He ex-
panded tRe works on the Toul side, and
extending the fortified line, with secret
lunettes, known only to the engineers
who built them, almost as far as Lune-
ville. No German, it is said, knows the
width of this gap. Evidently it is less
than forty miles.

The Least Satisfactory Spot

Owing to the character of the ground
the line between Epinal and Belfort is
held to be secure and Belfort is so close
to the Swiss frontier that there is for
practical purposes 70 gap at this end,
unless Swiss neutrality be violated. But
the section betwen Verdun and Toul is
not regarded by the French Geperal
Staff as equally satisfactory. =~ '

THEN AND NOW

On July 19, 1870, war was declared
between France and Prussia. Roused
from sleep by an orderly, General Von
Moltke, chief of the German war staff,
directed him where to find the instruc-
tions for mobilization, and turned again
to repose. By morning the German arm-
fes were on the move, and advancing on
three lines entered France on the first
of August. During that month they
many important victories, shut
Marshal Bazaine and his army up in
Metz and surrounded Marshal Mac-
Mahon at Sedan, receiving his surrender
on Sept. 1.

(Some Prices Which Rose Are
| Now Back to Normal—Plenty

of Flour in Canada Now

(Ottawa Free Press, Monday.)

At a meeting of the city’s wholesale
grocers held Saturday, it was decided
“not to advance the price of anything”
until they themselves are forced to pay
manufacturers and producers increased
prices for their wares.

Several wholesale grocers interviewed
this morning .announced that in many
instances provisions that had jumped as
a result of the declaration of war are
shifting” back to the old scale. Wholesale
dealers are doing their utmost to prevent
any panicky feeling with regard to
prices.

They are rather reticent about an-
nouncing prices that may be increasing
becausg it may scare customers into buy-
ing in large amounts at the increase and
the market may shift back to nearly
normal in a short time, with the result
that those who have purchased at the
higher prices will charge that the in-
creases were announced purely to stimu-
late buying.

Demand Causes It

It is now considered apparent that
any immediate increases are caused by
those who have bought up supplies in
large quantities and have caused a local
shortage in certain lines.

Of gll the articles of food about which
there should be the least concern, flour
is considered one of the foremost. It is
most plentiful in the country. In certain
quarters it is argued that the more seri-
ous the war gets the cheaper flour will
be. According as it becomes less danger-
ous and the continental countries get in-
to the manket the price will advance.
The increase in the price of flour seems

largely local.
Way to Settle It

«If the duty were thrown off wheat
coming into this country from the United
States, the flour question would be set-
tled quickly,” said T. C. Bate, of the
firm of H. N. Bate & Sons, Limited, to-
day. There is a duty of twelve cents per
bushel. on wheat. Mr. Bate has just re-
turned from a trip through parts of the
United States. He was as far west as
St. Paul and declares that the wheat

Products about which there is now
some concern are tea and sugar. Notice
has been received to the effect that the
British government nas prohibited the
export of tea and has stopped through
cargoes from India and Ceylon. Some
brands of tea have increased five cents
per pound already, resulting from the in-
creased cost of exchange. However, to

In the cases
of brands that are scarce now and there
is no chance of getting a further supply,
slight increases have occurred. After the
declaration of war some liquors increased
from $1 to $2 a case, but there has been
no advance since the war got under way.

Back to Normal,

A member of the firm of Kavanagh
Bros., states that prices in groceries and
liquors which went up on the declaration
of war, are beginning to drop back to
normal.

“There was not a cause for the uproar
that started here,” he said. “One would
think that we had the war right at our
doors for a few days.”

The management of the C. P. R. Com-
pany, on the termination of the monthly
meeting of the board of directors yester-
day, issued a preliminary financial state-
Esent for the fiscal year ended June 80

it .

While the net surplus, amounting to
$9,698,264, was only slightly more than
half of that presented in the previous
year( the general reaction in trade
throughout the country, and the fact
that $60,000,000 additional common stock
ranked for dividends for three quarters
of the year, went a long way toward ac-
ccunting for the disparity.

The surplus mentioned represents a
margin of 8.7 per cent. on the $260,000,-
000 of the company’s stock outstanding.

The special income account for the
year is announced to have been $8,587,870

available until the complete report is
published. ;

It is out of this fund that the com-
pany pays the 8 per cent. extra over and
above the regular 7 per cent. disburse-
ment on the common stock.

A year ago the total at credit of spec-
jal income before deducting the 8 per
cent. dividend was $9,058,941, but this
included $2,460,790 brought forward
from the previous year.

The big I. C. R. elevator off Mill street
was totally destroyed by fire at an early
hour this morning at a loss of approxi-
mately $250,000 on the building and
equipment along with 70,000 bushels of
wheat stored there recently for ship-
ment to England for the use of the Brit-
ish admiralty, adding about $60,000 more
to the loss.

In addition to this loss, which it is
suspected resulted from incendiar-
ism by sympathizers of hostile countries
in Europe or perhaps by an immediate
envoy, the freight shed belorging to the

L C. R. close at hand was completely de-
stroyed with all its contents—meaning
about $25,000 in ashes.

