BIG¢ POWDER EXPLOSION SHAT-
TERS ROME.

Sevén Persons Killed and 248 Injured
—~Cupola of the House of Parlia-
ment Falls—Famous Windows of
the Vatican in Ruins.

Romg, April 23.—The_ big powder
magazine, at Pozzo Pantaleo, a suburb of
the city, blew up with a tremendous ex-
plosion this morning.

In and about the adjacent fort seven
persons were killed, 48 were badly
hurt, and 200 throughout the city were
more or less injured. A large amount
of property was damaged.

The explosion was probably the result
of slow combustion.

Great terror and dismay were caused
by the explosion. i
_ Frightened people, tossed out of their
beds by the shock, filled the streets.

Many.fell on their knees and yed,
fot:ﬂ{ey feared that an eaﬁbquag’a was
about to destroy the city.

g chim:éya' crashed down on the roofs,

and, in some instances, toppled over into
the streets below'.a Doc'm;, windows and
cupboards were -burst open, and the
tables, chairs and other pieces of furni-

| ture were thrown crashing to the floor.

Bents and cracks appeared in the
walls, the plaster fell from the ceilings,
and’ general desolation prevailed.

The cupola of the houses of Parliament
immediately after the explosion shook
violently, and then collapsed with a
crash, which added still farther to the
general fear. .

All the thoroughfares were strewn
with bricks, stones, splinters and other
debris.

The Vatican shook, and several of the
famous pictorial stainediglass windows

| of the old buildings were shattered.

The windows in the ancient Raphael
chambers and the stained glass in_the
royal staircase, presented to Pope Pius
1X, by the King of Bavaria, were seri-
ously injured.
The interiors of many of the old
palaces and churches suffered to agreat-
er or lesser extent. All the houses within
a radius of & mile of the explosion were
considerably damaged. J
King Humbert and his staff, Marquis
di Rudini and all the members of the
Italian cabinet left at once for the scene
of ‘the disaster. The King used his
carriage to convey wounded people to
the hospitals, and was loudly cheered
wherever he appeared. i
The races, including the Italian
Derby, were postponed.

THE GRENADIER GUARDS.

‘What the H h Troops
Reasons for the Mutiny.

The mutiny of the third battalion of
the Grenadier Guards has occasioned
no little comment even on this side of
the water, for although only a colony, of

the empire, Canada still retains her

pride in British institutions, and in

éverything pertaining to the mainten-
ance of British rights and freedom. Fol-
lowing so closely on the mutiny of the

second battalion of the guards the re-

cent refusal to do duty seems to give
strength to the belief that something is
materially wrong either with, the men.

There are a number of men now living
and doing business in St. John who
have in years past been attached to the
English army. One, who for many years
did good service in the capacity of a
British non-commissioned officer, and

KILLED BY LIGHTNING.
A Young New Bruunswicker Stricken
Down at Norwich, Conn,

The circumstances connected with the
death of any person who is killed by
lightning always seem to have some-
thing peculiarly awe striking in them,
and the death of S8imon G. Purvis at Nor-
wich, Conn. on Tuesday lastis remark-
able in this way. Purvis, who was a
native of Gagetown, N. B. and who had
left home about two years ago to work at
carpenter work in the states, was em-
ployed Thursday last in building anell to
a house in Norwich, Conn. Thelsillsand
joists had just been laid, and about five
o’clock in the afternoon he went down in
the cellar with a fellow workman to brace
up some of the timbers. A light shower
was falling from a cloud over head, and
the men were just about to quit work
when the cloud directly over head seem-
ed to be suddenly torn apart and a
sharp flash of chain lightning was seen.
Purvig’ companiou felt the shock but
was not hurt, but Purvis had been struck
and was instantly killed. On examination
it was found that the hair on the top of
his head wassinged a little and the head
bruised, showing just where the electric
bolt had struck him. It must have
passed right through him into the
ground for it was also found that from
one foot both the soles of the sdck
and the boot had been torn. :

Purvis was quite well known here
and it is said he was expected to arrive
in St. John about next week to be mar-
ried to a young lady with whom he had
been keeping company previous to his
departure from home.

TRADE SCHCOLS.

At a recent meeting of the Boot and
Shoe Club in Boston, the manual train-
ing of boys was the subject of an inter-
esting discussion. Everywhere the pub-
lic school is regarded as at the base ofa
nation’s greatness, but, as the GAZETTE
bas always contended, it fails to arm
our children for the battle in which at
maturity they have to engage, and in
which they are likely to be trodden
under foot, unless they have some armor
which the public school does not provide.
The instraction afforded by the public
school is only preliminary to something
practical, with which the pupil must ac-
quaint himself before he can hope to
make the work of his hands more valu-
able than that of the machine laborer,
who is alien to our soil, and whose pres-
ence here is by no means desirable.
Everywhere skilled laborisin demand; it
commands the highestwages on the farm,
in the mill; the factory and the work-
shop, and such labor has hitherto, to a
large extent been imported from Europe
pecause of the system of apprenticiship
which formerly prevailed there, but
which of late years has been largely sup-
planted by schools -of trade. These
trade ' schools - differ frem technical
schools in that in the former instruction
is given only in tradgs while the latter
fit the pupils for professional as well as

HARBOR IMPROVEMENTS AND THE COM-
MON COUNCIL.

