SAMOA AGAIN.
ANXIETY OVER THE FATE OF THE 

SAMOAN TREATY.

Germany Impatient Over the Delay on 
Part of the United Slatee.
(BT TELEGRAPH TO TUB GAZETTEJ

New York, Nov. 18.—The World’s 
cable from Cologne says : There is de­
cided impatience at Berlin over the delay 
shown by the United States government 
in taking up the Samoan treaty.

On the authority of an ex-Congress- 
man, whom correspondent quotes, Wil­
liam Walter Phelps is said to have ex­
pressed the utmost anxiety about the 
fate of the treaty, and seemed much 
aggrieved that it has not been discussed 
by the Cabinet at Washington and to 
have received intimation from the Ger­
man government that an answer was 
especially desired at as early a day as 
possible.

Sfoktin Halifax.—One of the most 
brutal fights that ever occulted in Halifax 
was witnessed by about six hundred 
people Thursday evening at the foot of 
ComwaUia street. The contestants were 
two men named Moore and Miller, who 
pounded each other most unmercifully 
for an hour, at the expiration of which 
time the smaller man of the two was 
knocked senseless and had to be carried 
away. The fight commenced on the 
street and after a half herris battling 
the contestants repaired to a wharf where 
the skill WRflheontmued. A regular ring 
was formed, wad as each man made a 
hit, cheêrs went up from the excited 
crowd. Both men were badly beaten.

Band Saw.—Messrs. Stetson, Cutler &

Tbe Ethnology of P. E. Island.
Mr. Hunter Duvar appeared before the 

Natural History Society of Charlottetown 
ou Thursday evening, armed with such 
a collection of arrows, spears, knives, 
hatchets, axes and other material for 
battle as has not been seen in Charlotte­
town for many a day—not since the 
prehistoric red man encamped in panoply 
of war upon the banks of the Hills­
borough. The object of the learned 
gentleman was to confer upon the 
audience assembled some of the benefits 
he has obtained from his researches con­
cerning the ethnology of the Province. 
The relations of man toward the animal 
lifç, aud the relations of that animal life 
to-savage man in the Island now called 
Prince Edward Island—this was, 
scientifically stated, the subject of his 
story. Whera*he Island came from, is a 
point which he left to the determination 
of geoloists. Where it is going to, is 
evident to all:—it is going into the sea at 
the rate of about a foot of its entire coast 
line each year, so that it will some day 
be all washed away, although it* is 
probable that it will last for our timel 
Says the Examiner—Regarding animals 
and birds fit for thefood of 
the red men of the olden time 
such as deer, bears, foxes, hares, 
muskrats, /wild cats, partridges, grouse, 
ducks, wild geese, etc,—Mr. Duvar argued 
that these were in larger supply upon 
the mainland, than upon the Island; but 
seals and sea-cows not found upon the 
shores of the mainland were hunted here.

As to the superior animal.—man—Mr. 
Duvar had not been able to discover any­
thing in the shape of artificial piles of oys­
ter shells,or clam or mussel shells,bearir 
marks of fire, to indicate that Indians in 
large numbers had feasted in the Island 
and in the present state of our knowledge 
no other conclusion can be drawn than 
that the Island was not peopled by sho 
dwellers. Two tribes of abongines— 
namely, tne Abenaki! and tbe Mikemaks 
—lay on the mainland south of the 
Island. If the Island were permanently 
peopled it could only have been by Mil- 
îcetes, whose headquarters were at Bay 
of Chaleur and in Gaspesia, or by Mic­
macs—whose grounds were along the 
northern coast of New Brunswick. In­
dian relics, euch as Mr. Duvar exhibited 
have been fennd—notably on the farm 
of Mr. John Rix, on the shore of Big 
Miminigash, Pond, Lot 2. These prove 
that encampments of Indians were made 
there, and that combats have been 
fought—the savages fighting with 
weapons similar to those employed by 
the defenders of England at the battle of 
Hastings. In closing Mr. Duvar paid a 
high tribute to the memory of tne late 
Dir. Honeyman.

