There are indications that Esquimalt
harbor is to be the scene of consider-
able development within the next few
months. The C.P.R..is reported on
good authority to have in view a well
defined policy respecting Vancouver
Island, which, if carried out, would
make Esquimalt harbor a busy place.
In the development of the resources of
the island the C.P.R. would welcome, it
is said, the centralizing to some extent
of the shipping at Esquimalt. Instead
of short lines of railway carrying the
produce to little jorts existing purely
for the one industry it would be pre-
ferable to have a little longer carriage

The .harbor of Esquimalt is admir-
ably adapted for the purpose, and the
C.P.R., it i§ learned, would gladly
carry out this scheme and aim at its
being carried out.

The arnnouncement made in the
malt Waterworks Company was about
to build a three-foot main from Gold-
stream to Esquimalt capable of deliv-
ering fifteen million gallons of water
a day would indicate that Mr. Lubbe
and his associates are aware that
Esquimalt is about te come into more
than ordinary importance as a manu-
facuring centre.

No Truth in Report That Gov-
ernment is to Alter
Policy.

Inquiry at the customs department
reveals the fact that recently an or-
der-in-council was passed at Ottawa
dealing with the interpretation of dif-
ferent sections of the act under which
Chinese are allowed to enter Cdnada.
The order was intended to clear away
difficulties that were sometimes met by
the officers charged with this city, and
so make the interpretation of the sec-
tions uniform at all points, .

There is no intention under the order
to lessen the stringency of the inspec-
tion. John Newbury, the local collec-
tor of customs, who is charged with
the duties of passing upon Chinese
who are to be allowed to enter, says he
does not believe that under the inter-
pretation allowed under the new order
in council there will be any more ad-
mitted free of the tax than there were
before. The orders follow very closely
the rules enforced on the coast here
previous .to the passage of the order
in council.

The effect of the order is to define
what constitutes a merchant or a stu-
dent under the Jaw, and is based on the
experience of, the officers during past
years. It is made clear under the new
rules that one wife only is admitted,
so that a polygamous Chinaman will
have to content himself with one wife
on coming to Canada. While sons of
merchants have beeh-admitted free .to
join the family, grandsens have not
Hesrga, tUnder the new rules

Fatalities Occur® at Church
Celebration in Kansas
City, Mo.

Kansas City, Mo., July 12.—Three
persons are dead here to-day as the
result of the e-:nlosion of a bomb dur-

ing a.  postponed . celebration of St..

Jehn's day by the parishioners of -the
Holy- Rosary Doman Catholic chtreh
Jast night. Many n&lons
minor “injuries; &nd one man, sitting
in a winhdow seveéral hundred - feet
away, was probably fatally injured by
flying fragments of the bomb.

The explosion occurred on the lawn
on the side of the church, where the
celebration was being’ held,

Antonio Grassiffe, who had charge
of the touching ©off of the fireworks,
was killed;, as also were a negro and
negress who were bystanders.

Grassife had constructed a bomb by
fllling a section of gaspipe with pow-
der and plugging up one end. Before
he could regain his feet after having
lighted  the fuse, the explosion oc-
curred, pieces qf thé pipe heing hurled
in all ‘directions. A panic ensued as
the erowd tried to get away.

Ambulances soon arrived on. the
scene to care for the injured, and po-
lece reserves were soon on hand to
preserve order. /

Windows in nearby houses were
blown out and the church somewhat
damaged by the explosion.

RAILWAY TRAFFIC
IS IMPROVING

ACTWVITY REFLECTED
IN OTHER INDUSTRIES

President - ‘of Chicago Great
Western on Situation in
States.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Seattle, Wash., July 12.—A. B. Stick-
ney, -president of the Chicago Great
Western railroad, who is in Seattle to-
day, in discussing the railroad gituation
of the country ang its relation to gen-
eral, prosperity, said:

“Not until all railroads are consoli-
dated or -the government proceeds to
do directly what it now attemptg to
do by indirection—that is, fixes abso-
lutely -all railroad rates, will there be
an era of stability and of peace and
fair play both to tne railroads and the
public.

“Under the method now pursued by
the government,” he continued, *“it
would seem to be the purpose to keep
the railroads apart, rub their ears and
let them fight it out among .themselves.
The result is underhand "and unfair
competition; with secret rates to. fa-
vored shippers or favored localities,
and continual dissension and unrest.
Competition between railroads make
low rates at competitive points and
they are obliged to recoup by exces-
sive charges at non-competitive
points.: This is most unjust and the
people have a right to.complain. But
it can’t be helped under existing con-
ditions, and I doubt if it ever -will be
remedied until the laws against con-
solidation of railroads is modified.

“Without doubt the railroag situa-
tion shows improvement over what it
was a year or more ago, and the re-
sumption of activity by the railroads
is reflected in other lines of business.”

DETERMINED T0
BE “MARTYRS”

FOURTEEN SUFFRAGETTES
REFUSE TO PAY FINES

Declare They Will Not Eat
While Serving Month in
Prison.

(Times Leased Wire.)

“London, July 12.—Insisting upon . im:
prisonment as martyrs ang declaring
that they would not teuch a bite of
prison fare during their month behind
the bars, fourteen women who partici-
pated in the recent, suffragette riots,
to-day refused to pay-fines of $25 each.

‘When summoned into court for sen-
tence the women announced that it
would be useless to impose fines upon
them.

“We will go to prison, but will never
bay a fine,”” they declared in unison.

The magistrate offered to dismiss
them upon payment of $25 each, say-
ing that the alternative would be a
month in jail. The women were, ob-
durate and' submitted to incarcera-
tion.

When taken to jail the prisoners
were offered breakfast but they re-
fused . food. They - declare they' will
stand by the terms of their “strike”
and will not touch a particle of food
offered them by the authorities.

The women were arrested while at-
tempting to storm the House of Com-
mons. recently. They were repulsed by
an army of 'policemen, whom they
gave the fight of their lives.

LIFE OF PROSECUTING
ATTORNEY THREATENED

Death Penalty if He Continues
Case Against Lace-
Maker.

Chi ¢ July.12.~Threats have been
made against fhe life 'of -Assistant
States Attorney Short, who is prase-
cuting Ella Gingles, 'sincei“the trial of
the pretty lacemaker began, according
to a statement made by -him to-day.

Short announced in court to-day that
he had received an  uunsigned letter,
which said:

“If you do not let up on the Gingles
girl there will be need of -an under-
taker in your home.”

The prosecution tfo-day introduced
testimony tending to disprove the story
told by Miss Gingles about an alleged
attack upon her by Miss Agnes Barrett,
her former employer and the prosecut-
ing witness in the present case.

Mrs. Edna Wolf, matron in the La
Salle Street railway station, was. the
first witness called to-day: She testi-
fied that Ella Gingles told her that she
had not been insulted on the night of
January 4th, when, according to the
story she told in court, she was enticed
to the Wellington hotel and attacked
by Miss Barrett and her friends. Mrs.
Wolf also said that Ella denied that
an effort had been made to compel her
to become a ‘“‘white slave.,”

TOURISTS KILLED

IN RAILWAY ACCIDENT

Two Dead and Thirteen Injured
as Result of Collision in
Colorado.

BATTLE FOUGHT
NEAR TEHERAN

ROYALISTS FAIL TO
DISLODGE NATIONALISTS

Reinforcements Have Been
Dispatched From the Per-
sian Capital.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Teheran, July 12.—Royalist Cossacks
angd other troops of the:Shah yesterday
made an attack upon the United Na-
tionalist forces at a point 15 miles from
this city. The Royalists failed to gdis-
lodge the enemy, although their posi-
tion was shelled for two hours. Two
hundred of the Cossacks advanced to
within half a mile of the Nationalists,
keeping up a heavy fire with Maxims
and quick firers. f

The Nationalists replied at intervals
with a single gun, dropping a number
of shells ambng the Cossacks and com-
pelling them to retire. The number
of casualties is unknown here,

Report of Casualties,

London, July 12.—The only report
concerning the casualties in the fight-
ing near Teheran, was that eight ot
the Bakhtiaris were killed and twelve
of the Shah’s men wounded.

Reinforcements have been dispatched
from Teheran. The Nationalists in the
city, who believe that the Royalists
were defeated, are distributing arms
to their followers.

ELECTRIFICATION OF
RAILWAYS IN JAPAN

Steam Will Give Way to Elec-
tricity on Branch
Lines.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Seattle, Wash., July 12.—The depart-
ment of communication, under the sup-
ervision of which the railroads of Japan
are operated, is considering a plan to
electrify the railways of the island em-
pire, and with that object in view the
Japanese government has made S.
Kondo, chief of the electrical division
of the department, special commis-
sioner to investigate conditions under
which electrical railways are most suc-
cessfully operated in England, Europe
and the United States.

Mr, Kondo has just completed his
tour and is in Seattle on his return to
Tokio.

“It will be a matter of a very short
time,” said Kondo to-day, ‘‘until al] of
the branch lines in Japan will be oper-
ated by electricity, although the con-
version of the main lines from steam
to electricity is not immediately con-
templated. The clement of economy is
the greatest consideration, and so €‘ar
as it is possible to utilize water power
in the operation of "branch lines, con-
struction of plants for the operation of
the roads will be begun immediately.”

Kondo will visit the water power
plants of the city and that of the Se-
attle Electric-Company at Snoqualmie
Falls, before he departs for his home.

That there should not be any
greater increase than dis ~absolutely
necessary is the feeling of practically
every member of council; though one or
two believe that as a certdin amount
of money must be spent the more busi-
ness-like policy would be to put on a
rate which would meet this rather than
one "which would leave a deficit.

Last year's rate on the assessment
of 1909 produces a -sum close on $59,-
000 short of the estimated expenditure
for the year. The' finance committee
ig going over the appropriations again
this aftéernoon with the comptroller
with the objec¢t of discovering if there
are any of them that can be cut down.

“One thing seems to be certain, from
conversation with members  of the
committee, and that is that the extra
$10,000. which was, voted to.the streets
committee’ will. be withdrawn, leaving
the appropriation. for maintenance of
thoroughfares at the $64,000- originally
voted. This. will be vigorously oppoged
by the chairman of  that committee,
who ppints .out that . the full $74,000 is
not a penny too much for the work
that has .to .be done.

London, July 9.—Mrs, Despard and
the contingent of - suffragettes who
have been investing the House of Com-
mons for the past week, in the hope
of catching Premier Asquith,” have
scored a point in-their fight for the
contention that they have a constitu-
tiopal right to present a petition to a
responsible minister of the crown. The
suffragettes appealed directly to the
King, who informed thém thdt the
home secretary was the constitutional
channel of communication, and his
Majesty apparently followed this up
with a hint that Mr, Gladstone would
be advised to receive the women's
deputation. In the face of Premier
Asquith’s persistent refusal to meet a
deputation of suffragettes it is hardly
conceivable that his lieutenant would
consent to the course he did without
strong pressure.

The home secretary, the Right Hon.
H. J. Gladstone, accorded a courteous
audience last evening to eight of the
womeén. Mrs, Despard was leader of
the deputation, After reading their
petition, the home secretary made a
sympathetic speech, expressing regret
at the present involved situation and
the belief. that the matter would be
finally settled and in a way satisfac-
tory to the women, Mr, Gladstone ex-
plained ,that he could do nothing to
commit the government, He admitted
that the petition was an argument for
an audience, and promised to forward
it to the King.

The, lastest heroine of the suffra-
gettes® case is Miss Wallace Punlop,
who was recently sentenced to a
month’s imprisonment in the Holloway
jail for posting notices on the walls of
the houses of parliament, Miss Dun-
lop organized a hiunger strike in the
prison, and the authorities discharged
her yesterday afiernoon, as she had re-
fused food for 91 hours. Miss Dunlop
had only been in prison five days,

MAN IN TOILS

DESERTS WIYES AFTER
SECURING MONEY

Twenty-four Women [nvolved
in:Case Being Investigated
by Police.

San Franéisco, Cal.,, July 9.~Twenty-
four women are involved to-day in:the
strange case- of Christian C, Johnson,
alleged bigamist, whom the Jpolice be-
lieve is John Madson, With wives in
most of the large cities throughout the
country,

Ten widows have been found Who say
they have been mairied at different
times in the past four yearS to- the
man held ‘in jail ‘here awaitihg trial
on a charge of bigamy. Seven other
women think that he/is, the. man who
swindled them through promigés of
marriage; and. the police are’ seeking
the identity of seven more who have
been connected with the case in vari-
ous ways. ~

Johnson, of Madson, is a puzzle to the
police, He -is 62 years.of ;&ge;, and a
professed woman hater. He talks al-
most . irrationally at times, In almost
every instance he is supposed to have
secured considerable sums of money
from women who became’ infatuated
with him.

The man is said to have eluded cap-
ture for more than three years, and if
he is the bigamist the authorities be-
lieve him to be he is not unknown to
the police records here. Seven months
ago detectives were put on-the trail
of John Madson at the direction of St.
Louis authorities, Their efforts were
unavailing as the description was in-
complete, and finally the matter was
forgotten, ~

In April Mrs. Henrletta Le&opold; of
this city, reported the disappearance
of Christian C. Johnson, whom she had
married a few days before, He was
traced to Stockton, whetre it was learn-
ed that he had married Mrs. Jessie
Tretheway onff May “15th, ‘1909, It was
also ‘discovered that he had gome to
Santa Rose,” and that he was coming
to San Francisco last Wednesday. Offi-
cers were waiting for him at the sta-
tion and placed him under arrest. He
was accompanied at the time by a
woman ‘whose 1dentity the police failed
to discover, dand whose name the pris«
oner swears he does not know.

Subsequent investigations revealed
the fact that a man named Johnson
married Mrs., Sylvia Pollard de Bon-
nett, of this city, at San Rafael, Cal.,
in August, 1906. To-day the woman
identified a picture of the man in jail
here as the Johnson who married her.

RAIN ADDS MILLIONS
OF BUSHELS TO CROPS

Yield in Northwest States Ex-
pected to Reach 55,000 -
000 Bushels-

Portland, Ore., July 9,—According to
the latest figures obtainable, the 1909
wheat yield for Oregon, ~Washington
and Idaho will be 55,000,000 bushels.
This is an increase of 15,000,000 bush-
els over last year’s yleld and a falling
off of 5,000,000 bushels since 1907.

This year’s estimate is based on re-
ports from 350 wheat stations in the
Pacific northwest, and while there may
be a few corrections to be made later
on they will effect the size of the yield
but little. The most promineént wheat
men in this part of the country esti-
mate that recéent rain added between
1,000,000 and 3,000,000 bushels €o the
crop, as the downpour was badly need-
ed.

The dry weather did such damage in
the river counties that it could not be
repaired by the heavy rains of July 5th
and 6th. The loss is quite heavy in
that territory.

