The Expenditure o; the Dominion.

In our last issue we published the first
part of the speech on Dominion Expendi-
tures, delivered in the House of Commons
by G. W. Ross, Esq., of Middlesex.
What we gave of the speech last week

penditure. Continuing from where we
broke off Mr. Ross said:

He would first notice some items in re-
gard to which the opinions of hon. gen-
tlemen on both sides of the House differ-
ed. The first item he would take was\

| Militia, in which a reduction had been

effected amounting to $426,928. He was
prepared to justify that decrease, although
there were many gentlemen in that House
and perhaps, many in the . country, who
believed Canada requireda vigorous aad
active militia force. He-thought thag .in

were in office; they found that 80,022
emigrants landed in Cunada, and of that
number 40,649 removed tothe Western
States. 'Take the year ending 30th June,
1875, the first year in which the present
Administration had full command of the
affairs of this country, they found that
36,706 emigrants landed in this country,
and only 9,214 left for the Western States,
and that last year, 1877, the number of
emigrants who came here was 32,716, of
which only 5,640 removed to the Western
States. The fact was clear that, under
the late Administration, when, as they
alleged Canada enjoyed the haleyon days,
that out of a total number of emigrants
who landed here, of 80,000, 40,000 re-
moved to the United States; but under
the present Administration, when every-
thing was depressed, industry was
languishing, trade upon the verge of ruin,
milf: and manufactories closed, what did
they find? That instead of finding 40,-
000 of our emigrants rushing off to the
United States, only 5,640 Jeft us for that
country.

MORE COMPARISONS- .

Let him notice another fact in that con-
nection; that slthough Canadamay be in a
state of depression, yet, %0 far as the
mov ts of immigrants from the vther
side of the Atlantic could be taken as evi-
dence of the prosperity of this country,
we must be in a much more prosperous
than the Americans. During the

] three years, immigration to the Unit-
/edPStates declined 65 per cent., while im-
migration to the Dominion of Canada
in the same time declined only 1} per cent.
and this fact was further substantiated by
the statement made by Mr. Ward in Con-
gress, a very short time ago. He said :—

and his hop. friend the member for Cum-
berland (Mr. Tupper) in speaking on this
point, said the policy of the present Ad-
ministration seemed to be to starve our
public works. On examining the Public
Accounts, however, he did not find that
the policy of the present Administration
in the matter of public works appeared to
be a starving policy. Let them take the
expenditure on public works chargeable to
income, and it would be found that hon.
gentlemen during the seven years of their
Administration spent per annum, on an
average, $767,567. During the last three
years the present Administration which
had been charged with starving public
werks, spent an average of $1,656,279 per
year, or more than twice as much per
annum, on an average as hon. gentlemen
opposite. This did not appear to him to
look much like starving public works.
On public works chargeable to capital ac-
count, the hon. gentlemen opposite had
spent during their seven years of office,
on miscellaneous public works, the sum of
$524,666, or equal to half a million in
round numbers. During the last three
years the amount expended per annum,
under this head had been $3,481,522, or
nearly seven times as much. And yet
they were charged with starving public
works.
ON THE PACIFIC RAILWAY,
the late Administration spent during four
years an average of $383,873 per annum ;
the present Administration spent on an
average, $2,193,652 per annum, or again
about six times as much. Or take the
whole account for public work chargeable
to capital acconnt, they found that
SINCE CONFEDERATION

$68,051,325 had been expended in this de-
partment ; the late Administration spent
an annual average of $6,625,622, and the
present Administration an annual average
of $7,225,678. He would leave these facts
without comment for the consideration of
the House ; they spoke for themselves,
and showed that the policy of this Gov-
ernment, in regard to public works of
every character had been a’' most liberal
g)licy ; that their poliey in regard to the

acific Railway was a liberal, compre-
heosive and energetic gmlic , and a policy
that commended itself to the approval of
every right-thinking man. 'He would re-
fer to an othéritém in which an increase
had taken place in the ordinary expendi-
ture—

THE ADMINISTRATION OF JUSTICE.

