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Speech of Hon. Mr. Adams, M. P.

We make room this week for Hon. Mr.
Adams’ speech in the debate on Sir Rich-
ard Cartwright's amendment to Ifon, Mr.
Foster's Tariff resolutions. The reports
of speeches in the daily papers seem
to convey inadequate ideas of what is
really said. The conservative papers ex-
pressed a good opinion of Mr. Adams’
speech, but did not give its scope, while
the liberal papers characterised it as one
dealing principally with scandals. We
give, however, the Hansard report of it,
80 that Mr. Adams’ constituents may
judge it for themselves. While we do
not agree with Mr. Adams in some of the
views he propounds, we thigk the speech
an able and clever effort—ereditable to
our representative,and one in which even
his opponents in the county will find
little to complain of :—

Mr. Adams—In claiming the indulgence
of the House, I assure you, Sir, that I
shall be as concise as possible in dealing
with some of the points raised by the
various speakers who have- taken part in
this debate. We have had, during this
discussion on the resolution of the hon.
Finance Minister and the amendment
thereto of the hon. member for South.
Oxford (Sir Richard Cartwright,) all sorts
of questions raised. All the matters in
connection with reciprocity, and in cbn-
nection with the National Policy, and in
connection with the administration of the
country by this Government, have been
discussed in detail from every point of
view. Each speaker has treated the sub-
ject in his own peculiar way, some deal-
ing with it as it suited their own localities
and their own provinces, while others
have taken broad and general grqunds
and discussed it from the national stand-
point. In view of the various manners in
which the different speakets from the cast
to the west have dealt with the subject
under discussion, I desire to submit to
the House, as best I can, matters which,
to my mind, demand most the attention
and consideration of this Parliament.

WE HEAR TO-DAY THE SAME OLD CRIES

against this side of the House, that the
Government have been negligent in their
administration of our public affairs, and
that they have neglected public business
to such an extent that a vote of condemna-
tion should be passed upon them. Hon.
gentlemen opposite urge that the Govern-
ment of to-day is just as responsible as
was the Government between 1867 and
1873, and ought to be similarly dealt
with, The same policy, the same cries,
the same crude criticism are used by the
Opposition against the Government to-
day as were used between 1867 and 1873.
When we come to consider the questions
of the past, when we .come to give to
them that fair and houest consideration
and criticism which the importance of
the questions then before Parliament de-
manded, it is only just and right that we
should bring to bear, in our criticisms and
judgment upon the acts of the Adminis-
tration, that fair-play and honest dealing
to which the Government are entitled,
recognizing the great responsibilities that
rest upon them, either in case of failure
or success.

THE TREATY OF 1854.
Why, is it possible to-day that we, sit-
ting here, should be told that the old
Government, from 1867 to 1873, were
negligent in their conduct of the affairs of
the country? We are told that if they
had acted prudently and wisely, the
Treaty of 1854 which continned to 1866
would have been renewed. What is the
use of talking such nonsense as that, and
bringing up these old issues, when the
same men who sat on the other side from
1867 to 1873 hurled the same denuncia-
tions against the Treasury benches of that
time which they are now hurling against
the Government? They said then, as
they say now, that if they were to occupy
the Treasury benches they would solve
the problem—that infinite problem and
that uncertain policy which they initiated
at the last election. When they got into
power, in 1873, with all their promises of
what they would accomplish they: ig-
nowinously failed in obtaining a renewal
of that reciprocity treaty. I propose to
quote utterances from some of the best
men in the Liberal party on this subject,
men who governed and controlled the
country at that time ; and to show that
they were unable to succeed in this mat-
ter as well as the Administration that
they followed.
HON. GEO. BROWN.
Let me ° cite an authority which
will, mno doubt, carry  weight,
though it may have beeu quoted before in
this House, the testimony of the late
Hon. George Brown, in reference to this
question. He says:

«But be this as it might, it was not for
the people of Canada to be influenced by any
such anticipation. They had shown their
ability to open new markets for themselves
when the American market was closed
against them, and the clear path for them
was to follow with redouble ener%y and
perseverance the policy on which they bad
entered. * * * Let them seek to de-
velop their' great natural industries, and
especially the agricultural, shipping, fishing
and lumber industries. Let them opean up
new markets adapted to their traffic, and let
the Canadian flag be found floating on every
sea.”
These are the words of wisdom that fell
from the lips of the Hon. George Brown,
and this was the legacy he left to his Lib-
eral friends, He was unable and his
party were unable to succeed in what
they desired, and this brought to the
mind of Mr. Brown the fact that €Canada
must do something for herself, that she
no longer could depend with any hope
upon & renewal of that treaty, and he
advised that the policy he mapped out
should be adopted, that the views he
submitted for their guidance should be
followed, and then he predicted that suc-
cegs would come. Within the boundaries
of this little nation of ours, we are able,
if we have fair-play, to compete with the
rest of the world. Only give us the
chance, let us avail ourselves of what we
have, and we will secure success. Read-
ing between the lines of the words I have
quoted from the late Hon. George Brown,
it appesrs that he marked out to the Lib-

