results attained in treating peritonitis 
with pure oxygen at Beth Israel Hos­
pital have raised hopes thait a way has 
been found at last to combat this 
dread disease, the same that carried oft 
President McKinley, and which places 
the stamp of death upon 95 per cent, 
of its victims.

A striking illustration of the efficacy 
of the oxygen was given yesterday 
when there was discharged from the 
hospital, Mrs. Anna Abias, a sufferer 
from peritonitis, whose case upon her 
admission was at first given up as 
hopeless.

Mrs. Abias. was the first to receive 
the oxygen treatment. On the dav 
when she was taken to the hospital 
two and a half weeks ago, Dr. Wil­
liam Seaman Bainbridge, the noted 

In scientist, had been discussing with 
ti Professor Henry Mansfield Silver, the 
jg hospital’s chief surgeon, a theory that 

oxygen, if tried, would prove a cure 
for peritonitis.

It was but an hour afterwards that 
Dr. Silver received the summons to 
make a heroic effort to save the wo­
man's life. When he reached her side 
he found she was suffering with gen­
eral peritonitis, and that her tempera­
ture was 103 degrees.

Seeing that the old method of drain­
ing off the bacterial substance in the 
region of the peritoneum would be 
without avail in her case, he resolved 
to follow the suggestion given by Dr. 
Bainbridge.

After the usual treatment had been 
given the wound was so sutured that 
it left room for a small tube, 
tube was connected with a tank of oxy­
gen, which was run through water to 
thoroughly purify |t, and after the 
flow had continued for three minutes 
the tube was withdrawn.

Mia. Abias evinced such remarkable 
improvement from the very start that 
other peritonitis sufferers were simi­
larly treated. There are now in the 
hospital four other persons «she —»m 
given the cure. All have shown im­
provement equaling that of Mrs. Abias, 
and it is expected that when they, too, 
have been in the hospital for two 
weeks and a half they will be able to 
go home as well as they ever were.

JAPAN WILL BUILD TWO , 
MORE BIG BATTLESHIPS

ТОКІО, June 29,—Arrangements are 
rapidly progressing for the building of 
two additional battleships. The keel of 
one will be laid at Yokusuke during 
July and the keel of the other at Kure 
before the end of the year. The dis­
placement of these ships will be 20,800 
tons, their speed 20 knots, their armor 
12 inches and their principal armament

TELL OF HARD TIMES 
ON ITALIAN SHIP

Three Sailors Appeared In 
Police Court Today

1Wauling Legal Assistance—They Say The 
Were Very Badly Treated—Threats 

Made Against Them.

Three young sailors were callers al 
the police station today. They had a 
long tale of hardship at sea. 
were Fred J. Coles, a 20 year old Aus­
tralian, G. Whitney, of the United. 
States, and a colored youth named Joe 
James, of Antigua, B. W. I.

Whitney seems to be the leader of 
the party, and says that the three of 
them, along with Wm. Stephenson of 
the United States, and a young French­
man, were pitted against thirteen Ital­
ians on board the big Italian ship An- 
dreta which arrived here a few days 
ago.

Lorenzo Campodonica is the master 
of the ship, and Hie young sailors 
claim that because they were not Ital­
ians they were used rather roughly. 
They shipped on board the Andreta at 
Newcastle, Australia, bound for Chili, 
and were to be paid off at any port 
unless the ship w'as to return to Aus­
tralia. Now that the ship went to 
Chili, then to Barbadoes, was ordered 
to St. John, and is tà load for Eng­
land, they claim the right to be paid 
off here. Whitney, James and Stephen- 

paid off, but Fred Cole 
claims that the captain has refused to 
pay him, and that there is consider­
able money, probably £25 due him. If 
he runs away he loses his money, while 
if he goes on the ship he is afraid ot 
his life, as there has been talk of a 
watery grave for him. Stephenson has 
shipped and left for the States; Whit­
ney goes away tomorrow, the negro 
has not yet shipped. The Frenchman 
ran away from the ship at Chili and! 
left his earnings behind him. Whitney 
said he did not like to go away until 
he saw his Australian chum treated 
right.

Speaking of life on board the An­
dreta the young sailors say it took 
them about four days before they 
could get used to eating the food giv­
en, them. The food was rotten salt 
po*k with bad macaroni and" worms, 
and any dirty work to be done on 
board the ship was given to them to 
do- The colored sailor says that he 
was told that if it was not for the 
few English speaking sailors on board 
the ship Coles would be thrown over­
board.

