The Pre­
sident in liis address had alluded to the annexa­
tion of Texas to the United States, an allusion 
which he only noticed for the purpose of showing 
that the present policy of tlie executive Govern 
ment of tho United -States, tended to territorial ag­
grandizement In liis next sentence the President 
declared his intention to assert and maintain by all 
constitutional means the right of the United Hlutes 
to that portion of their territory which was situate 
beyond the Rocky Mountains. “ Our title,” said 
he, “ to the country of Oregon is clear and un­
questionable, and already are our people preparing 
to perfect that title by occupying it with their 
wives and children.”
