Sussex, N. B, July 6—The heaviest
electrical storm seen heré in years,
accompanied by a terrific hail storm,
swept over Camp Sussex this after-
moon.

Horses Near Stampede.

The stampeding of every horse of
the 19th Field Battery was only
averted by 'the combined efforts of
every officer and man in the battery
and this was only accomplished by
tBrowing blankets over the horses’
heads to protect them from the hail.

The three companies of the . 74th
Regiment, with the band, under the
command of Captain H. 8. Jones, on
their way to the rifle range, were
caught in the storm but took refuge
under trees and verandas of private
dwellings.

AERONAUT
/KILLED AT
'PORTLAND

Portland, Me., July 5.—Mistaking
the promiscuous firing of revolvers
by the crowd below as a signal for the
climax of his aerial act, James Coi-
coran, .an aeronaut, 2% years old, of
Lowell, Mass., cut lonse with his para-
chute when but a few hundred teet
from the earth at the Fourth of July
celebration here late today and was
dashcd to the grournd, meeting almost
jnstant death at the feet of 5,000 hor
yified spectators.

Corcoran was omployed by Pvof.
Joseph Laroux, of ~ this city, with
whom the municipal authorities had
contracted to make two balloon as-
censions and parachute jumps today.

Shortly after 4 o'clock, Corcoran
had his arrangements all completed
for ascending from the eastern prom-
enade. Three parachutes were at-
tached to the hot air balloon for a
triple jump by the aeronaut. As is
always customary, it was arranged
that Corcoran should cut loose with
his parachutes, when he heard a cer-
taln number of revolver shots from
Professor Laroux on the ground, the
latter to give the signal when the
balloon should have reached a height
sufficient to make the triple jumps
possible, approximately 5,000 feet.

Corcoran had barely left the ground
before promiscuous firing of revolvers
began, but Professor Laroux called
out to him to keep on. After a few
hundred feet up it is hard for an aero-
naut to judge correctly his actual
height, as he swings on the bar and
8o when Corcoran heard a second fu-
silade of shots from the ground it is
believed he was certain the signal
pad come for him to cut away in the

rachute for he was seen to drop

om the balloon although he was
arely 500 feet in the air.

The distance was too short for the
parachute to open properly and Cor-
coran ‘dropped in a straight line, gain-
ing speed as he neared the earth until
his body struck the ground on the site
of the proposed monument to the late
‘Thomas B. Reed, about 1,000 feet from
where the ascension was made.

Corcoran was still alive when his
Eody was picked up, but unconscious.
t was found that he had sustained a
gracture of the skull, a compound frac-
ture of the right leg and other in-
juries, from which he died in a short
time.

Corcoran was married and leaves a
widow and one child.

ONE DROWNED;
OTHERS HAD
CLOSE CALL

Boston, Mass., July 6.—The climax
of an eventful rowing regatta came
this afternoon when Edward Morely,
an eighteen-year-old boy, rowing
at No. 3 in the St. Alphonsus eight, of
Roxbury, was drowned while clinging
to a tow rope to which he had been
attached by two boatmates when they
were forced to go after another com-
rade in denger of drowning, after
their frail shell had capsized. At the
same time the five other boat crews
which had been contesting in the jun-
ior eight-oared race, the last event
of the New England Amateur Rowing
Association’s 23rd annual regatta were
also struggling in the water, two oth-
ers besides that from ' St. Alphonsus
Association requiring assistance to
prevent drowning, while the others did
not swamp crossing the finish line. In
the excitement little interest was tak-
en in the fact that the Jeffries Point
crew of Boston had won, The six
crews which were in the race and
which were flooded by the waves
chopped before a northwest wind,
were the St. Alphonsus Association of
Roxbury, the West Lynn Boat Club, of
Lynn, the Riverside Boat Club, of Rox-
bury, the Columbia Rowing Associa-
tion and the Jeffries Point Rowing
Association of East Boston, and the
Kalumet Boat Club of Worcester,

Dozen Boats Swamped.

During the day’s events, extending
over six hours upwards of a dozen
boats were swamped and while the
drowning of young Morley was the
only fatality, others were averted only
through the vigilance of power boats.
The race of the junior eights promised
to be a most interesting one. They
had covered a mile or more of the
mile and one-half course when the
Columbia crew was swamped and the
committee boat went to their assist-
ance. At the same time between the
mile mark and the finish, the St. Al-
phonsus and Kalumet crews were
thrown into the water, the latter being
in the lead at the time. Running to
the assistance of the St. Alphonsus
shell, a steam launch struck her amid-
ships, cutting the hull in twain and
forcing the oarsmen to struggle in the
water without support. Morley, at No.
3, was unable to swim, as was the
coxswain, John Troy. R. Crossen and
J. Kelliher in the forward section
went to Morley’s assistance and sup-
ported him to the launch where he
caught hold of a tow line. Then they
turned for Troy and helped him
aboard. In the meantime Morley gasp-
ed and sputtered at the end of the
rope, filling his lungs with water and

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- HONEST OPERATION OF ACT

CELEBRATION
AT HISTORIC
CROWN POINT

Port Henry, N. Y., July 5.—At his-
torical old Crown Point, where three
centuries ago, Samuel de Champlain
with his Algonquin allies engaged in
battle against the Iroquois, a strug-
gle which has been described as one
of the cardinal events of American
history, there were begun today the
ceremonies of a week, undertaken by
the states of New York and Vermont
in celebration of the tercentenary of
Champlain’s discoveary of the lake.

