Taken from his cell
in the federal bu'ildlm: where he had
been lodged before daylight after his
secret trip in the custody of govern-
ment officials from Los Angeles, Cal.,
McManigal, the confessed accomplice
of John J,, and James B. McNamara,
went berore the Jurors, after this writ-
ten confession had been presented in
detail,

That the prisoner will be kept in
attendance on the grand jury for ten
days or two weeks, was indicated by
the intention of United States Attor-
ney Charles W. Miller to have him re-
peat his confesgion orally and to de-
scribe with minute circumstances the
relations with others in his dynamit-
ing.

McManigal professes to have per-
sonal knowledge of at least thirty of
the. -explosions, - which = destroyed
bridges and other structures erected
by firms employing non-union men.

The grand jury devbted much at-
tention today to witnesses from Tiffin,
Ohlo, where last April 540 pounds of
dynamite were found by detectives,
stored in a barn in the rear of the
home of James McManigal, father of
Ortie. This was one of the stores
from which Ortie McManigal and
James McNamara replenished their
supply of explosives when they start-
ed out to do “jobs” in Penudsylvania,
New York, Ohio, Indiana, or Illinois,

The newspapers supporting the Opposition in the local
House are endeavoring to make it appear that My. Flem-
ming has committed an unpardonable offence in making
necessary repairs to a large number of bridges in every
section of the Province that were in a dangerous con-
dition, It has already been explained that when the old
Jovernment went out of power in 1908 they not only left
the treasury of the Public Works Department empty, as
almost every dollar of the appropriation for 1908 was
exhausted in the payment of accounts for work done the
previous year, but they also left hundreds of bridges much
out of repair. = The worst of these bridges were attended
to during the summer of 1908, and in the two years sue-

ceeding many more were rendered safe, but in 1911 the
condition of some of the most important bridges in the
Province was such that they had to be repaired or serious
Tesults would follow.

Two courses were open to the Government. One was

to borrow the money as a special loan and the other was
to overdraw the account, and either enlarge the grant for
the ensuing year or curtail the expenditure, Both of
these can re: v be done, as 80 much money has been ex-.
pended on the repairs of bridges and wharves since the
present Government assumed office that it will not be

Recessary to contifine expenditur®s on such a lavish scale

as during the past three years Still it must be borne in
mind that the expenditure for this purpose will always be
a large one, as the bridges, great and smalil jn this Prov-

ince, number thousands.

An examination of the expenditures of the Public
Works Department for the past two years will prove to
anyone that Mr. Flemming might very easily have avoid-
ed the so-called deficit had he allowed the bridges to re-
main out of repair as the former Administration had done.

cr ed a surplus of $28,000 by following the precedent of
his predecessors in office.

If anyone doubts that such methods were pursued let
bhim carefully examine the reports of the Auditor General
of 1906 and 1907 and the Public Works Report of the same
year. On pages 74, 75 and 76 of the Public Works Report
1906 the total expenditures are given in a tabulated
statement as $219 26 and the receipts as $197,484.43.
The balance against the department at the beginning of
the year is stated at $25,028.41, making the total over-
expenditure for the two years $4 22.24. No reference
Wwhatever is made to any other over-expenditure anywhere
n the report and the details only are given of the expedi:
ture made public in the report. In the Auditor General's
consolidated revenue account published on page 81 of the
Publie Accounts Report the expenditure for public works
is set down as $197,25 Why there should be such a
difference in the accounts of the Auditor General and the
Secretary of the Board of Works can possibly be explain-
ed by the Auditor General who, on page 122 of his report
of the ves the total expenditures of the Publie
Works Department as $242,663.26, which includes $23,000
for interest and sinking, which agrees with the report of
the Secretary of the Public Works Department. If the
slatement in the body of the auditor’s report is correct,
and, as it Is accompanied by vouchers it probably is, the sur-
plus of $8,136.01 claimed by the Government for 1906 was
converted into a deficit of $14,092.25, which depends en-
tirely whether the statement on page 11 of the Auditor
General's report or that on page 122 is accepted.

