HER STORY OF BRITISH VALOR—NO SURRENDERS, MEN ON ILL-FAT-
ED VESSELS STOOD BY THEIR GUNS AND WENT DOWN WITH THEIR
SHIPS—LOW VISIBILITY AND MIST SAVED ENEMY FROM MORE SE-
VERE LOSS AT HANDS OF BRITAIN'S MAIN FLEET.
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London, June 3.—A statement issued tonight by the British Admiralty, confirming
/previous accounts of the battle between the British and German fleets, reiterates that the
Gérman accounts of the German losses are false, and that although the evidence is still in-
complete enough is known to justify stating that the German losses were greater than the
British, ‘not merely relatively to the strength of the two fleets but absolutely."

There is the strongest ground for believing, says the statement, that the German
losses include two battleships, two dreadnought battle cruisers of the most powerful type,
and two of the latest light cruisers, in addition to smaller craft, including a submarine. The

text of the statement follows:

“Until the commander-in-chief has time to consult the officers engaged and write a
full despatch, any attempt to give a detailed history of the naval engagement, which began
on the afternoon of May 31st and ended in the morning hours of the first of June, would
evidently be premature. But the results are quite plain.

“The grand fleet came in touch with the German high seas fleet at 3.30 on the af-
ternoon of May 31. The leading ships of the two fleets cafried on a vigorous fight; in
which the battle cruisers, fast battleships and subsidiary craft all took an active part.

! Didn’t Stay Long When Jellicoe’s. Fleet Appeared.
*The losses were severe on both sides, but when the main body of the British fleet
e into contact with the German high seas fleet a very brief period sufficed to compel
] \e latter, who had been severely punished, to seek refuge to their protected waters. This
manoeuvre was rendered possible by low visibility and mist, and ='though the grand fleet
swas now and then able to get in momentary contact with their opponents no continuous ac-
tion was possible.

“They continued the pursuit until the light had wholly failed, while the British des-
troyers were able to make a successful attack upon the enemy during the night.

“Meanwhile Admiral Sir John Jellicoe, having driven the enemy into port, return-
od to the main scene of the action and scouted the sea in search of disabled vessels. By
noon the next day, June |, it became evident there was nothing more to be done. He re-
turned therefore to his base four hundred miles away, re-fueled his fleet in the evening of
June 2 and was again ready to put to sea.

“The British losses have already been fully stated. There is nothing to add or sub-
tract from the latest account published by the Admiralty.

*“The enemy losses are less easy to determine. That the accounts they have given to
the world are false is certain, and we cannot yet be sure of the exact truth. But from such
evidence as has come to our knowledge, the Admiralty entetain no doubt that the German
losses are heavier than'the British, not merely relatively to the strength of the two fleets,

but absolutely.

It was added that the latest reports received from Admiral Jellicoe and Vice-Admiral Beatty had caus
ed a feellhg of elation among naval officers.

BEATTY HAD ENEMY CUT OFF FROM BASE.

London, June 3, 455 p. m~—Before the hostile fleets came Into touch with each eother, it was made
known today, Admiral Beatty with his battle crulser squadron got between the German fleet and its base.
He was compelled to withdraw, however, following the discovery of the presence of battieships with the Ger

man fleet.

Admiral Jellicoe reports that on the morning after the engagement he made a thorough search of the
waters on which the battle was fought without encountering any sign of hostile ships.

A BRITISH VICTORY, NO
MISTAKE IN STRATEGY,
SAYS LORD BERESFORD

London, June 4—Admiral Lord
Charles Bereaford, retired, speak-
ing today of the fight off Jutland
between the. and German
‘fleets, said:’

“Though a hard earned sea fight,
it was a British victory. There
was no mistake in strategy made.
The British objective was to sink
the German fleet, or compel it to
return to its base. In the absence
of Zeppelins for scouting purposes
the British navy was obliged to
send out heavy cruisers as outside
scouts, because light cruisers
would have been driven in without
securing the needed information.

