Winnipeg, May 27—The wheat mar­
ket was very dull but firm this morn­
ing with prices practically unchanged 
from Friday. Offerings were light while 
there continues to be a good demand 
from the seaboard, sales being esti­
mated at 320,000 to 325.000 bushels 
mostly Manitoba®.

After opening unchanged to 3-8 
cent lower. May wheat moved In very 
narrow limits throughout the session 
and closed 5-8 cent higher. While July 
and October opened unchanged to 1-8 
cent higher, and held steady all morn­
ing. closed 1-2 to 8-8 cent hgher, re­
spectively.

The belief is still held on the mar­
ket. that producers are holding fairly 
large stocks of wheat at the head of 
the lakes, and it does not seem likely 
thaA this will come on the market be­
fore the first of the month.

fiearse Grains

In the coarse grains, oats and barley 
appear to be at levels where the trade 
seems unwilling to press short sales, 
business worked being only moderate 
this morning.

In the cash markets, only a fair 
trade was reported, the demand being 
mostly for Nos. 1 and 2 Northern 
wheat Exporters and domestic millers 
were ^n the 
grades were not wanted and all wheat 
offerings were exceptionally light. 
Premiums were six cents over the 
May price for No 1 Northern, one 
cent over for No. 2 and 7 cents under 
for No. 3 Northern.

Oats went in to thé clearing house 
for the first time this month. Indicat­
ing a poor demand.

China with the Allies. This was not 
"merely to please America," but, as

He was one of the leading states­
men who conducted the negotiations 
preliminary to the settlement of the 
relations between Japan, Russia and 
China as the result of the Russo- 
Japanese war.

When the constitutional Govern­
ment was established Hsu became 
Vice BTtme Minister, and at one time 
was thought to be in line for the post 
of Premier. In June. 1917, he was 
named dictator by a rebel conference 
at Tientsin. When Husann Tung re­
linquished the role of emperor in the 
summer of 1917 Hsu was appointed his 
guardian.

Hsu is one of the several liclng 
statesmen who held high official posi­
tions during the Manchu Dynasty. He 
is a native of Chihle, China’s metro­
politan province. He was a poor scho­
lar In his youth. After having suc­
cessfully passed the metropolitan lit­
erary examinations, he was given offi­
cial positions of various ranks, which 
he held until 1905. when he was ap­
pointed Probationary Grand Council­
lor. Shortly afterwards, he was made 
minister of the Government Council. 
In February of 1906 he was promoted 
to be Grand Councillor.

After the first revolution, Hsu did 
not participate in the government of 
the country .until 1915, when he was 
appointed Secretary of State. He 
served the republic ih that capacity 
for ten months, and then resigned. He 
was a "sworn brother" of the late 
President Yuan. In September, 1918 
he was elected to the presidency.

Peking, May 28—Hsu Shi Chang, 
president of China, Is apparently mak­
ing a hard fight to maintain his po­
sition, which now stands tor nothing 
save tor himself. No good is possible 
In Peking while he remain president.

Each day the president’s office gives 
out propagandà to the effect that cer­
tain men are ready to accept office, all 
the men mentioned being friends of 
General Wu. Such action, as shown 
by an announcement that Kao Heng 
Sung will take the communications 
portfolio is inspired by a desperate 
desire of Hsu to put In friends of Gen­
eral Wu so that Wu cannot bring 
about the ousting of the cabinet. Kao 
is now at Paotingfu with General Wu, 
where the chieftain is urging him not 
to accept any post In a cabinet which 
cannot last more than a few weeks.

General Wu Is said to realize that 
the attempts of the master politician 
in Peking are schemes to save his 
face and office, but Wu’s determina­
tion to oust him by means of assem­
bling the old parliament and electing 
a new man is unchanged, 
aibilities for the presidency are head­
ed by LI Yuan Hung, a former presi­
dent, who held office when the present 
Incumbent went in Illegally, 
claim Chen Ctiiung Muan, general of 
the Canton forces, is looked on as a 
possibility for vice-president.

President Hsu is now completing a 
palace in the German concession at 
Tientsin, the furniture being installed 
this week. This adds to the rumor 
•that the chief executive Is preparing 
to move if the reconvening of the old 
parliament is insisted upon by Gen­
eral Wu Pel Fu.

