This meeting of the Association will be copducted under the divection
of the Range -Committe, appointed by the Council, and in the conduct of
the meeting the following Regulations are to be observed together with such
directions as may be given by the Range Committee from time to time.

1. The Range Committee shall decide all (‘iﬂ])llh'ﬂ,‘ and their decision
shall be final.  Any.competitor disputing or refusing to comply with tjgeir
decision shall be debarred from further -competition at this meeting and
shall forfeit any entrance fees he may have paid. N

2. The Range Committee shall, each day, appoint one of their number
whose “duty it will be to take charge of the shooting for the day and to tést
the Rifles of all Prize-winners. i

3 In competitions restricted to the Active Militin, competitors must
uppear in the fnll or undress uniform of their corps.

: 4. Any objection on fhe score of a-competitors dress must be raised
'BEFORE he takes up his porition to shoot.

5. Competitors must submit their rifles and ammunition for inspection
¥
when required.

6. No fixed or artifieinl rests, nor straps or any other contrivance at-
tached to the wrist will be allowed. The forearm and hand must be clear
of all support.

7. No entries shall be nccepted for any competition after the firing of
such competition has commenced.

8. Ties shall be decided as follows:
(a) If at more than one distance, by the range totals in
inverse order.
t8) By the fewest misses.
(l"j\ By the fewest puters.
{:\ By the fewest mag-pies.
(k) \By the fewest inners.
(¥) By the value of ench shot in inverse order.
(6) /Ties for the aggregate, by score at the last match.

9.. Any objection to the scoring of a shot must be made before the
next shot is fired: ag the marker’s signal is in all cases final the objection
only extends to the registration of the seore by the Register-keeper.

10. Efficiency to be understood as having been a bona fide member of
of the corps to which the competitor belongs previous to the 1st July, 1881,
and as having performed the number of drills authorized by General Order
in that behalf for 1880.81 or 1881-82.

= 11. A cap-cover with or without a cap under it will be permitted in
matches restricted to the active militia.

In cases not provided for in these Regulations those of the Dominion
of Canada Rifle Association for 1881 shall govern.
