Children in the past had been large­
ly employed in the match-box 
trade. That was dying out as a 
trade, owing to the introduction 
of machine-made boxes, but simil­
ar boxes for tin tacks and other 
small things were still made with 
the help of children. Much of the 
work could hardly be done even by 
the very poorest unless it were 
done by the children sitting with 
their mother. The witness said 
that 2d. was paid for making boy's 
knickers, from 4d. to qd. for men's 
coats, from jsd. to 8d. a pair for 
trousers. Spoilt work was charg­
ed against the out-worker. In one 
case she knew of a coat, for which 
id. would have been paid for mak­
ing, being spoilt, and the worker 
was charged 8d. for it, that being 
the cost of the materials and the 
cutting. At other times the selling 
price would be charged against the 
worker. The price paid for making 
shirts was as low as 6d. a dozen. 
One case which came under her 
notice was that of a widow who 
was left with two young children 
to support. She found her making 
shirts at 8 3-4d. a dozen, and she 
had to provide her own cotton, a 
4d. reel making three dozen shirts. 
Her earnings varied from 5». to 
8s. a week. Match-boxes were paid 
for at 2d. per gross, or l 3-4d. 
without sandpaper. Materials cost 
the worker I 3-4A for «even gross,

That the artificial propagation of 
Salmon and trout is beneficial to 
the fishing interests of the North 
Shore is admitted by all, and the 
only regret in the past has been 
that the old fish hatchery was 
not constructed according to 
modern ideas, and consequently,

and painstaking overseer, the re­
mits have not been as good as he 
or the department would wish. In 
order to improve matters it has 
been decided to rebuild, at the 
name pljy: a fine, up-to-date hat- 
fchery, one which will rank with 
any in the Maritime provinces. 
The new buildings will cost about 

■$5,ogo, and work is now going on

NORTH-WEST.
Homestead Regulations.

Any even numbered section ot 
Dominion Lands in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta, excepte 
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be 
homesteaded by any person who in 
the sole head of a family,ter ang 
male over 18 year*, of age, to the 
extent of one-quarter section ot 
160 acres more or less.

Entry must be made personally 
at the local land offifip for the Sin* 
trict in which the land is situate^. 
Entry by proxy may, hoygever, be 
made on certain conditions 'by the 
lather, mother, son, daughter,, 
brother or sister oi an intending, 
homesteader.

A( I. ) At least six months’ teak 
dence upon and cultivation oi the 
land in each year for three year».

(2.) If the father (or mother, 
if the father is deceased ) of the 
homesteader reside» upon a farm i* 
the vicinity of the land entered foe 
the requirements as to residence 
may be satisfied by such person, 
residing with thiSfather or mother,

( 3. ) If the settler has his per­
manent residence upon farming 
land owned by him in the vicinitjg 
of his homestead, the requirement* 
as to residence may be satisfied bg 
residence upon the said land.

Policeman T- C Hill was tried 
before Police Magistrate Madtby on 
Wednesday afternoon, on an infor­
mation laid by Albeit Hickey, chaig- 
ing an assault occasioning grievous 
bodily harm.
