Wheat Raising in New Brunswick.

No. 1.
The agricultural census which bave 

only recently been published imparts 
some interesting facts. It will be 
found by reference to this document 
that in the year 1881, New Bruns 
wick raised 521.956 bushels of wheat, 
an increase as compared with the year 
1871, of 317,045 bushels. Of this 
quantity raised in the year of the last 
census, 517,997 bushels were what is 
termed spring wheat, while but 3959 
bushels were the outcome of wheat 
sown in the fall of the year. By this 
comparison, it will be seen, that, a 
great majority of our farmers sow 
wheat in the spring, though looking 
at it in a different light, there were 
three times as much fall wheat raised 
in 1881 as in 1871, whereas the cor- 
responding increase in the crop of 
spring wheat is not so large. But 
among many of our farmers the ques- 
tien does not appear to be whether 
they will sow their wheat in the 
spring or full, but rather whether it 
really pays them to sow wheat at all 
It will be our privilege in this article 
to advance a few reasons in favor of 
the farmers of New Brunswick raising 
wheat enough, at least, for their own 
consumption. As everyone at all up 
in agricultural matters knows, the 
average yield of wheat with us is not 
nearly as large as in the famous Wes 
tern territories—14, or even 12 bush, 
for 1 being considered a fair yield. 
Now we have often heard the argu 
ment advanced, that it pays the ordi- 
nary farmer better to sow his land 
with a crop that will realise more 
money than would wheat, and with 
that money buy flour manfactured in 
Ontario, or further west. Let us take 
the intrinsic worth of a field of oats 
containing say five acres, and com- 
pare it with a piece of land of the 
same area sown in wheat, even with 
the wheat only yielding 13 bushels 
to 1 sown. In a field of five acres, 21 
bushels being sown to the acre,i 
takes about 121 bushels, more or less, 
to sow the field, and allowing even an 
increase of 20 to 1 in the yield, the 
result is that the farm raises off that 
field 250 bushels, valued at the high- 
est spring price at 50 cts. per bushel, 
worth $125. If be sow the same field 
in wheat, he raises from it, allowing 
that he sowed one bushel and a half 
to the acre. 973 bushels, but we will 
leave out the halt for easier computa- 
tion; value of this, as for seed if it 
be good it is almost always worth 
$1 80 per bushel, and he receives from 
that field 8174. Now, allowing that 
it takes four bushels of wheat to make 
a barrel of flour, be would have 94 
barrels, valued at $7 50 per barrel, 
amounting to $180. There are, to be 
sure, otler crops still more profitable 
than oats, which are advocated in the 
place of wheat, but the fitness of the 
land must be considered, and as it is 
the most customary way to take two 
crops off a piece of land, and then see I 
it down, there is nothing which leaves 
the land in better condition for a grass 
prop, than to seed it down with wheat. 
We are often met with the statement 
that imported flour is greatly su- 
perior to flour manufactured from our 
own wheat, and there is undoubtedly 
some truth in this. One cause may 
be that our farmers who raise their

erop. The consequence is, taking the 
country all over, the bug appears in 
increased force every spring. It was 
thought at one time that after com- 
pleting a certain cycle of time it 
would disappear, or that parasitical 
enemies would prey upon it and kill 
the bug off; but it is so prolific that it 
would take a large number of these 
enemies for a long time to have any 
appreciable effect in reducing the 
number. We believe their extermin- 
ation will only be affected by an 
united effort on the part of our far- 
mers from one end of the country to 
the other, and to this end we propose 
o have a " Bug Day," similar to the 
"Planting Day" of our American 
cousins, in which let every man, 
woman and child turn out en masse 
and carry on a determined slaughter 
on these pests. If this is unanimous- 
ly carried out we venture to say the 
bugs will have a short stay. Next to 
the wheat crop, potatoes may bo con- 
sidered the next in importance as a 
staple crop, and as forming one of 
the first necessaries of our table, and 
as of national importance potatoes are 
being looked upon as one of our great- 
est sources of wealth ; so the bug 
question is a vital one, and we hope 
that the coming season, for the sake 
of pro-bono publico, our farmers will 
use their utmost endeavors and have 
a ‘ Bug Day"

