Including Pcetry,

Labor Troubles Embarrass the Man- 
Chester Canal Managers.

G ENTLE AND TRICKY FOOTPADS. HAMILTON, Jan. 11.—At the Wentworth 
Assizes yesterday the case of Young vs. 
Smuck, a breach of promise, was taken up. 
The action was quite a cause celebre in the 
county, and during the hearing of the evi­
dence the court room was crowded. The 
plaintiff, Miss Jennie Young, is a very 
pretty young woman. She is the daughter 
of Theo. Young, a well-to-do farmer. The 
defendant is Dr. J. Wallace Smuck, a young 
physician, now practising in the county. 
The action was undefended. The plaintit 
claimed $5,000 damages, and the jury was 
asked to assess the sum she should 
receive. A voluminous mass of love letters 
was put in by the fair plaintiff. There 
were 74 altogether, dating from March, 
1889, to August, 1893, and they covered 
70 type-written pages of legal copy. Miss 
Young swore that the defendant paid 
his addresses to her before he left home 
to attend the university in Toronto. While 
in that city he used to write to her, giving 
glowing descriptions of how he enjoyed 
himself, and mentioning that he moved 
in the most fashionable society. He be­
came enamored of some fair Toronto maid, 
and subsequently married her. In Febru- 
ary, 1892, he wrote Miss Young, asking 
that she release him, as he had come to a 
conclusion that they could not be happy to­
gether. The shock, she said, made her so 
ill that she had to go to bed for two weeks, 
and a physician attended her. The lawyer 
for the defense objected to her saying the 
illness was caused by the shock. On cross- 
examination he tried to make out that the 
witness had la grippe.

"Oh, there are one or two authentic in­
stances of broken hearts in the history of 
the world,” remarked Judge MacMahon, 
laughing.

The reading of extracts from the defend­
ant’s love letters was productive of much 
amusement.

As he began to lose hisheart to the Toronto 
young lady, his letters grew colder, and 
early last year he wrote plainly that he no 
longer loved her, and asked to be released, 
saying he would rather bo in his grave than 
enter upon that hell upon earth—a loveless 
marriage. Several voluminous letters were 
written, with the intention of making Miss 
Young see it in that light. She was very 
practical, and wanted to know what lie 
was going to do about it. He failed to move 
her when ho quoted poetical selections be- 
ginning:
"Better to part now than wake to weep

When time has rubbed life’s roses of their 
dew,”

He married the Toronto girl, and Miss 
Young sued him for $5,000 damages. After 
hearing the addresses of counsel, the jury 
retired, and at 9 p.m, brought in a verdict 
for the plaintiff for $2,000 and costs.

Smuck's correspondence from Toronto 
while at college was replete with poetic 
selections and descriptions of the efforts of 
Toronto girls to win his true heart from 
the then object of his affections. In one 
epistle lie says the Toronto girls would give 
their heads to get a medical student, and 
asks her to imagine him promenading 
around in a swallow-tail gown and mortar- 
board at the University conversazione, 
wearing an eyeglass and escorting a rose- 
bud of the first families.

EXPLORERS IN CANADA.

Great Herds of Reindeer Found West 
of Hudson Bay.

TORONTO, Jan. 11.—J. B. Tyrrell, geolo- 
gist, and J. W. Tyrrell, Dominion Govern­
ment land surveyor, have just returned 
here from a visit to the far north. They 
went as far as Chesterfield Inlet on the 
west side of Hudson Bay, traversing 850 
miles of entirely new country which a 
white man had never before crossed. Rein­
deer were found in enormous herds, one of 
which contained several thousand and cov­
ered a stretch of country over three miles 
across. The men suffered great hardships 
on their return trip, having to walk the 
greater part of the way, owing to the lakes 
and rivers being frozen.

The child was born 
at her house, and as she had brought up 
eleven children of her own, she did not 
care to undertake the rearing of another. 
The mother paid two weeks’ board for the 
child and then disappeared, and Mrs. Jack- 
man said that she had brought the babe to 
the market in hopes of finding a home for 
it. A large crowd assembled about the 
stand and finally attracted the attention of 
the police. When an officer approached a 
woman offered to take the babe and care 
for it, and it was turned over to her, but 
an hour later she returned with the babe, 
saying her husband would not let her keep 
it.

$250,000. Insurance $40,000.

NEW YORK, Jan. 10 _A fire occurred 
early this morning in the tenement house. 

Before it was 
discovered escape from the upper floors 
was cut off, and the occupants became 
panic-stricken.

was fatally injured.

IN CONGRESS.

Boutelle Persists in Badgering the
President.

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 10.—It had 
been generally supposed that Mr. Boutelle's 
original Hawaiian resolution had been 
finally disposed of when the House took up 
the tariff bill, but to-day the question 
again come up in connection with the re­
port made by the chairman of the naval 
affairs committee on a resolution offered by 
Mr. Boutelle, calling on the Secretary of 
the Navy for any information in the posses­
sion of the department relative to the 
Hawaiian matter. The committee amended 
the resolution by calling for information 
from March 4, 1892, instead of 1893.

The discussion gave rise to two little 
tilts, which the House went into com­
mittee of the whole to consider the tariff 
bill.
