My own opinion 
is that you cannot do without the W estern 
Fair. I have no object, whatever, further 
that the general benefit of the city in urging 
you to think very carefully before you vote 
against that $25,000 bylaw. Spread over 
twenty years the amount is very small. Of 
course, if it was not a wise expenditure, 
that argument would be of no avail. But it 
is a wise expenditure and one that you will

His Honor the Lieutenant-Governor, 
assisted by Prof. Goldwin Smith, presented 
the medals, and spoke of the many business 
men of their acquaintance who had received 
their early commercial training at the 
British American Business College. Mr. J. 
Herbert Mason, Dr. James Beaty, Q.C., 
Mr. Edward Trout, President of the Col­
lege, and other prominent citizens addressed 
the students, complimenting them upon the 
superior facilities and excellent instructors 
at their disposal.

Money subscribed 
by the combines flowed like water, and I 
intimidation was used wherever possi­
ble. But these corrupt and expensive 
proceedings were all wasted in the pop­
ular uprising against misgovernment 
and two-facedness."

The rural division went strongly 
against the high tax candidate, and in 
the manufacturing town of Lachine, 
where the Conservative majority was 
196 at last election, Mr. Charbonneau, 
the Liberal nominee, has now a major­
ity of [110. But for the voters’ list 

stuffing in St. Laurent, the Liberal-ma­
jority in the whole constituency, in- 
stead of being 575, would have been 
very much larger. As it was, the wip­
ing out of a high tax majority of 276 
and the gain of the seat for a supporter 
of the Liberal policy by the very large 
majority of 575, must be regarded as 
convincing argument that the country 
is determined to effect a change of men 
and measures at Ottawa.

This result has been attained after a 
thorough discussion of the policies of 
the respective parties.

SMALLMAN & INGRAM It is generally within an hour after the 
accident that you are called in to see the 
case. The patient is suffering very severe­
ly, and wanting very much to know it 
“anything is broken.” After examining 
for fracture, order the part to be bathed in 
extremely hot water, every hour or two, 
for a period of fifteen minutes at a time. 
Have the water just as hot as the patient 
can bear it, and apply with a sponge or 
cloth,rather than allow the ankle to lie in 
the water. Then dry and let the part rest 
quietly, wrapped in flannels, when an 
application of hamamelis or veratrum and 
hamamelis may be made. Before retiring 
apply a flannel bandage tightly around 
the swollen part, only being careful that 
the circulation is not out off. It is sur- 
prising how the hot applications relieve 
the pain and produce absorption and how 
the bandage, by pressure, prevents swell­
ing and Inflammation.—Eclectic Medi­
cal Journal.

her company. Mr. K eating, of Toronto, 
admitted that London had one of the 
finest pavements on the continent. In 
regard to the car shops, though the 
minimum number of employes had been 
fixed at 300, all the work would have 
to be done in London, and more likely 
the number employed would be GOO or 
700. (Applause.) It was fortunate that 
it was John W. Little who had this 
matter in hand. (Applause.) He (the 
mayor) recognized the fact that if 
large deputations went to Montreal to 
plead for the shops, Stratford, Brant- 
ford and other places would take the 
same step. The mayor went quietly to 
work, and to him was due the chief 
credit for the agreement. (Applause.) 
He was ably assisted by Sir John Car­
ling and others. The mayor had made 
an excellent executive head, and mat­
ters had run along so pleasantly that 
he (Ald. Marshall) was not averse to 
returning if the electors saw fit. (Ap­
plause.) He would not be aggrieved if 
he were rejected, as he might gain in 
personal comfort. He pointed out the 
great benefit a proper sewage system 
would be to South London, which only 
paid one-eleventh of the taxes, and had 
therefore everything to gain. The 
street railway company, he said, would 
have to be handled without gloves in 
regard to the rails and streets in the 
ward. (Applause.) The council must in­
sist upon having the latter graveled as 
soon as the roads broke, and upon 
the rails being laid according to speci- 
fleations. Ald. Marshall concluded a 
felicitous and effective speech amid 
warm applause.

HE HAS CONFESSED.

ohn Grant Admits Having Perjured 
Himself at His Trial—Charged With 

Stealing $5.000 from the Park- 
hill Express Office.

John Grant, of Parkhill, has confessed to 
committing perjury, and on Tuesday next 
he will receive his sentence from Police 
Magistrate Parke.

Grant was only released from the Central 
Prison a week or two ago, after serving six 
months for appropriating to his own use a 
package containing $5,000. The package 
had been forwarded the day before Good 
Friday by the Bank of Commerce, Toronto, 
to the Parkhill branch, and Grant was 
accused of stealing it from the Canadian 
Express Company’s safe. It was received 
at the train by Operator Ramsay and was 
immediately handed over to Mr. Thompson, 
the agent, who locked it in the safe. The 
money was not delivered to the bank 
that day, and as Friday was an off 
day it was put away for safe keep­
ing. When Saturday morning came 
the package was missed. The Canadian 
Express Company’s route agent. Mr. B. S. 
Murray, of this city, was notified and in 
short order was on the tracks of Grant, who 
was a former employe at the Parkhill 
station. Grant’s strange actions and reckless 
use of money fastened suspicion upon him. 
In a closet opposite Grant’s room a large 
wad of bills was found, making a total of 
$3,811 50 recovered before Inspector Mur­
ray had been in the town a day. As the 
bills were of the Bank of Commerce issue 
the case seemed pretty strong. At his 
trial Grant swore that he had found the 
money laying in the mud at the west end 
of the station shortly after the train went 
out. His rearrest for perjury was caused 
by a resident coming forward after the trial 
and producing a key which he said he saw 
Grant hide the night of the robbery, and 
which proved to be a key to the express 
company’s safe.

The case for the prosecution has been ably 
handled by Crown Attorney Magee.
