noon before the eyes of her husband,
her three children and Abraham
Cohn, a nephew. The recovery of the
body at 7:40 o’clock tonight, 50 feet |
above the brink of the Horseshie |
Falls, was attended by the most thrill- |
Ing circumstances ever recorded in |
the history of Niagara Falls,

When Mrs Cohn jumped into the‘
water her husband leaped in after her |
and they were swept down stream |
arm in arm about 40 feet beyond the
bridge connecting the islands. Cohn
was shrieking for assistance., His
descent in the river was re- |
tarded by two large rocks in which
his feet became caught. His wife, |
who was still conscious, then dropped |
In the stream and disappeared below |
the surface. Cohn tugged mightily

{to bring her above water but in vain.

Still Trying to Save Her.

J. McKinstry Simmons, son of Con-
gressman Simmons, was driving mem-
bers of the Simmons family about the
islands at the time.

Governor Smith About to Retire Par-
dons Convicts by the Score,
Atlanta, Ga., June 7.—On the e\'e!
of his retirement from office, Governor |
Hoke Smith is pardoning all the con- |
victs that can bresent a meritorious
case to him. Today he signed par-
dons for twenty-five in one bunch,
making a total of fifty in six weeks.

V. 8. Steffanson, which forms part of
the report of the geological survey.
Jm river reaches the Arctic Ocean
through several mouths, and it is this

considerable area inclosed between
them which. is peopled by Eskimos and
Indians. During the past ten years
the number of Eskimos along the
coast hag decreased from over two
thousand to less than four hundred,
due to the introduction of white men’s
diseases, the most fatal of which is
measles. Instances have occurred
where ten out of thirteen individuals
in a single house have died from that
disease within a week, Consumption
seems especially fatal to the Indians,
while the Eskimos are not very sub-
ject to that malady. Six years ago
there were two hundred hunters among
the Indians at Fort Wrigby, on the
Mackenzie; now there are but twenty,
| nearly every death being due to tu-
berculosis. Scarlet fever is almost
always fatal,

SOME SURPRISING FACTS.

Soon after the celebration of Queen
| Victoria’s jubilee, in which Canadians
Etouk an active part, it was remarked
:that one good result of the demonstra-
| tion was that “the London Times had
i discovered "Canada.” And now the light
‘ of discovery appears to be dawning
Eun some of our neighbors at Wash-
ington, judging from the remarks re-
cently made by Senator McCumber, of
North -Dakota. The - Buffalo Courier
thus reports the senator:

“The agricultura]l possibilities of
Canada were under discussion in
Washington the other day, and Sen-
ator McCumber, of North Dakota,
who has travelled extensively
through the Canadian Northwest,
indicated upon a large map some
surprising facts. He drew a line on
the east side of North Dakota par-
allel with the Red River of the north,
and continued it down to the Gulf
of Mexico on the south, and north
to the Arctic Ocean.

“He asserted that west of that
line lies nearly two-thirds of the
whole territory of the United States,
and that west of that line in Canada
are more acres which will produce
grain and cereals of all kinds than
can possibly be found in the United
States west of the lime. He said
that the Canadian tract thus indi-
cated is about 1,200 miles by 800
miles, interspersed with lakes,
rivers and small. -bodies of timber,
and nearl yevery acre of which, out-
side of the small mountainous por-
tion, is capable of producing all
kinds of cereals, except corn, and in
some parts corn can be raised.

»Senator Me¢Cumber i8 quite pos-
itive that this Canadian region has
a bettgr rainfall than has the corre-

“With all these advantages London
has not made the progress it should
nave. Toronto has made greater pro-
gress than you.

Faith in the City.

“There has not been that fafth in
the city that there should have been,
and consequently you have not gone
ahead as you might.

“I think you have more ‘kickers’ In
f.ondon than in any city of the size
I have ever met. I have met a num-
ber of them since coming home this
time, and they have all some complaint
or other. The sooner you quit kicking
and become boosters the sooner you
will have a city worth something.

“You should encourage the bullding
of railroads, especially trolley roads
out of London, They will bring trade
to your city, and encourage your
merchants to be more progressive and
alive to the possibilities of trgde.”

