Berlin, Feb, 9.—A secret meeting of
army and navy leaders & month ago in
anticipation of a demand for extra-
dition, compiled a set of regulations for
common action.

Von Heer-
ingen, Von Kluck and Falkenhayn, as
well as others, declare that it is no
violation of honor for one to place him-
self outside the pale of eeizure by his
own government. Therefore they must
refuse to surrender, refuse to recognize
the legality of a foreign court, and de
nothing in the shape of personal d
fence, or otherwise acknowledge sucl
court, but make the following declara-
tion in the German language
“I bave merely done by duty as a
German soldier. As such I refuse to
recognize .a foreign court, and also de-
cline to make any further statement.”

Miss Elsa Scheiner,
the only woman whose name appeared
on the list of Germans demanded by
the allles, is a daughter of a promineat
professor of Berlin University, and had
charge of the women’'s concentration
camp at Valenciennes dquring the war.

In Sask-
atchewan the Methodists are said to
be so enthusiastic that in some dis-
tricts where there have been no crops
for three years, the farmers are bor-
rowing money in order to share in the
campaign.

from St. John stated that all the
churches of that city would exceed
their objectives.

French Financial Writers Ad-
vocate Economy and
Higher Taxation.

U. S. SUGGESTION OPPOSED

Method Advocated by Secre-
tary Glass Fails To Find
Favor,

Parig, Feb. 9.—Consideration of the
general European financial situation, as
reflected in the exchange, resulted in the
adoption Saturday by the supreme eco-

nomic _council of a resolution advocating
a conference of competent ministers of
France, Great Britain, Italy and Bel-
g!};mf to consider possible measures for
relief.

Financial wr'ters devote little space to
the sentimental aspects of the situation
that figured largely in earlier discus-
sions, but recognize that adoption of
keavy taxation, stringent economy and
reduction of imports by France must be
awaited before these several convention-
al methods of bettering the exchange
situation can be applied. It is pointed
out that the total debt of France at the
end of 1919 aggregated 238,474,133,950

BRITAIN’S FINANCIAL
POSITION IS NOT FULLY
REALIZED IN AMERICA

London, Feb. 9.—By Canadian Press
—The Times in an editorial today on

! the exchange question corroborates the

view given by the Canadian Press on
Friday by a Canadian financial author-
ity here.

“The strength of the British financial
position is scarcely realized in the
United States,” says the Times, “but
when it is known that without fresh
taxation we shall be able to make a
not inconsiderable beginning in debt
redemption this year, and that our ad.
verse trade balance continues to dimin.
ish a very different value will be placed
upon the worth of the pound in New
York. Moreover, it must be -remem-
bered that the empire produces the
largest proportion of the gold output.
it should be clearly understood it is
not the fall in sterling exchange which
causes concern in the city. The fall
in the pound i{s not an unmixed evil,
since it will tend to restrict Imports.
It is the position of the continent,
where the printing press is still work-
ing, that causes aiarm and renders
bankers no longer willing to lend
against currencles whose value tend
every day to grow less.”

A writer in the Manchester Guardian
takes a similar line. This writer says:
“If the exchange were solely regulated
by the relation of exports and imports,
including, of course, Canadian exports
and imports, the rate would have been
steadily improving. It has been stated
on good authority that our exports to
the United States uxceed all our im-
ports and as our investments in the
United States must exceed American
investments here, the state of affalrs
is complicated by outstde influences,
Otherwice the exchange would be_near-
er normal. When sterling ‘depréclates
European currencies follow in sym-
pathy, which shows the maln cause
for our having .6 pay such much more
for all imports from the United States.
The old cry of resrriction of imports
will not prove a certain remedy, unless
all Europe restricts importations, ex-
cept necessities. Otherwise goods in-
tended for this country would be di-
verted to the continent and the ex-
change would mnot be materially
affected.

WILSON APPROVES

BRITISH MARINES HAVE
LANDED AT PANDERMA

Constantinople, Saturday, Feb. 7.—
(By the Assoclated Press.)—British
marines have landed at Panderma, the
northern terminus of the railway to
Smyrna. This action was taken be-
cause of the recent capture by the
Turks of a Turkish arms depot at
Akhbar, near Chenek, on the Dardan-
elles. Small detachments of the Brit-
ish are on guard. Thus far there have
been no casualties.

French troops have also reinforced
the gendarmeries at Adrianople, and it
is reported that British artillery has
been landed at Ismid, the terminus of
the Bagdad Railway.

They were, with the ex-
ception of a few isolated wunits,
greatest of all modern soldiers, anad
probably the greatest soldiers of all
history, since no war tested troops <o
severelv.

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A WRONG VIEW.

If we believe this we believe past govern-
ments of Great Britain and France along with
the great capitalists and financiers of the En-
tente nations conspired more or less directly to
dbring on the world war. Of course munitions
makers and manufacturers of the instruments
of war have been busy off and on for forty-five
years preparing for war, but the most super-
ficial observer of events knows that the arming
: of the nations was for purposes of defence
! against the day when the German hordes were

to be let loose a second time. To intimate
! that the financlal captains of the Allied peoples
delfberately planned to bring on a struggle is
nonsense. Had that been the case they would
have postponed the clash until the Entente al
Hance was prepared to the point were victory
was certain. As it was, France was far from
ready and Great Britain absolutely unready as
far as a great campalgn was concerned when the
German emperor gave the signal for war. There
is nothing to indicate that the ex-kalser, shoull
he be placed on trial, can produce evidence of a
world-wide criminal conspiracy ‘of capitalists to
precipitate the struggle. German arrogance
and ambition growing and expanding for two
score years was the cause.

CUT OUT EXTRAVAGANCE.

