It has been said that Lincoln re­
ceived worse advice and more of it 
than any other statesman that ever 
lived. Probably this was true down 
to the accession of Sir Robert Bord­
en to office and the outbreak of war 
in Europe over two years ago. Very 
few Republicans entertained any 
thought that Lincoln could he re­
elected. He himself at last became 
finally convinced that lie would be 
defeated. As late as August, 1864, 
he wrote out a statement which he 
asked the Cabinet to endorse, but to 
whom its contents were not disclos­
ed. He produced this sealed paper 
after his triumphant re-election and 
when opened by John Hay it was 
found to contain a brief memoran­
dum, in which Lincoln stated that as 
it was cxtremly probable he could not 
be re-elected he intended “so to co­
operate with the President elect to 
save the Union between the election 
and the inauguration."

The trouble in Canada, as in the 
United States at that period, is that 
many of those who overwhelm the 
Administration with advice think on­
ly of the communitity in which they 
live. They are governed wholly by 
some darling theory or prejudice of 
their own. They are ignorant of con­
ditions throughout the country. They 
know little or nothing of what diffi­
culties have to be faced and over­
come. They forget that in a democ­
racy no government can go very 
"inucli in advance of public opinion. 
There was no such admixture of 
conflicting racial elements, in the 
North half a century ago as now com­
pose the population of Canada. More­
over, the Northern people were fight­
ing at home to preserve the Republic 
and not in a great European conflict.

No one will deny that we could 
unite the Canadian people against an 
attempted invasion of Canada as they 
cannot be united for a war in Europe. 
There are not only hundreds of thou- 
sandes, but millions of people in this 
country who do not habitually speak 
the English language. There are mul-

We believe that, under all the cir­
cumstances the achievements of Can­
ada have been phenomenal and that 
the story will be told in years to come 
to the eternal honor of the men who 
now hold office at Ottawa. We be­
lieve further that when the people 
have to pronounce a decision at the 
polls, when they have to pass through 
the fives of a political conflict and 
from the very circumstances of the 
case have to look at things as they 
are, the judgment in favor of the 
Borden Administration will be as de­
cisive as was that in favor of 
coin. Not only so. but thousands of 
those who have been gibing and 
mocking will discover how inconsid­
erate they have been, how little 
knowledge they had of what has. been 
done or of what 
were in the way of doing 
support and defend the Administra­
tion which they have defamed.

The Committee notes .with regret 
that its suggestion that the govern­
ment should investigate the cost of 
production of canned goods and fix 
fair prices to the trade, is considered 
by you as “quite impracticable.” 
also regrets that no reason in justifi­
cation of this view is given in your 
letter. It would remind you that in 
Britain the conditions created by the 
war have compelled the government 
to fix prices of staple necessaries in 
a variety of lines of production and 
that, owing to the much greater popu­
lation and magnitude of the opera­
tions in such commodities, the diffi­
culties would be immeasurablj^great- 
er there than here.

The committee is of opinion that 
possibly your judgment as to 
necessity of fixing prices for canned 
goods is based upon an inadequate 
understanding of the facts relating 
to the production of the same. The 
following information obtained by a 
member of the committee as to the 
operations of one canning factory af­
fords prima, facie evidence of the need 
of a thorough investigation with the 
view to fixing prices:

“The canning factory employs 
thirty-five people. Its average output 
six days per week during the season 
is fifty thousand cans per day. Some­
times the daily output reaches 
seventy-five thousand. Men are paid 
twenty cents per hour, 
manager’s annual salary of $1,500 
on five months’ productive efforts 
(that is to say $300 per month), the 
labor cost will slightly exceed one 
quarter of a cent per can.

A telegram was also received from 
the T. and L. council of Winnipeg, 
stating that at a meeting at which 
thousands had been turned away, 
it had been unanimously decided to 
oppose the aims of the National 
Service Commission. Delegate Sy- 
monds stated that like measures had 
been taken in Vancouver and Tor­
onto, and that the sole supporters 
of the movement among the labor i 
men in the country, were the exec­
utive of the Trades and Labor Con­
gress of Canada.

