‘When moistare ie plentifal and the raing
come at the proper times it must not be
overlooked that the weeds are benefited by
the favorable conditione as well as the
crops. The rains inorease the work of
dessroying weeds, but muoch of the labor
may be eaved by ueing.the oultivator after
each rain 8o as to destroy the weeds as soon
a8 they appear above ground.

Plant Small Trees.

By planting small $rees thoy oan be
better started and will be less liable to the
effects of drought, compared with older
trees. Too much top on young trees is a
frequent cause of loss, they not possessing
arflicient roots $o nourish the many new
shoots that are produced on tooops thas
have not been cut back.

Feeding Grain to Cows.

Graio may be fed liberally $o cows when
they are-in full flow of milk, bus if the
cows are drying off previous to calving it
better to withhold all grain if the animals
are in good oondition, in order to avoid
milk fever at calving time. Planty of grass
is sufficient for dry cows, grain being un.
necessary.
