SPFAKFR.-H e is the presiding officer of the body. He
reads all coirini uni cation:; which comt from ilie Queen's Re-
sentative to the Commons - lie has to present and read such

addresses and petitions as are carried up to the Govt rnor
General by the Whole Hotise, and to, deliver the usual

speeches, on the part of the Commons when presenting the
Supply Bill, and other Bills calling for peculiar note and

remark. Through him ail witnesses and prisoners at the
Bar of the House are examined, and he dirvets all arrange-
ments when the House is to be addres.,;ed bv counsel. It is
bis (luty to, deliver the repriniand of the liouse to, any one

who has incurred the penalty of receiving it ; it is also bis
duty to, issue warrants of committal or releaý.,e for breach of

privilege; to communicate with any parties, when so in-
s-tructed by the Ho-Lise. It is bis duty to, closely examine
the provisions of Private Bills soý as to protect the publie
against any surprise, or undue enroachment or injury. He
controls and regulates the conduct of subordinate officers of
the House, and enforces the Rules of the Hotise ; he cannot
join in anv debate unless in Committee of the Whole House.
As the presiding officer of the House, he bas all the duties

atta-cbed to such an office. The Speaker is chosen by the
members of Parliament, and holds bis oflice until the Parlie

ment in which he is elected is dissolved. Should a member
persevere in disobeing the order of the Speaker, and of the
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House, the Speaker may gz narne him," ;a course uniformly
followed, as the term implies, by the censure of the House.

ln extreme cases the Speaker may order members or others
into custody until the pleasure of the House be signified. On
divisions, when the numbers happen to be equal, he gives
the casting vote, but he never otherwise votes. ýSorae ques-
tions as to the prerogatives and duties of the Speaker will be
found amono, "ýpeakerW Deczszons.

IF -TRODUCTION OF.-Iýlembers elected during
the existence of Parliament will, alter taking the oath of
allegiance and subscribirio, the roll, appear at the Bar df the
House and claim their se tts, the custom being an introduc-

tion by other members, who announce that these require-
ments bave been fulfilled. A member who bas been unse-ated

and re-elected must again sign the roll and take the oath
should he take his seat and vote without dointr so, he incurs
the penalty of £500 sterling for every day lie so sits and votes.

Though his fresh introduction at the Bar is unnecessary,
such is the practice, to save any re-elected member froin

unwittingly incurring the penalty. (During the recess of
1877, Mr. Speaker ANCLix resigned his seat in the House and

was re-elected. At the opening of the session of 1878, upon
the Governor General directin(y the re-assembled House to
elect a Speaker, Mr. ANGLv., and other rt-elected members

forthwith took their seats; and voted on the question.) When
a member is linseated by a tribunal whÎch at the saine time

declares another person duly elected to the seat, the new
member may (after taking the oath) without any introduc-

tilbn, take his seat and vote as if he had occupied it from the
first.

5. CLERK OF THE HOUSE OF Commoxs.-il The Clerk of the
Commons House of Parliament " holds an office of great trust

and importance. He, with one assistnt, sits at the upper
end of the table. The Crown appoints him by commission

under the great seal. It is bis duty to make minutes, not of

-the arguments used in the House, but the decisions at which
it arrives-in other words, to, make a true and faithfül record
of all the proceedings in which it may be engaged; to see

that theyaire correctly printed and distributed to the members;
to read aloud all such documents as the House may order to

be read; to perform the duty (without taking the chair), of
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president or moderator during the choice of a Speaker, ptit-
ting a question and directing a division in the same manner
that a Speaker would do.

6. SERGEANT AT AP-ms.-This officer, although in attend-
ance on the House of Commons, is appointed by the Crown.
It is his duty to obey the commands of the House, to appre-
hend and take into cuistody all those who are committed ior
any offence by the House AJI the messengers and servants
of the House, except the Clerks, are under his orders. He
bas a seat witbin the Bar, and directs all arrangements for
the maintenance of order in the approaches thereto, and in
the galleries. He is, of course, in immediate attendance upon
the Speaker, from whom he takes all orders in connection
with his duties. He is assisted by a Deputy.

