WMMn Eight Feet of Wealth.
from the Nevada Herald.

Fifteen years ago O. J. Brand of this city 
assisted his father-in-law, Mr. Those, now de­
ceased, to open up a quartz mine in Calaveras 
county. The vein was a strong one, remarks: 
bly well defined, and on the surface was rich, 
yielding as high as $210 pa ton. .They erect­
ed a mill and expended considerable money in. 
fitting up a plant fa permanent working. Af­
ter sinking down to a considerable depth and 
taking out a number of thousands of dollars 
the ledge began to change from heavily sul­
phuretted ore to a white barren quartz. The 
ledge pitched to the east, and, according to 
the mining rule, the pay chute should have 
pitched north.

Supposing they had gone through the south 
earner of the ehutefr instead of drifting north, 
they sank a shaft further up the bill, north­
ward. Here they found no ore, and after 
spending considerable money they started an­
other Shaft still further north, mid with the 
same result as before. Finally, 
peering fa nearly two years, they were obli 
to abandon the enterprise. Mr. Those 
expended nearly $35,000 and Mi. Brand had 
«pent ali tlie-inoney he had, and 
waked like ■ a-slave fa ■ two years. They 
became involved in .debt. Mr. Those’ prop­
erty wee sold at sheriff’s sale, and the family 
was broken up so far. as their financial affairs 
were concerned.

For twelve years the mine lay unclaimed 
and was considered worthless. Two a three 
years ago parties, who probably had not 
learned its history, relocated it and com­
menced the work of development. It has de­
veloped into one of the best pieces of mining 
property in the country. But the thing that 
interests Mr. Brand is that the point at which 
the bonanza was rediscovered is just eight feet 
south of where he put in his last blast, and at 
a greater depth. Had he run eight feet fur- 

. ther he would have come into the pay ore and 
would have learned that the pay chute, in­
stead of following the role and pitching to the 
left, forms an exception to the rule and pitches 
to the right.

may be recommended the modest yet appetiz­
ing Nun’s Sighs. Warm a lump of butter the 
size of a walnut, add a lump of sugar, a little 
lemon peel, and a pinch of salt in a tumblerfull 
of water. Let it boil over two or three times.

Leave it in the 
sauce-pan until it it cold, then stir in one egg 
at a time until it is thin enough to drop out of 
a spoon. From a desert spoon drop lumps of 
the paste about the size of a walnut into lard 
which is not quite boiling ; take them out 
when swollen to four times their original size, 
and of a golden color.
