ClttNsiiflrnlion of Mail Matter.

In order to simplify the classification of matter passing by mail between places 
within Canada, and also the regulations relating thereto, and to provide for including 
therein such articles of merchandise and other miscellaneous matters not hitherto 
admitted to pass by mail in Canada in open packets, all matter so passing by mail 
witluu Canada has been divided into five classes.

The first class includes Letters and Post Cards.

LETTERS.

To places within the Dominion of Canada, Newfoundland, and United States, 
3 cents per oz. Letters for the U. 8. paid less than one rate will not be forwarded. 
Other short paid letters for Canada will be taxed with double the amount of the 
deficient postage.

cents per four oiLetters containing coin, jewels, or precious articles, or anything liable to custom

POST CARDS.

Post cards are issued at one cent each, and may be sent to any address in 
Canada or United States.

Post cards are also issued at 2 cents each for transmission to Newfound­
land, Bermuda, and Postal Union Island in the West Indies, to Great Britain and 
Ireland, and the Continent of Europe.
