with perfect confidence in the loyalty
of their subjects, when the dastardly
deed was accomplished.

He
spoke as quietly as though he were in
a conlerence with the members of his
own organization.

“‘1 pelieve that my time is at
hand,' he is said to have remarked to
one of his friends, who stood at the
bedside. ‘1 do not care—I am half
glad that it is almost over.” he con-
tinued,

“At a moment when he believed that
his time was short, President Mit-
chell thought of the men of the great
organization which he has built up.
He said to one of the officers of the
Illinois miners: ‘If 1 do not see the
men again tell them for me that

whatever 1 have done for them, what-
ever success | may have brought to
them, has not been for pecuniary ben-
efitt.

MAKING STALE BREAD FRESH
| Fannie Merritt Farmer, the distin
| guished writer on cooking, gives some
|unique ways of utilizing stale bread
'in the Christmas Woman's lHome
Campanion. For instance, she says:
| Small remnants of bread from
which crusts have not been removed,
{together with crusts of hread, may

{be dried in the oven, rolled, sifted and
stored in a glass jar for subsequent
use These so-called bread crumbs
lare needed for crumbling croquettes,
‘cutlt-l.\, fish, meat, etc.
| Croutons, sometimes called Duchess
crusts, are always in good form with
cream soups, and afford an excellent
way of using stale bread Cut stale
bread in one-third inch slices and re-
move the crusts. Spread thinly with
{butter. Cut slices into one-third inch
|cubes, put in a shallow pan and bake
‘until delicately brown, stirring occa-
sionally and watching that the crumbs
may brown evenly If you are tired
of cube-shaped pieces, cut the butter-
ed one-third inch into strips,
(which when browned in the oven are
called imperial sticks

in a small saucepan placed over boil-
ing water. Add one-third of a cup-
‘tul of sugar and stir until well blend-
ed, then add enough milk to make of
the right consistency to pour, and
add to the bread and milk. Add one-
third of a cupful oi sugar, one-fourth
of a teaspoonful of salt and two egg
slightly beaten Turn into a butter
ed pudding dish and bake one hour in

a moderate oven. Serve hot with
cream sauce Mix three-fourths of a
cupful of thick cream and one-fourth
ol  cupful of milk and beat until
still, usi an egg beatel Add one
third of a cupful of powdered ugar,
one-hal easpoonful of vanilla and

few grains of salt. If one has not
cream at: her command, a vanilla
sauce is acceptable with a chocolate

bread pudding.

The Missal and Layman

Preaching in St. Louis on a recent
Sunday, Archbishop Glennon elo-
quently demonstrated the value of the
missal in the hands of the layman.

““This day,” said His Grace, ‘‘the
first Surday in Advent, marks the
comme icement of the ecclesiastical
year. From to-day we date the
fasts of the Christian year, chronic-
ling in succession the saints’ days,
their offices, chants and litanies.

Homestead Regulations

—

Any even numbered section of Do-
minion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
not reserved, may be homestead:i by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
age, %o the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for en must be made
in person by the applicant at a Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-agency
for the Jistrict in which the land is
situate. Extry by proxy may, bow-
ever, be mace at an Agency on cer-
tain conditions by the father, mother,
son, daughter, brother or sister of an
intending homesteader.

The homesteader is required to per-
form the homestead duties under one
of the following plans’

(1) At least six months’
upon and cultivation of the land
each year for three years

(2) A homesteader may, if he so de-
sires, perform the required residence
duties by living on farming land ovn-
ed solely by him, not less than eighty
(80) acres in extent, in the vicinity

residence

of his homestead Joint ownersaip
in land will not meet this require-
ment

(3) If the father (or mother, if the
father is deceased) of a homesteader
has permanent residence on farming
land owned solely by him, not less

than eighty (89) acres in extent, in
the vicinity of the homestead, or up-
on a homestead entered for by him

in the vicinity, such homesteader may
perform own residence duties by
living with the father (or mother)

4) The term ‘‘vicinity’’ in the two
preceding paragraphs is defined as
meaning not more than nine miles in
a direct line, exclusive of the width
f road allowances cro in the
measurement

(5) A homesteader intending to
perform his residence duties in ac-
cordance ith the above while ll\lng
with parents or on farming land own-
ed by himself must notily the Agent

for the district of such intention.

Six months’ notice in writing must
be given to the Commissioner of Do-
minion Lands at Ottawa, of intention
to apply for patent

German Navy League

The Catholic South of Germany has
gseceded from the German Navy Lea
gue in protest against the appoint-
ment of the notorious agitator Gener-
al von Keim to the presidency of that
body, which is taken to signify an
official endorsement of his n-ethods in
the last election campaign, and his
violent attacks upon the Centre Par-
ty Prince Ruppecht of Bavaria, th:
eldest son of the Crown Prince, was
the first to lead the way, and his re
signation has been followed by that of
the Bavarian Premier and those of a
large number of Bavarian officers in
the army. Finolly, the whole Bavar-
ian section of the Navy League has
seceded. On Saturday the Prince of
Thurn and Taxis followed the example
of his ruling neighbor and resigned
the presidency of the league in his
principality. The extent of the
crisis may be gauged by the fact that
|the Bavarian secession alcne involves
ltho loss of 20,000 members.
