F rom u Utter writ ten by Pastor Hocutk. of Btutor/ 

m Schleswig, dated 26th. April, 1848 
" The quiet week” (Still Wueke) bad been 

passed In great disquiet. On Monday, Thursday 
and Good h riday, only, one divine service could 
lie held ; the majority of the male parishioners 
being det.tined from worship by sentinel duty. 
But now Easter Sunday dawned, bringing the 
pi omise of r. day- of repose and spiritual refresh-

The Jesuits there­
fore are the best instruments and the most faith- , 
ful servants of tyranny. She accomplishes by j 
them object? which she could not compass by j 
soldiers or spies ; for they act in their own way, ; 
gently insinuating themselves into the minds of ! 
men. and obtaining their end without committing 
any violence. But besides the public end, each j 
one has his private and secret one, which, tend- i 
ing to the same scope, combines with it and al­
most forces it to subserve the wants and interests, 
not of the peiple, but of the government. !.

Such is the spirit of this Institution, which, at 
the commencement, proposed only to educate the 
children of the people. It enters now into the 
mind of the government, and having seduced it j 
by private cuun-v! ;, directs its operations and its 
very will. This would always have lieon use lut 
if tfie Jesuits had been on the sieje of the people, 
arid inclined rulers iri their favour, in all cases 
adopting the caivse ol the people. But iustmd 
of this it has happened that the people have ul- i 
ways been worse treated where they have in- j 
termed died ; the government has regarded them 
with avcy.ior. instead of love, and everything ha- I 
risen against the people,—oppressions, anarchy j 
and impositions of nil kinds.

finally brought the people to rebel, nt first by ! 
sebrrit conspiracies, and then by Open revolt ; and 
in both cases the Jesuits have been pointed at 
by the people, pursued and hunted.

It is asked whether the people are right on 
wrong in opposing the Jesuits, and how far their 
offence extends. The people have their logic ; 
and. as that teaches them to reason on the phe­
nomena whose oausos are conceded, it seems as 
if nature herself had taught thb most ignomht1 
of the people to reason by induction, each is 
tho reasoning which they adopt. The influence 
of the Jesuits and the tyranny of governments 
are matters of fact in Italy. Naples, Rome, 
Turin and Modena have given abundant evidence 
of them. The influenoe of the Jésuite therefore 
is the cause of the. tyranny of governments. The 
argument is most reasonable ; and to corroborate 
i6, chri-exampie of Tuscany is adduced, a country 
in which without Jesuits, the government is 
gentle and humane. If then the Jesuits influ­
enced the governmeons to tyranny, the people 
Were jus tin persecuting them, and doing to* them 
what is done to tyruota—it least to drive them 
away.

about me, on the hill, an Easter Hymn Iroiu our 
Collection, nnd having addressed to each the 
Easter greeting, (“ The Lord is risen indeed,”) l 
dismissed them to their dwellings.

It was indeed high time ; for the Prussians 
were already deploying in the meadow, so ;is to 
surround the village,and press forward to Schles­
wig, by the Eekernford Chau-so. The whole 
village was astir. Orderly dragoons rushed like 
lightning hithor and thither. The dragoons were 
in their saddles and made an attempt at full speed 
to get in advance of the Prussians on the road to 
dchleswig. C.umon were being forced along, by 
the utmost efforts of men and horses, towards 
the Danuework (a fortification which bounds the 
south side of the village), from which the baffled 

| artillery returned as quickly, finding the Pius 
sians already iu posse-aiou of that woi k. Mean­
while I had regained the Parsonage, auJ after
commending myself and family (rumpri-iiig a 
Wife and four chiluren, on»of them an infant at 
the breast) lo the protection of th:ii faithful God, 
without wavec permission not a hair ut our heads 
can perish, f clo-cd the outside windo w-shatters, 
and then betook myself to an upper room, whjcli 
eommimdeil a view of the meadows and all the 
southern part of the village. On r 'nulling this 
po.-t ol observation. 1 found the Danes and Prus­
sians already engaged in close combat. 1 could
see the Danish sharp shooters, lying behind 
bushes, earthen dykes, and walls, and sending 
man)- a death-bringing bullet into the Prussian 
ranks, which pressed forward with desperate 
over age, and at every charge drove the Danes 
farther back. A buck-work in the close vicinity 
of the village afforded a strong position to tne 
Dunes, whence they fired with sure aim on then 
foes; tior could the Prussians di-lodge them, 
until tliey succeeded in setting tin- to the house 
by menns of bombs. Though thus forced to 
yield, this Danish detachment coutmuvi uie eon- 
lnct with obstinate bravery, hut wore at Iwaglb 
driven back to the banks ot the Sciiyl, into wbict) 
many precipitated themselves with the intention' 
of swimming through, but aro believed to have 
been drowned. Meanwhile the viHugeitself was 
the scene of frightful con the t ; both Prussian and

