A French Writer Airs His Views
of Boer War.

London, Dec. 7. — Jules Polo of
Nantes, France, has written an ar-
ticle upon the South African  war: in |
which he strongly condemns the Brit-
ish Government. Strangely enough,
the article is translated into English
and printed .in London, whence it is
distributed by Boer sympathizexs and
by Englishmen who are not in agcord
with their government on the subju-
gation of the Dutch Republics.
