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TERRIFIC EXPLOSION
IN NEW YORK CITY

Nine Killed and Over A Hundred
Injured—Many will :
Probably Die

New York, Nec. 19.—The very heart
and backbone of Manhattan Island
was shaken this morning by a terrific
explosion of {lluminating gas in the
auxiliary power house of the Gramnd
Central Station.

Nine ‘persons, two of them women,
were killed, 125 were injured and
property was damaged to the extent
of $500,000. Four workmeh, who ére
missing, are pbelieved to have perish-
ed and of the 125 injured, 98 were
;'emoved to hospitals. Of these eight
may die. 2

An investigation by the police, the
district attorney’s office and the cor-
oner is under way. Trafiic on the
New York Central ceased entirely for
some hours and was disorganized for
the remainder of the day, but the new
station itself, now in process of con-
struction, was not damaged.

Picked Up Surface Car

The injured include labourers and
others employed on the railway, pe-
destrians and others in the vicinity. A
pas:ing surface car, carrying seven
passengers, was lifted from the tzucks
and hurled against an automobile run-
ning beside it. Four of the seven pas-
sengers were killed outright and the
chauffeur of the motor car was ‘cut
and bruised.

For some hours it ‘was believed that
dynamite alone could haye wrought
gsuch instantaneous havéc, but late in
the day Fire Chief Croker said he was
convinced that ' the wholé explosion
was due to illuminating gas, used in
lighting the railway cars, which was
jgnited by an electric spark. The gas
had accumulated in the power house
from a pipe broken by a runaway pas-
senger car.

Felt For Miles

The force of the explosion ran. north
and south for several miles along the
rocky ridse that is the backbone of
the island, and east and west literally
for a mile. Foundations were jarred,
ceiliggs ‘came crashing down and the
payements were littlered ‘with Pulver:
ized glass. The full amount ‘of the
property damage is as yet unknown
and may exceed the estimate of: $500,-
000. The loss to the New_York Cent-
ral Railway includes the damage done
to the power house which was entire-
ly wrecked and damage to cars. Christ-
mas displays in shozs were blown in-
to the streets or cut to ribbons by fly-
ing glass. 3

Cause of Explosion

As near as-can be determined, how
the accident occurred, a trainload of
empty passenger cars hauléd by an
electric motor, got out of control and
crashed through a steel and concrete
wuffer post, rammed 2 bulk of lumber

into = two and one half inch gas main;:

from which the gas tanks of the pas-
senger cars are charged at 250 pounds
to the square inch.

Two clocks stopped by the jar fixed
the time of explosion itself at-8.22. In
the interval the broken main had
ample time to pour high pressure gas

inte the power house. It is assumed’

that in the attempt to clear away the
wreckage, a steel tool was . dropped
acrogs the third rail, causing a flash
of electricity and the explesion of
the great reservoir of accumglated gas.

FINDS BULLET LODGED
IN TUCKER PEACH'S BODY

Statement.s Made by Robertson in
Confession of Alberta Murder
Borne Out.

The Speech from the Throne is as
follows;

Mr, Speaker and .Gentlemen of the
Legislative Assembly:

As Mr. Carnegie read an informal
deed of trust announcing at length
the general purposes of his gift there
wasg prolonged applause. He then ex-
plained the incidents which inspired
the gift and declared with emphasis
that if the English-speaking race in
the United States and Great Britain
once consolidated {n the movement
for peace the success of the measure
in the rest of the world would be as-
sured. That Great Britain stood ready
to co-operate with this country, Mr.
Carnegie said he felt certain and all
that was now needed was the con-
currence of the president and the sen-
ate in promulgating the movement on
behalf of the United States.

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FULL AUTONOMY,

The Calgary News, 2 Liberal news-
paper, points out that this was the
first of the Eastern joyghals to recog-
pnize the importance O the resolution
jntroduced in the Alberta Legislature
calling on the Dominion Government
to reliquish to the Province control
and administration of its lands and
other matural resources. It declares
that unless the Laurier Government
remedies the present condition of af-
fairs Conservatives will have “plenty
of valuable ammunition to use against
their enemies in the next general elec-
tion.” It admits that Premier Sifton
knew when he promised to enter into
negotiations with the Federal Govern-
ment to secure for Alberta control of
jts resources that the actién of the
Western Prdvince might easily em-
parrass the Federal Government, but
she had to obey the wishes of the ma-
jority of the people of Alberta.”

