Thc town may occas­
ionally indulge in some slight expenditure 
simply to let the world know that there 
is an incorporated town in this part of 
Nova Scotia. This is too cheap an nf- ■ 
fair altogether to inspire confidence. It 
is a sort of milk and water solution. V 
it does us no good it can do us no harm. 
No, I thank you. That medicine does 
not meet my case. I admire the 
frankness of “Progress” in the last Acad­
ian in s lying : —“We must have better 
roads, better sidewalks, better drainage, 
street lights, nnd above all better order on 
our streets ; nnd these are tilings wc can 
ohly do satisfactorily through incorpora­
tion.”

The argument that these can he prov- 
i !ed without cost is just a little too good 
to have weight ; and leaves the impress­
ion that incorporation is not quite so 
“lovely” a thing as it is represented. My 
figures as to salaries of officials referred 
to by “Another One” aie not ns high as 
is paid in Kentville for this service. In 
thc matter of a lockup, Kentville has the 
advantage of us, in having within ita 
limits a building belonging to the county 
that can be rented at a nominal rent.
We have no such building and if we con­
form to town fashions there is nothing 
for us but to buy a site and build. Some 
facts from the report of Kentville for 
1891 will he in place here. For that 
year the Executive and General Expenses | 
were $804.05. This is made up of salar­
ies of Recorder, Stipendiary Magistrate,

and court room, printing and advertising, 
books and stationery, postage, fuel, stoves, 
lamps, etc. The police service cost 
$148.92. Tht-so items are referred to 
because any town, however small, canno* 
well dispense with any of them, and 
prosper ns an incorporated town. Kent­
ville monages oa economically as we 
can expect to manage.

Wolfville the amount that can bo looked 
for in the case of the latter cannot ex­
ceed $275. And then it must be borne 
in mind that the Supreme and County 
courts and the Municipal Council hold 
their sessions in Kentville.

THE ACADIAN. A Convert to Incorporation.

Mb Editor,—When the petition ask­
ing the Sheriff to call a poll in the mut­
ter of Incorporation was being ciiculated 
or signatures, I had very little interest 
n it. Since however the corre?]iondence 
of “One of They” and “Another , Our,” 
have been published in your columns 
from time to time, I have become inter­
ested enough to procure a copy of the 
Towns Incorporation Act of 1888, and 
give it a careful perusal. My investi­
gation of the Act has led me to the con­
clusion that "One of They” is either in­
capable of correctly undcistanding thc 
English language or that he has some 
purpose fur which he wishes to mislead 
he public.

Ilia third j aragraph states 
ihat income shall he assessed at its nciunl 
amount, &c., and goes on to say : “The 
gross sum received annually by pro­
fessional men in their various calling3, 
the amount earned by mccluuiics and 
day laborers, the profits cn any butineb8 
and thc products of any gnnien or faun 
shall be regarded as income and nsseubid 
at its full value.” Then follows an ex­
ample Inking a farm for an illustriition 
in which he first taxes the real estate, 
then the personal property, then income 
1 *--•** I»»»», nnrl lnsilv ûicoiuc fiMU nil er 
sources.
