Today , as a result of ; advertising, one-
fourth of the American people eat Eape fruit, remain, however,
three-fourths of the people yet to be reached. . .

The potential market for the canned };rape fruit alone is staggering
to contemplate. The canning of grape fruit now has been perfected,

All that remains is to have the people told about it. The citrus ex-
change is to be complimented on its vision in seeing that only newspaper
advertising can accomplish such mutually beneficial education. The
housewives of every small town in the country will learn through adver-
tising in their local newspapers all about grape fruit. Then everybody
will profit.

GOOD ROADS AND COMPETITION

Community building is beset with more puzzling problems than
one might suppose. Perhaps one of the most difficult of solution being
the problem created by the extension of good roads.

Everybody admits good roads spell the development of the country,
the spread of education and a better understanding among neighbors.
There has been much difference of opinion however, as to whether vil-
lages are first built by stores attracting residents or by increasing resi-
dents attracting stores, Whichever theory may be correct the fact re-
mains that the growth of any community depends very largely on the
prosperity of its trading section.

Some villages are so situated geographically that good roads simply
open up an easy avenue for trade to go out of town. Then there is an
element of danger in such thoroughfares which must be balanced, of
course, by the advantages derived by the farmer,

The lesson of course is obvious, The extension of good roads never
can be halted, nor is it wise that they should be. But their building
means that local merchants must come to know more of merchandis
ing, that they must take the hometown folks more into their confidence
and show them conclusively they can trade at home advantageously.

The competition in the small town is not between storekeeper and
torekeeper, but between city and town. The little fellow has his place,
but he must he awake to his responsibility.

INSPECTION OF FOOD STUFFS

The regnvﬁ/ pt on the part of Town Manager to protect
the ’wrFur supply and sa the public health from
the ility of dny defect in the ice which we use is most commend-
able, On several occasions THE ACADIAN has urged that better means
be taken to prevent the polution of the reservoir, and we gladly welcome
the assistance of Mr, Stairs in this matter, So far there is no great occa
sion for uneasiness as a recent analysis of the water by a government
official proves its good quality, However, an ounce of prevention is
often worth more than a pound of cure and we gladly support the Town
Manager in his endeavor to make things right in this regard,

There is no doubt but that considerable more care should be exer
cised than is apparent in the matter of the inspection of conditions sur-
rounding what we eat and drink. We have no complaint to make re

pecting our supply of milk, but certainly no oversight i had in this
community respecting this very important commodity of food. In some
other places that we know of very careful inspection 15 frequently made
of stab'es and dairies and the containers of the milk supply are ver
carefully examined. We have inspectors of meat and fish and other
articles of food, but so far as we have been able Lo ascertain these officials
exist only in name
not in any spirit of fault finding, but rather in the hope that the pulylic
attention may be directed to what we cannot but regard as important,

ers. Car loads of their catalogues are broadcasted every season, Thi
community furnishes a most remarkable case of advertising. The poet
Longfellow, gave the name “Evangeline” to a fictitious character in
Acadian life, which has caught the popular imagination and books,
IMAYAZING and newspaper artic ’n'-, almost without number have
been written about her, orators have declaimed on her sufferings and
children have wept over her sorrows; such is the power of advertising
Now for the contrast. Eight years before the deportation, a contingent
of Britain's Colonial troops living in Acadian houses at Grand Pre were

ked by a Militia force from Beausejour, and cut off in defall, Some
eighty of them were killed, Their bodies were dumped in a trench with
in sight, almost within a stone’s throw of the Churchyard where the
Acadians were gathered for deportation, Where is the monument to
these brave men killed in defence of their country’s rights and to pro
tect the honor of their country’s flag? There was once a spruce hoard
attacked to an apple tree designating the place of their remains, but
that is gone, ' Why has not a monument been erected to their memory?
Simply, lack of advertising! Perhaps not a hundred people in this coun-
ty had any knowledge of these men, their achievements and their death,
A very pleasant gossipy work recently was issued by the “Century”
Company, called " Ambling Through Acadia” in whirh’ the writer fairly
weeps over " lovangeline”’, hut fails to say even a passing word about
the eighty soldiers killed at a time when the little British populations
in Acadia were always on the gui vive and kept armed to the teeth for
defence, About four years ago THE ACADIAN published an enlightening
account of the engagement from the pen of Dr, W, C. Milner, which he
had “dug out” of the Archives records, and which wag widely copied
in the press as news. The writer of it made a strong plea for a monument
at Grand Pre to_commemorate the sacrifice these men made in the ser-
vice of their country, THiE ACADIAN ventures to assert there is no place
in the Maritimeé Provinces more deserving of a meinorial record,  Al-
though “ Fvangeline® was a creation of imagination, we honor the pat-

FIGHTS FROST WITH AIRPLANE
PROPELLER

With an airplane propeller attachment,
the fruit raiser in a spring frost section who
owns a flivver can prevent frost damage,
even when the temperature goes several
degrees below freezing, by maintaining cir
culation of air among the trees.

