The Attack om Shirpur.

The main incidents of the attack on
Shirpur on the 23rd ult., are as
follows:—

The general had trustworthy infor-
mation on the evening of the 22nd that
an attack would be made on the tollow-
ing morning. The signal was to be the
lighting of a beacon on the shounlder of
the Coh-i-Asmai. Farther reports
from the city for several days had men-
tioned the construction of scaling lad-
ders, of a size to admit two men
abreast.  Orders were accordingly
issued that the troops should be on the
alert at 4 a. m. General Roberts had
now cight days in which to make Shir-
pur defensible, and full advantage had
been taken of this interval.

The country all around Shirpur is full
of gardens and orchards, enclosed with
high walls, and numerous villages,
some of them within gunshot. The
troops were told off as far as possible to
the defences nearest their quarters,with
a strong reserve at the mouth of the
Behmaru gorge. As expected, at six a.
m., the beacon on the Koh-i-Asmai
blazed up with a brilliant light. The
troops were already, and ten minutes
later there was a small munsketry fire
from and against the parapet held by

leys of munsketry in the direction of Be-
hmara, which lasted for some time. It
was then nearly full daylight. The
firing seemed to indicate that the real
attack was on Behmaru.  The enem
came on here with considerable bold-
ness, and got possession of & small vil-
lage beyound the defences, from which
they were able to bring a heavy mus-
ketry fire both on the defences of the
village and the east end of the heights
The mountain guns, which alone could
be used at this point, and the fire of
the Guides, etc., were nnable to dis-
lodge them. So resolute was the attaek
and so large the numbers of the enemy,
chiefly Kohistanis, at this point, that
General Bobeits twice sent - reinforce-
ments from the reserve.  While this
attack continued the -enemy envelo,
the whole scuth and west front with a
very brisk fire frm the orchards and
other cover, sending many other bul-
lets into the interior of Shirpur. They
also showed large bodies of men, and
for some time it was pot certain that
they did not mean to make a serious
attack from the south and west also.
General Roberts, who was duly in-
formed of what was passing at the
principal points by telegraph and helio-
graph, at last, abont ten o'clock,decjded
to disregard other communication with
the ecnemy— G Battery, 8rd Brigade—
through the Bebhmara gorge, so as to
bring a cvross fire to bear on the village
outside. This fire soon drove the en-
emy out, and their dislodgement from
this chosen point of attack apparently
so dispirited them that the Kohistanis
commenced streaming out from all the
villages they had hitherto occupied in
the direction of their homes. Then
General Roberts ordered the whole of
the cavalry in pursuit, and riding him-
self to Behmara, made arrangements
for clearing all the villages to the east
and south-east of Shirpur, and for hold-
ing sueh of them as might annoy the
approach of General Gough’s force next
morning.

In the meanwhile, General Massy and
the cayalry circled well round to the
north east of 8hirpnr and had inter-
cepted and .cut np some of the hinder-.;
most fugitaves before the could reachj
the shelter of the hills. As the cavalry
got further round, the enemy. who atill
held fast the remaining villages te the
east, fearing that their retreaf on the
city would be eut off, lost heart and
made for the Siah Sang Hills. All the

THE TOASTS.

The Queen by the Warden was drunk with
deep enthusiasm; the Princess Louise and the
Governor General were responded to with
three hearty cheers and a * tiger.” In the
absence of the Governor General Mr Pickard
the Grit member for this County responded.
He said among.other things: * I am delighted
at seeing 80 many intelligent members from
the County before me, no matter what the
STAR says. I think the County of York can
furnish hundreas of just such intelligent men
as those I see before me. I feel much pleasure
in drinking the toast.”

