HORSES AND HORSEMEN.
OF INTEREST TO OUR READERS. 

Track, Park and Road.

Even now in the second month of the 
year the oracles and prophets are pro­
nouncing upon the season that is still many 
weeks away, and the prospective doings of 
more than one crack performer are being 
retailed everywhere. From the far-off Paci­
fic coast there come tidings of the hopes 
and expectations of the master of Palo Alto 
that Snnol will be the new sovereign of the 
turf before 1890 has gone, and that the 
fleet stallion chosen as the godson of the 
farm will sustain the name he bears by 
setting a new mark for performing sires. 
Mr. Hobart, too, has faith in Stamboul’s 
power to go faster than ever, and will 
place him in training and probably send 
him East with a view to fresh triumphs.

On this side of the mountains predic­
tions are as plentiful regarding the stars of 
the Eastern firmament. The syndicate of 
gentlemen that owns Axtell are one and 
all loyal to this youthful monarch, and 
Budd Doble himself who paid the metro­
polis a visit last week, expresses more con­
fidence in the colt’s ability than he is 
wont to do regarding the choice ones that 
have been in his hands. Chicago has also 
a most enthusiastic owner in George Mid­
dleton, who is exceedingly sanguine about 
his grey gelding Jack, and expects that 
nothing slower than 2:10 will make his 
limit this year. Trainer Goldsmith like 
wise makes a forecast for Gene Smith and 
places his next season’s performance a 
2:12. Even Guy in new hands should have 
a fighting chance to show that he is faster 
than his record. Those who remember the 
black meteor when Dunbar showed him 
to pole with Clingstone and make a public 
performance in 2:1-7 some five years ago 
and have noted his career since, will admit 
that the gelding’s natural powers have 
been more handicapped than helped by 
the vagaries of his owner and the changes 
in his tutors. While we accord due meed 
of praise to the horse that trains on in the 
care of a master reinsman, our sympathy 
is more with one that contrives in spite of 
bad usage to do sensational things.

Again Maud S. herself is reported to be 
in contemplated return to active service 
for one year at least, and the gossips search­
ing for a driver fit to prepare the queen 
regnant point to John Turner, and like the 
prophet of sacred lore announce : “Thou 
art the man.” The hero of Ambler Park 
maintains his usual diplomatic silence, 
not even designing to iihitate Tallyrand 
and use words to conceal his thoughts. 
Other wiseacres, reasoning from analogy, 
think that Charles Marvin will be Mr. 
Bonner’s selection, because he will drive 
Sunol for him. And so the shuttlecock of 
speculation is driven to and fro by zealots 
and busy-bodies of every class, and the in­
terregnum is thus whiled away in scienti­
fic guessing or idle dreams of great events 
to come. “Who knows?” is a terse Span­
ish phrase to express doubt, so we say 
“quien sabe” to all the prophets.

VANISHED GOLD.

A great money mystery that cannot be 
solved has developed out at Kokomo, Ind. 
Stories of fiction narrating the descent from 
luxury, love and beauty to a life of miserly 
wretchedness and strange worship of riches 
are outdone by the reality, all on account 
of a small, frail, wealthy woman—an ex 
ba roness who died a little over two months 
ago with piles of gold around her. But at 
her death the gold vanished. It cannot 
be found, 15,000 or perhaps 20,000 bright 
shining dollars have taken wings, been 
hidden away or scattered, and what be­
came of the dust is now only conjecture. 
Just prior to her death it was in her house 
in boxes by her side—the accumulations 
of years from rents, from bonds, from leases 
from sales, etc. It was neither loaned, 
paid out for expenses or put in bank vaults. 
Toward the latter institution the owner 
exercised a peculiar prejudice.

The maiden name of this woman was 
Christina Hatermel, and she was the relict 

Walter Hooper, who lived for many 
years on Washington street, up to within 
four years ago, when he died. On the 4th 
of last October the widow died of lockjaw 
in horrible agony. In splitting a piece of 
woods he ran a rusty nail in her foot, and 
in about two weeks was a corpse. Her 
queer little figure has become familiar to 
Kokomo people for the last quarter of cen­
tury, as she trudged up and down the 
streets carrying a peculiar old fashioned 
basket, which would often be filled with 
nothing more valuable than pieces of old, 
paper, sticks, etc, for she acted as a sort of 
a street scavenger. Though her brick 
dwelling was quite large, yet she occupied 
but one room and the rest was given to 
cobwebs or filled with an indescribable 
collection of rattle-traps. Here she lived 
all alone and seldom ventured out except 
on business, to collect rents, etc., the rents 
and other debts being paid in to her in 
gold, as she had decided objections to paper 
money. She had two large tin boxes and 
in these she kept her goid.

Shortly after the widow’s decease the 
house was searched and ransacked from 
top ^to bottom and two boxes were found 
one Of which was empty, and the contents 
of the other valueless. Christina Hooper’s 
early life reads like fiction. She was bom 
in the kingdom of Saxony 65 years ago, 
during the reign of Xavier the Just, a 
daughter of the bourgeois, but by her 
beauty and attractions found a suitor in 
Baron Jacob Schlingling and they were 
wed. The Schlingling castle still stands on 
the Elbe. This titled lady lived in the 
castle and rode in a coach emblazoned with 
heraldic arms. The baron fell ill and 
started for America but died at sea, and 
there being no heir, the property reverted 
to next of kin. So Christina reached the 
new world a little richer than the ordinary 
emigrant, but her course of life at once 
changed, and when she married Walter 
Hooper, in 1860, she was a confirmed miser. 
The rest of her life she cheated herself out 
of comforts and necessaries for the gold 
that has so soon vanished.

A COLLISION AT SEA.

The collision between the steamer Clay­
more and the ship Coriolanus occurred last 
Monday four hundred miles west of Fastnet 
The weather was clear, but a heavy sea was 
running. The Coriolanus was tacking and 
the Claymore attempted to cross her bows 
but failed, and the Coriolanus struck her 
amidships, cutting into her engine room. 
The ship’s bows were crushed to the keel, 
and her bowsprit and foremast were carried 
away. The crews of both vessels became 
panic-stricken and rushed for the boats 
which were immediately lowered. Many 
left the vessels without boots or coats. The 
steamer Queensmore, which was five miles 
distant, saw the collision and hastened to 
the rescue. She stood by the Claymore 
until she sank. The report that the Corio­
lanus also sank was erroneous, as she was 
seen by the steamer Britannic on Wednes­
day.

gency. Moreover the indications are that 
a great deal of damage has been done to 
the grass land by the ice which has lain on 
the fields, so that even if the season is 
favorable otherwise it is possible that pas­
turage may not come "dp to the average. 
In view of this, in fact under any circum­
stances, it is good farming to provide some 
green crop for the milch cattle at least. 
Several crops will be found very satisfac­
tory for this purpose. Among them are 
fodder, com, peas, oats and vetches, the 
last three mixed together. Vetches and 
oats mixed are as good a summer fodder as 
can be desired, and if the ground is rich, 
the quantity which can be grown on a 
small area is surprising. So it is with com. 
On suitable soil the yield is enormous. In 
thé Coûnty of Kings, where milk is sold 
in the St. John market, all the farmers 
raise green feed and find it very profitable. 
In other parts of the province dairy farm 
ers do likewise. It is not too early for 
farmers in all sections to begin to think 
about this matter. As a general rule pas­
tures are inferior in this province, that is 
inferior for milking stock though they may 
be good enough for young animals and are 
admirably adopted to sheep ; but as a rule 
they are not fit to carry cows kept for 
dairy purposes and enable them to give a 
profitable flow of milk the season through. 
Therefore it is urged upon all who keep 
cows to guard against a shortage in good 
feed. It can easily be done. After the 
other crops is in a small area can be pre­
pared and planted, and it will come along 
fast enough to be ready for use when it is 
most wanted. It is particularly desirable 
that this practice should become more com­
mon now that the introduction of improv­
ed breeds of stock is becoming so general. 
Much disappointment will be avoided if it 
is remembered that to get the best results 
from pure bred stock — the results that 
make them valuable—great care must be 
given to the subject of feeding.

A “SLICK ’UN” CAUGHT.
“I’ni a slick ’un,” Telegraph Operator 

Taylor heard those words addressed to 
him by a stranger last night while he was 
receiving a message at the railway station. 
He paid no attention to the remark until 
he completed the massage, which read as 
follows :

“To the sheriff—Hicks & Cephart’s bank 
at the Valley Falls robbed this evening of 
$3,000. Robber unknown. Description as 
follows : Blonde hair and moustache, light 
blue eyes,five feet eleven, medium weight.”

The operator looked up and nearly lost 
hie breath when he saw standing before 
him the man described in the despatch. 
He did not reveal the fact of the recogni­
tion, but merely agreed with the stranger 
that he was a “slick un.” The stranger 
asked where he could put up for the night. 
The operator directed him to an hotel, 
where the “slick ’un” took a room, re­
questing to be called in the morning in 
time for the train, Police officers were 
notified by the operator of the stranger’s 
arrival. They went to the hall, and the 
stranger was called out of > his room and 
arrested. He attempted to get at his 
weapons, but the officers were too quick 
and he was shot dead. The coroner’s jury 
returned a verdict exonerating the officers. 
The outlaw was searched and the stolen 
money recovered.

STEAMSHIP LOST AND 200 LIVES.
A despatch received at London on 

March 1st states that the British steamer 
Quetta, which sailed from Australian ports 
for London, has been lost at sea. The 
number of persons drowned is not definite­
ly known, but the despatch says that a 
fearful number perished. The Quette was 
a vessel of 2,254 tons burthen. The Quetta 
had 27 first-class passengers and a crew 
numbering 112. She also had mails for 
England. The managers of the line to 
which the steamer belonged say they do 
not believe the report that she has been 
lost.

