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Count Witte has retired from 
the Russian Premiership and is 
succeeded by Goremykin, who 
has formed a new ministry. The 
elections are over and the first 
Parliament opens to-morrow. 
The opening ceremonies will be 
on a magnificent scale. The 
Emperor will open Parliament in 
person and all members of the 
Royal family and all the ladies 
and gentlemen ’of the Court, and 
civic and military officers are ex 
pected-to be in attendance. The 
new Parliament is made up of 
maay^ ptiiiea ; but the constitu­
tional Democrats have a majority

In London, on the 2nd insk 
Sir Thomas Shanghnessey, Presi­
dent of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way Company, created some stir 
by a speech made at the Cana­
dian Club, in connection with the 
Canadian Pacific Empress subsidy, 
This subsidy is voted from the 
Imperial Treasury, and it was 
stated at this meeting by the 
Secretary for the Colonies, Lord 
Elgin, that it was to be continued 
for two years. Lord Elgin gave 
the impression that the con­
tinuance of the subsidy was only 
secured by himself and Lord 
Strathcona, Canadian High Com­
missioner, from the chancellor of 
the exchequer, with great diffi­
culty. It is understood that both 
the Admiralty and the Post Office 
were opposed to the subsidy on 
their special grounds. The per­
sistence with which Lord Strath­
cona insisted on the Imperial 
claims of the Canadian Pacific 
route, at length overcame the 
departmental obstacles. Sir 
Thomas Shanghnessey welcomed 
the announcement of the Colonial 
Secretary on the principle, that 
half a loaf is better than no bread. 
It was the outspoken way in 
which he commented, in the pre­
sence of the Colonial Secretary, 
on the neglect of British Ministers 
and permanentofficials to visit Can­
ada and become acquainted with 
the actual conditions of the empire 
they were eharged to govern, that 
attracted such special attention. 
Referring especially to the per­
manent head of the Canadian de­
partment of the colonial office, who 
was present, Sir Thomas expressed 
astonishment that he had never 
been in Canada, and should be the 
incumbent. A man holding such 
a position should spend at least 
three months in Canada every 
year (general cheers). It was 
recently stated in the Canadian 
senate that no minister while in 
office had ever visited Canada. 
These were conditions requiring 
attention. Sir Thomas continued 
as follows : “A few years ago. 
when trade questions were dis­
cussed between Canada and the 
United States we were treated 
with something in the nature of 
contempt. Are we going to per­
mit the Rockfellers, Carnegie», 
Hills and other men to introduce 
the United States policy in Cana­
dian trade relations, which may 
lead to most serious results in the 
future ? Are we so supine as to 
let them determine Canada’s 
future career ? I do not know by 
what means we can prevent them 
from carrying their objects into 
practice, but whether by free 
trade or fair trade or a com­
bination of free trade and fair 
trade, we must attempt to do it.” 
Lord Strathcona in his speech was 
equally frank. As regards the 
new Canadian Atlantic service he 
said he was satisfied it would not 
not be satisfactory until the pas­
sage from land to land was made 
by Canadian steamships inside of 
four days. Plain speeffh of this 
kind may do those officials some 
good and rouse them to a sense of 
the obligation that should rest 
on them to become somewhat 
acquainted with the actual condi­
tion of affairs in the Greater 
Britain on this side of the At 
lantic.

A short and incomplete discus­
sion took place on the question of 
Parliamentary indemnities and 
allowances to retired Ministers ; 
progress was made with the Rail­
road Act amendments, the Fruit 
Marks Bill and several other 
measures, and something was done 
in supply.

BY 54 MAJORITY.
On Tuesday evening the House 

by a vote of 115 to 61 declared 
that the immigration contract 
which the Qovernment has can­
celled, was not injurious, impro 
vident and absurd It was a 
straight party vote except that 
Mr. Bourassa and Mr. Verville 
who are Liberals, supported Mr. 
Foster’s motion condemning the 
contract.

