Marmara of a vague unreal in 
India have, from lime to time, made 
ihemaelvee heard in the public press 
■ind the free and full discussion of 
he present situation by Ernest R.

Hull in his article on India in the 
Catholic Encyclopedia should be 
welcomed by all who are interested 
in acquainting themselves with 
actual conditions. The author 
says :

Tne Government and the people.—
There bas arisen in India of recent 
years a wave of national aspiration, 
which is by some viewed with 
alarm, and by others with indiffér­
ons I" originated or first mani­
fested itself by the formation of the 
Indian National Oong ess in 1886, 
which began to hold annual meet­
ings wherein “ to give vo ce to our 
aspirations and to formulate our 
wants” (Gokhale in 1905). In 1904 
a party-protest against the partition 
of Bengal was followed by an at­
tempt to force the hand of Govern­
ment by the boycott of imported 
goods in favour of Indian manufac­
tures (Swadeshi movement), which 
in turn developed into an effort 
after “national revival.” This 
movement issued in a certain amount 
of seditious writing, ey stemalio 
spread of disaffection among the 
masses, and even resort to anarchis­
tic methods such as the use of 
bombs, etc. Given that the element 
of sedition and violence is suppressed 
with a firm hand, the movement 
does not (in the present writer’s 
opinion) forebode anything like a 
mutiny, orjjopardiza British domin­
ion . Butin its constitutional ele­
ments, which are based on demo­
cratic ideas derived from European 
education, it^will have to be reckon­
ed with'. Viewed in this light, it 
means that an ever increasing num­
ber of Hindus, who have been edu­
cated on English lines and many of 
them in English universities, realize 
keenly their position as British enb 
jeots, claim'equality with Europeans 
in talent, education, and citizenship, 
seek to be admitted more extensively 
to Government vffioee, aim at a 
representative instead of an auto­
cratic form of government, demand 
financial autonomy for the Country, 
eiC , .-to., and are endeavouring to 
develop public opinion in favour of 
all these points, first among their 
own class, and then among the 
community i . general, No one can 
quarrel with this aspiration so long 
as it worked on constitutional lines, 
a d in a measure calculated to pro­
mote the real welfare of the country. 
The practical diffl ml y arises from 
the fact that while in the eyes of 
most Europeans the country is not 
yet ripe for snob measures, the pro­
moters of the movement either be 
liove that it is ripe, or else that by 
pushing the matter the country oan 
be made ripe far sooner than it 
matters are left a'one. This seems 
a fair and moderate view of the 
movement, putting aside the more 
extreme tendencies connected with 
it. With regard to the policy of 
Government iu dtaVng with the 
situation, account runs', be taken of 
the tendency of the Qriental mind 

take ad­

It does not otyme within the scope 
of this article to discuss the political 
situation. Our only concern here 
is to dispel certain false or exag­
gerated notions as to the relations 
between Government and people 
Tnere does not, it is true, exist in 
India much positive patriotism iu 
favour of ^riiish rqle j hqt at the

industries ; but this has been amply 
compensated for by the increased 
facilities of obtaining articles of 
comfort and convenience, as also in 
the employment given to natives in 
government posts, office work, pub­
lic works, industries, outlets for pro­
duce, etc. No one will deny that 
detailed improvements in adminis­
tration are possible and desirable ; 
but the grievances which exist, 
while affording matter for constitu­
tional representation, are not suffi­
cient to justify any real disaffection, 
still less resort to violent measures.

The really serious evils of India 
as felt by the masses are three in 
number. The first is the artificial 
creation ot fa mi nee. The constant 
recurrence of famine in India is not 
due to local scarcity of food ; for it 
is notorious that there is always iu 
the country at large plenty of grain 
for the people, and abundance to 
spare—a fact proved by the un­
diminished exportation whioh goes 
on all -the time. The cause of 
famine is due simply to the com­
bination of the native grain-dealers, 
who buy up the supplies and estab­
lish famine-prices as soon as the 
first sign of scarcity is observed.
All other explanations of famine in 
India are either false, or inadequate 
and negligible. Government ex*
pedients of famine relief-works and 
free distribution of food are neither 
adequate nor radical. The proper 
and effectual remedy would
be for Government vto make 
laws keeping the prices down and 
forcing the merchants to sell at those 
prices. This, however, Govern­
ment will not do, on the plea of not 
interfering with freedom of trade— 
thus losing sight of the duty of the 
State to protect particular classes of 
the population from what is equiv­
alently gross oppression. The 
: econd evil is the extraordinary 
usury practised by the native Mar- 
waria or money lenders, who have 
the people at their mercy in times 
of stress, and who carry on their 
business in snob a way that getting 
into their hands nsnally means’total 
min. The necessity of borrowi - g 
small sums of money being reoog— 
ni$;ed, the only remedy would be for 
Government either to provide some 
means of meeting this need on mod­
erate terms, or else to legislate in 
some effectual manner for the res-: 
traint of the professional money 
lenders—a matter easy to tbeorizo 
about but difficult to achieve. The 
third evil in India is potty tyranny, 
extortion, and corruption on the 
part of subordinate native officials. 
Such a charge can only be proved in 
detailed oases, but its widespread 
existence seems to be universally 
admitted and complained of. And 
as such acts are done under cover of 
authority, the blame of them is 
popularly attributed to the British 
Government, whioh In truth is 
utterly incapable of coping with the 
evil. With the removal or diminu­
tion of these three evils, and a few 
adjustments of taxation in view of 
local circumstances, India woulfi be 
a most prosperous and happy 
country as far as good government 
oan make it one,

