On this toxt Rev. Walter Flliott, 
C. S. P., writes aa follows:

The Word of God here referred to, 
my bre'hren, is both spoken and 
written, for we call hearing a sermon

Mark it as a sign of predes- 
tioatioo to eternal life if you are 
babttusted to so much as fifteen min- 
u'es daily reading of this supreme 
book of oil literature, filled as it 
is with the maxims of a good life, a 
book whose author is God and whose 
eloquence is the charm of all devout 
souls. Besides the Scriptures, there 
is a vast world of holy literature
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for the Apostle gives “thanks to God 
the Father, Who hath made us 
worthy to be partakers of the lot of 
the saints in light" (Col. i. 12).
A holy soul, whether living here or 
in the hereaf er, is God’s light for our 
souls. The light of the saints shiner 
above the pages of holy history. In 
this life holy wisdom is spoken of aa 
abiding in "the full assembly of the 
taints’1 (Ecclus. xxiv. 16). De­
vout feeling towards the saints, and 
exercises of religion in their honor, 
plainly mark views and opinions in 
accordance with Christ's gospel.

Consider the benefit* of reading 
about the saints. It is a wonderful 
comfort to have good company in '.he 
j lurney of life; and it is also a nec­
essary corrective of our defect*, espe­
cially of those which gnaw at the 
root of such essential virtues as char 
ity and chastity. We are constantly 
rent asunder with contrary emotions.
We no eoener float into a peaceful 
harbor, free at last from the storms 
of passion and tbs pirates of the 
high seas, than we are. baset by lanl 
pirates of evil examples, and fooled 
toy the delusions of the world: fret, 
fulness and cowardice within end 
fraudulent claimants of our love 
without. But when even a single 
one of oar favorite saints sounds the 
max ms of the Gaspel in our soul’s 
ears, we are reassured. We are so 
feebleoatured that the invitations ol 
Christ’s love need their echoes in 
the voices of His and our dearest 
friends, if they would catch and hold 
our attention. All heaven seems 
sonetimes necessary to draw us up. 
w ird towards God The tffiracy of 
r ligious attrac ions depends elteo on 
one’s familiarity with the saints in 
his mote recollected moments—fami- 
iar knowledge of their writings, our 
mind a picture gallery of their heroic 
deeds. When one has read so 
much about holy personages that he 
can speak of them with a feeling of 
confidence as: My saints, my angels, 
be is miog:iog affectionately and 
very profitably among Christ’s al­
moners. Sensible and convincing 
proofs of their protection, their guid­
ance in even particular, matters ol 
daily care and responsibility will not 
long be wanting to him who is food 
of reading about them.

If one is working at a delicate 
task of painting or embroidery, and 
another comes between him and the 
window, he says: “ You are standing 
in my light." In this case sunshine 
is private property—“my light.” But 
if anyone were himself made of light 
then if he stands in “our light" it is 
all the better fer us. Thus is our 
Saviour in His divine generation call 
ed by Holy Church “Light of light,” 
and S . John says of Him: “ In Him 
was life, and the life was the light of 
men” (John i, 4). He both gives hu­
man light to us and He transmits to 
us th it of the Godhead, which shines 
upon us in and through Him. Now 
this mrrvelous enlightenment of our 
..oui} out Lord shares with Hie saints

(eel the
all-searching force of divine doctrine 
when reading St Paul’s Epistles ? And 
this is becaue he could show fo th the 
power of the Holy Spirit by his vir­
tues (1 Cor, ii. 4), and because in 
all truthfulness be could say to ut-: 
“Be ye followers of me, as I also am 
ol Oarist” (1 Cor. xi. 1). When we 
read the lives of such champions of 
truth as St. Athanasius, the fortitude 
of God is bestowed upon us, and the 
kindness of Christ; for of this pattern 
of our holy faith’s defenders, St. 
Gregory of Nazianzen lays, that 
when tyrants silenced hia speech, his 
virtues supplied the place of sermons. 

