PANIC IMMINENT

Smash of Knickerbocker Trust Com­
pany Has Demoralizing Effect 

in New York Stock Market

Nsw York, Oct. 23.—The financial 
future in the East today presents 
nore of a demoralized aspect than it 
lid yesterday. Great crowds sur­
rounded the doors of the Knickerbock­
er Trust Company of America, the 
report having gone out during the 
light that this institution was in 
straightened circumstances.

The presence of Secretary of tlte 
Treasurey Cortelyou in the city great­
ly appeased the anxiety, and a prom­
ise made by him that he would re­
main at the sub-treasury during the 
day was the most agreeable announce­
ment made to the financiers during 
the morning hours.

Mr. Cortelyou’s statement made last 
light affirming the strong condition 
if the national banks of this city al­
so had a very good effect on sentiment 
ind served to relieve the apprehension 
->£ business men through the situation 
ollowing the suspension of payment 

by the Knickerbocker Trust Company. 
Mr. Cortelyou’s statement follows :

Treasury Will Assist.
“I repeat what I stated before leav­

ing Washington for no other reason 
;han to emphasize the attitude of the 
reasury department, that it will use 

its facilities to assist in every proper 
•vay legitimate business interests and 
ts action will be prompt and thor­
ough. The national .banks of New 
fork are in an exceptionally strong 
condition. The general situation here 
seems to be well in hand and is being 
tooked after by many strong influen­
çai men.

“The recent action in the clearing- 
louse received and deserved public 
approval.

In Calgary. 450 Stalwarts Gather 
From Every Corner of Province 

to Organize.

Calgary, Oct. 23.—The Provincial 
Liberal convention opened this morn­
ing in the Odd Fellows’ -hall in the 
Burns’ block, with a record breaking 
attendance of over 450 delegates. It 
is a great convention, great in num­
bers, in enthusiasm, pride in the 
splendid record of Liberalism, and de­
termination to effect the continued 
success of the Liberal policy, and 
maintain the integrity and prestige 
of Liberal traditions. Hon. Dr. A. C. 
Rutherford, president of the Alberta

Many distinguished Liberals were 
present, including Hoï. C. W. Cross, 
Hon. W. H. Cushing, Senators Tal­
bot, Roy and DeVebber, R. E. 
Knowles, M.P., Dr. Mclntvre, M.P. 
P. D. Boland, M.P.P., P.E.I., Dr. C.

Alberta’s Development.
The president, Hon. Dr. A. C. Ruth­

erford, Premier of Alberta, stated sue 
cmctly the aims of the convention in 
a brief speech. The premier noted 
one unexampled development of Al­
berta, which he sad was represented 
by only one member in the House of 
Commons when he came to the prov­
ince twelve years ago. Now Alberta 
was to be represented by seven mem­
bers. The aim of the convention was 
to devise a basis of action for organ­
izing the Liberal forces in every rid­
ing ip the province for the next fed­
eral election.

R. E. Knowles, M.P. for Moose Jaw, 
was invited to addres the convention. 
After a few humorous remarks, the 
member for Moose Jaw stated the fed­
eral government was stronger than 
aver in the west, particularly on ac­
count of the work of Hon. Frank 
Oliver.

Dr. McIntyre Scores Borden.
Dr. McIntyre, M.P. for Strathcona, 

predicted a magnificent victory for 
the government in Alberta. He re­
ferred to the great Liberal convention 
of 1893, which, he said, was the most 
representative and most potent in 
producing beneficial legislation of any 
convention ever held in the Dominion 
of Canada, and contrasted, with bril­
liant effect, the manner in which the 
platform of Hon. R. L. Borden, which 
was paraded through this province a 
few weeks ago, was formulated. It 
was a platform of personal ideas, 
which had never been assented to by 
tne rank and file' of the Conservative 
party. He scored Mr, Borden’s 
sophistry in attempting to monopolise 
the purity election cry. . Referring to 
the plank of civil service reform in 
Mr. Borden’s platform, the member 
for Strathcona stated that the Liberal 
administration had consistently work­
ed for civil service reform and had 
appointed a civil service commission 
to investigate the question, which 
could not be settled by the academic 
dissertations of Mr. Borden in this 
respect.

Deals' With Borden’s Funny Man.
He replied to J. G. H. Bergeron’s 

carrieatures with respect to the North 
Atlantic Trading Company, and out­
lined the proceedure of the company 
and stated that it had directed a large 
stream of immigration Jo the west, 
which was the greatest and pressing 
need of the country at the time the 
company was formed. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier had offered to give the names 
of the members of the company, but 
it did not serve the aims of the op­
position to obtain the names.

Hon. Senator Roy congratulated the 
delegates on the fine spirit and en­
thusiasm which pervaded.

Mr. Cushing’s Address,
Hon. W. H. Cushing, minister of 

public works in the Alberta govern­
ment and M.P.P. for Calgary, was re­
ceived with most enthusiastic ap­
plause. It had been said that Can­
ada was two years behind the United

St. Louis, Oct. 22.—Apparently scat­

South Haven, Mich. ; Kalamazoo, 
Grand Rapids, Mich. ; Prescott, Ind. ; 
Watseka and Tadmore, Ohio.

Difficult to Identity.
The latter place is 375 miles east 

in an air line from St. Louis, while 
St. Joseph, Mo., is 372 miles to the 
west. The balloon sighted at Tad- 
more, is said to be bright yellow. 
This would seem to indicate that it 
ivas one of the German contestants. 
Four balloons were reported near St. 
Joseph, but were to high to be distin­
guished. The balloon sighted at 
South Haven, Mich., is reported to 
have carried two " American flags.

Both foreign and American balloons 
displayed the American emblem pro­
minently, however, so the flags would 
be of little assistance in determining 
either the name or nationality of the 
air crafts. This same balloon is also 
reported to have a huge white patch 
visible. This undoubtedly was the 
white number cloth which" each con­
testant carried.

Guess At Identity.
There is a strong belief here that 

the balloons reported to the northeast 
are the three German contestants,. Un- 
English entry and one of French 
teams.

GERMAN AIRSHIP

Wide Territory Covered by the Inter­
national Aeronautic 

Competition.

Atlantic Stops Them.
St, Louis, Oct. 23.—Th second interna­

tional balloon race is developing a re­
markable exhibition of scientific mani­
pulation of balloons.

Reports received here from the contest­
ants come from all sections of the coun­
try and it is barely possible that when 
they have all been heard from it will 
develop that the Atlantic ocean alone 
prevented the most remarkable flight ev­
er recorded in this or any other country. 
The landing of Major Herzey near Cale- 
donia, Ont., last evening indicated the 
beginning of the end. His record will 
be approximately 610 miles, but this 
has been eclipsed about two fold by the 
German balloon Pommern, which landed 
at Ashbury Park, N.J., on the Atlantic 
coast. To reach this point the Pommern 
travelled north east from St. Louis, 
crossing the states of Illinois, Indiana, 
Pennsylvania and New Jersey. The land 
ing was made about 9 o’clock this morn­
ing. Another balloon which has not yet 
been identified is reported anchored t n 
a farm near Lake St. Clair about 30 
lmles north of Detroit. That several 
other baloons followed the general course 
of Pommern is evident from later re­
ports. Three passed over Philadelphia 
at .an early hour this morning, one be- 
»ng positively identified as the Pommern 
The other two were doubtless the Aber- 
cron (German) which is reported as land­
ing near Westminster in the northern 
part of Maryland. The English bal- 
oon, Lotus, is. reported as having passed 
Philadelphia but the identification vas 
not absolute. If this should prove true 
however, the British entry may ha' re 
gone clear to the coast and there oeen 
forced to make a landing.

Detroit, Mich., Oct. 23.—A balloon 
passed over the northern part of De­
troit at 1 o’clock to-day, apparently 
about 1,000 ieèt in the air. The bal­
loon’s course was northeast, and if 
maintaned will probably carry it not 
far off Lake Huron, somewhere in the 
vicinity of Port Huron. A dispatch 
from Chatham, Ont., sixty miles 
northeast from Detroit, says a balloon 
passed half a mile northeast of there 
soon after 2 o’clock going due north. 
Considerable gas seemed to be escap­
ing, although the balloon was not de­
scending perceptibly. This is prob­
ably the balloon that passed over De­
troit about J o’clock.

Ontario Skimmed By Contestants
Toronto, Oct. 23.—Large balloons 

have been seen to-day at various 
points in Ontario. They are undoubt­
edly some of those taking part in the 
international race from St. Louis, the 
direction of the vrind carrying them 
this way. Reports of balloons being 
seen came from Highgate, Chatham, 
Rodney and Orangeville. When last 
sighted at 6.10 p.m., one balloon was 
passing in' a northeasterly direction 
over Caledonia.

One Lands at Hamilton.
Caledonia, Ont., 23.—The balloon 

“United States,” of which Major Her­
zey, of the United States weather bu­
reau is the pilot, landed about twelve 
miles south of Hamilton, Ont., at 6.15 
p.m., after travelling six hundred 
miles. The United States crossed Il­
linois, Michigan and Lake St. Claire 
to the middle of Lake Erie, when a 
change of wind carried it north into 
Canada to the place of landing.

The United States is a balloon pilot­
ed in Europe Inst year by Lieut. 
Lahm. Major Herzey then acted 
as assistant to Lieutenant Lahm, 
who won the cup by going 402 
miles. The German balloon at a late 
hour was over Lake Erie, having been 
sighted in the air at the northeast 
corner of Ohio, or was over the north­
west border of Penn, with a probabil­
ity of soaring above New York state, 
in the neighborhood of Buffalo to­
morrow morning.

Terms of Race.
The balloon -wins that goes the 

greatest distance, there being no time 
limit, and the German contestant 
gave no intimation in messages drop­
ped during the day that an early land­
ing was contemplated.

NO POLITICIANS 
ON INTERCOLONIAL

Minister of Railways and Canals 
Announces Policy Which he, 

Will Put Into Effect

Toronto, Oct. 23—Last night at Har- 
riston in North Wellington. Hon. G. 
P. Graham, minister of railways and 
canals, said the people of Canada had 
only to look around their towns and 
villages, and to see the replacing of 
old wooden sidewalks by granolithic 
pathways, and improvements, to show 
that Canada had improved, and was 
now prosperous. Above all he placed 
the duty of the government in provid­
ing for the transportation of the 
country produce.

Speaking as the minister of rail­
ways and canals, he asserted that no 
parsimony would be exercised with 
regard to transportation facilities, so 
long as he was head of the depart­
ment. While he occupied this posi­
tion he should endeavor to conduct 
the Intercolonial railway on business 
principles, with the object of first giv­
ing the best service to the public, and 
secondly cash return to the country". 
“And as soon as an employee thought 
it his business to be more of the poli­
tician than a railway man, I mean 
to dispense with his services,” the 
speaker said.

Mr. Graham’s' statement in this 
regard was received . with warm ap­
plause, but not any warmer than that 
which greeted the announcement that 
in the last nine months Canada’s 
debt had been reduced in spitf of 
large expenditure by $3,000,000.

Another Blaze at the ’Fort.
Fort Saskatchewan, Oct. 23.—What 

might have baen another serious fire 
here was fortunately discovered in 
time and through the effective work 
of the town’s fire brigade wag extin­
guished before serious damage was 
done.

The blaze occurred in the new 
guard-room now under course of erec­
tion at the Mounted Police Barracks, 
A carpenter boring a hole through a 
partition by means of a red-hot iron 
set fire to the wood. The fire creep­
ing -along the opposite side of the 
partition made considerable headway 
before it was discovered. An alarm 
was at once given and promptly re­
sponded to by the local firemen,.“who 
again demonstrated their efficiency as 
fire-fighters.

Standard Oil Company Loans Money.
New York, October 22.—William G. 

Rockefeller, assistant treasurer of the 
Standard Oil Company of New Jersey, 
was a witness today in the federal 
suit for the dissolution of the oil" com­
bine, and gave testimony regarding 
the large loans which appeared on 
the company’s books as * having been 
made to interest other than Standard. 
Mr. Rockefeller testified that these 
loans had been made to finance in­
terests in this city. After " being 
sworn as a witness, Mr. Rockefeller 
said he had been treasurer if the 
Standard Oil Company of New York 
for seven years and was assistant trea­
surer of the Standard Oil Co. of New 
Jersey. He new nothing about the ac­
count of James Macdonald, who, ac­
cording to the Standard’s books, had 
been loaning large sums of money 
from 1901 to 1904, though he believed 
he had met him. Asked whether he 
knew anything about the Manhattan 
Oil Company of Ohio, he replied : 
“Only what I have read in the news­
papers.”

Fall Assizes in Manitoba.
Portage la Prairie, Oct. 22—Tlio 

fall assizes for the central judicial 
district opened here to-day, Judge 
Richards presiding. After brief in­
structions the grand jury was dis­
missed to their duties and the petit 
jurors were dismissed till morning. 
The evidence in King vs. Austin, 
charged with the shooting to kill was 
before the grand jury this afternoon, 
and will come before the court to­
morrow if the bill is returned. _

Saskatchewan’s Population.
Regina, October 21.—Figures .'are to 

hand of homestead entries'in Saskat­
chewan for the year ending June 30th, 
an increase in population resulting 
therefrom.

Entries were 20,401, which is 63 per 
cent, of total entries in the west. The 
number of people represented was 48,- 
793. The total population of Saskat­
chewan is estimated at 325.000, which 
is an increase of 70,000 during the 
past year.

EDiSON DISTRICT MOST SELF- 
CONTAINED IN THE PROVINCE

Bulletin Staff Correspondence.
Edison, Alta., Octobei' 21.—The Edi­

son district lies about fifty miles 
northwest of the City of Edmonton, 
the capital of the province of Alberta. 
Toe district, which covers an area of 
six townships, comprises the height 
cr land or watershed that lies’ be­
tween the Pembina River on the 
northwest and the Little Vermilion on 
the southeast. Consequently the

nd is comparatively nigh and free 
from frosts. In fact, during the pre­
sent season of 1907, which has been 
nueh colder and later than usual, the 

ci < pi in this district have come 
through in excellent condition. The 
coarse feeding grains have exceeded 
expectations, and are uniformly 
throughout the entire district a good 
crop running from 30 to 60 bushels 

• 'ats and from 25 to 40 bushels for 
barley. Wheat has not done so well 
The entire crop, however, has been 
harvested and will be threshed.