Three 1. C. R. freight cars on the rails
between the elevator and the 1. C. R.
station were burned completely and Pull-
man and passenger cars even a quarter
a mile away in the yard were partly
burned and scorched—losses about §$15,-
000.

The I. C. R. trainshed was badly dam-
aged. The roof caught fire in a very few

Never has such a speech made a stronger impression. In a few
words of intense earnestness and conviction the speaker pierced all
present with a sudden realization of the world-tragedy upon which
the curtain has risen, and of their part in-it, their peraonal part, the
part of all Canadians. .

The scene was tragic. The message went to their very souls, as
it should go to the very souls of the people of all Canada.

Sir Rider Haggard’s speech was as follows:

Like the chairman of the commission I have some cause of com-
plaint I had no idea that I was to be asked to speak. You know
the circumstances under which we meet this evening; they must
weigh upon the minds of every Englishman in the Empire.

Under these circumstances I say it is with no glad hearts that
we attend even your most kind and festive gathering.

I doubt if those present, I doubt if those in this country, realize
the state in which the Empire stands tonight. I believe that none
veally understand. Do the men and women in your great country
of Canada, whom I notice laughing and talking gaily, understand
that the Empire is at grips for life and death?

England must conquer, or fall for ever. One of the gentlemen
who spoke said that he knew how glad the country was to give Eng-
land aid in distress. I know the country is glad, and I know that
England is glad to accept your help. But do you all understand
that you are England? (Cheers.) ‘ :

Do you understand that if we fall, you fallt Do you all under-
wtand that if Germany and her allies become the masters of England

they become the masters of the world; and that in two or three years|

there will be no British Empire? If you realize that, every man of
you must go a8 we must go. We stand at desperate straits with our
late.

The Armageddon which has been so long foretold has at length
fallen upon us. In our country we have a party which for years

That party at times
nearly got the upper hand. About 1886 or 1887 it had the upper
hand but a revival took place and had it not been for this fact what
would have been today the state of the country?

The
rears of the houses and even the faces
of those in Mill street adjoining the
property were enveloped in a continu-
ous sheet of water. Even this did not
suffice and several times a tiny flicker
woudl be seen at the peak of a roof,

The water pressure was good for the
most of the time, but when the firemen
attempted to shoot water on the roof
o fthe train shed from the interior they
found the stream would not carry and
this idea had to be abandoned.

All the freight of the express com-
panies, all the mail and trucks and prac-
tically every movable thing of value in
the trainshed and adjoining rooms were
removed. In the offices in the main build-
ing precautions were taken to remove
some things and officials could be seen
rushing hither and thither with tin boxes
and parcels of money.

The families in the houses along Para-
dise Row and Mill street removed most
of their furniture as far up Main street
as Fort Howe, persons could be seen with
tin boxes and satchels rushing about.

YEAR'S WAR $20,000,000,000

Military experts in Washington regard

Police Court Tale of a Bottle of Liquor,
a Few Friends and an Out of The

Way Spot

James J. Hickey, an employe of the
Christie Wood Working Company, told
in the police court today a story of
being rclieved of $54 and a gold watch
and chain :ear the Marsh Bridge Tues-
day afternoon. - The story was told
during the hearing of a case against
Edward McHugh, arrested yesterday by
Special Policeman McBride on suspicion
of theft. He is also accus>d of ob-
taining money under false preicnces.

The complainant said that on Tues-
day afternoon he drew $50 out of the

Commission Hears of
Provincial Resources

‘Impressed by Matthew Lodge’s Descrip-
tion of Oil Shale and Gas Deposits—

Experts Tell of

Orcharding and Agriculture

Evidence was given before the Domin-
on’s Royal Commission this morning by
Matthew Lodge on oil, oil shales and
gas productions; by R. P. Gorham, as-
sistunt provincial horticulturalist, on
fruit raising, and by J. B. Daggett, secr-
tary of the provincial department of
agriculture.

Mr. Lodge was enthusiastic regarding
the projects with which he is associated,
and in this he was heartily supported
by Commissioner Lorimer, who showed
thorough familiarity with the subject.

The prospects of fruit raising were
discussed in an optimistic manner by
Mr. Gorham, who told of the progress
being made.

Mr. Daggett’s description of agricul-
tural conditions in the past, and even
the present, was ngt a glowing one, but
he expressed the inion that the tide
had turned and the signs all pointed to
a great and reasonably rapid improve-
ment in the farming industry. Some of
the government measures under consid-
eration, he said, were a law to do away
with the dog nuisance and arrangements
to encourage the production of live
stock.

Mautthew Lodge, of Moncton, was the
first witness at the morning session of
the commission. He read a detailed
statement of the gas, oil and shale de-
posits of New Brunswick at present in
use or under process of development
with a description of the commercial
standing and operation of the industries
‘arising from these deposits, and of the
plans for future extensions on a large
scale. Capitalists are now engaged in in-
vestigating large shale areas so far not
exploited.