The Common Council yesterday passed
a resolution referring the communica-
tion of the board of trade in reference to
harbor improvements on the West side
to the board of works. This body will
confer with the board of trade and other
bodies and procure information as to the
nature and extent of such proposed im-
provements. They will also confer
with the C. P. R, company on
this subject. Our readers will
rememBer that the board of trade, at a
meeting held just before the mayor’s
election, passed a resolution demanding
that $250,000 be immediately expended
on harbor ‘jmprovements in Carleton,
and the board will now have an oppor-
tunity of explaininig where and in what
way They wish the money to be expend-
ed. It does not appear to the GAzZETTE
that there is'much chance for the profit-
penditare by the city of that
sumin Carleton unless in addition to

; i the C. P. R with
the Sand Point wharf property and
Carleton Branch Railway, they also pro-
pose to build new wharves at Sand point
before handing it to the C.P. R. The
property which it is proposed to transfer
to the C.P. R. consists of a railway about
two miles in length, and of 1,600 feet on
the harbor front,with a deep water wharf
180 feét long and about eleven acres of
flats behind it. This would seem to be
quite a handsome gift of itself to transfer
to the railway company but if the board
of trade think that $250,000 should be ex-
pended on the property by the city before
handing it over perhaps the Council may
be disposed to acquiesce in their wishes.
If it is not intended to expend this
money on the C. P. R. property the only
other place on the Carleton side where
it.could be spent would be at the end of
South Rodney wharf or at the Adams
wharf. The board of trade perhaps
may be able to explain what they wish
to be done and what is the nature of
their proposed improvements. If they
have any plans prepared they should
place them before the Council. The 1000
feet of wharf which Mr. Perley proposed
to build at Sand Point was to cost $250,-
000 and it may be that the board of
trade had this plan in view when
they passed the resclation.

FREE EOUCATION IN ENGLAND.

The free education bill for England
which has been drafted is a long delay-
ed measure of justice, which will be very
distastefal to bigots and fossilized
Pories but most pleasing to those who
desire to see that country stand in the
front rank as an educated nation. The
ery has been promptly raised by the
London Standard that this measure
if it becomes law, will destroy the
church schools and impose a heavy and
uncalled for burden upon the nation.
Such arguments as these are nosentitled
to the slightest attention. If the church
schools cannot compete with the common
schools of the country there i no reason
for their e xistence, no more than there
is reason for the continuance of the
Madras schools here. The cost of the
new system, according to Mr. Gosc en’s
estimate, will be about £2,000,000 a year,
a small sum for a wealthy nation
which can raise a revenue of £90,000,-
000 a year with the utmost ease.
The cost of the paupers of the United
Kingdom last year was £10,695,48¢ or
five times as much as the cost of free
education willbe, and it is reasonable
to presume that the cost of pauperism
will decline as education is more
generally diffused. England fifty years
ago stood very low in the list of nations
as respects education. In 1843 one third
of the men and one half of the women
whioAvere married in England and Wales,
wére unable to write ;their own names
and had tosign them with a mark. In
1888 only one thirteenth of the men who
were married and one eleventh
of the women were unable to
sign their names, so that a vast improve-
mrent had been effected in that time.
Bt the ability to sign a paper is but a
low standard of education and much has
yet tobe done in England to educate the
people. The Scotch primary schools
were made free in 1889, but in England,
although education is .compulsory, the
parents have to pay school fees, oftena
serious drain on the resources of a poor
family. After the lst September all
aschobl fees will be abolished and every
child in England will be entitled to a
free education, Under such a system

hanical occupations. These schools
have been in operation in Germany
and other countries in KEurope for
geveral years and herein lies the secret |
of their ability by the aid of their
skilled workmen, to produce goods of
almost every description at lower cost
than their prodaction is possible else-
where. For this reason artisans from
those countries have been sought for all
over the world; so much so that the
United States found it necessary for the
protection of its own people to passa
law prohibiting the importation of con-
tract labor. These trade schools
are now  established in  many
of the industrial centers of England, and
they are springing up in many sections
of the United States. The trade school
of New York has recently closed its tenth
session.

These young men averaged 19 years
of age. They were well educated, the
graduates of the public schools, and, in
some cases, colleges. That their influ-
ence on the trades and trades organiza-
tions will be beneficial there can be no
doubt. The system of trade instruction
followed in the school includes both the
manual and scientific bratiches of a trade,
and are so arranged that not only can
skill be quickly acquired but the reason
why work should be done in & certain
way made plain. In each of the trades
taught a course of instruction has been
prepared by which the pupil is first
taught simple work, and then is put
upon that which is difficult and compli-
cated, until fe is made familiar
with the various branches of
his  trade. For the manual
instruction skilled mechanics are em-
ployed as teachers to show the pupil how
to hold his tools, how to stand, how each
kind of work should be done, and to see
that it is done correctly. The instruc-
tion is given by means of lectures, by
handbooks arranged with questions and
answers, and by diagrams illustrating
not only how work should be done, but
the difference between good and im-
proper work. The schools are conducted
on the principle of teaching thoroughly
how work sbould be done, and leaving
the quickness which is required of a
first-class mechanic to be acquired at
real work after leaving the schools. Pro-
gress at a trade school is necessarily
rapid,and it is constantly sought toascer-
tain not only what the pupil knows, but
in what he is deficient. Such a system
can rarely be pursued in a workshop,
where each employe is necessarily em-
ployed upon the work he can do best.
The fees tor ipstruction in the trade
schools of Europe, England and the
United States are merely nominal,
most of the expenses being ~covered by
voluntary contributions and the sale of
their ucts. A trade school or &
technical school for the youths and girls
of this province is one of our most press-
ing needs.