Week of Prayer.
The annual Y. M. C. A. week of prayer 

closed with a mass meeting in Centenary 
church last evening. H. J. Thome pre­
sided, and there were witn him on the 
platform Revs. E. Evans,G.O. Gates,W. J. 
Stewart and Messrs. J. E. Irvine and H. 
H. Distin. Rev. E. Evans conducted the 
devotional exercises, reading for the 
lesson the 119th Psalm.

J. E. Irvine reviewed the growth of Y. 
M. C. A. work. George Williams was the 
parent of the idea and started the work 
in London in 1844. In 1851 associations 
were formed on this side of the ocean, at 
Boston and Montreal. In 1866 an inter­
national executive committee of five was 
chosen at a convention in Albany. That 
committee of five in their first year ex­
pended $522. The international committee 
now numbers 33, with 14 international 
secretaries who travel from Halifax to 
San Francisco in pursuit of their work, 
and in 1889 the committee asked for an 
appropriation of $65,000, as against 
$522 in 1866. In 1866 there were 
only 9 general. secretari 
there are 900. Then there was one build­
ing, valued at, $11,000. Now there are 
156, some, as those in New York and 
Philadelphia, costing over $500,000. 
Brooklyn has one that cost $300,000. 
Cornelius Vanderbilt erected one in New 
York for his railway men that cost 
$175,000. In 1866 there were 15,000 
members—now there are 200,000 on this 
continent alone. Then there were 100 
associations—now there are 1200. Then 
they spent $50,000 annually—now $1,500, 
000. There are 276 college Y. M. C. A.’s 
including N. B. University, Sackville, 
Dalhousie and Acadia in these provinces. 
In these the missionary spirit has 
awaked and 1500 or 2000 have offered for 
missionary work. Then there are in all 
the great centres railway associations 
and some of the roads pay the salary 
the secretary of the association. There 
are also German, colored and 15 Indian 
associations. A man has been sent to 
Japan and another to India. To super­
vise all this work it is that the inter­
national committee have this year asked 
for $65,000. He appealed to them to 
give the cause their liberal support.

THE EVENING GAZETTE How It Has Prospered Under **»e 
Reign of the Present Emperor.

New York, Nov. 15.—The Brizilian 
cabinet, as it was constituted when the 
Almanac de Gotha for 1889 was publish­
ed, was composed of Senator Joao Al­
fredo Correa de Obviera, president of the 
council and minister of finance; Deputy 
Jose Fernandes Da Costa Pereira, min­
ister of the interior, Deputy Antonio Fer­
rera Vionna, minister of justice; Senator 

the Antonio Da Silva Prado, minister of for­
eign affairs; Senator Luco'Antonio Vieira 
Da Silva, minister of marine; Senator 
Thomase Jose Goelhod’ Almeida, minis­
ter of war and Deputy Bederigo Auguste 
Da Silva, minister of public works, 
merce and agriculture.

The long reign of Dom Pedro IL, which 
has lasted now for almost 60 years, has 
been mild and liberal , and has been 
marked by a spirit of progress. The rev­
olution of 1821 resulted in the separation 
of Brazil from Portugal, with Dom Pedro, 

of Dom John of Portugal, as Emper­
or. A constitution was adopted in 1824, 
but disputes-arose between the Emperor 
and the Chamber of deputies and in 1831 
he abdicated in favor of his 6-year-old 
son, Dom Pedro IL The country was 
governed by a regency until 1841, when 

This the Emperor was formally crowned: 
Measures for the enfranchisement and 
improvement of the ejnpire were intro­
duced by the government from the first 
year of the regency, when a law was. 
passed pttipairing for the abolition of the 
slave trade which was finally accomplish- 
ed in 1850.
The Legislative Assembly consists of the 

Senate and Chamber of Deputies. Thfere 
are 60 members of the upper house and 
125 in the lower. Since 1881 both cena- 
tors and deputies have been elected by 
the direct vote of the people. Universal 
suffrage has not yet been attained, as a 
voter must possess a yearly income of 
about $300, and monks and servants are 
not entitled to vote.