Thé figures that have been gathered
thus far indicate that Idaho has the
best crop of wheat, Washington is next
and Oregon trails along in third place.
The Oregon counties that have hereto-
fore yielded great crops' seem to be
falling behind their standard this ‘year.
Hor instance, Umatilla, the banner
wheat cd\mty of the state, makes an
unusually bad showing.

The latest estimates. are that Ore-
gon will yield not more tha.n 14,000,000
bushels.

IN RAILWAY BELT

JURISDICTION OF
' DOMINION UPHELD

British Columbia Appeal is Dis-
missed by Privy
Council.

London, July 9.~The Privy Council
to-day gave judgment in the Canadian
appeal case of Burrard Power Com-
pany .and the Attorney-General of
British Columbia vs. The King, dis-
missing the appeal without costs.

The result of the decision referred to
is to sustain the finding of Mr. Justice
Cassels, in the Exchequer Court. of
Canada, that the = Dominion govern-
ment has jurisdiction over'the waters
within . the railway belt in this. prov-
ince, On April 7, 1906 the - Burrard
Power Co. was granted the right under
the Water Clauses Act to- divert 25,000
inches of water from Lillooet lakes and
river and their tributaries. The Do-
minion government applied to the Ex-
chequer court, which alone c¢an hear
actions in which the crown is a party,
for a declaration that this grant was
invalid, being an infringement of Do-
minion  jurisdiction. The company
brought the provincé into the suit, in
the effort to protect itself, and the 15-
sue lay between Dominion and prov-
ince. A reference was made to Mr.
Justice Martin on the facts, and Mr.
Justice Cassels’ judgment, based on his
finding, was given out last May. This
upheld the contentions of the Domin-
ion in every point.

AUTOMOBILE RACE

ONE MAN KILLED,
TWO OTHERS INJURED

Sixteen Cars Started in Con-
test at Santa
Monica.

Los Angeles, Cal., July 10.—A harvest
of death and disaster began early to-
day with the death of one automobile
driver, the fatal injury of another and
serious injury of a third as a prelude
to the great race meet at Santa Mon-
ica which started this morning and is
scheduled to last throughout the day.

William Hornsby, a chauffeur, who
lived at ‘Pasadena, was struck in the
face by the ciank of his machine while
standing before 'the Hotel Angelus,
preparatory to leaving for the races.
He was found sitting on a curbing with
blood streaming from his mouth. Short-
ly after arriving at the receiving hos-
pital, he died.

Dr. Sy Van Meter, of 25 West ave-
nue, while backing his machine from
a garage at Tenth and Main streets,
this city, missed the opening of the
garage and tan into a repair shop. He
v.as hurled into the pit and sustained
severe injuries. After treatment at the
l.ospital, he was removedd to his home.

While racing with another car along
a highway between Pasadena and Los
Angeles near Bairstown, bound for
Santa Monica, William Cram was
forced to turn in the road to avoid a
collision with  his chance competitor.
His machine struck a telephone pole,
hurling him to the roadside, where he
was picked up from under his over-
turned. car. Cram was hurried to a
local hospital, where it was found that
his skull was fractured. The man’'s
scalp wad nearly ripped off. There is
slight possibility that he will recover.

Cram is ‘an orange grower of East
Highland. Three brothers were with
him in the machine but escaped serious
injury.

Hanschue Wins,

TWO THOUSAND
ARE HOMELESS

FLOOD FOLLOWS
CLOUDBURST IN 10WA

More Than Four Hundred
Houses Wrecked or Par-
tially Submerged.

Sioux City, Iowa, July 10.—A cloud-
burst to-day caused the most disas-
trous flood in the history of this city.

Twenty business blockg are under six
feet of waer and one citizen, Leo Beth-
reeder, is known to be dead. He was
swept from the seat of a wagon and
drowned. A bridge on the  Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul has been wash-
ed away and Barnum & Bailey’s circus
is stalled ten miles out of town.

The flooded river and Perry Creek
are raging torrents and the Missouri
is rising rapidly. That more damage
will be done ig apparent and property
owners are making every effort to pro-
tect © themselves. The blowing of
whistles aroused many persons when
the waters rushed through the streets
and undoubtedly -saved many lives.

Mere than 500 -houses along Perry
Creek were wrecked by the flood or
partially submerged. About two thou-
sand persons are temporarily homeless
and many are suffering greatly from
exposure. :

Street car service in this city is par-
alyzed. The traction company’s plant
is flooded and the repair pits beneath
the tracks in two of the barns are
minature wells, Gas mains through-
out the city are broken and many
homes are without fuel and light.

Reports from neighboring cities in-
dicate that fearful havoc has been
wrought in many of the river towns
and those surrounding.

EXPOSITION PROVING
FINANCIAL SUCCESS

Ready to Make First Payment
of 10 Per Cent. on Bonded
Indebtedness.

Seattle, Wash., Juiy 10.—The Alaska-
Yukon-Pacifig exposition -has declared
itself ready, to make the first payment
of ten per ceat. on its bonded indebt-
edness of $350,000. The money to meet
this payment is on deposit with the
Washington Trust Company of Seattle,
and bondholders can receive their pay-
ments any time after the bank opens
on Monday.

Since the exposition ppened the man-
agement has been acctimulating a sink-
ing fund amounting to thirty per cent.
of the gross receipts. This provision
it is now in position to pay off, even
more than ten per cent. of the indebt-

BIGAMIST COMPLAINS
ABOUT CELL IN JAIL

Declares He Is Worried to
Death by Reporters and
Detectives

San Francisco, Cal,, July 10.—An at-
tempt of Christian C. Johnson to con-
cea] the truth regarding some of his
bigamous. marriages while he freely
confesses to others, led the police to-
day to start an investigation of his
case, believing that he may be con-
cealing scmne murder.

Wher. cciifronted by evidence that he
was married to Mrs, de Bonnett, he
acknowledged her as his wife, but now
ingists tbat she is the only one Whose4
name he concealed. Johnson gravely
declared to-day that he was a “man of
honor and respected his word,” which
he gave that he “had been married but

three times.”

His attention being called to the faet
that he had concealed his marriage to
Mrs. de Bonnett, Johnson rather tame-
ly explained that he had thought the
woman was dead and did not want to
drag her name ‘into the case when it
was not necessary.

The prisoner is very anxious to get
out of jail here and answer to the
charge of bigamy which has heen pre-
‘ferred against him at San Jose by Mrs.
Tretheway. He complains that the air
in the jail here is foul and that he ig
worried to death by reporters and de-
tectives.

Detectives who have been giving the
man the “third degree” do not intend
to let him get &way from their Jjuris-
diction any sooner than they have to.
They are holding him until the police
in eastern cities have a chance tosiden-
tify him and run down his record.

The detectives believe that Johnson-
Anderson-Madison, as they call him, Is
a very clever and dangerous. criminal
and that a close investigation of his
record will result in startling revela-
tions. With this belief they have sent
descriptions and photographs.. of him
broadcast, and expect that the authori-
ties in some of the cities where they
believe he has operated will be able to
recognize him as some serious offender
who has been long sought.

“Johnson is one of the cleverest crim-
inals ever put behind bars,” said De-
tective Bunner to-day. ‘I believe there
is some motive which has not yet been
@iscovered that impels him to throw a
cloud over his record.”

Love letters written by Johnson. to
his victims show that he-was but an
indifferent love maker, and the police
are puzzled by the ease with which he
won the hearts of women., His vocabu-
lary is very {imited. His letters to Mrs,
Ida Mitchell, to whom he was engaged
and whom he always addressed as
‘“‘wife,”” and Mrs. Josephine Tretheway,
hig Stockton wife, were made public to-

Madrid, July 10.—Plans to quell an
uprising of the tribesmen at Melilla,
Morocco, where forty Spanish soldiers
were killed or wounded in a battle yes-
terday, are being made to-day. Rein-
forcements are being rushed to the
scene and further fighting is expecied.
The uprising is more general than was
at first supposed, according to advices
received here to-day.

The tribesmen are encouraged by their
successful resistance of the troops yes-
terday and despite their heavy losses
are recruiting a strong force to com-
bat the soldiers,

The battle yesterday started when
troops were ordered out’ to punish
tribesmen who had tortured Spanish
workmen to death. The workmen
were bound and thrown alive into a fire.
Their charred bodies were recoverd to-
day. -

General Marina, governor of Melilla,
ordered out the troops. and when he
learned of their defeat sent a message
asking that reinforcements be sent
without delay.

WHEAT IMPROVES.
Normal Weather Conditions Will Re-
sult in Bountiful Harvest,

Winnipeg, July 10.—Reports received
from many parts of the spring wheat
country show that the wheat is already
heading out, much good having been
done by the heavy rains of the past
fortnight.

Generally speaking, the grain is look-
ing ' exceedingly healthy, and in dis-
tricts covering practically all of Sas-
katchewan and Alberta, and some parts
of Manitoba, it is now quite  thirty
inches high, With this present condi-
tion of the plant there appears no
reason to look for anything less than
a very bountiful harvest, garnered in
good time before the frosts.  Just nor-
mal weather conditions from now, is all
that is required to bring about this re-
sult.

In some districts of Manitoba, how-
ever, conditions are not quite so pro-
mising, especially in the ‘southwest,
where seeding was somewhat late and
the tender shoots were checked by a
prolonged drought. Good rains have
now fallen in those sections, and the
grain is now rapidly cateching up lost
ground, but the harvest there wil} pro-
bably be a little late and the yield not
above the average,

SUNDAY FIGHT
COMMENCES

DEALERS WILL CARRY
MATTER TO COURTS

Mandamus Applied for to Com-
pel City Treasurer to
Issue License.

———

A united and determined effort will
be made by the dealers who are hit
by the Sunday closing by-law, which
comes into force on Wednesday next,
to upset it. The first steps have been
taken to that end and will be carried
to the Privy Council, if necessary, it is
declared.
On Thursday last: Antoine Vasilatos,
who has conducted a fruit and confec-
tionery business at 1401 Douglas street
since September last, applied to City
Treasurer Kent for a retajl trader’s li-
cense to vend fruit, confectionery,
non-intoxicant beverages = and ice
cream, for a period of six months from
July 15th next to January 15, 1910. At
the same time he tendered the required
license fee, $4.50.
The city treasurer, acting on the au-
thority of by-law 620, passed on June
28, would not-issue a license unless Mr.
Vasilatos signed a form containing the
following words: ‘I apply for a license
in the above business for Mondays,
Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays Fri-
days and Saturdays only,” and to en-
dorse on the license: ‘““‘Agreed that this
license is good only for the following
days: Mondays, Tuesdays, Wednes-
days, Thursdays, Fridays and Satur-
days, and same is so accepted.”
The applicant refused to 'sign any
form which restricted ‘the time in
which he could sell goods, and during
which he had been selling them. since
he bezan business, and the city treas-
urer therefore declined to issue a license
to him,
Mr. Vasilatos at once consulted with
other dealers, and they sought the legal
advice of Frank Higgins, who téok out
a writ of summons addressed to the
corporation and ‘the c¢ity treasurer per-
sonally, asking for a mandamus di~
recting Mr. Kent;, a§ collector for the
municipality, to issue to Mr, Vasilatos
a license for six months, This is re-
turnable on Wednesday, when Mr. Jus-
tice Irving will hear argument for and
against the application.
The dealers are understood to be ad-
vised that the by-law 1is clearly beyond
the power of the council, and. that, fol-
lowing recent decisions of our own
Full court and rulings of the House of
Lords, the city ecannot prevent them
from carrying on thelr business.
Other dealers are not applying for
licenses, and .it is said that they.will
remain open to-morrow week and fu-
ture Sundays just as in the past. The

AN EVICTION

PROPCGSES TO PUT FAIR
ASSOCIATION OUT

Notice is Given of -Motion
for Monday’s Council
Meeting. _ .o

(From Saturday’s ;Daily.)
~ Mayor Hall, as chief magistrate of
Victoria, is proposing to evict Mayor
Hall, president of the B, C, Agricultural
Association, and his fellow-members
from their tenancy of the fair grounds.
This step his worship is taking as a
result of the association of which he is
head allowing the Country Club to con-
duct a sixty-day race meet, which is
half over,
His worship this morning posted no-
tice of a motion which he will either
move or have moved at the meeting
of council on Monday, in the following
words:
‘““Whereas the B, C. Agricultural As-
sociation,- being the tenants on suffer-
ance of the agricultural fair grounds,
have permitted-the use of the grounds
for continuous daily racing for sixty
days, of which about thirty have ex-
pired; this exceeds the originally con-
templated programme, 4
‘“And whereas the continuation of the
daily racing in the present mode with -
the attendant reprehensible and grow-
ing. practice of extensive betting . is
inimijcal to the welfare of the city, .
“Therefore be it resolved that  the
council do take steps to terminate the
occupation of the B, C. Agricultural
grounds by the present occupants,”
Mayor Hall is out of town to-day and
so could not be seen in regard te the
matter.

It is thought by some people that
even if the council should evict the
agricultural association—ang .leaving
out of consideration the lega] proceed-
ings which would be certain to follow—
this would not stop racing, which has
been endorsed by the city council it-
self.* On March 15th a letter was read
from the association, outlining the
agreement which it was . proposed to
make with the Country Club, and the
council’ passed a resolution approving
of it, with a proviso that it coul” can-
cel the lease if. anything of an improper
nature was done during the meet. One
of the clauses in the agreement so: ap-
proved was as follows: iz

“The club. guarantee that either open
books or thetotalized system shall be
operated and the racing and other
sports ‘kept clean and free from criti-
cism.”

Captain Tatlow was able to show that
in everything that goes to make a com-
munity prosperous and wealthy the
peoplé of British Columbia possess
one of the most wonderful provinces in
the Dominion of Canada, the most pro-
lific of the physical divisions of the
continent of America.

"While we have not yet attained to
the point of producing all that is re-
quired to feed ourselves, being a peo-
ple who demand a great deal and that
of the best, yet we are slowly but
surely” approaching that stage of our
material exiStence. During the  year
under review we imported upwards of
two million dollars worth of food from
outside points, some of it from eastern
Canada,: a considerable portion from
foreign sources of supply.

.A NOTABLE ANNIVERSARY.