He had already informed the House that
the average percentage of increase in the
Administration of Justice under the old
Administration was 58 per cent. in seven
years. He found, however on reference
to the Public Accounts that, in order to
make the compurison between the two
Administrations a fair one, it was neces-
sary that the eliminating policy of the
hon. the member for Cardwe!l should be
applied here, and if they eliminated the
expenditure for the Suppreme Court,
amounting to $51,485.10 from that ac-
count, they would find that, while the in-
crease under the late Administration was
58 per cent. in seven years, as already
stated, under the present Administration
it would be found to be only 12 per cent.
in three years. In one case it was at the
rate of 8 per cent. per annum, in the
other case 1t was four per cent per annam,
Let them next take the department of
IMMIGRATION.

His hon. friend from Niagara was very
bold when he came to discuss this depart-
ment of the public expenditure. He
staked his politjeal existence on the fact
that there was great extravagance in this
department. But what were the real
facts in'this case? An enormous increase?
Reckless expenditure ? Nut at all, simply
an apparent increase of $35,379 in three
years. To arrive at the normal expendi-
ture of this department it would be neces-
sary to look into the accounts somewhat
closely, and on doing so it would be found
that there were several items which could
not by auy rule of fairness be regarded as
ordinary expenditure. First there is the
item of $47,700 charged as a loan to the
Icelandic colony ; next there is $32,000
entered as part of Mennonite loan, and,
again, there is the sum of $21,733 for the
suppression of the small pox “at Gimli.
The two first items were mere advances
to these settlers, for the re-payment of
which the Government held ample secur-
ity. The last item was purely exception-
al. Now, if they deducted those three
items from the whole expenditure of last
year, they would find that instead of the
expendiure on immigration in 1876-7 being
larger than the expenditure of the last
year of the late Administration, it was
actually $66,048 less; or, if hon. gentle-
men did not admit that they were respon-
sible for the expenditure of the year 1873-
4, they might compare it with the expen-
diture of 1872-3, and they would find
$34,582 less. There was

ANOTHER NOTICEABLE FACT
in regard to immigration. The ratio of
increase ingthe expenditure under the late
Administi§éion, was 428 per cent., as he
before stated, but the influx of immigrants
increased only at the rate of 170 per cent.
That is, th§ cost increased three times as
fast as the'results. There was another
fact in regard to this expenditure, which
was said to be so abnormally increased,
namely this that while the expenditure
for immigration was actually reduced dur-
ing the past three years 20 per cent., or
in all, over $66,000, the actual results
were only effected 1} per cent. If this is
compared with the expenditure of the old
Administration, whereby an increase of
428 per cent. in the money expended se-
cured an increase of 170 per cent. in the
number of immigrants settling in Canada,
it will be readily seen how satisfactorily
the department is now, conducted.

ANOTHER INTERESTING FACT
is that, during the last three years, a
greater number of those who land in
Canada are disposed to remain here and
make it their l.}l)t?me. It is said by hon.
gentlemen opposite that trade in this
country is so depressed that immigrants
could not be expected to settle here while
the present fiscal policy was continued.
They were told that there were no induge-
ments held out, that there ought to be n
inducements held out, to emigrants from
a foreign country to enter Canada in its
present depressed coudition, but he might
give a few facts in connection with the
wmovements of emigrants which would,
perhaps, enlighten hon. gentlemen with
regard to the merits of the fiscal policy of
the present Administration.

EFFECTIVE FIGURES,

Take 1873 for instance. He found that
while 99,000 emigrants landed in Canada
in that year, 49,059 of those removed to
the Western States, Take the year 1874,
the last in which the gentlemen .opposite

thr years age.”