eral party, that the only security for
Canada was to adopt a

: NATIONAL POLICY.
He Iaid the foundation and gave the ad-
vice that the time was not far distant
when they must adopt a trade policy for
themselves as against the United States.
My hon. friends on the other side do not
see fit to follow-the advice tendeved by
their late leader, but it is evident, look-
ing backward and observing the words
which were uttered then, the people were
told to look to the development of our
own country, to develop its resources,
and that in that way only would we meet
with success.
HON. ALEX. MACKENZIE
As another illustration, let me quote
the words of wisdom which fell
from another hon. gentleman who occu-
pies a seat in this House to-day—-I refer
to the Hon. Alexander Mackenuzie, late
Premier of Canada. He said :—
“I deprecate the idea of cringing to the
Americans.” .
Is that the policy of the Liberal party “to-
day? Do they demand that we shall not
cringe to the United States? Isitnot
their policy that we shall try to negotiate
with the United States in such a way that
the control of our fiseal policy shall be
taken from Canadians and placed in the
hands of the United States? TLater on I
will prove that their policy of unrestrict-
ed reciprocity must mean political ugion
—there is no other solution. Mr. Mac-
kenzie says:
“I deprecate the idea of cringing to the
Americans. [ fully appreciate the benefits
of reciprocity, but I do not think it becomes
us, under present circumstances, to make
any efforts for its renewal. I believe that

we should pursue our trude policy without
regard to reciprocity” .
What words of encouragement do we
need more than these? There is mno
cringing to the Americans, but he believes
that we should pursue our own trade
policy wichout regard to reciprocity. He
tells us to depend upon ourselves, to test
our own strength, and that the country
can provide for its own wants, and, if the
old member could tell his story again, I
believe he would tell the same story, and
would say : Let us not cringe to the
Americans but have hepe in ourselves.
And it must be remembered that these
are words coiming from hon. gentlemen
opposite, who differ from us,” who oppose
us, and who charge the Administration of
to-day with gross mismanagement of pub-
lic business.

SIR RICHARD CARTWRIGHT
Now, Mr. Speaker, I come to an-
other  authority, the authority of
the hon. gentleman who has moved the
amendment to the resolution, the mem-
ber for South Oxford. If I take him as
an authority, hon. gentlemmen opposite
must consider him a good one. Now,
surely the words that have fallen from his
lips must have some influence with the
men of this country. The hon. gentle-
man, in 1878, spoke in~ the constituency
of the hon. member for Queens, P, E. L.
(Mr. Davies ) and speaking with all the
responsibility of a  Cabinet Minister,
when addressing the people‘of that place
in reference to the question of reciprocity
with the United States and the failure on
the part of his Government and the pre
ceding Government to ob'ain a further
continuation of it, what advice did he
give to the people of the Island? He
8ays :
*“If you say you are going to frighten the
United States into reciprocity by imposing
certain dutics on - articles now coming in
from that country, all I have to say is this,
that the men who tell you that reciprocity
with the United States is ecssential to your

existence are, in my opinion, plnying a most
unwise and unpatriotic part.’

Explanatory.

We have to ask oar general readers
to overlook the absence of our - usual
variety of matter in this week’s paper,
so much of which is occupied Ly a
specch in which so many local readers
are interested, and which we have
thought it best to give them in one
number, rather than in serial form, as
some of the other country papers are
doing with the speeches of their county
representatives.

Eent Politics.