Coles states that he was cruelly 
treated while on board the ship and o tr­
ône stormy night the captain called 
him while he was on tlfe forecastle 
head. He did not hear the captain on 
account of the noise made by wind and 
sea, and when he finally arrived on 
deck the captain put hi з fingers round 
his throat and threw him to the deck. 
The skipper’s finger nails scratched the 
young sailor’s throat.

Coles has retained the services of E. 
S. Ritchie and will try to obtain his 
release from the ship here and get 
what money is coming to him. He 
says that Capt. Campodonica main­
tains that the articles do not call for 
his discharge here, and does not wish 
to let him go because there is a scar­
city of seamen in the nort.

On Saturday morning while he was at 
work in a field he sent for Helen, his 
eldest daughter. As she came up to him 
he stopped her with the words:

Tell Sarah to prepare 
to die- Tonight I am going to kill her. 
I will kill you, too, and your mother."

The girl fled to the house in terror 
and told her brothers and sisters what 
her father had said. They did not tell 
the mother, who lay in an upstairs 
room with a 10-days-oid child.

The same afternoon the man drove to 
Leesburg, a neighboring town, where 
he met his father, who bears the 
same name. To him he repeated his 
threat against his daughter. The old 
man knelt in the road before his son 
and begged him not to harm 
children.

Polhamus reached his home late in 
the evening.

Three of nis daughters were in the 
house when he arrived—Helen, 19; Sar­
ah, 17, and Mary, 15 years old.

Helen, who drives a mail wagon be­
tween Eldora and Leesburg, is licensed 
to carry a revolver, and this weapon 
lay upon the bureau of a bedroom 
which opens from the living room 
where his daughters sat.

As the father swung open the door 
the girls saw that he had been drink­
ing heavily.

“Sarah,” he said slowly, “I suppose 
you got the word I sent.”

LONDON, July 16,—London’s

I SEATTLE, July 15.—A special from 
Nome gives the first authentic hews 
of the spring clean up and the 
amount of gold yielded by the opera­
tions incident to the annual thaw as 
$3,500,000.

Along Carter Creek, two miles from 
Nome, the miners have mainly con­
fined their winter Work to running 
drifts and blocking out pay dirt, which 
is now being shiced up as taken from 
the workings by water furnished from 
Snake River. There was hoisted to 
the surface from the different work­
ings along Carter Creek not less than 
$40,000 worth of pay gravel.

The second beach, which parallels 
the present shore line of Behring Sea 
twelve miles eastward from Nome, із 
still contributing its quota of gold.'

Eastward from Snake River, at the 
base of Auirl peak, the third beach a 
month ago loomed up with pay dumps 
that looked like mountains. Estimates 
place the output at $1,500,000. The 
Pioneer Company employed about 150 
men all winter on this product.

The Three Star Fraction and the 
Carson dam near Wonder Creek are 
still sluicing up 75,000 cars Of dirt, val­
ued at $200,000. These are the proper­
ties of Capt, E. W. Johnston, of Seat­
tle. About $250,000 Was produced by 
the Slough Over beach.

“Men who visited the Olsen claim 
during the last winter had every op­
portunity of testing the ground. The 
owners would say, "Here’s a pan; help 
yourself!’ I have heard of men pan­
ning $100 frequeuntly. The owners 
would put it in their poke or throw It 
back on the dump to be washed out In 
the spring.

“I have been in the Chandler for two 
years and think that district will come 
to the front, but it will take time and 
more prospecting than It has yet re­
ceived."

Several mining men who are Just 
down from the Queen Charlotte Is­
lands report that the rush to the new 
west coast mines continues. Some nine­
ty claims have been located during 
the last few weeks and the chances 
are that the end of the season will see 
several times this amount on the rec­
order's books. It appears that the nqw 
fields are hot only rich In gold values, 
but that some fine copper claims have 
been located as v-qll. The west coast 
of the islands Is a little known coun­
try, as it is only in the summer that 
a small boat can get about in that 
locality, and then only In the charge 
of men who know the Inlets and places 
where shelter can be had at short no­
tice from tho sudden and savage 
squalls that are a common thing on 
the coast. The samples that are com­
ing out are very high grade, and 
some of the finds have large surface 
showings.