Within the ruins of old Fort St.
Frederic and in the presence of a hol-
iday throng, Governor Chas. E. Hugh-
¢s of New York, sketched briefly the
objects of the celebration. Historical
addresses were delivered by Ex-May-
or Seth Low, of New York, and Judge
Albert C. Barnes of Chicago and Clin-
ton Scollard, of Clinton, N, J., read
an original poem.

Seth Low, former mayor of
York, spoke after the governor.

Judge Barnes, who was born on
the opposite shore of Lake Cham-
plain, at Chimney Point, pointed out
that the occasion ought not to pass
without a reassertion of Crown Point's
claim to the site of the battle of
Champlain. He caught the approval
of the crowd when he said that here,
then, of all places on this lake, should
be erected a monument to the memory
of this great explorer, who, more than
any other of his time, was actuated by
a worthy zeal for state and religion.

Mr. Boyce, who is financing the ex-
pedition is a publisher of weekly fam-
ily papers in Chicago and this busi-
ness, together with other business
ventures have made him wealthy. It
always has been his desire to accom-
plish something in the way of adven-
turous exploit, and he thinks he has
now hit upon the liné of endeavor
whereby he will achieve that result.
He has given Mr. hughes and Mr.
Lawrence plenty of leeway in prepar-
ing for the trip, and the photographic
outfit which is to be taken along pro-
mises to eclipse any taken upon a
photographic expedition into any cor-
ner of the earth.
Mr. Lawrence of whom most is ex-
pected in the line of picture taking is
accustomed to novel feats in photo-
graphy. He has béen taking pictures
from balloons for many years and his
inventions in perfecting this art are
numerous. He has now perfected a
controlling device which, he says, will
hold a camera steady for a time ex-
posure almost Indefinitely, although |
suspended from a balloon hundreds of
feet above the earth. This device he
has had patented in fifteen countries.
Six Or Seven To Be Taken.
Six or seven cameras are to be tak-
en, the largest of which will be an
aerial machine holding plates 22 by
55 inches. Sixty plates of this size are |t
to be taken.
“With telescopic lenses fitted to this
camera I expect to get larger pictures
than have ever before been taken,”
said Mr. Lawrence yesterday. “The

CIGARETTE

(Aanaconda Standard.)

Fresh from the field of scientific
research comes the atouncement
that the least harmful of al! means
of smoking tobacco is that of the

Cobalt, July 5—A fierce bush fire in
South Coleman burnt a bunk house,
ore house, sleeping house and tank of
the Badger mine, and the ore house
and stable at Rochester mine.

by prfect combustion,” is a part of
the verdict just agreed upon by the
Belgium Society for the Advance-
ment of Science. “For this reason,”
the argument continues, “after two-
thirds of the cigar has become nolst,
it should be thrown away, because
the moisture prevents tul3 perfect
combustion of tobacco, and the conse-
quent decomposition of the nicotine.
Conversely, the least harmful form
of smoking tobacco is the clgarctte,
because the dryness of the paper and
tobacco makes combustion possible.’

This society puts itself on record
as unalterably opposed to the wurac-
tice of smoking by persons not yot
20 years old. For a number of years
the society has been experimenting
with tobucco and its conclusion, sur-
prising as it may appear to the per-
son who does not smoke, is: “The only
way in which we can use tobacco and
hope to live to be 80 or 90 yecars ol
is to use it in the form of cigaretics.”

Coming from a society of sclentists
prominent as the Belglum organize-
tion is, this announcement must cor-
tainly carry weight. It is the con-
clusion of a series of tests; the ver-
dict is based upon testimony trom all
parts of the world. The report of
the soclety embraces findings sub-
mitted by examining boards of many
clgarette smoking countries—Spain,
Mexico, the Orient, Turkey and Rus-
sia making the most exhaustive re-
ports,

In the last several years a persist-
ent campaign has been waged agains{
the cigarette in this country. It has
brought the people to the point of
thinking seriously, with the result that
several states have taken formal ac-
tion towards the suppression of the
“abominable things. The fight will
continue so long as men and women
smoke cigarettes. The principal ob-
jection to cigarettes seems to be their
disgusting odor. People who smoke
them do net realize how offensive the
tainted air becomes to those who do
not.

IDENTIFIED ROBBER'S BODY.

Vancouver, July 5.—The engineer
and fireman of the Canadian Pacific
Railway train, which was held up
two weeks ago at Ducks, B. C., have
identified the body of the man shot
by Constable Decker last Monday
night at Asheroft as that of the lead-
er of the traln robbers.

modern lines, but the work will not
start till the town site is properly
laid out.