Mr, Flemming
has not added a cent to the funded debt for the same ex-
penditures. Every dollar has so far been met from cur-
rent revenue and every dollar is accounted for, Every
safeguard that is pessible is thrown round the expendi-
ture. All the returns are made under oath, and if there
is dishonesty there is also perjury. Mr. Flemming has
certainly no reason to fear public opinion because he has
honestly admitted an over-expenditure which his prede-
cessors and their apologists in the present House would
hide from the public if possible,

CITY WELFARE DEPARTMENT.

Kansas City has an interesting municipal department
in its Board of Public Welfare that is proving, according
to a report in the Winnipeg Tribune, even more satisfac-
tory than was expected when it was established two years
ago. It is a branch of the city government conducted by
a nonpartisan board of five appointed by the mayor. The

The department is not organized as a char-
ity institution. Its work is broader and more helpfal
than that of handing out temporary relief. It undertakes
to assist those in need of help to get together accurate
data on conditions in the city for the guidance of all’who
are working for the advancement of unfortunates; and it
also co-ordinates the work of the various agencies.

The board conducts a Social Service Department in
co-operation with other organizations that are %orking to
assist the unemployed and the homeless. A municipal
employment bureau and municipal stone quarry are oper-
ated by the board directly, in order to take care of those
not providédfor by the privat# societies and organizations,
An anti-loan shark bank is conducted by the board with
funds provided from private sources. More than 100
loans are made each month. A municipal farm has been
established on which men sentenced to the workhouse are
given employment. The old workhouse building has been
converted into a reformatory for women. The board
takes care of the families of men sent to the workhouse,
when those dependents need such care, and provision is
made to turn over to them what the husband or father
earns. A parole department is conducted in connection

ing of great benefit.*

A Recreation Department looks after the condition of
the dance halls in the city and sees to it that no girls
under seventeen are permitted in the halls; that the
places are closed at midnight and that the dances are con-
ducted in an orderly manner. A Legal Aid Bureau is
maintained to furnish free legal advice to those in need of
it. A large percentage of the cases are wage claifng that
would not be collected without such an agency as the
burean. There are about fifteen of those handled each
day, and during the first eight months $6,046.40 was col-
lected. g

A Bureau of Research fs maintained. Those in charge
make investigations of unemployment, the social evil, the
charitable situation, housing, wage conditions and other
problems directly involved in the work of the department.
The bureau also furnishes rellable information in regard
to charitable organizations and other agencies that are at
work. It is, in fact, a city department for handling in a
comprehensive manner the problems that are found in
every city and too often are bungled. The duccess Kan-
sas City is having will prompt other municipalities to con-
sider seriously whether they too would not profit by main-
taining similar departments,

Architecture in France” the
Subject of Mrs. John M. Law-

Mrs., John M. Lawrence delivered a
very interesting and instructive ad-|
dress on the development of Gothic
architecture in France before the St
John Art Club yesterday afternoon.
During the course of her remarks Mrs,
Lawrence said that when Constantine
the Great made Christianity the state
religion, the Romans modifiled their
heathen temples and basilicas and
used them as places for Christian
worship. The Romans in their archi-
tectures used what is now called the
barrel vanlt and. to suport this vault
heavy pilljrs and very thick walls
were need But the French when
they began to build cathedrals used the
pointed gpeh which had been brought
t{o that country by the crusaders. To
support this type of arch only slight

ter many failures the flying buttress
was added, doing away with the neces-
sity of walls as the spaces between (he
buttresses were filled with painted
glass. This improvement made/the ca-
thedrals much more beautiful4¥ut when
it was found that the pressure of a
high wind agaivnst this vast extent of
glass usually broke the windows, pan-
els of stone ecalled mullions were in-
gerted. These mullions later became
known as the stone tracery of Gothic
eathedral windows.

Strohg pressure is . being
brought to bear upon the council to
induce it to yun water and sewerage
mains out Douglas Avenue to the
bridge and out Adelaide street to the
ropewalk corner, and if theve jobs are
undertaken this summer, there will be
gnother increase in the interest
charges,

tion or a decrease of the grants to
various public services.,