“Vice Admiral Sir David Beatty,
in pursuance of this object, tackled
a vastly superior force, hoping to
delay it until Vice Admiral Sir
John R. Jellicoe’s battle fleet ar-
rived to destroyed the Germans.
Vice Admiral Beatty achieved a
brilliant succes$y because on the
arrival of Vice Admiral Jellicoe
the Germans fled. We attained our
object. The Germans failed to at-
tain theirs. We lost cruisers which
we can afford to lose; the Germans
lost battleships, which they can-

not afford to lose.” '

Officers Went Down With Ships.

London, June 3 (521 p. m.)—An
official statement given out today
shows that, with a few exceptions, all
the officers on the Invineible, Queen
Mary, Indefatigable, Defence and Black
Prince were lost. All the officers of
the Warrior, except one, were saved.

The admiralty reports four mid-
shipmen were saved from the Queen
Mary, Commander Danneruther and
one other officer being rescued from
the Invineible. Al other officers
aboard these battle cruisers, and all
officers on the Indefatfgable, Defence
and Bleck Prince were lost.
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Edinburgh, June 4.—According
the story of the battle received here
Vice-Admiral Sir David Beatty who
commanded the British crulser squad-
ron, had cruised many times In the
vicinity of the recent battle field with-
out succeeding in luring the Germans
from their mined waters.

About four o'clock Wednesday af-
ternoon when the squadron was about
100 miles west of the Danish coast,
the British advance guards sighted the
enemy, and soon it was apparent that
the Germans were coming out in great
force, there being in all about 100
ships.

The German squadron included at
least 20 battleships and battle cruis.
ers, with numerous lghter craft in
front, the whole squadron steaming in
a northwesterly direction. The con.
ditions were entirely in favor of the
Germans, who doubtless soon became
aware that only a fraction of the Bri-
tish battle fleet opposed them.

Apart from the fact that the Ger-
mans were three times as strong as
Vice-Admiral Beatty's squadron, they
had the advantage of the 1ight, and
adopted their favorite tactics of hug-
ging the coast, at the same time assur-
ing a safe retreat. Atmospheric con-
ditions then took a change which fur-
ther helped the Germans. A thin driz
zle reduced the vigibility, and the Bri-
tish gunners thus were greatly handi-
capped, while with the western sun be-
hind them the British ships easily
were picked out on the horizon, where-
as the Germans were able to conceal
their strength, covered as they were
by the coast of Jutland.

Beatty’s Daring Manoeuvre.

Having succeeded at .Jength, 'a
drawing the whole German fleet out
of its safe quarters, Vice-Admiral
‘Bentty, although greatly outnumbered
and runging heavy risks, determined
to hang on grimly in order to detain
the enemy in full strength. It was a

daring manoeuvre, but the Britisn

‘|fought doggedly and with great perti-

nacity, despite all disadvantages.

The fight had lasted about a coup'e
of hours when the British battle
cruisers Invincible, Indomitable aad
Inflexible hove in sight, Rear Admiral
Hood flying his flag on the Invincible
as second in command of the battle
cruiser squadron. They rushed into
action none too soon for Vice-Admiral
Beatty's battered fleet.

The odds still favored the Germaa

boats in numbers and position. The
British ships were clearly distinguish-
able against the light, while the Ger-
man fleet was sheltered behind a mine
field, and lay well into the shadow of
the shore, where the mist made them
difficult targets.
, The conflict was mainly a battle
of big guns. The Invincible, after
fighting with the greatest gallantry
and considerably damaging the enemy,
met her doom and sank quickly.
But much more formidable aid now
was at hand. It soom was manifest
that the Germans meant business.

The small craft soon were brushed
aside, and with the big ships about fif-
teen miles apart the first exchange of
shots took place. Judging by the

A'Pertect Inferno,

From fifteen miles the range rapid-

Tried To Blind British Crew With
Searchlights,

South Shields, June 4-—Many of
those wounded in the sea fight have
been brought here and placed in hos-
pitals. Even those seriously injured
display fortitude and composure, and
are proud of the part they took in the
battle. They relate that the Germans
tried to blind the British crews with
their searchlights. One British de-
stroyer, according to these survivors,
did remarkable work. She attacked
a German battleship and successfully
torpedoed it, and subsequently satk &
German submarine which was about
to attack.