Hsu Shlh Chang has been a leader 
in Chinese affairs since the later 
years of the monarchy. At the time 
of China’s break with Germany he 
was vice premier and expressed his

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London, May 26—The Soviet govern­
ment Is really trying to further educa­
tion in Russia, but because of the lack 
of supplies and above .all -the lack of. 
food, “the brains of Russia are dying 
at present,’ says E. T. Colton, of Mont­
clair. N. Y., who haa just returned from 
Moscow, where - he was the Young 
Men’s Christian Association represent­
ative on the staff of the American Re­
lief Administration. Mr. Colton's work 
was confined to investigating condi­
tions among professors and students 
with a view to affording them A. R. A.

“There are more bona fide students 
in Russia now than there were before 
the war," Mr. Colton said. ’There are 
many more women students than 
even ln the mining schools.

Stockholm, May 26.—Swedish co­
operative societies flourished last year 
a.5 they have never done within the 
history of the Co-operative Union of 
Sweden which was founded in 1899, 
says the annual report of that organ­
ization just issued.

In the work of the Lord.”
He began by asking what these 

words meant, what was the work of 
the Lord? Some one. he did not know 
had in the dim and distant past done 
the church and the worjd a great dis­
service by introducing a doctrine that 
work was of two kinds, religious and 
secular. This was not true yet he 
would venture the statement that 
when he used the words, work of the 
Lord, 90 per cent of his hearers would 
immediately think of some phase of 
religious work, or what'was called 
today, church work. Paul had another 
idea in mind when he used this ex 
pression and was trying to instill the 
idea that doctrine must find expres­
sion in acts if it was to convince the 
minds of men.

There was something wrong in the 
doctrine which divided the work done 
on five and half days a week from 
thé other day and a half, yet It was 
true that a different spirit seemed to 
be found in the workshop on Monday 
tfnd the workers to look on things 
from à different angle than they did 
on |ke Sunday.

A little boy one time asked a great 
Question when he wanted to know 
what God was doing all flay long and 
this question had been asked by men 
and women under some very trying 
circumstances. One thing he was sure 
of that what God did on Sunday he 
did on Monday, there was no such 
thing as sacred or secular work with 
Him.

He made a reference to the wheat 
fields of the west and asked who grew 
thé grain? Some would answer the 
farmer, but he would say God. The 
farmer was helpless without God and 
if He stopped working for a minute 
there would be no wheat crop. The 
great transportation lines of the coun­
try had been built, some said by men, 
but he said by God for it was God who 
energized the minds of the engineers 
to make the plans and strengthèned 
the arms of the riàwy who drove the

Ife then came down to the flour 
mills where the wheat was ground into 
flour and this he said brought him to 
God’s finest piece of work, a mother, 
who took the flotir and made it into 
food for the hungry little ones under

Some would say if all these things 
are God’s work why the need for the 
church? He would answer this by 
three questions. The first ‘was how do 
you do your work? Until the workers 
of the world, and the word workers 
Included both employer and employee, 
put conscience into their work there 
would never be industrial peace. The 
church stood for the right kind ot

The second question was what ob­
jective have you In your work?

He had asked a western farmpr 
what he was growing wheat for and 
the answer had been to get money for 
it. This was not the proper kind of 
reason. There was only one reason for 
raising wheat in God’s sight and that 
was to provide bread for men. 
brought to the fore the idea of ser­
vice and man must put Into his work 
service, for mankind. This meant a 
charge of heart on .the .part of men 
and; the church stood for that change 
of heart.

The third question was %jiat Is the 
motive In the heart for your work?

To get the right answer for this 
question he was not going to the far­
mer or the manufacturer but to that 
noblest work of God, the mothers of 
men. What was It that Impelled them 
to keep on working when tired and 
weary? Why did they stick to the Job? 
It was love that kept them going. The 
church taught that men most have 
that love of work if they were to do 
what God intended they should.

Bit, he said, some of the congre­
gation are thinking these things are 
impossible. They were If attempted 
by man unaided but God had promised 
hie help and with that aid all things 
were possible.