The stages of life of the potato bug 
are three. The perfect insect hiber- 
nates during winter, sometimes under 
rubbish, but generally only a few 
inches under the ground. They have 
been found two or three feet below 
on some occasions. In spring, even 
before the tender potato tops appear, 
the bug may be seen flying about in 
search of food. As soon as the potato 
loaves appear, the female commences 
laying her eggs in clusters, and con 
trues for three or four weeks, during 
which time she may deposit over 500 
eggs, 80 the destruction of one of the 
beetles is equivalent to killing of 500 
bugs four or five weeks later. In 
warm weather the eggs are hatched 
in about a week, and then comes the 
ravenous brood of slugs that look so 
greasy. In Ontario this larval con- 
dition continues for about three weeks, 
at the end of which time the grub 
descends into the ground and changes 
into the pupal form. In from seven 
to ten days, according to the tempers- 
ture, it comes forth a full fledged pota- 
to bug or beetle (coleoptera) ready to 
commence the work of egg-laying 
again. Whether there are two or 
three broods in a season, depends up- 
on the temperature and the earliness 
or lateness of the season. In the 
Southern States there are three broods 
annually, the last brood of beetles 
going into the ground to hibernate. 
Further north the pupoe (not being 
far enough advanced) pass the winter 
in the pupal state and do not emerge 
until the following spring. It should 
be a matter of greater importance 
how many broods of this pest our 
farmers have to contend with. We 
think with an early spring there 
might be three broods here in Ontario, 
but observations 80 far only indicate 
two in the season—at least we think 
this year is safe enough for only two

Kindness to Horses.

The Indiana Farmer reports the 
practice of a horse trainer, in which 
vicious animals seems to have been 
imbued with the spirit of kindness 
after brief handling. It says:—
"The first trial was that of a kick, 

ing or " balking" mare which her 
owner said had allowed no rider on 
her back for a period of at least five 
years. She became tame in about as 
many minutes, and allowed herself to 
be ridden about without a sign of her 
former wildness. The means by 
which the result was accomplished 
was a piece of light rope, which was 
passed around the front jaw of the 
mare just above the upper teeth, 
crossed in her mouth thence back of 
her neck. It was claimed that no 
horse can kick or jump when thus 
secured, and that a horse, after receiv- 
ing the treatment a few times, will 
abandon his vicious ways forever. 
A very simple method was also shown 
by which a kicking horse could be 
shod. It consisted in connecting the 
snimal;s head and tail by means of a 
rope fastened to the tail and then to 
the bit, and then drawn tightly 
enough to incline the animal’s head 
to one side. This, it is claimed, 
makes it absolutely impossible for a 
horse to kick on the side of the rope. 
At the same exhibition a horse, which 
for many years had to be bound on 
the ground to be shod, suffered the 
blacksmith to operate on him without 
attempting to kick while secured in 
the manner described.

Really, intelligence is worth more 
than brute force in a contest. When 
the latter is used alone, the horse al- 
ways proves superior, but intelligence 
conquers vice as well as force.

How to keep Breeding Stallions.

Col. Colman, of St. Louis, whose 
large experience as a breeder entitles 
his suggestions to special weight, 
especially in reference to trotting and 
racing stallions, remarks in the Rural 
World that "a breeding stallion 
should be kept in perfect health. No 
animal can be kept in health without 
exercise. Plenty of sound, good food 
should be given, equal to ten or six- 
teen quarts of oats per day, depend- 
ing upon his size and exercise, and 
about what bay he will eat up clean. 
He should have some work twice a 
day, morning and evening, not 80 
much as to make him dull, for he 
should always be spirited and lively. 
Driving him to the buggy, exercising 
him on horseback and doing any 
little jobs of light work will make him 
all the stronger ; once or twice a week, 
before a little wagon, he can be allow- 
ed to trot at full speed, if he feels like 
it, a quarter of a mile, and feel all the 
better for it, and be more likely to 
impart speed to his progeny. If he 
has a lot of half an acre or less, with 
a high plank fence around it, so he 
can be turned in and cannot get out, 
it will be beneficial to him, for then 
he can get the pure air and warm son 
whine, and roll and plunge and play as 
he pleases. There is no greater evil 
in breeding horses than to keep a 
stallion in his stall without exercise. 
He is generally fed high and gets fat, 
his muscular organisation gets no 
exercise or development, and his pro- 
geny will be far inferior to it would 
have been had he had proper exercise. 
The quantity of grain is greater than 
most Eastern breeders might think 
bened-ial, especially for young horses, 
but many stallions undoubtedly suffer 
from being fed- and exercised too 
little.”_

To kill cabbage worms take a handful 
of hellebore, sift it fine into a large 
water-pot, pour three quarts of boiling 
water on it, stir it well, and fill pot full 
of cold water.