Criticised Authorities.

Mr. Martindale criticised the - city
authorities at considerable length. He
thought it a disgrace that there was
uo garbage system here, and advocated
getter protection of the river from
refuse and garbage.

There was a neeld of more play-
grounds in London. These had been
sadly neglected in the past, and the
time had come when something should
be done along this line.

City Beautiful,

“None of your councils have had the
thought of a ‘City Beautiful’,” said Mr.
Martindale. “That is something you
should have, and when you get it you
will spend money on your parks, and
other places, and make it so attractive
that visitors will come to London.”

LONDON VETERANS AT
DIVINE SERVICE SUNDAY

About 100 Marched to Talbot
Street Baptist Church and
Heard Sermon.

There was a splendia parade of the
Veterans of London to Talbot Street
Baptist Church vyesterday morning,

Wwheen nearly a hundred of the oldtime
soldiers were in line.

Although many of them are now
well up in years and grey-headed,
they are still active, and as soon as
the bugles sounded they stepped out
smartly, and headed by the bugle band
of the Seventh Regiment, marched from
the city hall to the church while large
crowds watched them pass.

The Sermon.

Rev. R. Millyard preached, and took
as his theme, “The Character of Geod
as Seen in Jesus Christ,” basing his
remarks on the text John xiv., verses
8 and 9, “Philip said unto Him, Lord,
shew wus the father, and it sufficeth
us? Jesus saith unto him, “Have I
been so long time with you and vet
kast thou not known me, Philip? He
{that hath seen me, hath seen the
Father.”

“Men through all the ages,” said Mr.
Millyard, “have asked the same ques-
tions. They want a personal God, that
can come near them, and that they
can see and talk to and understand.
God is a spirit and without-body, we
are told.
They still want a personal God. I tell
you that Geod is very great, and that
men are very mean and small and sel-
fish. The distance between God and
man is very great. The great com-
fort though is that it is bridged ab-
solutely and completely by Jesus
Christ. That he is omnipotent as God
is, is shown everywhere in the Bible.
We have any number of proofs of his
infinite power. Moses and the dis-
ciples worked miracles, but they al-
ways had to pray to the Lord for the
power to do them. Christ simply said
for a thing to be done and it was
done.

The Storm Obeyed.

“He commanded even the forces of
nature on the wild sea of Galilee, and
trey obeyed him. He commanded life
to come into the dead body of Lazar-
us and the widow’s son and it came.
He did hundreds of other things by
kis own power. In his last hour, when
he was to all appearances foysaken
and degraded, he told the thief, who
was being crucified with him, that he
would be with him in P2sradise. That
is one of the greatest pictures we
have of his power. If any of us were
to see God I do not think we would
get much comfort, because his mode
of life is so different from ours. But
Christ we can all understand, because
he understands us and sympathises
with us. None is too lowly or too far
gone but he will take kRim up and care
for him, if he believes.”

An Address.

Before the service closed Rev. Mr.
Rigsby gave an address of a remin-
iscent nature that the veterans present
greatly enjoyed. He was, he said, a
telegraph operator in Hamilton at the
time the Fenian Raid trouble broke
out. Prior to that time he had been a
momber of the Thirteenth Regiment
at Hamilton. He took the first orders
that came over the wire ordering the
regiments at Hamilton to the front,
and with his oewn hand carried them
to the commanding officer's quarters.
He had taken the first messages after
the engagement, and had been able to
give out the news to anxious ones who
kad relatives and friends at the front.

Simla, June 5,—According to news
receved from Peshawar a large num-

THE MINISTERS

i The Invitation System Was Con-

demned at a Meeling
Saturday.

HOW TO HELP PASTOR

Was Considered at Length in a Very
Interesting Meeting in Wellington
Street Methodist Church,

The laymen of the London Meth-
odist Conference, who met in the Wel-
lington Street Methodist Charch Sat-

urday afternoon, expressed themselves
as in opposition to the invitation sys-
tem that is becoming more and more
prevalent in the stationing of minis-
ters, There was hardly a dissenting
voice in the general chorus of disap-
probation against thig system, and
the arguments advanced against it
were many and varied,

This discussion was not the prin-
cipal subject of the afternoon, but
once started on it the laymen showed
a tendency to stay with it until there
Wwasn't a thing left to be said for the
question.