According to Sir George Paish, the distif-
guished English financier who s visiting Can-
ada, a general world catastrophe is certain if
international exchange breaks down. How are
we individually facing this dreadful menace?
One thing that we should do at once is to cut
out extravagance. This is the advice that lead-
ing Canadian bankers and financiers are giving
us daily, and there is no class so well able to
speak on the matter. Economy and thrift
should be the motto to guide. At any time they
are desirable qualities, but today the general
adoption of them will help tremendously to
head off any industrial chaos and financial col-
lapse that may threaten. And to save is good
business, too, as the man who has saved will, of
course, benefit by any great fall in values, as he
will be in a position to make excellent invest-

* ments. Produce, keep on producing, cut out
extravagance, economize and save. - That is
manifestly our duty to ourselves and the coun-
LAry.

We believe that Canadian common sense and
conservatism will weather any storm that may
come. In fact, there are excellent indications
that Canada is today in good shape to meet a
financial crisis. A report of the Canadian Bank
of Commerce on the business situation bears
out this view. It says:

Reviews of business conditions by recog-
nized authorities indicate unanimity of opin-
fon as to the necessity of a greater volume
of production (rom our own raw material in
order that the prosperity which we are en-
joying today may continue. It Is also evident
from these reviews that there Is abundant
work for all available hands and that any
complaints of lack of work come from those
who find difficulty in getting employment of
the kind that suits them. More men are now
available for work In the forests and the
mines, but the demand for factory help re-
mains insistent. It would thus appear that
the new year opens ausplclously. The people
as & whole, despite the extravagant purchas-
ing of luxurles, are increasing their savings.
Deposits in the banks, the number of new

Surance policles Issued, purchases of securi-
ties, payments of taxes and of debts generaily,
all show a marked Increase, Capital i still
being expended in adding to the productive
machinery which was lifted to a higher stand-
ard of efficiency under the inspiration of war
éffort. Mining prospects are being more in-
telligently exploited and agriculture and ani-
mal husbandry are receiving keener attention
than heretofora. All this indicates that pro-
duction will be more than maintained unless
political or soclal friction intervenes,

That {s distinctly encouraging and assuring,
at an hour whén the world is facing perhaps
the most serious industrial and financial crisis
of modern times,

“ARTEMUS WARD, HIS BOOK.”

Two generations have laughed with Artemus
Ward, “the genial showman,” hefaro his biog-
raphy has come alone from the pen of Don C.
Seitz, a New York newspaperman. Those who
enjoyed Ward's humor long ago will delight to
know more of one of the most interesting lit-
erary characters of the United States of the
sixties, and those who are just being initiated
into the fun of his books can make his personal
acquaintance at the start. The middle of last
century produced ‘what we like to call typical
American humor, broad in its lines, often al-
most horseplay, making use of exaggeration,
strange orthography and oddest of metaphors
to achieve Its ends.

But there are
delicious touches qf fun in his “Swingin’ Round
the Circle,””where he imagines himself chaplain
to Andy Johnson’s speech-making tour in the
summer of 1867. The whole country laughed
as Nasby twisted Johnson’s one speech into a
score of variations, but always centring on the
fact that he had risen from aldermen of his|
village to president of the -~United States.

There was no very great in-
vention in Ward, nothing to compare with Mark
Twain, and probably his humor lies chiefly in
the wild impossibility of the situations, almost
inviting the reader to come along half way and
make his own fun. Perhaps that is why so
many people have liked and still like the
broader fun, because they themselves for the
time being are also funmakers,

IRRIGATION OF PALESTINE.

A rtecent article in the New York Evening
Post describes the scheme of a Norwegian civil
engineer for the irrigation of Palestine. Under
the blighting hand of one conqueror after an-
other since the days of Nebuchadnezzar, the
natural wealth of the Holy Land, which needs
water to bring it forth, has lain largely in abey-
ance. Now that England has taken hold, things
will move at last around Mount Zion, as they
have moved in Egypt under British occupation.

It is said that the deforestation of Mount
Lebanon is one cause of the barrenness of a
large part of Palestine. The cedars retained
moisture and made part of the land fertile. But
with all the cedars the country would still need
irrigation, though Moses once described it as
T3 good land, a land of wéter, of fountains and
depths that spring out of the valleys and hills.”

The Norwegian engineer proposes to con-
struct a tunnel 37 miles long from the Mediter-
ranean Sea to the west slope of the Dead Sea,
which is 1,367 feet below the Mediterranean.
Through this tunnel water will pbur at the rate
of 20 tons a second. It is estimated that at
least 40,000 borsepower will be developed, te-
sides the conveying of water for irrigation. With
the power various producing enterprises will be
pushed forward, electric cars run and a pump-
ing plant operated at the Sea of Galilee. This
plant will itself provide a large supply of water
for distribution in channels over that-region. A
considerable area of the Dead Sea, its shallow
southern extremity, is to be reclaimed for cul-
tivation, while for the Plain of Sharon ancient
cisterns in thousands, long disused, will be re-
vived. As vegetation increases on the irrigated
areas, the land will retain more and more the
water of the rainy season, and the number of
trees will grow apace, to the general benefit of
the land.

As it is, Palestine is rich in its productive
parts, and supports a population of about a mil-
lion. This population will be quickly increased
by the promotion of agriculture and other
works. In that climate and soil three crops of
grain can be raised in a year. Palestine is once
more a Promised Land, promised by modern en-
gineering science. Not only the honey-bee, the
coney and the raven will inhabit its deserted
valleys. They will be restored to humanity
and health. Corn and wine will flourish, asphalt
will come from the ashes of Sodom and Go-
morrah, and surely the prices of figs and dates
may be expected to take a drop when every-
thing gets going.