In the discussion of the cards is­
sued by the Director General, Del­
egate Symonds thought that there 
was nothing contained in them that 
would be antagonistic to the wel­
fare of workingmen, especially as 
the assurance of the department had 
been given that in answering the 
questions asked, everything was 
left at the discretion of each indiv­
idual, and that no coercive measures 
would be adopted in connection witn 
the filling out of the cards. Presi­
dent Noble, took exception to the 
last two questions on the ground 
that the Government might see fit 
to move workingmen to such cente -s 
in which there was already labor 
trouble, and take this means of for­
cing union workers to compete 
against their fellows who were on 
strike or otherwise experiencing 
labor difficulties. Delegate Stinch- 
comb considered it ridiculous and 
another indication of the ignorance 
on the part of the members of the 
Government of the conditions un­
der which the working people lived 
to ask them to move to another 
city for the same wages, and at the 
same time expect them to maintain 
a home in the community which 
they have left, and pay board in an­
other. He declared this to be an 
impossible situation.

The delegates present also thought 
that some consideration should be 
given to thte fact that different scales 
of wages prevail in different centres, 
and that if the cards were signed, 
expressing a willingness to be moved 
from one place to another, the same 
competition would ensue when being 
forced to compete with cheap labor.

Delegate George Keen considered 
it unfair to employ alien labor in our 
factories, at a wage greater than that 
received by our own Canadian work­
men. He further declared that we 
send our sons to the front to fight the 
country’s battles, at $1.10 per day, 
while we have their places filled at 
home by representatives of those very

owners.

Wo hear and read quite a bit about comrade, merely "corned Willie” un­

der another name.
Retunred guardsmen say they 

have sworn off drinking “blackleg." 
“Blackleg” is strong drink, not al­
coholic, however, simply the power­
ful black coffee served in the army 
to wash down the “Willie.”

Beans are apt to be called “bul­
lets” or “berries” in the army, ac­
cording to their condition. Hot cer­
eals may be called “bran” or “oats.” 
Potatoes, of course, are “spuds” or 
“Murphies.” All other vegetables 
are “greens.”

There is a little song which the 
men sing to the notes of the mess 
call, a complaint more often mode in 
fun than in earnest. It goes :

the odd slang that originates in the 
trenches, and floats over to England 
and from thence across seas to Can­
ada, but. perhaps not more unique is 
it than the army slang brought to the 
“home folks” by guardsmen return­
ing from duty on the Mexican-Am- 
erican border.

In a recent issue of the Providence 
Journal a writer tells interestingly of 
the picturesque vocabulary in vogue 
on the border.

“Bring on the chow, only don’t, 
give me any slum,” a guardsman told 
his mother on the night of his re­
turn from the Mexican border. His 
mother naturally demanded a trans­
lation.

“Why chow is the army term for 
anything good to eat,” the guards­
man explained. “Slum means soup. 
I might say: ‘Bring on the eats, only 
don’t give me any soup.’ That would 
he perfectly plain.”

Many of the guardsmen have come 
home from the border with an en­
riched and picturesque vocabulary. 
Part of it is regular army slang; part 
of it is mongrel Spanish; it has 
sometimes shocked and sometimes 
amused the home folks. Most of the 
army’s slang relates to chow. That 
is almost the most important subject 
of conversation in the army anyway. 
But the faltering Spanish phrases are 
an embellishment.

“Please pass me the blood,” a rer 
turned guardsman is apt to say, 
pointing to the catsup. “Gracias,” he 
will say, when his wish has been ful­
filled. Hardly anyone on the border 
says “Thank you.” It is “gracias,” 
and “gracias” it will be with the 
guardsman for a long time to come.