7. ORDER.-By this word is meant obedience to certain
rules and regulations intended to, facilitate the despatch of
business, »and preserve that decorum necessary in all deliber-

ative assemblies. The rules by which the business of Parlia-
mentis conducted are of two kinds; one kind the House
possesses in common with all deliberative assemblies-another
is peculiar to its own existence and powers. For the proper
application of all these rules, the Speaker or Chairmauls deci-
sion is had, and to this decision due deference is at ail times

paid. The Speaker, while in the Chair, takes no part in thé
debate, ît being bis duty to regulate the naanner in which

business shafl be transacted; to, confine those members who
address the House to, the subject under consideration ; to, give

his opinion in all things which relate to, order; to put the

After routine he calls upon the member whose
motion stands first on the paper of notices, or who is other-
wise entitled to precedence. A motion must be seconded or

it falls to the ground; being seconded, the motion is handed
in writing to the Speaker, who bas to read it before debate M

can be had upon it; having been read, objections may be
urged. There are several ways by which a motion may be
opposed; it may be met by a direct negative or by an amend-
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ment, or by a motion to postpone, or by procceding to th-e
next order of the day, or by moving the previous questioiiý or

by the simple motion of adjournment. A motion oncle read
cannot be withdrawn witbout the permission of the House.

Unless a speech is made objecting to a motion, neither mover

IN nor seconder caii speak a second time except in expLanation.
If, bowever, a debate dois arise, in whicli opposition is offered
to the mover of a motion, lie lias the right to reply ; but

this privilege does not belong to the mover of au amend-
ment. All arc permitted to explain. The debate being
ended, the 'ý--ipeaker or Chairman puts the question, and calls

upon those in favor to say il, Yea," and those of a contrary
disposition to say îc Nay." He then declares that in his
opinion the ýLYeas1' or the (&Nays" (as the case may be)
have it.

(1.) Petitions involving publie expenditure, such as
grants of money or land@, claims for arrears of pay or for
remuneration for public service rendered, or other demands

imposing a burthen upon the people, cannot be received by
the House, which has not the power of initiating suvh im-
position. A petition which onl e".,ý-,presse(l a hope for a grant

was excluded in session of 18 78. lu 1877, however, a
petition for imposition of duty or for bountyon coal was

received.

Petitions of this nature shQuld be addressed to 44 His Ex-
cellency the Governor General in Council." The correct
form. is to forward them to the Secretary of State, who will

then, (4 by command refer them. to the ' Ministers of the
Crown to whose Departments their subje(As re, pectively re-

late; and they will thereafter be dealt witli Departmentally,
in the same manner as any official. letter or communication
received direct from. the parties interested. In point of fact, Ig

however the forwarding of such petitions by Meinbers of
Parliarnent, with covering letter, direct to the Department

concerned, at any tîme and without waiting for the session, is
practically the best course. In this way, petitions may be

Although sueb petitions may not be presenÉed to 4 -heHouse which has not the power of granting them.V 7 7 it is quitein order (after proceeding as above) to-bring them under theýcognizance ot Parliament by moving an Addresfs to His Ex-cellency for them, and any other papers connected with themin the DepartmentsIl to Le brought down ; and the Govern-ment upon its responsibility to Parliamient, can then Lebrought to account for the exercise or non-exercise of thepower vested in it of granting the pecuniary or other reliefprayed for.

(2 -) It has beeii decided that Aliens, non-reside nts of theDominion of Canada, have not the right of petitioning thisParliament. An exception to this rule was made duringsession of 1878.

(3.) Petitioiis may be either written or printed ; pro-vided always that the si natures of at least three Petitionersare subscribed on the sheet containing the prayer of the pe-tition.

(4.) Signatures to Petitions must be original- no agentshould sign a Petition to Parliament for any purpose. Noebairman can sign for a publie meeting, but the common sealof a corvoration is received as the petition of the whole body.