THE MEMORY OF THE JUST.
At Beamsville, in C.unuia, while attending the 

meeting of an Association, I took occasion to 
strpll a half hour among the graves of the de- 
p u ted. It was in a small cemetery in a small

but are dead. Among others I noticed the in­
scriptions upon tablets erected to the memory of 
three Baptist ministers, two of whom (Thomas 
Morgan and Thomas Hill) had been p.istors of 
the church in Beamsville, and the other. Elder 
Lemuel Covell, was a devoted missionary, well 

I known to many now living. His was a plain 
i white marble slab of beautiful grain, recently 
I erected by the truly excellent Deacon Jacob 

Beam, from which the village received its name.
The following is a copy of the inscription, 

which I send von for publication in the Recorder, 
knowing that it will be read with great interest 
to many.

In memory of 
Rev. Lemuel Covell,

Born
June 28th, 1764,

Died
on a missionary tour in this Province 

October 19th, 1806,
Aged 42 years.

At a little distance from his, stand the tablets

: new and correspond in dimensions and appear- 
| ance with that of Elder Covell.

As I stood examining the latter, whose mem 
oiv is so dear to those who knew him. the excel­
lent deacon remarked, while a tear trickled down 
his venerable and furrowed checks : “ The stone 
that formel}" marked his grave was old and brok­
en down, and while I was obtaining those to 
designate the spot where my own kindred lie, I 
could not endure the thought of leaving that of 
so good a man unknown.”

Dear man ! the memory of thy own kind sym­
pathy will long be blessed ainopg tky brethren, 
when thou also, art laid beneath the clod of the 
valley. _____ ' __

FRANCE.
The steamer Hibernia, Capt. Shannon, arrived 

at New York at half-past eight o’clock, having 
sailed from Liverpool cm the afternoon of the 8th 
instant. We give the following details of the 
latest foreign intelligence ;

XFFECTS OF THE RATTLE.
An eve-witness thus describes the subsequent 

appearance of the different localities where oo» 
diets had taken place. “ On the 30th ult.> 1 
made a further tour through the theatre of the- 
greatest destruction of property, and I find it is 
not so extensive as has been reported. The chief 
points are the end o( the Rue St. Antoine, near 
the Hotel de Ville, where the street become 
narrow ; there are several houses on the north 
side battered bv cannon, in a tottering condition.
On the south side, the windows and wood-work 
are damaged by musket balls. In the Rue de 
Faubourg du Temple, the line of su eel from th* 
boulevard to the Barrière Bèlvillc is more or less 
damaged. The shower of balls thrown up tile 
Rue Fauboiug St. Antoine, riddled the houses on 
cither aide to a distance of some hundred yard» ; 
the windows and wopd woik are for the most 
part destroyed, and large fragmente chipped tiom 
the walls in every part, . The Rue de la Roqu­
ette h> impayable, the ntias < f tin- hou-es knocked 
do th, loaning a smouldeang neap, which cannot 
bo safely surmounted on toot. The environs ot 
the Pantheon were another scene of action, but 
fewer marks of destruction are observable there^ 
The narrow Jiue of the Rue St. Jucque- has much 
glass and wood-woik broken, but the phiy of the 
artillery appears to have been directed on the 
church, which has been much disfigured , the 
bas-relief in the pediment, which surrounds the 
vestibule, is much battered, and the entire of the 
building is said to be a good deal damaged. It 
has happened fortunatitiy ^hat the parts of the 
town where the conflict chiefly raged e oasis ted 
of old buildings, generally of small value.