The Calgary Liberal paper prqceeds:
s#Western . autonomy is only partial
autonomy, and ~Wwe need complete
autonomy just as much as Ireland
needs Home Rulg. We are bartering
our antopomy for a beggarly pittance
of $765,000 a year, whereas' our auton-
omy is easily worth several millions of
doilars a year, ‘It was a mistake fo
create inferior Provinces in the West,
and a mistake which-must be speedily
rectified or serious national mischief
will result” This is the Toronto News’
conclusion in the matter, and we must
gay that we ‘heartily agree with it.”
Not so long ago, however, this paper
was denounced by every Western Lib-
eral journal and every organ of the
Federal Government in Older Canada
on account of its persistent claim for
full autonomy for Alberta and Saskat-
chewan,’

We knew that the people of the
West. would never consgent to occupy
an inferior status in the Confederation.
We knew that they never would per-
manently surrender control of their
natural wealth to a remote authority.
We knew that sooner ar later the
legislation of 1905 would have to be
radically amended if a yital breach be-
tween West and Bast was to be pre-
vented. Now the long agitation‘of Mr.
Haultain in Saskatchewan, of Mr. Ben-
nett in Alberta- and of the News and
other Eastern newspapers is having its
effect with the people. As om SO
many other occasions, Sir Wifrid Law-
rier will have to ‘bow to am opinion
which a few years ago he treated with
contempt and do justice to a commun-
ity that he was determined 'to hold
in subservience to his Administration
just as long as it would stand his un-
welcome and unjustifiable interference
in its affairs—Toronto News.

,DROPP!NG RECIPROCITY.

The. Liberals seem suddenly to have
made up their minds to abandon "re-
ciprocity. When the debate on the
address opened Sir Wwilfrid Laurier
declared that the question of reciproc

ity was engrossing public attention.”

A STRONG ADDRESS.

Mr. Donald cmaster, who prac
tised law in Montreal for many Years.
and who was counted amongst ou:
most brilliant lawyers, entered the
British House of Commons last Janu
ary as Unionist member for the
North-Western or Chertsey Division of
Surrey. He has been re-elected by
acclamation. His address to the elec-
tors after the dissolution was a model
of terse and effective political plead-
ing. National Safety and the Preser-
vation of British Commerce he placed
first "in importance. He stood for the
maintenance of the Constitution,
“gane” fiscal regulations and reform
of the land laws to enable tenant
farmers to acquire sma!l holdings in
ownership, state aided if necessary.
Mr. Macmaster sees the success of
Mr. Wyndham’s Land Purchase Act
in Ireland, and looks for similar legis-
lation in England. The address dealt
at some length with the constitution-
al question and complained of the

The arrangement of the three pro-
grammes is such that they will con-
flict with each other but slightly. The
dairymen will hold their sessions at
times when agricultural gocieties’ de-
legates are discussing matter relat-
ing particularly. to their own weork.
The main séssiouns of the women’s de-
partment will be held during the after-
noons. . Agricultural societies” rep-
resentatives will hold gessions for the
discussion of’ agricultural - gacieties’
affairs during the forenoons and on
Tuesday afternoon, and the other af-
ternoon sessions will be arranged with
a view to making them both: interest-
ing and instructive for the farmers
who attend. The night gessions, de-
signed for tlie entertainment of the
joint conventions will consist of il-
1ustarted addresses interpersed with
vocal and instrumental music, In a
few days a copy of the programmes
will appear in these columns.

Convention rates on the certificate
plan will be in force from all stations
in the west. That is, every person
L who attends the convention must, in
order to get a free return, buy a sin-
gle fare to Regina and get a standard
certificate from the ticket agent. With
an attendance of one hundred persons
at the convention, this certificate
when cquntersigned at Regina by F.
Hedley Auld, will entitle the bearer
to. a free return. Persons travelling
by two railway lines to the convention
will buy a ticket to the nearest june-
tion point and another from. that
point to Regina, in each case taking
a4 standard certificate from the ticket
agent.