The lilac is one of the most delightful
of spring flowers. Its very name suggests
poetry. It came to us by way of Persia,
and to this day, the Persians call it lilag.

Henry VIII had it in his den at
Nonsuch. It has been fund growing
wild in Transylvania; and, when one come
to think of it, there is something slightly
Oriental about its 'perfume—-something
vaguely reminiscent of the Arabian Nights,
of the glamour of the East.

In Davonshire lilac is called “ Duck’s
Bills,” and in Cornwall * Prince’s Feath-
er;” and I have heard it described as
“Sweet Robin’s Love.”

Bacon, in his essay on Tardem, spells
At “lelacke, " and, as far as | can discover,
this is the earliest mention of the flower
in literature. Shakespeare, in all his gar-
land of blossoms, does not mention lilac
at all.

In the West Indies the lilac is looked
upon as a flower of mystery. Its perfume
is said to keep away evil spirits, ghosts,
and banshees; and when it does not grow
in the garden bunches of blossoming lilac
are hung over the doorway. In the Mid-
l1and country folk share this superstition,
for they say no ghost can enter a house
when lilac blooms in the garden.

If you are in love look for a “ Luck
Lilac.” This is usually found on white
lilac, and has five divisions of the petal
instead of four. Swallow this, and think
«of the one you love, and he, or she, will
be faithful to =all sorts of charms
and spells for you for all time. So runs
an old Midland superstition; but there
are lovers associated with lilac, some of
them quite beautiful, as well as fanciful,
to_remember. :

COST OF CRIME TO A COMMUNITY

. The cost to the community of crime
is emphasized in the report of the com-
mittee re Juveniles in Penitentiaries,
ted lately at the Canadian Con-
erence on Child Welfare at Winnipeg.
The necessity of drastic action with
a view to nullifying the tendency toward
ill-doing in the very young, and the need
for improving the environment of un-
fortunate children were among matters
dwelt upon. Treatment rather than pun-
punishment the committee urged, and
play-grounds for the young rather than
penitentiaries for the older delinquents,
The report states that a large number
of those now serving sentences in Canadian
Eir;itentlaries are less than 20 years old.
t year in the Kingston Penitentiary
there were 388 inmates under 20; 82 were
under 18, and there were 18 who were
less than 16 years old. There are
at present over 1600 young ple in
Canadian industrial and reformatory
schools. The committee also assert that
a large number of the -younger le
now in the penitentiaries have already
qegl\;ed terms in such institutions or in
jails.

“We find offenders doing evil s(')u:(fly
because they have never know good,”
the committee reports.as a result of its
investigz_xtions.d and it insistﬁ that b;
segregation and proper care the majority
of _juvenile criminarse may be reclaimed
and made good citizens.

The committee refers to a report made
recently to the Canadian Bar ia-
tion recommending that when a boy is
discovered to have unmistakably way-
ward tendencies he should come under
the jurisdiction of a probation officer and
be guided beyond the pitfalls of boyhood
and until such time as he has learned to
appreciate the good, and follow the good
and avioid the evil. Reference is also
made to the same report in which it is
stated that conviction of a crime costs
vernment an average of $1,200,

VALUE OF THE SPEEDOMETER

The. speedometer has  been called
the watchdog of the automobile, but
it might more truly be called the watch-
doi~ of the owner's tbook.
he wise automobilist checks up
eter periodically to insure its
accuracy. Then he checks up regularly
on the speedometer’s readings to make
sure he is getting maximum line
and oil mileage. us his sj lometer
tells him if the component units of the
car are functioning as they should.
Some knowledge of the speedometer’s
make-up is essential to the car owner
who would keep it in proper condition
for the work it must do.
Four definite types of speedometers
are in use. These are magnetic, centri-
fugal, hydraulic and air-actuated. The
etic type is probably most common.
his type employs but one moving
—a gircular magnet. Over this,
ut not tuching it, is an inverted metallic
cup on the rim of which is a row of'igures
that indicate the miles per hour, The
magnet is revolved by a flexible shaft,
its field acting on the dial cup. As the
magnet's speed increases, so does its
magnetic pull. Thus the dial cup is
drawn around to indicate the increased

speed. °

All speedometers have certain char-
acteristics in common; the variations
are in _means employed of actuat-
ing the mileage dial, these instru-
ments have a rotating shaft that is flexi-
ble and is housed in a flexible housing
running to some mowngﬁ?grt of the
mechanism, usually the nt wheel.
. While it practically has been the un-
iversal custom to connect the s
meter with a front wheel, recently the
idea of utilizing the propellor aha% has
come into marked favor. A few makers
are connec the speedometer with
the transmission unit, and claims of
maximum quiet, perfect lubrication and
protection are made for this location.
When something goes wrong with the
speedometer itself the car owner is ad-
vised to take it to the service station.
He would stand just as much chance of
repairing his watch as this instrument.