The Lieutenant Governor was ¢runk, and
after receiving three cheers and a * tiger,”
* For he’s a Jolly Good Fellow ” wag sung by
twenty strong voices.: Mr Fraser réesponded.
He said he was thankful for the toast and for
the appropriate language with which it had
been drunk. He thought that it was just pos-
sible that some amorg those present might in
their turn aspire to the position of Lieutenant
Governor. It might not be out of the way on
the present occasion to say.that it was His
Honor the Governor who, while.ju the Local
Legislature, introduced what might be called
a permissive municipal act. 1n 1877 that act
was fully carried out when municipal corpor-
ation was granted to the whole Proyince. He
might add that had the Legislature known the
pleasant evenings that were the result of mu-
nicipal.corporation, they would have granted
it long ago. ;i

The Bench and Bar was responded to by
His Honor the Chief Justice. His Honor said
that he was thankful for ‘the toast, but was
going - to reply. tp only a past:of if.
Let the Bar speak for itself. He
had belonged to York County: there he
first saw the light, and there his early sympa-
thies were. He had only lived here 3 or 4
months so to speak. But of late a change
had come. Most of those sitting around the
board were strangers, yet he doubted not
but the fathers of many were not unknown to
him. At any rate being out of politics he
would naturally -not know so many as he
used to. [Laughter and applause.] When he
was in politics, and in_making this statement
he did not wish to be considered egotistical.
he did not confine his peregrinations to the
towns; he went to every place, spms would
have it for votes; but he wished to know how
the peoples roads and settlements were, and
how their votes were also. [Applause.]
There were few about North Lake, Eel Riyer
or Hainsville that he did not know. [His
Honor then related some of his experiences
while on “the stump.’’| But the ego he said
would crop out, while he had almost forgotten
the judiciary. As those present knew

there were duties assigned for the
Judges, and a certain number of
Judges for that duty. Some people

who saw but the least, and based their ealcu-
lations on these observations, thought the
judees were comparatively idle. This was he
was sorry to say far from true. [Applause.]
For his part he found but Jittle time to spare;
the greater part of the day was absorbed by
his duties, and it was rarely he finished be-
fore midnight. There was another too popular
delusion, Some thought the judge cared little
how the “cuse” went:- On the contrary
he is sworn to administer the law impartially
and judge fairly from the material before him.
The case had to be reconciled with' law or
equity; conducted on certain fixed principles
which cannot be this way to-day and that way
to-morrow. He had much pleasure in looking
back at the past history of thegBench. Up to
the present its members had maintained a re-
putation for integrity,int,e]ligencg and honesty.
[And never was it purer than now. Ep,]; and
he referred in warm terms to the great abili-
ties of his friend Judge Ritchie, who now held
the second highest position in the Dominion.
They were all fumiliar with the event that gave
rise to the promotion of his friend; it was the
carrying out of the confederation scheme. He
had given all the opposition he could com-
mand to that measure when it was first pro-
posed, believing it was not for the interests o
Canada. The people, however, thought other.
wise Afterthe confederation a friend of his said
to*him, “ You and Judge Ritchie have made as
much out’of it as anyone.” Hedid not ask for the
position, but obtained it by a turn of the tide,
His friend Judge Ritchie was chosen because
at the Bar of Canada no man more suited in
every way could be found for the position.
His great abilities and sterling merits were his
pasports to the position which he .now
with such marked ability.

A word as to the history of the judiciary. It
was very ancient, he could assure his hearers.
They all bad read of thut . wicked man known
in the Seriptures as Nebuchadnezzar. This
man made himself an idol in the image of a
golden calf, and bowing down before it com-
manded all others to do the same. But there
were three as ycu know who would not bend
the knee to Baal, and these were thrown into
a fiery furnace. One of'these was a judge, the
other a sheriff, and the other a lawyer. They
would ot be swerved from their duty. [Great
applause.]

There wa s one matter which might not be
considered out of place, to which he wished
to call attention, and that was the condition of
our alms house. He did not wish to be con-
sidered in the slightest degree as censuring the
keeper of that house, but he would wish to
know 1f the harrowing stories he had heard of
the accommodations were true. He had been
told that there was but one room for the un-
fortunate inmates, Those who were rick
were left in tle same room with those who
were well; but worse than all this he had
been told a poor creature died there some
time ago, and that the dead body lay among the
living till it was buried. He hoped this was

not true; ifso it were a disgrace to those who
were responsible for it. He mentioned this

‘matter before the Mayor and hoped he would
be able to explain it; and “he ~was glad of
meeting the County Gouncil and having an op-
portunity of bringing the matter before their
notice.  He thodght better accammadation
should be_ provided for the inmates; that
there should at least be aroom for. the sick:
and another for the dead.  His, information
might have been wrong; is so His Worship
would correct him. He hoped, in conclusion,
Lthat the County Council would not lose sight
of the matter; and that the City Council would
also give it their attention.