The report of the loss of the British 
steamer Quetta is confirmed at Lloyd’s. 
Advices received there state that 200 lives 
were lost. The steamer struck a rock not 
shown on the chart at nine o’clock at 
night near Somerset in the Torres straits 
northern extremity of Australia and sank 
in three minutes.

A despatch from Brisbane, Queensland, 
says the Quetta had 280 souls on board, of 
whom 116 were saved, including the cap­
tain and several officers.

FARMING MAHERS.
HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

Steaming Food.

Steaming food is not cooking it, unless 
it is steamed much more thoroughly than 
it is usually is. We observe that some 
writers make no distinction whatever be­
tween steaming and cooking. Steaming, 
as it is commonly done, simply softens the 
food. It is a valuable process with fodders. 
Clover hay, if steamed, makes a much 
better food for swine than it does when 
fed dry. But there are chemical changes 
that result from cooking, and which are 
valuable. We sometimes find people who 
are unfavorable to cooking food for animale. 
They affirm that, that they have tried it, 
and that the results were not commensu­
rate with the expense and trouble. Upon 
inquiry we find that they have not cooked 
at all—only steamed. For milch cows 
either steaming or cooking is an excellent 
method for maintaining or increasing the 
flow of milk. This can be easily tested. 
Feed cooked or steamed food every day in 
the week except one day. On that day 
feed dry food, and see if there is not a 
very perceptible difference in the flow of 
milk.

WILL PROTECT THE FARMER.

The U. S. House Ways and Means Sub- 
Committee, to which had been intrusted 
the task of revising the tariff schedule as to 
agricultural products, will present its re­
port to the full committee within a day or 
two. It will contain welcome news for the 
farmers, and will demonstrate that the 
Republican in Congress propose to fulfill 
the promise made to American agricultur­
ists that their interests shall be protected. 
It is understood that an increase in the 
duty upon several cereals largely import­
ed from Canadian and other foreign ports 
will be asked for.

An increase of the tariff on hay from $2 
to $4 per ton will be advised. Other chan­
ges recommended will be the raising of the 
duty on peas from 10 per cent, the present 
rate, to 20 per cent.; beans in the same 
ratio, potatoes from fifteen cents to twenty 
cents per bushel, barley from 10 per cent, 
to 20 per cent., dressed poultry from 10 per 
cent, to 20 per cent., and straw at least $2 
per ton.

Eggs now come in free. Twenty-five 
million dozen are yearly exported to this 
country from Canada, Scotland and other 
foreign countries. These are sold here in 
the aggregate for about $3,000,000. Ameri­
can farmers say their hens lay more eggs 
now than the people can consume. Foreign 
goods run theirs out of the market. They, 
therefore, ask relief. The tariff changes 
outlined above will be among the great 
surprises in the bill, which is to be sub­
mitted to the House within the next ten 
days.

THE PROFIT IN EGGS.

By this I do not mean by selling them 
at what many call fancy prices, from one 
to three dollars per sitting, says a corres­
pondent of Poultry Monthly, but selling 
at market prices. Now, to begin with, I 
wish to say a few words in regard to pro­
curing them, for if we do not get them we 
surely cannot except a profit from them. 
So, in the first place, we must procure the 
breed or breeds best adapted to our wants. 
I am asked the question over and over 
again, what breed would you advise us to 
keep on the farm for eggs and general use­
fulness ? I might be expected to jump at 
the matter in a hurry, and say, by all 
means keep Leghorns, for they are regular 
egg machines. But let us consider the 
matter a little first.

As a rule, under or ordinary care, the 
Leuhorn will commence laying about the 
first of October, will lay two months, when 
the cold weather generally shuts them off, 
until about the first of March, when they 
begin and lay quite steadily until about 
the middle of July, when they begin to 
moult. Thus in the twelve months we get 
eggs, say seven.

The Plymouth Rock bullets will begin 
laying about the first of November, if 
spring hatched, and will usually lay reason­
ably well all winter. When warm weather 
comes they increase the number for about 
two months, when they become broody, 
and will hatch and rear a brood, which 
usually occupies two months, when they 
will begin laying again ; thus in the year 
we have them laying about, eight months; 
perhaps not quite so many to the month 
as the Leghorns, but more during the high 
prices of winter, with the addition of a 
fine brood of young ones.

From about the first of July to the first 
of October we pack our eggs to sell in 
winter when prices are better, for by this 
scheme we more than double the summer 
price of eggs. Yes, we will tell you how 
we pack them ; that will not take long, 
and we will not charge you anything for 
the recipe either. At the great egg show 
at the city of Birmingham, England, about 
two years ago, eggs were taken from their 
packing, having been put up a year before 
and out of over twentyfive different recipes 
those taken from common salt were the 
nicest and took the prize as such. We get 
a barrel of nice fresh salt, the drier the 
better, and have it handy to our packing 
vessel or barrel. We usually get small 
barrels, about half size, but a layer of salt 
on the bottom about two inches deep, and 
then place the eggs down in this, in circles, 
small end down, just far enough apart to 
not touch, until the bottom is covered ; 
then covers these up with salt nicely, put­
ting enough over them to prevent the 
next layer from pressing down on them. 
Put in the next layer in the same manner, 
and so on until the barrel if full. Cover 
with salt about two inches deep and keep 
them in cool, dry cellar ; take them out 
next winter when the price suits you, wash 
and wipe them, and they are ready for 
market. Gather the eggs fresh every day, 
and pack them at least every three days, 
and you will be pleased with the results. 
In this way you can make a nice thing 
out of your eggs.

FOR WOMAN’S WELFARE.

Cardinal Manning was interviewed yes­
terday on the labour question, with especial 
reference to woman’s work. He said :—“I 
think the time has come for strenuous and 
proper efforts to be made to protect the 
working women and to insure to them 
equal fairness in the matter of their hours 
of work and their wages as the men now 
obtain. The time is, perhaps, not far off 
when the sight of young, ill-fed girls 
acquiring permanent injuries through long 
hours of toil, breaking their backs bending 
over machinery in ill-ventilated 
rooms, will be regarded as an act of bar­
barity and will be punished as such.

“America, which loves to call itself -the 
land of the free,’ is renowed for Its gallantry 
and for its kindness to woman, so let us 
hope that the great new world will lead 
the crusade against every one who over­
works, underpays or illtreats in ayy way 
the prototypes of his own mothev and 
Bisters.” !

THE BORDER LINE.

Do any of our young people ever query 
how the dividing line between the United 
States and Dominion of Canada is marked, 
writes M. Louise Ford in the February 
Wide Awake, and how travelers in those 
wild regions north west of the Great Lakes 
can tell when they step from the domains 
of Uncle Sam into those of Queen Victoria?

For many years the question of bound­
ary between the United States and the 
possessions of Great Britain was discussed 
and at last, the Convention of London held 
in 1818, the forty-ninth parallel of north 
latitude was decided upon. A parallel of 
latitude, however, being an imaginary 
line, is a very poor guide to a traveler, so 
the next thing to do was to mark that 
line so that all who pass that way should 
know where it was located. Accordingly 
the country in that vicinity was surveyed, 
and monuments were set up at even mile 
intervals, the British placing one between 
every two of ours. These extend from the 
Lake of the Woods to the Rocky Moun­
tains.

Where the line enters forests the timber 
is cut down, and the ground cleared a rod 
wide ; where it crosses small lakes stone 
cairns have been built, sometimes being 
eighteen feet under water and eight above; 
in other places earth mounds seven by 
fourteen feet have been built.

The most of these monuments which we 
see are iron. It was found that the most 
solid wooden posts were not proof against 
the ravages of the Indians, prairie fires and 
the weather, so that nothing but iron 
w<$Hd do.

These pillars are hollow iron castings 
fitted over solid cedar posts and well bolt­
ed through, and are sunk four feet in the 
ground.

They are eight feet high, eight inches 
square at base and four at top, and upon 
opposite sides facing north and south are 
the inscriptions cast in letters two inches 
high : ‘Convention of London’ and ‘Octo­
ber 20,1818.’

The pillars weigh two hundred and 
eighty-five pounds each and were made at 
Detroit, Michigan. So you see the border 
line is very distinctly marked all the way 
from the lakes to the summit of the Rocky 
Mountains.

WOES OF A DENTIST.

“A man might as well be a hangman as 
a dentist, as far as expecting any gratitude 
for his services,” remarked an aggrieved 
member of th^t unappreciated profession. 
“I have worked for hours over a back fill­
ing in a woman’s month, where I had to 
nearly dislocate my neck and tie my back­
bone into a bowknot, and at the end, if I 
ventured to straighten up with a sigh of 
relief, I have been rewarded with a stony 
glare of indignant condemnation.

“A woman will stand more pain than a 
man, for a woman has an inborn instinct 
of showing herself to the host advantage,” 
he continued. “A rubber dam or a mouth 
stretched to its utmost capacity is not con­
ducive to personal beauty, and therefore a 
woman will not add the further disfigure­
ment of lack of courage.

“I had rather a funny experience the 
other day with an old darky who wanted 
a tooth pulled. His face was elaborately 
tied up in fed flannel, and his expression 
was the embodiment of woe. The tooth 
was a hard on to handle, and just as I give 
it the final yank he gave a prolonged 
howl and fairly shot himself through the 
open window onto the shed roof, still 
howling, and finally dropped from it to 
the ground all doubled up like a black 
rubber ball. All this, instead of hurting 
him, served to help his case for he picked 
himself up and walked off apparently sound 
in wind and limb, and quite regardless of 
the fact that he had not paid me.

“I had a man once give me more than 
I wanted for pulling his tooth. He was a 
big, strapping ftllow, and I thought the 
tooth would never come. The forceps 
slipped off three times, but the fourth 
time I clinched it.

TOPICS OF THE TIME.

STRANGE FREAK OF AN INSANE 
WOMAN.