Tuesday’s debate, occupying the 
whole of the afternoon and even­
ing until two o’clock in the morn­
ing, was warm and at times excit­
ing. Mr. Miller on the Govern 
ment side was followed by Mr. 
Lake the able Conservative mem­
ber from Saskatchewan, now 
serving his first parliamentary 
term. Afterward Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, Mr. Borden, Mr. Fisher 
and Mr. Stockton, of St John, 
spoke in order, Mr.^lourassa, from 
hie independent point of view, 
closing the discussion. Mr. Lake 
showed very clearly that the im­
migrants upon whom bonuses had 
been paid to the extent of hun­
dreds of thousands, had come to 
the West without any assistance 
or inducement from the company. 
Settlers in the West sent their 
own money to bring out friends 
and relatives, and the Government 
paid favored but anonymous 
friends five dollars per head for 
watching them come.
THE PREMIER’S WEAK DE­

FENCE
Sir Wilfrid Lanrier’s defence 

could hardly be called a defense 
at all. He argued that if the 
immigrants got here they were 
worth a thousand dollars each to 
the country and therefore five 
dollars a head was not too mnch 
to pay. He did not even attempt 
to connect the company which got 
the money with the immigrants 
who came, and failed altogether 
to explain why a contract so good 
as this was claimed to be, should 
have been cancelled. Beyond 
making the general statement 
that the contractors had failed to 
carry out their obligations, he 
could not be induced to explain 
what the company had failed 
to do.

Mostly hie speech was declama­
tion. The premier said that Can­
ada was a great country and had 
become so in the last ten years. 
He asserted that ten years ago 
you could have counted on yonr 
two hands all men of consequence 
from the Mother Country who 
realized that such a country as 
Canada existed. In short, as Mr. 
Borden afterward observed, the 
Premier thought that Canada 
shone simply by his own reflected
gi°ry-

A QUEER COMPANY.
The Premier gave Mr. Borden 

an excellent opportunity for reply 
and the opposition leader rose to 
the occasion. He rehearsed once 
more the bad features of the con­
tract showing that it was made in 
secret and without authority of 
parliament, that the company 
professed to be » body corporate 
chartered in Amsterdam, when it 
was not ; that it used a false seal 
and when the fraud was discover­
ed the contractors went for incor­
poration to the island of Guernsey, 
the only place in the British Isles 
which js exempt from penalties 
with regard tq fraqdqlent and 
fictitious companies. Mr. Borden 
showed that the company had a

paid up capital stock of only 
$340,47 although it had received 
$300,000 from the Dominion 
treasury. Last year Mr. Oliver 
promised full information concern 
ing the contractors. This year he 
not only refused to tell who they 
were, but prevented his own 
officers from procuring the infor­
mation from the committee. Last 
year he declared the contractors 
were responsible shipping agents. 
This year he does not know who 
they are.

BOGUS REASONS.
Mr. Borden declared that he did 

not believe that the excuses which 
the Minister and the Premier gave 
for cancelling the contract were 
the true reasons. The statement 
that the immigration from Nor 
way, Sweden and Finland had 
recently fallen off, which was 
made the ground for the can­
cellation, was not true. There 
had been a greater falling off pre 
vious to last year, when the Min­
ister voted down a motion to 
cancel the contract Clearly the 
(Government had some reason 
other than that given, and the 
reason was one which the Minis­
ters were afraid to announce. 
The leader of the Opposition was 
especially severe in his critcism of 
Mr. Smart’s conduct in burning 
papers and destroying evidence, 
and he would not take very sen 
ously the promise of the Premier 
that if any wrong were discovered, 
the perpetrator would be punish 
ed. Sir Wilfrid had made the 
same promise with regard to the 
West Huron election frauds and 
the Yukon scandals. In one case 
he strangled the enquiry as soon 
as it began to reach the criminals, 
in the other he choked it off at 
the beginning.

A LIBERAL WARNING.
Mr. Bourassa closed the debate 

from the Liberal benches by some 
strong censure of the Government 
and sage advice to his leader. 
After declaring that Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier had made a great mistake 
in forming an alliance with Mr. 
Sifton, Mr. Bourassa warned the 
Premier of the dangers ahead of 
him. He said :—

“ A few years ago, when the term of 
office of the Liberal Qovernment in 
Toronto was coming to a close, sound 
advice was given by some of their beet 
friends to the members of the Rose 
Government. That advice wae that 
the barnacles upon the party ship 
should be treated with an iron band. 
8ir, there are to-day thousands of 
independent Liberals, not only in 
Quebec hot throughout the Dominion, 
who feel that if the pre cent Minister of 
the Interior (Mr, Oliver) bad risen in 
tbie house, end stated that the good 
faith of this government bad been 
abused by the great man from the west 
(Mr. Sifton) it would have made an 
entirely different situation. And this 
is not the last time it will be shown 
that a great mistake was made 
when tbie man wae put into the govern­
ment, that a great mistake was made 
in bringing (the premier)' him to terms 
dictated by the hon. member for 
Brandon (Mr. Sifton). It will be found 
that those who not only to-day, bat 
years ago, warned the government that 
the ex-Minister of the Interior would be 
the cause of the wreck of the Liberal 
oarty were among the best friends this 
government ever had. ”

THESE WITNESSES WILL NOT 
COME.