'fhese remarks, based on six years’ 
0irelul observation in the country 
itself, ought to pat writers oqtside 
India oq their gqard against the 
monstrous misrepresentations whioh 
are so freqaeo'ly circulated in the 
press.—Catholic Encyclopedia,

same time neither doee there exist 
anything like a deep or widespread 
spontaneous indignation. Tne mass 
of the people usually confine their 
interest to the narrow horizon of

Pastoral Letter of the first Canadian 
Plenary Council.

“ Tbe Pastoral letter of the 
Fathers of the First Plenary Council 
of Quebec—September 19th to Nov­
ember 1st, 1909, " was published on 
the 8th of last month. This 
lucid and exhaustive pronounce­
ment “ on tbe Christian Spirit in 
the individual, in the family, and in 
society, " is addressed, to all Gatho- 
io%, clergy and laity, throughout 

Canada, and is signed by the entire 
Canadian heirarohy : the Arch­
bishop of Ephesus, the Moat Rev­
erend Donatus Sbaretti, Apostolic 
Delegate, and six other Archbishops, 
tweqiyijseven Bishops, of whom four 
are Vicars-Apostolic, two Auxiliar­
ies, and one coadjutor ; one Prefect 
Apostolic, and three Administrators 
of vacant sees. bore give a
digest of its forty one pages.

The introduction e ates that the 
chief pastors of Canada, “ after bav 
ing confided their detiberntjqnq to 
the gqifianpe of the Holy Ghost, and 
called to their consultations men 
most noteworthy for erqdition, 
wisdom and piety, hive enacted 
each decrees as they judged to be 
tbe most conducive to the spiritual 
welfare of the faithful committed to 
their care. These decrees, after 
having been submitted to the 
supreme authority of Rome will be 
made public, t be thenceforward a 
guide for your faith and a rqle for 
your conduct, V Thanking the

the ages with works that perish not. 
Tne spirit of Christ is, moreover, 
one of self denial and of sacrifice, 
opposed to the ever-growing worldly 
love of comfort, tbe eager quest of 
pleasure, the alarming increase ol 
luxury which swallows up the fruit, 
of labour, breeds dissatisfaction and 
inflames the most wicked passions 
Christians should remember that 
the Gospel is inseparable from the 
Cross, and they should therefore ac­
cept with cheerful hearts the law of 
penance, which for giniul man is a 
law of resurrection and of life.

But in order to tbe strengthening 
of the will which these supernatural 
virtues presuppose prayer is abso­
lutely necessary.

It (a 
good or the Christian ’,p lay aside 
from tir^q to tfi^e hi; occupations, 
lift his thoughts to God, and refresh 
bis soul with heavenly discourse. 
The food oi our souls is Holy Com­
munion. “Except you eat the fiesh 
of the Son u( man, and drink Hie 
blood, yoq shall not have life in you.” 
The decree on daily communion 
issued four years ago by our much 
beloved Pontiff, Pius X, has produced 
an irresistible movement of faith and 
love that is leading back the faithlqt 
to the Eucharistic Jesus,

The family, li^e the heart of the 
individual Christian, is a sanctuary 
that should be consecrated and 
sanctified by religion. It is an çrtos 
altogether too common nowadays and 
exremelj çqinous to souls, to think 
that one can serve two masters, by 
accommodating bis conscience to 
opposite codes of morality. The 
stability and happiness of the Christ­
ian home depend entirely on the in­

wisdom and honesty, To sell one’s 
vote is to sell one’s conscience and 
to dishonor the fair name of citizen. 
Catholic legislators should bear in 
mind that the Church, while admit­
ting the supremacy of the civil power 
within the limits of its own sphere, is 
herself supreme within her own do­
main, and demands that all her rights 
be respected.

As the press is the chief and large­
ly the sole educator of the multitude, 
and as bad newspapers far ' surpass 
good ones in number and in influence 
thtf responsibility of the Catholic 
journalist is as great as hie apostolate 
is fruitful. He must confront error 
with truth and counteract the poison 
of evil reading by tbe antidote of 
wholesome and interesting articles.
He must rise above party interests 
when those of religion are at stake.

Among the social plagues which 
the Fathers of the Council expose and 
combat at considerable length and 
with convincing arguments are ; (i)
intemperance, which paves “ the way 
to every abasement, physical mtellec- 
ual and moral ; ” (a) mixed mar­

riages, which are the cause of great 
losses to the Church, and which may 
be prevented by proper care on the 
part of patents to forestall the danger 
by avoiding occasions for meetings 
that may lead to such unions ; (3) 
•secret societies more or less directly 
allied to freemasonry, which, under a 
variety of names, strive with the same 
untiring persistency to wipe but 
Catholicism from the face of the 
earth ; ” (4) neuttal associations,
professing religious neutrality, which, 
although not yet under the formal 
ban of the Church, may some day 
deserve condemnation and thus ex­
pose such Catholics as have imprud­
ently joined them to the painful 
alternatively either of relinquishing 
the savings they have entrusted to 
these netural societies, or of abandon­
ing the practice of-lheit religion.