Humility, modesty, charity, zeal 
for souls, shine out in the lives of all 
true friends of Christ, but in some of 
them these and other virtues of the 
Cbrist'an Li b attain to heroic growth 
Jesus Christ is illustrious in His saints 
(Ps. ixvii. 36). They imitate His 
vir'ue to that degree of perfection 
that following thetr career renews 
His power over men’s souls. Reading 
the lives of the saints perpetuates 
His truth and love, and will continue 
so to do unto the latest ages. And 
these saints are our=, by an ownership 
superior even to that by which we 
claim the angels. Their chronicles 
show how they are our fellow-pilgrims 
in this vale of tears.

Secular Reading.
As to reading of a secular kind, 

my brethern I bid you to cease read­
ing what must be forgotten because 
it is dangerous, or what is not worth 

membeting because it is frivolous. 
Let not even your light reading be 
such as is wholly (orgetable. Read

My brethern, there is no science 
without books, no art, no Inspiration 
of any kind. As cur religion is a 
science of truth, an art of the ways 
of living, an inspiration of heavenly 
hopes, it follows that ils literatnre 
is, practically speaking, essential to 
its ir fluence • Its books inspire de­
vout thought, deepen it, flavor it 
with the fragrance of the flowers of 
Paradise. Or try another illustra­
tion . Our Redeemer say* of a good 
life that its "seed ts the Word 0! 
God" (Luke viii. 11) So our souls 
are the soil, eternal truth ploughs 
them t p with holy inspirations ol 
His grace, barrows them with the 
visitations of Hia providence, and 
then, the soil being well prepared, 
He scatters good thought broadcast, 
and frui ful purposes, and elevating 
influences of all k:nds—He does it 
by good words spoken and by good 
words written in books. An habitual 
use of spirituel books is an uninter­
rupted sowing and xeapiug of the 
heavenly harvest. O 1 the other hand, 
the frivolous reading of light books, 
and the infatuated devotion to news­
papers, is oonjlusive evidence of an 
die spirit, of which we may aay 
with Solomon: "I passed by the 

field of the slothful man, and by the 
vineyard ol the foolish man, and be­
hold it was all fi led with nettles 
and thorns had covered the face 
thereof, and the stone wall was 
broken down” (Prov. xxiy, 30,31)

Our claims for a restoration 
of an irreducible minimum of 
representatives was therein 
ably and plainly set forth by 
Premier Mathieeon. There 
was a strong expression of 
sympathy with our cause by 
the assembled Premiers; but 
for one reason or another, the 
resolution was not pressed to 
a vote. Sir Lomer Gouin, 
Premier ol Quebec,during the 
discussion explained that, in 
consequence of a resolution 
passed by his Executive 
Council, he was not at liberty 
10 vota for a change of basis 
of representation for any Pro­
vince; he nevertheless was im­
pressed with the force of the 
arguments presented in favour 
of our contention. He promis­
ed that when the Quebec 
Legislature would convene he 
would set forth his convictions 
on the matter in a speech in 
his place in the House. Sir 
Lomer has kept his promise. 
At the opening of his Legis­
lature, a couple of weeks ago 
he referred to the matter in 
part a? follows :

*The cOqterttion of the 
Maritime Provinces that they 
are entitled to a fixed repre­
sentation received ,the fullest 
consideration at • the Inter- 
Provincial Conference recent 
ly held in Ottawa. While the 
representatives were opposed 
to a change in the basis Of re­
presentation, at the same time, 
if it were a fact that a clerical 
error had been made in the 
drafting of the agreement, 
then it was a matter for the 
Federal Authorities to redress. 
Prince Edward Island dele­
gates argued ”, said Sir Lomer, 
“there had been an under 
standing in 1873 that their 
representation should never 
be less than six members. The 
Province entered confedera­
tion 1873. when it was claim­
ed the understanding was that 
their representation should re­
main fixed at that irreducible 
number. At that time the 
population of the Province 
entitled them to have but five 
members, and six members 
were secured; and the same 
thing Epplied in 1881,.when 
the population allowed but 
five 5ffie'mbWs and sfx were 
eleci^dj Tlpe actual reduction 
to five members took place in 
1891, amLagain in 1901 It was 
reduced to four. According to 
the last eénsus Prince Edward 
Island was entitled to but 
thrée members. It was alleg­
ed by some that by an error 
in Articles of Confederation 
the word “irreducible" had 
been omitted, by which Prince 
Edward Island had been de 
prived of the same privilege 
as was accorded to British 
Columbia.”