Threshing in the district commenc­
ed last Friday on the farm of Wm. 
Tracey, four and a half miles south 
of Edison post office. His wheat 
turned out a fraction ovEr 18 bushels 
to the acre, and while the sample is 
small and somewhat shrivelled, be 
cause of early cutting, it has the 
typical red glow of hard red type 
and the clear amber starch, indicat­
ing comparatively high milling quali 
ties. Most of the farmers with whom 
I conversed expressed the opinion 
that it would have paid them much 
better this year, on account of the 
abnormal lateness and tardiness of 
the season, to have sown barley in­
stead of wheat. Barley I found every 
where a good crop and oats excellent. 
The early oats are well filled and 
heavy. The straw is long, rank and 
clear, aSording a supply of first-class 
fodder for horses or cattle. A good 
test of the crop is the "heft the dry 
sheaf” as the farmers say. This I 
did on the farm of John Edison, who 
was “topping off" a stack. 
weight of the sheaf as it was pitched 
from the bottom of the rack to the 
top of the stack was sufficient testi­
mony that it contained more than 
straw, and that the yield of grain 
would be bountiful in msasure and 
quality.

Turkey Red This Far North.
Edison, too, must be included in 

the fall wheat belt. One of the re­
cord yields for Alberta red must be 
credited to this district. John Edi­
son. the pioneer farmer of the dis­
trict, has one and a half acres of 
Alberta red which took 71bs. of twine 
to bind it. He estimates that he will 
thresh 60 bushels per acre. The 
sample is very fair, though unfortun­
ately degraded by a mixture of rye. 
As an experiment in growing winter 
wheat it si a distinct success and goes 
to prove the statement that has been 
often made, namely, that winter 
wheat can be grown successfully from 
the fourth meridian to ther foothills of 
the Rockies and as far north as the 
Athabasca River. This experiment 
has pushed the fall wheat line 360 
miles north of the international boun­
dary.

The centre of the district is Edison 
post office, situated on the base line 
between townships 59 and 60 in range 
26, nine miles east of the fifth meri­
dian. The place was named after 
the Edison family, the first settlers, 
who attracted others to the district. 
Joseph Beauchamp, who lives two 
miles south of the post office, is re­
puted to be the first homesteader. 
The country is settled as far east as 
Clyde, on the Athabasca Landing 
trail, and as far west as- the Pembina 
river.

To supply the wants of the settlers 
no less than six stores have sprung 
up in the district within the last year 
or so. From Clyde to the fifth meri­
dian, a distance of 14 miles, there is 
at present four stores. Though it 
costs fifty cents1 a hundred to haul 
freight from Edmonton, these stores 
are well stocked, and each has an 
active and growing trade. W. Wied- 
rick, who established at Clyde over a 
year ago, has lately opened a store 14 
miles west, where the base line be­
tween townships 59 and 60 cuts the 
fifth meridian. During the coming 
winter he intends to take out over

50,000 feet of lumber to build a new 
store at this point.

Has Laid Town Foundations.
At Edison there is a neat little 

store kept by Postmaster Armstrong, 
which forms the nucleus of a coming 
village or town. At the present the 
place can boast of all the essential 
institutions that form the bases of 
society and industry in every com­
munity. There is a public school, 
which serves the purposes of 'church, 
public hall and council chamber. 
There is a planing mill, blacksmith 
shop, implement warehouse and 
chopping mill, which in the near 
future will be enlarged into a flour 
mill. Four years ago the population 
of Edison was only three families. 
Today over 300 families get their 
mail at the Edison post office. At 
present there is one mail a week, but 
just as soon as the government road 
is completed from Morinville north 
to Clyde and thence west to the Pem­
bina, nothing less than a semi-weekly 
mail service will be tolerated. A 
new post office, too, is wanted at a 
point nine miles west of Edison, on 
the fifth meridian. Settlers living 
here now have to go to Edison for 
their mail.

"People in this country," said one 
of the settlers to your correspondent, 
“are too busy to go nine miles for 
their mail."

District Self Sustaining.
The country around Edison is with­

out doubt the most self-sustaining 
district in the province of Alberta. 
The people produce almost everything 
they need, but their groceries and dry 
goods, wheat, oats, barley, pork, beef, 
live stock and lumber are the staple 
resources. Mixed farming prevails 
throughout thé entire district. Every 
farmer has from 20 to 40 head of 
cattle, as well as a considerable stock 
of pigs and horses. Coarse grains 
and fodder are grown in enormous 
quantities. Such a thing as a scar­
city of feed for live stock would be 
art unheard of thing in this country. 
There is no worry about markets. 
Pork, beef and surplus grain are 
readily disposed of to the army of in­
coming settlers at better prices than 
prevail in Edmonton. Building ma­
terial of every description is nbun 
dant and obtained in the district. 
The lumber combine does not affect 
the fanners here. AH kinds of 
dressed lumber and dimension stuff 
is manufactured in the district and 
sold at reasonable prices. Dressed 
spruce sells for $16 and dimensions at 
$12 per thousand feet, Many farmers 
have logs and lumber on their farms, 
which costs $3.50 per thousand for 
sawing. Material for fencing is 
abundant, and nowhere in the whole 
province of Alberta are the farms- 
so well fenced. The fences are built 
of tamarac posts -and dry spruce 
poles, which rnakes-'a fence that is 
neat, safe for stock- and substantial 
Almost every farmer has his barn 
surrounded by a strong fence of this- 
kind, forming a suitable yard for 
stock. His house and garden are 
similarly protected by a neat, strong 
fence.

Settlement Only Four Years Old.
Though tlie district is only four 

years old, rapid and permanent de­
velopment has take» place. The tra­
veller is impressed with the air of 
thriftiness and progress that is evi­
denced. The settlers are mostly On­
tario farmers, who have skilled and 
thorough knowledge of practical 
farming and have quickly adapted 
their methods to the conditions that 
obtain in this district: They have 
systematically gone into diversified 
farming and for thé permanent im­
provement of their farms until al­
ready the. four-year-old settlement 
bears the likeness1 of a bit of old On­
tario 20 years ago. Many of the 
houses are elegant frame structures, 
built in cottage and gable style. 
A great number are built of large dry 
spruce logs, which make a house that 
is healthy and comfortable to live in 
and solid and picturesque in appear­
ance. One of the most beautiful 
houses in the district is a log house 
of unique, architecture, design and 
tasteful decoration, the jutting roof, 
elaborate cornice, well-fitting dove­
tailed corners, stained and leaded 
windows, creating an effect that is at 
once handsome and original.

The stables are generally larger 
than those seen in other parts of Al­
berta, as the farmers here calculate 
to house most of their cattle during 
the winter. Considerable of the grain 
is stacked in the fields, but in every 
barn yard there is generally a collec­
tion of grain and hay stacks to secure 
a handy supply of fodder for the farm 
stock during the winter.

Prospect of Bread at io Cents a Loaf 
and Flour at $io per Barrel 

Looms up.

Chicago, October 24. — “Dollar 
wheatf” For years this has been the. 
cry of the farmer. He has thought 
if this could be realized, he would be 
happy imd prosperous and all would 
be well with the country.

Today the farmer is selling his 
wheat for a dollar a bushel or more, 
and it doesn’t have to be very good 
wheat at that to bring the long-covet­
ed price at the barn door in North 
Dakota, Kansas, Nebraska or Western 
Canada. The farmer hasn’t as much 
wheat to sell as in some previous 
years, but he is getting a large aggre­
gate sum for his crop than ever be­
fore.

But ths is only the bright- side of 
the picture. To the consumer the 
prospect of dollar wheat -is not so 
rosy. But if that were all the out­
look mght not be so black. Looking 
into the future a little, he can, by 
exercising his imagination but slight­
ly; see wheat at $1.50 or even $2, 
flour at $10 a barrel, and bread at 10

ground into flour faster than the farm­
er/, are selling it, even at the at­
tractive jyices now being paid. What 
the situation may be before another 
crop is harvested is. problematical. 
Some prominent grain men in Chicago 
have predicted that prices will go 
higher than at any time in a genera­
tion^ ajrui others are hoping that the 
farmers nave larger reserves than the 
crop figures issued by the government 
would indicate.

World’s Crop Is Short.
The fact is that there 4s a shortage 

ci wheat all over.the g;orld. The Rus­
sian crop is 40,000,000 bushels smaller 
than last year, and there was a fa­
mine over a large part of the Russian 
empire last year. __ The Canadian crop 
is only halt as larve as a year ago. 
In Roumania and Hungary the yield 
was almost cut in two. India has lit­
tle wheat to sell, and most of that 
raised in Argentina last year has been 
eaten before now. The consequence 
is that the importing countries of 
Europe must draw upon the American 
supply or go without bread. They 
must pay whatever price is demand­
ed, arid the result is bound to be felt 
in the United States where the price 
of wheat always is fixed by the price 
at which it can be sold for export.

Though wheat already is nearly 50 per­
cent higher than it was a year ago, and

stituted about one-half of the nation­
al dietary in terms of total nutritive 
units consumed, whereas now it con­
stitutes about one-third.”

by the action of the Chicago market, to a report on meat supply issued by

aintv, tile prices of wheat went down 
about 2 cents a bushel.

Had it 
not been for the' unusually large sup­
ply carried over from the previous 
er-oi the shortage already would be

Seven-eighths of the meat 
and meat products was consumed 
within this country. The stock of 
meat animals has increased since 
1840, but has not kept pace with the 
increase in the population.

Jury Urges eDath Penalty.

THREE MEMBERS OF G.T.P.
SURVEY PARTY DROWNED

From Tuesday’s Bulletin.

A private despatch, dated at Ques- 
nelle, B.C.„October 10th, has been re­
ceived by the Bulletin from Hugh E.
Ritchie, a member of the Cromwed 
party that left Edmonton for Prince 
Rupert about two and a half months 
ago, in which he states that three men 
of the G.T.P. survey party were 
drowned from a canoe on October 4th 
in attempting to shoot the Griscome 
rapids in the Fraser River. The 
canoe contained six men, whose 
names were William Lusby, Harry 
Cummings. William Symington (who 
were drowned), and A. J. Capet 
Robert Sheffield and Jac kMiller (the 
survivors). Cummings was an Ed­
monton boy and formerly was em­
ployed with the C.N.R. The despatch • piece of wreckage and saw Sheffield

swimming.
Saw Lusby Drown.

.“He then looked back for Lusby 
and saw him making his last strug­
gle and then go down. He then cut 
off his boots and not too soon for the 
wreckage hit a rock and threw him off 
and he was unable to get back to it. 
He then tried to swim ashore, but the 
current kept him out. At last he 
was exhausted and with only a few 
yards between him and the shore lie 
sank beneath the water only to find 
that he could touch bottom. He 
crawled to the shore and lay there

a half of continual rain, we reached 
the Griscome rapids, where at Hubb's 
cabin we found a npte addressed to 
Cromwell saying he (Hubb) would be 
back néxt day, as he had gone down 
the rapids to give aid as there had 
been an accident. That night Hubb 
returned with two survivors of Lusy’s 
party and gave the details of the 
tragedy.

Took the Wrong Side.
“The six men left the head of the 

rapids at 2 o’clock on Friday and 
made the first turn and when the 
worst part came, tor some reason now 
unknown, Lusby, who was steering, 
took the left side—the very side he 
told Cromwell to stay away from— 
and when in the middle they hit a 
rock and smashed the canoe in a doz­
en pieces.

“Mr. Cape, one of the survivors, 
says that Harry Cummings never 
came up and after swimming a few 
strokes he caught a piece of the 
wreckage and looked for the rest. 
He was near William Lusby and cal­
led to him to swim towards the wreck­
age and then looked for the rest of 
the crowd. He saw Miller and Sym­
ington going down the river with a

further states
Left Camp on October 1st.

“On October the 1st these men left 
the survey camp about 25 miles above 
the Grand Canyon bound for Fort 
George in a large freight canoe.
Cromwell’s party was then bound 
down the river in a dug-out canoe and 
was advised by Mr. Leask, chief of 
the party, not to go down the Grand 
Canyon or ths rapids with the dug- 
out, but to go with the ’ crowd who 
would leave that morning.

“After thinking it over, Cromwell 
came to the conclusion it would be 
better that way, but he would go on ^"fhe was" able"to""walk, 'tie ‘then
to the Grand Canyon, and if his dug 
oftt went to pieces, then he would go 
on down with the crowd. Cromwell 
left Leask’s camp in the morning and 
that niglfi camped at the head of the 
Grand XJahyon. Next morning with 
Fielders they shot the Grand Canyon 
and came out alright.

“We then shot the lower part and 
came through the whirlpool success­
fully. At about four o’clock we were 
caught in a rain storm and pitched 
camp. In a few minutes along came 
the .six men from the Grand Trunk 
and stopped to take up on, but Crom­
well then had confidence in his own 
boat, and thinking there was too large 
a crowd decided to go on down th? 
river in his own dug-out.

Advised Not to Shoot Rapids.
“William Lusby, who had been on 

the river for a long time, and who 
was in charge of the boat, advised 
Cromwell not to shoot the Griscome 
rapids in his dug-out, for in view of 
the fact that there was low water 
there wore many rocks which were 
hard to dodge, anfl, if we did shoot th? 
rapids to be sure and keep to the 
right hand side until nearly half­
way down and then cross to the left 
hand side. Cromwell then sent word 
to A. J. Huble, who lives at the head 
of the rapids, to be ready to .Viilot* 
him through the rapids. Lusby and 
his crew then took their departure, 
as they wanted to make Fort George 
on Friday.

“After getting down to their boat 
Lusby sent Miller back, to tell Crom­
well if he did shoot the rapids to be 
sure to keep to the right hand shore.

“Next morning we broke camp and 
started back down the river and or, 
Saturday afternoon after two days and

started back for Ruble’s cabin and 
en route came across Sheffield who 
had made"shore all right.

“Together with Huble they returned 
and, spent that night and the next day 
trying to find the rest but none could 
■be found. The body of J. Miller came 
ashore and was taken to Fort George 
by Indians.