After careful questioning, Mr. Lori-
mer remarked: “In my estimation you
have a very valuable proposition, the
foundation of an industry which should
be of great value to the province and the
empire, just the sort of thing it is the
desire of this commission to encourage.
What I cannot understand is how the
deposits have laid undeveloped for so
long.”

Mr. Lodge expressed his confidence
that, as soon as the war is over, there
will be no difficulty in securing $2,000,000
capital required for a plant, employing
600 men,

To Sir Rider Haggard Mr. Lodge said
that the gas is of a higher class than
coal gas. It is used in gas engines in
the I. C. R. works, for instance, to pro-
duce electricity and at the low cost of
$7.50 per horse power per year for power
purposes, and at seven-eighths of a cent
per kilowatt hour for lighting.

Regarding the marketing of the oil
from the shales, Mr. Lodge said that
this would be done by pipe line to St.
John, where tank steamers would take
the product.

R. P. Gorham, assistant horticultura-
list of the province, read a paper on the
work of this department. He told of
the encouragement given to fruit rals-
ing and the success, greater than had
been anticipated, which hag marked the
development of orchards.

The activities described included the
establishment of experimental and fle—
monstration orchards, issuing bulletins,
fighting insect pests, instruction by per-
sonal visits, etc.

Mr. Gorham gave his estimate of the
cost of orchards in New Brunswick as
$30 an acre for cleared land, and $40
more for preparing the soil, cost of
trees and ting. .

Sir Ridcl:hi-jlaggard observed that the
cost seemed very small. In Engla.nd
they figured on fruit orchards costing
ut least £30 an acre.

The witness estimated the average
profit of fruit lands in the province at
from $100 to $180 per acre per annum.

J. B. Daggett, secretary of the pro-
vincial department of agriculture, was
the next witness.

To Mr. Tatlow Mr. Daggett said that
the agricultural societies promote fairs
and co-operate in buying live-stock, fer-
tilizers and seed, and, to a limited ex-

tent, in the operation of butter and
cheese factories.

The witness announced that the gov-
ernment is to encourage the importation
ot sheep and three demonstration flocks
are to be established. The production
of swine is falling off despite the in-
cpeasing prices for pork and pork pro-
ducts but the government is attempting
to deal with the matter.

At present no facilities are offered for
soil analysis to determine the character
of fertilizer needed but the government
has the matter under consideration.

Mr. Daggett said that he was encour-
aged by the progress being made but
was far from satisfied. One of the worst
| features has been the falling off in the
production of live stock, but he hoped
this had reached the low water mark.
Sheep raising has been discouraged
chiefly because of the trouble with mon-
grel dogs but the government is con-
sidering a new law to deal with the
dogs. i

The agricultural population has been
at a standstill but Mr. Daggett felt that
the turn of .the tide is in sight.

Mr. Daggett’s estimate of the cost of)
a thoroughly good 100 acre farm with
buildings was from $3,000 to $5,000.
With a working capital of $30 an acre
in addition the farmer would be in-
dependen} of the banks.

While the province exports hay and
potatoes there is a shortage in other
products of the amount needed for home
consumption of at least twenty-five per
cent., the'shortage of meat running to
almost seventy-five per cent.

The commission took recess for lunch
and resumed at 2.15 o’clock this after-
noon.

TWO INIURED IN
TROUBLE WHICH HAS
PLAGED WALSH IN JAIL

The preliminary examination of John
Walsh, charged with aggravated assault
on Wm. London and also charged with

assaulting Maurice Murphy yesterday
was commenced in the police court this
morning. As London’s injuries would
not allow him to leave the hospital, the
case of the assault on Murphy was
taken up.

Murphy said he saw Walsh hit Lon-
don near Hilyard’s shipyard, saw the
defendant knock London down, jump
on him and then hit him in the head
with a stone. The witness tried to pre-
vent further assault and the defendant
picked up a broken bottle and cut him
on the hand.

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Canadian Banks Never in Better Positlon to Sup-
port Legitimate Trade and Industry — No Need
For Alarm Over Prices of Staple Food Products

“If the people will abandon some un-
necessary luxuries and be careful to
guard against extravagance,” said a
wholesale merchant this morning, “I see

no reason whatever for alarm about the
rise in prices, or about business condi-
tions generally, if measures can be taken
to prevent unemployment as a result of
the slowing down of industries.”

The wholesaler pointed out in the
first place that the banks of Canada
were never in a stronger position to
support the legitimate business of the
country. So far as foodstuffs are con-
cerned, apart from sugar, which will
unquestionably go to a high price, and
some imported food luxuries; which the
people can very well do without, there
is no present reason for a great advance
in the price of staple articles. Flour,
for example, should not go to a high
price. The fish supply appears to be
ample.

With regard to tea, the countries
which produce it are not seriously af-
fected by the war, and it is only a ques-
tion of transportation. Of course the
latter will cost more, because vessels
having greater risks in war time must
increase their freight rate, but when
that is distributed over the whole popu-
lation, the advance in price of tea should
not be great. With regard to beans,
while fifty thousand bags, which should
have come from Austria for use in ad-