SENATORS ARE CHOSEN

for life and the deputies for four years. 
The Chamber of Deputies has the initia­
tive in the assessment of taxes and in 
matters concerning the army and navy. 
The Senate has the right to convoke the 
legislative assembly should the Emperor 
fail to do so within two months after 
the date fixed by law. The Emperor, 
through his council of ministers, 
nominates bishops,governors of provinces 
and magistrates, declares war and peace 
and executes the measures voted by the 
Legislature. He may dissolve the Cham­
ber of Deputies and may grant amnesties 
and pardons. Each province has its 
Legislature, elected for two years. The' 
local Legislature has control of primary 
education, municipal taxation, local im­
ports and similar matters. There are 20 
provinces, with a total area of about 
3,200,000 square miles and a population 
of 12,900,000, according to the estimate of 
1885.

The government has had to meet a 
deficit in' its resources every year for 
several years past, but has been punctual 
in paying the interest on its foreign debt 
As a result of this policy Brazilian credit 
is better in London and Paris than Rio 
de Janerio. The yearly deficit have 
brought about an oppressive system of 
taxation of land, house rent, trades and 
the transfer of property and duties on ex­
ports and imports.

FURS! !FURS!There is a general feeling of satisfac­
tion that the contract for the West India 
service has been given to a New Bruns­
wick Company, and that the work of es­
tablishing a line of steamships to that im­
portant centre of commerce is to be done 
by our own people. It will be much 
easier for our merchants to make satis­
factory freight arrangements with men 
who live here, and who are interested in 
developing a new business, than to be 
obliged to make terms with some one in 
London or Liverpool to whom the new 
line appears of minor importance. The 
Sun suggests that the steamships for the 
West India service may be built here, 
and says that there is a question wheth­
er wooden or iron ships are best for the 
business. Our esteemed contemporary 
has also learned from the Encyclopedia 
Britannica that by far the greater number 
of steam vessels owned by the United 
statee in 1885 were of wood, of the 
182 steam vessels then registered in that 
country 119 being of wood and 388 of 
iron.

The very slight hold which the mon­
archy of Brazil had on the affections of 
its people is singularly illustrated by the 
history of the revolutionwhich.in one day, 
converted Brazil from an Empire into a 
Republic. Although Dom Pedro had 
reigned for more than half a century and 
had been regarded as a good ruler there 
does not seem to have been the slightest 
effort made by any one in Brazil to save 
his crown. The Brazilian Empire disap­
peared with as little show of effort to save 
it as the monarchy of Charles X. of 
France, or of Louis Phillipe or the Em­
pire of Napoleon III.

Brazil, although nominally an empire 
was in reality, under its constitution a 
limited monarchy, although it would seem 
that the government itself was less lib­
eral than its forms would have indi­
cated. For a long time the people of 
Brazil have been dissatisfied with the 
manner in which the country was * being 
governed and nothing but the personal 
popularity of the emperor, who had 
been a good and useful man in 
his day, prevented a revolution from 
taking place long ago. As the Emperor 
had no sons the Brazilians had no other 
prospect but the succession of a female 
to the throne, an arrangement which 

! they did not regard with any degree of 
satisfaction. They considered that the 
female members of the Imperial family 
had already too much share in the gov­
ernment of the country, and the revolu­
tion was no doubt hastened by this cause.

SPECIALUnder Victoria HoSERVICE IN THE ARMY Jhas been obligatory, but exemption may 
be obtained by personal substitution or 
by a payment of $600. The actual strength 
of the army is about15,000. besides 7,000 
gendarmerie, of whom one-fifth are sta­
tioned at Rio. The national guard was 
to be reorganized next year, and improv­
ed weapons were to be famished to the 
infantry. The navy comprises 9 iron­
clads, 6 cruisers, 8 torpedo boats and 15 
gunboats. There are 4272 officers and 
men. The total tonnage is 40,252. The 
list includes four turret ships bnilt in 
England within the last six years. Two 
years ago Brazil had 4955 miles of rail­
ways in operation, one-fonrth of which 
were owned by the state. The govern­
ment spends more than $2,500,000 an­
nually in guarantees of interest for rail­
ways. The telegraph system, amount­
ing to about 7000 miles of lines, is under 
government control, and contributes re­
gularly to the deficit