On July 11ith, 1896, Hon. Wilfrid
Laurier was called to Rideau Hall by
Lord Aberdeén and assumed the re-
sponsibility of forming a government
in succession to the administration of
Sir Charles . Tupper, which had been de-
feated in the elections a few weeks
préviously, Under various leaders, com-
menecing with Sir John Macdonald, and

Abbott, Sir John 8, D, T.hompson Sir
Mackenzie Bowell and Sir Charles Tup-
per, the Conservative government had
been guiding the affairs of Canada for
eighteen years—from 1878 to 1896. The
.anniversary of the accession to power
of Sir WHifrid Laurier is notable for
many reasons, which may be considered
hereafter, but it is especially notable
at this juncture from the fact that it
marks the creation of that which, in
modern parlance, may be termed a new
political record. The Liberal chieftain
has held power as long as the old Con-
servative chieftain. The lattér held the
reins for thirteen years, the former has
also been at the head of the govern-
ment of Canada for thirteen years—
and, in the providence of God, seems
.destined to remain at that post of
high honor and deep responsibility
for several years longer. There
is no question that the prayer of a
united- Canada upon sc rhemorable an
occasion—memorable in every sense—
wil] be that one who is now known as
“Canada’s Grand Old Man” may long
been spared to guide the destinies of his
own loved land and to give the bénefit
of his ripe experience and mature judg-
ment t6 the counsellors who are striv-
ing to map out the destinies of ‘the
Empire.

It would hardly be fitting in drawing
attention to the significance of sueh an
anniversary to drag controversial ques-
tions into the matter. Yet Canadians
ought to be agreed upon one point in
the political history of their own times:
and that is that the material progress
of the country assumed new form, that
all Canada seemed to become imbued
with more zctive life, immediately suc-
ceeding the advent of the Liberal gov-
ernment, called into being on  that
eventful day in July when Lord Aber-
deen “sént for'.' Hon. Wilfrid Laurier.
Conservatives ‘hold, and naturally hold,
that the eighteen years which preceded
the Laurfer regime laid the founda-
tions of the’ prosperity of the succeed-
ing thirteen years. To which the Lib-
eral reply is quite as natural,‘and very
much more logical, that the people
would not have had to-wander 50 long
in the wilderness of depression had a
real léader arisen within the Conserva-
tive ranks bold-enough. and resourceful
enough to carry them over the border
into the -promised - land. In any case,
there is no denying the fact that the
accession of the Libérdl government
marked the development of a new era
in Canada. The old government had
futilely striven for eighteen years to
promote prosperity by calling the vpeo-
ple to. fall upon their knees before a
fetich. which : they fondly called: . the
National Policy. The new government
tore that fetich to tatters. It smasned
the old fiscal scheédules during :i‘s tist
year in power and established the Bri-
tish preference in the second—and the
experiment proved 80 successful that
no one in the present da}——except pcs-
sibly a few ‘extreme protectioaists
whose motives . are known to be entire-
ly selfish—ever think of suggesting a
reversion teo the old, discredited order.
And these: few! are put caompletely out
of countenancy by the spectacle: of
what is going on at the present day in
the Houses of Congress at Washing-
ton, where the fetich of protection is
worshipped by a few .Senators and Con-

wishes“of the people who elected Presi-
dent Taft.

Of the original meémbers of the
Laurier gavernment formed in.the year
1896 some have :paid the debt of na-
ture: Sir Oliver Mowat, - Hon. David
Millg, Sir Israel Tarte, Hon, A. G. Blair,
Sir Henri Joly and Hon. James Suther-
land .are dead. 8ir Louis Davies and Sir
William® Mulock ;are -upon the Bench.
Hon, Clifford Sifton is a member of
Parliament, but has retired from the
government, Sir Richard Scott, Secre-
tary of State, one of Canada’s grand
old men, has also retired full of years
and honors, But the Premier has .at his
right hand Hon. W, S. Fielding, one of
the ablest and most industrious Min-
isters who ever occupied a seat in
Parliament of at the council board—an
indefatigable worker with one of the
clearest business heads ever set upon
the shoulders of a Canadian. He has
ocetpied the position of business direc-
tor of the administration longer than
any other Finance Minister in this or
probably in any other country. To him
more than to any other member of the
government is due the credit for cut-
ting away the obstacles whiech blocked
the path of national progress. All the
other original members of the govern-
ment aré also at their posts, constitut-
ing, beyond, question, the strongest all-
round corps of administrators which
any Premieér has had the good fortune
to preside over.

vince a permanent place of residence.

Even now, with the amendments made,
owing to pressure brought to bear up-
on the government, the process of ex-
propriation is unduly favorable to the
company. There is no reason whatever
why' the terms of arbitration should
.not be the ordinary conditions appli-
cable to such cases. Owing to the un-
questioned prior rights of the city to
the" property the shareholders of the
company could have had no reason to
complain—they might have considered
themselves generosuly treated—had
they been recouped for their actual
outlay with current rates of interest
added thereto.

However, these considerations are
beside the question in its present sta-
tus. The vital point 1s the acquire-
ment of the works of the Esquimalt
Water “"Works Company by the city
upon the best terms possible under ex-
isting conditions as fixed by the legis-
lature. Mr. Adams and other authori-
ties of repute maintain that Geld-
stream ig the best source of.supply,
provided the works can be procured
upen reasonable terms. That is the
only way in which the whole of the
city can be brought permanently un-
der one system, It is the only way in
which the rights acquired by the
Esquimalt . Waterworks. Company - in
Vittoria West and the western penin
sula can be extinguished. If we put
off the day of settlement, every year
that passes will add to the difficulties
of the situation.

Mr. Oliver’s plan is good, but it is
high “in the-air.” It will take time to
work out. It is questionable whether
any of the municipalities outside of
Oak Bay are prepared to shoulder the
respongibilities inherent in such a com-
prehensive scheme. In the meantime
the districts surrounding the city are
rapidly increasing in population, and”
the time cannot be very far distant
when there will be urgent necessity
for them to procure a supply of water
Independent  of that. procurable from
wells ‘and other primitive sources. - ‘At
the present time the needs of Victoria
and_of Oak Bay are imperative. To
mget those requirements it is possible
that all the lakes and their watersheds
in the neighborhood may be appro-
priated; but qs the interests of all
residents- in iﬂé city and its enmvirons
are one, there is no reason to believe
that when the time eomes for appor-
tioning benefits the city of Victoria
will not treat its neighbors fairly. If
it is° not =so disposed, the Times
will support Mr. Oliver’s scheme with
ardor.

COMPREHENSIVE WATER SCHEME.

The Times has béen asked to publish
the following 'letter, which appears in
Friday morning’s Colonist:

Sir:~In your leading article on the
subject of water you say that the ‘‘real
point in the question is as to whether it
is desirable that the future supply of the
city of Victoria and its suburbs shall be
vested in the city or chiefly in a private
c¢ompany.”’

Victoria may, in.its innocence, imagine
that te be the point, but the “‘suburbs,”
if you meah by suburbs the surrounding
communities, certainly don’t.

Speaking ‘as an - individual residing in
one of the ‘‘suburbs,” namely, Oak Bay,
the last thing that I want to see is the
city have the sole control of our sources
of supply.

My reason is that the city council has
shown itself incompeteént in the manage-
ment of waterworks. It has been inefB-
cient from every point of view. It has
failed to provide water, either sufficient
in quantity or pure in quality, and it has
for years and years pledged the city's
credit to pay for costly errorg of manage-
ment, at£he same time adding the inter-
est and sinking fund to the price of wa-
ter charged to the consumer. The Oak
Bay municipality is charged eighteen (18)
cents per thousand gallons delivered in
bulk, and the city officials say that this
price is very little more than the actual
value,

You can't serxously wonder that I don’t
want to be at the mercy of a corporation
which can’t produece water at a less cost
than that.

Owing to our situation- it is improbabla
that Oak Bay can ever have a water sys-
tem of its own. It is therefore in tha
position of having to buy wateér where it
can geét it best and cheapest.

Obviously it isn’'t going to be content
with a poor supply of smelly watter at 18
cents if it can get plenty of pure water
that doesn’t smell at a less price.

The sentimental argument of publie
ownership doesn’t affect us as we. can’t
be public owners; and as béetween the fair
dealing of a public and a private owner,
having in mind the treatment we have re-
celved—give me the latter.

I hope the time is not far distant when
the recollection of the city of Victoria's
control of our water will be used as a
bogey to frighten our thirsty children.

As things are at present the municipal-
ity of Oak Bay would probably be far
better off were it to buy from a private
corporation run on business principlea.
than from a public corporation run on
some other principles altogether. But.
putting private corporations aside, thera
seems a popular desire, not only in Vie~
toria, but elsewhere over the world, that
the water supply of a compsfinity should,
where possible, be, owned by that com
munity, and I would certainly favor some
plan by which Oak Bay might own in
partnership with Vjctoria and the other
surréunding districts a complete and suf-
ficient water system managed by & com-
petent water expert under direction from
a competent board.

With this in view, I have already made
the obvious suggestion to members of the
government of the province of British
Columbia and othe s that the whole of
the city of Vietoria and its surrotndings
should, for water purposes, be constitut-
ed what, for convenlence, we may call
‘‘Victoria Water District,” with the con-

were surrounded by such conditions

trol of its water supply vested in a water
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board cc\tmposednf representafives from
all the municipalities and districts af-
fected.

For example, say there were four muni-
cipalities, Victoria, Oak Bay, Saanich and
Esquimalt, and certain other unorganized
districts, inc¢luding Metchosin, Sooke,
Goldstream, etc., then Victoria and each
of the other municipalities would appoint
its own representatives on the board (the
number of ahelr respective represeénta-
tives being proportionate to the import-
ance and poptilation- of ' the particular
municipality),: and the jgévernment of
British Columbia, -as representing the un-
organized districts, would appoint mem-
bers to. represent these. There is abso-
lutely. nothing original in this idea. It is
simply a measure adopted in innumerable
cases in Britain where thére have been a
variety of different communities depend-
ent on' thé sameé source for their water
supply, each possessing separate rights.
If, as is usually the case, these rights
clash and the communities can't come to
a friendly settlement, -the government
knocks their heads together and consti-
tuges such a water board as is above de-
scribed.

The powers of the board would be sim-
ple and drastic. The only one necessary
to mention is that it would rest with the
board to build whatever systems it saw
fit and to expropriate any others that it
might consider of public advantage.

For example, if the board thought that
it was for the advantage of the district to
go to Sooke, it would be its duty to take
immediate stéps to do so. On the other
hand, if the board thought it would be
advantageous to the community to own
either the Blk lake system or the Esqui-
malt .waterworks system, or both, it
would proceed to expropriate. It sounds
as though it would be a difficult thing to
finance such expropriation.

It has not been found so in the Old
Country.. - The process is very simple. The
board would not have to raise any capital.
After the value had been determined by
arbitration the board would issue to the
Swners of the works expropriated in lieu
of cash, what are known as ‘‘perpetual
water bonds” for the amount awarded.
The security for the interest on thése
bonds would be the water rates.

Curiously enough, in talking this matter
over with various people, they have al-
most invariably seen a difficulty in the
appointment of the board. I confess T
gsee none. It may be that ideas would
be different as to the proportion of each
district’s® representation, but when that
matter had been settled (by the provingial
house), I feel very- confident that thera
ought to be no difficulty in obtaining the
gervices on the board of thoroughly com-
petent public spirited men. The basis of
their appointment would be that they
should receive no salary, and their ap~
pointment, I think, should be for a term
of vears, with retirement by rotation.

Of course the practical manager of the
system would not only receive a salary,
but ought, undoubtedly, to receive a very
consgiderable one. I may be supér-cons
fident in the matter, but I have consider»
ed this system for some time, have read
many of the English acts creating similar
systems, and I can’'t for fhe life of me
see how you could find a fairer one or
one more likely to be of advantage to the
south end of Vancouver Island generally,

It ‘ought to finally settle the water
question and remove from Victoria this
one blot that has made its civic manage~
ment a perennial laughing stock all over
Canada. W. E. OLIVER.

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ART EXHIBIT OF
LOCAL SCHOOLS

INTERESTING DISPLAY
AT ASSEMBLY RINK

Pupils Are Carefully Trained to
Follow Nature
Work.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The Victoria portion™of the art ex-

hibit of.the public and high schools in
connection with the teachers’ conven-
tion, which opens here to-morrow, is
a most creditable one in every respect.
To follow the progress of the work
from the baby classes to the senior
grades is not only ,ntensely interest-
ing but instructive ag well, and a visit
to the Assembly rink gives opportunity
for study. “The "children are first
taught to express their own thought
by means of brush ang pencil, later,
their thoughts are directed by their
teachers. Their attention is called to
the blueness of the sky and the green-
ness of the grass on a bright day, and
to the different appearance it presents
on a dull day. They are shown that
grass is rank and green in low, bOggY
lJands and along .river banks, and
brown and dry in high, exposed places.
Consequently, when they are told to
paint a picture of Hiawatha, taking
his young bride homeward, they paint
the grass along the river bank a vivid
Zreen. .They are taught to notice the
different appearance of the trees at the
different = seasons, and the panels of
drawings illustrating these are most
interesting. . A few worthy of special
notice are: The apple, the cherry, the
alder, the black currant and the wild
Jose.
; The progress of the work can be
teadily -traced. First, the simple de-
sign- of, say, the wild rose, then
the same design. conventionalized and-
made- to fit into a border, or sgquare.
This sort of work has a commercial
value, as it can be utilized for wall
paper designs, carpets, stained win-
dows, table linen ' and many other
ghings.

In thé mathematical work, the plain
eylinder is first drawn, then applied to
cups, jugs, etc. As the pupil pro-
gresses he is taught to convention-

lize these designs into borders, etc.
gome very clever work is shown in ap-
plieq designs from a three-leaf ele-
ment, - and -there are some beautiful
panels of decorative lettering.

To the right, as one enters the hall,

is the work of the primary classes,
which is most amusing. The 'Spring
Ridge school shows a very young
child’s conception of the House that
Jack Built. Hillide avenue school has
illustrated the story of the Ten Little
Niggers, which must be seen to be ap-
preciated. ‘The Days of the Week,”
by Victoria West, is also good. Hill-
side: school has a large panel illustrat-
ing “A Study of Birds,” which is high-
ly commendable. A group of bicycles,
by another class, shows careful, pains-
taking work,
i The panels illustrative of the growth
of vegetables and grasses are really
marvels of what children can accom-
plish when their work is directed by
careful, painstaking teachers.

Throughout there is an evidence of
8 clearly defined system. There is no
haphazard work, no careless jumping
from “one point to another. Whatever
has been attempted has been system-
atically followed out in minutest detail
to its finish, and the whole exhibit re-
flects ' the ' utmost cred§t, not only on
Miss Mills, the director, but on the dif-
ferent teachers throughout  the city
who have painstakingly carried out her
instructions.