This was corroborative evidence. shat
the .3vements of immrigiants from the
_other side to this, was, to a certain extent,
"4 indication of the relative presperity of
the two countries. He would also cite
another fact in'the same connection. The
hon. member fo* Cuamberland, in  his
vigorous and able speech of a few days ago,
said that the tendency of the fiscal policy
of the Government was to cause Canadians
to expatriate themselves ; and the right

on. member for Kingston, in his address
at Hamilton, said :—

“Until we get Free trade ora reci tv of
tariffs, your struggling manufactories will be closed
your skille d artizans who should find employment
in their own country, willdrift toa lon&n cowr
try and get employment there. Our best and brav-
est and strongest will be drawn off to work in (or;

He could have supposed that his hon.
friend, in making a statement of that kind,
sobroad and sweeping, would have enquired
carefully to ascertain whether it could be
substantiated by evidence of an unequivo-
cal character. He found, however, on ex-
amining the immigration reports of the
United States, that that statement was
not at all borne ont, as the following
STATISTICS FROM THE UNITED STATES TMMI-
GRATION RETURNS

would show :—In 1871, the year for which
hon. gentlemen opposite would all admit
they were responsible, 47,024 Canadians
settled on the other side of the line; in
1872, 30,454 ; in 1873, 42,021 ; in 1876,
only 21,616 ; thus, only one-half the num-
ber of Canadians was expatristed. as the
hon. member for Cumberland put it, un-
der the fiscal policy of the present Ad-
ministration, compared with the number
under the fiscal policy or mal-administra-
tion of the hon. gentlemen opposite.
There was

ANOTHER ITEM OF INCREASE

with which the hon. member for Niagara
had found fault, that of the Department
of Arts and Agriculture. He would ask
the Opposition to be candid on that point,
and deduct from this increase the sum of
$50,556 expended in connection with the
Philadelphia and the Sydney Exhibitions,
and instead of an increase they would find
a decrease of $3,884. 'The next increase
to be considered was that of

PENSIONS.

an increase with which they were obliged
to deal, because it occurred in the
Public Accounts. The Government were
«charged with an abnormal increase in that
department ; but if -they -deducted the
sum of $30,000 awarded to the veterans of
1812, the increase. instead of being ex-
traordinary, only showed the small in-
crease of 1} per cent., ip three years. So,
in dealing with all jthe items on a
fair basis, they found that every in-
crease, where one occurred, was not only
justifiable, being -necessitated by the
requirements of the public service, but it
was very much less than the ratio of in-
crease under the old Administration. It
could not be supposed that this country,
as it increased in population, as its pub-
lic works became more extensive, as the
wants of c{)eop]e increased, as the business
in every department became heavier would
not uire a corresponding increase ot
expenditure. No reasonable man could
condemn a reasonable increase in the ex-
penditure of the country. But what he
would press on the attention of the hon.
gentlemen opposite was this : That, not-
withstanding the increase in population
and the increased expendituré necessitat-
ed by the enlargement of our public works
the ratio of increase, where any existed,
was proFortiounlly much less than theratio
under theold Administration. The Gov-
ernment were charged with having ex-
travagantly increased the ordinary ex-
penditure. If they (the Opposition) could
justify themselves for increasing the
ordinary expenditure 129 per cent. in
seven years, and the total expenditure 73
per cent., surely they would admit that
the present Government had just grounds
for claiming that they had economically
managed public affairs, when, in one case,
they could show there was only an increase
of one-third per cent., and in another case
a reduction of about 23 per cent. in three
years. Another itemn criticized was the
charges of

COLLECTING THE REVENUE,

for the increase of which they were very
much blamed. The increase of the cost
of collection of Customs was referred to as
a grevious fault; applying the same
principle of investigation to this expendi-
ture already applied to other items, he
found that during the last seven years,
under the old Administration, the cost of
collecting Customs increased forty per
cent., or six per cent. per annum ; under
the present Administration, the cost had
increased 9% per cent., or three per.cent.
pﬁunnm ; one-half the increase of = their

ecessors. But they were told that,

the costf of collecting increased, the
amount collected dinfinished. This was
true. But could it hé pretended that it
was possible for the Government to dis-
miss officials at either small or large ports,
h the + of 11, s 1
smaller ; the whole Customs machinery
must be kept running ; Custom houses
must be increased as settlements were ex-
tended. And while he was prepared as’
particularly as any hon. gentleman opposite,
to hold the Administration to a strict ac-
count for any unreasonable or abnormal
expenditure in any department, he was
not prepared to condemn them if they
were able to justify that increase on the
ground of public necessity. Then, there
was the cost of