Our friend, Mr. Phinney, M. P. P,
—on the principle, no doubt, that
misery loves company—is said to Lte
working qnietly,yet none the less earn-
estly to bring about the return of an
opposition man in Kent, in place of
Hon. O. J. LeBlanc, resigned. Mr.
Phinney’s principal argument is that,
shonld a new government come int>
power,Kent would huve great influence
in it, by virtue of his having a suppor-
ter at his back. In other words, the
interests of Kent are to be sacrificed
for the next two years, at least, in
order that Mr. Phinney and his bigot-
ed St. John associates in opposition way
be the better prepared, in -the remote
fatare, to punish the local gov-
ernment for making a certain ap-
pointment in that sity and that, in the
operation, Mr. Phiuney’s aspirations
may be realized at the expense of his
constituency, in the meantime. The
design of the distinguished opposition-
ist:of Richibucto is that as he has shut
himself out from any chance of proper-
ly serving his constituents, it will
never do for him to allow Kent to
elect a man who has the ‘ear of the
government, lest his efforts to prevent
the county from receiving due atten-
tion as an important scction of the
province may be thwarted, and the
people learn that while he is sufficiently
ornamental, he is not very useful.

Kent’s interests cannot be promoted
by its electors assisting Mr, Phinney
in his alliance.-with the St. John con-
tingent, for the intolerance that was
the secret watchword of the opposi-
tion in the general - election in that
constituency, is still the cement that
binds Mr. Phinney to his present as-
sociates in the legislature. It is an
element with which no North Shore
county can ever have sympathy, or
from which Kent ,in particular, need
ever expect to receive justice.

FParliament.

The government having been sus-

tained by a majority larger than was
generally anticipatsd by the vote on
Sic Richard Cairtwright’s amendment,
the opposition seems to have aban-
doned active hostilities. The result is
that useful legislation is being enacted
and the general business of parliament
carried on with reasonable expedition.
» Departmental irregularities  and
scandals are being investigated by the
standing committees, who ars doing
excellent work. Testimony is, in turn,
startling, contradictory and perplexing,
but there is no doubt of the fact that
there has been a good deal of down-
right dishonesty and many violations
of public trust, for which the guilty
ones will be brought to hook, there
being a manifest determination on all
sides to expose and punish, without re-
regard to the position of the offenders.

It is expe cted that the investigation
of the Earkin, Connolly & Co. frauds,
brought on by Mr. Tarte M. P., wili
close in about a week. There will be
some interesting work when the time
comes for the summing up of all the
facts and the formnlating of the cora-
mittee’s conclusions.

It Dox’tr Work : —The latest scheme
by which t» obtain the advantags of free
advertising, i3 resorted to by wmannfactur-
ers of certain patent mediciaes who, hay-
ing induced an advertising solicitor to
make an attack, in their intecest, upon re-
tail, druggists are sending marked papers
containing editorial references to it to the
press of the country. Sume of the papers
honored by these favors will, doubtless,
reproduce the articles and thus advertise
the great medicines which the retail drug-
gists are represented as imitating. Itis
aboutl as mean a scheme for stealing ad-
vertising spice as has ever come to our
notice.

ThiPress and Peonls vs thy Law.

The New York State legi-lature enacted
a law providing for the execution of
criminals by electricity and, deeming the
publicativn of the details of such ex-
ecutivns undesirable, prohibited it
by statute. Four criminals were
execnted by the new mode a few weeks
since, and a large number of news-
papers published all available details of
the event. The New York Herald pub-
lished the most graphiv, extended and
accurate report, and it has been proceeded
against by the State -authorities for doing
The Herald says that it knowingly
aad wilfully violated the provisions of
the statute, and proposes to defgnd itself
with ail its resources. It, very properly,
holds that the prohibiting enactment
savors dar:gerously of the Star Chamber
and Inquisition, and is an encroachment
upon the liberty of the press which ought
not to be tolerated. It claims that the
pevple have a right to know all gbout
what is done at executions and says: —

“The taking of human life is the high-
est judicial act of the State, s«nd the
people should know how and in what
manner it iz done. These-are not the
days of the Inquisition, wheu gprisoners
were put to death at the pleasure of the
State in secret dungcons. The public
bas a right to know whether the ministers
of the law pu: murderers to dea*h ina
humane and scientific inanner, or whether
they are hornb'y burned and to:tured as
Kemmler was.

The prohibiting of the publication of
the details of executions should never
have been inco:iporated in the Electrical
Execution act, and it ' will be tho duty of
the Herald tosea ilat it is blotted from
the statate books. 1t never couid bz en-
forced, and it never werited anything but
the ridicule and contempt that have been

showered upos it by the public and the
press Since it was passed.” :

While the details of murders, suicides,
execations and other events illustrating
the dark side of Life arc. too extensively
published by the newspapers, to the ex-
clusion from their columne of matter more
healthy in moral tone, the Herald will
have universal sympathy with it in the
stand it takes against an abaurd‘enact-
ment, which was evidently passcd mainly
for the purpose of concealing the blunders
and incompetency of the state execution-
ers and their ecientific rssistants.