Roads will be widened, sanitary con-
ditions attended to and a healthier,
better Cobalt will rise over the ruins
of the old. The town probably will im-
pose bullding restrictions which will
prevent further construction of the
matchbox order. About 1,000 persons
are being fed and housed in the tent-
ed city and various public buildings of
the town. There is surplus of provis-
ions in town now, as people have
shown themselves astonishingly self-

rellant. Hundreds have gone out of
town to raise fresh capital, many
others have been taken in by their
friends.

- RAMILIES

After lying at the bottom of the
sea undisturbed for a century and a
half one of the guns of H. M. 8. Ram-
ilies, which was wrecked near Bolt
Tail on the south coast of Devon, has
been recovered.

In March last the French steam
tr@wler L'Aigle was wrecked in a gale
close under Bolt Tail. Salvage oper-
ations are at present in progress upon
her, and this week while engaged in
salving the boilers of L’Aigle, a diver
of the salvage steamer Millard discov-
ered beneath the sunken trawler the
remains of an older vessel . Investi-
gation proved these remains to be un-
doubtedly those of the Ramilies, whose
loss, with 700 lives was one of the
greatest disasters in time of peace in
the annals of the British navy.

Carefully exploring the sea bottom
in the vicinity the diver found scores
of guns and hundreds of round shot
partly embedded in sand and encrust-
ed with rock and salt. It was decided
to salve one of the guns, and this was
successfully accomplished. The gun
which has been brought to the surface
is of iron, 9 feet long, with a 4-inch
bore.

One side of the weapon has been
worn away with the action of pebbles
and shingle washed over it by the tide
to such an extent that at the muzzle
the thickness of iron is very little, and
for its whole length the metal has the
appearance of being gradually filed
away. Even the trunnions which or-
iginally took its weight on the gun-
carriage have been worn to spikes.

In contrast to this, the top part of
the gun shows not the slightest sign
of wear. Its perfect preservation is due
to the fact that it was embedded in
sand and shingle, which formed a
complete protection. On this part of
the gun is the touch-hole, and standing
out in bold relief are the letters G.
R., surmounted by a large crown. The
touch-hole is quite clear, and the bands
running round are well preserved.

The remains of the Ramillies lle
among huge boulders in six fathoms
of water, but a great deal of metal
which lies about in profusion has be-
come encrusted in the rocks.

The Ramilies, a T4-gun ship, while
making for Plymouth during a severe
gale on February 15, 1760, mistook
Bolt Tail for Ram’s Head, a headland
marking the entrance to Plymouth
Sound. Getting too close in shore she
became embayed and was obliged to
anchor. Gradually she was driven
ashore by the gale, and striking the
| rocks, was pounded to pieces by the
|fury of the waves.

Of 734 souls on board only twenty-
five men and a midshipman were
saved. Tradition has it that one of the
crew warned the captain that the ship
was in Bigbury Bay, but was put in
irons for what was regarded as an act
of insubordination.

WOULD NOT
CONFIRM A
CANADIAN

The Rev. F. W. Clarke, vicar of
Caldicot, South Monmouthshire, Eng-
land, has refused to allow a Church
lad, a Canadian, to attend his con-
firmation class because the youngster
is a member of the Boys' Brigade,
which holds its meetings in the Wes
leyan school-room. The lad has been
brought up in the Church of England,
his parents belong to the Chureh, it
was at the invitation of the curate
that he presented himself at the vi-
car's confirmation class, but the vicar

he belonged to the Boys’ Brigade, and,
when informed that he did, said, “We
must draw the line somewhere.”

The complaint seems to be that a
church lad, though willing to claim
full membership of the Church, should
have been guilty of the grievous sin
of _.cuism” by belonging to an un-
sectarian organization, and attending
a Bible class in connection with the
Boys' Brigade, in which simple Bible
teaching is given. The vicar called
upon the father of the lad, Mr. Ar-
thur C. Luff, and said: “We must
draw the line somewhere, Seeing he is
in the brigade, we cannot very well
confirm him.” Mr. Luff sald: “Very
well; that finishes thé matter.”

To an interviewer, Mr. Luff observ-
ed: “It is strange to me, after living
for fifteen years in British Columbia,
where things are so different.”” When
invited to give his version of the mat-
ter, the Rev. F. W. Clarke.said he
hoped no newspaper would interfere
in a matter of this kind—"this is a
matter which must be left to the
clergy to deal with.”

Mr. Alfred Kemp, the Wesleyan
evangelist, who has charge of the Cal-
dicot Boys' Brigade, said they were
absolutely unsectarian, and told the
boys to attend what place of worship
they pleased, but several members of
the Boys’ Brigade were asked to leave
the church Sunday school because of
their membership, and & lieutenant
of the brigade left the church choir
for the same reason. The curious
thing is that the brigade have attend-
ed Rogiet Church, where the Arch-
bishop of Monmouth preached to
them. But Boys' Brigade members are
not wanted in the parish church of
Caldicot.