The admiralty tonight lssued a statement saying there were the

strongest grounds for the belief that the British navy, In the battle
with the Germans off Jutland last week, had accounted for a total of
eighteen German men-of.war, and that there was nothing to add to or
subtract from the orginal statement of the British losses.

The statement gave the German losses as two battleships, two
dreadnought battie crulsers, four light cruisers, nine torpedo boat de-
stroyers and a submarine.

NO CHANGE IN THE BRITISH CASUALTIES,

The pessimism which prevailed as a result of the admiralty's orig
inal statement of losses, which is now considered to have been need-
lessly candid and conservative In underestimating the extent of the Ger.
man losses, as compared with those of Great Britain,has been greatly
lessened by the latest statement.

A patch from Cop says rumors are current in Hamburg
that two additional German warships than those announced in the Ger
man communication—the battieship Westfalen and the battle crulser
Lutzow—were sunk in the battie. A wireless despatch recelved here
Saturday from Berlin said the German admiralty admitted the loss of
the Westfalen.

The admiralty statement tonight declares that the German losses in
the fight were not only relatively but absolutely greater than those of
the British. Maintaining its practise of caution the admiralty still re-
frains from giving the names of the lost German ships.

The official list of the casualties among officers shows that hardly
a single officer of the line escaped from the British crulsers sunk In
the battle. An additional casualty list of petty officers shows that 43
of them were saved from the Queen Mary, Invincible, Fortune, Ardent
and Shark. None wae saved from the Indefatigable, Defence, Black
Prince, Tipperary, Turbulent, Nomad or Nestor,

‘The list gives the names of sixtyfive men killed aboard the War-
rior, and of 27 men wounded. On other ships engaged In the fight 115
men were killed and 85 wounded.

BERESFORD SAYS ONLY ONE MISTAKE.

Admiral Lord Beresford, In an Interview today, while contending
strongly for the view that there was no fallure in the British strategy,
and that Vice-Admiral Beatty won a brilliant success, though it was
dearly bought declares that the only mistake made was by the admiral.

BRITISH LOSSES WERE FOURTEEN SHIPS.

London, June 3.—The latest reports from the British fleet, from neu-
tral vessels which witnessed partsof the great naval battle In the North
Sea and from survivors, cause the British public to belleve that the en-
gagement was not go near a defeat as first appeared, and in nowise a
disaster. The British losses, with all the craft engaged accounted for,
were three battle crulsers, three cruisers and eight destroyers. The
German losses are belleved to have been about the same number of
ships, although a much less aggregate of tonnage.

British naval experts maintain that Great Britain continues to hold
the supremacy of the sea by a safe margin and that her enormous navy
could more afford the losses it suffered than could the Germans. The
first reports of the heavy loss of life, unhapplly, have not been revised.
Great Britain mourns for more than 4,000 of her seamen, while the Ger.
man losg I8 variously estimated at between 3,000 and 5,000.

NO SURRENDERS, EVERY MAN STOOD BY HIS SHIP,

s accounted for. The same Is true of the Invincible, while there are ng
durvivors reported from the Indefatigable, the Defence or the Black
Prince.

It Is Impossible to get any coherent story of the great battle,
which lasted many hours, with the different units at times fighting scat-
tered engagements. The British and German reports contradict each
other flatly on the main facts. The British assert that the German
fleet retired when the British battleships appeared, while the German
efficial statement maintains that the German forces battle
with the entire British fleet.

The British assert that they had only two divisions engaged, and
that all the units of these were not able to participate in the fighting,
and furthermore that Admiral Sir John Jellicoe, commander of the
grand fleet, remained in the area of the battle after the Germans had

, retreated and swept It thoroughly In search of enemy ships and sur.
vivers,

The King's message to Admiral Jellicoe states that the Germans
robbed the British of the opportunity of gaining a decisive victory by
retiring immediately after the opening of the general engagement.