The practice of some of the best farm- 
ers now is to keep pigs through the 
summer on green food cut and carried 
to the pens, with a little grain, and 
what milk can be spared after butter 
making. Spring pigs are thus made to 
weigh 200 pounds at seven months old 
and except in the last month they get 
little grain.

There may also be some fault 
in the way in which it is ground, our 
mills not being an well adapted to 
grinding wheat as in countries where 
wheat is the principal crop. But did 
we raise a greater quantity of wheat 
and take more care in securing the 
very best seed, it would lead to the 
establishment of mills especially suit- 
able for making good flour.

Again, many farmers are apt to get 
discouraged if their crop fail them 
even for one year, but there is risk to 
be run in raising any and every crop. 
Potatoes are subject to rust and to the 
destructive potato bug. Beans are 
liable to rust or an early frost. Oats 
to blight and the ravages of every 
destructive insect. But it would be 
folly to give up raising these crops 
for fear of such unavoidable evils. It 
is the boast of the farmer that he sup- 
plies food for the people, but this 
boast seems to par ike of irony, if he 
has to buy his Own daily bread. We 
cannot compete with the West as a 
wheat producing and a wheat export- 
ing Province, but we can keep increas- 
ingour powers, and as farmers be inde- 
pendent of others for flour for our own 
consumption. The statistics to which 
we have referred point to a large in- 
crease in our wheat crop. It is to be 
hoped that comparatively, we may 
show a still greater increase when 
the next census is taken.

- With rich fields of 
food, instead of the straggling sand- 
burrs of its native home,, the insect 
increased enormously —and this shown 
what good feed does towards propa- 
gation. From 1859 it rapidly spread 
towards the east, and after invading 
the several States to the west of this, 
by 1866 it occupied most of the land 
west of the line between Chicago and 
St Louis. In 1874 they reached the 
Atlantic. In 1877 they were reported 
in New Brunswick, and only in 1180 
were they found in Nova Scotia. How. 
ever, from the Rocky Mountains to 
the Atlantic, the potato bug can boast 
of a victorious march against the com- 
bined forces of man, nature and fellow 
insects.—Farmer’s Advocate.

Look around the butt of the tree near 
the ground, and when you find his 
tracks, just insert the wire and push it 
into the hole until it reaches his retreat. 
It effectually prevents his doing any 
more mischief. Every tree should be 
examined and treated in this way every 
two weeks during the growing season. 
In old trees which have been neglected 
and which have been badly bored by 
these pests, it may restore the tree to 
vigor more quickly if the holes are plug- 
ged with a little grifting wax.

A Terrible Slaughter.

The groans of the killed in the Brooklyn 
Bridge disaster have scarcely subsided, when 
the horrible news reaches this side of the 
water, of the slaughter of nearly two hundred 
children, Saturday night, in a public hall at 
Sunderland, in the County of Durham, Eng­
land, before which the former, heartrending 
as it was, palea into insignificance.

From the cable despatches, it appears that 
the gallery of the hall was filled with twelve 
hundred children, ranging from four to four­
teen years of age, in attendance upon the 
entertainment of a conjurer ; that at the close 
of the performance the people in the pit were 
allowed to leave the hall first, and that the 
entrance to the gallery waa closed to a width 
of twenty inches, so that only one child 
might be permitted to pass out at once, while 
the prizes were distributed. The stumble 
and fall of one child, brought on the whole 
catastrophe. It was unable to rise, the others 
crowding upon it, and the result waa that a 
great number were pushed down, trampled 
upon and suffocated. The scene was terrible 
and no effort could stop the mad rush of the 
affrighted children. They came on pell mell 
and soon 186 of them were knocked down and 
suffocated by others tramping upon them. 
The greater number of the bodies which 
were badly mangled from the trampling laid 
7 or 8 deep. Many of the victims, and others 
who were not killed, had the clothing torn 
from their bodies, and this together with 
the bleeding of the unfortunates, showed the 
terrible nature of the struggle. The rescuers’ 
first efforts were directed towards rescuing 
the children who were apparently alive, but 
so tightly were the victims jammed together, 
that it was regarded as dangerous to drag 
them out of the helpless mass, lest the effort 
would result in pulling off the limbs of 
living children as well as mutilating the 
dead. They, therefore, proceeded steadily 
and systematically to lift off the topmost 
ones. A few of those beneath had survived 
and their moanings and low cries of pain 
could be distinctly heard amid the excite­
ment and cries of bereaved parents and 
friends, who were thronging the adjacent 
streets.