Mr. W. 8. Dingman, of Stratford,
started on a campaign to Increase the
powers and influence of the laymen of
the conference, and this found a very
hearty response from all the members
present. The meeting was largely at-
tended and a great deal of interest
was shown in the gathering,

Aiding the Pastor.

Mr. E. S. Hunt, of Scottsville, was
the first speaker of the afternoon, and
addressed the gathering on the sub-
ject of “How may the officlal board
aid the pastor in his work.”

“I wish to mention a few of the
may d6”to aid the pastor in his work.
First, by becoming acquainted with
him. By being punctual and regular
attendants at all services, and by con-
secrated service. The board should aid
the pastor in taking advanced grounds.
There may be differences of opinion,
but these can soon be compromised,
and having done so there is need for
loval co-operation on the part of the
laity,

“The officials may ald the pastor by
paying him a good salary and paying
him a quarter of it every quarter. The
time .has gone past when the pastor
can be made to wait till the end of the
year. Surely we should see that our
ministers get their salaries thds way,
and get it without asking.

“There should be a strong finance
committee to take this work off the
minister and leave him free for his
real work. We can ald our minister
by our prayers and by giving him a
word of encouragement. The board
can help too by making his home sur-
roundings cheery. The board can aid
in supporting the Sunday school and
Epworth League, and thus help to
keep hold of the young people who are
the hope of the churech.”

The Official Board.

A discussion followed, which was led
by Mr. J. Ferguson.

“No man ought to be on the officlal
board unless he is a praying member
of the church,” he said, “and unless
he is wholly consecrated to the work of
Christ, and as an official I feel that
it is part of my work to take part
in the spiritual as well as mere me-
chanical phase of church work,

“The sociability of our church is one
of the things that we should remem-
ber, and it will aid the church and aid
the pastor. Welcome the people go-
ing in, not going out; it will start the
service well for them and you.

“Then be a regular attendant. A
tramp official is as bad as a tramp
minister, and if you expect him to do
his work, it is your duty to aid him
by your presence.

“No pastor should be troubled with
the financial aspect of the charch. Let
every quarter of the year measure up
to the assessments of that quarter, and
if you have any financial request let
the recording steward bring it to the
attention of the congregation. And, I
say, let the minister get his salary

I think, too, that a preacher should
stand by his officiary and do nothing
that would cast any reflection on him.”

Mr. Kaiser, of Westminster, also in-
dorsed heartily the expressions of the
former speakers.

Give Him a Holiday.

Mr. C. E. German—“There is one
point that has not yet been alluded to,
and that is, that the minister should
be given a holiday. Only so can he

¢#do the work that his power should

enable him to do.”

Mr. Mason, of Stratford, and Mr.
Wilford, of Blythe, added their word
of commendation,

Mr. Graves, of Dover, took exception
to granting the minister a lwliday on
the ground that there was no record
of Paul or the apostles being so
favored.

Mr. George Mann suggested .that all
ministers, whose salaries did not equal
$1,000, should be raised to that
amount, as some of the salaries were
merely starvation wages. A

Mr. Torrance, of Bothwell, took ex-
ception to what Mr. Glover had said
about the apostles not having taken a
holiday, and he quoted the Lord's
words to his disciples, “Come aside and
rest awhile.”

Mr, Kerr, of Wingham, thought that
the members of the church ought to
be willing to do more, both to con-
tribute more largely, and not only that,
but when there is work to be done
that the officlals should n® only as-
sist, but should themselves offer their
assistance.

Help Themselves.
Mr. Bedford, of Tyrconnell, thought
that the way to help the pastor was
for them to help themselves.
Mr. F. Buchanan, of Wingham, then
took charge of a Round Table Confer-
ence.