(5 ) All petitions must Le in respectfül and temperatelanguage, and must not contain any matter in breach of thePrivileges of the House, such as animadversion upon the cou-duct of Parliamient, or refèrence to any subject under debate7or to a motion in course of preparation.

(6.) Petitions t-o the House of Commons should be ad-dressed: Il To the Honourable the Commons of Canada, in Par-liament assembled; the statement of grievance or cause ofcomplaint should Le clearly and succinctly set forth; andthey must close with a specific prayer thus:
Wherejore your petitioner prays that, etc., setting forththe redress and relief that is sought.

(7.) The member presenting a petition sliould endorse
his narne thereon. and present it in his place in the House,
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4--onfining himself, when doing so, to a statemeDt of the par-
ties from whom it comes, the number of silgnatures attached

to it, and the material allegations it contains. He is respon-
sible that it does not contain impertinent or improper matter.

(8.) After a lapAe of two days for scrutiny by the Speaker
and Clerk of the House, every petition which. proves to be

properly receivable is (Rule 86) il brought to the Table by
direction of the Speaker, who cannot allow any debate, or

any member to speak upon or in relation to such Petition 4t
but it may be read by the Clerk at the Table-if required; or
if it complain. of some present personal grievance, requiring
au immediate remedy, the matter contained therein may be

brought into immediate discussion. In ordinary course, it
may, upon motion, be referred to a committee, or Resolutions

may be based upon it," etc

JO. BILLS (MONEY).-All, Bills relating to public income
and expenditure, and aU-Bills usually called Money Bills,
must originate in the Commons and be introduced by the
Goveinment.

Il. BILLS (PUBLIC).--ýA Bill is the draft or skeleton of a
Statute. Any Bill which the Senate can ojiginate may be

introduced and laid on the table by an individual Senator,
without the previous permission of the House; but in the

Commons no Bill can be brought in unless a motion for
leave be previously agreed to. Permission having been

granted, a Committee is appointed to prepare the Bill. It is
then brought in and read the first time, without amendment
or de-bate, and a day is appointed for the second reading, pre-
vious to which it is printed, and a copy furnished to each

member. The Bill, after the second reading, is referred to a
Committee of the Whole House, at the sittings of whieh its

details are considered, as its principles were at each of iis
several readings. Members are at liberty to discuss its prin-

ciples at any of its stages, but no one is considered to have
declared decisively in favor of its principles unless by bis vote
he supports its second readin'g. la Committee, the Bill is

debated clause by clause - the blanks left for amount of pen-
alties, salaries or grants, etc., are filled up, and sometimes the
Bill is entirely remodelled. The blanks, as» they are called,
which are usually filled up in italies, are agreed to without a

question being put, unless a member should propose to alter
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thera. The next proceeding is, that the Chairman of the
Committee should make a report to the House of the changes

that the Bill has undergone, which he does by presenting it
to the -,pe«tker in its altered forru. The report of the Corn-

mittee is agreed to without discussion, the Bill is ordered to,
be printed. and it is tht-n read the third time, when any fur-

ther amendments can be made. If a new clause be added it
is called a rider. l'lie last question but ' one is that the ic Bill
do pass ;" after this nothing remains except to determine its,
titie, which us-ed to be a generaloneifQr all the Acts passed
in the session, blit in modern tiînes'diýtinct titles are ii-?ed
for each Statute. During the progress of the Bill, the House

7izay divide on the following questions: ist, on the second
reading; 9nd, that it be committed ; 3rd, on the consideration

of report of Committee, in case of aniendment ;--4tb, or that
the Bilr be re-committed; 5th, that it be read the third time ;
6tbi that it do pass ; 7tb, the title of the Bill. Tbese are
quite exclusive of any division in the Committee, or any

aniendments, or of any clauses added to or expunged from
the measure, in or out of the committee. Alterations are not

usually proposed in a Bill tintil after its principle has been
disposed of on the second reading. Immediately after the-

passing ot a Bill, it is taken to the Bar of the Senate, desiring
their concurrence, where it passes through the same forms as
in the Coromons. If the Bill be rej'eted, no further proceed-

ings ensue. When the Senate agrees with the Commons in
the principle of the measure, but differ on matters of detail,
a conférence usually follows between members deputed from

each House, who generally succeed in adjusting the differ-
ence; but if both Houses remain inflexible, the Bill is drop-

ped The same proceedirigs are adopted, mutatis mutandis,
when the Bill originates in the Upper House. The Bill,

having thus passed both Houses, remains with the Senate, ex-
cept in the case of a Bill of Supply, whigh is sent back to the