AN ARMISTICE WITH GERMANY.

A letter from Hamburg. July 4, says that an 
armistice of tlvee moariis has bvtm agreed 0:1, tl-s 
follows :

1. Tin- Swedes to withdraw from the Danish 
Territory,

2. The Germans to withdraw from the part 
of the Duchy of Schleswig Holstein, called Sch­
leswig.

3. Schleswig to remain neutral ground.
4 The blockade by the Danes of German 

ports to be raised immediately.
5, The vessels captured by the D ines to be 

released after settlement of the act ot contri­
bution levied on Jutland by the Prussian army.

It might be instructive to examine some of 
the popular modes of advocating what is called 
union, and try them by this rule, but our present 
limits require rather that we should briefly ex­
hibit some views of the scriptural grounds of 
union, especially with reference to the position 
of our denominational affairs. The general rule 
which will be universally allowed by those who 
acknowledge the rights of conscience and pi ivate 
judgment is, that no man shall be required to 
unite with any man or body of men, in r.ur re­
lation or for any object, at the sacrifice of the 
truth of God. It must be admitted on the other 
hand, that any man professing Chris.i.-.nitv who 
holds himselt in separation from ot’- , r Chris- , 
tians on any other basis than the word c; God 
is a schismatic. For his doctrinal and practical 
views of God’s word lie is responsible to <)od.
Every man is bound to know the truth which 
God has revealed for his salvation, and t» ob­
serve all things whatsoever Christ has command* 
vd. That is a matter of solemn accountabrlii v.
No man, no body of men, can relieve us of tliat re­
sponsibility, and consequently no body of men can 
quire that we should forego our convictions, nnd * 
trample upon what we believe to be the authority 
of the Lord. Neither can we in the exercise of this, 
freedom deny it in all its extent to other». Who­
ever from his views of expediency and policy, or 
from a preference of certain persons and opinions, 
maintains a division in the church, is guilty of a 
schism. But whoever foregoes or abandons his 
firm convictions of the faith and ordinances of the 
gospel for the sake of union, tramples on the au­
thority of the church’s King, and is guilty of 
treachery to the truth.

that his followers m uj be one. O 1 the other ; don has already been declared. K is not too

! much to say that the rejection of every compro 
! mi<e will he persevered in. The little handful 

who plead for that compromise may use their 
j opportunities to obstruct and annoy ; but one 

thing is settled, a union on 4hcir grounds can 
never be effected. There mav be on some ques­
tions a want of that full confidence which more 
intimate acquaintance alone can mature ; there 
may be in éome qu irters the leanings of old 
friendship, anil 'he influence of old associations, 
which it is h'" ji to sever ; and there may be 
here and there, few and far between, discontented 
spirits, who must always be in opposition, who 
will play into the hands of the advocates of neu­
trality and compromise ;—but the great body of 
Baptists, from the East to the West, have, wc 
believe, prayerfully purposed that on grounds of 
strict and decided principle, they will unite. 
There is not power in faction to frustrate that 
purpose. We must rise above the reach of clam­
our and jealousy, A great work is to be 
done ; we cannot fritter away time and energies 
in petty squabbles.

Let us act worthy of the design, to cement »

hand, strife and division are clearly traced to the 
absence of Christian principle and the influence 
of unsub Ju ;d passions. As a question of policy, 
ils well us a question of principle, there is not even 
room for discussion ns to the desirablenets of 
union. It is only as we arc closely and cordially 
united that we can be strong for the accomplish­
ment of common end.. Any approach to disunion 
is not mere.lv a lost of strength to the common 
interest, but a positive hindrance and a positive 
testimony against the truth. The history of the 
eighteen hundred years during which Christianity 
has wrestled with the powers of darkness in this 
world, is the proof of this position.