The City Clerk rose and said, in the absence
of His Worship, who had justleit the room,
he would say that no one was.more surprised
and horrified at hearing the disclosures His
Honor the Chief Justice had made than him"
self. He had never heard any complnintﬁ
against Mr Fleming, the keeper, when living,
nor of Mrs Fleming, the present kee}~
er.

CHIEF JUSTICE~~I do mot wish to be
understood as having censured the keep®
er.

Mr Beckwith had been under :¢he impres-
sion that there was a dead house in connec-
tion with the building, and also a cholera
hospital. But he agreed most cordially with
His Honor thatthe time had now arrived
when the County and City should put their
their heads together to consider the ques-
tion,

Ilis Wagship the Mayor having now come
in, said he was sorry he was out when His
Honor the Chief Justice had been . speaking
about the Alms House; but the City  Clerk,
who was alwayg jealous of the reputation of
the city, had made the necessary explanations
The accommodation might be insufficient but
heshould take the pains to ascertain, It the sick
died among the living and when dead remain-
ed among them till intermenti, that was
shocking indeed. He hoped the. gentlemen
present represemting the jseveral parishes
would give the matter their most earnest af-
tention, and stand ready-to do what might be
deemed necessary. He was sorry though that
His Honor the Chief Justice-had not made this
complaint nearly a quarter of a ceniury ago
when he himself was Mayor; and the Alms
House and its accommodations were the same
then as now. .

Mr. Black was called and rising said i’ was
no part of his purpose to inflict-a speech on
his hearers ; but that he felf much pleasare in
being of that noble .fraternity the Bar. He
wag sorry to say.though,that when he search-
ed back in the  pages of sacred writ he fonnd
no such mention of the lawyers as the Chief
Justice had n re Nebachadpezzar, Hehad
read in the self same Book “Woe untd you
O Lawyers.” [Applause.]

Dr Tuck followed next in a very entertain-
ing speech. He dwelt at much length on the
integrity of the bench,and the ability of the
Bar. He bore willing testimony to the zeal
shown by his Honor the Chief Justice in the
discharge of his duties, and the great industry,
that, from personal knowledge, he was able to
say, characterized him. He paid a high tri-
bute to the gallant Yeomanry of York and ex-
pressed his pleasure at;being among them.

Mr. Stockton replied in.a very loyal vein,
and thought thefe should be a monument
erected to the Loyalists of 1783.

Major Rogers of Montreal was then asked
for a song, and gave ‘‘ McSorely’s Twins.”
The Major is very comical, and kept all hands
in an uproar. Mr. Gordon Kelly also sanga
song, Scotch of course, as Mr. Kelly can sing
a Scotch song.

“ The Municipality of York *” was proposed,
to which the first response was Warden Pin-
dar's, a neat and appropriate speech. Secre-
tary-~Lreasurer Rainsford was the next called
upon. He was happy to say that he had been
connected with York, the first -County in the
Province, in official eapacity, the last twenty
yvears. He was glad to see that muniecipal
matters were taking the place, that it was meet
they should. Councillors now were awaken-
ing to the importance of the positions they
hold and therefore bring each year greater in-
telligence and greater interest into their posi-
tions. He was happy to say that times through
the County were looking up. In fact they
were changing so that in a short timne there
would be little left for the lawyers todo. In
bygone days amounts were collected only by
the full text of legal process; now a letter, for
which there is but a small fee, did all the
work. (Laughier and applause;) Was glad
to say that many who turned all their attention
to lumbering in days gone by, had now given
their attention to farming. This was an em-
ployment indispensable to existence, and per-
haps the™most renumerative of all in the end.
This is noticeable by taking a drive through
the country. The buildings are being improved
Dbarns enlarged and better filled; several far
mers are beginning to export, and we see the
beginning of an immense trade with England;
was happy tq know that such a gerieral inter-
est was befng awakened in the raising of
wheat for use and sale; that attention had
been turned more than ever befere to the
raising of crope in general. He was across
the river a few days ago, and was hapny tosee
a gentleman there, Mr. Bailly, packing a crate
of potatoes for England. With a view to.
farther the export trade in general, he was
glad to say the County Council had resolved
to unite with St. John in asking that the Dom-
inion Government subsidize a line of steamers
to carry cattle and farm produce from bere to
Liyerpool. New Brunswick had, all things
considered, passed its era of depression; and
it was not too sanguine to hope a more prosper-
ous:day was neap at- hand: at least, if the sil-
ver lining to the cloud was an omen, we might
be hopeful. [Applause.]