Mrs. Catharine Wolf, the young wife of 
Jno. Wolf, a well known German of Mor­
gan’s, Monticello, N. Y., county, stole up 
behind her husband, a few days ago. and 
felled him to the ground with a club. 
“God has ordered me to kill you, John !” 
she exclaimed. Wolf, though stunned, 
was able to prevent his wife, who had 
evidently become suddenly insane, from 
carrying out her purpose, and sncceded in 
quieting her. She gave no further evid­
ence of derangement, and her husband 
supposed that the insanity was a temporary 
fit and thought no more about it.

Thursday last he went home from his 
work. His wife, and their youngest child, 
aged two years, were missing. He searched 
the premises but could not find the miss- 
iug woman or child. He then alarmed the 
neighbors, and an organized search was 
made for Mrs. Wolf. It was kept up 
through the day and all night Thursday 
night, but no trace of the unfortunate 
woman could be found. Late Friday fore­
noon a person not belonging to the search­
ing party was passing through a lonely 
part of the woods, five miles from Morgan’s 
Village and discovered a womam sitting 
on a big rock in the middle of the creek. 
The water was quite deep between the 
shore and the rock. The discoverer of the 
woman recognized her as Mrs. Wolf, and 
being unable to get answer from her in re­
sponse to his calls, he waded out to the 
rock and carried her ashore. The poor 
woman’s mind was entirely gone, and she 
was nearly dead from exposure. Mrs. 
Wolf is a handsome woman, twentyfive 
years old. She will be sent to an asylum. 
No trace of the child has been discovered.

SHE ADORED CATS.

Mrs. Mary F. Rand died a year ago leav­
ing $75,000, which she devised to humane 
societies in Rochester, and missionary 
societies in New York. Her will is con­
tested by relatives on the ground that she 
was insane, and in support of this asser­
tion it is proposed to show that she believed 
in the immortality of cats. She devoted 
the latter years of her life to the care of 
four elegant specimens of the Persian feline

Not very long ago somebody told this 
story of the late William R. Travers, with 
the assurance that it had never been in 
print. Mr. Travers was riding in a street 
car which was so crowded that he took his 
little boy on his knee. A lady entered, 
big, blonde, belligerent, she stood for some 
time, then thundered out at the top of her 
voice. “Are there no gentlemen in this 
car?” “G-g-g-et up my son,” stammered 
Travers, “ andgi-gi-give the lady your 
seat”

A new prophet has come to light. It is 
one Father Bermardo Claudi who died 
forty years ago. He told a nun, who now 
tells the world that the wrath of the 
Almighty would be poured out upon the 
world in 1890 and the excellent nun sees 
in La Grippe the first evidence of fulfil­
ment.

This prophecy business has been some­
what overdone in recent years. Most people 
will recall the much talked of prophecy of 
dark days, which were to fell upon the 
land in 1870 or thereabouts. Thoughout 
Quebec belief in this catastrophe was all 
but universal and the precautions taken 
against it in some cases were grotesque 
in the extreme.

Up in Madawaska, Maine, a shrewd 
merchant thought he saw some money in 
the fears of the people, and he made over­
tures to Monsieur le Cure to induce him to 
bless his whole stock of parafine in order 
to be able to represent it as possessed of 
sufficient virtue to give light during the 
foretold darknessjfor a part of the prophecy 
was that ordinary lights would have no 
illuminating power. The good priest in­
dignantly refused to have any part in such 
a business.

It is more than strange how the people 
continue to take stock in prophecies. 
There is Zadkiel the famous London as­
trologer. His annual prognostications are 
rediculously indefinite ; yet vague as they 
are it is rare that anything happens which 
can be said to be a fulfilment of them. But 
he has a sufficient number of believers to 
make it worth his while to keep on from 
year to year. If he comes within a gunshot 
of foretelling anything, his thousands of 
failures are forgotten in the glory of the 
one success.

Spëaking of false prophets recalls the 
facts that the Gentiles in Salt Lake City 
are getting the better of the Mormons so 
far as city government is concerned. This 
may result in freeing Utah from Morman- 
ism but it will not at all crush out that 
strange belief. ' The followers of the pro­
phet Joseph Smith are prepared doubtless 
to follow a new Moses to another land of 
promise.

We are accustomed to regard Mormon- 
ism as an unimportant movement and to 
expect its early extinction ; but is there 
any reason to anticipate such a result? Its 
progress has been much more rapid than 
thatof Christianity was during the first half 
century in which it was preached. It is less 
out of harmony with Christianity and the 
institutions of nineteenth century civiliza­
tion than Christianity was in respect to 
heathenism and the social conditions ex­
isting in the Roman Empire eighteen hun­
dred years ago. There is doubtless an im­
mense amount of rubbish about it; its 
special feature of polygamy is antagonistic 
to true social development ; there are many 
things about it which as understood by us 
Gentiles are repulsive, to say the least ; 
but it does not follow that it will not flour­
ish and increase its adherents, and by ad­
opting itself more to the demands of the 
sentiment of the age, by and bye become 
a permanent and respectable institution. 
We dont believe anything of the kind will 
happen—but while talking about prophe­
cies, Mormonism, which is the most re­
markable prophecy of the century, natur­
ally suggested itself.

RACE QUESTION IN OKLIAHOMA.
It is rather odd, in view of the Republi­

can complaint and denunciations of the 
treatment of the negroes down South, that 
whenever the race problem comes up in 
the North it excites just as much bitter­
ness as it does below Mason and Dixon’s 
line. In settling the question of mixed 
schools neither the people of Ohio nor 
Kansas were any more liberal than those 
of South Carolina.

The residents of Oklahoma are the last 
people who have had to face the problem, 
rnd they have shown an utter intolerance 
of the negro’s rights. There are many 
Southerners in that Territory, no doubt, 
but the majority of the recent settlers were 
Northern men. The most prominent can­
didate for the Governorship of Oklahoma 
is Edwin P. McCabe, an able colored man, 
who was formerly Auditor of Kansas. If 
he was a good enough man to have been 
so honored by that moral State, the Re­
publicans who have chosen Oklahoma for 
a home ought to have accepted him with 
enthusiasm as their Chief Executive.

On the contrary, however, they have 
shown a very bitter hatred for the negroes 
which goes so far as threats of assassination 
if McCabe is inaugurated. The negroes 
are probably partly responsible for this, 
because they have been foolish enough to 
found secret societies, alleged to be based 
upon enmity to the whites. As is usual, 
both sides are undoubtedly to blame for 
the bad feeling that exists and for the row 
that seems impending. But if Senator 
Chandler and his associates who insist on 
waving the bloody shirt were capable of 
learning anything, such incidents as this 
ought to teach them that the race problem 
is not confined to one section of the 
country, nor can it be settled off-hand.

WHAT MRS. BESANT PREACHES.

Mrs. Annie Besant, the well-known 
agnostic and advocate of social reform, has 
said that labor unions, whether of or for 
women, were stupidly organized. “What 
can you expect,” said she, “of trade unions, 
organizations that accept, nay solicit, con­
tribution from disinterested people ? 
Certain collapse awaits all such institutions 
that are not self-supporting and independ­
ent of outside aid. But the difficulty is to 
find a woman capable, and willing, to un­
dertake the drudgery and unrewarded toil 
of the management in order to make 
unions self-supporting. Cardinal Manning 
is merely an Arcadian dotard who speaks 
nothing but Christian twaddle. Bums is a 
really great man. Mrs. Ashton Dilke seeks 
political notoriety, and her real sympathy 
is with free dinners for school coildren and 
such pretty nothings. No, the women of 
England are abject slaves ; there is no force 
in the national character so far as women 
are concerned, so that I and other women 
who chance to be gifted with backbone 
are disheartened and disgusted with the 
labor of trying to rouse them to action.”

DID HE MURDER HIS SON?
E. Neumann, a noted professor of music 

in Berlin, was arrested last week on a 
charge of murdering his son, aged twenty- 
one, who was found hanging to a bedpost, 
with all the appearance of suicide. The 
motive for the crime is supposed to be the 
son’s discovery of his fetlier systematic 
criminal conduct with many of his pupils, 
who belong to the best families.

Emil Neumann is known to musicians 
by his ‘History of Music,” which was re­
cently published in London and New York, 
being edited by the late Sir F. A. Gore 
Ouselev, Professor of Music in the Uni­
versity of Oxford.
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THE SIBERIAN RAILWAY.

THE QUEENS COUNTY CASE.

It is satisfactory from a public point of 
view that Judge Steadman proposes to ap­
peal from the decision of the Supreme 
Court here in the proceedings against him, 
for contempt, especially in view of the fact 
that the Supreme Court of Ontario and 
the Supreme Court o Manitoba have held 
a view contrary to that taken by our 
judges.

The point involved is of more than or­
dinary importance. Judge Steadman or 
any other judge on a recount does not 
act in a judicial capacity, any more than do 
the deputy returning officers who hold the 
polls. The fact that he happens to be a 
judge does not make all his acts judicial 

. and there would be just about as much 
pSlpeietyin the court interfering by pro­
hibition to prevent his transacting his per­
sonal business as in seeking to prevent his 
recounting the ballots at an election. At 
least this is the view that obtains in the 
two provinces above named and it seems 
fully warranted by the statute. It is de 
sirable that such a rule should prevail : 
because the actual business of holding an 
election ought to be free from any inter­
ference from the judicial authorties. The 
House of Commons in England has for 
centuries guarded its privileges in this par­
ticular most religously. There is a principle 
underlying it all. The courts represent 
the crown directly. The proceedings, are 
as the law books have it, “before the 
Queen herself now here.” The House 
of Commons represents the people, and 
the people should be absolutely free 
from the interference of the crown in de­
termining in what manner they shall 
choose their representatives. Hence the 
judge, who holds a recount ought to be 
regarded, as he in fact is, as an officer of 
the House of Commons, and any attempt 
to interfere with him is, in this view of 
the case, a breach of the high privileges 
of Parliament. Such is the aspect of the 
case, viewed from the standpoint of par- 
lementarv practice and constitutional law. 
No question of a superior or inferior juris­
diction is involved in it. The recounting of 
ballots is simply a ministerial duty assign­
ed to the judge of the county court for 
convenience. He simply checks the work 
of the returning officers. He makes no 
order, pronounces no judgment and in dis- 
discharging this duty ought to be as free 
from interference for the part of the Su­
preme Court as the returning officer him­
self. If that court can prevent a recount, 
why cannot it prevent the holding of an 
election ? Why can it not step in with its 
writ of prohibition and say to the return­
ing officer : “You shall not hold a poll.” ?