Meanwhile the investigation into this 
contract goes on. It has been fonnd 
ae was suspected before that Lord 
Strathcona never favored this contract 
A letter has been received from him 
making this statement. Superinten­
dent Scott of the Immigration Depart­
ment has stated an oath, that he knows 
nothing of any recent failure of the 
company which justifies a reversal of 
government policy. Mr. Sifton’s former 
secretary, Mr Gollier, who is now eeid 
to be in the Western Statea, is wanted 
to give evidence, and so is a lady who 
was formerly a stenographer in the de­
partment, and ii now said to be abroad 
also. As it seemed necessary to protect 
these witneeees from arrest should they 
retors, members of the committee 
prompting the enquiry asked for a safe­
guard. The government majority re­
fused this acd this evidence will not 
be obtained.

Mr Sifton baa been away since the 
enquiry into tbs contract began. Peo­
ple have almost forgotten that he ia 
still a member Tor Brandon, bnt be 
dropped in on Wednesday, the day after 
the vote was taken and at once began 
to defy everybody to make charges 
against him. It is not expected, how­
ever, that he will give much help to 
thoee who want to know who got the 
money,

SENATE REFORM.
A resolution was moved by Mr Mc­

Intyre, a government supporter, sec­
onded by another liberal, in favor of 
Senate reform. They advocated the 
abolition of life senatorsbipe and ap­
pointment for three parliaments, or 
fifteen years with an age limit of 
eighty. The moat interesting parts, of 
their address were quotations from the 
Liberal platform and certain Ottawa 
Convention speeches from Sir Richard 
Cartwright, Sir Oliver Mowat and other 
leading liberals, in favor of Senate re 
form. After they were heard, the Pre­
mier spoke vaguely on the subject, ask­
ing hi» friends to kindly withdraw their 
resolution, and promising to lay the 
matter before a conference of provincial 
ministers at the oloee of the session. 
Sir Wilfrid suggested the election of 
senators by the profipcia) legislatures 
in such form that each party in the 
legislature would be represented ac­
cording to its numbers, Nobody seem­
ed to think that this proposition was 
serious, and Mr Borden intimated that 
the Premier would no doubt accomplish 
as much in the way of Senate reform 
during the rant of hie short term in 
office, if bqtyed done in the lest ten

THE SPOILS SYSTEM. 
Probably Mr AyUMworth is sorry 

now that be dismissed the Post master 
of Csnnington on the ground that this 
officer bed someintereet In a small 
grocery, which Interest the Postmaster 
denied. Mr Aylesworth himself U gain­
ing thousands of . dollars in on slde 
practise in addition to his 99,600 income 
and be can hardly show good cause for 
this treatment of a 9900 official. About 
a soon of members daring the afternoon 
told him about liberal postmasters with 
mnch larger salaries that Ihe Canning1 
ton man, who era carrying on private 
business most of their time.

THE THIN RED LINE.
A Committee of the Commons, with 

Mr Aylseworth in the chair, is revising 
the election end franchise laws. Bills 
amending existing Acts have been re 
ferred to this committee, which inoiodes 
some of the lesding lawyers in parlia­
ment. It Was thought that in order to 
find a remedy for election frauds the 
character of tbs offences should be un­
derstood. For that purpose witnesses 
end papers concerning the B4J Line 
ease were brought to the eoramittee 
room. Here Is the story as 'partly 
presented-to the Committee :