The letter concludes with, the hope 
that the principles it embodies may 
guide all Canadian Catholics in their 
private public life, and thus
bring about tbe reestablishment of all 
things in Christ.— America.

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The King Is Dead.

The people of this city and 
Province, in conjunction with 
all loyal subjects throughout 
the whole British Empire, 
learned with deepest sorrow 
the startling intelligence of 
the death of King Edward, 
the Peacemaker. The sad 
event was appalling in its sud­
denness, and awakened feel­
ings of profound regret from 
end to end o£ the Empire. 
Death came, after three days 
illness of bronchitis and pneu­
monia, at 11.45 o’clock last 
Friday night. Our time here 
is four hours later than that of 
London, so that the sad news 
was received here before 10 
o’clock the same evening 
The people of Charlottetown 
were advised of the sad in­
telligence by the tolling of the 
fire bell, followed by the bells 
of all the churches. The king 
had returned from a vacation 
trip to the continent but ten 
days previously, apparently 
in the best of health, and had 
attended to official .and social 
functions almost up to the 
very last. One of the last 
utterances attributed to the 
dying Monarch was : — “Well, 
it is all.over, but I think I 
have done my duty.’’

Edward VII was born on 
Mov. 9th 1841, the son of 
Queen Victoria and Prince 
Albert of Saxe Coburg and 
Gotha. He was educated by 
private tutors on a plan out­
lined by his father, and later 
at the universities of Edin­
burg, Oxford and Cambridge. 
Subsequently he travelled ex­
tensively, embracing in his 
itineray all parts of the Em­
pire. There are many who 
remember his visit to this city, 
when Prince of Wales, in 
i860. He was married on 
March 10th, 1863, to Princess 
Alexandra, eldest daughter of 
the Danish Prince, who short­
ly afterwards became King 
Christian IX of Denmark. 
Six children were born to this 
union, two of whom, the Duke 
of Clarence and Prince Alex­
ander died. The surviving 
children are : George Fred 
erick, now King ; Princess 
Louise, married to the Duke 
of Fife ; Princess Victoria 
Alexandra, and Princess Maud 
Charlotte, married to King 
Haakon VII, of Norway. 
King Edward ascended the 
throne on the death of Queen 
Victoria on January 22, 1901, 
so that he was King less than 
ten years. His coronation, 
originally set for June 26, 
1902, was postponed inconse­
quence of illness, until Aug­
ust 9th. No words that we 
could pen could convey abetter 
estimate of King Edward’s 
character and worth than the 
following from our esteemed 
contemporary, the St. John 
Standard :

“This Empire of four hun­
dred million souls has been 
suddenly and almost without 
warning plunged into mourn 
ing for the wisest and most 
beloved of sovereigns. The 
British people grieve no less 
for the loss of a great and 
good man in the highest place, 
than for the just and sagacious 
ruler. In the immediate 
presence of this unlooked for 
visitation the bereaved do­
minions, which owed and paid 
willing allegiance to King Ed­
ward, will not be able to 
measure the extent of their 
loss, or to realize how com­
plete has been their confidence 
in his sagacity, their trust in 
his supreme devotion to the 
nation, and their affection for 
his person. In the hour of 
national grief, the sympathy 
of millions wiU go out to the 
widow and the sons and

daughters, whose sorrôw is 
one that most men and wo­
men have known and can 
understand.

“Nine years is not long in 
the history of an Empire, yet 
the reign now ended will have 
a large place in the Imperial 
record, and in the chronicles 
of Europe. It is the fate of 
constitutional sovereigns that 
their public biography is 
merged in the history of the 
nation. They are at once 
the most conspicuous and the 
least noted among the states­
men who are working out the 
destinies of their states. 
While all have believed that 
Queen Victoria and King Ed­
ward exerted a substantial 
influence upon the destinies 
of the nation, few have known, 
and none are free to tell in 
what way and to what extent 
this influence was used. 
Though all recognize that 
King Edward has been, in a 
remarkable degree a force for 
peace and international friend­
ship in Europe and the world, 
there are no public records to 
provide it. But these are 
matters in which the nation 
and the world cannot be mis­
taken.

“When Queen Victoria was 
alive, it was said in other 
countries that the popularity 
of the Crown among the Brit 
ish people was due to her 
personal character, and that it 
was partly chivalrous devotion 
to a lady. Some thought 
that the crucial test of the 
loyalty of a democratic peov 
pie would come when the 
Queen should pass, and a king 
should succeed, who had 
grown up among the present 
generation and could not 
make the appeal that his 
mother did to the tender sym 
pathy of a people knowing all 
that was in her heart. But at 
the close of King Edward’s 
reign it may be said that his 
hold on the affection and the 
loyalty of this nation has been 
no weaker than that of Queen 
Victoria. Rather the devot 
ion of the populace to royalty 
has grown stronger and more 
assured, as the sovereign has 
moved more freely among the 
people, and become more 
clearly identified with their 
concerns, and as the nation 
has come to understand by 
experience in critical affairs, 
and by comparison with other 
countries, how nearly perfect 
an instrument of government 
a monarchical system is, when 
based upon the people’s will.