Continuing Quebec’s Pre­
mier said : “We said to them 
that while we were not au­
thorised to speak for the Pro­
vince and ask the Federal Au­
thorities to amend their law to 
have an irreducible represen­
tation of six members, on the 
other hand, if it were true 
that an error had been com 
mittedy'then this was a matter 
for the Federal Government 
to adjust.”

Cathedral in this city on Sun 
day afternoon last, to listen 
to a discussion on the temper­
ance question, by his Lordship, 
Bishop O’Leary,several priests 
and others. The meeting was 
held under the auspices of the 
League of the Cro^. His 
Lordship, the Bishop, dlever­
ed an admirable a r^çi ..eloquent 
address, dealing wim temper­
ance and intemperance in their 
different phases, and point­
ing out the necessity that ex­
isted for improved conditions 
in our community. In the de­
velopment of his theme, his 
Lordship pointed out that 
man, composed of body and 
soul, and endowed with will, 
memory and intellect, suffered 
in all these faculties when he 
became addicted to drunken­
ness. Alcoholic intemperance 
impaired man’s intellect, weak­
ened his will, and destroyed 
his memory. Perseverence in 
this indulgence rendered him 
unfit for anything. His Lord- 
ship pointed out that temper­
ance in its proper acception 
embraced, not only abstention 
from alcoholic excesses; but 
extended to all other abuses. 
We should be temperate in all 
things. Temperance means 
the subjugation of the pas­
sions.

Referring to the spiritual 
life, his Lordship showed that 
alcoholic intemperance was 
disastrous ih its effects. It 
rendered a man1 absolutely 
unfit to advance in the spir­
itual life. The deaths bed 
of the inebriate, he .demon­
strated, is wretched and sor 
rowful beyond description. At 
this awful moment the en 
emies of the dying 'drunkard 
gather round his bed to en­
sure, as far as they can, his 
eternal destruction. He has 
disobeyed the laws of God 
and refused to observe the 
laws of man, and even in this 
awful moment asks for alco­
holic drink. This surely, is 
not a condition any sane man 
should wish to arrive at. Sen 
sible men, said hie Lordship, 
should abstain from indul­
gence in strong drink. If 
they do not they become 
guilty, not only cf ruination 
to themselves; but of trans­
mitting from father to son this 
sure means of destruction— 
even to the children yet un­
born. Our forefathers, said 
the Rt. Rev. speaker, were a 
vigorous race, who came here 
from the old Country and 
carved out a nation; they here 
laid the founcjgtjpn of the 
happiness and prosperity pre­
vailing in this beautiful Island 
Province. This is the inher 
itance they-haVd left us; but 
if their decpndantg will not re­
frain from àf^ohmic intemper­
ance, all lhisfiwiU be undone.

Rev. Dr. McLellan expressed 
his pleasure at seeing so many 
present to encourage &q...noble 
cause of temperance. He said that 
anyone familiar with local condi 
tions could readily see and under­
stand that most of the misery and 
crime in our community was 
brought about by intemperance. 
He pointed out that we are alto­
gether too reticent in admonish 
ing our erring brother. This was 
to be regretted: because it was 
our bounden duty to do what we 
could by word and example, to 
prevedt our brother from doing 
wrong. This was an obligation of 
fraternal charity. We certainly 
should do more than we have 
been doing in rescuing those go 
ing wrong regarding the temper 
ance cause. Temperance, he said, 
is a God-given virtue; but much 
could be done in a natural way to 
lessen the evil of intemperance 
and befriend the unfortunate. Not 
one per cent of the drunkards he 
felt sure, could truthfully say 
that be went alone into a saloon 
to take his first drink. It is this 
social cup, said the Rev. speaker, 
that brings about the beginning 
of the wethering evil that blights 
our fair city. It would be a glor­
ious thing for us, said he, if we 
were all temperate. Nothing but 
temperance will be tolerated in 
all useful employments these days.