Cromwell’s Party Through Safely.
“On Saturday the river raised a 

foot and on Sunday Cromwell decid­
ed not to travel. Monday morning the 
water was about three feet higher 
and Cromwell gave orders to break 
camp, but informed the men that in 
view of the danger he would rather 
they would walk around, and lie. with 
Huble would shoot the rapids. This 
they refused to do. Just then one 
of the river Indians came along in a 
canoe, who-was familiar with the rap­
ids, and Cromwell got him to pilot 
him through. We left at about 9 
o’clock and shot the rapids, which 
are about nine miles long, an$ came 

i through safely and reached Fort 
George that evening.

. “We left Fort George next morning 
for Quesnelle, a distance of 95 miles 
and came through Fort George Can­
yon, White's Rapids and Cottonwood 
Canyon in good shape and arrived 
here today. Our party are all well 
with the exception of Cromwell, whose 
hand was poisoned with some weed, 
but which is improving rapidly now. 
I was a cripple for a couple of weeks 
but am now well and hearty again. 
We -leave here tomorrow for a trip in­
land for a couple of weeks and then 
return here. Although we have had 
i hard trip we have all enjoyed it and 

i ill glad the water trip is over.”

MAKING LESER SLAVE
NAVIGABLE.

From Monday’s Bulletin.
Z. Malhiot, of Calgary, resident en­

gineer for the Dominion Department 
of Public Works, was in the city ti- 
dhy cm his way to Calgarv from the. 
Lesser Slave River. Mr. Malhiot has 
been up locating the balance of the 
wing dams op, the Lesser Slave River, 
and, when interviewed this morning, 
said “These dams are being built, for 
the purpose of regulating the flow of 
the Lesser Slave River. We are try­
ing to confine the' water to one chan­
nel. so that the river may be navig­
able. A number of dams have been 
built, principally crib work, and 
some pile dams. We have dredges in 
operation cleaning out the channel.

“An interesting fact is that we are 
using a flat-bottomed, stem-wlieeler 
gasoline launch, probably the first of 
its kind in the country. It has prov­
ed to be most satisfactory, and is at 
present carrying supplies from Atha- . 
basca Landing to. the camps on the 
Lesser Slave River.”

To Resume in the Spring.
When asked about the continuation 

of the work, Mr. Mulhiot said the 
water in the river was getting low, 
and the work oh the dams would he 
carried on probably to the middle of 
the winter, until the ice became too 
thick.

“Next spring,” he said, “ I hope to 
see us at it again as hard as ever. 
Most of the timber has been cut and 
is ready to place as well as a quantity 
of stone. We have some sixty men 
working on these dams. There lias 
been very little illness in camp, the 
only case all .summer requiring a 
doctor’s attention was when one Of 
the men unfortunately smashed h.is 
finger and had to have it amputated.”

“My trip up and back was made in 
the most beautiful weather. We u.'ed 
vegetables such as potatoes, carrots, 
onions and beats, grown by farmers 
along the Lesser Slave River, and saw 
many fine fields of oats.” - 

As to Land Slides.
“Since I have been here, many peo­

ple have asked me what is being done 
regarding the protection of Edmonton 
from land slides, such as occurred at 
Grierson street some time ago. Under 
my supervision, plans have been 
made with the profiles showing the 
side hill and the hill slides that have 
occurred, as well as that part of Ed­
monton affected. These plans con­
tain all the required information to 
arrive at a solution of Che difficulty, 
so that anyone familiar with such 
work may form an idea of the diffi­
culty to be overcome and how to over­
come it. These plans will be sent to 
Ottawa, arid no doubt in the near fu­
ture a solution of the difficulty will 
be arrived at.”

Mr. Malhiot leaves this afternoon 
for Calgary.

WHY MR. BORDEN IGNORED HIS 
STRONGEST ARGUMENT.

To the C. P. R. belongs the credit 
ol having unintentional» - ftered Mr. 
Borden the strongest argument he 
could desire for the nationalization 
of the telegraph systems—and to Mr. 
Borden belongs the credit of having 
avoided that argument with a studi­
ous persistence that can not have 
been Accidental.

While Mr. Borden was delivering 
addresses in the western cities on the 
advantages of national telegraphs the 
newspapers of (those cities were 
strugggling for life and liberty against 
the exorbitant demands of the C. P. 
R. Telegraph company. What better 
opportunity for clinching his case 
could an advocate of national tele­
graphs want? What better argument 
could be devised against the unwis­
dom of permitting a corporation to 
absolutely control a telegraphic sys­
tem than to point to the manner in 
which the C. P. R. was using its cus­
tomers? What better illustration 
could be conceived of the injustice to 
which a telegraph corporation will re­
sort in its attempt to muzzle the press 
and to extract the last cent from its 
vicims? While Mr. Borden ransack­
ed the antipodes for illustrations of 
the advantages of public ownership, 
here, fresh in the minds of his audi­
tors, and of pressing personal concern 
to every one of them, was a glaring 
example of the abuse of private own­
ership. What more could the honor­
able gentleman have wanted as an 
argument for nationalization?

How did Mr. Borden use the argu­
ment thus provided by the greed of 
a private telegraph company? Did he 
cite it as a signal instance of abuses 
which would be impossible under a 
gove rnmen {-owned, system ? Did he 
demand that the G. P. R. telegraph 
lines be nationalized, or that national 
lines be brought into competition 
with them? Not a bit of it. Not one 
word about the C. P. R. and the high­
way methods of its telegraph system. 
So. far as his speeches were consented 
no hearer could gather that Mr. Bor­
den had ever heard of any disagree­
ment, recent or remote, great or small, 
of any kind or degree, between the 
newspapers and the C. P. R. Tele­
graph company. Great Britain was 
duly called upon for proof of the suc­
cess of national lines and Mr. Glad 
stone was brought from the tomb to 
testify that he favored a national sys­
tem, but not one word of the octopus 
that at the moment was trying tc 
choke the independence out of the 
newspapers of the western country 
and which had been bleeding them 
white for twenty years.

Can it be that Mr. Borden did not 
see the argument so accommodating­
ly provided by the blind greed of the 
C. P. R.? If so he was probably the 
only man in Western Canada who 
could not see it. Certainly his oppon­
ents will not accuse Mr. Borden of so 
defective vision, and surely his po­
litical friends will not not plead short­
sightedness as an excuse for him 
That Mr. Borden saw the argument 
and appreciated its value no reason­
able mgn will doubt. That he did not 
use it'can only have been because he 
did not want to use it. And if he did 
not want to use it this can only mean 
either that Mr. Borden advocates na­
tionalization merely as an election 
dodg-e or that he does not contemplate 
extending the national system into the 
territory dominated by the C. P. R. 
Either he means that even if he had 
the power he would “forget” his na­
tionalization platform altogether or he 
means that if he had the power it is 
no part of hi- scheme to permit the 
nationalization program to interfere 
with the monopoly enjoyed by the C. 
P. R. Telegraph Company.

That the argument would have prov­
ed more popular than his other argu­
ments only suggests how strong were 
the ties " which prevented Mr. Borden 
using it. Public approval of himself 
and his platform was what he was 
after. That he was getting little of it 
from his stock arguments and illus­
trations must have been apparent to 
Mr. Borden. That the C. P. R. co­
ercion tactics could be used in a way 
to provoke much more popularity 
must have appeared and appealed to 
him. There is no conceivable public 
reason why he should not have used 
that argument. That there was a rea­
son goes without saying. The reason 
can only have been private, and the 
only conceivable private reason is 

that Mr. Borden’s alliance with the 
C. P. R. prevented jtim drawing at­
tention to hs treatment of the public.

How strong are his corporation con-j 
nections witness the circumstance 
that they muzzled him from using 
the argument that held hope of arous­
ing the public favor he assuredly was 
not getting from the platitudes he was 
retailing !

The west will get relief from the 
abuses of the C. . R. Telegraph Com­
pany, but not from any nationaliza­
tion program carried out by Mr. Bor­
den. His steadfast refusal to even 
refer to the abuses makes it abundant­
ly plain that we would get no relief 
from them if Mr. Borden had the pow­
er to givs it. Fortunately we will n'.t 
have to try the experiment of what 
Mr. Borden would or would not do 
The Government have promised to in­
vestigate the conduct of the Company 
and the result will probably be tc 
bring it under thé wholesome author 
ity of the Railway Commission.

THE AUSTRIAN PROBLEM..

For the past week the eyes of Eur 
°Pe—at least of European govern­
ments—have been fixed on Vienna, 
where the veteran Austrian Emperor 
haa been struggling with an illness 
commonly expected to be the last. 
From every European capital the dom­
inant note of the despatches has been 
speculation as to what might happen 
if Franz Joseph were called away.

For years one of the Emperor’s in­
ducements to continue living has been 
to keep the Powers from quarrelling 
over his dominions. His personality 
has been admitted by friend and foe 
as the fores which bound Austria and 
Hungary together. While he lived the 
united nation could well take care of 
itself; if he died racial rancour was 
counted on to open the way for dis­
memberment of the Empire and its 
eventual absorption by the neighbor­
ing States. In consequence, the con­
dition of the Emperor’s health has de­
termined very largely the theme of 
consideration at the governmental 
seats. When Franz Joseph was well 
the Powers entertained themselves by 
squabbling over Morocco and other 
side issues, “when lie took a fever” 
as an exchange aptly remarks, “all 

Europe suffered a sympathetic chill.”
The European nations are always 

ready to overhaul the map of Europe 
and always planning to extinguish 
their neighbors in the hope of gob 
bhng up now stretches of territory. 
This is the ultimate possibility from 
which the diplomatist never takes 
h:s eye, the remote reason that treat- 
i-'s are made, alliances formed and 
broken, standing armies maintained 
and battleships constructed. To those 
who do not live in Europe, there is 
something grotesquely funny in the 
spectacle of a whole continent of na­
tions each lookiing for an opportunity 
ta knock its neighbors in the head 
and appropriate their possessions. For 
those who reside in Europe it is by 
zio means so funny. Politically, the 
vaunted European civilization appears 
to have accomplished little more in 
Europe than to develop the tribal 
and family feud into a national affair, 
without altering its nature and but 
slightly modifyinig its methods.

The ambitions of Germany are cred­
ited with making the Austrian situa­
tion one of very general and abiding 
interest to Europe. Rightly or wrong­
ly, the Kaiser is supposed to have de­
signs on Austria, and with Austria 
added to Germany the Kaiser would 
control Central Europe from the 
North Sea and the Baltic to the Adri­
atic. He could then dictate to Italy 
and France as to whether or not they 
should continue alliances with Great 
Britain, while the union of* 1 the Ger­
man and Austrian armies would af­
ford the Czar an excellent reason for 
maintaining friendship with his pow­
erful neighbor. In a word the Em­
peror of Germany would be master of 
Europe, or in a splendid position to 
consider himself such and to act ac­
cordingly. 1 '

This readjustment of the European 
boundaries can, of course, be prevent­
ed by Austria and Hungary standing 
firmly together when death removes 
the head of t-he combined nations. 
The weakness of Russia makes it
impossible for a German-Russian al­
liance to take matters into their own 
hands and settle the Austrian ques­
tion regardless alike of the Austrians 
and the rest of Europe. And in any 
event the other Powers would not be 
likely to stand idly by while the bal­
ance of power -was thrown so badly 
out of joint. Only a sadly divided 
house with one-faction strongly favor­
able to German admission could now 
make possible the dream the Kaiser is 
supposed to indulge.

Fortunately there Is good reason to 
believe Austria and Hungary wilt pre­
fer to exist in union rather than per­
ish separately. The racial prejudice 
which has been relied on to open the 
way for disunion and dismemberment 
has been materially reduced by the 
advent of a new generation of voters 
who appear to think more of the pres­
ent and the future than the past. In 
the last elections the pan-Germanic 
element suffered severely and the for­
eign propaganda of the Kaiser is not 
likely to better their fortunes.

A VAIN PROMISE.
Mr. Borden told a Wetaskiwin audi­

ence that it mattered little whether oi 
not he was the next premier of Can­
ada so long as Canada gets clean ad­
ministration of public affairs. In oth­
er words the Halifax platform is not 
worth considering and all Mr. Bor­
den has to offer is hie promise to 
conduct public business honestly.

This is a candid admission so far 
as it goes but it does not go far 
enough. Mr. Borden should have 
added that judging from his present 
circumstances he would not be in a 
position to make good his promise if 
he were placed in power, however 
much he might desire to do 6o. For 
crediting him with the best of inten­
tions it must be admitted that the 
conduct of the Opposition under his 
leadership has not been of a kind to 
give promise of official integrity if 
the Opposition should accede to 
power. Those from whom Mr. Borden 
would have to select his cabinet if 
he became premier have not been able 
to maintain their respectability even 
in Opposition. What would they "do 
if placed in power? If neither the in 
fluence of Mr. Borden nor their own 
hope of political advancement has 
been sufficient to keep these gentle­
men in the narrow way of business 
propriety what hope that they would 
mend their habits if given broader 
opportunities to display their acquisi­
tive talents?

Moreover the attitude of Mr. Bor­
den toward the offenders has certain­
ly not been calculated to inspire them 
with a terror of wrong-doing nor to 
justify any expectation that he would 
exert an effective discipline over them 
if the .business of the country were 
committed to their handling. If ever 
a party needed "to receive and preserve 
a good name it is the party Mr. Bor­
den leads, for without that what 
hope could they entertain of- ever 
reaching power? Yet toward .those who 
have- tarnished his party’s name and 
deflected public confidence from it Mr. 
Borden has displayed only the most 
sympathetic concern. Even in the 
face of the party demanding their 
abandonment Mr. Borden has pre­
served these gentlemen as his counsel­
lors, has defended them alike from the 
party and public and is today touring 
the country for the express purpose of 
diverting attention from them and ol 
whipping the party into line for their 
defence. What other conclusion can 
Mr. Foster, Mr. Fowler and their asso­
ciates draw than that they have the 
approval of Mr. Borden? And that 
should the fortunes of war throw the 
government of the country into their 
hands they would have his approval 
and protection in continuing in the 
broader field thus opened to them the 
operations which have made them 
conspicuous in a more limited sphere? 
And what reason have the people of 
Canada to suppose that Mr. Borden 
as premier would repudiate the con­
duct which he approves as leader oi 
the Opposition? If he cannot and will 
not try to discipline his forces when 
fighting for life what reason to sup­
pose lie would restrain their predatory 
inclinations when the resources of the 
Dominion côuld be treated as spoils 
of war?