While the Emperor has always strain­
ed the imperial revenue to foster schemes 
for the improvement of his people, the 
movement in which he has taken the 
greatest interest was that for the gradual 
abolition of slavery. A government 
emancipation fund was established in 
1871, and its work was aided by private 
liberality. The slaves numbered 1,541,- 
819 in 1873, and 1,211,946 in 1883. The 
Province of Cearo decreed abolition in 
1883, and Amazonas did the same in the 
following year. In 1885 a bill was passed 
for the gradual emancipation,based on in­
demnity to slave owners, degrees of viola­
tion were established, and it was enacted 
that no slave should be held in bondage 
after his 65th year. The bill provided 

yearly deduction in value of 6 per 
cent," and increased the emancipation 
fund. On March 13, 1888, both houses 
passed, and the princess regent signed, a 
fill declaring free, from the date of the 

law, all the slaves of the empire. Coffee 
fianters expected great trouble in secur- 
ng the crop, but the freed men went in­

dustriously to work, and there was no 
disorder.

LOCAL MATTERS. A Great Change Ha* Come Over St. 
John Since that Time—Peculiarities 

of the City In 1820.
Mill street is the great centre of traffic 

between St John, north, and St John, 
proper. This morning it seemed to be 
particularly lively. Trains of freight 
were continually crossing with the neces­
sary lowering of gates, and the conse­
quent delay of all traffic. Dozens of 
vehicles of various kinds were blocked at 
the northern side at one time,but the care­
ful manipulation of the leaders prevent­
ed any catastrophe.

“This is very different from the Mill 
street of seventy years ago,” remarked 
an old resident to the Gazbitb reporter, 
as they surveyed the march of progess; 
“there has been a great change here 
since 1820. Mill street was not Mill 
street then ; in fact there was but a 
narrow passage between two very con­
siderable bodies of water. We had fre­
quently to cross by means of logs stretch­
ed from one piece of land to the other. 
Afterwards a road was made with a 
fence on either side to insure safety.

That short hill above was so steep that 
it was considered dangerous to drive 
down with a spirited horse or a heavy 
load. It has since been graded several 
times. Main street, Portland, was also 
very steep and lndiantown only existed 
in name. Indiantowrn had no streets, 
but from the head of Portland to the 
river a passage sometimes honored with 
the name of road, had been made. You 
can understand how difficult it must have 
been to drive through when teamsters 
used to charge a dollar to haul a barrel 
of flour Horn the river above the faUs to
th“ Nobody lived in what is now called 

the city road, and Paridise row was 
merely an extensive plot of stubble and 
rocks. King street was not even settled, 
and beyond King square was thought to 
be ‘out in the country.’ ...

•‘Seventy-five years ago St. John did 
not contain any more than six or eight 
thousand' inhabitants, and on general 
principles everybody knew everybody 
else. A couple of us young chaps once 
stood at the foot of King street on a little 
wager and recognized every person who 
passed for several hours.

“From this it was quite evident that 
visitors to the city were few. We had 
no kind of communication with other 
places, and the mail was carried to Fyed- 
ricton in a sioop, occupying several 
days in the transportation.
“St. John hasgçown steadily but the most 

marked changes have taken place within 
the past ten or fifteen years, or since the 
great fire. I remember well when there 
wasn’t a brick house in this city, and the 
site of the first one was corner of Union 
street and Wellington Row where the In­
ternational Hotel stood for some years. 
The second brick house in St. John was 
erected on the comer of Germain and
Ub<*The 8tlafgest building in St. John 

seventy years ago was not higher than 
two stories and rather shakey at that 
Now brick buildings have risen over the 
ruins and the city itself is rapidly ex­
tending. I can hardly imagine what St 
John will look like in seventy years to 
come.”