Another: point to ‘be noted, is that
none of the work has been specially
prepared . for this exhibition. It is
merely that which has been done in
the regular hours devoted to art study
during the ‘term. )

The large screens which are placed
on either side of the entrance are
worthy of special notice. There one
may find almost anything, from a
study of the most up-to-date peach
basket hats to applied straight lines
forming Union Jacks, Chinese designs,
geometrical work, and the most beau-
tifully illustrated studies of shrubs and
trees throughout the year. "

The map exhihit alone is well worth
a visit. The subdued, artistic color-
ing ‘which. does not kill the lettering,
$a to be commended, and for exactness
the maps might one and all be printed
copies. Special attention has been
ypaid’ to Canada and the British Isles
and colonies, which is as it should be.
The maps drawn from memory are
simply marvels of absolute correctness.
Then there are.maps of the tides, maps
of  the mountain systems, railway
maps, maps of the unexplored land
surrounding the Arctic ocean, and
mathematical maps. One and all are
entirely fréé from smudging and most
commendable in every way. Groups of
fmaps by individua] pupils, made in the
form of booklets, the sheets tied to-

gether with the nationa] colors, and]

the outside adorned with the ensign
and Union Jack are worthy of special
mention as models of neatness and ac-
curacy i

The high school art exhibit for Vic-
toria is 'shown in the Pemberton
gymnasium. Owing to limited space;
Mr. Clarke, the art instructor, has
limited his exhibit to eight panels, but
the work is all of a very high grade.
Mhe chief exhibitors are Percy Salmon,
George Elliott, Loo Fatt (a Chinese
boy), and Misses Phylis Wollaston,
M. Hanna and May Smith.

The exhibit covers model . drawing
from common objects, scale drawing,
applied designs and origina] color de-
signs. The model drawing is remark-
able for the close attention paid to
shading. There are no harsh, abrupt
lines. Some very clever work is
shown in a group of paint boxes and
brushes, where the high lights and
shadows, from the different view-
points of the pupils are admirably por-
trayed. Studies of broom and wild
roses are also clever examples of care-
ful work in shading.

Vancouver, July 9.—The first confer-
ence of the Y. M. C, A, of Western Can-
ada eopened yesterday afternoon, and
sessions will be held until Sunday af-
ternoon. The gathering has been call-
ed together to devise ways and means
to cope with the very serious problems
which are facing the association in or-
der that it may be enabled to expand
in proportion to the rapid growth 'of
the country,

There are a jarge number of delegates
present from the various associations
of Western Canada, i:e:, the district
between ¥Fort William and Victoria, in-
cluding‘ representatives from Fort Wil-
liam, Winnipeg, Moosejaw, Regina,
Calgary, Edmonton, Revelstoke, Kam-
loops, New Westminster and Victoria.

The afternoon session yesterday was
taken up with the appointment of of-
ficers to ‘organize the debates and .busi-
ness of the conference, and with the
reading of reports from the various.as-
sociations, all of which showed that
the most remarkable progress had tak-
en place. The following were the offi-
cers chosen: hairman, E. W. Keen-
leyside, of Vancouver; first vice-chair-
man, Dr. Riddell, of Edmonton; sec-
ond vice-chairman, R. €. Horn, of Vic-
toria; secretary, S. Clarke, of Regina.

Last night a complimentary banquet

“was given' to the delegates,; presided

over by Mr. Keenleyside, and at the
end some,most interesting speeches
were heard,

A splendid address was given by
Rev, J. Mackey, of Westminster Hall.
He characterized the Y. M. C. A. as an
unrivalled aid to the young rhen in a
young men’s country, and the present

conference as an epoch-making inci- |

dent in the growth of that association
as well as in the development of educa-
tion in Canada.

Dr. Riddell, of Edmonton, then spoke
a few words, relating his experiences
as a member of the association. His
speech wag marked by the earnestness
with which he pleaded for the cause of
Christianity, a cause which the Y. M.
C." A. had fostered from its earliest
days.

C. S. Sayer, the travelling secretary
in Western Canada, gave some: Strik-
ing figures of the growth of the move-
ment. There are 25 associations, con-
sisting of 12 city and railroad societies,
5 Indian, 7 reading and 1 Japanese;
property to the value of $750,000 is held
by the association, although quite a
large amount of that is mortgaged;

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SUPERINTENDENT
OF DREDGING

IMPORTANT WORK
REQUIRING SUPERVISION

Recent Addition to the Staff of
Public Works
Engineer.

e

The apointment of H. A, Bayfield,
Vancouver, superintendent of, dredges
in British Columbia for the Dominlon
government, which was mentioned in
the Times a few days ago, is an im-
portant step in improving the public
works service in the province. From
the time when the venerable Mug Lark
in 1896, was the only dredge owned by
the government on the Pacific coast,
until the present day, when there are
half a dozen, three of which—the Fruh-
ling, the King Edward and the Ajax—
are the best of their class, the respon-
sibilities placed upon the engineer, and
the volume of work which he is requir-
ed to carry out, has increased enor-
mously. An experienced man is re-
quired to superintend the work of the
dredges, to direct the men in charge,
contro] the movements of the machines
and to see that the best results possi-
ble are obtained by constant opera-
tion and economical management, The
Dominion government has shown, by
its willingness to provide a first class
plaht, its desire to meet the wants of
the shipping interests, and now that
it has supplied the plant it is only the
part of prudence and good business
management to systematize and regu-
late operation.

Mr. Bayfield, the new superintendent,
graduated in mechanical engineering
from McGill university in 1896, and
since that time has had experience in
railway work on the Intercolonial and
Great Northern, in railway shops, and
as mechanical superintendent of the
Montrea] harbor works. He is said to
know how to get the most work possi-
ble out of a dredge, and in this respect
there is an excellent fielg for him in
his new position, on Fraser river and
elsewhere. An incidence of this class
of work is the delays considered to be
inevitable, by breakages, wearing out
of machinery and the conditions of the
weather and the sea. Mr. Bayfield
may be able to provide against the
former, but- the weather and the sea
are beyond his control. All he can do
to obviate these natural difficultieg is
to select the right times and seasons
for working in exposed places, and to
do this, and generally to regulate and
direct the government dredging plant,
and to do all successfully, so that the
New Westminster board of trade may
forever cease from troubling, and the
Inner Harbor ‘Assaciation of Victoria
may be more than satisfled, is' a task
calling. for the highest ability and per-

:sistent application. : It. is -satisfactoryl

to know that the new superintendent
possesses the required 'qualities. With
a free hand to do things, which' he
should be given, he will no doubt very
soon prove that the salary he is re-
ceiving will be saved many times over
by the increased work done and the
savings effected in many ways,

LAUNCH BOOTHBY
IS IN PORT HERE

She Will Carry Electric :Com-
nanv’s Officials to Jor-
dan River.

(From’'Monday’s Daily.)

Last night while Captain Hadley, of
the B. C. Electric Railway Company’s
power launch Boothby was sleeping on
the cushions jn the cabin of the launch
two thieves entered in the dark, and
ran off with the trousers which were ly-
ing on the opposite seat. Captain Had-
ley was wearing his overalls at the
time, and now he has nothing to wear
except the grease-smeared ducks.

All day yesterday Captain Hadley
was kept busy showing people over
the fine launch. In the evening he was
tired and, without locking up, lay down
on the cushions and dosed off. The
place was quite dark and he had been
sleeping some time when he was awak-
ened by the falling of a gramaphone
dise. He sat up and as he did so a
man scrambled by him and dashed out
through the doorway onto the deck,
and disappeared. As he made off up
the steps to the cabin he dropped a box
of gramaphone discs which he was ap-
parently carrying off.

Shortly afterwards the captain found
some of his papers scattered on the
deck, and on looking discovered that
his trousers were not in their accus-
tomed plade, and that something like
$23 which he had left there was also
missing.

This is the first visit of the Boothby
to these waters, and it is not surpris-
ing that Captain Hadley thinks he was
badly treated. He says he would not
have-cared so much about the money if
they had only left the pantaloons. Now
he is looking for a young man, scarcely
twenty years of age, wearing a pair of
blue trousers of the correct captain’s
cut.

The Boothby is a fine launch. Cap-
tain Brown, as well as being chief nav-
igating officer, is engineer, cabin boy,
cook and general factotum. The Im-
perial engines are of 60 horse power,
and can drive the boat at from 121 to
13 knots under favorable conditions.
She is lighted by a separate motor
which runs the dynamo. She is in
spick and span conditions, both inside
and out, ahd is a credit to the captain
as well as to the cabin boy.

The Boothby is here for the purpose
of taking General Manager Sperling
and the visiting directors of the B.. (.
Electric Railway Co, to Jordan Triver,
if they decide to go. Usually she is
employed i» towing work.

Many pesple wonder how Captain
Boothby memages to run the engines,
steer, and do all the work himself,
The secret lies in an arrangement by
which bhe controls the engines while
standing at the whegl

PURITAN IN ICE.

Vessel
Had Hard Time in Floes,

Nome, Alaska, July 12.—With every
blade of her propeller gone as a result
of her battling with ice floes, the Brit-
ish tramp steamship Puritan, chartered
by the John J, Sesnon Company, to
carry 5,000 tons of coal to Nome from
Ladysmith, B. C., was convoyed into
port by the United States revenue cut-
ter Thetis.

The big liner was helpless in the ice
off the coast where she had been lying
disabled for three days when the gov-
ernment vessel came to her assistance
and brought her into port,

The Puritan was badly jammed by
the immense icebergs. She will be re-
paired here before returning south.
The lower part of the bow of the ves-
sel is damaged and she will have to
get a new .propeller.

Seattle, July 12.—The Yosemite in-
vestigation, which probably. will be
taken up during the week bhefore the
local board of United States marine
inspectors, promises developments of
a sensational nature.

BOYS LECTURED FOR
DAMAGING A HOUSE

Magistrate Speaks on the Dis-
cretion of the
Press.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The discretion of the Times in re-
gard .to the news interest in cases in
the juvenile court. was supported by
Magistrate Jay this morning, when he
was asked through the city prosecu-
tor for a ruling as to the withdrawal
of the press representatives along with
the general public. The magistrate
said he cquld rely on the discretion of
the Times if such was necessary, and
Ssaw no reason for ordering the press
out of court. On previous occasions
the same course has been allowed the
Times by the magistrate, who has
authority to withhold from publica-
tion the evidende in juvenile cases if
such is considered by him to be advis-
able. In tNe case before the court
the magistrate evidently believed it
advisable that the text of it shoulg re-
ceive publicity for the warning of
children whose impulses may . get
ahead of their discretion.

The case was one in which five boys,
all under twelve years, were charged
with damaging a dwelling house now
in course of construction. The boys
are on holidays, and had been occupy-
ing their time with climbing into the
attic and damaging the lath and plas-
ter ceiling. One boy . had fallen
through, The drying. plaster on the
walls had also been disfigured with
rough drawings made by a stick.

Plaintiff said he had no wish to
make an example of the lads, but was
compelled to take action, as he had
tried all means to have it stopped. Evi-
dence was giyen that the boys had all
admitted being on the premises, but
had .each aecused the other of doing
the damage.

Magistrate Jay told the parents of
the children that he had:noticed boys
and girls of tender years on the streets
as late as midnight, and that parents
should exercise more care and see
that the children were guarded in a
proper manner. To the boys he gave
a short lecture and warned them mnot
to appear in court again.

rtation as would not only cope with

present tonditions but ‘would provide
in a general way for the development
S0 close at hand. Dispatches from Ot-
tawa and from London gave room for
the hope that at an early date Esqui-
malt harbor would again see a British
fleet, not only a credit to the Empire,
but a considerable factor in the growth
of this part of the Dominion. With the
fleet, transportation and water, Vic-
toria might expect therefrom at once
a tremendous benefit materially and
Socially in the capital eity.

What was the provincial government
doing in the way of developing the cap-
ital city? Perhaps the most effective
way in which it was attempting to
meet the situation was by the work of
useful development in the country dis-
tricts. It must be admitted that if the
government was able to do this the cit-
ies must profit in a substantial way.
This form of work was at present un-
der way in the building of roads, trails,
bridges and public works generally that

might be of general utility and in the
best interests of the country at large.
If the question was asked as to Vic-
toria his mind wandereg over the sur-
rounding district. The building of the
Mill Bay road, a costly but essential
work for the develepment of this dis-
trict, was bound to bring about results
not. only in Saanich district, but in
Cowichan and in the districts along the
suburbs of the city.

The government had pretty well con-
cluded the purchase of the remainder
of parliament square, and would short-
ly be in possession of the property.
The urgency of the case which justified
the government in making this pur-
chase spoke eloquently for the progress
of the country and the increase of gov-
ernment business. Even the garrets
of the existing buildings were filled
with clerks necessary to carry out the
public business and still there was not
room enough. From the picturesque

point of view the purchase was of value |

and the business considerations made
it urgent that the government should
lose no time in providing for the days
near at hand. In all the constituen-
cies on the  island there were under
way expensive 'and elaborate public
works which must tell very materially
in the development and prosperity of
this part of the. Island. The govern-
ment was. not neglecting provision for
trails and prospecting roads .in other
parts. Many. of the trails asked for by
the Vancouver. - Island . Development
League were being attended .to. and
their requests would be carried out
nearly to the letter.

The premier. assured. the board of the
sympathetic, _kindly and . effective in-
fluence -of the government and .con-
cludéd with a short resume of his re-
cent trip into. the interior. Never be-
fore, he said, had he seen such indica-
tions of splendid growth, and of the
confidence of the people in all lines of
life and -business.

President Leiser mentioned the ques-
tion of railway - communication with
the north end of the Island, and 'as-
sured the premier that in all the gov-
ernment did to that end it would have
the hearty co-operation of- that board.

Minister of Agriculture.
Hon. Captain Tatlow, who was in-

-troduced as a constant visitor to the

annual meeting, expressed his pleasure
at being able to be present. He laid it
down as an indisputable  fact that all
other progress depended on the pros-
perity’ of “agriculture. Of the flow of
agricultural immigration to Canada
this province was getting the cream.
Around. Victorig was a splendid coun-
try, capable of sustaining a large
population, A - need of settlement,
however, was the subdividing of the
larger tracts held, In the clearing of
land the government was taking steps
to see what could be done and how
best it could ‘be done. The minister
went on _to tell of what has been done
in the department.ef agriculture to
bring it up to date, by the engagement
of experts. Incidentally, he defended
the bringing here of trained men from
outside, men who could net be got in
the province. At the sdme time, he
said,
that in future it could get such-men at
home, giving students going to agricul-
tural colléges such a sum for two years
ag would put them on an even footing
with those from other provinces, until
such ‘time as British' Columbia has-its
own agricultural college in connection
with the provincial university,

There was a great deal said about
the mineral and mining resources of
this province, Capt. Tatlow continued,
but in two divisiens of (Tie agricultural
field was to be found riches which sur-
passed them. In 1901 the value of the
fruit crop of British Columbia was
$391,000, while in 1908 it was $1,300,000
In the line of dairy produce there was
made in 1901 74,600 pounds of butter. In
1908 there was .made at 22 creamer-
ies 1,845,000 pounds, valued at $570,000.
Allowing for the consumption on farms
therg had been paid to producers last
yvear for their butter $2,500,000, adding
over $3,000,000 to the actual wealth of
the country. The production of cheese
rose from 95,000 pounds in 1907 to 185,000
pounds last year. Milk compnaies had
paid their patrons $286,000. From dairy~
ing, cheese and milk there had been
paid to patrons in 1907 $600,000, and in
1908 $800,000.