COLLECTING THE EXCISE
duties, which, under the old Administra-
tion, increased 160 per cent.,or23 per cent.
per annum; under the present Administra-
tion the increase was two per cent. in
three years, or two-thirds per cent, per
anpum. In the expenditure of the
POST OFFICE DEPARTMENT,

the awerage increase under the old Ad-
ministration was 18 per cent., or 125 per
cent. in seven years ; under the present
Administration, it was eight per cent. per
annum, or 24 per cent. during three years.
The increase of

COLLEC1ING REVENUE FROM PUBLIC

WORKS,

under the old Administration, was 200 per
cent. during seven years, or 29 Xer
/cent. per annum ; under the present Ad-
ministration, this was reduced, in three
years, by the sum of $37,837. He would
refer to another fact. He found that,
while the revenue from Excise, under the
late Government, increased 72 per cent.
in seven years, the cost of collecting in-
creased 160 per cent., or more than twice
as fast as ﬂ'lt:d rec;;nnel.‘ And yet the Op-
position t their management of
the Exci:" Department was exceedingly
economical. ile the revenue from
Public Works increased 68 per cent. the
cost of management increased 200 per

whi

cent., or nearly three times as fast as
increase of revenue, With reference to

who are doing extensive business in
the County and whose personal inter-
ests are identical with the prosperity
of the County.

It is hardly probable that North-
umberland will resist the logic of the
above. It was good doctrine twenty-
one years ago and it helped to convince
our electers that-Mr. Street ought to be
rejected—and he was rejected, just as
Mr. Mitchell will surely be. His heart
and treasures are in Montreal. We are
clad to receive him as a summer visitor

and an old friend, but as he has sever--

ed himself from usand our interests—
is working with the Conservative Pro-
tectionists against his old allies the
Liberals and Free Traders and has ex-
changed Northumberland for Montreal,
Northumberland will take friendly leave
of him and send a man of her own to
Parliament.

The Peace Congress.

The Anglo-Turkish Treaty sems to
have given satisfaction to the Turkish
population of Coustantinople. An ur-
ent recommendation has been made by
Congress to the Sultan to institute an
international financial comimission to
guard the rights of holders of Turkish
Bonds. Servia and Roumania have
been exempted from payment of their
arrears for tribute to the Porte.

The dissatisfaction with the Treaty
expressed by France and Italy has been
dissipated, in a great measure, by the
assurances giv en the latter power ‘that
the rights of France in Syria will be
respected.

The treaty of peace contains sixty
clauses and is the longest ever made.

Thursday night, Shouvaloff attempt-
ed to restricc the Sultan’s right
of issuing special permits for the
passage of the Dardanelles by foreign
men-of-war, or of calling a foreign
fleet to his aid. After an angry dis-
cussion a compromise was agreed upon
in which the status quo was continued.
The clauses relative to the consideration
ot the Greek claims by Turkey and the
Austrian oecupation, were both insert-
ed in the treaty. Bismarck in his
speech at the closing of Congress on
Saturday declared that he did not hesi-
tate to affirm that this Congress deserv-
ed well of Europe, and that the pleni-
potentaries would have the conscious-
ness of having,as far as possible, restor-
ed and assured peace. The plenipo-
tentaries were to leave Berlin on Satur-
day orSunday.

Tho 12th of July.

The Orangemen of the Dominion cele-
brated the anniversary of the Battle of the
Boyne last week in various ways. In this
Province they gathered chiefly in the
rural districts, attended church services,
enjoyed picnics, ete.,

The Miramichi Orangemen engaged the
Andover and, with their friends to the
number of about five hundred, went down
to Bay du Vin Island, enjoying the excur-
sion very much.