I wonder if that is the advice he would
give to-day to the people of Charlotte-
town in addressing themm. Will he tell
them to-day that by that course they are
pursuing & most unwise and unpatriotic
line of conduct ?

Protection is for the producers and
workers, The imposition of a duty upon
goods imported into this country alwaya
means an  advantage and helps tha pro-
ducer and worker at home. I now submit
the tirst proposition of this writer:

‘l. By inducing persons producing gonds

elsewhere to come and produce them here,
to employ persons wh» would otherwise tind
employment with diffienlty, and make two
employers seek for one workman and bid up
wages to get him, rather than leave two
workmen to seek one job, and so bid down
wages against each other to get employ-
ment.”
That is the first proposition which the writer
lays down. The producers of goods are in-
vited to come here and produce them; and
we are thus inviting capitalists from foreign
countries to invest here.  The sxcond pru.-
position deals with the benefits arising from
protection: It is:

2. It tends to develop through the rise

of wages and prices, general intelligence,
inventiveness in people who already invent
with some facility, and in so large a way
and toan. endiess variety it tends to sab
stituts the powers of natare for the powers
of man in prodaction and distribution, and
thus reacoes ultimite cheapness through
temporary anl evanescent dearnsas, [t
seeks cheapness of thingsty ennobling and
developing man.”
This is the second proposition submitted by
this writer for the consideration of frae
traders and those who argue that protection
is an evil instead of a benelit to the great
consuming popalation, Iis third propo-
sition is this:

“3. It tends to keep money, the very tool

of trade—what has bien aptly called the in-
strument of human association—in the
country for other us-s, so thal even tempor-
ary absence of it may not illegitimately and
unjustly increase the Lurden of time con-
tracts and debts, and so break dewn, by
temporary stress, manufactnring and other
establishments, and 8o again illegitimately
reduce wages and prices.”
This is the third proposition submitted by
the wnter for the consideration of all free
traders, for the consideration of hon, gentle-
men opposite who desire to wipe out this
National Policy and adopt a free trade sys-
tem, which we believe wiil ba mjarious to
our people. He thea says in the fourth
proposition:

“4, It tends to prevent merchants and
manufacturers abroad from breaking down
our establishments, by the advantage of that
cheapness which they gain by the gnantity
of goods made and sold.”

If this be the character of the results which
follow vrotection, as laid down in the four
propositions of this writer which I have
read, then I think we are justified in saying
that we have ample security.. We are safe
in saying that labour is sufficiently guaran-
teed to the working people of ths country,
and that we have a better ineans of obtaining
the investment of capital, by which we can
give employment and produce goods for the
market.

dependent. This writer sums up his con-
clusions in the following words:
““Protection, then, does not exclule but
does inciud2 such regulations of trade as
are truly reciprocal; trade notin too flagrant-
ly unequal conditions; trade mnot too out-
rageously detrimental to those not immediate-
ly concerned in it. It wakes as the tirst
great coudition of trade equality as against
inequality; peacz, absolute and abiding;

peacs, as against war and the preparations
ang threats of war.”

That igths general summiag up of this
writer in reference to the effect of protection.
In view of the twelve years which we have
had, aud during which we have enjayed the
benetits of the National Policy, surely hon.
gentlemen on the other side of the House
cannot truly stite that the people of the
country are disiatisfied with the protective
policy inagurated in 1878, aod successfully
adopted and approved of from that time
down to the present hour.

MR. DAVIES.

When we come to look into the opin-
ions expresse¢ by hon. gentlemen on the
other silde of the Honis, we find that they
have grave doubts amongst themselves as to
what their policy really means. [ hold in
my hand a speech made by Mr. Davies, the
member for Queen's, before the Board of
Trade at Charlottetown. He is the pearl of
the Island, a gentleman whose opiuions are
entitled to weight and consideration; he is
known as the leader of the Liberal party in
the Lower Provinces, and he commands
more personal influence as an individual than
any other public mnin the Lower Prov-
incea. Speaking before the Board of Trade
at Charlottetown the hon. gentleman said:
. “Judging by what he read in the news-
papers, he had no communication with the
arojectors of commercial union.”
0%, no; my friend from Queen’s (Mr. Davies)
had no commuuication with the projectors of
commercial So innocent was the
hon. gentleman when discussing this
question before the Board of Trade, that in-
deed he did not know what his friends of
his own party had in view, and he was not
called into the councils «f the party, He
treated the Board of Trade in this innocent
way, and he told them : Oh no ; I am speak-
ing to you as a representative of the Island,
independent and ou‘side of the party with
wdclx I am associated. You can trust me
and have confidence in what I say, when I
speak in that way. It is the individual
opinion of the member for Queeus thatI
submit to your consideration ; and then the
hon. gentleman goes on to say:

““We assumed that under commercial

union trade would tlow freely between this
country and the United States, ~s1t now

union,

flows between the several states, while, as

against the rest of the world, "there would
a uniform tanff to be matually agreed
upon by the two countries comprised in the
union,  ‘Unrestricted reciprocity’ would
differ from commercial union in this respect,
that while under it there would be perfectly
free trade between the two countries, each
country would retain the right to frame its
own tariff as against the rest of the wmld.
Canada, for instance, might have a 25 per
o nt, tariff, while that of the United States

might be one of 35 per cent.”

That was the docirine that my hon. friend
from Queen's laid down—uanrestricted reci-
procity would differ from commercial union
inasmuch as that under commercial union
we would have a uniform tariff, but under
unrestricted reciprocity we would have oar
own tariff. Then he #aid

“The immediate conae(ﬁwe would be,
that imports to the United™ States, instead

of being carried to the great ports of the
United States, would be taken to the States
by*way of Montreal.”

He objected to that, and he went on to say:

“To this the States, whose people are not
arrant fools, would never consent. and un-
restricted reciprocity—although it would
suit us as well as commercial union--was,
therefore, impracticable. In discussing
commercial union we should, ha thought,
regard it from both the Canadian and pro-
vincial point of view, and in a broad and
generous spirit. Its importance was the
more pressing from the fact that if tke
relations of the two countries are not im-
proved, if some settlement is not arrived at
the Americans-may, before twelve months
have elapsed, putinto operation the Re-
taliation Bill, under which our trade with
the United States will bs interdicted, and
we might suffer a stagnation of trade. We
are not in favor of selling our fisheries, as
before, for a lamp of money, neither are the
Americans in favor of buying the use of
them for money. The one sensible thing to
do is to settle the difficulty, and to make the
fisheries the basis of our negotiations for
improved commercial rzlations,”

This was the policy of the hon.
at Charlottetown. The  declaration he
made to the Board of Trade then was:
That uorestricted reciprocity was impractic-
able; and that the oanly solution of the diffi-
culty was, to make the fisheries the basis of
a treaty between the Dominion and the
United States, and, as a matter of fact, ad-
dressing himself to his own people, and
moving them as he knows how to do on the
platform, he was careful to avoid discussing
the very question that he submited to the
people in March, 1891. In this discussion,
the member for Queen’s reminds me of my
countryman, Sheridan’s description of Dun-
das, when he said that *‘he employed his
fancy for his narrative and keeps his recollec-
tions for his wit.”
UNRESTRICTED RECIPROCITY,

When we called upon hon. gentlemen op-
posite to tell the country what they meant
by wuarestricted reciprocity—when from
every plattorm in the land one universal
voice went out to the leadsrs of the Liberal
party, saying to them: Explain to us whka
you mean; if you men possess the secrets of
reciprocity—if you possess the terms which
you say you do by virtue of the negotiations
which you said you had with influential and
and responsible representatives of the
Uaite States—then your bounden duty is to
submit to the people every detail of the
agrecement you have made. *No secrecy;
take the people into your confidence asto
what arqangemeut you have made, the
partics with whom you had the negotiations,
the time and place, all the covditions and
detaila, so that an honest and fair verdict
may be given by th® people of the country
upon what you have done. When 'we asked
our friends on the other side, how they
would malke up the loss of revenue, resulting
from their p licy, the answer from the plat-
form was: \Ve will determine that when
we get into power; we will not give you
any information as to the manner or mode
or way in which we shall provide for such
a contirgoncy; we refuse to give you the
secret—had they any?—but we will make
up the revenue in such a way as may suit
our party should we come into power.
That was not fair treatment; that was not
fair-play; that was not the course that
shoald be pursued by a responsible parsy.
Every word that falls from the lips of the
hon. gentlemin opposite as leaders of a
great party, carries the weight of responsi-
bility as much as the words which fall from
the lips of the First Minister of the Crown
when he announces the policy of his Govern-
ment. They are as much bound by everv
obligation —bound by fealty to thair party,
bound by every principle that governs and
controls and moves a party, beund by what
they owe to the rank and file of their party;
the men who fight the battles_ard deposit
their votes—to state their policy clearly
and distinctly, so that the people may vote
intelligently upon it. Where is the policy
of the Liberal party to-day—the policy that
any mau can plsce his haad upon, outside of
the general term unresiricted weciprocity ?