BEATTY, VETERAN OF MANY A SCRAP, AGAIN IN ACTION

Vice Admiral Beatty, commanding the battle cruiser squadron, pre-
sumably on his old flagship the Lion, was again in the thick of the
action.

Every arm of the most modern naval warfare was employed——bat.

peling. Whether most of the destruction was accomplished by gunfire
or torpedoes is not yet known, British officers say that the battle
was fought by the methods known and practised by all navies,
There were no surprises, and no new devices of weapons or strategy.

Mow far the Zeppelins contributed to the German successes is a
matter of dispute. Only one airship came within sight, according to the
British accounts, and she was soon badly damaged and withdrew. But
the Germans lay stress on the assistance rendered by thelr air service,
and neutrals report the pr of aix Zeppeling in the North Sea.

London, June 4—Twenty-one mem-
bers of the crew of the German crui-
ser Elbing, which was destroyed in the

As to the qualities and character-

They will go
anywhere, into anything, again, and
again, as if they did not know how
to be afraid. “The omnly thing you
can do,” says the German officer, “is
to slaughter them, and pray that yoa
will have ammunition enough to keep
it up.”

England. Delays that mean death are
usually caused when the soldiers are
struck down in an action and their
comrades are umable to rescue them
until darkness falls. We have heard
terrible stories of the wounded linger
ing for days between the trenches in
a space swept day and night by artil-
lery and machine guns, but fortunate-
ly these comprise but an insignificant
portion of the wounded,

In ordinary -circumstances, if the
stretcher-bearers are unable to re-
move a wounded soldier as soon as he
falls, they can go out at night and
bring him in. A year ago a soldier
rescued at night had to wait until the
next morning before he could be oper-
ated on. It is true that that hemorr-
hages might be checked, and fractures
eased or roughly set, but it was neces-
sary to wait until daylight before im-
portant operations could be attempted.
Now, there are operating tents imme-
diately back of the firing lines. These
tents are heated and lighted by elec-
tricity. No matter at what hour of
the night a wounded soldier is brought
to one of these operating tents, he
can be treated immediately. Sir Fred-
erick Treves, who has visited the
front, and who has seen many battle-
flelds in other wars, says that the op-
erating tents are as well equipped as
the operating rooms in a modern hos-
pital. He was lost in admiration at
the completeness of the arrangemenits,
and could imagine nothing that might
be added for the comfort or the con-
venience of the surgeons.

As soon as the operation is com-
pleted in the tent the patient is re-
moved, either by train or by motor
ambulance, to a permanent hospital
‘further in the rear. He may either
remain here to be treated, if there is
danger in further travelling, or he may
be sent further back, even to England.
Experts say that this prompt treat-
ment has a considerable psychological
value. The man feels that something
is being done almost instantly for his
relief. He is not worn out by needless
suffering. The idea that he is going
to recover is firmly planted in his
mind. He knows, too, that he is in
more sgkilful hands than if he were be-
ing treated at home, for the army sur-
geons have crowded into a month
practice that at home would hardly
be acquired in a lifetime. Moreover,
the wounded Tommy has the advan-
tage of the consulting advice of the
best doctors in France and Belgium.
A king could command no better skill.
The war has brought into existence
many new devices for the treatment
of X-ray hi are al-
most as common as scalpels. Great
success has attended the use of the
magnet for the withdrawal of shell
detritus, Formerly these fragmeats
had to be probed for, and the wounds
drained of all forelgn matter, thus fm-
potg:g a strain upon the system and
greatly delaying the recovery. The
fine physical condition of the men,
too, im splte of the hardships they
have had to endurs, or perhaps partly
because of them, has made them ad-!
mirable patients, and no doubt the:
knowledge that they are winning has
its cheering effect.

OF BRITISH POSITIONS TO
- SOUTHEAST OF YPRES

London, June 3, 5 p, m,—The Bri-
tish fleet saw only one Zeppelin dur-
ing the fight, and it was fired upon
80 heavily that it retired from action
quickly, having been damaged badly.

The opinion was expressed at the
admiralty today that the theory: that
Zeppelins would be a great aid to the
German fleet certainly was ot borne
out by Wednesday's battle.