One man and wife pushed their way into 
the hell in which lay the bodies of the victime, 
aid without betraying any emotion, began to 
scan the faces of the dead. Recognizing the 
face of one of his children, the father point­
ing with hie finger exclaimed, “ That’s one,’ 
passing on again he recognized another, and 
then a third. Staggering in a fit of agonv 
he cried, “My God, all my familv gone!" 
and overwhelmed with grief, sank to the 
floor. In some homes there are five children 
dead, and one Sunday School loses thirty 
scholars by the catastrophe. Many of the 
survivors had their arms broken in the crueb, 
and others are suffering from broken ribs or 
rupture of internal organs. The scene ineide 
the hall during the identification of the bodies 
baffles description, and was painful in the 
extreme. The faces of the dead children, 
in almost every case, were swollen from the 
suffocation, from which many died. Their 
lips were parched and noses bleeding. Par­
ents rushing wildly about, would fall upon 
the bodies of their dead children, wailing 
and weeping, clasp their unconscious forms 
in their arms and vainly endeavoring to note 
some sign of life. "Many poor mothers 
swooned away at the sight of the dead, while 
others were wild and almost violent in their 
hysterical grief.

Scott Act Administration.

Queen Street.The Scott Act and its administration, is 
exciting much interest in various towns of 
the Province at the present moment, but in 
St. Stephen, the contest between the friends 
and foes of that measure grows the warmest. 
On the 6th inst., at a meeting of the Town 
Council, a resolution authorizing the expen­
diture of town funds, and instructing the 
police officers to look up and prosecute of- 
tenders, was passed, the authority for the 
Councils action being based on a written opi­
nion submitted by Mr. G. S. Grimmer, Q. C. 
A few evenings later the liquor dealers and 
their supporters met and took issue with the 
Council, after consultation with Mr. M. Mc- 
Monagle, Barrister, passing a resolution call­
ing upon the Council to rescind its resolution 
and threatening in case of refusal to place an 
injunction on the town authorities, and to 
take steps to quash the town assessment. 
There is therefore now the prospect of a 
square fight, and the public will look on with 
interest to its result.

In other provincial towns matters in con­
nection with the Act have not assumed such 
belligerent shape, and in seme the sale of 
liquors appears almost unrestrained, whether 
from the inactivity of the temperance party, 
or other cause, we know not.

At Woodstock where the Council under­
took the prosecution of offenders, and suc- 

. needed in fixing a good many fines, and hav­
ing vexed points settled in the Courts to the 
satisfaction of the upholders of the law, 
action has been abandoned, and in the mean-

Chief Kerr and the Portland City 
Council.

Visitors to the recent Centennial Celebra­
tion at St. John, will remember a disagree­
able misunderstanding, which arose between 
Chief Engineer Kerr, and certain dignitaries 
of Portland, but which most people thought 
had been amicably arranged by the humble 
and manly apology Chief Kerr published in 
the newspapers the same evening. Very 
little could be learned of the facta from the 
St. John press, beyond the mystifying state­
ment in Chief Kerr’s apology, but the Port­
land City Council the other night supplied 
the sequel in the shape of a silly end preten­
tious resolution, which has brought out the 
full facts in the Halifax Mail, whose repre­
sentative, we believe, waa on the spot. It 
says:—

“ Some time previous to the celebration 
Chief Kerr hired a team for the use of the 
Halifax Board of Firewardens on the day and 
night of the processions. During the day 
they had been driven around in the team, 
and on the driver leaving them at their hotel 
in the evening, they instructed him to call 
for them at 8.30. This be did not do, and 
as they could procure no other conveyance, 
they were obliged to walk to where the torch- 
light procession was to start from. A com­
plaint waa made to Chief Kerr, and just at 
that time the carriage drove up, and in it 
were seated the four Portland gentlemen Mr. 
Kerr went at once to the carriage and ex­
plained to those seated therein, the circum­
stance of his bating had the carriage hired 
for some time, and politely requested them 
to give it up, at the same time stating that 
the gentlemen for whom it was hired were 
strangers in St. John and entitled to some 
courtesy from those whom they were visit­
ing. The Portland gentlemen, however, re­
fused to leave the carriage, and the Chief 
had the horses taken from it, at the same 
time remarking that he would not allow " any 
guests of his or the city of St. John, to be in­
sulted in such a manner.” After a long de­
lay another carriage was procurred, a “ swop" 
of horses effected, and the procession finally 
started. The Portland department, however, 
broke from the procession shortly after the 
route of march had been taken up, and pro- 
needed to their homes. In view of these 
facts, the action of the Town Council of 
Portland appears foolish in the extreme. 
Chief Kerr did what any other man of spirit 
placed under similar circumstances would 
have done, and instead of meriting censure 
his conduct waa to be commented. Those 
who were brought in contact with him dur­
ing the celebration all speak of him in the 
most flattering terms, no better proof of 
which is wanting than in the fact that he 
was the recipient of many kind resolutions, 
adresses and presents. While the aldermen 
of Portland are accustomed to abuse each 
other and call one another liars and thieves, 
it must be somewhat of a relief for them to 
be able to apply these terms to a man outside. 
The St. John Council will do % very foolish 
thing if it takes any notice of the resolution 
in question, and thereby lose the services of 
a very able and capable man."