“We are not carrying out the prin-
ciples of our Methodism, and are con-
sidering the Interest of the circuit,”
said Mr. Kerley, of St. Thomas,
“rather than the broader interests of
the connection.”

Mr. Bellamy, of Kirkton, thought the
same way.

Mr. Kerr of Brussels, spoke strongly
against complimentary invitations,
which he characterized as being as
“wicked as the devil himself.” He also
protested against inviting men frem
other conferences to complicate mat-
ters.

System Championed.

Mr. French, of Dresden, started on
a new line by championing the invita-
tion system strongly.

“I am not a pessimist,” said Mr.
Naylor, of ‘Essex. “I feel that we are
moving in the right direction. I think
it is tending in the direction of church
union, and that this is the sign of the
times.”

“We cannot do anything else,” said
Mr. Lawrence, of Sarnia. “But I think
that the fact that on their moving
year the ministers try to get on the
stationing committee is evidence
enough against it. And I think that the
way to do away with many of the dis-
advantages, is to prevent this very
thing.”

It was moved that Messrs. Mason,
Lawrence and Buchanan be a commit-
tee to draft a vote of appreciation of
the work being done by Dr. Chown, in
the temperance and moral reform
work of the church. This was carried.

It was moved by Messrs. Ferguson,
of Sarnia, and Mr. Wilfred, of Blyth,
that owing to the laymen’s missionary |
movement the General Conference be
memorialized to the effect that the
funds of the church be assessed on the|
contributions for ministerial support,f
instead of being assessed on the basis '
of the missionary giving. The motion |
was unanimously carried.

Mr. Dingman thought that the lay-
men’s conference ought to have grcateri
recognition in the annual conference, |
and considered that the officers of the
assoeiation ought to be on a footingf
with the other officers of the confer- |
ence.

It was moved and unanimously car-
ried that in future conferences the lay- ;
men hold meetings on the \\'ednesda_\'f
afternoon and Thursday morning, as
well as the usual Saturday afternoon |

The committee recommended
conference to adopt th
ies of resolutions:

1. That this conference indorses the
national missionary policy adopted by
the first Canadian National Missionary
Congress, emphasizing the practicabil-
ity of, and our duty to labor to accom-
plish, the world’s evangelization in this
generation.

2. That the share of the Methodist
Church in Canada in the cost of the
world’s evangelization, estimated at
$1,500,000 (or one-third the amount laid
upon the evangelical churches of Can-
ada at large), makes the London Con-
ference responsible for $250,000 annu-
ally, or one-sixth of the Methodist
Church’s share. This conference, dur-
ing the last year having centributed
$70,000, we should aim at three and a
half fold increase, or up to an average
of $5 per member. We accept this
conference’s share of responsibility, as
above. This rate of giving should be
aimed at as rapidly as possible, the
obligation being a present one.

3. We desire to urge the appoint-
ment early in each church year of a
missionary committee on each circuit,
as provided for by clause 400 of the
dis¢)gline, and we advise that the re-
speypsibility be laid upon each pastor
ag the logical and rightful leader and
counsellor in all the forward work of
the church, to see to its due organiza.
tion and activity. The object of this
committee should be to disseminate in-
formation, ~-to prosecute educational
work among the people along the ling
of missions, and to promote hearty
and systematic giving toward the ful-
fillment of the Lord's great commis-
slon. To the latter end we strongly
recommend the method of systematic
giving through weekly missionary en-
velopes, or preferably a duplex envel.

BUTCHER MANIAC
KILLS FIVE MEN

Eight Cut to Ribboss in a Boston
Packing House.

AMUCK WITH A KNIFE

Worker Goes Suddenly Insane, and Be-
fore Being Captured Takes Ter-
rible Toll of Life.

Boston, June 5.—Eight men cut to
ribbons, five of them dead and three
tonight in Cambridge Relief
Hospital, is the toil which has follow-
ed a maniacal outbreak of a workman
this afternoon at the works of the
North Packing and Provision Com-
pany in Somerville, a suburb of Bos-
ton.