Commons, to be by them. presented at the Bar of the Senate
to the Representatives of the Sovereign. The assent ot

the. Crown is the final proceeding which converts a Bill into,
an Aet of Parliament.

12. BILLS (PRIVATE) -Private Bills are chiefly introduced
to enable individuals or bodies corporate to undertake works
of publie utility at their own risk and chiefly for their own-

emolument and benefit; but there are other Private Bills

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wbich frequently come befère Parliament. such as Bills fé r
edjusting claims to property between individual claimajnts,
and Bills relatincr to divorce. naturalization, etc., etc. The

expenses of legislation in siich matters must be paid by the
parties seeking the relief - and a deposit of $200 must be
made immediately after the second reading of the Bill. After
the second reading, if all the rules of the House have been .. j

complied with, Private Bills go to the Committee, and it is
befère this Committee that proper attention must begiven by '4-

the parties interested. Individuals or compitnies may appear
by Parliamentarv Agents. -. 4:

13. PARLIAMENTARY AGENTS.-la England all the busi-
ness for private corporations and individuals is transacted-by

Parliamentary Agents, who conduce to the interests of their
ýclients, as well as to the convenience of Committeea and

Members, th'rough their familiarity with Parliamentary prac-
tice. Their employment is sanctioned in Canada, every agent

being (Rule 72) personally responsible to the House and to
the Speaker for the observance of the rules, orders and prac-
tice of Parliament, and for the payment of all fées and
charges ; and al] agents must have received the express
sanction and authonty of the Speaker.

14 AVOIDANCE OF A DECisioN.-When a motion has, en
made upon wbich the flouse is unwilling to come to &'vote,
there axe certain formal. modes of avoiding a decision, amongst

ývhich Icare passing of the orders of the dayll or moving
the pre-vious question." The former means that the House
should-casting aside and taking no notice of -the matter

then Mère it-proceed to the other business appointed for
that day ; the latter, that a vote be previously taken as to

the expediency of coming to any decision on the question
raised. If il the previous question Il be negatived as a matter

of expediency, the motion to which îft referred ià only gotten
rid of for the time, whereas a direct negative to the motion
itself výould be a proscription of it for the remainder of the
session, as well as a denial of its prÎnciple. With respect to
a Bill, moving ýt;hat it- be read this day six monthsll or

this day three ýn-c-rÈths is a mode of throwirig it out witb-
out coming to an express declara, tion against the principle of
the measure.

15. ROYAL ASSENT.-The Act by wbich the Crown agree&
to a Bill is called the FLoyal Assent; this assent is usually
given at the end of a session, unless there is ur ent necessity
for the Act becoming law without loss of time, in which. case-
the Governor General, or the person administering the

Government, comes dowil to the Upper House, and tbere, in,
the presence of, both Houses, gives his assent. His Excellency

specially manifests his assent to the Supply Bill. Bills to,
which the Royal Assent is not given are pronounced to be,

reserved for the signification of Her Majesty's pkasure thereon,
and are mentioned in the Ojicial Gazette as baving been re-
served for Her Majestyls consideration. Unless a reserve is
made in the Act itself, so soon as the Royal Assent is given
the Act becomes a Law, and can be proceeded on before any

competent Court.