But when we have gone thus far we have 
stated only one side of the question. Aud it is 
necessary to admit that there may be a great de­
ception in the statement. For after all, union 
must be salutary or injurious according to the 
principles on which it is formed, the parties be­
tween whom it is formed, and the objects which 
it has in view. If the cause of Christ has suf­
fered by dissensions on the one hand, it has suf­
fered no less by unholy alliances, combinations
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GRANDE LIGNE,
Many considerations united to induce us to

visit this most interesting place. The unjust at­
tempt which has been made to represent the 
Pioneer as unfavourable to the Mission conspir­
ed with a growing conviction of the vast import­
ance. anil the urgent needs of the enterprise, to 
awaken an earnest desire to do what lay within
our reach to aid it. It appeared also that ungene­
rous attempts had been made by those who should 
have been the last to whisper a suspicion, to con­
vey an unfavourable impression of some individu­
als and circumstances connected with the estab­
lishment. At any rate, the public required a 
full and frlnk exhibition of its state, and our visit 
was made with the intention of being plain and 

• unreserved in our enquiries, and equally plain 
vnd unreserved in our statement of affairs to the 
public. It was not a trifling satisfaction to be 
accompanied on this visit by one who had made 
a ten years trial of all the privations and sacrifi­
ces of a missionary life, and who was therefore 
•well prepared, not only to sympathise will) the 
devoted missionaries, but to judge of the state 
and character of the mission. He is not respon­
sible for the statements of this article, but so far 
as we know, his impressions both of the mission 
and the missionaries are in entire harmony with 
those here expressed.

A journey anywhere in Canada is singularly j 
suggestive of feelings of responsibility to a Chri- 
t.ian. When you traverse its fertile lands and 
think of the teeming population which is soon to 
till them ; when you sail upon its noble waters, 
and think of the mighty commerce they must 
one dav bear, and of the crowded cities which 
are hastening to stud their banks, what a great 

’ work1 appears before those who under God arc 
to imbue that mighty nation with gospel truth, 
in spite of the combined opposition of the world. 
For it is vain to shut our eyes to the truth that 
the secularizing and irreligious elements are un­
usually powerful in a young and rising country. 
But when you corne within the region of Papal 
in lie ice these fie'ings be ;ome p inful and op­
pressive in the extreme. A practical heathenism, 
■us den - and da k as any that prevail i where the 
name of the Redeemer has never been profaned, 
settling down upon the hearts of our benighted 
fellow subjects, reigning at our very doors, ought 
to make i stirring appeal to every believer's soul. 
To look upon it, to tiud oneself in contact with it 
and then to think of the apathy in which we have 
sat, saying, “ Am I my brother’s keeper," might, 
well east one down in humiliation and rem ir-c 
The whole bearing of the light-hearted g' -oil-nalur 
ed and contented victims of it only quickens that 
remorse. It only wants that wo should stand to 
gethcr and see the present reality, and from the 
present reality follow it out into the awful future—
the terrible eternity—to prepare us to utter in con­
cert the resolution, that came unbidden from our 
heart os we looked upon a crowd of our fellow 
subjects gathering to the mummery of a religious 
festival, “ if I live, it shall be to labour and 
pray lor the evangelization of this land.”

These feelings were deepened by the pre­
sence of the fellow traveller above alluded to, 
who was ever and anon deeply moved as the 
humbling recollections of the scenes lie had 
witnessed in heathen lands, were awakened by 
what passed before us. The points of cor­
respondence between the two w’ere very nu- 

■ racrous. The mummery, the mechanical devo­
tion of their temples arc the same. Toe Brah­
min was echoed in the priest ; the spiritual 
slavery of the Buddhist was seen in the priest 
ridden worshipper ; and when our friend brought 
forth the image of the mm-lion god, Mad­
ame Feller produced an ancient crucifix and 
rosary, which had been used by one of the 
converts ; and there was scarcely a shade of 
difference in the account which they severally 
gave of the feelings with which the votaries of 
these respective idolatries regard the absurd ob­
jects of their devotion. As we passed through 
the country a striking proof of the influence 
of superstition in arresting the progress of 
civilization, occurred to us. A writer on this 
subject has remarked, “The inhabitants of Lower 
Canada arc just where they were in 1608, 
when the country was first settled. For more 
than two centuries they have not made an 
inch of progress in anything, either honourable 
Or profitable to man.” The proof of this oc­
curred in the striking resemblance which fre­
quently presented itself between portions o f 
Lower Canada and the French settlements upon 
tho Detroit River. A huiWred years ago, the lait er 
people found their way to the far west, carrying 
with them the manners and customs of their 
native regions. They have remained separated 
by lake and forest, almost cut off from intercourse, 
and even beneath the influence of very different 
circumstances, everything is as mneh alike as if 
they had parted but yesterday. Tire appear­
ance of the people and their houses, their mode 
of life, and their practice of agriculture ; all is 
unchanged. Even within a short distance of 
Montreal, if an inhabitant of Detroit were sud­
denly to awake and look out on the banks of 
the St. Lawrence, his first thought would be 
that he must be approaching Sandwich.