Dr Tuck proposed “The Civie Governme
with which he associated the name of Mayor
Gregory, a gentleman who was not made
Mayor by any Government, but by the people.

His Worship said it afforded d&im <h
pleasure to have the City Counecil borne in
mind. The relation Letween the City and
County should be amicable, as the interests of
the one were identical with the interests of the
other. There had been differences, but he
was glad these had passed away, Dr Tuck
has referred to his position as a choice of the
people. He had enjoved their confidence
for many years, but he had never boasted of it.
As this was his last year at the present to oc-
cupy the City Chair, he feit pleasure in meet-
ing the members of. the.County Councijl-at the
festive sboard ;".and perhaps.all the more
pleasure when he considered that the Warden
had sat as Alderman of the City while he filled
the chair; viewing all these facts he felt
much pleasure and hoped that there might be
still greater honors in store for him at the
hands of both the County and City.

Mr. Beckwith proposed the Press,
to which J. F. Collins of the STAR responded.
He said he wished all present to bear in mind
that there was a wide difference between the
press and the members of the press; if there
wasn’t, it would be geen that the representa-
tives present were not in appearance snd in-
telligence very fur ahead of the best arourd
the board. Like the postoffice clerk, whom
Mark Twain rebuked. the members of the
press were not the gun, nor were they the
ramrod ; they were the mere appendage used
for setting it off. He wished to avoid speech-
making : for all outside the press itself should
be kept in darkness as to the powers of the
newspaper man as a fpeaker or as a mortal.
He claimed the right to criticize everything, '
and wished to be considered, and really was,

superior to all others. He (J E.C.) would
not speak further, else like the rest around the
table he ;might blunder. There wWas once a
voyageur who crossed the continent taking
‘with him two Indians who often thirsted for
his scalp. He one day saw a deer about
1200 yards'distant. He had a rifle, and out
of sport fired, ‘but wonderful .tp say killed
the deer. The Indians ttood in awe and
thought him the Great Spirit. Though
deer stood, before the journey was over,
within 20 yards of his rifle, he could not be
prevailed upon to fire more than that one
shot. So too with me. Ifeel the importance
of 1y reputation, and shall not hazard it
by going further and perhaps spoiling it.

Mr. McNutt of the Sun thanked those who
drank the health of the press: but he should
not speak to the press itself. Ile wished to
add that his profession had thrown him in con-
tact during the past fow days with the mem-
bers of the County Council, and he cheerfully
bore testimony to their intelligence and affa-
bility.

Mr W. A. Quinn of the Globe then arose.
He said he could “not make a very good
speech, but that he was able to.sing a.song.
He did so: and gave much pleasure.

Songs were sung by Mr. Rogers, and then
Mr. Hazen of the Telegraph rose. He said
he was the youngest member of the press;
and consequently the last to speak in reply to
an important toast. He was glad to meet the
County Council; and his impression was that
that body were ot great weight. One had
turned the scale at 230, another at figures be-

tween that number and 300. When we have
Councillors of such weight it is no wonder:

we have such efficiency.. [Applause.]. And
now he would try to address himself to the
toast. Anyone who had read the St. John
daily papers and he was pleased to know that
they were all through the Province, they
could not but feel surprised at the great
enterprisemanifest igthem. The leading topics
of the day were discussed in their columns in
an intelligent, aud usually proper spirit; the

latest news of interest was always found in | 7o the Editor of the STAR.
them; and their general tone was a credit to

the morals and intelligenee of the Province.
I am happy'to say that I am connected with
such a press. [Applause.)