The view presented above is quite op­
posed to that taken by the Supreme Court 
of this province ; but it is submitted that 
if the statute will not bear this interpreta­
tion, it oughj; to be so amended that no 
other interpertation will be possible. It 
ought never to be in this Dominion that a 
judge, who may or may not be a political 
partizen, the reference is general and not 
to any case especially,shall have the power 
to prevent the people expressing their will 
at the polls or defeat the expression of that 
will by interfering with the means pro­
vided by Parliament to secure a fair count 
of the ballots. In a country where the 
gradual changes from “precedent to preced­
ent” determine the constitution, it is of 
the utmost importance that the principles, 
what alone have made popular govern­
ment possible, should be strictly preserved. 
It is by no means clear that the House of 
Commons has not a duty to preform in 
this connection. Mr. Weldon has moved to 
bring the proceedings in Judge Steadman’s 
case before the House and it is to be hoped 
the Commons will assert its ancient priv­
ilege in unmistakeable terms. There have 
been times when Mr. Justice Tuck could 
have found himself called upon to answer 
at the bar of the House of Commons for 
having issued the writ of prohibition.

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

There is a certain class of people whose 
great fault is their restlessness. They are 
never content with things as they are, but 
are always endeavoring to bring about a 
change. Any new notice attracts them 
and they go enthusiastic over the most 
fanciful projects. Of this class are the 
leaders in the Imperial Federation move­
ment, who have just drawn attention to 
themselves —or rather the Ottawa branch 
of the league has done so — by sending to 
the papers a formidable series of questions 
upon which any one who wishes is at 
liberty to express his opinion. There are 
fourteen questions in all and they resemble 
nothing so much as an old fashioned ap­
plication for life insurance. To answer 
them, however, would require a profound- 
ity of knowledge such as not one man in 
ten thousand possesses. Some of them not 
very intelligible. For instance number 6 : 
“ In any possible new relations between 
Canada and the other portions of the 
Empire, should all political rights now 
enjoyed be substantially returned ?” Can 
any body say definitely what this means? 
Or even number 1 : “Is the existing pol 
itical connexion between the United King­
dom, Canada and the other parts of the 
British Empire generally satisfactory ?” 
Just what does the league want to find out 
by this question? What does “generally 
satisfactory ” mean ? Satisfactory to the 
man who answers the question or to the 
people of the several parts of the Empire ? 
Number 2 is as follows : “ Is it desirable 
that the unidn as it exists, or with modifi 
cations, should be perpetuated ? ” As 
punctuated, this question is meaningless ; 
but perhaps the punctuation is not correct. 
The other questions deal with the subject 
of a central government, trade policy and 
taxation. We do not publish them ; for 
the few people who know enough to 
answer them, will not do so, and it is better 
that other people should not. The Fed- 
erationists had better not set up as con­
stitution makers. Let them stick to the 
idea of cultivating the Imperial sentiment 
and they may do good work ; but let them 
leave details to be developed by circum­
stances “in the near or distant future,” to 
use the words of question 3.

The legislature will meet on Thursday 
next. Of the members elect the following 
have not hitherto occupied seats in the 
Assembly : Mr. Anderson, of York, Messrs. 
McKeown, Smith, Rourke and Shaw of St. 
John, Mr. Melanson, Stevens and Powell 
of Westmorland, Messrs. O’Brien and Rob­
inson of Northumberland and Mr.Poirier of 
Gloucester ; in all eleven, — not very many 
changes certainly in a house of forty-one 
members. Of those who were in the last 
house, Dr. Moore, Mr. Ritchie, Mr. Young 
and Mr. Black did not offer for re-election. 
Hon. Mr. McLellan, and Messrs. Quinton, 
Glasier, Emmerson, Morrissey and Hutch­
ison were unsuccessful candidates. Mr. 
Perley was notin the former house and Dr. 
Lewis resigned during the term and was 
replaced by Mr. Emmerson. None of the 
members of the former house were elevated 
to the legislative council, before the elec­
tion a thing almostwithout precedent, and 
only one member,Mr. Ritchie retired with 
an office.

POLITICAL NOTES.

In five years there will be a railway 
from St. Petersburg to the Pacific, at least 
so say the Russian engineers who have 
charge of the proposed great Siberian rail­
way. The importance of this great under­
taking can hardly be overestimated, when 
viewed either from a political or commer­
cial standpoint. The possessions of the 
White Czar extend over one hundred and 
seventy degrees of longitude, or within 
ten degrees of half-way around the globe. 
From the southwestern corner of this vast 
domain to the northeastern corner in a 
direct line is six thousand miles. Siberia 
alone contains one-third nearly of all the 
land area of Asia, or 5,000,000 square 
miles. Of course much of this vast terri­
tory is so far north that it is of little value, 
but making a very liberal allowance for 
this, there is sufficient left to warrant the 
supposition that Siberia contains as much 
arable land as do the United States and 
Canada combined, lying in a latitude well 
adapted to agriculture and enjoying a 
climate which ought, other circumstances 
being favorable, to produce the finest pos­
sible race of men.

We are told of vast areas capable of 
producing the finest wheat, of broad 
stretches of grazing grounds, of gold 
mines of fabulous richness, of ruby mines 
equal to those of Burmah and diamond 
mines which surpass those of South 
Africa.

When once a railway crosses this magni­
ficent domain we may expect to see its 
political, industrial and commercial con­
ditions revolutionized. Not even imper­
ialism, as personified in the Czar, can 
restrain the invasion of the forces of 
civilization which is certain to follow from 
the opening of efficient modes of com­
munication. It is scarcely possible that 
the new Siberia will long continue to be 
ruled from St. Petersburg. If it were — if 
this immense region should become filled 
with a prosperous population, dominated 
by the aggressive spirit which now 
characterizes the Russian government, it is 
not easy to foretell the consequences to the 
other Asiatic nations. The gate of India 
could not long be kept closed against such 
a power and the dream of the Czars of 
an empire washed by four oceans—the 
Atlantic, the Pacific, the Arctic and the 
Indian, would soon become a reality.

FREE TRADE.

There is a cry going up for free trade 
with the British West Indies and some of 
the newspapers say it will be a good thing 
to have if at the same time we can get free 
trade with Australia. The connection be 
tween the two matters may be obvious to 
those who make the stipulation, but it will 
strike most persons that free trade with the 
West Indies would be a good thing of itself. 
There is one thing, however, which passes 
the comprehension of most people, name­
ly, why free trade is the more desirable 
the farther the country is away and the 
less there is to trade in. Here we are right 
along side of a great country with which 
we do fully half our commerce. Free trade 
with that country we ye told would be 
bad. We get to the West Indies, which 
are further away and with which we do 
about one-fiftieth part of the business we 
do with the United States, and they tell us 
that free trade with those islands might 
under certain circumstances be a good 
thing; but when we speak of Australia 
which does not do one hundredth part of 
the business with us that our neighbors 
do, and is nearly as faraway as we can get, 
then free trade becomes the one thing 
needful and altogether lovely. On the same 
principle Persia, which is harder still to 
get at and with which we did last year 
business to the extent of $93, is the very 
beau ideal of a country with which to have 
reciprocity. But without further elaborat­
ing the absurdity of this looking far away 
for benefits which lie at our very doors, it 
may be admitted without equivocation or 
qualification that a comprehensive recipro­
city treaty with the British West Indies 
would be a good thing if we could get it ; 
but this need not be taken for granted. 
The imperial government objected to such 
a treaty between the Islands and the 
United States.

THE SHORT LINE DEBATE.

The Toronto Telegram wants the Sup­
erannuation system abolished and points 
out some serious abuses practiced under it. 
These are not enough to condemn it. 
Anything can be abused.

The debate on Mr. LauriePs want of 
confidence motion in the House of Com­
mons, on Thursday last, condemning the 
Dominion government for proceeding with 
a survey of the Harvey-Salisbury line after 
the senate had thrown out the bill last 
session authorizing the construction of the 
road is of especial interest to the people of 
this county.

The charge against the government was 
that it had made the survey without the 
sanction of parliament and in the teeth of 
its refusal by parliament to authorize the 
building of the road. Sir John Thompson 
very thoroughly disposed of the charge by 
showing that the cost of survey was borne 
almost entirely out of the usual grant for 
railway surveys, and exposed the inconsis­
tency of the Opposition in opposing the 
Short Line bill last year because there was 
no survey, and opposing the survey this 
year because no bill had been passed.

The significant fact for the people of this 
county to take note of is that the Liberals 
to a man condemned this necessary initial 
step towards giving us the railway, while 
the Conservatives with almost equal un­
animity voted in its favor. The Liberals 
of the County of York may well consider 
whether a party which exhibits such nar­
row sectionalism and such indifference to 
the obligations which the country has sol­
emnly entered into is any longer entitled 
to their support.

Rev. Phillips Brooks recently preached 
a remarkable series of sermons in Trinity 
Church, New York. The services were 
held at noon and were attended almost ex­
clusively by business men who thronged 
the building to the doors. He told an in­
terviewer that he believed we are on the 
verge of a mighty revolution ; that men 
will no longer accept assertions unless they 
are convinced ; that they will reason and 
discuss and that it is right that they 
should. Religion may, he thinks, present 
itself under new forms and new ceremon­
ies before its final work is done ; but “in 
the end the one who will stand victor is 
Jesus Christ.” This gospel of sincerity, 
simplicity and good works, which men 
like, Farrar and Brooks are promulgating 
is bound to win its way and make the 
world better.