Previous to the General Election o' 
1904 the printed list of voters for Selkirk 
constituency, Manitoba, was forwarded 
to the riding by the King’s Printer. 
This list was posted in post offices and 
public pieces, and was the only one 
seen by meet of the electors before poll 
ing day. Bat when the polls opened it 
wss fonnd that the returning officers 
had been supplied With an official list 
in which many names in the original 
document bed been crossed ont with a 
red line. At the Beaneejonr poll 41 
names had been marked off and trans­
ferred to other polie in the district. 
This red line list had been prepared end 
marked in the local Liberal committee 
room. Private notice wss given to 
Liberals transferred to other polie, 
while Conservatives had no public or 
private information and went to the 
polls assigned them in the posted list. 
Ballots were refused them, but no one 
could tell them where they had a right 
to vote, even if there bed been time to 
get to the place. At Beansejonr, ac­
cording to Henry Gibson, who testified 
the polling officer accepted the ballots 
conditionally, piecing them in a eepar 
ate envelope. When this envelope was 
opened it wae fodnd to contain sixteen 
Conservatives and two Liberal ballots. 
The witness said that one Liberal had 
arrived from Ontario too late to be sent 
to the poll assigned him. The other 
vote was cast by a Conservative who 
made a mistake in marking his ballot. 
The twenty-three Liberals who had 
been transferred knew where to go and 
got in their votes at the proper place. 
Snch was the information given to the 
elections laws committee. The attempt 
to follow np the inquiry was discreetly 
headed off by the Government support­
ers in the committee and by the 
Minister in the chair. They did not 
think It relevant

CABINET CHANGES.
Announcement ie made of the retire­

ment of Chief Justice Sir E. Taschereau 
on a pension equal to his full salary. 
It is expected that Mr Fitspatrick, 
Minister of Justice, will succeed him, 
and that Mr Aylesworth will leave the 
Poet Office Department to become 
Minister of Justice. This change will 
remove from the cabinet the strongest 
colleague of the premier, and who 
has been of ti e greatest assistance to 
Sir Wilfrid in parliament. Mr Fitz­
patrick easily commnads the attention 
of the House and has help­
ed the premier out of many difficulties. 
He will be succeeded in the Justice De­
partment by Mr Aylesworth, who has 
helped the premier into many 
difficulties.

THE LATE MR. WHITE. 
Genuine and hearty expreesione of 

sorrow came "from both aides of the 
House when word arrived of the death 
of Hon Peter White, the Conservative 
member for North Renfrew, and former 
Speaker of the Commons. It was the 
fortune of Mr White to occupy the 
chair daring e time of considerable 
stress, snd members who were in the 
seventh parliament with him did not 
wait until their Soaker's death to say 
that he was a model presiding officer. 
He sat in six parliaments end was one 
of the old gnard who enrronnded Sir 
John A Macdonald when he was 
leader of the Opposition. In brief ad­
dresses Sir Wilfrid Lsnrier and Mr 
Bodren paid high tribute to the charact­
er of their lste colleague.

NOT MUCH DOING.
A fine illustration of how not to do it 

is afforded by the Intercolonial grain 
elevator at St John, N B. This struc­
ture cost the country $160,321. It has 
a capacity of 500,000 bushels - In the 
fiscal year 1900, 480.000 bnshelaof grain 
passed tbrongh this elevator, or not 
quite enough to fill at once. The total 
quantity which has been In the ele-el or 
in the six years since 1000 is 255,000 
bushels, or about half enough to fill the 
bine. There ere other elevators in St. 
John, not built by the government, 
which cost mnch lees, end ero handling 
millions of bushels of grain annually. 
But the government elevator stands 
empty and idle.

Montcalm Coming.

Back from the Indies

The schooner Corona, Oapt Ander­
son, strived here last Friday night 
from Barbadoes with a cargo of

Daring March in India 
the plague increased rapidly in every 
province, and reappeared in a dietrict 
from which it was supposed to have 
been banished. Bengal has been re 

Willen- porting 5,000 deaths a week, and Cal 
entta had forty deaths in one day in 
March. Bombay has 150 deaths every 
day. Matters are equally had In the 
cintrai province, in spite of the splendid 
efforts to crash the disease by segrega, 
tion inocnlation, etc. The sickness is 
proving equally deadly in Africa, and 
has now reached the west shores of Lake 
Mwerd and Tanganyike, where the 
natives are dying by the thousand, 
British Central Africa is threatened, 
and there is every reason to fesr that 
the diseased in time will reach tbe 
thickly populated country. Mr. Whyte, 
chief of scientific department of the 
Colonial Office, thinks the spread of the 
disease ie chiefly due to the increased 
facilities of transport under British 
rule. The natives are now constantly 
moving, whereas in tbe old days of 
tribal wars they did not move far from 
the native villages.