“King Edward came to the 
throne after a training better 
than any previous British 
monarch or any contemporary 
sovereign ever enjoyed. His 
father one of the most accom­
plished of political students, 
and a man of singular purity 
and wisdom, directed his edu­
cation in youth, so that while 
academic training was not 
neglected, he was brought 
into contact with living social 
fbrces. No one doubted the 
late King’s British spirit, but 
he was protected from Eng­
lish insularity by a thoroughly 
cosmopolitan education, JJe 
was home in Germany, 
France and Italy, speaking 
easily the languages of three 
countries Though the Eng­
lish 33 a class are not liked in 
Europe, the King was the 
most popular personage on 
the continent. While yet 
young, he visited the British 
colonies and possessions, 
some pf them more than once, 
and ever after cultivated the 
acquaintance of statesmen 
from the over-sea dominions. 
Thus he was the first of Brit­
ish sovereigns to have a per­
sonal acquaintance with the 
domains over sea which he 
was called upon to rule. The 
value of this training was 
recognized by the King when 
he caused his son and heir to 
follow his example.

“Having such a primary 
equipment for the duties be 
fore him, the future King 
found himself, while yet a 
young man, the support and 
helper of his widowed mother, 
who, at forty-two lost her

counsellor and husband. 
More and more as the Queen 
grew older, and Prince Ed­
ward gained knowledge, ex­
perience ^and authority, the 
son assisted in bearing the 
burden of a position whose 
responsibility he could not 
assume. Edward came to the 
throne with a perfect under­
standing of what was before 
him. Moreover as Prince of 
Wales he had taken his share 
in the duties of enlightened 
statesmanship, and citizen­
ship. Of his activities in all 
manner of work for the bene­
fit of the poor and the suffer 
ing there is record elsewhere. 
It is more likely to be for­
gotten that he served on 
many royal commissions, con­
ducting important inquiries 
into matters affecting the com­
fort and well-being of the peo­
ple.

“King Edward came to the 
throne in a time of some anx 
iety: South Africa was to be 
pacified, reconciled and organ­
ized. The hostile feeling in 
Germany was expressed with 
brutal plainness. India was 
restless, and Russia was an 
ominous figure in Asia. It 
was feared that Britain had no 
friends, except Japan, among 
the nations. How far the 
King. was instrumental in 
changing these conditions 
may be left for future discus­
sion. We know that the 
reign has been peaceful, and 
that there is no cloud on the 
diplomatic situation. Africa 
will be a Union this month. 
Australia is a united Common­
wealth. The dominions over 
seas are co-operating more 
effectively with the Mother 
land than ever before for their 
mutual support and defence.

“In the last year of the 
reign a domestic constitution­
al question had arisen which 
is thought to have given the 
King some anxiety. Much 
unauthorized use was made of 
his Majesty’s name in this 
connection. Writers have 
ventured to say what the King 
would, do, and where his sym­
pathies lay. But it will be 
found that the King has taken 
no part in the controversy. 
The time for the sovereign 
to act had not come, and no 
impetuous minister would per. 
suade the King to talk before 
the time for action. Perhaps 
the one who best knows what 
action the King would take 
in a contingency that has not 
arisen, is probably the son 
who is now King George, 
But while politicians and 
journals were speculating on 
the probable course of the 
King, the great body of loyal 
subjects throughout the land 
waited with the progress of 
events with perfect confidence 
that whoever else might make 
an improper use of his power, 
King Edward would act as 
became a constitutional sover­
eign.

“It may be said of the reign 
that has closed, 4s of the one 
before it, that it aflorfled a 
beautiful example of domestic 
felicity and of happy family 
government. The King made 
a singularly happy marriage. 
The sea-king’s daughter from 
over the -$ea has- *econ>e the 
the most popular as she was 
the most beautiful of royal 
ladies. The home that is 
now saddened tyas been an ex 
ample to which the British 
people point with pardonable 
pride. Edward the Seyenth 
was a good husband and 
father, a good man, and a 
good and great King.”

Empire would devolve upon him. 
It is true that the suddenness of 
the call may have appalled him ; 
but his subjects throughout his 
vast Dominions have confidence 
that he will prove himself equal 
to the emergency. On the death 
of King Edward a summons was 
issued to the Privy Councellors, 
by the clerk of the council, to con­
vene in the throne room of St. 
James’Palace at 2 o’clock Satur- ! 
day, for the purpose of proclaim ! 
ing the new king. Accordingly1 
the Prince of Wales, in presence1 
of the Privy Councillors took the 
accession oath and issued his first 
official proclamation. He assum­
ed the title of George V. The 
new King’s first proclamation re­
quests all officers to proceed with 
their duties. In consequence of 
the change of sovereigns, all pub­
lic officials required to take an 
oath, will require to be sworn in 
again.