The Sale of Firearms

Mr. James Landrigan, Principal 
of Queen Square School,- com 
mended the League of the Cross 
tor the good work it was doing 
for the young. Most of the boys 
of the congregation pass through 
the hands of the teachers, and the 
teachers constantly advise the 
pupils to be careful of their health. 
One of the ways of caring for the 
health is to be careful what they 
take into the body. What enters 
there are for the most part, either 
foods or poisons; and certainly 
the poisons should be guarded 
against. True happiness is never 
gained by injuring the body. It is 
not known that anyone was re­
quired to take a course in alcohol 
as a necessity for snècess in life. 
Preservation is tbe strong ar­
gument. Keep at it is the way to 
succeed.

Dr. W. J. McMillan expressed 
his satisfaction at being present 
He regarded this as the beginning 
of a great movement, much need­
ed in cur community. During his 
brief practice in this city he had 
seen more drinking than he had 
seen in the great city of Montreal 
during the four years of his medi 
cal course. Alcohol was the 
greatest enemy he had to contend 
with in his profession. Formerly, 
in the medical course, the use of 
alcohol was encouraged as very 
useful; but now this .theory; does 
not hold; Other drugs are substi 
tuted. Alcohol predisposes to 
pneumonia and tuberculosis; in 
need tuberculosis has no greater 
friend than alcohol. If alcoholic 
intemperance were enforced we 
would not have so ranch Brights 
disease, pneumonia and tuber 
culosis. There is no point upon 
which the groat insurance com 
panics examine so rigidly as on 
the use of alcoholic liquors. In the 
household of victims of alcoholic 
intemperance the doctor and the 
clergyman encountered their most 
serions problems. He trusted this 
movement would go on and pros 
per. It would be a great thing for 
this Province if the importation 
of alcohol were prohibited. He 
thought it was a pity there was 
any three per cent limit, or any 
per cent at all, reongnized by the 
law. Doctors are not now bother 
ed for prescriptions to get liquor, 
as formerly. They are not requir­
ed now; liquor can be procured 
without them, he said

The city of Montreal just 
now is passing through a 
wave of violent crime, a condi­
tion which occasionally over­
takes every large city, yet it 
is not the fact that cities in 
this respect profit by the ex­
perience of each other. In 
Montreal’s case the record for 
one week stands as follows :

Sunday, Nov. 9.—Hum­
berto Californo shot at 2474 
St, Hubert street. Died last 
W ednesday.

Tuesday, Nov. 11.—Giov­
anni Luno shot and killed un 
der electric light at street 
corner on St. Antoine street. 
Murderer escaped.

Muesday, Nov. n.—John 
Hughes shot at 335 Montcalm 
street.

Sunday, .Nov. 16.—Berito 
Raphael is stabbed and in­
stantly killed in Emard Ward. 
Murderer escaped.

It will he noticed that, in 
all cases, the murders were 
committed either with fire 
arms or knives, and this fact 
brings citizens of any city face 
to face with the question, 
should strenous measures not 
be taken to prohibit and pre­
vent the indiscriminate sale 
of such weapons? The Minis 
ter of,Justice, Hon. C. J. 
Doherty, was interviewed on 
this point by the Montreal 
Herald and is quoted as fol­
lows :

“The sale of dangerous 
weapons should, and could be 
stopped,’ said Charles J. Doh­
erty, Minister of Justice, 
when seen at the Windsor 
this morning.