But taking the honorable gentle­
man’s statement at face value this is 
simply an admission that he has only 
half the qualifications of good govern­
ment to offer us. Honest administra­
tion is commendable and desirable in 
tlie highest degree but administration 
which is only honest cannot be good 
administration. Scores of business 
houses in Canada have been conduct­
ed on principles of scrupulous honesty 
and yet are in financial straits today. 
Thousands more under equally honest 
management have remained stagnant 
and unprogressive while their neigh­
bors were expanding and developing 
along every line of opportunity. The 
principles which underlie a success­
ful business concern and a successful 
Government are the same. Honesty is 
the first consideration, but honesty 
without enterprise is only half the 
.onsideration. The Government' of 
Hon. Alexander MacKenzie was con­
spicuously honest but it lasted only 
four years. It was succeeded by a 
Government which was not conspicu­
ously honest but which gave rein to 
enterprise and lasted eighteen years. 
Canada wants honest government but 
Canada needs also progressive govern­
ment. At present Canada has both 
honest and progressive government; 
Mr. Borden undertakes only to give us 
honest government and his course as 
leader of the Opposition denies that 
Ire would even give us this.

A GOOD CONSTITUTION.
Toronto Saturday Night very sens­

ibly points out that if Canada escapes 
a period of hard times our gratitude 
will not be due to either the banks, 
the wholesalers nor the newspapers 
who have made it their special busi­
ness to publish broadcast the gloomy 
forebodings of pessimistic prophets. 
The home city of Saturday Night as­
pires to become the financial, commer­
cial and intellectual centre of the Do­
minion; it is to be hoped the influ-
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ence of the following paragraphs will 
become duly mixed with these ambi­
tions.

“If Canada is not to have a period 
of hard times the credit will not be­
long to the Canadian banks which 
shut down on all credits with a sud­
den bang, and hunted cover as pre­
cipitately os Iowa farmers make for 
their storm cellars when they see a 
cyclone coming over the hill.

“The credit will not belong to the 
wholesalers who shortened credits 
with one quick jerk of the reins and 
sent dismal literature explaining their 
action into every nook and corner of 
the Dominion.

“The credit will not to any large 
extent belong to the newspapers 
which have interviewed at much 
length every prophet of evil who want­
ed to see his name in print, coupled 
with an estimate of how much below 
normal is the value of the agricultur­
al crop this year.

“If we escape a severe attack of 
hard times, the credit will not belong 
io any of these agencies that usually 
claim credit for so much. The credit 
will belong to the country, which has 
the constitution of a horse, and the 
optimism of a thoroughbred colt 
which expects to win races but never 
dreams of being harnessed to heavy 
draught work. If our prosperity can 
stand the needless knocks it has been 
getting this year, it can stand any­
thing.”

“STAND PAT."
A lull has occurred in the negotia­

tions looking toward the sale of the 
Edmonton street railway franchise, 
pending, it is understood, a definite 
offer from the gentleman who opened 
the negotiations. Meantime the city 
commissioners will ask the city coun­
cil for power to negotiate for the 
Strathcona street railway franchise. 
This move broadens the street railway 
question from that of the Edmonton 
system alone to the general situation 
in relation to both cities ; and the cir­
cumstances tinder tyhich the question 
is broadened invite sortie attention 
from the ratepayer's of both.

On the face of things the proposal 
to purchase the Strathcona franchise 
at this stage of the game looks decid­
edly suspicious. If Edmonton were in 
a position to exercise its own fran­
chise forthwith .there might be good 
reason for endeavoring also to secure 
-he Strathcona franchise. But when 
the inability of Edmonton to exercise 
its franchise is being urged as a rea­
son for selling the franchise, it cer­
tainly savors: of the unusual that a 
proposition should be made for Ed­
monton to secure the Strathcona fran­
chise. If we cannot construct a street 
railway in Edmonton how could we 
undertake to construct a system for 
botn cities? And when our present 
inability to complete our system is 
urged as a reason why we should sell 
that system the proposal to secure the 
Strathcona franchise looks very much 
like a proposal to lump both fran­
chises and turn them over. to a cor­
poration.

It is argued, and correctly argued, 
that the inter-urban traffic would be 
the most valuable traffic for a local 
electric road; that therefore, a system 
connecting the two cities might be 
operated at advanage sooner than a 
system confined to the limits of either. 
It is also argued, equally correctly, 
that if separate systems were instal­
led they might fall under hostile of 
unsympathetic management and the 
traffic between the two cities made 
unnecessarily expensive and incon­
venient; that, (or example, an Ed­
monton man might be charged one 
fare by the Edmonton system for car­
rying him half way to Strathcona, and 
another fare by the Strathcona sys­
tem for taking him to his destination. 
There is reason in both arguments 
and if they were advanced as reasons 
why the1 two cities should unite in 
constructing and operating one sys­
tem of street railway connecting and 
traversing the cities the arguments 
would be conclusive. But advanced as 
reasons why the two franchises should 
be turned over to" a corporation the 
arguments are bad, for the excellent 
reason that corporation ownership 01 

street railways is pad.
No one will dispute the desirability 

of having the inter-urban traffic han­
dled as though the two cities were 
one; no. one will dispute that this 
could be better done if the cities were 
connected and served by one system 
instead of two and no one will ques­
tion that the establishment of a sys­
tem in one city under private own­
ership would to a degree disadvantage 
the other city. But back of these con­
siderations lies the real point in the

street railway situation—that the 
proper and prudent way to “handle” 
the street railway situation here as 
elsewhere in Western Canada is to re­
fuse to “handle” it at all at this stage 
of the game. This is the stand which 
the Bulletin believes Edmonton 
should take, and without presuming 
to advise Strathcona as to how Strath- 
cona’s affairs should be conducted, it 
is the course the. Bulletin believes 
would best conserve the interests of 
the ratepayers of that city as well.

Under the abnormal financial con­
ditions of today neither Edmonton nor 
.Strathcona is in position to exercise 
itsz street railway franchise at once or 
■to sell that franchise at face value or 
anything approaching face value. The 
course of ordinary business prudence 
is then surely to simply hold the 
franchises, waiting until a betterment 
of the money market will enable the 
cities either to. use the franchises 
themselves or to sell them for some­
thing more nearly their value than 
cafl be got for them today. This is 
the course which is being pursued by 
the business men of both cities in their 
private affairs, and a rule which is 
considered and proven good in private 
affairs should be equally good in af­
fairs of the community.

Supposing a company of business 
men held the franchise for either Ed­
monton or Strathcona, would they of­
fer that franchise for sale at the pres­
ent time? Certainly not, unless finan­
cial pressure forced them to sacri­
fice a valuable possession for far less 
than it was worth. Why then should 
not the cities exercise the same spirit 
of patient foresight as characterizes 
their business men? Neither city is so 
pressed financially that its franchise 
must be sacrificed; yet if a franchise 
is sold under the present conditions of 
the money market, it must be sacri­
ficed, and if sacrificed the small re­
turns received for it would make no 
considerable betterment in the finan­
cial situation. The course of prudence 
and sound senses is for the rate-payérs 
to “stand pat” and hold their fran­
chises until the weather clears.

SPENDING MONEY.
Namnyo avenue residents are being 

afforded visible tangible evidence that 
a block of debentures have been sold. 
The lane in rear of lots fronting on 
the east side of the avenue is being 
reduced to tire level of the adjacent 
territory and the conclusion provid­
ed for one of the wonder works of 
the season. Early in the sum­
mer the surface of the avenue was 
removed and hauled , into the lane 
preparatory to paving. This convert­

ed the avenue into a shallow canal 
and the lane into a miniature moun­
tain range. The next develop­
ment was when the city scavenger dis­
covered that the earth thrown in the 
lane had blocked the gateways and 
the garbage cans were not get-at-able. 
This worthy official of course was not 
paid to do road-work and did not pro­
pose doing what he was not supposed 
to do. He communicated with the 
city hall and each resident concerned 
was favored with a printed extract 
from the city bylaws presaging woe 
to those whose premises were in a 
state of blockade. The notices do not 
appear to have produced any remark­
able activity on/the part of the recip­
ients and the distressed official and 
all others have had to make the best 
of the lane as they found it; ' Mean­
time the rains of midsummer drew 
the attention of the community from 
the lane to the site of the former ave­
nue. Paving had been found impos­
sible and the trench where the road­
way had been was quickly converted 
into a quag-mire with frog ponds herle 
and there. This lasted for weeks and 
the longer it lasted the worse it be­
came./ In time, however, official in­
action gave way to importunity and 
the canal was refilled—with subsoil 
taken from a sewer trench in a dis­
tant part of the city, while the crags 
and peaks of the lane were left to 
frown above the landscape. Now 
after further weeks of waiting a gang 
of men has been put on to remove 
these mountains and in the course of 
a few days conditions along the ave­
nue will be exactly where they were a 
year ago—except that the street is 
eoveerd with gumbo instead of surface 
earth. Meantime the street has been 
almost impassible for a considerable 
part of the summer. Meantime also 
the city has paid men to remove the 
surface of the street and dump it in 
the lane; has paid men to haul other 
earth and dump on the street; and is 
now paying men to take the earth out 
of the lane and dump it somewhere 
else.

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CITY COUNCIL MEETING
Edmonton Will Go Into Field With Strathcona Street Railway Co., 

as a Rival Competitor for That City's Franchise — Edmonton's 
Proposition For an Inter-Urban System—Commissioners Present 
Report on Question—Action Taken To Bring Matter of City Mar­
ket to a Head—Routine Busirfess.

The Edmonton city council will not 
see Strathcona dispose of Its street 
railway franchise to a private corpor­
ation if it can be prevented, and if 
Strathcona can be convinced that the 
operation of an inter-urban system is 
of mutual advantage to the sister cit­
ies. The commissioners presented an 
exhaustive report at the regular meet­
ing of the city council Tuesday eve­
ning, dealing with the proposal tc 

/construct a line in Strathcona as a 
part of the Edmonton system. The 
aldermen approved. Of the undertak 
ing, and Edmonton is now in the po­
sition of being a competitor with the 
Strathcona Street Railway Co. for the 
street railway franchise in the south 
ern city.

The ratepayers of Strathcona on 
Thursday of next week will be asked 
to approve of the disposal of the 
street railway franchise to the Strath 
cona company. On Monday nigh, 
next a public meeting will be held 
in Strathcona, when the question will 
be discussed, and a representative o: 
the Edmonton council will be present 
to submit this city’s proposal.

In their report, the city commis 
sioners deal in detail with the nego 
tiations concerning the original pro­
position of an inter-urban system.

It is pointed out that when th« 
street railway question -was taken ur 
in tjbe spring a preliminary survey o. 
a line to Strathcona was made. The 
opinion has been held from thé out 
set that a# inter-urban system can b< 
made remunerative from its ' incep 
tion. Together with thetoity’s systeir 
the work on the- Strathcona cbnnec 
tion was discontinued when the finan 
cial stringency made itself felt, and 
in consequence negotiations were held 
in abeyance. It is generally admitted 
that independent lines in the twi 
cities can_not be made to pay. Fur 
thermore, there would be difficult) 
connected with the transference oi 
passengers hom one system to th< 
other.

The report recommended that i 
Strathcona will give running right- 
over its streets, the city of Edmontoi 
will undertake to build a line in that 
city in 1908, the franchise to be non 
exclusive- A mile of railway will b< 
constructed for every 3,000 of popula 
tion in both cities. For instance, as 
suming Edmonton has a population o 
18,000, ajx mites of railway frill be 
built, and if Strathcona Has a popu 
lation of 6,000 two miles will be con 
structed. Edmonton will also under 
take to' build ‘the connecting line oVe 
the traffic portion of the C. P. R:’i 
high level brîdgè, when constructed.

Edmonton will further. .agree to ar 
range rates with the Strathcona coun 
oil. ................

The report also considers the event 
of fhe’ftale- of the Edmonton franchis* 
to a private corporation. Should thif 
action be taken, it suggests that th< 
two cities agree not to dispose o: 
their franchises without consultatior 
with the council of the other city.. 
This is in order that the two citiei 
will be assured of one operating com 
pany for the system: covering botl 
cities.

There was practically no discussior 
on the report.

Another question of importance 
which came up at the meeting was 
that in reference to the establishment 
of a market in the city. Action wa> 
taken looking toward this end.

The Communications.
City Solicitor Sown advised the 

c- unci] of the dismissal of the C. P 
R.’s assessment appeal.

The Melnnis Lumber Co. made ap 
plication for a C. N. R. spur track to 
their lumber yard in block 10, River 
Lot 16. The proposed spur would 
cross Griesbach street. The requesV 
•was granted under conditions named 
in connection with other industrial 
spurs.

Short, Cross and Biggar, represent 
ing E. Halyizuk, appealed against the 

■.assessment of lots 6 to 10, River Lo' 
16, at $7,400. It was Stated the prop 
erty was listed at something over 
$5,000. The commissioners reported 
that the assessment was in conform 
ity with that of adjoining properties, 
and in consequence the appeal wa:- 
not allowed.

City Insurance Scheme.
The scheme evolved -by the com­

missioners to undertake thé insurance 
against fire, by the city itself, in ordei 
to obviate the exorbitant insurance 
rates, was elucidated in the following 
report- - "

At present the city is carrying a 
large number of fire insurance polie- 
ies with independent companies, ag­
gregating a total insurance of $81,600 
the premiums on which cost the city 
annually $1,240.53- The details of 
these are as follows;

It will be observed that the rate of 

insurance is in many cases extrava­
gantly high, and the commissioners 
would suggest the advisability of the 
council considering the question of 

. the city undertaking its own fire in­
surance at a lesser cost, by imposing 
a uniform rate upon all property li­
able to fire risk, the money so pro­
duced 'being deposited in a sinking- 
fund, which might either be deposited 
in a savings bank or invested in good

securities, and be available at any 
time to recoup fire losses.