Many people thought that the prov-
ince was not in the way of progress in
agricultural pursuits on account of the
large importation of such  products
which it was still making. In poultry
and eggs, for instance, British Colum-
bia only supplied one-third of the de-
mand. It wag evident, then, what an
immense fleld for industry there was
here,

The minister went on to speak of the
amounts appropriated for the survey
of lands. He said that the lands now
being opened up would be divided into
three classes, one being for an endow-
ment for the provincial university, an-
other for pre-emption and the third for
either purchase or pre-emption. The
great increase in the revenue of the
province since 1903 was dealt with and
compared with that of Ontario.. The
revenue of British Columbia last year,
with a population of a quarter of a
million, was about $6,000,000. That of
Ontario, with a population of two and
a half millions, was $8,602,000. The Do-
minion subsidy to Ontario was $1,200,-
000, and to British Columbia $800,000.
The revenue of British Columbia, com-
ing largely from natural resources,
should be saved up as capital, seeing
that it was a using up of capital. Capt.
Tatlow assured the board of hig hearty
co-operation in the work of develop-
ment on Vancoucevr Island.

Ex-President Rithet.

Mr. Rithet urged the board to per-

sistently press for the bringing of a

the government was providing;

transcontinental railway to Victoria.
There_should be no discouragement in
this matter; railways must see the
matter eventually as he and so many
others -did. He urged the government
in aiding any railway to insist on its
opening up new territory. If a railwzy
wanted to run through the territory of
a competing line—if in British Colum-
bia they all tried to make for Vancou-
ver—they should be left to do it as
their own expense. Mr. Rithet declar‘-
ed that business conditions in Viétoria
were better and on a sounder basis
than ever before.

“One thing Victoria needs, and that
is to overcome the discouraging of
newcomers here,” said Mr. Rithet in
conclusion. “We old fellows' seem to
stay on and newcomers do not come in
as they should. We must remember
that they have to take our places and
I would like to see more encourage-
ment and more generosity to them.”

Mayor Hall expressed his confidence
that with a little patience and co-op-
egation among all citizens the present-
day civic problem would be solved, and
in a few years’ time Victoria would
be second to no city on the coast in
matter of equipment,

TOTAL WRECK

PILED ON REEF NEAR
PLEASANT BEACH

SRS SEEE P

Steamer’s Back Broken and
Waves Tearing Away
Upper Works:

Seattle, Wash., July 10.—Excursion
Steamer Yosemite, which piled on a
reef near Pleasant beach last night, is
to-day a total wreck. The strong cur-
rents around the reef this morning
twisted the old éraft and at noon her
back was broken and the waves were
tearing away her upper works. C. D.
Hillman, -owner, has abandoned the
vessel. Plans will be made at once for
a new steamer.

The Yosemiite was returning to Seat-
tle “from a cruise about Port Orchard
bay and adjacent waters. The passen-
gers were enjoying the slight breeze
which swept over the sound, when in
the strong tide of the narrows the
steamer refused to obey her helm.

It was a terrible bump the Yosemite
received when she crashed into the
reef. A ragged hole was torn in the
bottom. Water rushed in like a mill
race, driving the engine room crew to
the decks. Passengers -were more
frightened when the timbers grated
on the harsh .rocks as the old vessel
reeled and pitched, imprisoned on the
cruel reef. Suddenly the steamer list-
ed to port and settled, adding to the
terror.

Life boats were lowered and passen-
gers and crew alike fortified themselves
with lifé belts. The 148 persons on
board ‘were somewhat reassured when
they saw hélp close by. The steamrs
Norwood, Transport and Inland Flyer
soon camé along side, taking off the
excursionists and some of the crew.

The mate and several of hig men re-
mained  aboard to stand by, but last
night they were prepared -to Ileave
should the vessel begin to break up.
Everything moveable was taken off by
launches and other vessels in the ex-
pectation that the old craft would go
to pieces. Six scows and a tug of the
Crosby Tugbodt Company were dis-
patched to the scene,

The scene of the stranding is close
to the government quarry, and through
these narrows runs a terrible® tide.
Capt. Michael E. Edwards and two
quartermasters were at he wheel, The
Yosemite took a sudden sheer towards
Pleasant beach, which: is northeast of
the reef. Porting the helm; the ves-
sel was brought back to her course
only to take another sheer towards
shore, and before she could be swung
out into the ‘thannel again she was
ashore. The strong eddies in this vici-
nity are blamed for the mishap.

The side-wheeler was one of the old-
est vessels on'this codst ang one of the
few 'paddle stégmeérs in these waters.
She was built by J. W. North at San
Francisco in 1862 and registered 1,179
tons gross and.831 nejf. Her dimen-
sions were: Length, 267 feet; beam, 36.2
feet; depth, 11.6 feet. She wag built of
oak and had an unusually substantial
hull.

For years the steamer plied up the
Sacramento river out of San Francisco.
She did service running out of Victoria
for the C.P.N. Compapy before that
company was-formally”taken over by
the C.P.R., being at that time the
fastest steamer gn- the north Pacific
coast. She was pular as an excur-
sion steamer and was sold only a short
time ago by the C.P.R. Company.

ANOTHER RECORD.

Steamer Presidént Clips Another Hour
Off San Francisco-Seattle
Voyage.

Seattle, July 103.—Steamer President,
of the Pacific Coast Steamship Come-
pany, broke all records for a run be-
tween here and San Francisco when
she arrived at the Ilatter port this
morning. The President made the trip
south in 46 hours and 50 minutes. The
record was. previously held by the Goy-
ernor, with 47 hourg and 50 minutes.

He found the Ajax doing
excellent work directly opposite the
chemical works, deepening the chan-
nel from 16 to 20 feet. The Mudlark
never worked to better advantage.
She has removed this season about 85,-
000 square yards and is rapidly pro-
viding a sufficient depth of water on
the east side of the harbor from the
:ailway bridge to the Machinery De-
pot and across to Turpel’s ways.

BRICK PAVEMENT BEST
FOR HEAVY TRAFFIC

Seattle’c City Engineet Gives
an Opinion on Comparative
Merits.

R. H, Thomson, the city engineer of
Seattle, was here with the good roads
delegates who were in the city Thurs-
day. Seattle having passed through the
mill, as far as experience with pave-
ment materials is concerned, Mr. Thom-
son’s opinion was sought by some of
the city fathers, and will probably be
made use of.

Brick pavement for streets where the
traffic is heavy, Mr. Thomson says, is
what Seattle's experience has taught.
When properly laid it lasts practically
forever, he says, On streets where the
business done is retail and the mer-
chants keep .their doors open a great
deal sheet asphalt is found fo be the
most satisfactory material, In durabil-
ity it is not equal to brick, Wood block
paving is reckoned as having a life of
four to five years, and is laid down in
front of schools, churches, public halls
and other places where the noise made
by other pavements is objectionable.
All the patent pavement materials have
been tried out in Seattle, and each has™
been found to have its own good and
bad points, Mr. Thomson says. These
are chiefly wvaluable on ‘residential
street and on thoroughfares where the
traffic is not heavy.

The Sound city is going ahead by
leaps and bounds, its engineer says.
Apart from the extra business due to
the fair, trade in all lines has greatly
increased in the past year, and the
amount of civic work is keeping pace
with the general advance,

~‘Come 1nto Me
all ye that labor and are heavy laden,
and I will give you rest.’”

‘‘Recognizing the patriotic motives
which prompted the generous gift of
Lord Strathcona for the military edn-
cation of the youth of Canada, this
convention of Baptist churches declares
itself as being opposed to the introduc>
tion of military exercises and training
in the public schools of the Dominion,
but regrets that the money cannot be
used for the fostering of the higher
patriotism in the teaching and 'incul-
cation of the -drts of peace aqd of in-
ternational brotherhood as taught by
the Great Founder of Christianity.”
~ “Whilst the Baptist body fully “Te-
spects the freedom of ‘franchise of its
members, without reference to political
principles of any bparty, this conven-
tion would declare and pronounce it-
self upon the great necessity of lifting
the politics of eur country to a higher
standard of moral purity, so as-to.be
above suspicion of such debasing and
vulgar practices as ‘‘graft,’ ‘bood‘le,
and ‘corruption.” It believes that the
means” to this-end .of most practical
and lasting benefit is for its members
to associate themselves with the ac-
tivities of the parties which they sup-
port, and hy their presence and\coun-
sel to influence ‘thém. in the selection
of candidates for legislative offices of
Just and honorable men. Indicative of
its interest in purer politics, ang illus-
trative of the measures it would com-
mend, this convention cordidlly ex-
presses its approval of the Lord’s Day
Observance act, the ‘Local Option bill,
Corrupt Practices (election) act, the
Curfew by-law, the Anti-Cigarette
measure, Woman’s Suffrage movement,
public and independent audit of ‘all
public. funds, criminological reform, ju-
venile courts of justice, anti-race tra.ck
gambling and shorter w’orking time in
stores.

“It also rejoices in the proposed es-
tablishment of a provincia] university,
and further declares itself #h favdr of
granting to all public bodies having
the necessary equipmeént and teaching

ff degree, conferring powers under
suitable government inspection.”

Rev. J,-W. Williamson, the newly-
elected general secretary of the British
Columbia Sunday School Association,
announced that the Provincial Sunday
School Association convention would be
held in Victoria in November, at which
would be present Marion Lawrance, the
great Sunday school expert, and E. O.
Exell, the noted evangelist singer, and
urged that.all Sunday school workers
should attend.

Dr. Moody has spent nineteen years
in Central Africa, .and gave a very
vivid word picture of the conditions of
life there. He spoke of what had been
80 successfully done along missionary
lines, and what was urgepatly needed
in the immediate future.f Unless the
Christian movement w immediate
and aggressive, the nativeés. would be
won over to the Mohammedan f#ith.

Rev, Dr. Perry ‘introduced his sub-
Jject, ‘“‘Busy Here and There,” by stat-
ing that doing the secondary things
meant usually that the things of real
importance were left undone. While
the father and mother were busy with
materia] things, the opportunity for
saving their children’s souls was gone.
At the Great Divide, the stream was so

'STRENGTHENING THE

BONDS OF FRIENDSHIP

Speeches by President Taft:

and Hon. R. Lemieux at
. Burlington.

Burlington, Vt., July 9.—President
Taft’s participation in the Lake Cham-
plain tercentenary celebration ended
last night. The celebration here was in
many ways a repetition of the pro-
gramme followed in New York state.
The President seemed more deeply im-
pressed than ever with the sincerity
of the expressions of goodwill by the
representatives- of France, Great Bri-¢
tain andg Canada, and declared that the
unity which exists between those great
nations and the United States never
can be torn' apart.

Peace and a lasting era of goodwill
have been the themes upon which all
of the speakers have dwelt.

The President declared in his speech
here yesterday that the Champlain
celebration would fill a unique place in
history as the memoria] of the renewed
expressions of union and amity among
Great Britain, France and the Unifed
States.

Last night, with the other visitors,
the President was a guest at a ban-
quet, where he delivered his second
address of the day, a brief parting
word of congratulation and thanks for
the splendid manner in which the cele-
bration of Champlain’s discovery had
been carried out. &

The President, after paying compli-
ments to the people and the state of
Vermont for their history and - their
achievements, 'in his speech at the
city hall park, continued:

‘“We meet here to celebrate his wvir-
tues, and to congratulate France, his
country, - as * one that could produce
such a hero. .But the feature of the
memorial that I think is:unique is,
that gathered here in amity, in peace,
and in a union that cannot be torn
apart, are three great powers, Eng-
landg France and the United States,
andgvith England’s fairest daughter,
the Dominion of Canada.

“I ask you, where, in all the history
of memorialg can you find one that in
that respect will - mateh  this. Two
regiments of Canadian soldiers, the
GOyernor’s Footguards and the Royal
Highlanders, marched shoulder to
shoulder with the militia’ of Vermont
and the regulars of the United States.
They all understand the same orders
in the same way, and you did not feel,
except for the difference in color of
wuniforms, that you were looking-on
any different race.”

“Canada” was the subject of an ad-
dress delivered tby the Hon. Rodolphe
Lemieux, postmaster-general of Can-
ada, at the dinner given. to President
Taft- in connection with the celebra-
tion. The speaker paid his respects to
President Taft by saying that the Can-
adians claimed a part ownership In
him on account of the several hun-
dred”thousand of his countrymen who
had gone over the border and become
citizens of the Unite@”States. One of
the. proudest ~memories in Canadian
history was the fact that the little
Canada of fifty years ago sent no less
than 45,000 men to-fight in the ranks
of the north to maintain the - ascend-
ency of the stars and stripes, said the
postmaster-general.

Speaking of Champlain, the, Hon, Mr.
Lemieux said: “He was. 4 Statesman

"and missionary as well as an explorer,
and it is not too much to say, that-the |

leading spirits- of those who worked
with Champlain were in their way as
ardent missionary reformerg as any
who we to-day send out to China and
India or to the darkest Africa.’”

The speaker said there could mever
be_any real barriers between the Unit-
ed States and Canada, as their futures
were already so closely linked together
by all the ties of friendship and mu-
tual trade.

Wants to Fight Deputy as Result of
Accusations Made in Speech.

Rome, .ﬁly 9.~The minister of posts
and telegraphs yesterday sent a chal-
lenge to a Republican deputy as a re-
sult of the debate in the chamber of
deputies on the proposal to give the
Italian Lloyd Steamship Company a
25 years’ subdivision for the transpor-
tation of mail.

Signor Galliani, the deputy in ques-
tion, yesterday explained his accusa-
tion by saying that he did not allude
to the personal honesty of the minister
but to his political honesty, but this ex-
planation did not satisfy Signor
Schanzer, minister of posts and tele-
graphs. The bearers of his challenge
were Admiral Mirabello, the minister
of marine, and General Spingarty, the
minister of war.

BREAKS RECORDS |

LESS THAN THIRTEEN
‘DAYS FROM ORIENT

Fastest Steamer of Speedy
Line Arrived on
Friday.