In Montreal there was intensc excite-
ment owing to the existence of very strong
‘““religious ” and party feeling engendered
between the Orange and rival ‘factions.
The Orangemen threatened to walk in pro-
cession, although they were well assured
that to do so would cause riot and blood-
shed. Representative bodies of the more
| influential and respectable cladses inter-
| posed beforehand and endeavored to djs-

| suade them from their purpose, but the
latter claimed that they had a legal right
to parade and would do so. Then, acting
on: the advice of four prominent legal
gentlemen, the Mayor issued a proclama.
tion declaring it illegal for the Orangemen
to walk in procession and forbidding them
to doso. They, however, adhered to the
determination before expressed.

On the other hand certain Irish ang
French Roman Catholic organizations, as
well as others who, doubtless, were ready
aud willing to participate in a fight over
any matter, so long as it would afford
opportunity to assist in creating disorder,
determined to make counter demonstra-
tions and interfere with the procession. In
fact, the great commercial metropolis of
Canada seemed to be on the verge of
abandonment to the worst classes of her
population who were to be alded in their
work of destruction by people of the same
kind from cutside places.

Fortunately, the authorities rose equal
to the emergency and some two thousand
of the active Militia, drawn from different
arms of the service and under the com-
mand of General Smyth, were obtained
on the requisition 6f Mongreal Magistrates
and these were stationed in different
quarters so as to quell riot, iet it come
from whatever quarter it might. The
Mayor, too, had five hundred special con-
stables sworn, which produced, excellent
effect as a check upon those who were dis-
posed to contribute to the threatened dis-
order.

The Mayor, on the morning of the 12th,
obtained an interview with the leaders of
the Orangemen, who, it is said, in view of
the legal forces against them, consented to
forego their parade, provided they were
protected in their place of meeting. They
also arranged to have some of their num-
ber arrested in an attempt to form a pro-
cession,in orderthattheirlegal rightto walk
in procession might be tested in the courts.
It was ‘ tly understood that the
Grand and other lodges,at a joint meeting,
determined to walk in procession and the”
special constables shut the whole lot—
some 500—in their place of meeting to
prevent them from doing so. They were,
thus, kept from causing mischief all day
and at night afforded protection to their
homes.

As might be expected, there were iso-
lated cases of assault, and a special con-
stable accidentally wounded’a p by
a pistol shot, but it is a matter which
should cause all right-thinking people to
be thankful to God, that Canada was
saved from the disgrace which threatened
her at Montreal on Friday last.

Election Promises.

A correspondent writing from Kscumi-
nac informs us that Hon. Mr. Mitchell
visited that locality last week and made a
thorough canvass of the electors. Says
our informant :—-

“ Mr. Mitchell was down on Escuminac
‘“Point looking for a good place in which
‘“to build the Breakwater. He also made
‘‘ particular enquiries as to whether there
‘“ was a good chance to get cedar for tele-
‘‘graph poles, as he was bound, when
*“elected, to have a line of telegraph to
““ Escuminac. He said he would have the
‘‘ Breakwater begun without delay. He
““ also said that if the Local Government
‘“ had not enough money to keep the road
*“ across the Escuminac Plain in repair he
“would get a graot from the Dominion
‘‘Government for it, provided he was
“elected. He said he was still very
““strong in all the parishes and was sure
““of his election.”

It will occur to Mr. Mitchell, when too
late, that it is not possible for him to in-
duce the people of Escuminac to believe
that he is at all sincere in making promises.
such as those stated by our correspondent.
Nearly five years ago, when the Govern-
ment of which he was a member left office
in disgrace, he came before the electors
and asked to be returned on the ground
that he was the victim of misplaced con-
fidence in the Conservative, Sir John A.
Macdonald, with witom he, as a Liberal,
had associated himself, simply to perfect
Confederation. That task being accom-
plished he said he was free to give the