1S IT A 60 PER. CENT TARIFF ?
Ask them what it means? Does it mean
that we shall jump from a 30 ‘per cent.
tariff to a 60 per ceut. tariff, adopting that
of the United States? Does it mean that
we shall have the right to frame our own
tariff as against the Americans—that we
shall have ours and they shall have theirs ?

untrammelled to enter into mnegotiations re-
specting trade matters, and if hon. gentle-
men opposite had said, to the Government:
*Tn regard to your general policy, we will
attack you as severely as we know how;
we will fight you in every legitimate and
honourable way; but as regards the pegotia-
tions with the United States, as we might
do zomething to injure or embarrass youn, no
resolution or amendment will be moved in
Parliament which you can possibly say
will trammel you.”

pact and eolemn agreement entered into
by the people of the Maritime Provinces
and the pegple of Canada a the time of
Coufederation, Lzt me ask, is that hon-
esy dealing with the people of the Lower
Provinces? Let me ask, will we allow
any Government to violate such a solemn
azreement ! 1 had thought that we would
raceive fair conaideration the hon.
gantleman, aund that he wonld be anxions
to aid and assiat us, asa part of the Do-
minion, but instead of that, he demands
that, notwithstanding all that the Mari-
time Pcovinces have done in the past,
notwithstanding our self-denial and sacri-
ficas, notwithstandiug that we have sup-
ported a policy in many cases for the gen-
eral benefit of Canada which did not help
us in the Lower Provinces, notwithstand-
ing all that,we are told by the hon. mem-
ber for North Norfolk (Me. Charlton,)
that when his party gets into power
THEY WILL CLOSE UP THIS HIGHWAY
given to us by the terms of Confederation.
The hon. member for South Oxford (Sir
Richard Cartwright,) in dealing with that
deficit of $553,000 on the Intercolonial
Ralway aud $105,000 on the Prince Ed-
ward Island Railway, told us that the loss
sustained by the Intercolonial Railway is
» “‘brilliant proof of »iling cut-throat
lines to injure the Intercolonial Railway.”
That is the doctiine of the hon. gentle-
man from Oxforl. Speaking on behalf
of the Liberal party, he says that no
more subsides for provincial roads shall be
given by the Federal Governmen*. "Are
we to give our adhesion to that doctrine f
Are we to support that policy of cutting
oft all subsidies from provincial railways
in the Lower Peovinces? The hon. gen-
tleman teils ns that this deficit is only a
briiliant proof of aiding cut-threat soads.
When I heard the hon. gentleman state
that, F'wondered 1f he had any recollzc-
tion of his record when he was a Minister
in the Government from 1873 to 1878. 1
wondered to myself if he was anxious to
keep the eye of pnblic criticism from the
official acts of the various Ministers in the
Mackenzie Government of which he was
one. He had no cut-throat roads to sub-
sidize between 1873 and 1878. Their
policy  was not to subsidize local lines
throughout the Dominion when they were
in power. The Intercolonial Railway
HAD THEN NO COMPETITOR;
and let ussee what the deficit on that
railway was betveeu 1874 and 1879. In
1874 the deficit on the Intercolonial Rail=
way was $598,091.78. Tou-day that road
is competing with the Short Line Rail-
way, which takes a portion of the carrying
trade away from it; and yet, Sir, the
deficit last year was mnot equal to the
deficit in 1874, when there was no com-
petitor with the Intercolonial Railway.
In 1875 the deficit on the Intercolonial
Railway was $281,663.99; in 1876 the
deficit was $243,912.87; in 1877 the ceficit
rojied up to $507,228.20 ; in 1878 the
deficit was $432,326.78; and in 1879, so
anxious were the hon. gentlemen opposite
to increase on the prewious years’ show-
ings, so that a man with closed eyes
would have to tumble over it, the d«ficit
of the Intercolonial was rolled up to $716,-
088.53. That is the record of the Liberai
parly when they managed the Inter-
colonial Railway ; that is their recerd
from 1873 to 1879, wihen- they did not
subsidize any other railways, and when
they had no competitor with the Inter-
colonial Railway. Last year the de-
ficiency on the Intercolonial Railway was
$553,000, and notwithstanding that, it
was less than when. they were in power.
We ace told by the hon. gentlemen op-
posite : That the question should be
taken into consideration as to what we
should do with this line of railway. I
know it is said in reference to the Inter-
colonial Railway, that a proposal is made
that it should go into the hands
of a commission, while others suggest that
it shonld be taken over by a company ;
but, Sir, speaking for myself and the
county which I represent, and by virtue
of the solemn agraement entere® into be-
tween the Lower Provinces and the rest
of Canada at Confederation, I hope that
no policy in regard to that road shall be
adopted nnless the people have a full and
frank knowledge of every matter in con-
nection with any transfer of that road
which may be made. If the lntercolonial
Railway is handed over to a commission,
or to a company,