Berlin, June 3, via London, 5556 p.

m.—The ridges of the heights south-
east of Zillebeke, southeast of Ypres,
Belgium, and the British position be-
yond have been captured by storm by
German troops, the war office announc-
ed today.

One general, slightly wounded, one
major, and 13 other officers, besides
350 unwounded men were ‘taken pri-
soner by the Germans in the attack.

The text of the official statement
says:

“We captured by storm on Friday
the ridges of the heights southeast of
Zillebeke, souitheast of Ypres, and the
English position beyond, taking pri-
soner one general, slightly wounded,
one major and thirteen other officers
and 350 unwounded men. The num-
ber of prisoners taken wis small, the
enemy having suffered very sanguin-
ary losses.

“During the night attempted coun-
ter-attacks made by the enemy were
easily repulsed.

“In the reglon of Albert the artil-
lery duel continues.

“In the Champagne, south of Ri-
pont, one of our reconnoitering de-
tachments brought in mord than 200
French prisoners as the result of our
small hostile forces. -

“West of the Meuse the enemy’s
batteries and fortified positions were
shelled with visible success.

“Fast of the Meuse the French suf-
fered a further reverse, During the
night the enemy was dispersed. Fur-
ther east the French repeatedly at-
tempted yesterday to penetrate by
storm attacks our trenches southwest
of Vaux, AIll failed, with very san-
guinary losses for the enemy,

“Stubborn fighting, favorable for us,
is proceeding in the region southeast
of Vaux.

“On the eastern slopes of the Vaux
heights we extensively shelled the for-
tified village of Damloup, and 520 un-
wounded soldiers, including 10 offi-
cers were made prisoner, and several
machine guns were captured.

“While being led away by way of
Dieppe some French prisoners came
under the fire of heavy batteries of
the enemy.

“Aviation: Our fleld artillery shot
down a Farman biplane over Vaux.

“The biplane mentioned in yester-
day's statement as being shot down
west of Moerchingen was the fourth

machine brought down by Lieut. Ho-
ehndorf.

THE NORTH SEA FIGHT.

In disseminating information con-
cerning the North Sea fight the British
Admiralty, to use a phrase in vogue
with turf writers, “ran true to form.”
First, they gave to the waiting world
the estimate of British losses, an esti-
mate which it may be observed has
been somewhat reduced since the first
announcement. Then, piecemeal, came
facts has not yet been garnered but
upon the enemy. The harvest of these
facts have not yet been garnered but
sufficlent is known to justify the state-
ment that the result of the North Sea
battle was in no way a “disaster” and
it is not yet clear that it was a de-
feat,

The approximate losses to Germany
were, at least, as heavy as those sus-
tained by Britain, the moral loss was
greater, Even though we admit that
fourteen British of various
classes were sent to the bottom and
that thousands of lives were lost, it
is well established that the Germans
failed in their effort to gain the open
sea and that failure was due entirely
to the superiority of the British fleet.

The later reports of the battle con-
firm The Standard’s earlier estimate,
A powerful German fleet, said by some
despatches to represent Germany's
aggregate available strength, encoun-
tered a British squadron of lighter ves-
sels, presumably a scouting squadron.
For some unexplained reason those
in command of the British squadron
did not stop to consider the odds
against them but eagerly accepted the
challenge to battle Arm-chair cri-

ing the German losses. These details
though meagre were sufficlent to indi-
cate that the battle was in no way
so one-sided as had been at first re-
ported. Also it showed that a British
squadron, inferior in size and gun pow-
er, had put up a glorious fight against
a powerful enemy. British losses were
admittedly severe but in no sense of
the word could the North Sea fight
be called a disaster and it afforded
absolutely no warrant for such pes-
simistic flub-dubbery as the Times' ef-
fusion.

To be over confident {s inadvisable,
to be unduly pessimistic i1s as bad
and there is absolutely no good pur
pose to be served by whining and
whimpering. As indicated by The
Standard, the German losses in the
North Sea fight were a@s heavy as
those of the British and Britain is In
a far better position to stand the loss
The regrettable part of the North
Sea incident was the lack of heavy
vessels in the squadron which first en.