The object of the Portland resolution, 
which severely censured Chief Kerr, was to 
secure his dismissal. It has been reoeived by 
the St. John Common Council, but not yet 
acted upon. We agree with the Mail, that 
the St. John Council •• will do a very foolish 
thing," if they take any further notice of the 
resolution- Mr. Kerr has proved himself 
a clever and efficient officer, and in the face 
of his apology, the Portland Council showed 
very little sense, and very little decency in 
resurrecting the matter. In Fredericton, we 
used to be disgraced by such a Council as 
Portland’s but we are happy to say, that 
largely through the efforts of the MARITIME 
Farmer, it character has been changed for 
the better. The recent civic election in 
Carleton Ward, purged the Fredericton City 
Council of the last end most objectionable 
feature.

Visitors to that town on the 24th of May re­
marked that more drunkenness was to be 
seen than in St. John on Centennial day, 
when in addition to the city’s population, 
nearly ten thousand strangers were present.

At Moncton says the Times, “ the situa­
tion has not improved and although an inti­
mation was given at a public meeting two 
weeks ago that another attempt would be 
made to enforce the Act, it hangs fire, the 
bar-rooms are in full blast and there is not 
the slightest attempt at secrecy. Some bars 
that were closed for a short time after the 
Milltown decision have re-open again. The 
activity of the liquor dealers, and the in- 
activity of the opponents of the liquor traf­
fic, in most places, are in strong contrast."

Here in Fredericton, which is credited with 
possessing a more healthy temperance senti­
ment than any other town in the Province, 
there is an almost continual enforcement of 
the law, and the open sale of liquor is re- 
stricted, but it cannot be denied that it is ob­
tainable in many places, nor will it be denied 
that whatever success attends the adminis­
tration of the Act, is more largely due to the 
Police Magistrate and his efficient officers, 
than to the temperance people themselves, 
and in this connection we may add, that to 
the vigilance of the present police force, is 
due our comparative immunity from crime of 
all kinds, a tribute to their activity, which in 
justice we are glad to be able for themselves 
and the community to express. In the ad­
ministration of the Scott Act, however, they 
do not receive the support from the temper­
ance party they have a right to expect, and 
the statement of the Times, " that the ac­
tivity of the liquor dealers end the inactivity 
of the opponents of the liquor traffic are in 
strong contrast,” while not as applicable in 
its complete sense to Fredericton as to Monc­
ton, fairly puts the position of parties in this 
city.

There is every prospect of an immense 
rush of visitors to thia city on the day of 
the Dominion Celebration, and we should be 
prepared to afford them all the accommoda­
tion required. At the meeting of the general 
committee this evening, a cub-committee 
consisting of real live men should be appoint­
ed to look after this matter, end enquire 
particularly as to the amount of accommoda­
tion that may be had in private houses. 
There is plenty of room for all, and there 
will be no need of anybody sleeping on the 
Cathedral steps, with the sooth iag breath of 
the Lord Bishops cow lulling them to rest, 
as was the experience of one stranger at least 
during the Exhibition of 1878.

The Toronto Mail continues to make it 
warm for Mr. Anglin, and in a recent isue, it 
revives briefly, Mr. Blake’s attempt by the 
aid of the Anglin banquet to foist the latter 
upon the Upper Province people, as a great 
and distinguished public man. and the leader 
of the Canadian Irish Catholics. The Mail 
in concluding the article in question says:—

"Every fact we have averred in this con­
troversy is a matter of history, and has never 
been denied. Every conclusion we have 
drawn from the facte is a logical conclusion, 
and cannot be denied.