John Murphy, of No. 33 Joy street,
Somerville, is the murderer. He was
captured and tonight is raving in a
cell of the Somerville police station.
Murphy, aged 50, known for years

morose and vindictive, was busy

dying

as

this afternoon on the seventh floor of |

the packing house, cutting the heads
off slaughtered hogs with a big knife
when the frenzy seized him. Without
& word he turned on Dr, Daniel Hayes
of Waltham, a Government
spector, who stood at his side, and
with a shriek buried his huge knife in
the doctor.
Knifes Doctor.

Quick as thought he withdrew it
and with a second thrust nearly dis-
embowelled his victim, and then,
howling in frenzy, dashed through the
crowd of employees and fled down the
stairs to the sixth story.

There was a panic on the seventh
floor, but a few of the braver
men started after Murphy, as, his long
knife dripping, he fled, Through the
terrified employees of the sixth floor,
then down to the fifth, the fourth, the
third, the second and the first
the maniac ran, his shrieks spreading
terror, and whenever a man stood be-
fore him the knife flashed and the
victim fell. In all ~six men fell to the
knife before the basement was reach-
ed, where, surrounded by the now
desperate workmen, the madman
turned at bay.

Murphy again, this time knocking the
deadly knife from his hand. Before
the man could regain possession of
his weapon, the police were upon him,
and it was only after a desperate
battle during which he was clubbed
Almost into unconsciousness, that
Murphy was subdued.

Just when or under what circum-
stances all of Murphy's victims were
struck down no one was able to tell.

During the few minutes of the fight
the whole factory was in confusion
and when the killer, wild-eyed and
covered with blood from the bodies
of his victims, was dragged out of the
basement there was a scene of wildest
excittment.

Many of the families llving nearby
had relatives employed in the big
building and the shouts and crles, the
clang of the ambulances and the ring-
ing of the gongs as the patrol wagons
dashed up aroused the entire neighbor-
hood,

When the dead and dying were car-
ried out there was a jam of women
and children who tried to discern the
forms of their beloved ones, but all
were so covered with blood that they
were almost unrecognizable. :

Murphy’s huge knife, swung by his
maniac arm, had In every case dealt
& fatal blow. Some of the bodies of
the dead were almost cloven in two,
and the injured were also deeply cut
in vital parts so that from the first all
hope was gone. Without the loss of
& minute, however, dead and dying
were hurried to the Cambridge Relief
Hospital, while Murphy, still howling,
was taken to a cell.

It is said Murphy has for a time
held a grudge against the management
of the place, and this is thought to
be the basis of the maniacal outburst
which resulted in the bloodiest crime
by one man in the history of New
England, x

Archbishop Duhamel, of Ottawa
Expires From Heart Disease
at Casselman, Ont.

Oftawa, June 6.—Archbishop Du-
hamel, of Ottawa, died suddenly last
night at Casselman, whether he had
gone with the intention of presiding at
a confirmation class.

The late archbishop had been in
failing health for a couple of years.

On Saturday he showed weakness
after the work of the morning and
was advised not to go to Casselman.
He could not be persuaded, however,
and shortly after his arrival he ex-
pired, immediate cause of death being

Archbishop Duhamel was born at
Controcoeur, Que.

Philadelphia, Pa., June 7. — Col.

He was editor-in-chief of the Phila-
delphia Times from 1873 to 1901. He
was born on a farm in Pennsylvania
in 1828.

It was an accident that brought him
into the newspaper business, for
wanted to be a tanner.

vania. He then began to take an in-
terest in politics. “Soon he became
the owner of the paper., which was a
Whig journal. He disposed of his in-
terest in the Sentinel in 1850, and put
his .money in the Chambersburg Re-
positor, of which he became the
editor. It became one of the widest
known anti-slavery journals in Penn-
sylvania. He was the Whig candl-
date for auditor-general in 1853, be-
ing then the youngest man ever nom-
inated for .a state office in Pennsyl-
vania. He was a member of the con-
vention that organized the Republican
party in Pittsburg in 1855. and in the
following year was a delegate to the
national convention that nominated
Fremont for president.

He went to Philadelphia to live in
1868, and took up the practice of law.