16. PRIVILEGES O.F PARLIA.Mlg.T.-.-ýMOngSt the privileges
which the Commons claim are

The power of committing individuals to prison-the
power of publishing matters which, if not issuing from such
high authority, might becoïne the subject of proceedings in
a court of law-the power of directing the Law Officers of
the Crown to prosecute ersons accused of offences against
the la*s or affecting the privi leges of Parliament-and finally,
of doing aDything not directly contravening an existing Act
of Parliament, which may be necessary for the vindication
aDd protection of its own rights, in the exercise of its consti-

ttitional functions. Questions of privilege take precedence
of all other proceedings, and are always in order. The
privileges claimed by individual members are,.-freedom of
speech and person, including freedom from legal arrest and
seizure under process from the Courts of Law and Equity.
This does not extend to indictable offences, or to actual con-

tempts of the Courts of Justice. Members of Parliament are
exemptfromall duties the performance of whichmightinterfère

with their prompt attendance to their Parliamentary calls.
Privilege of Parliament, such as it is continues for a con-

venient time after prorogation and dissolution.

17. CO.M.,NIITTALS.-In common with Courts of Law and
Eq-tiity the Houses of Parliament can punish all contempt of
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their ai-ithority, or di.sobedience of their mandates. Each
House is armed with power to, repress any aggression com-

mitted upon its rights, or any interfèrence with itts privileges ;
but in the case of the Commons, the operation of this power
is limited to the session of Parliament, committals by that

House being invalidated by a prorogation. Either House cati
delecrate to a committee the power of sending for papers and
records, and of enforcing the attendance of necessary wit-
nesses.

18. CONFERENCE.-Tiiis is a species of negotiation between
the two Rouses of Parliament, conducted by managers ap-
p6inted on botFi sides, for the purpose of producin& concur-
rence, in cases where muiual consent is necessary; or for the
purpose of reconciling differences which may have arisen.
If the conférence be upon the suhject of a Bill depending
between the two Houses, it may be demanded by that House

-which is in possession of the Bill at the time of asking the
conférence. It is the sole privilege of the Senate to name
the time and place tor holding a conference, no matter by

which House it may have been demanded. Reasons in writ-
ing for the course resolved to be taken are usually furn-ished
Io the managers on both sides, in which case it is simply
called 44 a conférence.11 Should this proceeding fail, li a free
conférence" must be held, which gives an opportunity for
the managers individually, and unrestrained by any precise
form, of agreement, to urge such reasons as, in their judg-
ment, may best tend to influence thp House to which, they
are addressed. A free conféren.ce is usually demanded after
two conférences have been holden without effect. After one
free conférence, none other but free conférences can be held
touching the same subject.

19. SUPPLY.-All proceedings which relate to tbe publie
income or expenditùre must originate with ' the Commons,

and must be begun by resolution moved in Committee of
Supply, which is always a Committee of the Whole House.

In the course of the session, estimates are submitted to, a
Committee of Supply, and resolutfions moved thereon, grant-

ing to, the Crown the sums requisite for the management of
the various departments of the Government, and the support
of various public and private institutions. Such as are con-

firmed by the Committee of Supply are reported to the
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House, where they are again re-considered, and adopted or
rejected, as the case may be. Upon these a Bill is passed,
and this Supply Bill furnishes authority to the Government
for disbursing the various sums appropriated. The Upper

House may reject this or any other Moiley Bill, but they can-
not alter or aniend the substitince of a Supply or -Money Bill ;
such a course would be regarded as an invasion of the privileges
of the Lower House. Before any Bill can be introduced au-
t1iorizing the expenditure of any public money, resolutions
must be moved in Committee of Supply, agreed to there, re-
ported and confirmed by the House.

20. WAYS AND MEA.N.-.-As the Committee of Supply re-
lates to the expenditure of the country, ýso the lunctions and
duties of a Committee of M'ays and Means have refèrence to,
the funds by wbich such expenditure is to be met. Loans,
duties, taxes, excise and revenue of every description, are sub-
mitted to the Committee of Ways and Means. The propo-

sitions of Government on this subject are reduced to resolu-
tions, submitted, considered, and decided on, and such as are

agreed to are reported to thé-, House. The series of resolu-
tions in com., when reported, is read the first time, proforma;
then the second time, en bloc, (not the first resolution the
second time, as formerly the practice in Canada) at which
place general discussion of ' the subject takes place. The
resolutions are then read singly, when discussion is confined
to the subject matter of each. Those which may be adopted
are embodied in a Bill or Bills, and in due course and form

become the law of the land. As in th-e- case of Supply Bills,
the Lpper House may reject these Bills, but cannot amend
them, nor can the Upper House iDsert a pecuniary penalty
in any Bill.