We left Montreal for the Mission-House, by 
a commodious steam-boat, which in less than 
an hour landed us at Laprairie, a large stirring 
village, on the opposite bank of the river. There 
we found a train of cars which carried us at a 
good speed to St. Johns, a considerable town, 15 
miles farther. By the kindness of Mrs. Watson 
of the principal Hotel there, whose attentions 
to the missionaries and their friends deserves 
grateful mention, we were enabled to hire a car­
riage to carry us to Grande Ligne. St. Johns

is situated on the Richelieu, along the west
bank of Which our road hyr for ùght mile8f
passing through a ferule tract of country, divid­
ed uUo .mail farms, and poorly cultivated, if 
judged by the standard of our beat farming dis- 
tncu. About 8 miles distance from St. Johns 
we turned off upon the road from Which the 
musion derives its name •< Qrands Ligne, ' in 
that region nearly answering to town-line with us,
“ “th/ lme of roed which divides two seigaories. 
How far the mission may have had an iofiuenee in 
producing it we cannot say, but «■qtwuiensbly as 
you approach the mission premises there is a 
decided improvement in the appearance of the 
buildings and the farms. Proceeding two miles 
along this line, studded with comfortable cottages, 
we arrive at the mission house, which is thus
described by a recent writer in the New York 
Recorder :

The minion-house is a solid structure of 
stone, two stories high, surmounted by a cu- 
P°“ '? Wl,ich is suspended a'small clear toned 
bell ; by which the surrounding villagers are 
summoned to the services of the sanctuary. 
One half the lower story is fitted up as a 
place ot public worship, and the remainder is 
divided into school-room, dining-lmll, library 
dormitories, Ac. In front and on each side 
are flower and kitchen guldens, tastefully ar­
ranged and highly cultivated. Its general ap­
pearance, especially compared with the habita- 
tiens in its immediate vicinity, is very imposing, 
and being situated on a gentle eminence is seen 
at a considerable distance.

The pert on of the lower story which is used 
as a chapel on the Lord’s day, is through the 
week divided by folding doors, and serves as 
school-rooms. The interior arrangements of the 
house are distinguished by extreme simplicity 
and neatness. The garden is tile only thing 
that looks towards elegance, and that is the finerv 
of nature—trained and unfolded by good taste 
and industry. It is the work of the boys in 
school who have each a plot with its border 
and the ad journing portion of the walk entrusted 
to their care.

Introduced into the parlour we awaited wi h 
feelings of dee^, interest the entrance of Madam 
Fuller. We awaited not the approach of earthly 
greatness ; but, upon the scene of her toils 
trials, and triumphs, wo waited to sec one who 
had given up all for Christ, who had dared 
and done in her single womanhood, that from

cultivated society of her native land, God was 
pleased to call her by his grace. Her only child 
died at the age of three years, commending her 
to the love of God. A year after, lier husband 
died in the triumph of faith, and she, stiicken 
and lonely, abandoned friends and home—the 
attractions of cultivated and Chi istian society— 
and came forth as a missionary of the cross ; 
not where the eclat of generous deeds should 
follow her steps, but afar in the cabins of Canada, 
amid the poverty, filth and ignorance of a neg­
lected people, in the rude garret of a rude log 
hut; in the face of contumely and hite, perse­
cution and danger to seek to lead souls to Christ. 
On the scene of these early perils where God 
nad owned her efforts and gathered around her 
a ' hutch of devoted disciples, and a school in 
which were being trained teachers and preachers 
ot the gospel she loved, we waited to see her. 
And here, for. the present, our narrative must 
pause. To meet with Wellington on the field 
of Waterloo, would be an adventure to kindle 
a cold heart, and give fire to a dull pen. Many 
a lip would curl with scorn at the mention in the 
same sentence of a meeting with Madame Feller 
at Grande Ligne ; but on which would an angel 
look with the highest interest, and which will 
seem greatest in the light of eternity—Wellington 
amid the memorials of carnage and slaughter— 
Madame Feller amid the proofs of immortal souls 
saved ?