Rev. Mr. Phinney, in his missionary 
address in the Methodist Church, this city, 
last Sunday night, and it was a forcible 
and interesting effort, said the great ques­
tion in Canada to-day was whether Queen 
Victoria or the Pope should rule. Mr. 
Phinney is a man after Dalton McCarthy’s 
own heart ; but he is not exactly in har­
mony with public opinion in this part of 
the Dominion. It has not yet occurred to 
people here, from anything they have 
seen, that the Pope seeks to supplant our 
Sovereign. But Mr. Phinney said it as if 
he meant it, and he no doubt did. Neither 
the Queen nor the Pope will rule this 
country. The people will attend to that 
business themselves.

The New York Ballot Reform League 
recently presented a petition to the State 
Legislature at Albany. It weighed half a 
ton, and was carried to the clerk’s desk by 
eight bearers proceeded by the sergeant-at- 
arms. It is said to be the laigest petition 
ever submitted to a legislative body.

It is understood that A. S. White, of 
King’s county, will be the government 
candidate for Speakership of the Assembly. 
Concerning Mr. White’s qualifications for 
this important post, no question will tie 
raised. He is a lawyer of high staffing and 
ability, who has had the advantage of three 
years experience in the legislature, during 
which he gained a reputation for fair- 
mindedness and industry. He will fill the 
position with dignity and impartiality. 
His very many friends in and about Fred­
ericton will hear with pleasure that he is 
the choice of the government for the im­
portant office in question.

There is a report which appears to be 
well founded, that the Hon. James Holly 
will resign his seat in the legislative council 
and be succeeded by the Hon Mr. Mc­
Lellan. This will make no change in the 
number of legislative councillors.

Has it never entered the mind of the 
opposition sheet that it is just possible 
there may be enough justice in the request 
of the lumbermen for a reduction of stump- 
age to entitle them to be treated with 
common decency ? Ought it not to be pos­
sible to discuss a proposition made by 
business men without calling them robbers 
and applying to them every other epithet 
that a perverted imagination can conceive?

Foreign trade is not everything. Domes­
tic trade is better. It is better to raise 
things to sell at good prices at home than 
go hunting the world over for customers. 
Canada imported last year $1,605,355 worth 
of wool. Canadian farmers ought to have 
received every dollar of that money. Here 
is a home market for a product which the 
Dominion can raise to any extent and cer­
tainly as cheaply as it can be imported. 
What are the farmers of Canada about, to 
let this business go from them ? There is 
no duty on wool, but that ought not to 
make any difference.

No doubt it is a case in which the wish 
is father to the thought, but the New 
York papers are beginning to express an 
opinion, that Chicago cannot get ready for 
the World’s Fair of 1892, and will have to 
give it up. Very little progress has yet 
been made towards beginning prepara­
tions and valuable time is slipping away 
Meanwhile some of the New York people 
are talking of inaugurating a permanent 
exhibition in that city, to be opened in 
1892. ________ _ ________

The Advocate tell us that when the 
right time comes Northumberland will 
dispose of Mr. Tweedie. That is a good 
safe way to put it. The date is sufficiently 
indefinite. Once an old man died, and 
one not many years younger said : “ When 
I was a boy that man turned me out of 
his shop. I turned around and said ‘I 
wished he was dead, ’ and I’ve kept on 
wishing it ever since and fetched him at 
last.” _______ ' _______

The New York Hereld says it is quite 
likely that Sir Charles Tupper will come 
out from England soon, to renew if possi­
ble the fishery negotiations at Washing­
ton, and incidently, and yet probably 
principally, to refresh his intimacy with 
political leaders in Canada, in order that 
there may be no question as to the success­
ion to the Premiership when Sir John 
Macdonald’s hand leaves the helm.

A correspondent, who very properly 
desires that his name should not be 
mentioned, draws attention to the coinci­
dence that it was on March fourth that the 
Prince of Wales went forth to open the 
railway bridge over the Frith at Forth. 
We suggest that the joke be sent to the 
bridge owners. If the structure can stand 
under it, it can bear any other strain.

The orange incorporation bill got 
through the house of commons in safety ; 
but its fate in the senate is not quite cer­
tain, although the probabilities are that it 
will pass.

Great News

Political circles in England are still ex­
cited over the Labouchere incident. In the 
House of Commons, it is an unusual thing 
for any person to publicly charge the 
Premier of England with untruthfulness, 
still less is it customary to select the House 
of Commons as the scene for doing so ; but 
Labouchere is a law with himself in such 
matters. Suspended for a time from the 
sessions of parliament because he would 
not withdraw the charge, he will return to 
his place as full of fight as ever, and the 
Cleveland street scandal will have another 
ventilating.

THE EVENT OF THE WEEK 

was the opening of the Forth Bridge which 
was performed by the Prince of Wales on 
the 4th inst. This wonderful structure 
has already been discussed in The Herald; 
and it is unnecessary to add anything on 
that subiect now, except perhaps to state 
that it is claimed to be strong enough to 
carry the largest ironclads in the British 
Navy, if a half dozen of them could be 
hoisted upon it. The most interesting sug­
gestion and the only practical one made at 
the Pan-American Congress, so called, at 
Washington, is that the scheme to unite
ALL THE COUNTRIES IN THE TWO AMERICAS 

by a system of railways, to be undertaken 
under the point auspices of all the nations 
represented at the congress. It is proposed 
that an international corps of engineers be 
appointed to determine the question of 
route made estimates of cost and the like. 
The scheme is perfectly feasible and will 
doubtless be accomplished, even if the 
plan proposed at the Congress is not fol­
lowed in its entirely. South America has, 
as compared with North America, no rail­
ways worth speaking of. It has nothing 
like the continental system we have in the 
United States and Canada, which is so 
connected that any place on the mainland 
which has a railway is connected with 
every other place. South America has a 
few isolated lines, none of them very long 
and few if any of them connected. There 
is a wonderful future is that continent for 
railway enterprise.

A Lisbon despatch says that 
MAJOR SERPA PINTO

has defied the Lisbon government by dis­
obeying its injunction to remain in Africa 
and leaves Cape Town on board the Port­
uguese mail steamer, with the purpose of 
taking part in the debates in the Cortes on 
the situation in Africa and his treat­
ment of the natives. In an interview at 
Durban Serpa Pinto blamed the Protestant 
missionaries and the agents of the African 
Company as the prime movers in the 
quarrel between the Portuguese and the 
natives. He asserted that the Portuguese 
massacred the natives only when they 
were compelled to do so in self-defence. 
There is a considerable party here who 
will support him in whatever story he 
chooses to tell, and there may be trouble 
on his arrival.

Alex. Shields and Mr. Hindle, young 
farmers, wrre fooling with revolvers on 
Sunday afternoon, when Hindle said play­
fully:—“Let’s fight a duel,” and'levelled 
his pistol at Shields and snapped the trig­
ger, Shields doing likewise. Snields firearm 
proved to be loaded, however, and a bullet 
was lodged in Hindle’s chest, just above 
the heart, Dr. Hall, of Brompton, was 
hastily summoned and Hindle’s ante­
mortem -datement taken, in which he 
stated -that he was to blame in suggesting 
the foolish deed. Hindle is still hying.

CANADIAN NEWS.
The Week’s Events In Brief-The Cream 

of our Exchangee.

A protest has been entered against the 
return of Mr. Montague, Tory M. P. for 
Haldimand.

Mr. Weldon (St. John) has given notice 
of a motion for a copy of the judgment of 
the New Brunswick supreftie court in the 
case of Judge Steadman for contempt, with 
a view of discussing the matter in the com­
mons.

The Toronto University library fund 
now amounts to $20,000 and is daily increas­
ing. A meeting of the committee having 
charge of the fund was held on Saturday, 
when letters were read from McGill and 
other colleges promising donations of any 
duplicates they may possess.

General Sir Fred. Middleton is the defen­
dant in a suit brought against him by a 
North-West half-breed named Breymoner. 
The plaintiff claims that the General loot­
ed his furs and wants $5,000 compensation. 
Sir. Fred. Middeton denies that he ever 
saw the furs and will contest the suit.

On McFarlane’s Lake, Ottawa in Kinloss 
Township two young men named Murray 
and Hetherington were removing snow 
preparatory to cutting ice, when they fell 
into a hole left by some prior ice cutters. 
The latter was drowned. The body was 
recovered.

The second large party of Manitoba and 
Pacific coast colonists left the Union station 
by Canadian Pacific Railway Montreal on 
Tuesday night. There were 32 cars of pass­
engers and 23 cars of stock. The train was 
run in two sections. The parties were 
accompanied by Mr. Muldoon for the Ç. 
P. R. and Mr. A. G. McMullen for the 
Manitoba Government.

The first action in preparation for the 
forthcoming census will be the distribution 
of the books of registry to the medical men 
of the Dominion. These books will con­
tain 24 sheets each. The medical men 
will be asked to co-operate with the cen­
sus branch for the purpose of securing as 
accurate a statement as possible of the 
deaths occuring during the yeaf beginning 
April next. They will be asked to record 
each death and its cause in these books.

A public meeting of citizens at Toronto 
held to consider the celebration next year 
of the 100th anniversary of the foundation 
of the Province of Ontario. The Constitu­
ions! act of 1791 was the first act of the Im­
perial Parliament creating a province of the 
the modern empire, and this is felt to be 
of too great importance to be passed over 
without commemoration. The matters 
taken up wrere the establishment of a pro­
vincial museum and art gallery, the pre­
servation and increase of public parks, 
squares and playgrounds and the erection 
of monuments and statues of a national 
character.