Great Catholic Losses 
in San Francisco 

Disaster.

How fared Catholic San Fran­
cisco ?

Commercial San Francisco haa 
been practically annihilated. It 
stood in the heart of the six square 
miles of territory now covered by 
smoking rains. Within the rained 
area, along with the great business 
structures, were thousands ol dwell­
ings and numerous churches, school- 
and charitable institutions.

“ Churches in San Francisco were 
especially bard hit by earthquake 
and fire,” says one despatch. “ More 
than eighty churches, missions and 
convents wore razed. Among these 
were some of the most notable in 
San Francisco.”

Then follows a list of the destroyed 
buildings, ai ranged under the vari­
ous denominational heads. From 
this list it is evident that the Cath­
olics suffered mote than any other 
religious body. They have received 
a staggering blow, recovery from 
which will entail years of toil and 
sacrifice. Toe lis', which is probably 
far from complete, follows :

St. Ignatius’ Church and O jllege, 
involving s loss over $1,000,000 
Tnis was the largest eburoh in Ur 
city.

A Voice From the Grave
Rev. M. J. Power, of St. Mary’s 

College, Riohardton, N. D., haa 
given to the “ New World,” of Chi­
cago, the following literal translation 
of a posthumous letter of the Bishop 
of St. Gall, Switzerland. Written by 
Mgr. Egger on the threshold of eter 
oity, the letter waa only recently 
read to his clergy and people. lie 
tender simplicity, sublime faith and 
hope, recall the words and writings 
of the early Christian confessors and 
doctors of the Church.

Ttie value of snob things 
now has changed ; for praise, earned 
upon earth, may be for me a re 
proach in the day of judgment, while 
oensure may be a glory.

The evangelization of the Belgian 
Congo has been hitherto in the bands 
of members of Religious Orders and 
Congregations existing in Belgium, 
and, with some exceptions, of Bel­
gian nationality. Oalholio Belgium 
did not leave the honor of carrying 
the blessings of Christianity and 
civilization to a barbarous people, 
which had come under the beneficial 
rule of her King, to Catholics of 
other nationalities. Nor bad she 
any need to call in outside help for 
the glorious work she had under­
taken ; for,.can she not boast of an 
army of missionaries, men and wo­
men, ready at the word of command 
of their superiors, to leave for Cen­
tral Afrioq and die on the field of 
battle ? And when one dies, are not 
ten others willing to take his or her 
place 7

But of late certain people have 
been flooding the newspapers, and 
arousing popular sentiment, especi­
ally in England, by tales of atrocities 
committed on the poor Congolese by 
Belgian officials. These tales were 
backed up by “ good missionary evi­
dence” of a certain Protestant type. 
All the Catholio missionaries, 300 of 
whom, men and women, are labor­
ing with conspicuous zeal in the 
Congo, and coming into daily, nay, 
hourly contact with the natives, have 
never reported any snob atrocities 
Here was a difficulty, to dispose of 
which recourse was had to the alle­
gation that the Catholic missionaries 
bashed np the ‘truth, because they 
wore bribed by the Government ; 
that they feared to allow the publie 
cation of their private letters, in 
which, it is alleged, they acknow­
ledged snob atrocities to have been 
committed, lest they should be dis­
avowed by their countrymen. These 
300 Catholio men and women, then, 

to whose devotion all impartial 
wimeaaes have testified, who are 
spending all their lives in ‘ Darkest 
Africa,’ without a home, without 
any of the family comforts or world­
ly prospects which serve as a com­
pensation to Protestant missionaries, 
were accused of being accessories to 
numberless Crimes perpetrated 
against the very natives for whose 
welfare they have given np every, 
thing, and whom they are toiling to 
rescue from savagery.” (New Af­
rica, Nov., 1904.)

These monstrous which have 
often been repudiated as vile 
and baseless calumnies, have receiv­
ed another and most effective dis­
claimer by the invitation extended 
by King Leopold to English Catholio 
Missionaries to share the work of 
evangelization among the Congolese 
with their Belgian companions-in- 
arms. These missionaries will be 
disinterested witnesses of the truth ; 
nobody can suspect them of hushing