King George V. second son of 
King Edward and Queen Alex­
andra, was born on June 3rd, 
1865, so that he is almost 45 years 
of age. He and his. brother, the 
Prince of Wales, entered the Navy 
and spent two years in the 
Brittania. In 1892 his brother 
died, and George then Prince of 
Cornwall and York, became heir 
apparent to the .throne. In July 
1893 he married Princess Victoria 
Mary, of Teck. Six children have 
been born to them, five sons and 
one daughter. Shortly after the 
accession of his father, Edward 
VII. Prince George and his Prin­
cess made a tour of the Empire. 
He opened the first Parliament of 
the Commonwealth of Australia, 
and on his return visited the 
Maritime Provinces in October 
1901. ^n 1908, he again visited 
Canada, and represented his Royal 
father at the tercentenary cele­
bration at Quebec. We again 
quote from our contemporary the 
St John Standard, which, among 
other things, has this to say of 
the new King :

“It will doubtless be said that 
the death of the King is the great­
er calamity, coming at the time 
when a grave question of pre­
rogative is to be determined. As 
suming that the situation is one 
of difficulty and delicacy, it does 
not follow that King George will 
fail in any way, He understands 
the powers and limitations of the 
Crown. He knows what is be­
coming and proper in a constitu 
tional sovereign. There is no 
reason to suppose that he" will 
overstep the bounds that are set 
by the best usage and traditions 
of modern times. King Edward’s 
name was used much too freely in 
recent discussions. There was 
never any reason to suppose that 
he would intervene either to cause 
the Lords to submit to the decis­
ion of the Commons, or to restrict 
the powers of the people. We 
may safely conclude that King 
George will do as his father would 
have done. He will allow the 
people to have the system of gov 
ernipent that they desire. If 
there is a crisis it is notone which 
the King is called upon to regu 
late except by acting as his con­
stitutional advisors recommend. 
King George is in the full rnatur 
ity of his power, and at forty-five 
years he has acquired experience 
of great value. He comes to the 
throne with the best àwishes of a 
loyal people, and with their full 
confidence.”

Long Live The King.

According to the consti­
tution, Great Britain is never 
without a sovereign. As soon 
as one dies, the reign of the 
heir apparent and legal s ic- 
cessor begins. The ch nge 
from one to another is auto­
matic and without friction or 
excitement of any kind For 
the last eighteen years, since 
the death of his elder brother, 
Prince George had known 
that in the ordinary course of 
events, the sovereignty of the

and loss of life is confined to Car- 
tago. Cartago, capital df Cart­
age province lies at the foot of 
Irazu volcano about 14 miles from 
Sau Jose. It has an estimated 
population of 10,000 and ' is the 
seat of the Central American 
peace court, for the home of which 
Andrew Carnegie donated a large 
sum. Cartago was the capital of 
the country until 1823. It has 
suffered frequently from earth­
quakes, and was partially or in 
greater part destroyed in 1823, 
1803, 1825, 1841, 1851 and 1854. 
On April 13 last a serious of 
earthquakes, varying in intensity 
swept over Costa Rica, doing con­
siderable material damage, but 
practically without loss of life. 
San Jose suffered most severely, 
while both Cartago- and Port 
Limon felt the force of the dis­
turbances.

Earthquake Destroys a 
( City.

A large part^of Cartago, Costa 
Rica, was destroyed last Thurs­
day night by a powerful seismic 
movement. Details are very 
meagre for the telegraph wires 
have been levelled between San 
Jose and Cartago. JThe operators 
af the letter place were killed. 
It is known that at least 500 per­
sons are dead and many hundreds 
are injured. Scores of buildings 
were thrown down, among them 
the Palace of Justice, erected by 
Andrew Carnegie. The wife and 
child of Dr. Bocanaga,-the Guate­
malan magistrate to the Central 
American arbitration court, have 
been killed. Panic reigned while 
the earthquakes continue. San 
Jose has also been shaken, some of 
the bqilffings being damaged, but 
no deaths are reported in that'city. 
Some persons were slightly in­
jured. ESartfi shocks also were 
felt at several points in Nicaragua 
near the Costa Rica frontier. Re­
ports reaching there state that 
there is mqeh suffering qqd desti­
tution at Cartago, consequent 
upon the disaster. At Costa Rican 
legation Washington, Minister 
Calvo received wore) tfiat tjie city 
practically had been destroyed, 
500 persons were dead and many 
hundred injured as a result of the 
disturbance. Further, the minisr 
ter was informed by the depart­
ment for foreign affairs the shocks 
hçd finally ceased and the damage