"Mr. Doherty cited the fact 
that at the last session of 
Parliament he proposed a bill 
which was eventually passed 
.in June this year, and came 
into effect in September, pro­
hibiting the sale of firearms 
and other dangerous weapons, 
which called upon the merch­
ant or saleman to insist upon 
the purchaser showing a li­
cense or permit before making 
the sa'e

“ "This law, made for the 
Dominion, if put into force 
properly would put a stop to 
the great illegal sale of fire 
arms that is now being carried 
on,’ concluded the Minister.y—

There have been occasions 
even in St. John when tragic 
accidents brought forcibly to 
mirtd the fact that this city is 
little better than other» of its 
size regarding the sale of fire­
arms. Youths of tender age, 
"to say nothing of irresponsible 
men, can, probably, if they 
desire, purchase firearms or 
large knives without any em­
barrassing questions being 
asked.

white oats (4 lbs ), barley (5 
lbs.), and field peas (5 lbs.). 
These will be sent out from 
Ottawa. A distribution of 
potatoes (in 3 lb. samples) 
will be carried on from several 
of the experimental larms, the 
Central Farm—at Ottawa sup­
plying only the provinces of 
Ontario and Quebec. All 
samples will be sent free, by 
mail.

Applicants must give par­
ticulars in regard to the soil 
on their farms, aud some ac­
count of their experience with 
such kinds of grain (or pota 
toes) as they have grown, so 
that a promising sort for their 
conditions may be selected.

Each application must be 
separate and must be signed 
by the applicant. Only one 
sample of grain and one of 
potatoes can be sent to each 
farm. Applications on any 
kind of printed form cannot 
be accepted. If two or more 
samples are asked for in the 
same letter only one will be 
sent.

As the supply of seed is 
limited, farmers are advised 
to apply early; but the ap­
plications will not necessarily 
be filled in the exact order in 
which they are received. Pre­
ference will always be given 
to the most thoroughful and 
explicit requests. Applica­
tions received alter the end of 
January will probably be too 
late.

All applications for grain 
(and applications from the 
provinces of Ontario and Que 
bec for potatoes) should be 
addressed to the Dominion 
Cerealist, Central Experi­
mental Farm, Ottawa. Such 
applications require no post­
age. If otherwise addressed 
delay and disappointment 
may occur.

Applications, fur potatoes 
from farmers in any other 
province should be addressed 
(postage- prepaid) to the 
Superintendent of the nearest 
Branch Experimental Farm 
in that province.

Claim New System Means 
More Traffic.

Winnipeg, Man. Nov. 23 — 
While tearing along the brow of a 
cliff that overhangs Lake Superior, 
178 miles east of Fort William, at 
2 o'clock this morning, the first 
section of the C P. R. east bound 
Imperial Limited, travelling forty- 
five miles an hour, dashed into a 
gigantic boulder which had been' 
buried down into the track from 
far up the cliff side, The engine 
w»s hurled from the steel into the 
waters beneath carrying in its 
magnified mass to a watery grave 
Fireman Ernest O’.Çoqnor, of 
Schrieber. The engineer escaped 
miraculously as the train was 
struck, but his warning cry to his 
fellow workman was too late.

Luckily the engine broke away 
from the rest of the" train before 
it plunged into the water. Three 
cars only left the track and tbe 
train held the foremost from follow 
ing the engine into the lake. No 
one else was injured In any event 
the death rate would not have 
been high as the train was com­
posed only of transcontinental 
mail, express and baggage car

This would work out to 
about six millions annually for 
the carriage of mails, including 
parcels, for the land service alone 
The task now before the post 
master general is to strike some 
reasonable medium which will be 
satisfactory to the railways with 
out entailing too heavy a strain 
upon the postal service or prejndic 
ing the success of the new parcel 
post system.

Immigrât! »n On Increase.

T)ttawa, Nov. 19.—The tOta* 
immigration to Canada during the 
first seven months, April to Oct. 
of the current fiscal year was 
327,913, made up of 128,868 Brit 
ish, 80,330 American, and 118,715 
from all other countries.

During the seven correspond­
ing months of the last fiscal year, 
the total nu mber was 300,841 
composed of 118,497 British, 100,- 
140 American, 82,204 from all 
other countries. The increase is 
nine per cent.

Killed As Result'Of Gas 
Explosion.

Ogdensburg, N. Y., Nov. 19,— 
Professor A. Ë. Cullerton, "of To 
ronto died here today from in 
juries received in the explosion of 
agis tank which he used in operat 
ing a travelling motion picture 
show. His gas supply running out, 
he filled the tank with a chemi­
cally produced gas and while test