This question is brought up at pres­
ent as it is advisable to place some 
lew insurance upon the telephone 
building and apparatus, the Isolation 
lospital furniture, and possibly an 
increased amount upon the city ware­
house and material on hand, and it 
ippears an opportune time to decide 
this principle. The telephone build­
ing is now almost complete, and will 
be taken over from the contractors in 
i few days, and in the meantime the 
ipparatus is being installed without 
lecurity against fire loss except the 
builders’ risk upon the building.

“This raises a large question,” re­
narked the mayor.

‘‘It does,” said Aid. Smith, “and 
f would move that it be laid on the 
‘.able for a week in order that it may 
be considered when all the members 
ire present."

The motion carried.
Question of Market.

The commissioners on their own 
nitiative undertook to deal with the 
:rying necessity for the establishment 
>f a market in Edmonton, and in a 
•eport recommended the setting apart 
if two days each week as market 
lays, and the charging of a fee to 

vendors, who took stands on the mar- 
let square- No reference was made 
■:o a building. The report was as fol- 
ows:

The attention ot your commission- 
ts has been drawn to the present 
state of the market square, and the 
egulations thereof -on market days, 
ind your commissioners beg leave to 
eport and recommend that in the 
ipinion of the commissioners, the 
narket square should be fenced round 
vith suitable fencing and an entrance 
:ee should be charged to all persons 
:or the privilege oi selling on the mar- 
let square, attention being drawn to 
the fact that no charge should be 
nade to persons who go to the market 
o purchase any commodity, but that 
he charge should be made to any per­
son, nevertheless, who desires not 
Jarticularly to sell, but stand their 
earns and feed them there. In the 
ipinion of your commissioners, owing 
to the limited space, auction sales 
should at least be faeiidden on mar­
ket days and the council should well 
consider forbidding auction sales al­
together. The commissioners further 
ecommend that two days in the week 
should be set apart for market days; 
That the weigh scales should be fenc­
ed off with a runway, the access and 
■xit thereof being on Queen’s avenue; 
Any person driving upon the scales 
ind paying the usual fee to be per­
mitted to enter the market enclosure 
■vithout payment of any further fee.

For the. further and better consid­
eration oi this matter we would sug- 
;est that this question be.[referred to 
i committee authorized to brfhg down 
he necessary by-law, and that this 
lommittee, during its deliberations, 
rail upon Mr. Grierson, thé market 
ilerk, for his advice and assistance 
in the matter.

The report and the question was 
referred to the committee on trade 
ind commerce, composed of Aids. Pi- 
lard, Smith and Mansbn.

Sidewalk Application.
The application of, Gariepy & Les- 

sard for a sidewalk fronting on their 
property on Athabasca- avenue, was 
lealt with in the following report 
from the commissioners :

On looking into this matter which 
was referred to them, the commis­
sioners are of opinion that this peti­
tion is a departure from the general 
policy in this connection, as it only 
extends over half a block, forming no 
connection between existing side­
walks. For this reason, and in con­
sidération of the quantity of work 
now on hand, and still remaining to 
be done this seaeon, we cannot re 
commend the work being proceeded 
with as a local improvement, but 
would suggest that the property own­
ers he allowed to lay down a two- 
plank walk or three-plank walk at 
their own expense. They being the 
only property owners affected, the 
cost to them would be no greater 
than if the work was undertaken by 
the city, and the necessary conveni­
ence to their tenants would be thus 
secured.

The report was adopted.
Walk For Cliff Street.

The protest of the residents of Cliff 
and River streets against the substitu­
tion of a two-plank walk for that of a 
six-foot walk originally petitioned for, 
was met by acceding conditionally to 
the petition of the residents. The 
commissioners reported on the ques­
tion as follows:

On the 23rd October, 1906, a petition 
in proper form was received and ap­
proved of by the council authorizing 
the construction of a six-foot plank 
walk on Cliff street from Syndicate 
to River street. This was one of the 
local improvements whjch had not 
been commenced at the time when 
the financial stringency made it im­
perative to lessen our civic undertak­
ings, and in view of the conditions 
that were then forced upon the city 
your commissioners submitted a re­
port, on the 30th July, 1907, in re­
gard to all the local improvements 
then oh hand, this walk being one of 
those which were recommended to be 
replaced by a two-plank walk. The 
commissioners report referred to was 
approved of by the council, and plac­
ed on the list for execution as circum­
stances and our ability might deter­
mine. Up to the present we have not 
yet been able to accomplish it, but 
should the weather hold we hope to 
have all the work then authorized 
completed-before snowialh Now that 
this matter has been again referred 
to us we have gone into the ques­
tion once more and find that the for­
mation of the ground is not adapted 
to the laying of a two-plank walk, 
the ground being so steep at the east­
ern extremity of Cliff street as to ne

eesistate the putting in of steps, and 
as the street is only a short one, and 
the expense entailed will not be hea­
vy, we would recommend that the 
wishes of the petitioners be acceded 
to, and a four-foot plank walk laid 
down. The petitioners in the present 
instance ask for the extension of this 
walk down River street to Cameron 
street, but the authorization for this 
does not appear to be. complete. If, 
however, the property-owners on Riv­
er street should sign a petition * in 
proper form your commissioners see 
no reason to object to the sanctioning 
of the request, provided- that Bur ab­
ility and weather c mditions would 
permit. This is a matter for the con­
sideration of the property owners, and 
possibly the laying of the walk on 
Cliff street, if accomplished--this fall, 
might answer thçir immediate re­
quirements.

The report was adapted.
Remission of Taxes. 

Nicholson & Bain’s claim for remis­
sion oi taxes was granted, the com­
missioners report being approved, and 
the report was as follows:

On enquiring into this matter the 
commissioners are satisfied that the 
facts of the case are as stated, the 
claimants having only commenced 
business here about the beginning oi 
May, 1907, this being an entirely new 
business coming into operation at that 
date. We think it is reasonable, 
therefore, that a remission should be 
allowed, and would recommend a re­
mission to the extent of the propor­
tionate time, four months, say one- 
third of $66.80, equal to $22.27.

The city solicitor stated the council 
was without power to remit taxes, but 
by a manipulation suggested by Com­
missioner Kinnaird, the question was 
dealt with. It was stated it had been 
the council’s policy to remit taxes 
when it was fair and equable. The 
report was approved.

The City Will Make Connection- 
The application of F. Deggendorfer, 

Eighth street, for the installation of 
water and sewer connection at the ex­
pense of the city, xvas recommended 
by the commissioners in the following 
report, in which the conditions enter­
ing into the case were set forth:

Your commissioners have enquired 
into this matter, and as far as we 
can ascertain we have every reason­
able assurance that Mr. Deggendorfer 
is correct in his statement that' his 
private service connection for both 
sewer and water were installed by 
him to the lot line on his property on 
Eighth street during the summer of 
1906, with the knowledge and consent 
of Mr. J. H. Hargreave, the then city 
engineer. After Mr. Hargreave’s re­
tirement the plan of laying the xvater 
pipe in the lane instead of on the 
street xvas recommended by the pres­
ent engineer, Mr. R. R. Keely, and 
approved by the commissioners and 
the council. This being the case it 
would be unreasonable that Mr. Deg 
gendorfer should be put to any ex­
tra expense occasioned by this change 
of plan, and we would recommend 
that the service connection be given 
him in the manner suggested at the 
cost of the city, which the city engin­
eer estimates not to exceed $15.

The repbrt was adopted.
The_ commissioners reported recom­

mending the extension for three years 
of the Hockley Co. contract for the 
police and‘fire department uniforms :

Youn commissioners, having had re- 
ierred to them the communication; of 
the R. Hockley Co., Ltd., requesting 
an extension of their .contract for. a 
period of three years, including tpis 
year, beg leave to report that upon 
publishing the Advertisement calling 
for tenders, your commissioners, fol­
lowing the custom in vogue in other 
cities in such matters, stated that if 
the prices; terms, and fulfillment of 
the contract xvere satisfactory, the 
city xvould be prepared to make a 
contract for three years. The heads 
of departments interested advise us 
that the contract has been fulfilled 
in a satisfactory manner, and the 
goods up to sample, and that in their 
opinion it will be to the advantage 
of the city to have this contract ex­
tended over a period of two more 
years, in order that the experience ob­
tained by this firm in filling this con­
tract shall not be lost, to the disad­
vantage oi the city. In as much as 
the Hockley company xvere the lowest 
tenderers we would recommend that 
this contract should cover a period 
of two more years.

The report was approved.
Accounts Not So Large.

The accounts for the week amount­
ed to $18,469.96. Itemized they were 
passed as follows :

There was no report from the com­
mittee in whose hands the appli­
cation of the American-Canadian Oil 
Co. for a non-exlusive natural gas 
franchise, was placed. Chairman 
Smith stated he had been unable to 
arrange a meeting of his committee.

City Medical Health Officer Ternan 
presented a preliminary report on the 
question of the overcrowding evil. He 
stated a supplementary report would 
deal with the subject in detail.

__ Cold Storage Plant.
Thos. S. Williamson, of the Edmon­

ton Produce Co., applicants for cer­
tain concessions in connection with 
the establishment of a cold storage 
plant in the city, addressed the coun­
cil, stating that his company was now 
awaiting a proposition from .the city. 
When the city named the concessions 
it would be prepared to sanction his 
company would say at once if they 
were acceptable. If they were not. 
the compand would immediately look 
for another location. Mr. Williamson 
described the manner in which the 
company had been treated as a bunco 
game. He expressed indifference as 
to whether the city made a proposi­
tion or not- He pointed out that in 
order to increase the population of 
the city it was necessary to make liv­
ing cheaper, and this would be mate­
rially assisted by the establishment of 
a cold storage plant.

The council decided to hold the 
question over for another week, when 
the committee appointed to deal with 
the matter would report.

Street Numbering.
Alderman Walker asked the ques­

tion: “What system is folloxved in the 
city in reference to street number­
ing?” The city engineer explained 
that the system adopted was known 
as the unit system. There were 100 
numbers to each block. This enabled 
the houses to be so numbered that 
numbers in each block corresponded 
with the block in the same relative 
position on all streets across the city. 
For instance below Jasper the num­
bers ran up into 500, and north of 
Jasper the numbers were from 600 up. 
There was some difficulty being ex­
perienced in folowing out the system 
in the east end of the city, because 
of the irregularity of the surveys; but 
in the west end the conditions were 
better adapted to the operation of 
the system.

C. F. Newell, representing the Mc­
Dougall Methodist church, asked per­
mission to make an extension to the 
church. He stated the fire risk would 
not be increased by the addition. The 
request xvas granted.

consolate or hard-luck farmed in the 
district. All have done well. The 
farmer told me he farmed eighteen 
years on the Manitoulin Island. At 
the énd of that time h<? left there, 
after scraping up everything, worth 
about $600. He came to Northern 
Alberta and finally settled in the Edi­
son district less than four years ago. 
and today is worth $7,000.

Settlers Pouring In.
Settlers are coming in fast. Dur­

ing the summer homesteads have been 
located and applications made to the 
local land agent“at the raté Of ten a 
month. This represents but a part 
of the number who have filed, as the 
majority of homesteaders file in the 
Edmonton office.

Fuel and xvater are abundant every­
where. Coal is found along the Pem­
bina rivet". Coal is. however, not 
used as fuel. There is plenty of 
poplar, dry tamarac . and. spruce. 
Water is obtained at a depth of 20 
feet, while many wells are sunk 50 
and 60 feet to obtain a constant sup­
ply.

The soil, like all the soil of Nor­
thern Alberta, is the deep black 
humus laid down on the clay and un­
disturbed since it was formed by any 
geological agency. The soil is virgin 
soil in a double sense. It is virgin 
soil because its fertility has never 
been impoverished by cropping, and 
again, because it is the original rich 
vegetable deposit that xvas laid down 
in recent geological time and has not 
suffered erosion from ice or water.

The soil in the Edison district has 
an admixture of sand or grit that 
gives the proper porosity for the cir­
culation of moisture for evaporation 
or absorption. As a result it is a 
warmer and earlier soil crops ripen 
earlier than on the heavier soils far­
ther south. In addition the admix­
ture of sand renders the soil friable 
and causes it to clean off the mould 
board and plough-share, keeping them 
bright and clean.

Road Improvement.
Hitherto the district has been com­

paratively isolated for want of proper 
roads. The trails are alright in dry 
weather, but during a protracted sea­
son of rain they become impass­
able in the low places for want of 
drainage. A good turnpiked road is 
being built from Morinville north to 
Clyde, and by the end of this fall a 
turnpiked road xvill be built through 
to xvithin four miles of the Pembina 
River. The work from Morinville 
north is under the supervision of A. 
Arcaud. Mr. J. A. Gibson, of Edi­
son, who has had a wide experience 
in road building in Ontario, has 
charge of the work from Clyde west­
ward. Both these roads are being 
built by the provincial government.

Awaiting Coming of Railway.
The people of this district are anx­

iously axvaiting the coming of the C. 
N. R. and the construction of a tele­
phone line. The C. N. R. is already 
surveyed through the district passing 
to the east through Clyde on the route 
to Athabasca Landing. With the ad­
vent of the railway and the telephone 
the district will have all the essential 
conveniences and advantages of a 
modem and prosperous community. 
The improved land of the district is 
rated at $15 to $20 per acre and as 
soon as the Railway is built through 
a sharp advance will take place. In 
the outlying portions of the district 
a considerable quantity of land is held 
by the C. P. R. and the Elk Park 
Land Company, xvhich company has 
purchased the greater part of the C. P. 
R. grant in this district. Neither of 
these corporations are in a hurry to 
sell except at prices equal to the best 
improved land. Such a policy is re­
garded with disfavor by the settlers 
as calculated to unduly retard the 
continuous opening up of the country.

This Year’s Crops.
The acreage under crop on each 

farm varies from 25 to 40 acres. The 
largest farmers in the district are the 
Edison brothers. They have 146 
acres this year, 115 acres of which is 
oats. Eleven acres of this crop is es­
timated at 90 bushels to the acre. 
Speaking of the oats, Mr. Edison- 
said: “Edison never had a better 
crop in five years.” W. G. Baldwin 
has 30 acres of oats which he de­
scribes as first class. William Tracey 
threshed 600 bushels off fourteen acres 
of first class oats. Albert McEwen 
stated he could not desire a better 
crop of barley and oats than he has 
this year. W. N. Garrison who has 
lived four years at Edison said his 
crop was not as good this year as last 
but most of his oats would turn put 
satisfactorily. The rest xvould make 
excellent feed in the straw. “We haVe 
a good local market,” said Mr. Gar­
rison, “if I had twice as much grain 
I could easily get l.d of it.”