The record for the Biue Funnel liners
on the Pacific was broken by the,
steamer Teucer, which arrived just
after-noon on Friday from Yokohama.
This line of freighters has the reputa-
tion for being the fastest on the ocean,
and the Teucer is one of the fastest, if
not the fastest of all the vessels of that
line. She formerly held the record,
making the trip from Yokohama to
Victoria in 13 days 1 hour. The latest
feat is 12 days 22 hours 42 minutes,

The steamer experienced a good deal
of fog. On the third day out the
breeze shifted from northerly to south-
erly, and then the fog came up and
stayed with them until nearly within
sight of the Vancouver Island shore,
where strangely enough it cleared so
that they were not hindered in enter-
ing the straits.

The vessel brought 8,500 tons of
freight, in all of which about 1,200 was
for Victoria. A small amount of this
was from Hong Kong, but the rest
was from Europe. =

EXPROPRIATION

SERIOUS QUESTIONS
HAVE TO BE MET

Opinion Has Been Advanced
That Has Important
Bearing.

(From Friday's Daily.)

The water question now again so
prominently to the fore carrieg with it
lots of trouble for the eity aldermen
and for many  others who have ‘some
connection with the matter. Ag time
goes on the difficulties increase, a
statement to which those interested
will be very ready to subscribe.

One of the latest little tangles to
arise is the point as to whether thae
transfer of the undertaking of the Es-
quimalt company to the eity by expro-
priation proceedings will carry with it
the right to enforce coniracts then in
existence between the Esquimalt com-
Pany and the other bodies. The gen-
eral opinion has been that these con-
tracts would be binding upon the city
but there are those who take a differ-
ent view of the question.

The settlement of the point would
have an important bearing upon the
Oak Bay water supply question. The
city has agreed to furnish Oak Bay
with. water in bulk at a rate of about
18 icents. Only recently the neighbor-
ing municipality entered into an ar-
rangement with T. Lubbe, of the Es-
quimalt company, by which' water
would be supplied at 6 cents. The sav-
ing was a very considerable one and
the question at once comes up, what
will happen if the city expropriates
Goldstream, would the city be bound
by this contract and have to supply
water at 6 cents to k Bay or would
the contract entered into by Mr. Lubbe
become void? <

In the matter of the contract be-
tween.the Esquimalt company and the
Tramway company whereby water is
supplied for power to the latter corpor-
ation the same question arises. There
has been a feeling on the part of citi-
zens that the taking over of the Gold-
stream proposition by the city would
carry with it that contract.

Now has come a declaration which is
said to have the support of the city
barrister that expropriation proceed-
ings would cancel al] existing contracts
being essentially a different procedure
to that of purchase in the . ordinary
way.

STRATHCONA GIVES
$500,000 TO MeGILL

Bulk of Gift to Be Used to
Complete New Medical
Building.

Another splendid gift to McGill Uni-
versity from Lord Strathcona and
Mount Royal was made known to the
university authorities in a cable from
Principa] Peterson, now in England.
It is a gift of $500,000, in order to help
the grand old institution out of the
financial difficulties in which it was
thrown by the two great fires that in
swift succession reduced to ashes the
larger parts of the engineering and
medical buildings in the winter of 1907,
says the Montreal Herald,

A cable dispatch from the principal
was received by W. Vaughan. the sec-
retary and bursar, intimating - that
$450,000 is to go to the completion of the
Medical building, while $50,000 is to be
applied to the augmentation of the sal-
aries of the professors.

This princely gift is made by "the
university’s chancellor injorder to sti-
mulate and encourage others to come
forward now in the day of need to help
the venerable imstitution out of the
deep waters of financial trouble which
are threatening to imperil its useful-
ness. %

The university, it is well known, has
lost several of its most efficient pro-
fessors in the last year or two, through
being ‘unable to offer them salaries
equal to those held out as inducements
by other seats of learning. These
greater inducements have drawn to
the United States and Great Britain
heads of faculties and sciéntific work-
ers, who need not be specified here,
but whose reputations in the domains
in which the most important discov-
eries of the age have been made. It
igs felt by Lord Strathcona. Principal
Peterson, and other friends and well-
wishers of the: university, that this
draining of the university’s best talent
must cease.

At is well known that the depart-
ment of the university in which Lord
Strathcona has been chiefly interested
in has been the medical faculty.

The destruction of the old medical
building by one of the mysterious fires
of two years ago presented the author-
ities with two ajternatives. Either a
new fabric commensurate with the
university’s expanding energies must
be erected upon a site at the rear of
the old structure which generous don-
ors were willing to place at their dis-
posal, or a patchwork repair, which
must have restricted the growing ac-
tivities of the faculty would have to be
undertaken.

The former alternative was chosen,
and the new building which now raises
its head in stately grandeur on the
brow of the hill facing the Royal Vie-
toria hospital was decided upon. A
large part of the cost of it was assur-
ed from the insurance effected on the
old. building, but there was still a
heavy balance t® be provided, and the
university has made unavailing appeals
to citizens. Lord-Strathcona’s gift will
doubtless 1ift the university out of its
immediate difficulty, so far ‘'as the
medical building is concerned, but
there is much to be done before its
financial sinews  afe - sufficiently
stregthened in other respects.

ESKIMO RETURNS TO
HIS NORTHERN HOME

Mene Wallace Says He Will Or-
ganize Expedition to Search
for Pole:

New York, July 12.—Vowing to or-
ganize an exploration party in Green-
land and carry the American flag to
the North Pole, Mene Wallace, the 20-
year-old- Bskimo youth, whse family
was brought to the United States 13
years ago by Explorer Peary, sailed on
Saturday for St. John's, where he
hopes to catch the schooner Jeanie
Bong for the far north.

Before consenting to allow the boy to
return home, members of the Peary's
Arctic club forced him to sign a de-
claration that he would never carry
arms in Greenland and that he would
never return to the United Statés. The
club men fear that he might attempt
to kill Peary, against' whom he is very
bitter because he says he received “a
frost” when he came to this country.

The boy’s last request was that the
skeletons of his parents, which are ex-
hibited in a museum, be given a decent
burial and not displayed to gratify idle
curiosity. Mene denied that he held a
grudge against Peary and Americans
in general, and said that although he
had not been treated right while in
this eountry, he would carry the Am-
erican flag to the North Pole.

Mene's ill-feeling against Peary is
apparent although he denied it to-day.
The boy was compelled to see his rela-
tiveg die one after another because
they could not stand the moderate cli-
mate of this country, and he blameés
the explorer for not sending them back
to the north land in order to save their
lives.

ORDERS FOR LUMBER
COME FROM CHINA

One of Results of Building of
Railways—Nation’s
Progress.

Portland, Ore., July 9.—Within three
years China will have adoptg a system
of compulsory education, railroads will
be penetrating the vast domain from

.border to border in the near future, and

the monetary standard will have been
changed from silver to gold.

These predictions are made by Capt.
Robert Dollar, of the Dollar Steamship
Company, who has been spending a few
days here after returning from a nine
months’ visit in the Orient,

“China is not the old sleepy nation it
was some years ago,” said Capt. Dollar,
“It is waking up, and I'venture to say
that in three years they will be educat-
ing ‘children and giving them a chance
to rise from the ranks in which form-
erly the ignorant were ‘compelled ' to
remain from birth. Compulsory educa-
tion, it is"expected, will result in won-
ders for the nation, because it will
serve to uplift the masses,

“But China needs ‘a revision of its
monetary system. To adopt the gold
standard will be:a different matter,
because China is not a gold producing
country, but plans have been~devised
which appear feasible, and the timeé will
soon come when China, too, on a sound
financial basis will be able to compete
with the other nations of the earth.

“China is a coming country eof rail-
roads, and they are being built and
owned. by the goyerhment. Twelve
years or so ago China had but 10 miles
of track and road in operation. To-day
it has 5,000 miles, and 4,000 miles are
building or projected, Within a few
years these miles of road will have
been completed, and then the céuntry
will begin in earnest and commerce will
assume proportions Theretofore un-
dreamed of,

‘@ye building of these large railroad
systems will naturally eall for lumber
from the Pacific northwest, and orders
for large quantities have already been
placed.”

In October|last, this board was hon-
ored by Sir omas Shough y, pres-
ident of the |Canadian Paci e Railway
Company, adcepting a complimentary
banquet. Members will doubtless re-
collect -that| in December] 1901, the
council, at that time, appointed a spe-
cial committee to endeavor to interest
Sir Thomas Shaughnessy in & proposal
that his company should build a first
class hotel in Victeria. . It was eigh-
teen months jater when the committee
reported sucdess, and about| six years
before the hqtel was opened! The oec-
casion .of 8in Thomas Shaughnessy's
annual visit |to Victoria, in October
last, his first| visit since the hotel was
opened, gave|the board an opportun-
ity to show ftheir appreciation of the
magnificent hotel which' his company
had erected, | which is described by
many visitor§ to be unigue in its ap-
pointments ranking with - the finest
hotels on the |[American ‘contihent. This

On the .15th April, this year, your
counci] met Mr, William Whyte, vice-
president. of, t]}g,)(’;?r;.g.dign Fdcific Rail-
way Company| and urged 4 more com«
prehensive. anid aececelerated Vancouver
Island railway policy. The early com-
pletion of the ratlway to Alberti was
asked for; as was also the prompt com-
mencement and rapid - construection of
the railway to the north end of the
island; likewise the branch to Cow-
ichan .lake. An improved steamer ser-
vice between Victoria and Fraser River
points was also urged, for which the
construction of a suitable steamer ap-
pears to be necessary.. These are mat-
ters which should be vigorously fol-
lowed up by the board.

On th‘e 21st |October, Mr. Charles M.
Hays, president of the Grand Trunk
Pacifie railway, ‘met your council, and
the quéstion of assisting contractors in
getting .in supplies by way of British
Columbia for [the construction of the
Pacific end of| the line was discussed.

Imperial Defence.

The question of Imperial defence has
engaged the board’s attention, and at
a special general meeting, in April, it
was unanimously resolved:

“That this board recognizing that
the people of Canada are always ready
p to assume its full share of the defence
of the Empire by sea as welt as by
land, urges that:

“l. The time has arrived for ' the
crea_tion and development of a service-
able Canadian navy as a branch of the
Imperial navv.,

“2. This board is heartily in accord
with any action which the Dominion
government may take to assist the Im-
perial government in the naval de-
fence of the Empire in the present
Juncture, and approves of a direct
and immediate contribution of the cost
of one or more battleships' to the Im-
perial navy, and also approves of the
purchase from the admiralty of war-
ships suitable for immediate use for
the training of Camadian seamen.”

In the opinion of the board some-
thing more -than the.adoption of this
resolution: Was. necessary, the  feeling
preyailing that the true spirit of Im-
perialism is best exemplified in per-
sona] sacrifice of some kind. A special
Committee was, therefore, appointed to
report upon a plan, and two  weeks
later the board adopted the recom-
mendation that more support -should
be given the local militia. Subsequent-
ly a letter was sent to every member
of the board. It is gratifying to state
that during the past three months the
strength of the militia has Heen consid-
erably augmented. The letter was as
follows:

“Dear Sir,—Your council having
carefully considered the report of Lt.»

dealing with the inadequate’ support
given the local militia forces, and: be-
ing fully cognizant that the same
should be maintained both in strength

The construction of .another dry-
dock at Esquimalt, large enough to
accommodate modern - warships, - and
the encouragement of steel shipbuild-
ing in Canada were considered to be
of the greatest possible importance\in
any -scheme of Imperial defence in
which the Dominion of Canada might
co-operate,
* Victoria Harbor,

The work of deepening the inner
harbor of Victoria has progressed sat-
isfactorily during the past nine months.
The new dredge has beeén employed in
the channe] between the entrance of
the harbor and the wharves. This
channel when completgd will have 20
feet of water at low tide.

The dredger Mudlark has been oper-
ating in the upper harbor, abeve the
railway bridge.

There is considerable rock work to
be done in the ‘inner and upper har-
bors but the plant now wused is not
modern, nor is there at hand proper
appliances for picking up. the.  rock
when loosened. The conséquence is,
this work goes on with little appre-
ciable results.

Greater attention is being paid to
the possibilities: of the omter harbor,
for deep water tonnage.' 'The accom-
modation there is ample for imme-
diate requirements, nevertheless the
owners are looking forward to an in-
creased business at this port on ae-
count of the isthmian connections al-
ready in operation and in course of con-
struction, and are preparing to extend
the accommodation at short notice
whenever called for.

A special ' committee of the board
has in hand the preparation of infor-
mation to be placed before all the Can-
adian transcontinental railways, show-
ing the special advantages of Vancou-
ver Island for, terminal purposes and
more particularly the many attractive
features the ports of Victoria and Es-
quimalt have -as ocean termini, This
committee are also taking up the ques-
tion of the breakwater to Brotchie
ledge, which has been outlined in pre-
vious reports of the board,

Pilotage.

There has been a change in the pilot-
age situation since thgngaﬁt report, a
new schedule of charges having been
inaugurated, based on:theitonnage of
vessels as well as the draught. The
original schedule was strongly object-
eéd to by this board of trade and what
purported to be a reduction of 20 per
cent was made, but owing to the new
basis of tonnage and draught upon
which the fees are levied, the charges
for pilotage are now about the same as
when made under the old system.

The efforts towards the abolition of
compulsory pilotage have been con-

tinued and in October last the special

general meeting. When the report,

committee presented the board’'s case

to Commander Spain, who had been
deputed by the department of\ marine
and fishdriés to investigate and report
upon the situation. The committee were
very hopeful of the probable result, but
the above has been thé only change
made and the board’s request for a
copy of Commander Spain’s report has
been refused on the ground that it is
confidential.

2 Agriculture and Immigration,

This board is indebted to the Honor-
able the Minister of Agriculture for
the -following remarks in regard to
agriculture and immigration:

Although the past year witnessed
decreases in the mining, lumbering and
fishing industries,y agriculture more
than held its own compared with prev-
fous years. The shortage in value of
the mining output weas caused by the
low prices of silver, lead and copper,
while over-production and unwise
competition in 1907 accounts for the
smaller cut of timber. With regard to
fishing, it was a ‘“lean year,” and
therefore the decreased year wasg not
unexpected. Dairying showed a very
considerable increase, of which Van-
couver Island contributed. within a
fraction of 21 per cent., its creameries
supplying 385,140 pounds of a total of
1,846,000 pounds of butter. Another no-
table fact is that Vancouver - Island
creamery butter commanded higher
prices than that of any other district.

The fruit crop was a fair average,
and the quality excellent. The prov-
ince won first prizes at London, Bir-
mingham, Manchester, Edi rgh,
Warwick, Leeds, and other exhibitions
in Great Britain, and numerous silver
and bronze medals were awarded to in-
dividual fruit growers. At the Inter-
national Fruit Show, held at Spokane,
Wash., . British = Columbia fruit was
awarded thirteen first prizeg<out of
fourteen entries, in competition with
many of the most famous apple 8row-
ing districts of the United States.