/new Government a fair support, with a
“yiew of furthering the interests of the

County. Mr. Mitchell’s policy and pro-
mises were accepted, and he was entrust-
ed with the confidence of the constituency
upon them. The people of Escuminac, as
well as those of other parts of Northum-
berland, will remember the Punic faith
with which he has rewarded their good
treatment of him at that time. What
effort has he made to obtain the Break-
water or any other public improvement
for them.? It is a matter of official record
that the Liberal Government of Mr. Mac-
kenzie has received most determined and
unjustifiable Opposition from him, both
in season and out of season, from the time
when he found that his role of ‘‘Leader of
the Left Centre ” could avail him nothing
in the way of securing a seat in Mr. Me-
Kenzie's Cabinet. He well knows that
his vindictive abuse consvantly directed
against the Government has, in a very
great degree, neutralised the efforts of
others who have sought to secure the very
necessary public work which he now pro-
mises to have commenced at once, but
which, he is well aware, can mnever be
obtained so long as the County sends to
Ottawa a representative who employs his
time and talents in obstructing the ad-
ministration, simply for the purpose of
gratifyh‘g;a feeling of revenge against
those whosfxposed the wrong-doing of a
corrupt'Gpvernment and are honestly en-
gaged iifthe work of ruling the country
on equitable principles. The breach be-
tween the Government of Canada and such
party politicians is now too wide to be
closed, even if it were possible for them to
be permitted to make the effort, which, in
this, it isnot. We have no doubt, there-
fore, that the people of Escuminac are
quite alive to the fact that they must

‘look to those who are disposed to treat

the administration in a fair spirit, and not
to Mr. Mitchell, for the Breakwater,
which would, in all probability, have now
been either completed or under construc-
tion had our representative, with his, un-
reasonable opposition to the Government,
been left in Montreal at the election of
five years ago.

It is well known that it has been pro-
posed by some of the principal merchants
of the Miramichi to secure the the ex-
tension of the telegraphic communication
to Escumunac, for the porpose of having
ships reported, etc. If there is one gen-
tleman more than another who has in-
terested himself actively in the matter
itis Mr. Mitchell’s opponent whose ex-
tensive business would be benefited. Itis,
therefore, ¢ cheeky,” to the extent of be-
ing impertinent, for a gentleman from
Montreal who has not a cent’s worth of
business interest in the County to tell the
people of the locality affected that ke is
going to build a telegraph line for them.

The same gentleman ought to give the
people of Escuminac credit for knowing
that the Dominion Government has no-
thing whatdver to do with the mainten-
ance of roads in any of the Provinces. It
may be, however, that he does not know
any better himself, for it will be remem-
bered that he insisted, in Parliament, last

winter, that the different Counties of the

Province were not incorporated under the
Municipal system. .

We may leave the points suggested by
our correspondent’s letter without further
remark save-this—that Mr. Mitchell's
promises are too transparent to deceive
those whom they are intended to influ-
ence.

New Fish-Preserving ?rpceu

Mr. Johannes Eckart, of Munich,claims
to have discovered a method of keeping
fish perfectly fresh for many days after
capture, his. plan of procedure consisting
in impregnating them by means of hy-
draulic pressure with a weak solution of
salicylic acid, packing them in casks or
cases, and pouring gelatine over them.
The latter serves to prevent their be-
coming stiff or dry. Prepared and pack-
ed in the above manner, they may, it is
said, remain ten or fifteen days, and even
longer, en route, without detriment to
their flavour or appearance; and Mr.
Roosen, of Hamburg, who is turning this
new system of preservation to practical
account, has received the most satisfactory
reports respecting his consignments of
fresh and salt water fish to distant coun-
tries. Trout caught near Munich, and
treated according to Mr. Eckart’s plan,
arrived, it appears at Bergen, in Norway,
and in New York in a perfectly fresh
state ; and sea fish despatched from Rink-
jobing, in Denmark, to Dresden, Leipsic
and other island German towns, have
found such favour as to encourage several
dealers to %ive orders for weekly deliver-
ies. Sample consignments have also been
made in England,and Mr. Roosen proposes
to arrange for regularly supplying the
London market. As one of Mr. Eckart’s
patent impregnating machines, large
enough to hold 400 lbs. of fish, will pre-
pare some 8,000 lbs. per diem, a consider-
able amount of piscine produce can thus
be quickly preserved for despatch to any
destination ; andsince iceis a together dis-
pensgd with, and no necessity exists for
sending ’ch_e fish by fast trains, the cost of
transport is of course greatly reduced.