{ from the London Quarterly Review of
April, 1891, because it coutains state-
ments which every member of this Par-
liament, and every man in this country
should take to heart.

procity with the United States, and the
differences of opinion which have .grown
up between these parties since 1879, when
the present Government adopted a so-
called National Policy or system of pro-
tection, have been as to the extent to
which a new tréaty with the Uni‘ed States
should go; whether it should be, general-
ly speaking, on the basis of the Treaty of
1854, or a complete measure of unrestrict-
ed reciprocity, or, in other words, ilge
trade in the manufactured, as well asin
the natoral products of the t vo countries.
Thisissue was furially raised at the geu-
eral election which took place ¢n the 5 h
of March last. The1esult of the contest,
after some wecks of heated contraversy,
has been, 89 far as we can jndge from the
data before ny, togive Sir John Mac-
donald’s ministry a majority over the
whole Dominion of over thiity, in a House
of two hundred and fifteen members,
against an average majority of Gfty in
the last Parliament.”
They knew the result of the election then
and they took a deep interest therein. It
is important that the Counservative party
shall not be negligent; but that they mu:t
be industrious, they must kesp moving
forward, they must push ahead their work
ani their policy to a snccessful end. The
Revieaer says further:

“The gravity of the political situation
for some time to come must be intensitied
by the fact that, while the party of un.
restticted reciprocity has been defeated in
the Dominion as a whole, it nas developed
strergth in the Provinces of “)atario and
Quebee, where the total representation of
one hundred and fifty seven is neaily
divided between the Government and
tho Opposition, and it is obvious that the
contesy between the two commeicial
policies has just commenced.

She has reached that stage
when all the antagonistic elements, arising
fiom those differences of nationality,
geographical situation, and commercial
interests that exist in a dominion stretch-
ing for three thousand five hundred miles
between the oceans, must complicate its
questions of government and require a
caveful, sagacious and steady hand at the
helm.

From
this time forward they have to face po-
litical, financial, and commercial problems,
which will reqnire extraordinary states-
marfship to solve wisely, and which must
test to the very utmost their patriotism,
their fiJelity t an old“and cherished con-
nection, and their ability to preserve their
political autonomy on the continent, and
build up a great and prosperous nation,
alaays in close alliancs, we trust, with
England.”

That, Sir, is the opinion of this writer in
the London Quarterly Review—that the
present time demands from the people.of
Canada that they shonld be thoughtful,
careful and prudent. We have, then, as
I claim, in the Coneervative party a party
that does not trifle with vhe sacred inter-
ests of Canada. We have the party that
has proved true to her interests; we have
the party whose policy has ‘been broad,
generous and liberel, as again:t a narrow
and uncertain policy set up by the other
side. We canuot, M. Speaker, be de-
terred by the threats and epithets which
have been hurled at us front the other
side of the House, on account of scandals
of whick we have heard so much.

That “Tragedy”

Mr. John Sivewright, of Bathurst, writes
a letter to the Sun (and repeats it in
the Advocate) in reference to ‘‘the
Relledune Tragedy,” in which he reiterates
his former hallucinations concerning the al-
legel murder of a Swedi h sailor in the
County of Restigouche last fall, and makes a
number of statements respecting the Ap-
VANCE, its editor and its correspondent at
Bathurst, which are altogether unfounded.
The recklessness of Mr. Sivewright in this
respect strengthens the conviction' that his
other beliefs and assertions in connection
with the matter in question are entirely
valueless, and it seems unfortunate that a
person so morbidly sensational should be
in a position to have his writings seriously

circulation.