Speed ‘or Height Only Proof
Against Direct Shell Hits but
Inventive Genius of Man

Not Yet Exhausted.

By C. G, Grey, Editor of the Aeroplane.
It is rather curious to note how hi-
tory repeats itself in aerial warfare
as in other branches of war. In land
war there has always been a contin-
ual duel between guns and fortifica-
tions. First of all somebody would
produce a gun which would batter
down any fortress which was impreg-
nable against any guns then existing.
Similarly in naval war there is the
same duel between the makers of arm-
our plate and the makers of guns and
armour-plercing projectiles.

In aerial warfare this antagonism
takes rather a different form, because,
80 far as one can see at present, it is
impossible to make any aircraft proof
against direct hits by shells, even
though one may armour the body and

crew against small-arm fire or shrap-
nel bullets.

The afternoon, if the battalion is in
training, is a repetition of the morn-
ing's work, It is only in the few hours
before bedtime that the N.C.O. can
sit down in peace to do as he will. His
life is one long hustie from dawn till
dusk. “Panics” are of daily occur-
ence, but the good, reliable N.C.O. over
comes them. The British sergeant hag
been called the Tommy’'s wet nurse

nor his servant, nor his ox, nor any-
thing that is his. This law i8 in the
main rigidly observed by men and wo-
men in all stations of life. There is.
however, one notable exception, The
British non-commissioned officer works
not only on the seventh day, but very
often far into the night of it. He
must work, and work, and when he
has finished one job he must look for
another. It is not often that one finds
the N, C. O. looking for work. Work
flies to him as if he were a magnet.
But he is very often to be found look-
ing for trouble—trouble for idle hands
that is.

There never was a truer saying than
that the sergeant is the backbone of
the British Army. He always has
been, and he always will be. Usually
drawn from the same classes as the
men he commands, in all cases hav-
ing undergone the same experiences
in the ranks as they have, he is nat-
urally fitted to be the go-between of
his officers and his men. A good
N.C.O. is just as valuable to a com-
pany as an efficient colonel is to a bat-
talion; in time, he will be promoted
company sergeant-major, when his po-
sition will be very much the same to-
wards his company commander as the
adjutant’s is to his colonel. From
company sergeant-major, whose post
is usually filled by that N. C, O. who
combines all the qualifications neces-
sary for the various ranks through
which he has passed. The duties of a
regimental sergeantynajor are not
light. He is the stepping-stone be-
tween orderly room and battalion; he
is a foreman of works, a master of
parades, a chief of police, and a walk-
ing King's Regulations rolled into one.

NORWAY LOSES &2
MERCHANT VESSELS

Leading Ship-owner of Larvik
in St. Jobn Tells of Con-
ditions in His Country.

Norway has been the heaviest suf-
ferer among the neutral nations in
point of the number of vesseld lost
during the war. J. Rosendahl, of
Larvik, Norway, a member of one of
the largest shipping firms in that
country, who has been in St. John
during the last few days, states that
Norway has lost 62 ships; Denmark
lost 22, and Sweden 20.

Mr. Rosendahl said that his firm
had had very good luck and had lost
practically no tonnage. His firm
owns mapny vessels, a large number
of which are iron craft engaged in the
Southern and South American and
Australian trade. Norwegian shipping
firmg are gradually discarding wooden
vessels and substituting iron ones,
as the latter are more profitable.
Mr. Rosendahl added that the Ca-
nadian lumber trade was not as al-
tractive to Norway vessel owners as
formerly. The amount .on tonnage
from Norway coming to New Bruna-
wick is not as great as formerly,
partly because the supply of lumber
is not as large as in former years.

In Miramichi
waters so great has been the number
of lobsters that boats have been filled
in one haul, and as they sped home-
ward as fast as they could the lobsters
were crawling up over the sides and
dropping back again into the water.
Some hoats could only take & part of
their catch, 80 enormous was the num-
ber. A load of 4,000 lobsters to 3