21.ADJOURN_MEI;Tý PROROGATION A-ND DISSOLUTION.-Adjourn-

ment is a postponement of the sittings or proceedings of the
House, from one time to another specified for the re-assemý-

blage. When the sittings of both Houses are interrupted by
Royal authority, A is called prorogation. Dissolution puta
an end to the representative character of the individuals who,
at the time, compose the House of Commons, and Parliament
cannot therefore assemble until after a new election, except
in cases hereinafter mentioned. The power of adjournment
is a right belonging to each House, and there are no restric-
tions to this power.
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The House of Commons can interrtipt or pos.tpone any
debate, deter the consideration of any-measure, Qf ilItOgetilel

adjour- its sitting, but the practice i.,, alway.s to adjourn
to some stated time - and we think there can be no
doubt that, I)y the previous permission of the House, the

Speaker can leave the Chair for a certain number of houi s -
but this does not amount to au adjournment, and could iiot
be noted as such by the Clerk. But it must be remarkeoi
that the adjournment of one Housý does not adjourn the
other. The Crown may, pending an adjournment, summon
by proclamation eithèr House or both, and may direct eitlier
House or both to adjourn to any partiefflar (lay But while
-the power exists, and al - thougli in former tinies it has-been

frequently exercised in the Imperial Legislature, it bas
grown into desuetude there as well as in the Provinces en-

joying the privileges of their own Local Legislatures.

e An individual member may for a time interrupt the
progress of business by successive motions for adjournment,

which may be ré>*peated indefinitely, with this restriction : no
second motion to adjourn eau be made until after some in-
termediate proceeding shall bave been lad. -The motion in
,committee, that the chairman- report progress, is equivalent -

to a motion to adjoura the debate.

Adjournment does not close the debate, nor does proro-
gation terminate Parliament. The former is -an act which

either House can perform; the latter is a power vested in
the Crown. Thé duration. of recess niay be subsequently

shortened or extended as the Crown pleases. All unfinished
business termioates and dies with a prorogation. but during
an adjournment tney remain in- statu quo. to bé revived on

tbe re-assembling of Parliament, - A mt mber who moves, the
adjournment of a debate or who is in possession of the floor

at the time of the adjourtiment, is said to be in possession of
the Ilousey with the right to re-open the debate which bad

been interrupted. This is not the case, however, when com-
mittees of the Whole Houst adjourn. Prorogation never ex-

tends beyond forty days, but it may be repeated from time
to time by ýroclamation, and continue to be renewed unt.il it

is intended fliat Parliament shall meet for the desýàtzh of
business. The Crown eau summon Parliament to meet at

any time by giving fourteen days' notice Dissolution is the
simple death of Parliament, and may be brought about in

two ways--either by the pleasure of the Crown or bv the
Japse of period for which it was called into existence. 'Éhere
was a ti me when the existence of a Parliament terminated by
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the demise of the Crown, but a special- law removed this-
provision of the Constitution. But th-é--e is no power in the
Constitution by which, a Parliament in Canada can be ex-

tended beyond five years. If Parliament, at the time of the
Sovereign's deatb, be separated by adjotirnment or proroga-
tiOU7 it must assemble immediately, or within a reasonable

period. If no Parliament be then in existence, the membèrs-
of the last must again meet, and may serve as a Parliament
for six montbs. unless sooner prorogued. By the British
North America Act, 30 Sec.> it is provided tbat 4' there shall
be a Session of the Canadian Parliament oiice, at least, every-
year. so tbat twelve months shall not intervene between tbe,

last sitting," etc.