■«tidily pursued. The greatest obstacle to be 
encountered is the ignorance of the nurse or mo­
ther, aud her want of resources for the enter­
tainment and exercise of the child’s bodily and 
mental faculties. If these be duly attended to, 
the child will not think of eating until the return 
of appetite enforces the demand ; whereas, if it be 
left idle and neglected, everything will be carried 
to its mouth, as its only remaining resource 
against absolute inanity. So true is this, that I 
should regard that nurse as unfit for her employ­
ment, who should complain that her charge, 
otherwise in good health, is incessantly craving 
for something to eat. In this respect children 
are like adults. Give them something to do and 
to think about, and they will seek meat onlv 
when hungry. But leave them idle and li -ties», 
and eating will become thei; chief subject of con­
templation.—Dr. A. Comhe.

The indebtedness of the Organization last fall 
was £1400 ; two special efforts were made to re­
move it, successfully. The estimated expenses 
are £1750 per annum.

The session continued four days. Among the 
business was the hearing of reports of the seve­
ral committees, on Popery, the desecration of 

■ the Lord’s dav. and the religious conditions of 
countries where the French and Italian languages 
are spoken. A general meeting, very fully at­
tended, was held on Friday evening, and speeches 
were made bv Sir Culling Eirdley, Rev. Baptist 
Noel, T. R. Wheatlv, E-p and others.

Amidst these convulsions, which shake 
political and civil institutions on every side, we 
have enjoyed the utmost calm, with the excep­
tion of the religious persecution which continues 
as active as ever in this Canton. It is indeed, as 
you state in your letter, n "render sight than all 
which the Jh ignifkvnco of the icenery yields, to 
witness the servants' of God enduring persecu­
tion for cunscimso sake. The enemies of the 
gospel" are mail in their rage, tor instead of crush­
ing them, as thev had fondly expected, the serv­
ants of God are rising in strength, and greatly 
ircreasing in number. The persecution has al- 
teady done incalculable good, in deepening the 
piety, and increasing the love of the Lord's 
people. It is a common remark here, even am­
ong those who are not friendly to the Free Church 
(in the Canton) that it owes its present strength to 
tho opposition it hns met with from the Govern­
ment, if not itsconlinued existence ; for the num­
ber of persons attached to it Rom principle 
was small,, and their zeal was not very distin-

fuished. One dear friend of ours, M. Baup, was 
viished by tho Concile d’Eut, abouti wo months 

• .since. After he had been in his banishment a 
few weeks, ho was allowed to come back to 
Vcvey, to be tried by the Correctional Tribunal 
of Police. It was proved on the trial, that the 
meeting, Which was the ground of the proceed­
ing, was perfectly quiet., that it involved no breach 
rf public peace, and he was acqui'ted. In his 
address to the judges he bore a noble testimony 
to the truth. He .avowed that it was his iuten 
lion to go on preaching Christ, for necessity was 
laid upon him : That his ditty to God was higher 
than th-t which he owe 1 to man, and that no­
thing but force could compel him to be silent. The 
Government appealed from the Communal to the 
C ,n on d tribunal, and he is igtin to I e tried at 
Lius inns. Wnilsl re.mi ting at home, after hi- 
acquittal, n peremptory order was sent from the 
Concile d'Etat, that he must proceed to Echnl- 
Jjr.8. the pi icc of hi- h inishment, without a mo­
ment’s delay. But what was very remarkable 
in the whole p.oceeding was this. When he fV-l 
went thither, M. Germont, the pastor, was absent 
upon urgent business, so that. M. Baup was just 
in time to supply 1 i-t place. There is an interest­
ing Society of De icone-sess there, established by 
M. Germnt. and a hospital, over which he preside-”. 
He had ju:t returned when M. Biup was sen t 
thither the second time, the Concile d’Etat h id 
just laid its hand on M. Qcrmont, so that a per­
son was wanted to supply his place. How 
wonderfully God can overrule the counsel of his 
enemies lo his own praise and glory !