As an evidence of the fevorableness of 
this locality to longevity we give the names 
of seven persons, six of whom are in their 
90th year or over, Says the Woodstock 
Press. These seven live within four miles 
of each other, only three of them being 
within the town limits; they have all spent 
the greater part of their lives here, and 
some were bom here. Besides these are 
many others who have passed four score, 
and promise fair to reach a similar advanc­
ed age. Mrs. Burns is in her 92nd year; 
Mrs. George Bull, Miss Emily Smith and 
Robert Hume are each in their 91st; Mrs, 
Winslow and Mrs. Peabody are in their 
90th, and Mr. Marvin is in his 88th.

Annie Hughes has taught James Farrell 
that.he musn’t trifle with people’s affec­
tions without calculating the cost. The 
couple belong to P. E. Island, and the. 
other day Annie sued James for damages 
for breach of promise. The cause was 
heard before Chief Justice Sullivan at 
Georgetown, and the trial is described as 
“ racy ” and “ amusing.” A great many love 
letters, of an exceedingly gushing nature, 
were read. One thousand dollars was the 
amount claimed by the fair one as dam­
ages for her lacerated heart and blighted 
hopes, and so well did her counsel plead 
her cause, that the jury returned a verdict 
in her fevor for $700.

Lumbermen have suffered great disap­
pointment the heavy loss on account of the 
very small quantity of enow this winter, 
says the Amherst Record. Some who 
have kept their teams in the hope of find.- 
ing work for them, have abandoned hope 
of being able to accomplish anything with 
their further maintenance, and discharged 
them. A number of New Brunswickers 
with their teams passed through Amherst 
on Monday on their way homeward from 
Shulee. Fortunately the price of lumber 
continues good ; and it is likely to remain 
so if other sources of supply are as unpro­
ductive as they have been in Cumberland 
and adjoining counties during the during 
the two past seasons.

A young school teacher of seventeen 
summers, who has recently been teaching 
in Kings County, P. E. I., was courted by 
father and son ; the old gentleman carried 
off the prize. It appears that the old 
gentleman’s son was keeping company 
with the lady in question, and it is under­
stood that they were to be married in the 
near future. Fortunately, or unfortunately, 
for the young man, he had occasion to 
leave home for some days on business, 
when it was reported that she had been 
wedded to another lady. When the 
young teacher heard the news he was much 
affected, and when advised by the gossips 
to marry the old man, as he had property, 
she readily consented, thinking her lover 
had deserted her. The match was made 
them and there, and the couple journeyed 
to Charlottetown, where the lady teacher 
had her salary paid her, and they were 
married.

Those who are in the habit of consider­
ing Canada as an artic and sterile country 
will be suprised to hear that she has one- 
fourth more land tilled to wheat cultiva­
tion than the whole United States. In 
1887 the yield of wheat in our own country 
was a little over twelve bushels per acre. 
In the same year Manitoba alone raised 
12,500,000 bushels, and averaged twenty- 
seven bushels per acre. The climate of 
Canada does not hinder, but contributes 
to, the wealth and enterprise of her people. 
She has more timber of every possible de­
scription than both she and the United 
States could consume in a hundred years. 
She has more iron and coal than any other 
country in the world. She has probably 
more copper than all other countries com­
bined, and there is no telling what lies 
hidden under the snow and ice of her 
northern countries.

A circular has been issued from the Cen­
tral experimental farm stating that the 
government of Canada, on recommendation 
of the minister of agriculture, has agreed 
to place in the estimates a sum to provide 
for the purchase and distribution or two- 
rowed barley for seed to be supplied to 
farmers of the dominion at cost. In 
furtherance of this object the minister of 
agriculture has purchased 10,000 bushels 
of Carter’s prize prolific barley from a 
well-known seed establishment in London, 
Eng. This variety of two-rowed barleyf 
a recently improved strain of the chevalier 
type, ranks high in Great Britain for malt­
ing purposes and has been pronounced by 
experts as one of the best sorts obtainable. 
It has been awarded many prizes and was 
given the first prize at Windsor Royal 
agricultural show last year. It is very 
prolific, has a stout bright straw, and long 
heavy heads, usually averaging, under 
good cultivation, about 40 grains per head,

The Duke of Bedford has built a private 
cremation finance on his own grounds for 
the purpose of cremating the dead of his 
trim family, and will shortly erect a temple 
for the preservation of the memorial urns 
to contain the ashes of the dead at Woburn 
Abbey.
. D. George Murray Humphrey, in his 

1 work on old age collected fects concerning 
the lives of no less than 74 centenarians. 
Of course old Parr comes in for a para­
graph, but he was only 152, and two others 
are named as having reached 160. This 
is considerably above Parr.

The great railway bridge over the river 
Forth,at Edinburgh,was opened on the 4th 
inst by the Prince of Wales with great cere­
mony. Many eminent engineers and rail­
way directors were present. An immense 
crowd of spectators witnessed the cere­
mony. The day was observed generally 
in Edinburgh.

The President will, in a few days, issue 
a proclamation warning all persons against 
entering the waters of Behriug Sea within 
the dominion of the United States, for the 
purpose of violating the law forbidding 
the killing of fur seal or other fibrating 
animals, without authority from the Sec­
retary of the Treasury.

Thomas Nast, the well-known cartoonist, 
had made a fortune and retired from 
regular work to an elegant county seat at 
Morristown, N. J. He was born in Germany 
about fifty-five years ago. He is below the 
medium height and what is called“stocky.” 
He wears a full beard and moustache. He 
began life as an office boy for Frank Leslie.

In the British House of Commons, Mr. 
Chaplin, replying to a question as to 
whether the department of agriculture was 
ready to the demand of the Scotch farmers 
for equal facilities with others to import 
cattle from the United States and Canada, 
said that America not having complied 
with the conditions of the act of 1878 the 
present restrictions could not be relaxed.

It is said that the Duke and Duchess of 
Edinburgh went, much against their wills, 
to spend their winter ih St. Petersburg, 
but that the czar announced that he would 
strictly enforce the court regulation that 
members of the royal family must spend 
at least one-third of a year in Russia, and 
threatened to cut off the allowance of his 
sister, the duchess, should she neglect to 
obey.

An English militia captain, recently 
asked to resign on account oi his age and 
to make room for a younger man, replied 
to the authorities that if they would send 
on a dozen of their strongest men, he 
would walk them for forty mites, and then 
lead them to the top of the highest and 
steepest hill in the neighbourhood. The 
authorities declined the challenge, and did 
not press for the resignation.

Despatches from the South African re­
public says a serious demonstration has 
been made three against the existing 
government. A mass meeting adopted 
resolutions denouncing the Transvaal gov­
ernment. After meeting a crowd proceeded 
to the government buildings and tore down 
the flags of the republic. Subsequently 
the mob went to the house where Kruger 
was receiving a deputation and sang Rule 
Britannia. The railings around the house 
were destroyed by the crowd. The Tran­
svaal flag was hauled down and trampled, 
under foot.

Various attempts have been made to ac­
count for the marvellous influence which 
Stanley, the African explorer, exerted over 
his Zarzbari followers, and also over all 
the natives with whom he was brought 
into contact during his transafrican expedi­
tions, but perhaps the most reasonable, is 
that which attributes it to the peculiar 
expression of his eyes. One of his Euro­
pean companions in bis recent expedition 
has said that “Stanley first looks at the 
natives as if he were going to eat them, 
and then when they give in and do what 
he wants he looks as if he had done so 
and was grateful to them for the meal.”

Election Protests in P.E.I.—The election 
protest craze has struck P. E. I., and three 
petitions have already been filed against the 
return of recently elected members.

Burglary.—Some parties broke a large

store stole three boxes of confectionery.

Mill Started.—One gang of the Marys­
ville saw mill has commenced sawing deal, 
another will start next week. The logs are 
•brought in over the Northern & Western.

a Rejected.—The City Hall committee have 
• declined to accept W. T. H. Fenety’s offer to 
lease the Hall for a number of nights at $15 
per night. They could not see any money 
in it.

' Lumbering in New Hampshire.—John 
McConnell, of Marysville, has cut about 
five millions of lumber in New Hampshire 
this winter. The operation needs snow to 
make it a success.

More Wharf Accommodation.—The wharf 
committee have been authorized by the city 
council to call for tenders for the extension 
of the high water wharf, built last autumn, 
down stream fifty feet.

A Handsome Paper.—The Saint John 
•Globe has appeared in a new dress, which 
makes it a very handsome paper, and which 
cannot fail to increase the popularity of this 
most excellent journal.

$18,000 More Recovered.— $18,000 of the 
missing express money, stolen by Walton, 
has been recovered in a house of ill fame in 
Texas. Walton had left it with a woman 
there when he left for Canada.

"Deep Snow.— David Richards came down 
from the north on Friday. He reports about 
seven feet of snow in the woods up there and 
more coming every day. The present storm 

•extended all over the province.

A Divorce Granted. — In the divorce 
-court on Thursday, Judge Wetmore de­
livered judgment in Addison vs. Addison, 
granting a decree absolute for divorce. 
Messrs. A. J. Trueman and Geo. W. Allen 
for plaintiff.

Elected School Trustee.—Jas. T. Sharkey 
has been appointed school trustee by the 
city council, in place of the late Postmaster 
McPeake. The only other candidate was 
Dr. Seery, whose claims were strongly urged 
tjy his friends.

Retaliation. — The Woodstock town 
•council raised the water rates of the New 
Brunswick Railway, and now the company 

•are thinking seriously of moving their works 
to Debec, and the council is thinking of 
•taking back water.

The Victoria Mills.— Messrs. Hale and 
Murchie, who recently purchased the Vic­
toria Mills, are preparing to do a large 
amount of work the coming season. Both 
gentlemen were in the city on Monday, and 
made arrangements for the thorough repair­
ing and equipping of the mill property 
preparatory to the opening of the river. A. 
Hale will be in charge.

Bread Inspector Appointed. — At Tues­
day night’s meeting of the city council, city 
marshal Roberts was appointed bread in­
spector. His duties are to commence April 
1st. ; no salary is provided. It will be the in­
spectors duty to see that the loaves of bread 
sold by the bakers are up to the standard 
•weight, and not to test the quality of the 
bread, as the name might suggest.