14 Miners Killed.

All hope that of the 45 white 
miners and 100 or more negro 
miners entombed in mine No. 3 
of the Palos coal and coke com­
pany Palos, Ala., as the result of 
an explosion on the 5th, may be 
rescued alive, has been abandoned 
It is thought that if any 
of the men escaped death from 
the explosion, they were later 
suffocated by black damp. Esti­
mates of the number of men 
actually in the mine at the time, 
vary. Those in a position to 
know, estimate the number at 45 
whites and about 100 negroes, 
while others say the number is 
much larger. Officers of the mine 
say that according to their re­
cords only 110 men in all are in 
the mine but a number of miners 
were employed under the contract 
system the list of names on the 
payrolls does not include all in 
the mine, it is said. Immediately 
after the explosion the villages 
organized to attempt to rescue 
those entombed, John Pascoe and 
another miner went into the mine, 
but were soon overcome by black 
damp they were dragged out un­
conscious. Later rescuers under 
the direction of Assistanct Fire 
Inspector Neal, were equipped 
with oxygen helmets and sent 
into the mine. These succeeded 
in going several hundred feet, 
They found three human bodies 
and a number of dead mules. No 
attempt was made to recover the 
bodies on account of the fire damp, 
which soon drove the rescuers out. 
Late tonight another attempt was 
made to explore the workings. 
The explosion is supposed to have 
been caused by one of the miners 
going into a gasoqs pocket with a 
lighted lamp,

Dominion Parliament prorogued, with 
the usual ceremonies, on Wednesday 
last.

and is a total wreck. The crew es­
caped.

It is reported from London that the 
Duke, of Connaoght is likely to be the 
next Governor-General of Canada. It 
is said this was the ardent wish of the 
late king.

Amputation was on Monday perform­
ed at Halifax on the left leg of Premier 
Murray, close to the joint above the 
knee. Premier Murray’s condition is 
reported satisfactory.

With toe last of the Newfoundland 
sealing fleet safe in port, the yea Fa total 
catch amounts to 320,000, an unusually 
large number, The steamer Aurora 
which was reported missing, arrived 
with 11,000 seals.

The Dominion cruiser Vigilant seized 
the American lug Sprude1, of Lorain, 
for fishing in Canadian waters illegally, 
also n few boxes of nets. She was 
brought to Port Stan.ey, Ont., to await 
the action of the department.

Lightning struck the residence of Mrs. 
Murray Salter, Haneport, N. 8., killing 
the eldest child, seven years old. The 
mother and smaller child were rendered 
unconscious by the shock. The lightn­
ing apparently entered the house by the 
window.

Four men were instantly killed and 
four others seriously injured by the ex­
plosion of a valve on the tugboat Cape 
Charles, which, recently built, was pull­
ing from the slip in the shipyard at 
Camden, N, J.

At Amheret on Monday night last, 
Fred Cameron won the five mile race 
over James Corkery, of Toronto, the 
champion five mile runner of Canada. 
He had a close call and won by a yard, 
in 25 minutes 59 f seconds.

Mid-Day Missions in Paris.

(Anglo-French Catholic in America.)

Paris, April 1, 1910.
A hackneyed reproach addressed 

to the French priests by over-zealous 
Catholics is that they have, in certain 
oases, omitted to adapt their methods 
to new manners and customs, that 
they are behind the limes, out of 
touch with modern development. 
If as is possible, there is a grain of 
truth in this.it wonld be unfair and 
unjust to overlook the efforts that 
are now being made, in Paris espeoi 
ally, to meet every kind of spiritual 
need ; to create new institutions 
when the cld ones no longer eoffioe 
or to modify existing habits when, 
ever the spiritual welfare of the 
Catholics is at stake.

The Paris “ midinette,” as the 
young wot k-woman is popularly
called, is a well-known type. Re­
fined, pretty and elegant as she often 
ie, the moral dangers that surround 
her are manifold and need not be 
dwelt on. They exist in all large 
towns, but in Paris more than else­
where on account of the persecution 
that is slowly and surely distroying 
religious landmarks throughout the 
country.

These young girls, who, when 
mere children, are exposed to the 
evil influence of the Paris workshops, 
were able in lormer days to lake 
advantage, if they wished lo do so, 
of the spiritual resources of their 
parish churches; this has now be­
come impossible. Within the last 
few years, certain quarters of Paris, 
those especially that were inhabited 
by the working classes, have been 
almost rebuilt and thousands of fam 
ilics who could not afford to pay 
higher rents, were obliged in conse­
quence to remove to the suburbs 
that now foim almost a new city. 
The big shops that represent the 
commercial activity of the capita 
the dressmakers, the milliners, etc., 
where French and foreign million­
aires spend the money, have not 
moved. They are situated in the 
wealthy part of Parie that extends 
round the boulevards, and many a 
«■ midinette” baa daily to make a 
long journey in goirg to work and 
returning to her poor home m a dis- 
tant suburb. The churches are 
then closed, and even were the tired 
girl so inclined, it would be impos­
able for her to kneel for five minutes 
before the tab‘made, much less to 
join in any religious service.

Two years ago this state of things 
attracted the attention of a few 
young work-women belonging to the 
parish of the Madeleine. They 
knew by txperienoe how difficult it 
is fir girls who, like themselves, 
worked for their living far from 
their homes, to tnjry any of the 
privileges that to the rich and leit- 
oreJ come so easily ; they knew too 
that a word in season, a wholesome 
reminder of things eternal and an- 
eeer, works wonders in souls that 
the necessities ol life expose lo daily, 
almost homly peril. They derided, 
therefore, in order to give their 
wishes a practical form, that special 
missions must be preached for the 
.< mid net tee," at hall past twelve, 
during the timejbat is all rwed to 
them for their md.day meal and 
recreation, which instructions must, 
Of course, take place successively in 
the different churches that str near­
est the b:g shops and fashionable
dressmakers and milliners: the Mad
eleine, St. Louis d’Antin, S . Roob, 
etc.