J. A. Gibson who farms 800 acres 
has a large crop which he regards as 
one of the most satisfactory he has 
ever raised hare or in Ontario. He 
has lately purchased a herd of pure­
bred Herefords for his ranch.

Stock Does Well.
The cattle in the district have done 

well this summer. The grass has been 
splendid. Nowhere have I seen such 
tall and luxuriant grass. “Once We 
get through the burnt timber strip 
south of here,” said Mr. Tracey, “we 
never see any hay that the people here 
really call hay.”

The history of the Edison district is 
a story of success, progress and im­
provement which has been the lot of 
every farmer xx-ho has settled in the 
district. In addition to the foregoing 
names which have been used as ex­
amples many others could be éited 
whose success is in no xxxay less pro­
nounced. Among those that may be 
mentioned in this regard are Messrs. 
Geo. Clyde. J. Liendecker, Jas. W. 
Shutt, Alfred Parton, Hugh Knott and 
A. Chandler. They are all inspired 
with the rosy story of success and all 
have a good word for the country,

INVENTION OF A
SPARK ARRESTER.

From Tuesday’s Bulletin.
One of the greatest factors in the 

progress and development of the Ed­
monton district lies in the industrial 
use of the immense Cretaceous lignite 
deposits underlying the xvhole country 
surrounding the city. The ease with 
which this surface coal can be mined, 
the undoubted good qualities xvhich it 
possesses for domestic purposes, has 
formed one of the strongest reasons 
for the faith which exists in the mind 
of all Edmontonians as to the future 
of the district. However optimistic 
people may have been in the past, it 
must be admitted that the finding of 
the railxvay commission as to the use 
of lignite coal for locomotive pur­
poses, gave that optimism more or 
less a set back.

One of the foremost railroaders of 
the country was, recently reported to 
the effect that his company intended 
to tap the bituminous measures of the 
foothills near the Yellowhead Pass 
for their supply, and things looked 
as though the undertakings of Morin­
ville and Clover Bar were to be de­
nied one of the greatest markets for 
the disposal of their output—railxvay 
use—an output xvhich they can in­
crease at will in proportion to the 
demand.

The situation for the mining inter­
ests o< the district, after the investi­
gation of Mr. Ogilvie and the'official 
pronouncement of Mr. Dillinger 
against the use of lignite on account 
of the danger oi fire through its use, 
became blacker than it had been for 
some time. Not only were the min­
ing interests to be affected by the 
abolition of the use of lignite, but the 
whole district would suffer through 
the narrowing down oi the market to 
domestic use only, and the merchants 
of Edmonton would lose in proportion 
as the wage bill of the different min­
ing companies were reduced. The 
situation, fraught with sinister clouds 
to many interests in the district, was 
not, however, without its silver lin­
ing.

The Spark Arrester.
A représentative of the Bulletin 

was invited to a workshop in the 
west end of the city to view a patent 
smoke stack, designed to overcome 
the spark danger 'by two workmen 
who, in the daily performance of their 
tasks, had been in practical contact 
with thé soft coal difficulty. The use 
of lignite, its faults and failings, were 
well known to them. No virtue of the 
expensive imported black diamond of 
Pittsburg had not been carefully con­
noted in their minds. The relative 
costs and difficulties involved in the 
use of both as a means oi power were 
carefully weighed and considered, and 
with all the facts at their finger ends, 
Messrs. Hall and Hawker, the two 
gentlemen in question, sought by 
means of an ingenious contrivance, to 
place the local product in advance of 
the imported article for railroad use. 
Briefly, they designed a. smoke stack 
possessing the property of abolishing 
the fire evil by preventing the emis­
sion of sparks.

Evolved a New Idea.
This idea of a patent smoke stack 

is iby no means a new one. Several 
inventions aiming at the same end 
have been attempted in the United 
States and elsewhere, but these two 
Edmonton inventors, xvorking in their 
spare hours and in face of some diffi­
culties, sought and attempted some­
thing entirely new in the way of a 
non-spark-emitting smoke stack. Hith­
erto, the screen had been considered 
inseparable from any attempt to ar­
rest the all-destructive spark, but 
Messrs. Haxvker and Hall, seeing the 
difficulties caused by the choking of 
the screen and its non-arrestment of 
the atom of the fire evil, strove and 
ultimately discox'ered a means of pre­
venting the emission of sparks with­
out the use of screens. This they have 
accomplished by an ingenious ar­
rangement of tubes, set at an angle 
in the stack, xvhich has proven a com­
plete success in experiment.

Submitted to Test.
Not content with having worked 

out in theory their plans for making 
the use of lignite possible and profit­
able for locomotive purposes, the two 
inventors submitted their model to 
the severest tests. The first of these

took place on the track between Ed­
monton and Strathcona in the latter 
part of August, when the smoke stack 
proved a complete success in a test 
iùvolving the freighting of many cars 
over a heavy grade. The next test 
consisted in a run over the C. N. R. 
to Vermilion, when one of the inven­
tors sat perched in a position to view 
the working out of the invention. It 
surpassed expectations. The run was 
made with a saving of three tons of 
coal ovei that of a similar run with 
the straight stack. The journey xvas 
completed with a minimum of risk 
to the adjoining fields by sparks, few, 
if any, being emitted, and Messrs. 
Hawker and Hall are convinced that 
they have a smoke stack which,[be­
sides abolishing the danger of /fire, 
gives an economy in tonnage of the 
local lignite coal over the expensive 
imported article. The cost of manu­
facturing the stack js small, the ar­
rangement being simple, while the ul­
timate results to both the railway 
companies and the mining interests 
of this district are ^incalculable.

The price of Pittsburg coal is xxrelt 
over $10 per ton, almost five times 
.that for which the local coal compan­
ies are prepared to deliver their pro­
duct to the railways. The Vermilion 
test shoxved greater safety by using 
the smoke stack with the local pro­
duct than that obtained by the use of 
the Pittsburg coal xvithout the use of 
the smoke stack. The results secur­
ed by its use means that before long 
the Pittsbhrg article xvill no longer be 
used, and the coal industry of the 
Edmonton district will receive a tre­
mendous impetus. This consumma­
tion, devoutly to be xxdshed, is entire­
ly due to the efforts oi the txvo rail- 
waymen who have devoted their lei­
sure 'to the solution of the spark dif­
ficulty resulting from the use of lig­
nite, and the general adoption oi 
thèir invention by the railroad com­
panies will mean a well-earned re­
ward to both of them.

To dhe farming interests of the 
country this invention will prove the 
greatest boon. The loss of farm pro­
duce in the field, timber, etc., the 
burning of barns and farmhouses, xvill 
be no longer a menace to the agricul­
tural interests of the land.

SIGNAL HONOR 
DONE MR. FINLAY

Alberta’s Minister of Agriculture 
Banqueted in Lisburn, Ire- ' 

land, by His Friends.

Hon. W. T. Finlay, minister oi agri­
culture for Alberta, who is at pres­
ent visiting his old home in Ireland, 
is being signally honored by his 
friends in Lisburn, of which town he 
was a citizen 35 years ago.

On Qctober 2 he was tendered 
complimentary banquet, and the 
Northern Whig, of Belfast, published 
the following account of the affair.

The visit of the Hon W. T. Finlay, 
Minister of Agriculture, Alberta, Can­
ada, was made thü occasion last eve­
ning of an interesting function, 
which took place in the Assembly 
Rooms, Lisburn. An old resident of 
Lisburn, Mr. Finlay, some thirty-five 
years ago, migrated to Canada, where 
after an arduous and strenous career 
in which success has crowned his ci­

ties. No doubt a great number of in­
dustrie# were stamped put in Ireland 
during' the seventeenth century, but 
that, was a,, very long time ago. In 
the Same way he thought that they 
need not, «hen they talked of the 
prosperity of Ireland, buoy them 
selves up by conjuring visions of pros­
perity and an ideal state of affairs 
which might come in the future, and 
in which they might not survive to 
participate. He- thought there was 
very just cause for them to feel a 
measure of gratitude and satisfaction 
at the prosperity which they really 
were permitted to enjoy at present. 

They had not far to look 
in Ireland to find instances of men 
who had risen to the top of nearly 
every profession, and Irishmen who 
had done so not only in their own 
country but in England and abroad.

He had first of all to thank 
them for the cordiality with which 
they had received it, which was typi­
cal of that loyalty to the person of 
the Sovereign and to the Lord Lieu­
tenant, his representative in their, 
midst. Lord Aberdeen had already 
filled the post of Lord Lieutenant of 
Ireland, and it was only comparative­
ly recently that he had returned from 
filling the almost equally important 
position of Lieutenant-Governor of 
Canada, from which country he 
brought back the respect, admiration 
and affection of nearly all the inhabi­
tants spread over that wide Domin-

Agriculture remained in 
Ireland, as in a great many other 
countries, by far the most important 
industry, and it was within their time 
that it really seemed to him that in 
the system of land tenure the old cry 
bt landlordism had almost disappear­
ed. Some of them could still remem 
her the time when the system of land 
purchase—state-aided land purchase— 
was brought in. That meant they 
enjoyed a very different state of af­
fairs to what the people did in this 
country fifty years ago, and, having 
obtained that relief, was it not time 
to stop crying out about the injustice 

oppression that existed prior to 
this? What they ought to do was to 
realize the benefits they enjoyed, and 
it rested with them to improve «the 
opportunities they possessed. Let 
the examples that existed of success 
about them be an encouragement to 
everyone to fresh effort, and then the 
prosperity of Ireland, good as it was, 
would be immeasurably better. (Ap­
plause.)

Character and Success.
The chairman said they were as­

sembled that evening in order to show 
their appreciation for a distinguished 
Lisburn men. (Applause.) There was 
perhaps no part of the world where 
an Ulsterman found himself so much 
at home as in Canada, because in 
Ulster they had had a great deal to 
do in building up that country, and 
in the making of its splendid suc­
cess. (Applause.) Ulster people had 
had a fair share in sending out em­
pire-builders who had created this 
great empire of theirs. Amongst those 
whom they had so sent out was one 
revered in .the to An of Lisburn, the 
Hon. W. T. Finlay. (Applause.) Mr. 
Finlay, witho»t any assistance be­
yond his own efforts, character, and 
energy, had created for himself a po­
sition in Canada and done a work 
which was beneficial to his adopted 
country and the empire itself, while 
he had gained the admiration of all 
those whom he had left behind him. 
(Applause.) That banquet was given 
in his honor by the friends of his 
boyhood, school and early manhood 
days. And the result of his (the 
chairman’s) observations of the world 
was that the boy who could gain 
friends and as a man retain them re­
quired no better certificate of char­
acter- In boyhood days their charac­
ter was better discovered than ever 
afterwards, and Mr Finlay had charac­
ter which was better than any suc- 
the steem and affection of those he 
had left behind, and he had 
equally gained the esteem, affection 
and confidence of those in 
the esteem and affection of those in 
the land of his adoption. They were 
pleased to meet Mr. Finlay that night, 
and they were proud of him and his 
work, knowing that he had reflected 
êredât efc. his native town. (Ap- 
pTaSSe.) ......

Lisburn. 2nd October, 1907 
Toast of the Evening.

Mr. W. J. Jefferson, in proposing 
the health of Mr. Finlay, referred to 
his early association with that gentle­
man in schoolboy days, and, continu­
ing, said that from Lisburn there had 
gone to distant parts- those who had 
sought for the extension and had con­
tributed to the stability of the em­
pire. They loved to think of Mr. 
Finlay as he was wherr -young—kind 
and simple, true and sincere, affec­
tionate and brotherly. He was An 
attached and faithful friend, and was 
loved by those who knew him in his 
earliest years. And they were glad 
to see on his return there (hat he had 
not changed in any of those excellent 
qualities which had doubtless stood' 
him in good stead in the land of his 
adoption. (Applause.) He was still 
affectionate, kindly and brotherly, 
and since his return had inquired 
with respect to those witth whom he 
had early associated. They saw him 
not changed, and yet much changed 
—how much some of them had at­
tempted to discover, but had not yet 
perceived è They could see he was a 
man who must have engaged in con­
flict, fighting through the journey oi 
life, mind against mind—one whose 
mental qualities were greatly enlarg­
ed and strengthened, one whose tact 
and resource were evidenced in all his 
doings, one who felt the -responsi­
bility of the position resting upon 
him, and who sought to realize in the 
truest sense that the office he held 
was for country and empire. (Ap­
plause.) >

Hon. W. T. Finlay.
The Hon. W. T. Finlay, in respond­

ing, said it was a great pleasure to 
him, after an absence of some thirty- 
five years, to find so many friends in 
this country, and he thought in 
speaking to them that evening his 
time would be most profitably spent 
in telling them of the great Dominion 
of Canada, which in.later years had 
been growing more rapidly than any 
other colony under the British crown. 
When he reached Canada in the year 
1874 he settled down in the eastern 
part of it—Toronto and Montreal. He 
remained in that vicinity for several 
years, but, as it was somewhat thick­
ly populated even then, he thought he 
would stand a better chance by gett­
ing further west, and proceeded to 
Manitoba. The bursting of the boom 
in that part of the country was a mat­
ter of history, and the chances further 
west looked again fairer. He pro­
ceeded to a place called Medicine 
Hat, from an Indian legend which 
gave it its name. Mr. Finlay then 
referred to his settlement in Alberta, 
the province for which he was Minis­
ter of Agriculture. The province had 
been part of what was called the 
Northwest Territories of Canada, that 
in old days belonged to the Hudson 
Bay Company, and they had held it 
for some two centuries as fur traders. 
After alluding to the procedure by 
which the province became transferr- 

"ed to the Dominion Government, Mr. 
Finlay said the success that had at­
tended the change had been very 
great indeed. Some had argued that 
Americans coming into the western 
provinces constituted a danger, but 
he pointed out that two-thirds of 
them were repatriated Canadians, 
and, owing to their experience of 
agriculture, they were of great as­
sistance to the colony. With regard 
to the loyalty of Canada, he was ex­
ceedingly proud to say that he did 
not know any country that wa9„more 
loyal to the British Crown. (Ap­
plause.) This had been shown in the 
recent South African war. He was 
not there in any capacity whatever in

connection with the government. He 
visited this country owing to a per­
sonal matter of which" nearly all of 
them were aware, and it was a sor­
rowful one for him. Alluding to the 
opening which Canada offered to im­
migrants, he advised those in search 
of a home and livelihood to give that 
country the preference to the United 
States. He was proud of Lisburn 
and of the progress it had made. In 
"Alberta, government creameries had 
been splendidly organised, with mag­
nificent financial results, and tiiey 
had splendid methods of dealing with 
the poultry raised by colonists. He 
had alWays held the theory that mix­
ed farming should be encouraged, and 
he thought it would be of immense 
advantage for the inhabitants of the 
country districts of Canada. He 
thanked them fir the compliment they 
had paid him that night, and he was 
particularly grateful to his friend Mr. 
Jefferson for the kindly words he had 
used on his behalf. The recollection 
of those proceedings would be a pleas­
ing memory to him while life lasted. 
(Applause.) . . .