During the year there was a material
addition to the population of the agri-
cultural districts, Vancouver Island se-
curing a large number of desirable set-
tlers from Great. Britain and Eastern
Canada, most of whom embarked in
fruit ang dairy farming.

The demand for farming land on the
Island -and more especially in the vicin-
ity of Victoria, continued brisk, and a
large acreage changed owners, the pur-
chasers, in the great majority of cases
proceeding to settle upon and improve
their properties. >

The scarcity of farm laborers was not
so keenly felt as in the previous year,
although there was no decline in the
rates of wages, many young men seek-
ing employment with farmers in order
to.. gain knowledge of the different
branches of agriculture,

Thé efforts of the department of ag-
riculture .to. secure clean, healthy or-
chards were well supported by a ma-
jority of the fruit growers, who evine-
ed a desire.to improve their stock and
keep the trees free from insects and
disease. The results of thig work were
manifested by. larger ylelds and im-
proved quality-of the fruit. Better fa-
cilities for lhamdiing and shipping were

Colonels” John A: ‘Hall' and’ E.'G. ‘Prior | o =4 59 by the establishment of pack-

ing houses, by means of _.which grow-
ers were enabled to havc their fruit
sent to market in prime condition and
thus obtain better prices.

Considerable wild 1ands were brought
tinder cultivation during the year, but
there .is peed of more activity in that
direction as one of the greatest draw-
backs to agricultural overationg is the
heavy cost.of land clearing.

During 1908 there were over 607 square
miles of new surveys,” or a total of
nearly 400,000 acres. This year the gov-
ernment has twenty-four survey par-
ties in the field .and $280,000 has been
voted for the work. On the Island,
parties are subdividing land in the in-
terior and in Rupert district. The lat-
ter is attracting a large number of
settlers, mogt of whom propose going
in for stock raising and dairying.

The department of agriculture has
added to its staff additional fruit in-
spectors properly aualified in horticul-
ture and entomology, also a poultry ex-
pert, and additional veterinary inspec-
tors.It has also secured authority from
the legislature to establish cooling
warehouses, - plants ~ for. packing and
handling of. fruit, to enable the pro-
ducers to place their products on the
market in perfect condition.

Salmon Fisheries. =

The total pack of canned salmon for
the province in 1908 was 542,689 cases,
of which 35,023 cases were sockeyes.
The total was just dbout the same as
in the previous season, but although
leap-year is generally the poorest in
the cycle, of four years, there was a
better run of sockeyes in the Fraser
than in 1907, and this applies also to
Puget Sound and the Straits of Juan
de Fuca.

On the Puget Sound 155,218 cases of
Sockeyes were packed, as compared
with 74,674 cases caught in the Fraser
and in the Juan de Fuca traps.  This
is a Tlarger difference than usual, and
it certainly affords a strong argument
‘for effectual restrictive measures on
Puget Sound, instead of, ag at present,
Frager river interests being obliged to
pbserve most stringent protegtive reg-
ulations with- respect to the compara-
tively small quantity of fish allowed to
pass towards the Fraser river, while
such measures are chiefly for the bene-
fit of the Puget Sound fisheries.

The Dominion government, however,
has seen fit to increase the weekly close
time this year to forty-two hours, while
it remains at thitry-six hours only on
the Sound. This extraordinary mea-
sure has met with universal condemna-
tion at this end, and has been appealed
against by the cannerymen, fishermen
and local Dominion fisheries officials,
but without result. In the circum-
stances the outcome of the internation-
al fisheries commission is awaited with
considerable anxiety.

The successful operation of the sal-
mon fisheries of the Skeena river is
also being threatened this season by
onerous regulations as regards the
fishing boundary and commiéncing date.
These regulations are likewise opposed
to the views of all in this province, in-
cluding the local officials and a ma-
jority of the members of the recent
fisheries commission, the Skeena river
being the best naturally protected sal-
mon stream in the province, and show-
ing no signs whatever of depletion. In-
deed, the runs of salmon in the head-
waters of this river have been so great
that considerable quantities of ovae
have“been transferred to the Fraser
hatcheries. Notwithstanding - all this,
strongly supported petitions have been
without result. This utter disregard of
local opinion, officia] and otherwise, 18

causing great concern to all interested
in the salmon fisheries of this province
and pointg to the extreme desirability
of the appointment of a special fisher-
ies commissionér for the Pacific coast,
whose views would be accepted at Ot-
tawa and acted upon.

The anomaly referred to 'in the last
report of the dual licenses imposed up-
on fishermen and  canneries still re-
mains. This is an injustice and hard-
ship to those engaged in this industry,
which shoulg be speedily disposed of.

There were eight salmon traps oper-
ated on the Straits of Juan de Fuca,
and one cannery at Esquimalt in cen-
nection therewith. There were 23,241
cases of salmon, including 11,448 sock-
eyes, packed at Esquimalt and a con-
siderable quantity of sockeyes from the
traps was also sent to the Fraser river
to be packed at the cammeries there.
Although the small year, the traps
caught many more sockeyes than usual,
as was also the case in 1904 The run
of spring salmon was correspondingly
good, and some six hundred tons of
large red spring salmon Were cured
here and shipped in cold storage to
Germany.

This season being the big sockeye
year, twelve traps are being operated,
and preparations have beem made by
two loéa] firms to can about 50,000 cases
at the canneries at Esquimalt and outer
wharf at Victoria. The other irap op-
erators wil] take their fish to ‘the Fra-
ser river canneries. The spring salmon
season has opened well, ~and large
quantities are being mild-cured hgte
for shipment to Germany and the Unit-
ed States. A mew and favorable fea-
ture is the. utilization of the white
spring salmon for this purpose, so far
as the United States market is con-
cerned, as heretofore-it has been a dif-
ficult matter to find a profitable outlet
for this species of salmon. The open-
ing of the large new cold-storage plant
of the B. Wilson Co., will afforg great
er facilities. for this mild-curing busi-
ness which has developed as a result
of the allowance of trap-fishing, and
wil] obviate the necessity of sh@ping
these goods to Vancouver, as at pre-
sent, to be held in cold storage there.
The total extra business accruing to
Victoria as a consequence of the prose-
cution of this salmon-trap fishing, can-
ning and mild-curing business, mus.
be considerable.

Fishery Protection,

This board has for-some years past
urged that-thé Canadian fishing banks
on this coast be protécted against the
depredations of foreign fishermen,

In September last your ‘council con-
ferred with. Admiral C. E. Ki ‘mill,
commanding the marine:  service of
Canada, who was here for the purpose
of persondlly investigating the reqiire-
ments. It was urged that: steamers be
chartered for this service periding the
arrival of the permanent véssel or ves-
gels; also that two or mare small ves-
sels. would afford more fdequate ser-
vice than the large crufSer proposed.

Railway Devempglent,

During the year the ention of ‘gae
board has been directed. to railway
construction of Vancouwer Island. The
matter was brought up in definite form
by a communication from the Citizens’
League of Nanpaimo, enclosing the fol-
lowing - resolution:-“That--this - league
requests its parent body, the Vancou-
ver Island Developmient Lgague, to re-
quest  alt~— municipal - corporations,
boards of trade and all politieal asso-
ciations on this island tQ‘_ petition their
representatives in the Proyvincial House
to oppose the granting of government
aid to the Canada Northern Railroad
Company, or any other company, un-
less said. railroad company - contraet
with the provincial goverhment to con-
nect with Vancouver Island at a cen-
tral point, whereby Quatsino .Sound
and the towns and cities of Cumber-
land, Napaimo, Ladysmith - and Dun-
cans are  to be touched, at, making
Victoria the southern terminus.” <

It seemed to the board ‘prémature to
consider the position taken by the Citi~
zens’ League, although the board is
strongly in faver of such railway con-
struction as is therein referred to, and
the decision reached was that for the
present the resolution- should- not be
acted upon by this board. Since the
passage of the resolution by the Citi~
zens' League, a meeting was held at
Nanaimo on the invitation of ‘the
league, at which members of this board
attended as members of the executive
of .the Victoria branch of the Island
Development League, and representa-
tives of other branches of_the Dévelop-
ment League were also present. After
some discussion it was decided to vary
the resolution as above set out, and it
was accordingly changed to read as
follows:

“Whereas, it is understood that cer-
tain tranpscontinental . . railway com-
panies will apply to the provincial gov-
ernment for assistance ' in extending
their lines across British Columbia; and

“Whereas, the mainland part of Bri-
tish Columbia has several lines of rail-
way in operation, or in course of con-
struction, to which government aid has
been granted;

“Whereas, Vancouver Islandy with a
population nearly as numerous as the
southern mainland, bearing a propor-
tionate share of the taxation- of the
province, and

“Whereas, the island’s export of na-
tural products gredtly exceeds her ex-
port of natural products shipped from
points on the coast of the mainland,
and

“Whereas, the island requires rail-
ways to develop its rich resources now
lying dormant, and

“Whereas, the central and northern
parts of the mainland of this province
are rich in mineral, timber and agri-
cultural land, which are now practi-
cally unexploited and cannot be de-
veloped without railway facilities, and

“Wheras, a railway from Edmonton
to a central point on this island, mak-
ing Victoria the terminus, reaching
Quatsino, Alberni, Cumberiand, Lady-
smith and Duncans, would open up this
large section of rich, but at present un-
populated and undeveloped country,
and

“Whereas, the route already survey-
ed by Sir Sanford Fleming proves that
a practical route by the way of
Frederick .Arm and -Chatham Point,
then to the island by ferry, is an easgy
grade and an accessible route to reach
the island seaboards, and

“Whereas, the older settled portion of
British Columbia, namely, Vancouver
Isiand, having contributed greatly to-
wardsg the development of the whole
province, has a right to share

yin the development of the city. 'The
‘latest addition to the Canadian Pacific

fully in the advantages from the open-
ing up on the mainland;

‘“Therefore be it resolved, That the
officers and members of the Vancouver
Island Development League pledge our-
selves to aid, encourage and bring
about the building and construction of
railways on Vancouver Island, not only
on the east and west coasts, but
through the centre of the island, and§
wherever else necessary; including the
construction of car ferries, connecting
the island with the mainland, in order
that the vast resources of the island
may no longer lie comparatively idle.

“And be it further resolved, That we
call on all public spirited citizens on
Vancouver Island, whether in or out of
the league, and whether holding public
office or in’ private life, to lend their
support to this vital movement for the
betterment of the island.

“And be it further resolved, ‘That
any policy of railway aid to a trans-
continental road that may be adopted
by the provincial government will mot
be .satisfactory to the people of Van-
couver Island, which does not provide
for railway connection with the main-
Iand as integral part of such transcon-
tinental road.”

The various branches of the Develop-
ment ILeague are a unit in their sym-
pathy with this position.

Application was made to the board of
trade by the Victoria & Barkley Sound
rajilway for an endorsemnet of their
project, The board felt at the time the
application was made sufficient data
had not been presented to warrant ac-
tion, and accordingly the question was
allowed to. stand over for investigation.

Subsequently a committee was ap-
pointed . to take into consideration all
matters connected Wwith railway con-
struction so far as they relate to Vie-
toria and Vancouver Island, This com-
mittee have held several meetings, is
gollecting data and has put itself in
communication with the several trans-
continental railway companies;

It can be said with confidence that
the interest in railway construction on
Vancouver Island is growing very rap-
idly in intensity, and there is a strong
feeling in all parts of the island that
the most - advantageous connections
with the mainland should be establish-
ed at the earliest possible day, so that
the parts of the island may be develop-
ed in conn&ction with the rapidly in-
creasing - traffic from the prairie pro-
vinceg to the ocean, and the great mna-
tural yesources of the island may be
economically - developed.

No
one knows what will be done with her,
and the only information is that the
company has other uses for her, It
was suggested by some members of
the crew that threy thought she would
lie up for a time until trade conditions
improved, but the company has al-
ready four or five steamers tied up,
and it seems unlikely that they wil] do
the same with the big <€reighters of
this line if they can possibly help it.

PRAYERS OF PRINCES

Passenger on Tosa Maru Tells
of Arrival of Rain in
Central China. X

There will be 30 famine in China. was
the good news brought,by the steamer
Tosa Maru on Thurs\day from. -the
Orient, There was in the centraj pro<-
inces_a dangerous drought; which, if
continued much longer, would have ras-
sulted-in a very serieus famine among
the peasants, who live from year to
year-on the small returns of -a’little
patch of land. Seeing the danger the
regent ordered that prayers should be
offered-to the God of Mercy' and a
dozen other deities to whom it is. cus-
tomary to appeal in such cases, asking
that the needed rain might be sent.
The regent explained to his princes
that the principal reason for offering
the prayers was that the. peasants

; might be comforted. The princes and

nobles went off to pray, and the rain
came, so their prayers were effective.
This is the account given by a return-
ing missionary, R. L. Simpkin, who,
with Mrs. Simpkin, is returning on fur-
lough owing to sickness from engag-
ing .in missionary work at the upper
waters of the Yangtse river.

‘When Mr. and Mrs. Simpkin, who be-
long to the Society of Friends, left
Nankin prevince there was no sign of
rain, but after their arrivaj-at ‘*he
coast they heard that the much-needed
moisture had come, and that the peas-
ants of the district they had left would
not starve. They came down the up-
per Yangtse in .a house-boat, making
that part of:‘the journey in six, days,
a distance which-takes a mohth to
' eover in the opposite direction. When
river thé Dboats are
hanled by bambo ropes, and the pro-
aress is very slow. From Ichang they
took the river steamers as far as
Shanghai, where they embarked on the
Tosa Maru. They are now on the way
to New York.

ANTI-CIGARETTE LAW
UNCONSTITUTIONAL

Decision of Superior Court
Judge at Tacoma—Case
tc. Be Appealed.

Tacoma, Wash., July %—The anti-ci-
garette law passed at the last regular
session of the legislature is unconsti-
tutional. This is the decision rendered

ADVOCATES USE OF
COAL FROM B. C.