Mr. Sivewright is evidently a monomaniac

on the subject of this ‘“Belledune Mystery,”
or he would not grow so rabid over it as he
does in the abusive epithets he addresses to
the editor of the ApvaNce, and which,
taken with his misstatements of facts, show
that he has no adequate sense of responsibil-
ity for what he says, to say nothing of the
self-respect which should restrain every
gentleman of sound mind from writing as
only blackguards talk.
Nothing will convince a man like Mr.
Sivewright of error, but lest some of our
friends may believe his wild assertious, we
beg to say that the editor of the Apvance
had no communication at any time, directly
or indirectly, on the subject, with the Mr.
McDougall mentioned; neither has he
to his knowledge ever seen the uncle
of one of the accused, or had any communi-
cation, whateverf with him or them ; neither
did he know, or hear, until the last day of
the preliminary examination before Justice
Smith, of the supposed murdered sailor hav-
ing been shipped by Mr. Fraser of Chatham
on the ‘‘Ruby.” Moreover, the AbDvANCE
had no information until that day—either
directly or directly—of Mr. Fraser knowing
anything whatever of the sailor in question.
Mr. Sivewright states that our Bathurst
correspondent had interviews with both the
uncle of one of the accused and Mr. Fraser
at Chatham, on the subject of the sailor’s
disappearance, while the case was pending,
and that the ADVANCE denied that this al-
leged interview with the uncle took place,
while it also concealed that with Mr. Fraser.
Our correspondent’s written statement on
that point is as follows:—

I never, from the beginn‘mg to the end
of Your discussion with Sivewright about the
Belledune affair, had a word with the uncle
of any of the prisoners in reference to the
alleged murder. Long after the noise had
subsided I met Mr. John Culligan and we
both remarked how base an assertion it
was that we had previously talked the
matter over.
Further, I never spoke with Mr. Fraser
about the matter until some time after the
1 were itted and then only to
have him repeat his version of the ship-
ping of the sailor. As to the truth of my
statements Ialso am willing to prove them
by affidavit or otherwise.”

A further example of Mr. Sivewright's
inaccuracy of statement is in regard to
the ownership of the bark, ‘“Ruby”. It is
not a point of much importance, but it
goes to show how very unreliable he is in
matters of fact. He says Mr. Geo. Bell of
Dublin is the owner of the vessel. We are
quite sure that Mr. Bell never claimed to be
the owner, and that he is not and never
was such owner. So much for vice-consular
veracity. . One of Mr. Sivewright's con-
spicuous weaknesses is that he imagines his
mere assertion of alleged facts will pass
current with well-informed people, as they,
too often do with the many poor people in
Gloucester who have believed them, to their
personal loss. It is generally such persons
as he who assail the truthfullness of others
and imagine that abuse and bluster will
divert attention from their own short-com-
ings.

The story of the alleged tragedy seemed

a very improbable one from the first, and

such investigation of it as the Apvance
caused to be made was with the single pur-
pose of arriving at the truth, as far as it
could be ascertained. We knew none of

the men accused, and had no personal in-
terest whatever in them; neither did we
personally know any of their relatives,who
are represented by the imaginative Mr.
Sivewright as having influenced our reports
of and references to the case. The editor
of the ApvaNcE has, up to the present
moment, never seen or had any communi-
cation whatever with any of the accased

or their relatives. Believing that the mur-
der story was a horribly absurd one, we
simply investigated it without prejudice and
reached the same conclusion as all level-
headed persons on the North Shore have
done, viz:—that the affair was very much
exaggerated in all its details and that the
affrighted sailor made good his escape, in
fairly good order and condition, from the
Petre shanty, where the intoxicated young
men had used him so roughly.

If Mr. Sivewright chooses to close his
eyes to the obvious truth in con-
nection with the case, and rush

into_print, after the fashion of all excit-
able and inexperienced people,who imagine
the public will believe their crudities,simp-
ly because they append a cheap vice-con-
sular title or some other tinsel to them, it
cannot alter the logic of the facts involv-
ed, any more than it justifies the writer in
losing his temper and abusing those who
differ from him. It is, as Mr. Sivewright
will find, a serious thing to attach the
stigma of a brutal murder to a community
without a fair showing of evidence, and he
will not be able to evade the responsibil-
ity ‘he has incurred by abusing this paper
and its editor. As he well knows, he is
hardly in a position to engagein that kind
of warfare with any man who knows him
as well as the gentleman he so impertinent-
fy assails, but he relies upon our distaste
for discussion on the line to which he de-
scends, for immunity from the gibbeting
he so richly merits. He may well be
spared, however, as his great ‘‘tragedy”
is to be investigated by judicial authority
during the present month, and the public
will then be in a position to fully under-
stand that if he is not a dangerous lunatic,
he is, atleast, hardly the manto be abroad
when there is, an opportunity to assail the
fair name of any individual or community
within thereach of his malicious and abusive

pen.

Gr‘ayAStreet is not a fashionable stieet of
London. Even the house-agent who has an
eligible house; in that particular part, to let,
does not venture to call it more thana
“'genteel” street.

Cornwall.’