The only one in the national Church who had 
the boldness, to testily openly against the iniquity 
of the Government was Mo i=. T» Pasteur Monod, 
of Lausanne (brother to the Monods of Paris), 
which he did in a noble Christian spirit, bv a 
sermon which ho published, and some letters in 
a public journal. And about a week ago he 
was summarily dismissed from his sacred func­
tion, without any reason assigned. The church 
is considered nothing more than a police establish­
ment, entirely under the regulation of the Ex­
ecutive Government, and the removal of M 
Monod was a proof of this.

The Scottish Covehant—We have just seen 
a fac simile of the national covenant of Scotland, 
in its original form, with the autographs of the 
principal leading pe.sonagcs affixed to that im­
portant bond, ini* iviu.ukable production is 
executed in the first style of lithographic engrav­
ing, so as to preserve distinctly, in their most 
minute traces tiie varied handwritings of theever- 
to-be-refnembered subscribers to that deed which 
was of eueti paramount importance in influencing 
the religious and political destiny of these king­
doms. The curious document is illustrated by 
an historical account, from the pen of James Aik- 
man, Esq. author of the History of Scotland, de­
tailing the origin, progress, and consummation of 
tho-e astonishing events which produced the as­
sociation whence the covenant emanated, and the 
wonderfully important consequences which flowed 
from it ; forming a distinct section of one ot the 
most intensely interesting periods in the history 
of the world since the era of the Reformation.— 
Edinburgh Witness.

Sudden Death of the Rev. Da. Payne—Dr. 
Payne, the well-known author and tieological 
tutor io the Western College, was found dead in 
bed on Monday morning. He preached on Sun­
day evening at Mouns-street Chapel, Devunport. 
The subject of his discourse was toe love ot God 
—•' God is love.” He declared with emphasis 
to the congregation that he wished to proclaim 
this gieat truth with his dying breath and such 
was the case. After the service, he felt very 
much fatigued and almost worn out. He retired 
at his ordinary hour, and no one expected that 
bis end was so near. Not appearing at the usual 
hour on Monday morning, tbe servant en.ered 
his bed room ; and, lo ! too spirit had taken its 
flight to a better world. He lay quite composed, 
and giving all the indications of having departed 
probably while asleep. He died from an affec­
tion of the heart. Three weeks ago, in replying 
to a testimonial presented to him by Ins past aud 
present pupils, he expressed a wish that when he 
should be disabled from attending to his official 
duties, a kind Providence would take him to bi- 
rest. The wish of the pious and venerable man 
has been gratified.

A Good Reform.—An influential meeting was 
held at Birmingham on Friday, for the purpose 
of considering the propriety of establishing mod­
el lodging-houses for the poor in that town—the 
Mayor in the chair.

Sabbath Observaxcs—A bill is now before 
the House of Commons, which provides that no 
person shall on Sunday keep, or assi -t in keeping, 
any market, or sell, or cry any goods, or things 
whatever. The goods of hawkers so defying 
the law are to be confiscated for the benefit ot 
the poor of the parish. The penalties for infrin­
gement of the above provisions arc fines vary­
ing from 5s. to 40s. Persons resisting the officers 
employed in enforcing tbe act will be liable to a 
fine of £10. The operation of the act is limited 
to the boundaries of the metropolitan police district 
and the city and liberties of London. The 1st of 
October i- fixed for the commencement.

In Scotland, the friends of the Sabbath, with 
the view of bringing to an end the transaction of 
business on the sacred day at the Post-Offices 
throughout, tho country, are circulatatmg. with 
great industry, memorials against this sinful 
practice in various parts of Scotland.

Tan:as and the Catholics.—When M. 
Thiers presented himself as a candidate for the 
Assembly, he thus made his peace with the 
Catholic clergy :—" With respect to the clergy, 
I deem the situation changed, aTid the line of 
conduct to be pursued, changeable accordingly. 
Under the fallen regime. I feared certain influences 
of the clergy ; now, I regard religion and her 
ministers as the auxifiario.-, the saviors, it may be 
of menaced social order. I am re-olvcd to defend 
the Catholic institutions with the greatest energy, 
especially the budget of the clergy.”