Longer Hours.— The clerks in the various 
■departmental buildings were lately notified 
of an advance — not in their wages, but in 
the time they are to work. Hereafter they 
will be required to be at their offices at half­
past nine in the morning and remain until 
half-past four in the afternoon, and during 
the session of the House until six, instead of 
from ten o’clock until four, as was former­
ly the custom.

Commenced Cutting Ice. — R. A. Estey, 
acting for himself and several associates 
commenced cutting ice, nearly opposite his 
mill, on Friday. He has a large number of 
men at work, and can give employment to 
more. He will cut about five thousand tons, 
and will store the most of it in a building to 
be erected in the old exhibition grounds. It 
is to be hoped that their enterprise 
will meet with success.

Case Against J. A. Edwards. — The case 
against John A. Edwards for a fourth viola­
tion of the Scott Act was taken up on Fri­
day morning. No witnesses appeared in 
ansWtr to the subpoenas, and the case was 
adjourned for a week. Police Magistrate 
Marsh announced his intention of issuing 
warrants on Monday to bring the witnesses 
before the court. J. W. McCready for prose­
cution. Wesley Vanwart for defence.

Races at Marysville.
One of the largest crowds of the season was 

in attendance at the Marysville rink Friday 
nighC to witness the grand programme of 
races vhich was announced to take place. 
The fame of the skaters who were to take 
part in the important races, and the fact that 
the ice was in excellent condition was a suf­
ficient inducement to fill the rink to its ut­
most capacity.

The races were a success in every respect, 
reflecting more than ordinary credit on the 
management. Indeed a gentleman who has 
been present at some of the skating contests 
of the world, said he never saw races man­
aged in a more satisfactory manner. The 
Marysville brass band furnished excellent 
music, and the little town should be proud 
of its rink and its band.

The one mile race for the amateur record 
of the world, now held by Joe Donoghue of 
New York, was skated by R. W. Carson of 
St. John, in 3.12. Taking everything into 
consideration this was excellent time.

The three mile professional race for cham­
pionship of New Brunswick and handsome 
gold medal, was contested by H. Dingee and 
E. McDonald of St. John. The former won 
in 9.40.

The three mile amateur race for gold medal 
and championship of Fredericton and 
Marysville, was won by Arthur Gibson, de­
feating T. Stafford ; time 10.30.

The three mile race for gold medal between 
3ames Hefferon of Portland and R. W. Car- 
son of St. John, amateur champion of the 
maritime provinces, was won by Carson in
l53®l

There were some other boys races which 
were very interesting and in which good 
time was made, but our space does not per­
mit of publishing them.

Bible Society Meeting.
The Bible society meeting on Thursday 

was largely attended. In his report the 
secretary, Chas. A. Sampson, referred to the 
removal from the province, during the year, 
of Messrs. George R. Parkin and W. G. 
Gaunce, both energetic members of the com­
mittee; also that of the gentlemen who man­
aged the affairs of the society 30 years ago, 
only one occupies a place on the committee 
to-day — Andrew Inches. The names of 
the officers and committee for the ensuing 
year are as follows :

President, George E. Fenety ; vice presi­
dents, Hon. David Wark and E. C. Freeze ; 
treasurer, Hon. A. F. Randolph ; secretary, 
Chas. A. Sampson ; auditor, John Edwards ; 
depositary, J. F. McMurray ; committee, An­
drew Inches, Wm. Crocket, A. M., Prof. T. 
Harrison, LL D. Herbert C. Creed, A. M., 
C. H. B. Fisher, Q. C., John W. Spurden, 
James A. Vanwart, A. M., J. G. McNally, G. 
R. Parkin, A. M., Martin Lemont, John J. 
Weddall, Wesley Vanwart, A. M., D. R. For- 
gan, L. W. Johnston, G. H. Cobum, M. D., 
together with the ministers of the different 
denominations, who are members of the so­
ciety. The depository is the bookstore of 
Messrs. McMurray & Co., Queen street.

The treasurer’s report showed that the 
ladies’ branch paid into the treasury $588.73, 
which, with the balance on hand at the be­
ginning of the year, and amount paid in by 
repository, made the total sum for the year, 
$741.18. The usual remittance of £40 sterl­
ing was forwarded to the parent society as a 
free contribution, and £10 on purchase ac­
count. The ladies’ branch forwarded £40 to 
the London Bible and domestic female mis­
sion.

The Harvey - Salisbury Line.
Halifax has returned to its first love, and 

has again declared in favor of the Harvey- 
Salisbury route of the Short Line. Joint com­
mittees from the city council, chamber of 
commerce, and board of trade of Halifax, 
have passed resolutions to be forwarded to 
Ottawa, from which the following is an 
extract :

"Resolved. that while recognizing the great 
benefit that would accrue to the province of 
Nova Scotia by having the I. C. Railway con­
nect at Moncton with the two greatest rail­
way systems in Canada, giving the shortest 
routes to the west and carriers of more than 
half the imports and exports of the country, 
this joint committee would impress upon the 
representatives of Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick at Ottawa, the immediate and 
urgent necessity for the completion of this 
portion of Canada’s continental highway be­
tween Harvey and Salisbury.”

Several very enthusiastic speeches were 
made favoring this route, and the resolutions 
were carried unanimously. It looks as if the 
Halifax people were at last firmly decided in 
regard to which of the proposed routes is the 
most probable and practical. The resolutions 
recently passed by the Fredericton city coun­
cil were read at the Halifax meetings and 
approved of. His Worship Mayor Allen is 
in communication with the Mayor of Hali­
fax, in regard to the advisability of sending 
a joint delegation from Halifax, Moncton 
and Fredericton, to the capital at an early 
day, to lay the claims df the Harvey-Salis- 
bury Line beforei parliament. Edward 
Jack, at Tuesday ifight’s meeting of the 
Fredericton city council, laid before the 
board certain interesting and important facts 
in support of the Harvey-Salisbury route, 
dwelling particularly on the important re­
sults that would follow the opening up of the 
Newcastle coal fields..

Mr. Jack has been instructed by the coun­
cil to prepare a statement showing the main 
facts, figures and arguments in faVor of this 
route, to be printed and forwarded to Otta­
wa. The prospects of the Harvey-Salisbury 
Line being built seem to be brightening, and 
if the cities of Halifax. Moncton and Fred­
ericton would unite their influence, much 
might be accomplished.

Who are They T
There has been considerable talk in the 

city and vicinity lately over an unhappy 
estrangement which has recently taken place 
between a newly-married eouple residing 
not far from the city. The groom is well 
known in the city and the locality in which 
he resides, and the bride was a resident of 
Fredericton previous to her marriage. After 
the wedding the young couple went to the 
home- of the groom’s parents to reside. 
Certain actions of the daughter-in-law raised 
the anxiety, if not the suspicions, of the old 
folks. A call from a gentleman visitor one 
day is said to have lasted a little longer than 
was thought necessary, and the husband 
was notified. He went into the room and 
threatened to apply the boots to his wife’s 
visitor if he did not decamp. Since then pro­
ceedings for a divorce have been talked of.

Officers Elected.
At the last regular meeting of Royal Ar­

canum and Home Circle of this city the fol­
lowing officers were installed for both Coun­
cils for the present term by Deputy G. 8.

The P. E. L Poisoning Case.

The examinations into the Charlottetown 
poisoning case is being continued. Several 
witnesses testified to Mrs. Weeks having 
purchased strychnine and rough on rats at 
various times. Another witness testified 
that the defendant had poisoned some cats 
with a white powder. W. F. Best of St. 
John, testified that rough on rats contained 
ninety-nine parts of arsenic. He tested it 
with the whiskey for some time, and the 
whiskey in the analysis contained arsenic. 
He would not say it was rough on rats.

John Williams testified that he drove Mrs. 
Weeks to Cape Traverse to cross to the main­
land. Mrs. Weeks told witness it was hard 
she should have to leave through Mrs. 
Sutherland. John D. McLeod testified to 
Mrs. Weeks telling him she had received an 
anonymous letter advising her to leave the 
island at once. David McKay advised her 
to leave, and gave her $200 to go with. 
Collector of Inland Revenue Nash told how 
he had seen Sutherland making clandestine 
visits to Mrs. Weeks in the autumn of 1888, 
and entering through the pantry window, 
and through the front door, and that these 
visits had continued for some time. While 
this evidence was being given Mrs. Weeks 
was taken suddenly ill.

W. F. Carter had a conversation with Mrs. 
Weeks on the train from Cape Traverse. 
She would defy Sutherland to go back on 
her. She just wanted to see him for five 
minutes to settle it. “ I suppose Jim is act­
ing best man home, now ?” she said.

W. D. McKay knew of the poisoning on 
28th January. He talked with Sutherland 
on the 30th. He induced Mrs. Weeks to go 
away on the 31st. He sent her $200 for that 
purpose. He induced her to go away for 
Sutherland’s sake, as her name was men­
tioned in connexion with the case. He did 
it for Sutherland’s sake, as they were great 
personal friends, without thinking of the 
consequence to Mrs. Weeks. He wanted to 
avoid a scandal. Sutherland was opposed to 
her going.

Maggie and Annie Henderson, sisters of 
Mrs. Sutherland, told of their visits to see 
their sister, Mrs. William Goom, who lives in 
the other half of the house with Mrs. Weeks, 
was also examined. She said the prisoner 
told her New Year’s day, 1889, that Suther­
land gave her a set of diamond earrings as a 
present. She saw Sutherland go in and out 
of Mrs. Weeks’ frequently and at different 
hours. She also saw him go out at daylight 
in the morning.

W. A. Weeks, brother-in-law of the pris­
oner, said he was one of the trustees of his 
brother's estate, which yielded about $300 a 
year. She drew money from the principal 
on two occasions, once in 1888 and again in 
December, 1889.