“ It was an idee dee genie,' said a 
Paris priest, “ but not devoid of bold 
nee-1, for it seemed, ât first sigh1 
eom what rash to expect the light­
hearted; merry, pleasure-loving 
* midinette to shorten her e’roll 
elo- g the scnny boulevard-, to listen 
to a sermon

However, the promoters of the 
go, d work began bravely. They 
«ran od papers to be printed where 
the boor of the mission wae announo 
ed ; iheso they gave away broadcas 
in the workshops, at restaurants and

in the streets, and then, in some fear, 
waited for the result. At first the 
attendance wae small, then by de­
grees the congregation grew larger ; 
from one hundred, it increased stead, 
ily until, at a recent mission twelve 
hundred “ midinettes” were gathered 
round the pulpit.

The proceedings are necessarily 
rapid, for the girls’ time is limited : 
at 12 30 a hymn is sung; at 12 35 
the preacher begins his discourse, 
which is familiar, clear, attractive 
and easy to grasp ; at 12.50 he ends 
his sermon. The whole thing lasts 
exaoily twenty minutes. These 
missions generally go 0n lor a fori, 
night and are always ended by a 
Mass at seven and by a general Com. 
munion.

The audience naturally varies ac­
cording to the parish in which tl,e 
service takes place; here dress 
makers are more numerous, else­
where milliners or shop girls form 
the greater part of the congregation 
some are saints and heroines, others 
have an appearance more worldly 
iban angelic, a few, a curions fact in 
a Catholic country, have never heard 
a sermon or been inside a church, 
nevertheless they listen attentively 
and ask to be allowed to carry away 
“ the songo" that are given them, 
moaning the hymns.

After every mission, results are 
obtained, though it ie difficult, when 
estimating spiritual victories to make 
use of statistics. It is a certain fact 
that within the last three years, from 
seven to eight thousand young girls 
have at one time or another, been 
brought into touch with the Church, 
owing to these missions, also that 
the question of religion is no longer 
kept out of sight, but openly dis­
cussed in many fashionable work, 
shop». Those who profess to be 
practical Catholics may be laughed 
at or blamed, as the case may be, but
they can no longer be ignored. Some 
of the “ midinettes” have an heroic 
spi.it—one bong up a crucifix in her 
aielier. “ Who has done that ?" said 
the astonished and not over.pleased 
directress “It is 1,” replied 
blushing girl, '< Well, as it is there, 
it may stay," was the reply. In 
another large workshop, a group ol 
girls formed a syndicate with the 
olject of suppressing immoral con 
versatlons, a new and unexpected 
form of the power of association that 
is now so much to the fore in all 
social questions.

As may be supposed, the attend­
ance of the •’midinettes" at the mid­
day sermons means much self denial 
They have to hurry over their meal 
and sacrifice their stroll in the fresh 
air. Some are called upon to endure 
persecution. One girl was turned 
out of doors by her father because 
she owned that she followed a re­
treat. Sometimes, early Com, 
munion is a difficulty. Twelve 
young girls who had not been able 
to receive Holy Communion in the 
morning, waited till the mid-day 
sermon, rather than give up their 
purpose. That, in spite of so many * 
diffienhies, the missions de midi live, 
prosper, and extend their sphere of 
inflienoe, is due, after God, to the 
f.undere and promoters of the work

These yonng girls, who are them­
selves workwomen, are known as 
" zélatrices,” they are, in fact, the 
good angels of their companion*. It 
is they who remind the litter of the 
days, boms and eburohea where the 
mission* take pjaoe, and they displ .y 
much tact and reeoeroefolness as 
well as the courage that braves re­
proach end derHioBw.il i* they who 
introduce the new corners to the 
different inuit triions lljçt have grad, 
ually been founded for their benefit, 
to the catechisms, where social in­
structions are given to those who 
have not made their first Coro- 
muni .n, lo the lending Jibraiies 
established on purpose for them an! 
opened at the hours that suit them 
bes . A eupeiior course of religious 
instruction has lately been founded 
for those who wish to complete their 
religions training. "It is also ibe 
z I trices who introduce their com 
psnioi s to the .restaurants founded 
for their benefit, grbere they* find 
wholesome food, at a moderate price, 
and also wholesome moral atmos 
pbere. Id one of these restaurants 
that adjoin* » gbspel, a sermon is

occasionally preached during these 
meals, in order to save time.

The work thus described has ex­
isted for only three years and ie 
flourishing in many parishes. On 
February 27th thirty-six young zéla­
trices, the founders and chief sup­
porters, were received by the Arch* 
bishop, who warmly approves ol 
tneir work. It was a novel sight to 
see these smart, bright young girls 
at the archbishop’s house, and those 
who knew at the cost of what brave 
efforts they fulfil their self-imposed 
mission looked at them with respect. 
Under many a pretty blouse beats 
the heart of an apostle.