“Houses of Parliament.”
Mr. C. C. Craig, M.P., responding 

to the “Houses of Parliament,” gave 
an interesting account of a visit he 
paid to Canada in August of last 
year, and spoke of the large number 
of people he met who had come from 
the North of Ireland. While he would 
not advise anyone who had an assur­
ed future in this country to go out 
to Canada, yet hé would say to those 
w.io had no prospects "in Ireland and 
were looking about them that Canada 
was the place. There was a great 
future before Canada, and they had 
all an affectionate regard for it, ow­
ing to the fact that most of them had 
either relatives or friends' in that Do­
minion. (Applause.)

“The Trade of Lisburn.”
Captain Craig, M.P., in proposing 

the toast of “The Town and Trade of 
Lisburn.” joined in the welcome to 
Mr. Finlay. With Mr. Barbour on 
his right hand and Mr. Clarke on his 
left he was splendidly placed to do 
justice to the toast he proposed, as 
they represented much of the pros­
perity of Lisburn. The town had in­
creased in population and in indus­
tries’ year by year. He wished to add 
one word of congratulation to the 
guest of the evening and to assure 
him that that gathering was repre­
sentative, It was not a meeting of 
one sect or clique, but a truly repre­
sentative meeting of the Lisburn 
people, who desired to welcome an old 
friend and an old inhabitant oi those 
parts. (Applause.) He hoped that 
when Mr. Finlay went back to Can­
ada he would carry with him the 
friendly thoughts and feelings which 
they desired to attend him. (Ap­
plause.)

Mr. George H. Clark, in responding, 
said he was very^pleased to join with 
uiem all in honoring one whom he re­
membered well there many years 
ago before he went to Canada, whose 
brothers and father he knew, and he 
felt that his success in the Dominion 
Of Canada was a reflected honor on 
the town of I-iphurn. 1 Proceeding, 
Mr. Clarke briefly sketched the his­
tory of the town Of Lisburn from an 
early period, and' the gradual rise of 
its industries. ; “There was no place 
in whi'ch there had been less friction 
between capital ahd labor than in Lis­
burn, where the best Of feeling pre­
vailed amongst all classes. (Ap­
plause.)

“The Press.”
The toast of the. “Press’ was pro­

posed by Mr. J, R. T. "Mulholland, 
J.P„ and was eordia.lly drunk.

Mr. J. R. Fisliér. in responding, 
said the press wps undoubtedly, as 
Mr. Mulholland had said, an integral 
and essential part of the constitution." 
It was essential for business, for the 
spread of intelligence, and for the 
purposes of education, and whether 
they liked it or not they had to 
grapple with it. At that late hour of 
the evening he was not going to in­
flict upon them a speech, but he did 
wish to say just a word*or two with 
regard to their guest and the country 
which he so well represented. He 
knew well that the reason he had the 
honor of being asked there that night 
—because he was rather a stranger to 
Lisburn—lay in the fact that he was 
perhaps of that company the last who 
had visited Canada. He had been in 
Alberta pince Mr. Finlay himself had 
been there, and he had seen some­
thing of the extent of the country and 
something oi the work of the depart­
ment over which he presided with so 
much ability. He woulrt^ not sneak 
of Canada as a whole, but onl>£- of 
part of it, which some of them might 
know as little about as he knew a few 
months ago—that was the state of Al­
berta, which was about double the 
size of the United Kingdom. It was 
a country of enormous possibilities, 
going out from the east towards the 
west he saw of course a great deal of 
the oldest part of Canada. Passing 
on through the rising and prosperous 
English and Scotch province of On­
tario he then struck the great farming 
and wheat growing districts of the 
west. He would admit that the 
merely wheat-growing part was, as 
Mr. Finlay had suggested, lacking in 
some of the elements of home life 
which he should like to see the set­
tlers enjoy. The wheat farming he 
referred to was something like scratch­
ing the ground and reaping a hasty 
harvest. He did not think /the in­
dustry would be founded upon a 
happy basis "until generally small 
mixed farming was provided. H5 
was specially struck with this when 
he got into the province of Alberta. 
All through Manitoba and Saskatche­
wan there were observable immense 
wheat faf-ms. Once they got into Al­
berta they began to see the shades of 
the country assuming a more varied 
aspect. The harvests were splendid 
and Hie climate different, the wind 
horn the Pacific coming into those dis­
tricts. There was another thing. 
Once they got into Alberta they be­
gan to face to the east, or what they 
called the east. He was firmly con­
vinced that the twentieth century 
would be the century of the Pacific 
Ocean. Some peiple talked of the 
yellow peril as affecting est>ecially 
some parts of Canada, He thought 
the east was Canada’s great opening.

It 
would be rushing things too much to 
say that butter will be fifty cents a 
pound this winter.”

Highest in Canada.
“The prices for butter and eggs are 

now the highest in Canada,” said 
another dealer, “and creamery buttei 
is wholesaling at 33 cents, and eggs 
at 27 cents a dozen. The condition

# the market makes it appear that 
the scarcity of butter and eggs is not 
confine to Toronto alone, but is gen 
oral throughout the Dominion. There 
is very little doubt but that butter 
will go up higher than it is at the pre 
sent time. Feed has been so scarce 
that the milk supply has been lessen­
ed, and consequently there has not 
been as much butter made.”

The views of several other whole 
sale produce merchants wet-e obtain 
ed, but each one of whom spoke along 
the same lines. While not predict­
ing an increase in the price of butter 
aad eggs, the general opinion seemed 
to l>e that from forty to fifty cents a 
pound for creamery butter and from 
forty cents up for a dozen fresh eggs 
would be the prevailing prices this 
winter.

Owing to the fact that some farm 
ers are arranging their breeding timf 
for results- in the autumn, instead of 
the spring, the prospects are tha 
there will be a larger supply of milk 
during the winter months. This may 
possibly affect the butter question. 
During the summer a great many far 
mers sell their milk to the creameries 
and it is converted into cheese. Iii 
the winter the creameries are engaged 
in butter production. This would 
have the effect of increasing the out­
put of butter from the creameries ir 
the' winter time, while a smallei 
amount of chees will be made.

‘ GOING UP!” IS THE CRY
, OF THE DEALERS.

Butter Will be Fifty Cents a Pound 
in the East this Winter—Eggs 
also on the Jump.

Toronto. October 22.—The price of 
butter and eggs will be higher this 
winter than ever before. It was 
stated yesterday by a man well vers­
ed in the butter and egg situation 
that eggs would be from sixty to 
seventy-five cents a dozen, and .hat 
dairy butter would reach fifty cents 
a pound before the winter was over, 
F l the purpose of verifying tne state­
ments, several wholesale prouuca nv * 
ctants were interviewed yesterday 
eîl-ttrei», and in almost ever v.r.je- 
house in the wholesale district- !i.* 
saine story was told. The scarcity of 
butter is unprecedented for this time 
of year, and the shipment of eggs has 
almost ceased. No large amount of 
butter has been exported this season, 
and as the shortage is several months 
ahead of time it is anticipated that by 
February and March of next year 
butter will be imported from Aus­
tralia, New Zealand and England.

Not for Forty cents.
“Householders won’t get dairy but­

ter for forty cents if it keeps on going 
the way it has been lately,” said a 
wholesale produce dealer. “We have 
been buying butter at 30 and 31 cents 
in the country, and then we have 
the freight to pay, whim brings the 
wholesale price up to about 33 cents. 
Lard has also gone up. A mm was 
in yesterday wanting us to buy lard 
from him at a higher price than we 
are selling it for. Eggs have taken a 
big jump to 29 and 30 cents, and will 
wholesale here at about 33 cents a 
dozen. A year ago we were getting 
in about 150 cases of eggs a day. and 
now sometimes we do not receive that 
many in three days, as our buyers 
can’t get them.”

Going Upl
Another wholesaler expressed the 

opinion that dairy butter would not 
wholesale above 32 cents a pound. 
“It is going up though,” he added. 
“Eastern townships butter, which 
was 27 cents three days ago, is 29 
today. Feed is so short that the far­
mers in many cases have to sell their, 
cows, and the cheese factories are 
still running, so that much milk is 
being consumer there, instead of in 
butter-making. The usual shortage 
of butter occurs about the end of 
February each year, and instead of 
that it is four months -ahead of time 
this yeah I expect that the butter 
for use next year will have to be im­
ported from Australia and England,

DETECTIVE MADE
CLEVER CAPTURE.

Tanana, Alaska, October 22.—By the 
strenuous efforts of the Canadian De­
tective Bureau the mystery surround­
ing the disappearance of 59 pounds ot 
gold dust, valued at over $12,003, from 
the steamer Seattle No. 3, has been 
cleared up. and as a result Frederick 
C. Wright and Arthur B. Quinn are 
under arrest at Dawson, charged with 
the theft on Wright’s confession.

The gold disappeared from the 
steamer Seattle No. 3 on August 7 
when on a viyage from Tanana to Daw­
son, and since then detectives have 
been engaged on the case under the 
direction of the head office at Van­
couver, with the result that the men 
•vere arrested at Fairbanks.

It was in the early dawn of August 
! that the watchman on the steamer 
.ound that the room in which the 
United States mails were placed had 
been tampered with". The slats of ont 
if the window's had been broken and 
he screen tom out, but a casual el­
imination of the mail clerk revealed 
iothing. It was apparently secure. 
Captain Newcombe, however, was un- 
iasy and made a second examination 
when ho found that 59 pounds of gold 
lust had been extracted and the mail 
ack carefully sewn up again. He 
•ailed a muster of the crew and it 
vas then found that a deck boy nam- 
id Frederick Wright was missing. Th< 
teamer at once turned and went back 
ip the river as far as Victor’s wood 
:amp, which was the last stopping 
ilace. The whistle was kept sound 
ng continuously, but no signs oi 
v'right were discovered and the stea 
uer went on to Dawson, where thi 
oss was reported.

Wright Boy Confessed.
United States Post Office Inspectoi 
L. Weyland called in the aid of the 

’anadian Detective Bureau and 
averal sleuths were at once put tc 
ork. Gradually evidence was col- 
jeted with extreme difficulty. Bit 
jy bit the story was pieced out ano 
.’right and Quinn finally arrested at 
airbanks.

The robbery was 
lanned for August 6, but the watch 
lan was unusually active and no op- 
ortunity offered, although Quinn 
lid he wag prepared to strangle th' 
atchman end heave him overboard 
his, however, the younger man 
/ould not countenance, but the fol 
owing night the watchman was lock 
d in his room and the robbers tore 
at some of the slats of the window.

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COX TELLS OF HIS 
TOUR OF THE WEST

FORT IN DARKNESS 
FOR THREE WEEKS.

Toronto, Oct. 19.—The Globe to­
day says-. Senator Geo. A. Cox has 
returned from a six weeks’ trip 
throughout the western provinces 
more highly impressed than ever 
before with the possibilities of that 
part of the country. In an interview 
he said:

“During the last twenty-five years 
I have made periodical visits to the 
Pacific coast, and upon no previous 
occasion have I been so favorably 
impressed with the western provinces 
is I was on this occasion.

"It is three years since my last 
visit, and I was surprised and de­
lighted toy the great improvement that 
aas taken place during that time. 
Accompanied by Mr. W. G. Morrow', 
oi Peterboro, Manager of the Toron­
to Savings and Loan Company, and 
Mr. H. L. Watt, treasurer oi the Can- 
ida Life Insurance Company, my vis 
t was largely in the interest of those 
two corporations, and for the .purpose 
if looking into their investments in 
the west.
“The Canada Life Assurance Com­

pany has now about seven millions 
if dollars in mortgage loans and mu- 
licipal debentures invested in the 
four western -provinces, and after 
pending over six weeks at or in the 
vicinity oi Winnipeg, Brandon, Re­
tina, Moose Jaw, Calgary, Fernie, 
Vancouver, Victoria, Edmonton, Sas­
katoon and other points on. the 
Canadian Pacific and Canadian Nor- 
hern railways, I am more than ever 
lonvinced that our western country 
affords a safe and profitable field in 
vhich to loan money, and I shall re- 
lommend the directors of the Canada 
Life to largely increase their loans in 
hat direction.

Both the 
Canadian Pacific and the Canadian 
Northern have made very large ad- 
litions to their rolling stock, and in 
other respects greatly improved their 
lines, and before another year’s crop 
has been moved the Grand Trunk 
Pacific trains will be running between 
Edmonton and Fort William.

“One of the most interesting fea­
tures of the journey was a pleasant
trip up the Pacific coast by the C.
?. R. steamer Princess May, for a 
distance of 550 miles to the future 
city of Prince Rupert, the western 
terminus oi the new transcontinen- 
tal line. In conversation with sev­
eral of the captains and officers ol 
steamers plying on the Pacific, the 
harbor of -'Prince Rupert was pro­
nounced by them to be one of the 
very best they had ever seen. Ex­
tensive docks and other harbor im­
provements are being pushed forward 
to completion, and in the near future 
trains from the east will be connect­
ing at this point with steamers for 
the Orient.