Shippers of Seattle Object to
Competition From For-
eign Vessels.

|

The shipping men of the Western
United States are advocating the use
of British Columbia coal on the United
States war vessels, and George F.
Thorndkye, of Seattle, manager of the
Globe Navigation Co., has taken the,
matter up with the navy department.
The shippers object that the engaging
of foreign vessels to bring coal from
the Atlantic to this coast ruins  the
shipping here, as the vessels which
bring coal have to return, and they are
willing to' cut the rates in order to get
a cdrgo. He says:

“It seems to me the solution offered
to use Comox and other British Col-
umbia coal is one that would assist
our shipping most, and also serve the
navy best. I am sure that our coal
operators would welcome the purchase
of large quantities of British Celumbia
coal by the department, because that
would probably assist them to recover
some of the California coal trade,
which we formerly enjoyed a large
share of, but ifi which we have not
participated for many months, even to
the extent of one full cargo, whereas
we formerly shipped yearly probably
300,000 tons from Puget Sound to San
Francisco. Then the . coal mines in
British, Columbia. are owned in that
province, with the -exception, if I am
not mistaken, that American capital is
invested in some of them.. Then many
laborers in those mines are supplied
from the American side; they are con-
stantly travelling back ~ and forth,
spending mgre or less of ‘their earn-
ings. All of the revenue derived from
the outpit of those mines is placed in
circulation on this coast. The profits
are not sent to Europe, as are those
profits derived from the -trampg en-

gaged in transporting government coal. |,

I have been talking with marine en- |
gineers who have bured both Welsh
and Comox coals, and by them have
beén informed that there is no greater
danger from spontaneous - combustion
with Comox coa] than the former.
‘“We are in nowise concerned in
coal mines or any other business, ex-
cepting operation of Iumber vessels
which are operating unprofitably in
the . foreign trade. Our exports this
yvear are smaller than in 1908, which
I attribute largely to the fact that
owing to the tremendous low rates,
both lumber and flour were rushed to
China and Japan, while lumber was
rushed to Australia, congesting those
markets, thereby resulting disastrously
to the manufacturers last year, my
conclusion being that ridiculously low
rates for a short period demoralize
business rather-than' stimulate it.”

PRINCESS ROYAL

PURGHASE OF THE
MONARCH MINE

Well: Known Property at Field:
Changes Hands for
Large Sum.

Vancouver, July 10.—A group of min-
ing finamciers reprsenting both East-
ern and Western capital, have just
completed the purchase of the famous
Monarch lead at Field. John A, THom-
son, manager of the Bowen Island
Coppér Company, and the Golden
Eagle Mining Company, on behalf of
the new syndicate, put through the
deal, ‘acquiring the property under the
bomd held by the Vancouver Smelting
& Mining Company, Limited. The
consideration has not been made pub-
lic, but it is understood to be a heavy
one, as the Monarch lead properties
on the face of Mount Stéphen have long
been known to be of great value,

Mr. Thomson, in company with W.
H. Beytley and W. J. Van Houten,”of
this city, inspected the mine twice'a
few weéks ago, and it was upon théir
recommendation that g purchase was
decided upon.

The new concern, known as the
Stephen Mining Syndicaté, comprises
ten financial men from Los Angeles,
Toronto and Vancouver. - Plenty of ne-
cessary capital has'been subscribeg to
carry on operationg on a large scale.
Already the new owners have pur-
chased a car-load of mining machinery
which is to be shipped to Field from
Vancouver to-day. Werk will com-
| mence ‘at once. Conservatively esti-

in sight from the old workl\ngs, and
with the vast ore body yet untapped
there seems no doubt but that the ope-
erations, even though on as large a
scale as they are, wil]l be al] too insuf-
ficlent for the minera]l supply antici-
pated,

The Vancouver Smelting & Mining
Company worked the Monarch from a
surface level at an out-cropping about
700 feet above the C. P, railway tracks,
which pass the property three miles
east of Field. It has been found prac-
tically impossible successfully to op-
erate from a surface standpoint, owing
to the road which enters the workings
up from the railway lihe, having to
cross a half-mile stretch of perpetual
slide and straight cliffs, over which
hangs a mountain 1,500 feet-high, To
avoid a Waterloo from the frequent
land slides at this point, the new com-
pany hag decided to open the mine
from the present level of the C. P. R,
extending into the face of Mount Ste-
phen at a bunker height of forty feet
above the track. A tunnel will bé pro-
jected for some eighty feet, and from
here it is proposed to upraise at an
angle of about 45 degrees, running for
a distance of 700 feet, which will lead
right into the present workings.

Arrangements have been made with
the C. P. R. to construct an overhead
platform across the main line in order

the ore body, and states that he had
often been informed of the size of the
body, and the comparatively small
amount of work which had been done
upon it, but the result of his examina-
tion proved to him that the ore body
was many times greater than he had
anticipated, and its mineral quality
was excellent.

The tunnel of the present workings
enters a perpendicular cliff at an alti-
tude of 600 feet above the railway and
4,000 feet above sea level, and is driven
straight into the mountain 300 feet. For
about eighty feet the tunne] follows a
fissure in- thé ore body, and then a
crosscut is driven forty feet to the left.
At that distance it still remaing in the
ore and from samples obtained all
across the cut_Mr. Thomson found an
average valué of $25 per ton. The char-
acter of.the ore is lead, silver and zinc,
with the principa]l value in lead. From
the first crosscut, the main tunnel runs
180 feet in a solid ore body, and then
another crosscut is made for twenty
feet to the left, with solid ore about
half the distance, seemingly ending in
indications -of the overhanging wall. A
crosscut on the right, however, has
been extended thirty feet with no in-
dications of a change to the ore char-
acter. The ore assayed here runs some
$5 per ton better than the samples ob-
tained in the first crosscut,

Portions of this gigantic ore body,
from ten to twenty feet in width, will
run over 60 per cent. lead, with small
values in silver and zinc. This is prac-
tically clean shipping ore, The balance
of the body is a high grade concentrat-
ing ore.

As previously stated above, 10,000
tons of ore has been blocked out, which
can be removed at smal] cost, This

famount can be seen from the present

18vel of the workings. No sinking has
been done, nor' have there been any
raises or stopes more than thirty feet.
On the surface at the apex of the
mountain, 1,000 feet above the present
tunnel, a small shaft has been sunk,
showing a large outcrop of the same
ore, giving strong indications that the
body extends the whole distance down
to the existing workings.

The story, of the finding of the fa-
mous Monarch mine is a well-known
one in mining circles. Years ago it
was first located by a Swede laborer on
the C. P.' R. construction work. He
picked up a float on the track one day,
and after work crawled up the side of
the mountain and found the outcrop.

Attempts to work the mine by a
wagon road and tranmway across the
slide have not been noticeably success-
ful on account of the frequent land-
slides, but the idea of entering at
level and tunnelling up inside,
hoped, will solve the difficulty,

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VANCOUVER FOUR
» SETS NEW RECORD

WINS BIG RACE AT
SEATTLE REGATTA

Terminal City Oarsmen Take
Every Event But One on
Final Day.

Seattle, Wash., July 12.—The YVan-
couver oarsmer, with a single excep-
tion, won every event on the pro-
gramme in the senior events in the
second day of the regatta on Lake
‘Washington Saturday aftermoon. The
time in the four-oared contest, 7:492-5,
by the Vancouver four, is the best ever
made on the Pacific coast by any am-
ateur crew.. Vancouver won first place
in the singleg and fours, and in a spe-
cial race with the San Diegp four,
champions of .California, won hands
down. Charles Laing, of Vanoouver,
after winning the singles from T. D.
Des Brisay, of Nelson, B, C., easily
defeated the San: Diego single sculler,
Harry Vaughn, in the last race of the
day, concluding the eighth annual re-
gatta of the North Pacific Association
of Amateur Oarsmem with the fifth
and last victory for the red and white.

Charlie Laing, of Wancouver, ang T.
Deg Brisay, of the Nelson Boat Club,
were the only. men who started in this
event; E. O. Gloss of Portland, who
had entered, withdrawing before the
race.

The men caught the water together
at the report of the gun, and started
the race rowing thirty-three to the
minute. They soon settled down to
twenty-nine and were rowing at this
rate when they passed the buoy which
marked the completion of half ~the
course. The hard race commenced to
tell on the oarsmen, and they lowered
their stroke to twenty-five. Laing,
who had the outside of the course, kept
his boat pointed straight as an arrow
for the university = boat house, off
which were anchored the stake buoys
which marked the finish of the race,
while the champion from  Nelson
gradually steered his boat farther and
farther west of the course.

Laing never for a moment let up in
the race agains his old rival, and
captured the first race for the Vz.m-
couver club jin easy style. Laing
passed between the two flag buoys ten
lengths to the good, going the mile
and a half in 10:20.

Four-Oared Race.

S. C. Sweeny stroked his crew to vie-.
tory in the four-oared race.

As had. been expected, the contest in
the fours was a battle between Port-
land and Vancouver, and the! Vancou-
ver men proved their right to hold the
perpetual Buchanan trophy for an-
other year. ; .

The Vancouver four all new men
with the exception of Sweeny at
stroke, hit the- water first at the start.
The stroke, duplicating - his . perform-
ance in last year's.regatta, started out
at a het clip, rowing at thirty-eight
to the minute, and soon: pulled away
from the -Portland. boat. Loomis, the
Rose City stroke, under the direction
of McMicken, who was pulling the bow
oar and saw the gradual disappearance
of the Vancouver shell from view, in-
creaséd his stroke to’ thirty-seven,
with Sweeny pulling at thirty-six, Be-
fore a half-mile had been reeled off
Vancouver led by two "lengths, with
the James Bay four five lengths be-
hind Portland. The result was never
in doubt after another qurater had
been pulled, Vancouver leading by
fully six lengths. Sawers, who was
stecring the Vancouver shell, used
good judgment by pulling towdrd the
outside of the course,

The James Bay créw gave one of the
best ~exhibitions of rowing against
odds in the race, after Portland ap-
parently had them beaten by pulling
abreast their rivals. No. 2 hit a pile
with his oar blade just off Yesler, and
stopped the progress of his boat, and
Portland incredsed her lead, ﬂnlshlqg
seven ‘lengths behind Vancouver

The Doubles.

Moore and Gloss, of Portland, took
first place in the doubles after 4 close
race with Laing and Sinclair, of Van-
couver, winning by three lengths, The
boats kept abreast over almost the en-
tire course, not twenty feet apart, and
it proved to be the most interesting
event on the card. Laing said after
the race that but for a gqueer trick of
fortune he and Sinclair would have,
won the race. A shorter man than
Laing had adjusted the sliding ‘seat in
a previous race, and Laing did not
stop to fix it before the doubles. Con-
sequently he could not make a full
sweep with his oar.and stroked a short,
choppy oar over the course, ‘which
handicapped himself and Sinclair. The
time was announced as 8:23 2-5.

Special Races,

The Vancouver four won easily from
the San Diégo crew, amateur champ-
fons -of California, in a special race,
winning by three lengths: without .ex-
erting themselves, in 8:15. 'The San
Diego boat carried 'a coxswain, and
was giveri a handicap of thirty sec-
onds. --The - Southerners “later clafmed
that' they were not given thirty sec-
onds’ handicap and raised a second ob-
jection that the Vancouver boat drift-
ed across the line before the start, but
the Vancouver four could probably
have -won ‘handily had the crews
swapped boats.

Laing’s Second Vietory.

Laing defeated Harry Vaughn, the
Southern champion, by ten lengths in
easy fashion in the singles. Vaughn
finished rowing only twenty to the
minute and was plainly all in, while
Laing, rowing with a sweater on in
his third race of the day, pulled a
strong race. No time was taken.

A strong wind aided the crews, and
probably accounted for the good time.

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BIG POWER PLANT.

Southern Pacific Railway Company
Will Spend Millions in California. {

Nevada City, Cgl., July 12.—C. Cur-
tis, engineer for the Southern Pacific
Company, has made application to Su-
pervisor Bigelow, of the National for-
est, for a permit to construct a mam-
moth power plant on the North Yuba
river in Sierra county.

DIVORCED WOMAN
COMMITTED SUICIDE

Verdict of Jury Which Investi-
gated Mysterious Death
in Bay City.

San Francisco, Cal,, July 12.—A ver-
dict of suicide was returned Saturday

afternoon by the coroner’s jury which
hag been investigating the death of
Mrs. de la Montanya, the divorced wife
of the Marquis de la Montanya, and R.
G. Hanford was censured for leaving
his gun where the woman could ob-
tain it.

Police Sergeant A. D. Layne testified
that the German revolver, which caus-
ed the death of the woman, wag dis-
charged while he was examining it a
short time after Mrs, Montanyn shot
herself.

Mrs. de la Montanya, Mrs. W. H.
Patton, R. G.-Hanford, a wealthy min-
ing man, dnd Charles O, Whittemore,
a Los Angeles railroad magnate, were
spending the evening of July 2nd in
Mrs. de la Montanya's apartments.
Hanford had a small German pisto] in
his pocket and when asked to mix
chocolate for the party, laid the gun
on a table, at.the same time instruct-
ing his hostess rg)t to touch the wea-
pon. He turned away from the woman
and almost at the"same instant a shot
was heard and Mrs. deila Montanya
fell over with a bullet hole in her tem-
ple. The.question of whether she com-
mitted suicide or killed herself acci-
dentally has been a puzzle t;) the po-
lice. ¢

Mrs., Patton, at the inquest, summar-
ily dismissed the idea  that Mrs, de
la Montanya committed suicide, on the
unique ground that had she iptended
to kili herself she never would have
marred her beauty, of which she was
very proud, by firing a bullet into her
head.

When Mrs. Patton reacheg this part
of her narrative she turned to the jury
and earnestly said: “Mrs. de la Mon-
tanya had many little stubborn ways;
she never liked to be dictated to or to
be ordered not to do a thing. I firmly
belieyve she was picqued when = Mr.
Hanford told her not to touch the re-
volver and picked it up for. that rea-
son. I suppose she touched the trigger
accMentally and shot herself. .. She
never, never would have intentionally
shot_herself in the head.” ¥

ed the inquiset.

WASHINGTON LUMBER
CAMPS CLOSED

Many Plants Idle Pending Set-
tlement of Tariff
Question.

Portland, Ore., July 12.—Most of the
logging camps of the Lower Columbia
and tributaries, as well as those of
Grays Harbor, have shut down for the
vacation season, according to E. E. Mc-
Claran, of the Cowlitz Logging Com-
pany, and they are-expected to remain
idle until the tariff question is sbttled,
one way or the other.

The camps have not recognized any
vacation season for the past five years,
because there was a strong demand
for logs, but the disturbed condition
of the market at this time has prompt-
ed the owners of the camps to guard
against an oversupply, at a time when
the price is inclined to decline.

“There are about 1,250,000 feet of
logs now in the water of the lower
river,” he says, “and by the time these
are used up perhaps we will know
where we are at on this tariff question.
Logs are now quoted at $7 for red fir
and $9 for yellow, and this will not
permit of profit in the logging busi-
ness at the rate of wages and the cost
of provisions, The trees while stand-
ing in the forest, will not deteriorate,
but if felled and cast into the water
would depreciate in value after a
while.”

The approach of harvest is a good
time for men to obtain Jjobs in the
wheat-growing districts, and many of
them have already gone into the Walla
Walla and Palouse country, where the
crop is good and hundreds of extra men
will be needed, Mr. McClaren says.

M. Randall, general
secretary of the league, read a set of
resolutions passed by the international
committee Saturday afternoon provid-
ing that the international conventions
shall hereafter be held quadrennially.