The Law of Divorce.—It -peaks well for 
the improved moral condition of France, that the 
proposal of the late Minister of Justice, M. Cre- 
mieux, to restore the old law of divorce, was so 
emphatically refused by thu.Assembly, So#i ilism 
itself could not more directly lean to t.ie demoral­
ization of society, than did the law of 1784 o.i 
this subject. In the first Jour and n-half a.ter 
the change of the law, 5,994 divorces were pro­
nounced in the commune of Paris alone ; 3,124 
• it the demand of the hu-bands, and 3,670 at the 
instance of the wives. Of this number 877 were 
grounded upon incompatibility of temper, 559 on 
mutual consent, 762 on an ab-cnce of five years

Tub Bible in Sicily.—A considerable number 
of laymen, and evch some monks, in Sicily, arc 
beginning to interest themselves in the distribu­
tion of the Holy Scriptures. The heads of the 
Government appear disposed to facilitate the 
work.

Cantos de Vaud.—It would seem that the 
authorities of the Canton de Vaud are becoming 
ashamed of their intolarent proceedings against 
the detained pastors.

The almost universal use of these 
liquors will certainly expose you to the tempta 
lion of accustoming yourself to the la-ling oi 
them, and with tasting may come the relish, and 
dark are the shadow- which rests on one s piety, 
when a desire for stimulants has been origin neil 
1 do not affirm that your using the-e liquors will 
certainly be accompanied by a lore tor them, bu' 
it may ; and is not the bare possibility too dread 
lui to be trifled with ? Is it not a fact that 
multitudes have fallen—multitudes whose piety 
was once as promising as your own 0 If then 
you follow the same cuur»e, may it not lead you 
to the same results ? I do not profe-s to know 
more of such cases than others, and yet 
there passes before mv mind, ns I write, the 
haggard forms of not a few whom I once loved, 
and who have fallen the victims of the fell des 
troyer. There is one. who moved in a respect­
able circle of society, and for thirty years enjoyed 
Ctiurch fellowship, and she died a drunkard. 
There is another, a young, but ardent an 1 seem­
ingly devoted follower ol the Saviour—long a 
successful Sabbath- school teacher—f.r in . y 
years a member of the Church, but who he -nine 
the victim of intemperance—was expelled from 
Christian communion, and found a few week 
afterwards dead in bed, with an empty bottle 
beneath her pillow. The recollection ot another 
pre-ents itself—young, graceful, and kind—.he 
wife of a devoted hu-baad , whether living or 
dead now, I cannot tell ; but this I know, within ! 
a few years of her marriage, she was disowned 
and cast off, and might be seen wandering the i 
streets of a neighbouring city, reduced to absolute | 
wretchedness. Another man with whom I was 
acquainted, and a Church member, under the in­
fluence of drink went and hanged himself. Nor 
can 1 ever forget one whom 1 visited on his death­
bed ; for fifteen years he filled the office of rul­
ing elder, but notwithstanding he becnm- the 
victim of moderate drinking ; aud although pos­
sessed o: a knowledge of divine things at once 
accurate and comprehensive, died amid all the 
darkness of a spiritual death, with his last breath 
beseeching his friends for liquor.

Delicacy forbids that I proceed, for cases are 
crowding ujxm my mind which personal friend­
ship denies me the liberty of adducing. They 
have, however, to me a voice of solemn warning ; 
to close my ear would be to deny myself the 
benefit of experience afforded me, I fear at the 
expense of souls. 1, for one, feel that l dare not 
ri-k my-eif on the precipice which proved fatal 
to them, and would warn you to avo^d it too.
I have seen, then, enough to convince me that 
there is danger to piety m drinking, houieuer mod­
erate. The mere fact that all who drink do not 
peri-h, is no argument in favour of the continu­
ance of the drinking system. If but one in a 
thousand were led astray, the ruin of that one 
would demand of the nine hundred and ninety- 
nii e, that they adopt every lawful means for the 
prevention of a catastrophe so dreadful. I feel, 
however, that this i- not the time for a lengthen­
ed ill us'ration and vindication of these sentiment-, 
but 1 de re that t .ere be in the hand- of every 
member of my congregation mg solemnly recorded 
t stimony against the use of intoxicating liquors, 
to any extent, hoxoever moderate.