W. C. T. U. Conference.
There will be a conference of W. C. T. U. 

workers in this city march 13th and 14th.

IN THE LUMBER WOODS.
Th» Present Contrasted with the Past.
The lumber season is about drawing to a 

close. For the most part the winter’s opera­
tions have met with average success. The 
cut in the various sections of the province 
is equal for the most part, to that of pre­
vious years. On the whole the winter has 
been favorable to the great industry of our 
province. There have been a few draw­
backs, not the least of which has been the 
ubiquitous grip, which penetrated the re­
motest depths of the forest, and laid its 
frigid hand on the woodsman. The present 
heavy snow storm, following so closely on 
that of last week, will considerably impede 
the work of hauling lumber from the yards 
to the brows, but with these exceptions, the 
people of the province will be pleased to 
learn that the greatitrdttstry of New Bruns­
wick, which gives employment to so many 
men, and which keeps alive and prosperous 
so many other lines of business, has not 
been retarded by any calamitous drawbacks, 
and that the cut for the winter is satisfac­
tory to the various operators.

“ Speaking of lumbering,” said a promin­
ent lumberman the other day, “there is 
no business in which the advance and im­
provements over old plans and methods 
have been more rapid and complete than in 
the lumbering operations in the woods.
Why, said he, it is only a few years, 
since the man who went into the woods in 
the fall, saw no signs of comfort until he 
came out in the spring. The accommoda­
tions were all of the most rude and primitive 
character, the camps were generally built 
after the men went into the woods, and 
w -re mere protections against the weather, 
the men laid down at night on some boughs, 
with such covering as they might happen to 
bring into the woods with them ; the fare 
was the most common kind, being chiefly 
pork and fish—none of the present comforts 
being heard of in those days. It was on the 
streams that the men suffered most. From 
long before daylight in the morning until 
after sundown at night the men drove the 
lumber down the swollen streams, and often 
drenched through at night by an,accidental 
bath in the cold water, or by a beating rain, 
they laid down on the cold ground without 
covering of any kind and slept until morn­
ing. They always laid close together and 
built a huge fire, which two men of the 
party, in turns, kept blazing all night long, 
and by the time the men were ready to 
turn out they were pretty well dried, pro­
vided it did not rain during the night.
Now these things are all changed and the 
old plan of getting along in the woods, has 
given way to the progressive spirit of the 
times, and the man who goes into the 
woods for the winter very often goes to a 
house far better than the one he left his 
family in at home, and almost always more 
conveniently appointed. The lumber camps 
of the present day are substantial and com­
modious, are fitted up with all the modem 
improvements. A good cooking range and 
a good cook are the first essentials. The 
sleeping accommodation around the sides of 
the camp are well supplied with straw beds, 
and plenty of woollen blankets. The 
“grub ” is of the best quality and the most 
nutritous that the country affords. Beans 
and pork and hot buns form the morning 
meal, a dinner of cold meat and bread is 
carried to the men in the woods, while a hot 
supper of fresh beef, potatoes, and some 
kind of a pudding, pr perhaps codfish or 
soup, awaits them on their return to the 
camp in the evening. The evening hours 
are spent in various ways, some of the men 
grinding axes, others mending socks, moc­
assins or snowshoes, others reading a book 
or a late paper sent them by their friends at 
home, while another plays the fiddle or en­
tertains the company with a song. No card 
playing is ever seen in ft wëH regulated 
lumber camp. A bundle of papers or books 
from the regions of civilization is looked 
upon as a great treat, and goes the rounds 
of ail the men, who read everything, even 
to the advertisements. The old method of 
driving is improved on, the men being well 
fed and sleeping in tents each night. rrtH 
Taking everything into consideration the -S--i 
life of the lumberman of the present day is 
a comfortable and healthy life.”

Three years ago efforts were 
made to establish a lottery enterprise there, 
and a year ago it was again before the 
Legislature. It has been said that all this 
time the Louisiana people were really be­
hind the scheme. The feet that their 
twenty years charter will expire in Louis- 
ana this year, and that they cannot get it 
renewed there, has made Nevada their 
last hope. The chances of success are good, 
is the State is in need of money, and many 
legislators will back the scheme. Senator 
Torre, among others fevors the lottery, 
ind he says Senators Sharon, Belknap, 
Boyle, Williams and Ormsby will support 
it, and it is likely to go through.

THE BEAVER’S SAGACITY.

Probably more has been written about 
the industry of the honey bee and the sa­
gacity of the beaver than about any other 
two members of the animal kingdom. A 
recent number of the Boston Journal of 
Commerce gives a most graphic description 
of the intelligent and industrious beaver 
as follows :

Beavers live in families, like human Se­
ings. The male has one wife, and the 
children stay at home until they are three 
years old, when they go abroad seeking 
companions of their own and set up house­
keeping for themselves. If by any reason 
a general break-up of the “lodge” takes 
place, the young beavers go down stream 
and the old ones up, as it is easier to build 
a dam up stream, where the water is shal­
lower, and generally bark from small trees 
is more easily obtained.

The lodges, if not broken up by man, 
remain in use for a long series of years, 
and are admirably adapted to convenience 
and safety. Each lodge on the bank of a 
stream has three openings, and sometimes 
more. The first entrance slopes up gradu­
ally from the bottom of the stream to the 
chamber where the beavers live. By this 
entrance they bring in their food, which 
consists of short sticks of wood covered 
with bark, cut short enough to be turned 
or handled any way inside of the living 
room. Another entrance, or way of egress 
rather, goes straight down from the cham­
ber to a level with the bottom of the river, 
when it turns squarely and comes out in 
the bottom of the stream. Down this hole 
they drop the sticks when they have eaten 
off the bark, and then drag the white naked 
pieces of wood out of the bottom to float 
away. The third entrance is from beneath 
also, and is sinuous, turning in many ways, 
and serves a good purpose when besieged 
by an enemy. All these entrance ways 
are arched over with sticks and plastered 
with mud and grass. The bottoms of these 
entrance ways are also laid with short 
sticks like corduroy. The lodge Or chamber 
itself is a house from six to eight feet 
square, laid up against the wall with sticks 
like a log cabin. When a stick in the wall 
of this cabin rots, it is carefully removed 
and another put in its place.

The beaver exercises great diligence and 
wisdom in procuring and storing its food 
Thick bark on the trunks of large trees is 
not suitable for him and his family, and 
so they cut down the tree for the smaller 
limbs, on which the bark is more tender 
and nutritious. Two nights’ work is suffi­
cient to fell a large tree, each family being 
left to enjoy the fruits of its own labor. It 
is said they promptly kill all socialists, 
trouble breeders, and those who are too 
lazy to work. When a tree on which they 
are working begins to crackle, they desist 
from cutting till it begins to fell, when 
they plunge into the water one after an­
other, “plunk,” “plunk,” “plunk,” till all 
are in, where they wait with great caution 
lest the noise of the felling tree might at­
tract some enemy to the place, maybe 
some fool with a gun. Nor is this all. 
They know how to regulate the cutting of 
a tree so as to make it fall always in the 
water. This is done so as to enable them 
to transport their short sticks by water to 
the lodge. Master beaver places it under 
his throat and pushes it before him to the 
place where it is to be sunk at the mouth 
of the entrance way to the lodge.

A book might be written on the beavers’ 
dam. This is, without doubt, the most in­
genious and scientific structure built by 
any creature save man. The object of this 
dam is to raise and hold the water so as 
to cover the entrance way to his chamber. 
This makes the beaver both comfortable 
and safe. The dam is constructed of sticks, 
mud, and stones gathered together 
with great skill and labor. The breadth 
of the base and top of the beavers’ dam is 
always in exact proportion to its height 
and length and the volume of water to be 
held. _______________

THE SIBERIAN HORRORS.

A despatch received via Dalziel’s Cable 
News Agency says, regarding the recent 
atrocities at Kara, Siberia, that after one 
of the female prisoners had been dragged 
from her bed and subjected to indignities, 
the other political prisoners determined to 
make a test.case of the outrage and to this 
end organized what is known among them 
as a hunger strike, bitter experience hav­
ing taught them that only some terrible 
tragedy would attract the attention of the 
authorities. The women, therefore, fasted 
twenty-two days, and many would have 
died but that they were forcibly fed by 
the soldiers under the orders of the Gov­
ernor. These were carried out with shock­
ing brutality, the women being held down 
while food was forced into their stomachs 
by unnatural means. Finally Mme. Sahida 
decided to sacrifice herself to save hez 
companions, and so slapped the governor 
of the prison in the face, and, instead of 
patiently submitting insulted the Gover­
nor-General, Baron Korf, who ordered that 
the woman should be flogged, which was 
done, in a brutal manner. Eyewitnesses 
say that the spectacle was a sickening one, 
and that Mme. Sahida’s sufferings, that re­
sulted in her death, were simply awful. 
Since then the unfortunate women prison­
ers have been isolated in their cells, and 
the horrors of their treatment can only be 
imagined, no communication having been 
held with them since January 10.

OPIUM JOINT RAIDED.

A richly furnished opium joint on 
Seventh avenue, New York, was raided by 
the police. The rooms were occupied by 
Nathaniel Ackerman and wife about two 
weeks ago. There was something myteri- 
ous about their movements, they being 
rarely seen out but receiving a great many 
callers, both men and women, The ap­
pearance of the visitors indicated respect­
ability and refinement, especially with re­
gard to the women, who were all hand­
somely dressed.

The visitors came at all hours of the 
night but always deported themselves so 
quietly that the suspicions of the other 
occupants of the building were not aroused 
until they noticed a strong, heavy, nauseat­
ing odor, which penetrated the whole 
house. The police were notified and a 
squad under the dive about 9.30 last night 
and arrested five women and nine men, 
all young people.

The debauch of the night had hardly 
begun, though three of the smokers were 
just going off into a doze. After the raid 
one of the young men arrested said that 
if the police had come there Saturday 
night they might have arrested fifty smok­
ers.