The chaplain of the Montmartre 
group of ” midinettes" has establish­
ed Homes of Rest, where, during 
their brief holidays the tired girls 
may enjoy the pleasures of the conn 
try together with the refreshment of 
a kindly, moral atmosphere. Some 
of their letters, written from these 
homes are truly wonderful, not 
merely from their keen appreciation 
of the welcome rest, but from their 
depth ol feeling, delicate and grateful 
thoughts, their high-minded tone 
and innate refinement of soul. In 
some of the country villages, Where 
these “ midinettes” come to rest, they 
contrive, poor as they are, to give 
more than they receive. They are 
bound to no religious practice, and 

3 left in this respect, perfectly
free, but many of them attend daily 
Mass, others in a village of the 
Department de l’Oise undertook to 
adorn the chapel, and their deft 
fingers, that all the year round trim 
hats or dresses for the leaders of 
fashion, lined the Tabernacle and 
embroidered cloths for the altar. 
The attendants of the missions de 
midi are only a handful compared to 
the thousands of girls who fill the 
Paris shops and banking houses, but 
since a'handful of fishermen saved 
the world, the Church, unlike the 
woiId, believes more in the earnest­
ness of the workers, backed by the 
grace of God, than in mere numbers.

iib provinces most of all, the associa­
tion has spread to Holland, France, 
Spain and even America. Thousands 
of women ate affiliated to the work 
and participate in the indulgences 
granted to the men. Their role is 
one of prayer for the conversion of 
sinners.

The associations in the different 
provinces of Belgium are modeled on 
hat of Brussels, but they enjoy the 

greatest latitude in the choice of the 
social works which they may wish to 
embrace. In many villages the 
weekly meetings are purely religious ; 
in others the members meet for 
recreation and distraction after the 
recitation of the office and are thus 
preserved from evil influences else­
where. In different places works of 
an economical nature are taken up 
with zest ; syndicates or the Boeren- 
bonden, savings banks, medical ser 
vice, etc , etc. The last census show 
ed fifty per cent, of the associations 
engaged in this work. The most im­
portant have also their own hall, 
library, band, singing society, etc.

Fifty-six years bave passed since 
the first twelve members met in the 
cellar at Brussels under the presid­
ency of Father van Caloen. The 
same Father van Caloen, to day over 
o nety-three years old. is still at the 
bead of tjie work he founded. God 
only knows the good accomplished 
and to be accomplished among Bel­
gian workingmen by the Associations 
de St. Francois Xavier.

It j3 an 
association for the Apostolate among 
the wordingmen by the workingmen 

The association owes its origin to 
Louis van Caloen, 5. J. He had 
been disagreeably impressed by the 
religious indifference among the work 
ing class aod the difficulty felt by the 
priest in gaining their confidence. 
He thereupon conceived the design 
of forming a society of fervent apos­
tles—laymen—who by prayer, ex­
ample, word and action would help 
the priests in bringing back the stray­
ed sheep. By a curious cofiteideoce 
while Father van Caloen was thinking 
over his project and recommending 
n to God in prayer, a locksmith of 
Brussels conceived the same design.
He exposed his plan to the priest, 
who saw in this singular coincidence 
the will of God clearly defined for 
him. An association of laymen,“all 
workingtpen. was resolved upon. The 
first meeting took place in January, 
1854, in a cellar. The number of 
men present was twelve, and like the 
twelve apostles of old they were 
united by one thought-the conver­
sion of their fellow workmen. Eight 
days afterwards the headquarters were 
the chapel of the Christian Brothers, 
rue des Alexiens.

Only a few years ago men still 
spoke of Africa as the Dark Contin­
ent and regarded. Cecil Rhodes* 
scheme of a railroad from the Cape 
of Good Hope to the shore of the 
Mediterranean as visionary—-at least, 
so far as the present age is concerned. 
Today that gigantic railroad enter­
prise is within measurable distance 
of completion, and there are actually 
discussions now and then, here and 
there, of the desirability of parallel­
ing it with a rival line ?

The road is now in complete 
operation for a distance of about 
twenty-two hundred miles from Cape 
Town. That means that it has not 
merely traversed Cape Colony and 
the Transvaal, but has crossed the 
Congo border and has penetrated 
that Belgian colony for scores of 
miles. Moreover, the route has 
already been surveyed hundreds of 
miles farther, and work is being 
vigorously pushed. Connections 
wil soon be made with the navigable 
part of the Congo River, thus giving 
the northern end of the road an 
outlet to the Atlantic as well as to 
the Indian Ocean at Beira.

There is still a long distance be­
tween the point now reached in 
construction and Khartoum, but it 
is steadily being reduced, and 
will soon disappear. Men now 
living remember the announce 
ment of the discovery of the 
Victoria Falls, in a previously un­
tracked wilderne!S>and the incredulity 
which.it aroused; and today they see 
railroad trains running to those falls 
on regular schedule. At the present 
rate we may coufideotly expect the 
next few years to see through trains 
from the Cape to Cairo.—N. Y. Tri 
bune.