“The chief difficulty to be contend 
ad with in the early completion of 
this line is the all-absorbing question 
of labor, and this difficulty extends 
not only to railway building, but to 
the more rapid development of the 
coal and copper mines, -the operation 
of the smelters, the extension of the 
fisheries, and other branches of in­
dustry. It is to be hoped that the 
best efforts of all classes of the com­
munity will be directed to the solu­
tion of this difficulty in a manner 
satisfactory to all concerned.”

Bulletin Special.
Fort Saskatchewan, Oct. 22.—The fire 

which broke out yesterday afternoon at 
the power house of the Fort Saskatche­
wan Electric Company, while not entail­
ing any great monetary loss, has very 
seriously inconvenienced the residents at 
the Fort. A run was made upon the 
lamps and coal oil in the local stores 
last night by distraught householders 
who were without means of lighting their 
houses. The inconvenience was taken 
good-humoredly On all sides.

The fire, which bloke out at 2 o’clock 
had some as yet unknown origin. It had 
gained considerable headway before it 
was noticed; but immediately upon the 
sounding of the alarm the local brigade 
hurried to the spot, and in about three 
minutes the water was turned on. The 
brigade worked in a splendid manner.

As the building was metal-clad, the 
tire was a hard one to fight, the interior 
being all ablaze before the firemen ar­
rived.

Both dynamo and engine room were 
gutted. The damage to the machinery 
was slight, but the building was de­
stroyed. The loss will be about $1,000 
There is no insurance. The work of re­
building will begin at once, but it will 
likely be three weeks before the lights 
will be turned on. x

The building was erected last year by 
Messrs. Higman and Belcher, but it was 
recently sold to a private company 
known as the Fort Saskatchewan Elec­
tric Company.
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EXPERIMENTAL FARM UP NORTH

THICK, SWOLLEN GLANDS
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MUST WIDEN PANAMA.

Washington, D.C., Oct- 21.— 
The locks in the Panama <an- 
al must be made wider than 
originally planned, is the op­
inion of the naval member of 
of the Isthmian Canal com­
mission, Lieutenant and Civil 
Engineer Rosseau, who has 
arrived from the Isthmus. 
This is because of the in­
creased size oi the warships 
of the Dreadnought class. 
The matter is to be referred to 
President Roosevelt, and Con­
gress may have to change the 
whole plan of the canal, and 
adopt the sea level idea.
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F. S. Lawrence, who has been com­
missioned by tiie Dominion govern­
ment to establish an experimental 
station at Fort Vermilion, four hun­
dred and fifty miles north of Edmon­
ton, came to the city Saturday eve­
ning, and will remain here several 
weeks before proceeding to Ottawa 
with samples of the products which 
he has brought down from the north 
country.

Mr. Lawrence is an old timer in the 
north, having first gone to Fort Ver 
milion in 1879, with his father from 
Montreal. Mr. Lawrence and his 
brother now have valuable farms at 
the Fort.

He left Edmonton this spring on 
his return from Ottawa, on May 1st. 
and reached Fort Vermilion with his 
supplies on the 21st, having driven 
by team to the Peace River Crossing, 
and gone the remainder of the jour 
ney down the river by raft, a dis­
tance in all from this city of about 
700 miles by the line of travel. He 
took with him 450 trees oi various 
kinds, fruit and ornamental, and 
grains, grasses and vegetables.

Made a Start.
Only a start was made this year in 

the experimental station, twenty 
acres being put under cultivation, 
but everything is now in order for 
next season.

The trees, however, were ail plant­
ed this spring, and about 90 per 
cent, of them are doing well. The 
grains were not so successful as the 
late season was a serious drawback. 
Mr. Lawrence also planted a patch 
of strawberry plants, which he had 
taken north, and they did excellently 
this summer, yielding fruit this year. 
Fifty varieties of flowers were also 
planted from the seeds, and proved 
a success though the grasshoppers 
did some damage.

Mr. Lawrence ia taking with him 
to Ottawa about 500 lbs. of samples 
of grain and vegetables grown in dif­
ferent parts of the north. They in­
clude wheat in straw, and threshed 
from Fort Vermilion, pumpkin, 
squash, cucumber, citron, etc., from 
the Peace River Crossing.

Though seeding was a month 
later than usual at Fort Ver 
take 2 experiment! farms 
milion the grain was good. The bar­
ley was all ripened. About half the 
oats and about one-third the wheat 
did well, the remainder being frozen, 
but, however, is all right for food for 
stock. The first frost was on the 
30th of August, when it registered 28 
degrees above zero. If August had 
been a good month the grain would 
have all been ripened and no damage 
would have resulted. Potatoes were 
also an excellent yield at Vermilion.

Big Yield at Crossing.
The grain yield at the Peace River 

Crossing was the heaviest crop for 
years. All the wheat ripened before 
the frosts and is averaging forty bush­
els to the acre as threshed from the 
field.

At the farm of Allie Brick, M.P.P., 
a field of wheat averaged fifty bushels 
to the acre. Mr, Brick has over 7,000 
bushels of grain, 4,000 of red fife wheat 
and 3,000 of oats, all in excellent con­
dition, having been cut beforj the 
frost.

At Lesser Slave Lake some of the 
grain was frozen, but a great deal was 
saved in god condition. Oats were 
averaging 43 lbs. to the bushel, so Mr. 
Lawrence stated, from his own obser­
vation.

There was also good success at the 
Prairie River settlement in the fab 
wheat, though the spring wheat did 
not fare as well.

Conditions Similar Here.
At Grand Prairie and the Spirit 

River the conditions were much the 
same as at Vermilion—part frozen 
and part ripened.

Mr. Lawrence reports great ravages 
from the timber wolves, only five 
colts being left at the round-up at 
Fort Vermilion, and the same condi­
tion prevailed at Peace River Cross­
ing. This state of affairs it is ex­
pected is soon to be remedied, owing 
to the government bounty of $10 per 
head, which has induced a campaign 
of extermination.

The people of the north are greatly 
interested in the extension of the 
telegraph service to the Peace River, 
for which they are now petitioning the 
government.

The northern trails are in bad con­
dition, Mr. Lawrence says, but the 
new' road from the Landing to the 
Lesser Slave Lake, along the north 
bank of the river, is very highly 
spoken of as a good thoroughfare.

Mr. Lawrence expects to leave on 
return to Fort Vermilion in February 
next, in order that he may be on the 
ground before the season opens and 
there may be no delay when work at 
the experimental station is started 
next summer in earnest.

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SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands in Manitoba or the 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may lie home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
if a family, or male over 18 years oi 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agency 
or a surb-agency. Entry by proxy may 
however, be made at an agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mo­
ther, son, daughter, brother or sister 
of an intending homesteader.

An application for entry or cancella­
tion made personally at any Sub­
agent’s office may be wired to the 
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at the 
expense of the applicant, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of the telegram such application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete the transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of “personation” or fraud 
the applicant will forfeit all priority 
of claim or if entry has been granted 
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must 
oe made in person. The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
and only one application for cancella­
tion will be received from an indivi* 
dual until that application has been 
disposed of.
, Where an entry is cancelled subse­

quent to institution for cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for cancel­
lation will be entitled to prior right 
of entry.

Application for cancellation must 
state in what particulars the home­
steader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not 
the subject of cancellation proceedings, 
may, subject to the approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, daughter, 
brothe" or sister, if eligible, but to 
no one else, on filing declaration of 
abandonment.

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under one of 
the following plans :—

(1) At least six months' residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
each year during the term of three 

"years.
(2) A homesteader may. if he so de­

sires, perfoim the required residence 
duties by living on farming land own­
ed solely by him, not less than eighty 
(80 acres in extent, in the vicinity of 
his* homestead. Joint ownership in 
land will not meet his requirement.

(3) If the father (or mother, if the 
father is deceased) of a homesteader 
has permanent residence on farming 
land owned solely by him, not less 
than eighty (80) acres in extent, in the 
vicinity of the homestead, or upon a 
homestead entered for by him in the 
vicinity, such homesteader may per­
form his own residence duties by liv­
ing with the father (or mother). •

(4) The term vicinity in the two pre­
ceding paragraphs is defined as mean­
ing not more than nine miles in a 
direct line, exclusive of the width ot 
road allowances crossed in the mea­
surement.

(5) A homesteader intending to per­
form his residence duties in accord­
ance with the above while living with 
parents or on farming land owned by 
himself must notify the Agent for the 
district of such intention.

Before making application for pa­
tent the settler must give six months* 
notice in writing to the Commissioner 
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his 
intention to do so.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.
Coal.—Coal mining rights may be 

leased for a period ot twenty-one 
years at an annual rental of $1 per 
acre. Not more than 2,560 acres 
«hall be leased to one individual or 
rompany. A royalty at the rate of 
five cents per ton shall be collected 
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quarfz.—A person eighteen years of 
age, or over, having discovered 
mineral in place, may locate a claim 
1,500 x 1,500 feet.

The fee for recording- a claim is $5.
At least $100 must be expended on 

the claim each year or paid to the 
mining recorder in lieu thereof. When 
$500 has been expended or paid, the 
locator may, upon having a survey 
made, and upon complying with other 
• equireidents, purchase me land at 
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pay­
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent, on 
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are 
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew­
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leases 
to dredge for gold of five miles each 
for a term of twenty years, renewable 
at the discretion of the Minister of 
the Interior.

The lessee shall have._ a dredge in 
operation within one season from the 
date of the lease for each five miles. 
Rental $10 per annum for each mile 
of river leased. Royalty at the rate 
of 2 1-2 per .cent, collected on the 
output after it exceeds 210,000.

J. Clark, inspector of railway ac 

cidcnts on the railway commission of 
Canada, arrived in the city yesterday 
on ti.e C. N. R. He was seen by a 
Bulletin representative this morning.

“Or. my trip over the C. N. R.,” tie 
said “I have investigated several 
small accidents and examined the 
rolling stock, and think that with 
the increased equipment, this road 
will be quite capable of handling all 
their freight this season, and be in a 
position to .keep the road open during 
the winter. The roadbed has been 
wonderfully improved, while included 
in the new rolling stock are some 
powerful mogul engines.

SKELETON FOUND.

The remains are supposed to be 
those of an Indian, from the size and 
appearance of the skull, and it is 
thought tire body was one of those 
buried over a quarter of a century 
ago in that locality, when the late 
Rev. George McDougall had his mis­
sion on the present property. The 
part of tlie ground facing on Ffirst 
street was then used as a burial 
ground, and when the excavations 
were being made for Alberta College 
some years ago a number of skeletons 
were found there.

The .remains were removed by 
Moffatt, McCoppen & Bull and buried 
yesterday in the Edmonton cemetery.

The question of the overcrowding 
in the houses of the city has recently 
come before the city council, being 
brought to their attention by the city 
health officer, Dr. Terniin, in a recent 
letter to the board. Though fie has 
not looked into the question recently 
Dr. Terr.an some time ago came 
across an instance where in one room 
about 10x14 feet there were four beds, 
each holding two persons. Such a 
condition is most dangerous to the 
public health and will probably be 
stop|>ed by the new health act. that is 
to lie incorporated in tiie consolidat­
ed city bylaws.

IMPROVING THE ROADS.
J. K. Boyle, M.P.P., has returned 

from a week’s trip through the east­
ern part of the Sturgeon ^constituency, 
looking over road improvements.

The Government will complete this 
yearthe improvement of the Victoria 
trail from near Fort Saskatchewan to 
Pakan, a distance of seventy-five 
miles. The road is being put in first- 
class condition and substantial bridg­
es built over all the streams flowing 
down into the Saskatchewan. This, 
Mr. Boyle, says, will be one of the 
finest automobile drives in the coun­
try, as the road in many places skirts 
the broad valley of the river.

The improvement of the road has 
opened for settlement a large area of 
country formerly very difficult of ac­
cess and during the summer hundreds 
of settlers have gone into this dis­
trict.

A road has also been opened by the 
Government from the bridge near thé 
mouth of the Sturgeon river north in­
to townships 58 and 59, which have 
been very largely settled this sum­
mer.

Threshing was under way through­
out the district visited. Oats arc- 
turning out well and the yield is muc*1 
heavier than anticipated. Hay is a 
good crop and stock is looking fine.

APPEAL FOR HOME MISSIONS.

At the First Presbyterian church 
yesterday morning the pastor, Rev 
Dr. McQueen, delivered an important 
address, setting forth the growth and 
needs of the home mission work of 
the Presbyterian church in Canada, 
particularly of Western Canada.

This sermon was in accordance with 
a rulinig of the last general assembly 
that Sunday, Oct. 20, be set apart for 
the discussion of the plans of th* 
church’s work and expansion. Tht 
needs of that portion of the Presby 
terian church comprising Ontario 
Quebec, and the western provinces 
through lo the coast for the year end 
ing in February next, will be: Foreign 
missions, $122,000; augmentation o 
stipends, $45,000; French evangeliza 
tion, $44,000; colleges (Manitoba), $9. 
i)00; aged and infirm ministers’ fund 
$18,000; assembly fund, $8,000; temp 
erance and moral reform, $5,000.

Where 25 years ago there were west 
of Lake Superior only four self-sus 
taining churches, ten augmentée 
ehurcties and twenty-six miss lens 
there were now 166 self-sustaininr 
churches, 79 augmented and 574 mis 
sions.

Twenty years ago when Dr. Me 
Queen came to Edmonton this mission 
was included in the Calgary presby­
tery, and attending a presbytery meet 
ing in ttiose days meant a rough drivi 
of 200 miles to the souh and the out 
lay of $50. i He had a scattered mis 
sion, having charges of the. service: 
at Edmonton, Fort Saskatchewan,Bel 
mont. Clover Bar, Poplar Lake and 
the Sturgeon. !!• '\v< uld. visit For1 
Saskatchewan twi month, hold
ing servi-'is in till' tu’i mg, going t< 
Belmont in -.he atteinnon and return 
ing to Edmonton for evening. Th* 
next Sunday lie would visit the For;

With an eulogistic reference1 to the 
excellent Christian work done in the 
West by the lat Dr. Robertson, super 
intendent of missions, the speaker im 
pressed upon his hearers the respon 
sibility devolving upon the membsrt 
cf the church to meet their share o' 
the work to be done in a growinj 
country into which thousands of emi 
grants poured each year.
